LESSON FROM AUSTRALIA

. For more t thirty the people
" of South Australia have been taking care
' of dependent children through the medi-
" wm of s state Children’s Council. = Miss
| Edith Bellers tells the story in a recent
! issue of the Contemporary Review, and
it i of especial interest and value to New
Brunswick readers at this time, when a
fourth attempt is to be, made to secule
{ legislation for child protection in’ thie
province. Miss Sellers writes:—

“No matter how poor and degraded a
child may be, he—or ghe—does not rank
as a pauper; he has nothing whatever
to do with paupers or pauper authorities
and he may not be lodged in a pauper in-
etitution. If he be normal, indeed, he
may not be lodged in an institution of
any sort. Fér South Australians have eet
their hearts on having no paupers at all
in their land; and they are firmly con-
vinced that the only way they can escape
having them is by bringing up the ‘chil-
dren for whom they' are responsible in
“such a way as to secure their developing,
go far as nature allows, into eelf-respect-
| ing, self-reliant, thrifty, hard-working men
" ' and women. And, as they have learned

by experience that this can -rarely be
done in institutions, they ingist on their
being brought up in homes, real homes,
workingmen’s cottages, just as they would
be were they provided for by their own
parents, inetead of by the state. They im-
sist, too, on their being brought up in the
country, amidst wholesome surroundings,
and' under conditions which, while ensur-
ing them against ill-treatment, give them
the chance of leading free, happy, human
lives, of making friends for themselves,
while having their corners knocked off,
and learning how to fight their own bat-
tles.”

_4'fe Children’s Council “is the official

caretaker of all the children in the prov-

ince who are maintained by the ‘state, ex-
cept those who are maintained together
with their parents. It a‘.ppoinh local com-
mittees to act ag caretakers of the chil-
dren in a district, to watch over them, to
gee that they are properly clothed, housed
and fed, that they go to school regularly,
‘ and that they are kindly treated.” The
Council has the power to take children
from homes that are unfit, and fine or
imprisonment may be meted ‘out to any
father who fails to provide or his chil-
dren and after they are taken away and
placed in foster homes attempts to regain
possession of them; *although the Council

e e o
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lis a reformatory for boys and one for girls.

Children placed in foster homes come
under what is called the subsidy system

under the service system to the age of
eighteen. These systems are clearly ex-
plained. ih the following paragraph:—
“Under both the subsidy system and
the servicd system, the céuncil’s wards are
lodged with respectable working-class fos-
ter-parents, who, in the case of subsidy
children must live within easy walking
distance of a good school. They must
be fairly well off, industrious and intelli-

treat their charges in all respects as if
they were their own children—not only
to be kind to them, but-to have thought
for them, and to try to influence them for
good, and care is taken ‘to insure their
keeping their pledge. In South Australia

state’s wards. There a foster-parent who
shall ill-treat, injure, or neglect any state:
child, or who shall not well and truly do}
all that he or ‘she has undertaken to ‘do,
is liable to a fine of §100 and six months’
imprieonment with hard labor . , .Under
the subeidy system children must be sent
to school; and beyond giving a helping
hand to their foster-parents, must do no
regular work. The fundamental difference
between this system and the service sys-
tem is that, whereas under the former
the foster-parents are paid by the council
for taking charge of the childnen, under
the latter they pay for being allowed to
keep them and have their services. No
child may be boarded out in a eervice
home until it is thirteen; and while there
it is practically an apprentice, although
still a state-child under sta_té protection.
If. a boy, his foster-father must be a skill-
ed artisan or farmer, able and willing to
teach him his craft and put him in the
way of becoming a good eraftsman. Dur-
ing the first three years the man has him
he must house, feed and clothe him and
give him wages at! the rate of le a week,
for the first year, 1s. 6d. for the second,
and 2s. for the third. During the fourth
and fifth years he must house and feed
him, and pay him 5¢ a week durihg the
fourth year and 6e. ‘during the fifth.
During these two years the boy must be
provided with clothes. During the first
three years three-fourths of his wages
and during the last two not less than a
shilling a week must be handed over to
the council, which deposits it for him in
the savings bank.”

' Problems

! )

Sir William Ramsey expresses the con-
viction that the mining and distribution of
coal is no longer necessaryto the produc-
tion and distribution of heat. He would
transform coal into gas in the mines. He
would distribute this gas to consumers

broadcast, from the mines. He would
make central plants of, the mines. With
the gas he would have the meang of gen-
erating ' electricity, at thd very pithead
if desired, so that there would be & choice
for the consumer between heat by pipe
and heat by wire. All'of the coal-carrying
charges would be eliminated by this plan,
as would all of the cost of intermediate
handling, all of the waste that is now said
to represent 50 per cent. of the coal min-
ed. Gas will flow easily tq almost any dis-
tance. It could be carried to the farm as
well as to the city. It would eliminate the
coal bin, the chimney and the smoke nui-
sance.

Sir William Ramsay’s plans embrace
not ‘only the solution of the domestic
lighting and heating problems—by. bring-
|ing both down to the very minimum—but
they also contemplate reducing, electric
power for railroade and industries to one-
fifth, and possibly one-tenth of their pres-
ent cost, a result that would assuredly be
followed by general electrification in
transportation and manufacturing. That
all this may be accomplished he is about
to prove by actual demonstration under
arrgngement with a large E lish colliery.
The-best wishes of the world will be with
him in this undertaking for the influence
of his ‘euccess will extend far beyond the
mere cheapening of heat and power.
