Could =~ the three-masted = American
schooner Manuel R. Cuza, which founder-
ed off the Ploughshares early - Tuesday
morning, have been saved? Shipping men
here are of the opinion that the vessel
went needlessly to her doom, saying ‘that

have brought her to safety.

They also.say that none
but’ the smaller: eraft’ svere-asked on' Mon-
day; and owners of the large boats assert
that they were not notified until late
Monday night or in the very early, hours
Tuesday, and at ‘that time it would not
have been safe, with the big sea runming,
to go to Black Point.

BRIDGE, FERRY, OR BOTH?

The new city council appears to be rush-
ing gaily into a large expenditure in con-
nection with the ferry without looking
over the situation and considering the fu-
ture,

Does the council overlook the fact that
there is now available the sum of $600,-
000 toward the cost of a bridge across the
harbor?

The citizens have but lately voted in
favor of a civic expenditure of $300,000.
There is a standing offer of another $300,-
000 by the federal government, provided
a like sum is granted by the provincial
government.

Theugh the matter has been under con-
sideration for a number of years, the actual
cost of a bridge and its approaches has
not yet been learned. Would it not be
wise for the city council to get this in-
formation, and confer with all parties in-
tevested and find out all the facts concern-
ing a bridge without further waste of

time? .

One hears all sorts of assertions about
this matter, but the only way. to get at
the facts is by intelligent and determined

_eoquiry.  Despite the fact that there is
likely to be a new bridge at the falls, there
are five parties interested in a harbor
bridge. They are the city, the C. P. R,
the street railway company and the pro-
vincial - and federal governments. Setting
out with the knowledge that there is %600,-
(00 available,. the cify councilmshould POs-
sesy itself of full information, get the
views of all’ parties concerned; and: tell
the people exactly what the situation is
with respect to the harbor bridge.

There is a general feeling of satisfaction
throughout Canada today as a result of
the news from Ottawa.

It
seemed from the attitude of the opposi-
tion that Sir Wilfrid Laurier would be
compelled to remain at home, to vindicate
the right of the majority to rule in this
couniry; but an agreement has been reach-
ed under which obstruction will at least
be postponed until Sir Wilfrid’s return
from London.

Siv Wilfrid Laurier will be the most|
gtriking figure from any of the oversea
states in attendance at the conference and
coronation. He is recognised as one of
the foremost statesmen of the empire, and
will be honored for his own sake, in :\d-|
dition to the honor done him as the ve-
Dpresentative of Canada. Before he returns
the United States senate will doubtless
have adopted the reciprocity agreement,
and it will then be forced to an issue in
this country.

SPINACH, TREMONT STYLE.

Thoroughly wash one peck of spinach.
To wash spinach so that it cammot bc]
gritty, it needs to be put in a good-siz-
ed strainer or colander and put under
running water, almost every piece of spin-
ach being handled -during this process, in
order to remove all the grit. When thor-
oughly washed put in a covered kettle,|§
without adding any more water. C(ook
for 10 minutes, Remove from the fire,
drain and chop very fine. Melt two round-
ing tablespoonfuls of butter in a saucepan,
add the juice of one lemon, a very little
salt, and one half teaspoonful of mild pa-
prika. Heat the spinach in this and serve
at once.

FRENCH PEAS, NORMANDY STYLE

Cut two thin slices of bacon into small
dice, and place in a.saute pan with four
small onions, sliced. Cook until the onions
begin to brown; add the liquor from one
can of small peas, and cook until the on-
ions are thoroughly tender. Add the peas.
salt and pepper to taste, and simmer for
20 minutes. If necessary to thicken, take
from the fire, add the well beaten yolk of

thickens., There should be enough heat
to cook the egg without keeping it over
the fire. There is danger in too much
cooking, for the egz yolk will cook hard,
and therefore separate. Serve at once.

CHEESE DESERT

A tasty dessert is made from cottage
cheese and cream. The cream is beaten
till almost stiff and then cottage cheese
is added. This is well mixed and then the
mixture is piled in a glass dish. Over all
a little orange peel is grated to give a bit
of color and flavor.

SIR THOS. SHAUGHNESSY
INTERVIEWED ON RETURN

The New Steamers Will Not Re-
place the Empresses—The Tak-
ing Over of the D.A.R.—C.P.R.
Control

(Montreal Gazette).

Two -new stegmers of from fourteen to
eixteen thousand tons each are to be ad-
ded to the Canadian Pacific’s. Eastern
ocean fleet, making six in all plying be-
iween Vancouver and Chinese and Jap-
anese ports.

This announcement was made by  Sir
Thomas Shaughnessy, president of the C.
P. R. who has just returned from Great
Britain and the continent. Sir Thomas
said that the contract would soon be
signed for these steamers and that the
time of construction would be ahout
cighteen months. Havjng said that the
new boats would be somewhat larger than
the Empresses of the Atlantic fleet, it
was suggested that. this should put an end
to rumors that the Empress.of Britain
and the Empress of Ireland were to be
iransferred to.the oriental trade, to which
Sir Thomas Shaughnessy replied that he
#ought so.

Speaking of his brief trip to the old
country, the president declared that- from
what he could see and hear in Great
Britain more attention was now being
given to the Dominion of Canada than to
any other country in the world, while
the immigration element now coming to
this country is particularly satisfactory.
The Empuress he added, brought over
no less than twelve hundred people, all
from the British Isles, and Sir Thomas
said he had never seen a finer lot of peo-
ple entering a new country. In Great
Britain, Canada is in everyone's mind,
and at the present time a great many
vetired British army officers are coming
over here to settle down, so favorable
is the impression created of Canada on
the other side as an agricultural country.

The question of filling up the western
provinees with people from different coun-
tries appeals very strongly to the presi-
dent of the Canadian Pacific, who stated
that the experiment had been very suc-
cessful in the United States, and he be-

HIGHER LIQUOR
PRIGES IN EFFECT

Some Toronto Dealers Send Them
Up—General Action to be De-
termined Today

!

Toronto, May 4—The price of those lig-
uids which cheer and occasionally inebriate;
has taken an upward turn in Toronto.

No more will the inpecunious individual
with a lonely ten cent piece and a taste
for lager that disdains draught beer, non-
chalantly walk into an inviting barroom to
soothe his palate with a bottle of home-
brewed beer. Following the action of the
Ontario Government in demanding five
per cent. of. the gross receipts above $60,
the Hotelmen’s Association have decided
that the “man in the street” must “pay
the piper,” and bottled lager and ale of
the domestic variety now costs 15 cents
a pint.

This action is not universal as yet. A
meeting of the hotelmen will be held today
to fix the rates, but in the meantime most
of the down town bars have adopted the
“raise.”

A number of hotels have raised the price
of imported whiskey, wines and gin to
fifteen cents straight, instead of two for
a quarter. It is expected that both thesc
raises will be general after today.

The fact that some hotels have' raised

prices while others haven’t has created
embarrassment. Complaints were héard by
patrons who were called upon to pay
15 cents for bottled beer after having slak-
| ed their thirst at other hostelries with the
same brand of nectar on a 10 cent basis.
They were particularly aggrieved because
the wily dispenser didn’t -apprize them
of the price boom before it. was too late
to cancel the order.
The cause of the increase is the new 5
per cent. tax to the government on all bar
receipts over $60 a day in large cities and
$50 a day in the smaller places.

This tax is on gross receipts, and it in-
| cludes sales of cigars, cigarettes, tobacco
or drinks or drinkable liguids, other than
intoxicating liquor, or of any service or
privilege, when made over, at, in or from
the bar and barroom.

One Point in Doubt .

THIRTY-FIVE YEARS A
SOLITARY PRISONER

Jesse Pomeroy for First Time Sees '
Visitors From the Outside
World

Boston, May 4—For the first time in
thirty-five years, Jesse Pomeroy, Massa-
chusetts’” most notorious prisoner, and|
one whose incarceration in Charlestown
prison rivals that of the ‘“Man with the
Iron Mask,” has spoken to anyome from
the outside world, save his keeper and
his aged mother.

Calimly and with no touch of rancor,
this man, doomed to spend his life in the
strictest solitary confinement, told mem-
bers of the first legislative committee that
ever visited him, it has become known
t?hm: he had at last become resigned to his
ate.

According to the commitiee members,
Pomeroy seemed both physically and ment-
ally healthy, and spoke as a man of edu-
cation and refinement, giving no hint. of
the impulge that caused him when four-
teen years old, to butcher a' playmate.
Ground glass windows prevented Pome-
roy from gazing on the outer world.

Asked if he minded the solitude, Pome-
roy said:

“Yes, but I appreciate the little library
I have. The bright spots in my life are
the visits of my mother. She is the only
person I am permitted to see, you know,
The prison has become my life, and 1
bhave become used to it.

SAID HE WAS TRAIN
WRECKER BECAUSE HE
LONGED FOR PUBLIGITY

Gerbrick Sentenced to 40 Years
in Prison, but Warden Finds
Out he Did Not (.'ommit Crime

Denver, Colo., May 4—An official re-
commendation has been made to the state
pardon board to release from the state
penitentiary F. W. Gerbick, who was
sentenced last July to a term of from 80
to 40 years for having caused the wreck
of -a-railroad train at- Apishapa;- Colo:,- on
Oct. 30, 1903.

Gerbick was sentenced on his own con-
fession, but Warden Tynan became con-
vinced, before Gerbrick had been in the
penitentiary many weeks, that the man
had confessed to a crime he never co-
mitted, and because of his love of notor-
iety. Gerbrick, after imprisonment had
freed him from the influence of a drug
habit, told the warden where he had been
working at Leoni and Grass Lake, Mich.,
at the time of the railroad wreck, and in-
vestigation convinced the officials of the
law that this story was true.

Judge Riser of the distriet court and
District ‘Attorney Davidson have joined
in recommending Gerbrick’s release.

Warwick, ‘who made 'the post mortem.‘
was copcluded. Edward Corbett and Stan-
ley Moore, two of the members of the
chain 'gang, alse gave evidence and Sam-
uel Clifford, ‘turnkey in the jail, was m\|
the stand and will conclude his evidence
tonight, when the inguest resumes at 7.30.

Dr. Warwick first took the stand and
the coroner read over to him the evidence
of Dr. Christie. After hearing this, wit-
ness repeated his opinion that the cause
of death was oed=ma of the lungs follow-
ing acute inflammation - of the kidneys.
Such a, condition® of “the lungs as found
could develop in two hours,

To Mr. Mullin, witness said he thought
the cause of ,the oedema in this case was
the weakness of the heart action. This
1 condition ‘was often an accompaniment of
acute nephritis or,/Bright’s disease, which!
in turn might have been brought on by
exposure to cold or wet. If he had a}
patient who was saffering from anaemia, |
Dr. Warwick said, he would not like to
have him on such'a diet as that furnished
in the jail.

To County Secretary Kelley, he said
that a meat ‘diet in cases of inflammation
of the kidneys was injurious, and in the
{ case of a man suffering from Bright’s dis-
ease it might bring on convulsions. Dr.
Christie might have been quite correct
when he said that McArthur was not suf-
fering from oedema of the lungs at 11
| o'clock the night ‘before he died. Indul-
| gence in alcoholie stimulants was one of
the great causes of Bright’s diseasc.

In re-examination by Mr. Mullin, wit-
ness said that there had been nothing
in the autopsy which would lead him to|
believe that McArthur had died of Bright's
disease. The fact that McArthur ate meat
the night before his death would not cause
him to have either acute nephritis or
ocdema of the lungs.

Edward Corbett and Stanley Moore,
members of the chain gang, said they had
seen McArthur at the rock candy mine
on April 12. On that day he was ill and
had to lie in the shanty all the time they
were out, .

Samuel Clifford said that so far as he
could judge, McArthur was quitezable to
go out to work. ' HHe had come in on Jan.
4. He 'went out on the 5th and contin-
ued going out till Jan. 25, on which date
he escaped. After being recaptured he
was put to work again on March 1, and
was out every day between then and
April 12. Witness had never said to Dr.
C'hristie that he felt deceased was unfit
for work. He knew the guards sometimes
\punis\lued the prisoners. because they made
i report of the fact. -He had known that
| McArthur had been punished March 22,
{ but was unable ta remember any more in-
iht}lll(‘(‘ﬂ without his:papers. The diet in
