CAP. XIX
An Act to explain certain Acts passed
for the safe keeping of Gumnpowder
and to remove doubls respecting the
same.
[12th June 1834.]

WhEeReAs an Act was passed in the Third
Year of the Reign of His present Majesty,
entitled, “An Act te prevent dangerous
quantities of Gunpowder being kept within
the Tewn of St. John’s.” And whereas
another Act was passed in the Fourth Year
of Iis said Majesty’s Reign, entitled, * An
Act to prevent dangerous guantities of Gun-
powder being kept within the Town of Car-
bonear.”  And whereas doubts have arisen
whether the Provisions of the said Acts, or
any of them do apply to the Storing Ware-
housing or Keeping of Gunpowder, in any
of His Majesty’'s Stores, Warehouses De-
pots or Magazines in this Island, and it 1s
necessary and expedient to remove such
doubts: Be it therefore enacted by the Go-
vernor, Council, and Assembliy of Newfound-
fand, in Parliament assembled, and by the
authority of the same, that the Provisions of
the said Acts or any of them, are not intend-
ed to extend or to be applied, and shall not
extend or be applied to the Storing, Ware-
housing or Keeping of any Gunpowder, be-
ing the property of His Majesty, His Heirs
or Successors, in-any of His Majesty’s Store-
houses, Warehouses, Depots, or Magazines
in this Island, anything in the said Acts, or
any of them contained, to the contrary not-
withstanding.

An Act to repeal so mue hof an Act of
the Imperial Parliament, passed in
the Fifth Year of the Reign af His
late Majesty, King George the Fourth

WiaERrEAs by an Act passed in the Parlia-
ment of the United Kingdom of Great Bri-
tain and Ireland, in the I'ifth Year of the
Reign of His Late Majesty King George the
Fourth, entitled ““ An Act for the better Ad-
ministration of Justice in Newfoundland,
and for other purposes.” it is'among other
things enacted, that it shall and mav be law-
ful for the Governor or Acting Governor of
Newfoundland, for the time being, to insti-
tutea Court of Civil Jurisdiction at any
such Parts or Places on the Coast of Labra-
dor, or the Islands adjacent theretn, as in
and by an Act passed in the Fiftv-first Year
of the Reign of His Late Majesty, King
George the Third, entitled “ An Act for tak-
ing away the Public Use of certain Ships’
Rooms in the Town of St John's, in the Is-
land of Newfoundland, and for establishing
Surrogate Courts on the Coast of Labrador,
and in certain Islands adjacent thereto,”
were re-annexed to the Government of New-
foundland : and whereas by another Act. of
the said Parliament, passed in the Second

ing the:Government of Newfoundland in
pursuance of His Commission or Instructi-
ons to him for that purpose addressed by
His Majesty, with the advice and consent of
any House or Houses of General Assembly
which His Majesty may thereafter be pleas-
ed 1o convoke from among the inhabitants of
the said Colory, by any Act or Acts to be,
from time to time for that purpose passed,
to repeal in whole or in part, or to amend,

J,THE CHURCH.

The wish is father to the thought; and
men are ready to believe the most improba-
ble things provided only those things be

_something they wish and desire. When the

reform bill agitated tiie nation, and the hopes
- of some and the fears of others were excited
- almost to frenzy, how ready were the friends

of that measure to believe it a panacea for

all the ills that the state was heir to! and
even when they saw their beloved bill pass
into a law, come into full of operation, and
exercise its influence upon the state, without
producing any of those beneficial effects
which were looked for from it, they still

~ clung to some future and mysterious good,

which in process of time was to result from
its operation.

But the mind seldom dwells intently upon
one objeet for a length of thme. It Scems
v siatare o require change. Hence
the hepe:d for zood of yesterday 1s the for-
gotten scheme of to-day, and the best aud
greatest things of to-day‘wili be the toy of
tomiorrow. 'The, reform bill, with its ten

i
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thousand advantages, is alinost forgotten ; at
least it is not remembered, unless it chance
to be mentioned in conversation. The grand
remedy for all our distresses, now, is a sepa-
ration of the Chutch from the State, and the
destruction of the Protestant Church 1n Ire-
land.

We have already given our opinion respect-
ing the separation so far as reason 1s con-
cerned, but the advocates of the measure
p esume to bring n Revelation as a witness
in their favour, and tell us, that a kingdom
which is not of this world needs not the
snpport or assistance of secular governments
We will spend a short time in endeavouring
to unravel this mass of reasoning.

When our Lord was brought before the

Yoman Governor, the haughty ltalian asked
Lim * Art thou the King of the Jews,” that
is, * Dost thou mean to set up thyself as
the Sovereign of this people?” To this
question our Lord replied, ** My kingdom is
not of this world.
this world, then would my servants fight.”
The total absence of all human defence and
of all earthly splendour shows that the king-
dom over which I preside is ore very differ-
ent from the earthly kingdoms around me,
and one which therefore can never interfere
with the right or the power of the Roman
Emperor. In this declaration ¢t our Lord
there are several things implied: Ist. 'I'bat
he is a King, and consequeatly that his Go-
vernment has ways and means whereby it
operates upon man. 2d, That the kingdom
1s bpii'/mal——that is, that it has an especial
reference to'the spirit of man,—its renewal
and regeneration. That as presiding over,
and taking cognizance of feelings, thoughts
and motives, 1t differs essentially from earth-
ly kingdoms, the laws of which take cogni-
sance of outward acts alone, without reier-
ence to ends and motives, or only so far as
thoy are connected with outward acts. - That
it is upheid, not by the (force of arms, but
bv the force of tiuth and the providence of
God.

Yet although, in all these senses the king-
dom of Christ is a spiritnal kingdom, it sull
depends in a secondary sense, upcn liuman
means for its spread and propogation.—
W hen it was first established, mew were sent
forth to preach the gospel and these men de-
pended for their subsistence upon the con-
tributions of their converts. llence, even
in its commencement, money, if it was not
essential to its establishment, was at least
one of the means employed by God for that
end. We find the converts at Jerusalem,
selling their property and bringing the mo-
ney to the Apostles to assist in propogating
the gospel. It is not true therefore, that be-
cause the kingdom of Christ is spiritual it
has nothing to do with worldly wealth or
worldly power, for these were amongst the
means employed by God himseif to establish
and extend 1t in the first instance.

To support the Church by the contributi-
on of those outward means which God has
placed in our power is a bourden duty, from
which we cannot shrink without incurring
the guilt of disobedience to the divine coni-
mandments. The Saviour when he sent
forth his ministers, left them dependent for
outward things upon those to whom they
ministered ;" and in thus leaving them he
left a charge upon the latter to mnaintain and
support them. ** The labourer jis worthy of
his hire.” '

Supposing howeve-, that all pecuniary re-
sources were taken frowm the Church a ques-
tion arises, how far would the people be be-
nefited by 1t? Suppose that ail the Church
lands were taken away and devoted to sevu-
lar purposes, would the condition of the
people be bettered? We think not. Those
lands would fall mto the hands of some
great proprietor, who wouid exact the pro-
Guce with as much strictness as the Church
herself, if he did not happen to turn out al-
so a tyrant. ;

There is great clamour raised in the present
day against the enormous incomes of the
clergy, and without even exaniining the sub-
ject or looking upon it 1n a fair and equal
light, the great body of the people set down
the clergy as a set of droaes—faring sump-
tuously every day, and neglecting the duties
they are bound to perform.  Such however,
is not the fact. - So far from the great body
of the clergy being overpaid, by far the great
er number of them and that number com-
prising the most zealous and laborious por-
tion, are pining away on the most miseraple
pittance. It is notorious that the working
clergy are ill paid ; and there is scarcely a
dissenting minister that does not eujoy a sa-
lary far greater than theirs. ln many in-
stances the clergyman has some little pro-
perty of his own, and this serves with his
salary to afford him something like decent
maintenance ; and when this 1s not the case,

‘the clergyman was forced to commence an

academy to assist him with necessaries.—
There are hundreds of learned pious, and
deserving men whose salaries are not equal
to that which a common working tradesman
sometimes receives. And it must be recol-
lected that a minister of the Church must
make an appearance suitable to the diguaity
of his office aud the sacred naiure ot his
calling. His domestic circle, his private
habits, his outward manner must be all such
as to iuspire respect and confidence. Now

n this case, how far will £40, £50, or even

[t my kingdom. were of

now the very reverse.

£109 per annum go? The working clergy
of England though a zealous, learned, and
pious body, are so far from receiving exor-
bitant salaries, that they are worse paid than
the ministers of dissenting congregations.

And here an excuse might be offered for
that close and particular coilection of tithes
by which so many clergymen have beeu ren-
dered odious. In some cases small as the
salary of a minister is, it is derived from
the tithes of the Church land around. Now
when the whole or nearly the whole living
of a man (and that not the best) depends
upon these and when perhaps he has a fami-
lv entirely trusting to his exertions, 1is 1t at
all wonderiul that he should press for those
tithes upon which his living and that of his
family depends? If there be a fault in such
case, the fault is not in the man but in the
system.

It we now turn to the revenues enjoyed
by the dignified clergy, we confess at firs
sizht they seem eucrinous: but how 1is it
th -t while an equal revenue enjoyed by a
nobleman or a manufacturer is complained
of, it snonld, when in possession of a cler-
gyman become a fertile source of complaint?
There answer 1s, ** Because these revenues
are not taken out of the pockets of the peo-
ple ; because they arise from estates on
which thousands find employment or from
manufactories by which hundreds acquire a
subsistence.” . -

And are the revenues of the clergy then
taken out of the pockets? No such thing.
It we take the Bishopric of Durham for in-
stance,—whence. does it arise? The answer
is easy—from mines and mine rents princi-
pally ; very little of 1ts revenue arises from
any other source. Now by the working of
these mines not only are thousands of men
provided with employment, but the whole
district around 1s rendered flourishing, and
the comuerce of the eounty at large 1s in-
creased. Would you then shut up those
mines to reduce the revenue of the Bishop?
Would you throw hundreds out of employ,
injure the whole county, and do harm to
commerce generaily, only that you may
thereby reduce the revenues of tiie bishop?
By no meaus,”’ says one, * but we weuld
have these revenues appiled to the use of the
public; we would have these mines worked
for the good of the nation at large.”  Aud
are they not now applied to the use of the
public as far asany private property can be
so applied 2 The lands belonging to the bi-
shopric of Durham were given to tae see by
the owners. They were not public but pre
zate property when so given.  The public
theretore had nothing to do with them, and
could neither take them away.-nor apply them
to its use. The private property so giveun,
has been rendered highly usetul to the pub-
lic by its resources naving been brought
forward, the mines with which 1t abounded
opened, and the wealth arising from it put
into public circulation. .

In thus speaking of the revenues of Dui-
ham we only say what may be repeatzd. of
most of the enormous salaries cowplained of
whether in parishes or 1 bishoprics. . ln
most places the lands whence tue incouse
arises, were donauous by private 1idividuais
to the church; but this 18 not ail.  Iu very
many cases, the augmentation of the 1ncoiue
has ariser from the vicars cr bishops. them-
selves. For istance, a quautity of land
was given in a certain parisit Lo the chureh ;
this land when first bestowed, was littde bet
ter than barren rock, but by skill and indus-
try, or by seeking and bringing to hght 1ts
hidden treasures, 1t has been readered higi-
ly valuable aud productive. W hat theu is
there tu complain of 1 tins?  Panishes but
little better than a desert have becowe popu-
lous and wealthy ; lands with which a beue-
fice was endowed, perhaps a tnousand years
ago, and which were tien of 1:0 Value, or ah
isignificant one, have iately become Lie
source of amazing wealth ; districts 1 the
hundreds of West Derby aud Saliord and 1n
the west Riding ol Yorksuoire, bave beeu
covered with milis factories, aud works
vraions kinds, all tending to beuefit the peo-
ple at large by atlording them cumployuieut,

Ul

circulating yearly consiuerable suius of mo-

ney, and adding to the commerce of the
couptry. In barren mouutalns 1nvaluable
mines ol coal, lead, and copper have been
discovered ; and these causes have miade
some endowments, originally the poorest,
t'he. same way be
said of large tracts of land, redeemed irom
the sea, as 1 the Isle of Ely, and the estua-
ry-of the Dee. And even when tie tthes
arising from corn alone, have been dispro-
portionately productive, it may be 1n a great
measure be acccunted for by recent clo-
sures! of land, its increased value, and many
other similar causes. But what 1s there to
complain of here? Arethe people any worse
off than before! Has any 1wjury been done
to the labouring population ? No such thing.
The public have beuelited exactly in propor-
tion to the advance i1n the churcn revenues,
As tney have increased, so have tiie benefits
to the country increaded; cominerce has
ﬂ(?urished, and the poor have been employ-
ed. : [

Who thinks of quarrelling with The mer-
chant or the manusacturer that has been en-
riched by these incidental sources of wealth?
Who eveu complains ot the amount of their
incomes ? And why then should we quat-

rel with a clergyman for possessing that
which we suffer a lavinan to enjoy in periect
quietness and peace?  In these cases the
church is the ricker, but the people are not
the poorer. 'There is reason in all things,
and before we are led away by specious ar-
guments, we should bring them to the test
of experience and truth.

Procriss or Desporism.—There is no one
circumstance which goes turtier towards de-
mounstrating the character and intentions ot
the Zory Fuction, than their sycophancy
and open man-worship of Andrew Juckson.

Julius Ceesar veniured to have
nis image placed upon tite Roman coin, but
he did not dare to denominate 1t *° Cewsar
money.” And in modern history we find
the crowned heads of Europe placing their
heads upon the National Comn, but, with the
solitary, 1solated exception of the krench
empire under Napnleon,| we find no paallel
for the daring impudence of our President in
denominating the coin of the country atter
himself. :

Napoleon commenced as a fortunate sol-
dier,—so did Jackson : Nupoleon wou bat-
tles for his country,~—so did Jackson ; the
people were grateiul to Napoleon for his ser-
vices and tuade him firsi consul,—they were
grateful to Jacksuu tor his victory at New
Urleans, and made Ll President; 'l\'apuh,on
declared himseif cousul tog hife, lieu tuiupe-
ror, aud then changed the nativual coin and-
calicd thie Louls d ur a Napoleon,—Jackson
recowinended that no President should be
re-elected, then clalwed exemption from tle
rule; he then claimed to ** construe the coi-
stitutton as hie uuderstands it and not as 1t
15 unduerstood by others;” and next seized
upou thue public purse; he then boldly
claluied tuat he alone, should controul the
pubiic mouey, aitered the coin of the conn-
wy, disgraced the cap of Liberty, dropped
the nadaonal motto, aud ordered the nativnal
cotn L0 be denominated ** JACKSON MONEY !’
Loyk tiirough the history of the past—exa-
wine the rise and fall of empires and Repub-
lics 1n Europe—and we can find no parallel
for the conduct of the President of a’kree
People, but 1n the example of a successtul
General who availed himself ot the gratitude
of the People tor his muilitary services, to
trample upon institutions of his country and
gratity his vaulung ambition ! Is this a
consoling reflection tor KFreemen ?

The progress of despotism 1s not so rapid
as to alarm and frightea the more cautious
of the People; butic 1s insiduous and most
unerring 1n its advance step until it reaches
that point where the mask which shrouded
its designs, 1s no longer necessary. What
would have been the sensation produced
from Maine to Louisiana, it in 1829, Gen.

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from office >—seized upon the Public Trea-

the Legislature 2—aored Lille of ereat Na-
tiongl‘impm':unve\ threatened the Senate with,
annihilation, and waged war against the Su~
preme Court ?— deranged the Cnrrency.
brought ruin and poverty -to the doors of
thousands of industrigys and worthy families,
and altered the publi¢ cnin by erasing the
motto of Union and dropping the Cap of
Li_berty ?“-ﬂ'fd finally, if he had ordered the
Natiopal Coin to be called * Jackson mo-
ney #°  What we ask, would have been the
COngequence of hig having done all t}?is du-
ring the first year of his administration ?—
The answer is ready to .exery mind. He
would have heen impeached and lost his of-
fice, and in all human probability, his 'hfe
with it. A whole people would have risen
in indienation and swept him and his mini-
H6s Gom the land. . Yet all this has }.le
dared ta dn with impunity in less .than 81X
vears | Usurpation after usurpation, €n-
croachment after encroachment, has cauti-
ously, insiduously, and designedly followed
one another: and been defended and submit-
el to in detail. withou: perceiving that in
the aggregate they amonnt to the concen-
tration of all power in the hands of the Exe

entive, and the ntter prostration and destruc-
tion of the first principles of freedom upon

agree with the sentiments embraced in this
well-written and well-timed appeal, and to
commend it to the perusal and consideration
of our fellow citizéns—more especially to
that portion of them to whom it is a 1dressed.
'The positions which the writer maintains,
and.as we think with success, are the follow-
ing:

1.—That a system of Slavery has existed
in every age of the worid- was established
in the Old and sanctioned in the New Testa-
ment.

92— That the system was forced upon
Soauth Carolina by the trade of Great Britain
and of the Northern and Eastern States !!!

3 __That the North Carolina Slave at this
time, enjoys most of the civil and religious
immunities of his master.

4.—That no plan yet devised can better
his present cordition.

We cannct of course, do much more in
this notice, than point attention to the gene-
ral structure of the argument, and to assure
the reader that the writer has discussed the
subject with great candor, fairness and abi-
litv. That the Souttern people has been
grbssly calumniated, and_the actual state of
the Southern slave most wantonly and wick-
edly misrepresented, we know from personal
observation and experience. We know fur-
thermore, that every movement of fanatical
pretensions to philanthropy in the Northern
States, adds aew restrictions upon the slaves
themselves, and consequently brings a new’
diminution to the comfort of his condition.

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There are persons who have, on the sub
ject ,of taxation, been governed more by
prejudice than by cool judgement, in form-
ing their opinions respecting that subject;
and who have consequently, been geverned
more by popular cry, than by their own ma-
ture reflection in coming to the conclusion,
that taxation is a curse, in whatever way it
may be put into operaticn. We reason thus.
In the present state of human socicty, go-
vernments are necessary. What sort, of
governments are necessary, will depend on
what progress has been made in civilization
and refinement; but their being necessary,
creates a necessity of their being supported.
To what extent they should be supported,
will also depend on the state of civilization,
and refinement, and the means of the peo-
ple; but coutributions from the people, in
the shape of taxes, or in some other shape,
are unavoidable. Then it only remains, to
form an opinion as to the manrer in which
it would be most just and equitable to re-
ceive the contributions of the people. It is
unwogrthy the character and conduct of a
reasonable being, who because he has to
contend with a subject that he cannot avoid
will rather continue to keep it in the dis_
tance operating on his mind as a disagree_
able subject, than he will bring it into close
contact, grapple with it, and decide that it
is either injurious and unnecessary, and
should be gotten rid of altogether, or that
it is actually beneficial and necessary; that
it operates in keeping the machinery of so-
ciety in order; and operates in favour of
his individual comfort, safety, and well-being
and therefore instead of its being’a repulsive
and disagreeable subject, it is one that should
from its mecessity be contemplated at least
with complacency. ‘

The people of this country zow pay a
large sum of money towards the support of
the government. Is it a matter of indiffer-
ence as to the manner in which the people
pay it ? Is there justicé and equity in caus-
ing the burthen of the payment to fall on
some of the people only, and in allowing
others to participate in_ all the berefits of
government without paying anything ? This
is precisely the case with the duties on wine
and spirits. A man who does not consume
these, or either of them, does not contribute

| towards the frevenne; §why should he not

contribute? He will perhaps tell us, that
those who consume such things may become

drunkards,,and}tkereforetshould pay all the
revenue. Besides, is it good policy to make
the people of the West indies, who consume
so much of our fish, pay so much towaris
our revenue, whilst they do not levy any du_
ty on our fish? To come to the point then,
as to the manner of raising a revenue, we
mean a necessary rgvenue, whether it be ten,
fifteen, or twenty thousand pounds, weshould
like to see some of the anti-advalorem men
give us a plan that would be more just, more
equitable, than an ,advalorem duty on im-

ports. This mode of raising] the revenue,

would operate so as to allow every man to
contribute according to "his ‘circumstances.
The poor man would contribute but little,
the opulent a great deal. This mode would
certainly bean inconvenience;to the ¢ Trade,”
but the inconvenience would be fairly divid-
ed, and as long as the Trade,” had a pre-
ponderating iufluence in the representatwu,
ag long would that inconvenience be kept

within the bounds of strict necessity. But
the little man who said that the ¢ Trade,”
was a “ vulture,” preying on the vitals of
the people/ must needs give a proof of his
opinion by devising a plan for saving the
people from being preyed on, that plan was,
to feed the * vulture.” But he seemed to
forget that the food he had prepared, in the
shape of six per cent., must still come from
the vitals of the people; but this is not the
worst of jit, the * vultures,” (as he calls
them) will be able next year to afford two
and one half out of the six per cent, and
laugh to scorn the little man and the silly
* expedient.” We would now recommend
the *“ MERcURY,” to urge the people in get-
ting up *petitions,” to the House of As-
sembly, praying, that the people may not be
burthened with a national debt, for which
the people would have to pay an exorbitant
interest of six per cent. We observe that
the Chancellor of the Exchequer had intro-
duced a measure :nto the House of Com-
mons for the raising of oNE MILLION to be
issued to Commissioners to be by them ad-
vanced towards the the completion of works
of a public nature, and FOR THE ENCOU-
RAGEMENT OF THE FISHERIES, or the employ-

ment of the poor. We dare say that if our |

“ House,” would apply to the Commission-
ers, it would procuré monev * for the en-
cauragemeut of the fisheries,” at a less
rate than six per cent.
