NEW MINISTER OF LABOR |
ASSUMES DEPARTMENT.

“Hon. W. R, Rollo, Minister
of Health and Labor, assumed
the direction. of his depart-
ment In the Parliament Build-
ings on Monday. With refer-
ence t» his proposed plan of
operations, Mr. Rollo said:

“What I purpose doing, in-
sofar as it will be found prac-
ticable, will pe to give my own
personal attention to. .any
question of labhor dispute that
may arise. T do not believe
that this work should be
delegated ‘to clerks or per-
functorily dealt with in let-
ters promising ‘consideration.’
I shall endeavor to get right
into the trouble myself and
see what I ean do: personally,
at all times, to effect adjust-
ments.”

He pointed out that it was
idle for workingmen to talk any
longer of the “governing class™ as
something with which they had no
connection It was in their hands
tor govern if they chose.

His speech should be widely read.
The following is an abbreviated ac-
count of it. Mr. Clyzes said that the
relation of Labor to the infdustry of
the British Empire was simply this:
there could be no inmdustry without
it. But that also might be said of
Capital, with this difference, that
labor was an aggregation of lviag
human beings, possesging as their
only capital the power to keep In-
@ustry alive by their service and
exertions. Capitalists in the pres-
ent-day system had their place, and
many of them worked bard and
long. But the reward to capitalists
was out of proportion to the reward
of the sepvice given when that re-
ward was'compared with the re-
ward of the worker. This he Dbe-
leved to be a fundamental fact to
which many of the Industrial
troubles in Virious parts bf the Em~
pire could be traced. -
Students of economic theory had
all reached eonclusions as to what
& state of industrinl and social life
ought to be. But they wers pulled
back by the fact that they must
dea) with industrial life ss it was.
It wes not a condition which grew
out of theory, and the condition
would not be materially altered by
merely applying theory to it. The

If profit-
eering was conscious pilfering, oa’
canny was an ignorant act which
deprived many people of their real
needs. It inflicted little loss upon
the favored class wherever ca’ ecanny
was practiced as a deaign to punish
them, bus it visited the greatest loes
upon peor people with only low
wages.

completion of additional dwellinas.
Many of the future holders of the
plots have built temporary houses
pending . the bhuilding of their own
and around these are chickens and
domestle animals, showing the men
to bhe in readiness to commence
hard work next spring. Both a
church and 2 schoo! house are fo
be erected, but the pressing prob-
lem as far as the children is con-
cerned consists of where to educate
them in the meantime. There are
approximately 80 youngsters, all
walting to start sehool, and consid-
eration has been the removal of
shem te Courtenay.

The whole settlement when com-
plete will comprise mnearly 186,000
gacres. and If necessity demands
more ean be obtained. The question
of price alone remains to worry the
men as the land is expected to en-
hance  consideradbly in yalue when
the settlement starts production on
a larger basis,

BROCKVILLE 7T
MINIMUM WAGE.

At a'recent meeting of the Brock-
ville and East Leeds Teachers' In-
stityle the question of salariee was
dlscussed. A schedule for the prov-
ince was proposed and ordered to be
forwarded to the Ontario Edueca-
tional Association. For rura! teach-
ere and assistants a minimum of
$900, increasing yearly up to $1,700,
was suggested for principals of from
two to five rooms. A minimum sal-
ary of $1,800, increasing to $2,400,
for _principals of more than five
roomsa. A minimum of $2,400, in-
creasing to $3.300 was also sug-
gested.

In the opinion of the meeting, now
that the -cost of living has more
than doubled, the minimum salary of
$900 was considered too low and it
was feit that a teacher recelving $500
in 1914 should be paid ovér $1.000
now-

ENFORCING THE WORKING-
MEN'S COMPENSATION ACT.

For some time past the Working-
man’s Compensation Board of the
Province of Alberta has been endeav-
oring to make the act as effective as
possible,  Last week some 153 em-
ploYers were summoned to appear be-
fore the police court in Calgary for
failing to comply with section 27 of
the Workihgmen's Compensation Act
of 1918, (Alberta); in that etate-
meénts of the total amount of wages
earned by all their workmen during
the month of September have not
been transmitted to the Working-
men's Compensation Board, Edmon-
ten, on or before the 20th of October.

ACT AMENDED TO PROTECT
MINERS.

As a result of an Investigation of
the causes of an accident at Na-
naimo, B. C., in which sixteen men
lost their lives through the break-
ing of a hoisting repe, the Coal
Mines Regulation Act of British
Columbia has been aménded as fol-
lows: *“All cage chains in general

in every six monghs, and detaching
hooks shall be cleaned and refitted
once in every three months. Every
winding rope shall be given a bath
in hot oil before being installed.
Every winding rope shall be re-cap-
ped at Intervals of not more than
six months in accordance with reg-
ulations made under this act, and
no winding rope which has been
in use for more than two years or
which has been spliced shall be
used for raising or lowering per-
sons.”
