Were Consulted— Contract Sprung on Minister,
As on Public, “Take It or Leave It.”

It is unusual when a government pre-
sents to the people an important policy
for this to have been considered in
council long and carefully, even if it
has not been submitted to a caucus of
the government supporters, as is gen-
erally done.

But the MecBride-Bowser-Mann rail-
way policy was never considered at a
meeting of the executive council,
strange as that may seem!

The memorandum of agreement, or
cdntract, or by whatever name it may
be called, appears to have been drawn
up, not between .the government of the
province of British Columbia and Mac-
kenzie & Mann, as it purports to have
been, but between the Premier and At-
torney-General on one side and D. D.
Mann on the other. Then it was pre-
sented - to two members of the cabi-
net at least—presumably to the others
—ag a case of “take it or leave it.”
These two were honorable men and
could not ac'cept it. They left it, and
left the government. It is evident now
that they were treated just as the elec-
torate are being treated, ‘given scant
time to consider the proposal.

The story of why Captain Tatlow,
regarded on all sides as the strongest
and safest member of the rhinistry,
tesigned was told to a meeting of elec-
tors in Broad street hall last evening
by W. H. Langley, who had it from
the ex-minister of finance ‘direct, and
at the same time had permission to
make use of the information.

“You have heard a great deal about
the resignation of Captain Tatlow and
Mr. Fulton,. but not why they re-
signed,” Mr. Langley said. “I will tell
vou why Captain Tatlow resigned, be-
ceuse he told me the night before last
and told me again to-night, and gave
me permission to. make it public,

+71 think I am not far wrong in saying
that these two gentlemen stood high-
est in public esteem of any of the Mc-
Bride ministers; that they were hon-
est and honorable, gentlemen, sincere-
ly trying to-do-their best for the. peo-
ple according to their political light.
IWhatever credit is:due the government
for finasicial management -and a sur-
plus is due to Captain Tatlow alone.

I know you are a Liberal, and I will
say to you- that I cannot go on the
platform and oppose my former col-
leagues, but I am quite willing to state
to you or any elector how and why I
resigned.

“‘The circumstances were these. The
Promier came to meé on Tuesday night,
October 19th, at 9 o’'clock and he said
tome: “I hold in my hand a contract
I have made with Mackenzie & Mannj
you can take it or leave it.”” T had the
contract read to me. I considered the
matter all night, but I could not swals
low it, and at 9 o’clock next morning
my resignation was in the Premier’s
hands. Now that is all there is to it;
that’s the God’s truth.’

“Captain Tatlow told me that the
contract was an outrageous one; that
it was absolutely unnecessary; that it
would involve the province in financial
disaster; that he could not swallow it.
No, gentlemen, he could not swallow
it,” nor can any government or indi-
vidual swallow that unwholesome
mess and live.

“I asked him whnether the; contract
or railway policy had  ever been dis-
cussed by the cabinet.

“His reply Wwas: ‘No; it was not dis-
cussed in cabinet meeting; there was
no cabinet consideration of it. The
first thing I-knew. about it was when
the prémier came to me on Tuesday
night’ with the contract and told me I
could take it or leave it.”

“Of the contract he said: ‘I con-
sidered ' that railway policy all right,
but I could not agree with it; I could
not swallow it. It was absolutely so

outrageous; it was so unnecessary that

I could not get myself to swallow it,
and I did not.

“That is Mr, Tatlow’s statement.
That is the reason why he gave up a
portfolio which he was greatly inter-

Irish Land Bill Passes tfte

London, Nov. 18.—Premier. Asquith,
according to.the present determination
of the government, will not resign with
the cabinet, even if the Lords do over-
throw the budget. Neither will the gov-
ernment alter the budget.

The Liberals plan to “stand pat” and
play for popular favor by daring the
Lords to overrule the Commons. If the
Lords pérsist Premier Asquith may
threaten the creation of enough- new
peers to pass the measure.

Irish Land Bill.

The Irish land bill was passed by the
House of Lords last night. Some
changes in amendments proposed by
the Lords, to which the House of
Commons refused to agree,—were ac-
cepted.

The yote in the Commons on the
motion to agree -to the Lords’ .amend-
ment to the Irish -land bill.on Novem-
ber 5th stood 291 to 94. On moving the
motion Augustine Birrell, chief secre-
tary for Ireland, declared he - was most
anxious to come to terms as the failure
of the bill' would ereate a deplorable
situation in Ireland ‘and that an effort
would be made to arrange a compro-
mise between the houses of parliament.
A committee was appointed for this
purpose.

IS RAILWAY POLICY
A MOVE BY C. P. R.?

T. W. Paterson Points Out Grave Danger in Pre
sent Situation---A Scrutiny of the
Situation.

(By }1‘. w.

(From Thursday's Daily.) 3
Behind all the subsidized shouting
on behalf of the government railway
policy there remain two or three pri-
mary questions which the dispassion-
ate non-party man will ask, before he
can - subscribe his support to.  the
scheme no matter in what rosy hues
it may be painted.

Of what advantage to this province
is the advent of another railway line,
and (in return for a heavy subsidy)
what benefits should such a line con-
fer?

The answer is obvious. It should
either be a colonization.road, opening
up a district which the .people want
opened, or it should be a competitive
railway, insuring either better service
than that provided by existing reads,
or g‘uaranteeing a substantial reduc-
tion in rates. TUnless it does this it
would stand little chance of ratifica-
tion at the -Hands of the people of
British Columbia. ;

The question. which the elector
must decide for himself is this: Does
the government rallway policy, with
which -a heavy subyention ‘is associa-
ted, either open up the lands which
the majority of the people wish open-
ed up, or does it insure that competi-
tion in rates with the C. P. R. which
the settlers and commercial hodies of
this province so earnestly desire? &

The answer to the first guestion is
so obvious that the subject is aﬁ;jded
by government speakers and writers.
The country of the North Thompson
may be a desirable district to develop,-
in - éxteqt

ince lying between the . Yellowhead
and Bute Inlet. This is the country
that all the people "~ of Vaneouver
Island are eager to see traversed by a
railway. 2

Instead, the proposed line parallels
clogely for most of its length existing
roads. From Vancouver 'to Chilli-
wack it parallels the B. C. Electric
lines, bumilt ~without subsidy. From
Vancouver to Kamloops it follows
closely the line of the C. P. R. through
country which for the major portion
of the way is non-productive. Tt par-
allels a section of line, which togéther
with the Lake Superior-Winnipeg sec-
tion, cost the people of Canada $35,-
000,000. It runs that entire length
through the forty-mile belt of Domin-
jon lands, thus precluding the prov-
ince .from even indirect benefits.

As a colonization road, theréfore,
and certainly as a line to colonize the
portions of the province which the
people want opened .up, it may be

fairly described as a fatlure.

Its principal value to the province
therefore must be. in the relief which
it offers, as a competitor in rates, to
the C. P. R. and as ax avenue of es-
cape from a road which at present has
a virtual monopoly of the land carry-
ing trade of British Columbia.

Does the agreement which Mr. Mc-
Bride and Mr. Mann .have concluded
provide that safeguard?

Does that agreement protect - this
country in the matter of rates, and
does it insure that the line, when com-
plete, shall not pass y’nder*the control
of another road?

The question can: be promptly. ans-
wered. It provides absolutely no

safeguards under either heading.

. First, as to rates. - Within the last
few days representatives of the Van-
couver Board of Trade have conferred
with the Victoria board on this sub-
ject, and it has been shown that when
!approached the Premier seemed hos-
tile to the idea that the rates on the

eastern sections of its system. = Evi-
dently there are to be no hampering
clauses in the agreement -binding the
railway company, so generously ‘aided
by provincial credit, and as many be-
lieve, ultimately by provincial funds,
from imposing rates just as high as
those charged by its competitor.

The new line. may therefore be
clagsed as giving no return for its
liberal assistance at the hands of the

LIBERALS VEHEMENT
IN DENUNCIATION

Lansdowne Motion to
‘ﬁ!elject Budget.

London, Nov. 17.—Following Lord
Lansdowne's announcement of a mo-
tion to reject the budget, of which he
gave formal notice in the House of
Lords, a whirlwind campaign unequal-
led in the history of England began to-
day. Even Conservative supporters of
the Lords admit that there is grave
danger of the abolishment of the House
of Lords as the 'result of Lansdowne’s
action. The Liberals are furiously de-
nouncing the Lords and charge them
with trying to usurp the powers of the
Commons. This, the Liberals point
out, would be unconstitutional anpd
revolutionary,

Many Unionists and Conservatives
say that the action of the Lords is at
least unwise and contend that it places
them in the position of championing
the cause of the land and liquor in-
terests. This, they say, will insure a
victory for the Liberalg at the polls.

The rejection of the budget, it is
said, will result in the government be-
ing plunged into a state of financial
chaos,

With the collection of all revenue
held up, it is pointed out that a loan
of $500,000,000 necessarily will have to
be negotiated.

It is certain that the Liberals will
never compromise by-allowing the col-
lection of a temporary revenue.

PAVEMENTS A
KNOTTY PROBLEM

WHAT WILL COUNCIL
DO ON DOUGLAS STREET?

Question to Be Threshed Out
at Friday Niaht's Couneil

The question of the pavement of
Douglas street will, it is expected, form
the subject for a lively debate at the
next meeting of the streets, sewers and
bridges committee of the city council
to be held on Friday evening. Mayor
Hall said to the Times on Wednesday
that the by-law which had been pre-
pared in furtherance of the project of
laying wood blocks on Douglas street,
on the section from Humboldt to Cor-
morant streets, has peen killed by the
adverse petition from the property
owners, but the council would. never
consent to the laying of Hassam pave-
ment in accordance with the expressed
wish of the petitioners.

Asked why the council would take
such an attitude, the mayor said that
this was because of the adverse report
on Hassam made by a special commit-
tee of the city council, The committee
had condemned Hassam, and he did
not see therefore how the council in
the face of that report could consent
to its use on such an important thor-
oughfare as Douglas street. He knew
that the city engineer, Mr, Topp, would
never consent to Hassam,

His worship is wrathy at the practice
of certain agents of pavements coming
to the city and interfering with the
city’'s programme for street improve-
ments. He says it often happens that
when the council -has made all ar-
rangements to pave a street, these
agents come along and get busy with
the property owners, and then the first
thing the council knows is that there
is a petition against the pavement
which it proposes to use and favoring
the one which the agent represents. He
thinks this practice is not in the best
interests of the city, and proposes to
see if these agents cannot be made to
take out a license bhefore they start
on their work of canvassing the pro-
perty owners on behalf of a special
kind of pavement. ;

The agent for the Hassam company
has been in the city for two weeks,
and he will attend the meeting on Fri-
day evening next and present his case
on behalf of that kind of material for
street paving. This gentleman, while
he does not wish to deny the right of
the council to criticize Hassam, is of
the opinion that the mayor was a little
unfair in going so far as to say that
the report of the committee of the
Vancouver council condemned that
pavement. In support of his position
the agent produces this extract from
that reporu:

‘“In accordance with instructions we
made very careful Jnspection of and
investigation concerning Hassam in
Seattle, Chehalis, Portland, Alameda

‘and St. Joseph, these being the cities

of those visited where this class of
pavement is in use,

“In Portland and St. Joseph
been laid more extengively than in
the other places mentioned, That in
Portland looks well, and the contrac-
tors appear to be taking every care to
obtain the best resulis pnssible. The
oldest has been down eighteen
months.

“In St. Joseph it has been laid
slightly longer, about two years, looks
well, with' a few exceptions, and ap-
pears to be giving satisfaction, but the
pavements in Chehalis, Alameda and
some of that in Seattle we considered
te be anything but satisfactory.

“In conclusion we should say that
Hassam; if carefully and successfully
constructed, will make a very fair

it has

roadway, ‘but we do not consider it
a high grade pavem:nt. One of the
causes of its variation in quality we
believe -to be due to the method of
construction. The binding together
of the particles of crushed rock into
a solid mass depends entirely upon
the efficiency of the grout filler, and
grout composed of cement and sand,
unless extremely rich in cement, is a
very uncertain commodity. Hassam,
however, has the advantage of being
less expensive than most of the other
pavements referred to in this report.”

The agent of the Hassam pavement
says he wishes to correct the impres-
sion that its use here would mean that
very little employment would be given
to local labor. As a matter of fact only
two or three experts would be employ-
ed by the company, who would be
brought from outside points, and all
other labor would be local, at the cur-
rent rate of wages paid locally. All
the plant, with the exception of the
patent mixers, would be obtained here
also. Local cement would be used. He
states that Hassam can be laid for a
much lower figure per square yard
than wood blocks, and that the fullest
guarantee will be given the city of
complete satisfaction in every particu~
lar.

IN THE KOOTENAY

Making Excellent Progress on
Their Holding—Installing
Irrigation System.

Nelson, Nov, 15.—R. M. Winslow, pro-
vincial horticulturist,.and M. S. Mid-
dleton, assistant horticultugist in the
Kootenay, visited the Castlegar district
and the Doukhobor settlement in that
neighborhood, . recently. They . were
well pleased with the appearance of
the ranches’in that district, and with
the progress being made in develop-
ment. Several hundred acres will be
set to fruit next spring

The Doukhobor society is making
notable progress. At Brilliant, where
they hold 2,800 acres, they have about
200 acres planted to apples;find peaches.

New Westminster, Nov. 15. — The
growth of the New Westminster water-
works system is a striking indication
of the rapid development of the city.
This year about three miles of large
mains were laid and several miles of
smaller mains in-order to keep up with
the demand from citizens.for water ser-
vices.

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FIGHTING. FLAMES
"IN COAL MINE

RESCUE WORK IS
TEMPORARILY ABANDONED

Roll Call' Shows That 275 Em-
ployees Are Still
Missing.

Cherry, Ill., Nov. 16.—The officials in
charge of the St. Paul mine devoted
their attention to-day to fighting the
flames and no effort was made to re-
enter the lower levels in search of en-
tombed miners.

Chief Horan, of the Chicago fireme
with five expert assistants arrived here
on the morning with 5,000 feet of hose
and chemicals. A hole was cut in the
cover of the main shaft and the hoss
dropped down in the hope of extinguijsh-
ing the fire.

If this fails carbonic gas will
forced into the mine.

The mine officials believe that
forcing chemicals into the mine,
fire can be put out by to-night or to-
morrow morning. They claim that it
would be suicide for anyone to enter the
mine to-day.

While the rescuers hope to resumeo
work to-morrow they may not be ‘able
to enter the mine for several days. Tha
authorities are to-day making prepar-
ations to prevent any outbreak that
may occur when the bodies are brougit
to the surface.

The survivors are bitter against the
company, charging that the disastor
would not have occurred if the electric
cable had been promptly repaired, They
allege that the torches in the stables
Were unnecessary,

The miners also are angry at En-
gineers Raisbeck and Crowley, who
were in charge of the cages when the
fire started.

Crowley has admitted to the coroner
that he refused to raise the cage bear-
ing twelve rescuers because he was not
ordered to do.so.

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TAIN TATLOW’S
s A’r SILENCE BROKEN.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)
Shortly after the resignation from the
McBride government of Hon. R. G.
Tatlow and Hon. F. J. Fulton the Times
claimed that it was the obvious duty
of the ex-Ministers to lay before the

public a statement as to the ‘reasons

for their resignation. In particular did

we assert that it was the plain duty
of the ex-Finance Minister to tell the
Deoble why at a time of crisis in the
careet of the government he. felt called
upon to resign his portfolio,

Captain Tatlow was singled out as
the party from whom an explanation
was® imperative because he had held
the important post of Finance Minis-
ter since the day of birth of the Mc-
Bride administration and was there-
fore in a position to know whether the
finances of the province would bé like-
ly to stand the strain the deal with
Mackenzie & Mann was likely to in-
volve, We held that if Capt. Tatlow had
retired ' because, of a conviction that
the. credit of British Columbia would
pe imperilled by the eonsummation of
the contract, that was not a matter be-
tween him as a Conservative, the Con-
servative party and a Conservative
government, but a matter between him
as a servant of the people .and all the
people of British Columbia.

This #emand was met by a statement
that Captain Tatlow was ready to sub-
mit the reasons for his resignation to
the executive of the Conservative As-
sociation of Vancouver, The Times met
that attempt to dodge the real issue by
pointing out:-that as Finance Minister
Captain Tatlow was not the represen-
tative of the exécutive of the Conser-
vative Association of Vancouver but |
the representative of all the people of:
the province; that if there were any
facts connected with his rasignation
which would ‘be illuminating to the
people now that they had bucu called
upon to accept or reject the Premier
and his railway- policy, ' these fadty
should be made “public property.

Cdptain Tatlow, the electdrs‘pt the
province will bé pleased ‘to leatn, has
rejected ‘the &dvice of those Who pre-
fer "darkness to light’ because thefr
deeds will not admit of scrutiny in the
light. He has cancedeg‘.the principle
that the pubMe is entitle@to know why
he “1eft” the government.

Captain Tatlow, however, being .a
life-long Conservative as well as a
strong personal friend of the Premier
with whom he was associated for six
vears as Fiinance Minister, feels that to
take the public platform and lay the
facts before the electorate, which he
could not do without advahcing * the
strongest reasons for defeating the gov-
ernment, would seem like an act of in-
gratitude towards his former political
associate and colleague. But he con-
cedes that he owes this much to the
public: that if any man asks him why
he resigned from .the government he is
in honor bound-as a .well-wisher of
the province of British Columbia to
lay the facts unreservedly and fully
before the inquirer.,

So the ex-Finance Minister, in the
discharge - of a ‘' public obligation, has
gone as far as he ‘conscientiously could.
In another part ef this paper will be
found stated .the reasons why he re-
signed from -the -McBride government.
The 'statement was made to Mr, W. H.
Langley, a citizen and professional gen-
tiéeman of acknowledged standing in
Vigtorfa. " 1t was not given under 'a
pledge of secrecy, but.with full per-
mission to-give it all the publicity con-
sidered necessary.in the best interests
of ‘the province.

Captéin Tatlbw resigned because he
considéred the deal with the Canadian
Northern. Railway Company ill-advised,
outrageous, and a menace to the credit
of British Columbia. As the authority
best qualified to give an opinion upon
the subjeet, he believes that the strdin
will prove greater than the finances of
the province can bear. He does not
take the position of the self-interested
supporiers and uninformed defenders of
the: government’s policy ' that ‘the
treasury will mever be called upon to
meet the guarantee proposed to be
giyen. He assumeés from the known
facts 'as to the mature of the country
through ‘which ‘the line will run ang
from .experience in ‘ former dealings
with railway companies that the prov-
ince will be compelled to meet every
cent of its so-called nominal liability
and that the effect canfiot but be ruin-
ous to provincial credit.

That is one reason why Captain Tat-
low says he resigned. There are other
reasons for his startling action.  He
says he was never consulted on the
subject of the contract or agreement
signed by Mr. D. D. Mann. The ques-
tion was never br.uught.ﬁp in council.
Neither he nor Mr. Fulton knew that
negotiations were being carried on be-
tween the Premier, the paid agent of

Mann on the subject. The first inti-
mation he received that an agreement
had been eptered into with Mr. D. D.

Mann was on the evening before he
placed his resignation in the hands ot
the Premier. On that occasion Mr. Mc-
Bride'read the document over to the
Finance Minister ang brusquely told
him he could .“either take it or leave
)¢ A

A certain politician of a not uncer-
tain kind, known from the erw's Nest
Valley to Victoria, has made & state-
ment which is evidently intended to
discount the alarming effect upon the
fortunes of the government of Captain
Tatlow's resignation. This gentleman
says he is authorized to state that the
ex-Finance Minister was not given
twenty minutes by the Premier to azl:-
cept the railway policy or resign' his
position. The matter of the time given
for consideration is not important. The
significant thing is that Captain Tat-
low, after ponderinig over the situation
and its possibilities for one night, hand-
ed in his resignation the next morn-
ing. Mr Fulten followed: his example.

And the really important feature of
the situation from the point of view of
the public is that the only two mem-
bers of the government against whom
not a shadow of suspicion of . self-in-
terest can be raised, the two men best
informed as to the financial resources
of the province, retired from their po-
sitions rather than become parties to a
deal which they believe from their ex-
perience will prove disastrous.

The example of Captain Tatlow and
Mr. Fulton should not be without its
effect when the electors of the prov-
ince cast their ballots on. Thursday
next.

A PALPABLE FAKE,

The Colonist says the statement of
the - Times that when Mr. Dan Mann
came to Victoria with a railway agree-
ment in his pocket he did not contem-
plate building a 5férd of railway on
Vancouvex_- Island “is simply untrue.”
This is not the first time the Times

.has been charged with untruthfulness

by organs which have been guiity not
only of affences :against the moral law,
but of infractions of the criminal law
as well, in order to achieve a tempor-
ary triumph for their political friends
and much material profit for them-
selves. "

In regard to this matter of veracity,
there is in this office, where it may be
seen by any one, &.plan filled with the
Department of Railways and - Canals
at Ottawa by Messrs. Mackenzie &
Mann. This drawing shows the pro-
posed extension of the Canadian North-
ern_ systerh to; the coast. It,shows . a
Jine projected from the British .Colum-~
‘bia_end of Yellowhead Pass to Van-
couver. The line is marked so pldainly
that even the éyes of the veracious edi-
tor of the Colonist could not mistake
it.

But the line is not marked beyond
Vancouver. It does not éxtend to Eng-
lish Bluff. There is not even a dotted
line to the bluff or upon any part of
Vancouver Island. There is nothing
to indicate a  ferry = connecting the
bluff with any port, known or un-
known, upon Vancouver Island.

The plan in question was filed on
September 11, 1808, and approved by
the Minister Januray 18, 1909. The
company cannot change its line more
than one mile from the location as
marked except with the approval of
the department. The department has
not ben asked to approve any change.

Taken in conjunction with the lack
of knowledge Mr. Mann has displayed
in regard to the geography\of Vancou-
ver Island, does not the above prove
absolutely that when the Canadian
Northern magnate came here he had
no intention of building a yarg of rail-
way on’ the Island, that he has not
changed his views, and that the Island
part of -the deal is merely a fake for
the purpose of capturing the votes of
the unthinking portion of the elec-
torate? %

NOT OPPOSED TO RAILWAY CON-
STRUCTION,

It is not the fact that the Liheral
party is opposing ‘railway construc-
tion in ‘British ~Columbia. - Thé Lib-
eral party-is advocating the encourage-
ment of railway construction. It stands
for the .construction of railways be-
cause it realises that the province can-
not maké progress unless avenues of
communication with its now all but
inaccessible parts be built. That has
ben the position of the party
since it attained power at Ottawa, The
wonderful development of business.and
industry in- British Columbia during
the past' few years has been coincl-
dental with the railway policy of the
federal government., While that gov-
ernment has been active, the local gov-
ernment has been passive. Premier
McBride has more than once made a
special point of thig passivity. He-has
indicated the progress that has been
made as a reason why a provincial
government was justified in having no
railway policy, He has claimed that
more mileage of railway has been
built in the province during his regime
when his policy was to do nothing than
during all -the years predecessive gov-
ernments were offering inducements to
railway companies to come in and pos-
sess the land.

Now he has shaken off his lethargy
and suddenly comes forward with a

the Canadian Northern. Railway Com-
rany in the province and Mr. D. D,

startling railway policy—a policy so
startling that one-third of his cabinet

fundamental
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refuses to accept it. And the people
are told that because the Liberal party
is in accord with the ietiring ministers
in their views that the members of
that party are opposing railway con-
struction.

The truth is that the Libera] party,
while opposing the comstruction of a
trunk line of railway paralleling an-
other trunk line of railway upon terms
so- ‘extraordinary, so extravagauat, SO
outrageous (as the late Finance Minis-
ter terms it) as to cause the Conser-
vative party to split in twain, advo-
cates the very policy of the. govern-
ments of the prairie provinces which
excites. the unbounded admiration of
its opponents in their vain attempts to
justify the deal with the Canadian
Northern Railway Company. 'The Lib-
eral party stands for the construction
of branch lines of road throughout the
province because.they will prove pure-
ly development roads, believing that
it is the duty of the federal govern-
ment and of the railway companies to
attend to the business of providing
trunk lines. Thefe is né question as
to the fact that the Canadian Northern
Railway will build to the coast wheth-
er or not it receives a guarantee of
bonds from the provincia] government.
If assistance be necessary to that end,
let Messrs. MacKkenzie & Mann apply
to the Dominion government, and their
application will be treated on its
merits.

But this 'deal with Premier McBride
is not a development road in a sense
to warrant the shouldering of such en-
ormous liabilities. The line will not be
one exclusively for the advantage of
British Columbia. It will be more for
the general advantage of the Dominion;
much more for the advantage of the
prairie provinces, and very much more
still for the advantage of Mackenzie
& Mann and other parties to the deal.
Let'the government provide for the
construction of branch lines, of real
development roads, and the opposition
dare not oppose such a policy if it were
baséd upon reasonable terms within
the capacity of the province.

THE CRISIS IN BRITAIN.

One ‘‘news agency -expresses the

opinion that Premier Asquith will not
ask for a -dissolution of Parliament
should’ the Lords reject: the budget, It
claims to have information to the
effect that the King will be asked to
creat? a sufficient number of Liberal
peers to offset the Conservative ma-
jority in the so-called upper chamber.
We hardly think such a course is prob-
able. It would not harmenise with the
opinions which have already been ex-
pressed by some of the ministers. We
should think the mifitant membeérs of
the government and of the -Liberal
party would be delighted at the oppor-
tunity the Lords have afforded them
of putting to a .final test.a. great con-
stitutional issue involving one of the
principles of responsible
government. The House of Lords has
been steadily mutilating or killing bills
passed by the Asquith government for
the amelioration of the condition of the
masses of the people, But.-a week or
two ago it threw out a measure ‘de-
signed to have all the elctions in the
city of London held in o{e day and to
effectively establish the principle of
‘““one. man, one vote.” If an unrepre-
sentative chamber can persistently
and deliberately burke the will of the
people as that will is represented in
the House of Commons, can nullify
the efforts of a Liberal government to
pass reform measures, then there is an
end of responsible government in Great
Britain until their Lordships have been
taught a lesson, When the rebuke is
administered it will be a sharp one.
The Lords are defying the lightning.

The defence of this arrogant cham-
ber is that they think the government
is out of touch with popular sentiment
and it is their prerogative to insist
upon a test. Matters political have
surely come to a pretty pass in Great
Britain when a precellent is squght to
be established that a Liberal govern-
ment. must appeal to the -country
whenever a Tory chamber of heredi-
tary legislators, seven-eighths of
whom never attend a session except
when they are called there specially in
defence .o f some passing privilege,
think the occasion opportune.

We do not think the Asquith govern-
ment will let such a splendid oppor-
tunity pass unimproved. The Lords
have thrown down the gage. It will be
their own fault if they have given ac-
celeration to a movement which can
have but one result,

THE RESERVE.

John Oliver as a candidate for the
suffrages of the people of Victoria nat-
urally takes an ‘interest in questions
affecting the present 'and the future
status of the city. This is.such an un-
usual attribute from the point of view
of a McBride supporter that the Col-
onist cannot u_ndersta.nd it and char-
acterizes it as an “electioneering
dodge.” The characterization has ref-
erence to Mr., Oliver’s scheme for the
settlement of the Indian reserve ques-
tion.

We are told that the Dominion gove
ernment. has muddled the whole thing
from the beginning. One must go a
long way back into the past to pick up
the strands of that frayedq cable. It
dates from the birth of the political
life . of the province. Certainly the
present Dominion government is the
first administration that has seriously
endeavored to reach a solution of the
matter. There is little doubt that the
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efforts: put ‘forth would ‘- have been
crowned with sucecess had not the Mee
Bride" government, more ‘intent - upos
making political capital for itself than
ser'ving the interests of Victoria, inter-
posed obstacles which had the. effect of
creating inextricable confusion. First
it raised the question of its reversion-
ary rights, and then it passed an order
in council bringing the city into the af-
fair also with reversionary rights in a
portion of the reserve. Thus suspicion
and distrust were created in the minds
of the Indians, who wondered what
would be left for them after the claims
of all the other parties had been satis-
fled. They could not be removed with~
out their consent, and this'consent they
refused t6 give notwithstanding the lib-
erality angd the geflerosity of the pro-
posals made by the representatives of
the Dominion government. Would any
white man secured by treaty in his pos-
sessions’ have acted differently under
such ciréumstances?

The proposal of Mr. .Oliver would
clear away all the complications the
provincial government has raised. It
is a simple way of dealing with a very
complex -question.: The reversionary
rights to the reserve are in the pro-
vincial govérnment. That government
alone can give a title to the property
in the reserve. Lacking title, a sale
would ‘be impossible. The Dominion
government as the trustee of -the In-
dians will raise no objection to the
transfer and sale providing the tribe
prove agreeable. There is little doubt
that the Indians would be agreeable,
seeing that they thoroughly under-
stand the present
tions cannot be permitted to eontinue,
provided they were guaranteed a fair
market value for their property. It is
the doubt which has been raised in
their minds upon this point that has

t made them obdurate.

After stating its belief that the pro—‘
position of Mr. Oliver is merely an
electioneering dodge, the Colonist sub-
mits a proposal on behalf of the Mc-
Bride government which is practically
the same as- that of the leader of the
opposition. It says if the Dominion
government. will undertake to secure
the consent of the Indians to removal
the provincial \government will on its
part undertake to provide the funds for
the pur_chﬁse of the reserve, and re-sell
it by public auction, leaving the ques-
tion of the reversionary interest in the
trust fund that may be créated to be
determineéd’ by the courts,

That {s not 'a‘n electioneerin‘g dodge,
of course. . But it looks very much like
another attempt to adopt the policy of
the opposition” now that the obstruc-
tive tactics which have balked all at-
tempts to sdi)ze the question have been
cxposed. It is not because -the Do-
minion government was not ready to
supply any funds that might be neces-
sary that thé Songhees are still upon
their reservej but because money could
not be applied while the Indians re-
mained su!lﬁgn and immovable—and
their state q mind is directly due to
the attitudé of the McBride govern-
ment.

If the opposition be returned to power,.

there will be a government at Ot-
tawa and a government across James
Bay acting in perfect harmony alike in
the true interests of the Songhees and
for the benefit of the city of Victoria,
and all obstacles to the settlement of
the reserve guestion will speedily be
removed. :

NEW HATCHERY AT
COWICHAN LAKE

SITE CHOSEN BY
FISHERIES INSPECTOR

Herring Factory Being Built at
~ Nanaimo and Number of
New Salteries.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

The site has been chosen for the new
salmon hatchery to be established by the
Dominion government.at Cowichan Lake.
It will be placed near the Riverside hotel,
and the water will be brought from a
small stream in t,he mountains behind.
This was the news brought. last night by
E. G. Taylor, fisheries inspector for this
district, who had just returned from that
point after having chosen the site. The
propagation of salmon will be conducted
on a large scale and the result should be
very beneficial to the canneries operating
on the Coast.

Mr. Taylor also spoke of the growth of
the herring industry at Nanaimo. A new
factory is being built an the Newcastle
townsite, where the fish will be cured in
a number of different.ways. Nine or ten
new salteries will also be operated this
year, and if the run is a good one it is
probable that the pack will be very much
larger than has ever been taken before.

Nelson, Nov. 16.—Stephen Walley, a
young rancher living at East Robson,
was brought to the Home hospital suf-
fering from painful injuries, the result
of a gunpowder explosion. From his
story it appears that he was ‘kneeling
beside a sack of gunpowder when ‘in
some way it exploded.

Mr. Balfour Declares Tariff Re-
form Only Alternative to
Budget.

London, Nov. 18.—Walter Ry
president of the board of education
speaking at Hull last night, made ty
important announcement in hehalr
the government that it would r
to entertain any negotiations or
promise with the peers over the hyd
get.

A  striking

point in Mr. Balfoyrs
speecu al a great meeting at Manc
ter last night was the admission
tariff reform was the oniy alternatiye
to Chancellor Lloyd George's budget.
an- important admission, which seems
to indicate that the ledader of the op-
position in the House of Commons haq
at last been won over to acceptance of
tariff reform as a plank in the Unionist
platform. The rest of the speech was
mainly a repetition of Mr. Balfour's
denunciation of the budget, which has
figured in previous Unionist speeches,
and a special appeal to his audience
by the representation that tariff re-
form would be specially beneficial to
the cotton industry, which was seri-
ously threatened by European, Ameri-
can and Japanese competition, and the
growing difficulty of obtaining suffi-
cient supplies of raw material. Mr.
Balfour contended that German and
American prosperity had grown up
contemporaneously with the imposi-
tion of high protective duties. He
gave his party no special! lead for the
coming campaign, but expressed ap-
proval of Lord Lansdowne’s motion to
reject the budget, of which he has
given formal notice. It would be fatal
to the country's institutions if the
House of Lords were deprived of power
to say that some matters were so
grave as to necessitate an appeal to
the people, and he asserted that the
main function of the second chamber
was to see that the government of the
country:was a popular government, Mr.
Balfour further said that he would
not touch tariff reform “if it were to
increase the ordinary cost of living of
the working classes.”

The Liberals ‘in the ‘election cam-
paign will evidently concentrate: their

whole attack on the House of ‘Lords,.

in which they will have the energetic
assistance of the Irish party. John E.
Redmond; leader of the Irish party,
speaking in Dublin last night, declared
that they. refuséd to thrdw. thHemselves
into the arms of the tariff reformers
or to back up the House of Lords, Ire-
land’s ‘deadly enemies. The National-
ists had long waited to strike a blow
at the Lords.

The Daily News calls the action of
the Lords the heinous political crime
of a year in which democracy has
caught up even Islam in its sweep,
and which sees Lansdowne and Bal-
four attempting to convert the mother
of democracies into an oligarchy.

Lloyd George, . says the radical
Morning Leader, alone stands between
the country and revolution.

The Unionist press was more .re-
strained, awaiting Mr. Balfour’s battle
call at Manchester. However, . they
laugh 'at radical talk. of flouting. the
democracy because the very wording
of the Lansdowne amendment shows it
is to the people .that the Lords ap-
peal. If the people accept it the bud-

get will pass, the Lords standing -aside. .

The Times argues that it is the
Lords who are modest and. democratie,
the Liberals who are arrogant and
oligarchic. The Lords’ very reason for
existence is to give the country time
to reflect upon the acts of a chance
majority in the Commons. The Stand-
ard and Morning Post also warmly ap-
prove the Lansdowne amendment.

One privy councillor said yesterday
to be prepared for a possible general
election early in December. He thinks
Premier - Asquith may vield to Lloyd
George’s belief that delay only cools
public: fervor for the Budget,, and
when the Commons meets next week
will announce an immediate dissolu-
tion. In any case an electlon is now
eertain within three months.

Meanwhile, Mr. Pease, chief Libera!
whip, yesterday made overtures to
Keir Hardie's socialist organization to
unite in fighting for the budget against
tariff reform instead of splitting the
Liberal vote, as in Bermondsey. If
they persist in placing socialist candi-
dates in radical constituencies, Mr.
Pease threatens that the radicals will
put up candidates in constituencles
now held by laborites and socialists.

1 W Paterson Clearly Explains Dangerous Con-
tract With Which Premier Threatens Province
---Rousin; Meeting For Thos. Brydon,

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

,wn how the country would be
puncoed, the credit” of the province
yuined, and the money which should
pe used in opening up new country ex-
pended in such a way as to benefit the
country but little. Is it worth it? was
the question asked by Mr. Paterson
when he had shown the inside, and
there was not a person therey but
answered to himself that it was not
worth the proposed cost.

In opening his address Mr. Paterson
referred to the fact that the election
had been called on a year and a half
pefore the natural time for it, and as
an excuse for doing so they -had
trought forward- what was said by
them to be a contract between the
government of British Columbia and
the Canadian Northern railway to se-
cure the construction of a line of rail-
way from Yellowhead Pass to the coast
gnd on to Barkley Sound.

The premier. apparently seemed sure
that his policy would receive the sup-
port of the country, but it was the
duty of the electors to look into the
matter and see if the cost was not too
great for the benefits which were like-~
ly to accrue. They should ask them-
selves was the proposed railway worth
the risk involved,

The only purpose in subsidizing a
railway in a new colony such as Brit-
ish Columbia was that it might open
up new districts which were before in-
accessible and thus allow the govern-
ment to derive a large amount of
revenue frony the settlements along its
route. He asked the audience to look
with, him at this proposed road and see
§r-it -fulfilled these conditions, - {

Duplicating Road.
The proposed road would duplicate

were Si

' Bluff,

the Grand Trunk Pacific as far as Tete
Jeune - Cache. From there it passed
through new country for nearly two
the Thompson
river as far as Kamloops. In this ter-
vitory there might be some develop-
ment but the country was similar to

that which extended along the can-|

yons of the Fraser where so far there
has been no extensive settlements.
From Kamloops to the coast the line
paralleled the C. P. R. and in all this
extent of railway the C. P, R. had
never~developed any large amount of
local business: ;

“The railway if built,” continued the
speaker, “will not pass through pro-
vincial lands from which the prov-
fnce could expect to derive any rev-
enue, but through the Dominion rail-
way belt with the exception of a little
over 150 miles along the Thompson
river.

The government proposes to guar-
antee the interest and the bonds them-
selves to the extent of $35,000 a mile
which would amount to $21,000,000 with-
out interest. The credit of the pro-
wince would be pledged to this amount
and they must be prepared to pay it.
A reference to the balance sheet of the
Canadian Nerthern, as published in the
Colonist, showed that the line was
earning over $600,000 above, its working
expenses in one year, but when the
source of this revenue was examined
it could be clearly shown -that this
earning power was stretched consid-
erably.

One Picket to Other,

“When the line is being built,” con-
tinued the speaker, ‘“the cost of carry-
ing the construction material is
charged to the part of the line which
is under operation and is considered as
revenue for it., There would be. a
charge of $10 a ton probably for carry-
ing all the rails which were used and
this would amount in itself to a very
large sum, but besides this the ties cost
even more for transportation. The
total freight charges for carrying their
own stuff would amount to something
like $1,500,000 4m.one year.. In this way
the revenues of the line were swelled
by charges for ecarrying their own ma-
terials and. besides this the fares for
carrying ‘the men engaged on- con-
struction work were charged up. There
would be 10,000 men' employed which
if charged at $10 each would amount
to a considerable sum. As long as the
company kept four to five hundred
miles of construction work ahead of
them they could show a large revenue
from that alone.

“Apart from all the other considera-
tions the iine was sandwiched between
the C, P. R, and the G. T. P. The C,
P. R. was one of the largest if not in-
deed the largest railway corporations
in the world. The G, T. P. when fin~
ished will be the only modern railway
in Canada. The government of British
“olumbia proposed to tie the province

+

to a railway which was not first class.
Question of Rates.

“The Grand Trunk Pacific was us-
ng rails on their line which weighed
rom 80 te. 100 pounds to the yard,
nearly all beéing 100. The Canadian
Northern on the other hand were us-
ing rails from 56 to 60 pounds to the
vard to compete with two railways
which were the best equipped in the
world, No.matter how badly a railway

was wanted it would have been better
to have made a bargain with the best
ra.‘ﬂ‘way. The Grand Trunk Pacific
wanted aid from the province to con-
struct a railway over the same route
but the government would have noth-
ing to do with them. It was hard to
un.derstand how they should choose a
railway which was so poorly equipped
when a first class railway was offered.
A 56 to 60 pound rail will not carry a
modern train.

; ““Mackenzie and Mann are enterpris-
Ing men, I heard Mr. Mann state that
the railway he would build would have
a grade of four-tenths of one per cent.,
but the contract, such as it is, says
nothing about this, simply stating that
it must be equaj to the line built in
the Northwest Territory. This showed
how much dependence could be put
upon the words of the Premier or the
railway contractor. S

Railway Equipment.

“Now let us consider the equipment
of the railway. At the time the last
report was made the company was op-
erating 2,851 miles of railway, yet on
this the rolling stock consisted of only
68 passenger engines, 103 freight en-
gines, and 11 switching engines, making
a total of 162. Of this number, how-
ever, only 61 were owned by the com-
pany, all the others being leased. A
first-class company should own its own
rolling .stock, but not so the Canadian
Northern. The same state of affairs
was found in the freight and passenger
cars. The company had 7,839 freight
cars, which were leased. The company
had a bonded indebtedness of $9,000,-
000 for equipment, and yet this equip-
ment was leased. A charge was made
for it,%but it was not owned. If the
province should decide to make a fore-
closure it would be found that they had
nothing but a pair of rails running
across the country. If it was decided
to guarantee the bonds of,the company
it would be wel] first to investigate the

standing of the company.

“There are many places in British
Columbia where railways are needed
to open up new territory, but this line
would be only used to compete with
the C.P.R. to Vancouver. Is it worth
the amount proposed to be expended?

English Bluff,

“I have heard before,” said Mr. Pat-
erson, “about railway ferries similar
to:that proposed to run from English
I have examined the place my-
self and have had engineers examine
it, and I know that anyone proposing
to run a ferry from that point does not
know what he is talking about.” An
engineer when he sees it will not con-
sider it for ten minutes. A pier would
have to be built out into the Gulf of
Georgia for two miles, and there it
would be exposed to all the force of
the elements. A breakwater would be
necessary and there is no competent
engineer but would condemp it in ten
minutes. Yet Mr. Mann sayvs he will
build to English Bluff, not near it, and
will operate a ferry from that point.
He cannot do it. Vancouver Island
and Barkley Sound were only tacked
on to the railway proposal for the pur-
pose of catching the vote of Victoria
and the other parts of the Island. Mr.
Mann has never examined the country
from Victoria to Barkley Sound, and
no railway man builds railways with-
out thoroughly examining the country.
"As a matter of fact Mackenzie & Mann
never intend to build on this Island.
If construction proceeds and the bonds
are sold there will be no way of com-
pelling the work to be done on Van-
couver Island, The government will be
powerless:

“In entering into .an arrangement of
this sort the first thing that should
have been considered would have been
whether the company was in a position
to carry out fhe terms. They should
see that the power of ruining the
credit of the province was not put into
the ‘hands of anyone.

“Trke only thing binding on Mac-
kenzie & Mann was to build a line of
the same standard as that built in
the Northwest Territories, A railway
of this standard could be built for $35,-
000 a mile, so the government was pro-
posing that the province should put up
all the money. It would be quite pos-
sible to start the work in three months
for the same firm had done a similar
thing years ago when they pretended to
start on the V. V., & E, They then built
50 feet of the line, and to do this they
borrowed a plow and a scraper from a
farmer near Penticton. When they said
they would complete the line in four
vears they knew that they could not
do it in the present state of the labor
-market. They could not do jt, and did
not intend to do it. At the same time
the interest on the bonds would go on
once they were sold. If it took eight
vears to build, the interest would have
to be paid for that time. It would cost
the province $150,000 a year for inter-
est alone, while the work was under
construction.”

False Pretences.

Mr, Paterson then showed how Mec-
Bride had at first tried to deceive the
people as to the real terms of the
agreement, There was nothing in the
agreement which called for a first
mortgage. It would not have taken
long to have inserted those two lines
if it had been intended they should
have been there. It was not in the con-
tract, and the contract was what was
before the people at the present time,
He also showed the fallacy of the
statement that a mortgage could be
given as it would be impossible to raise
any more money from selling bonds if
the line was mortgaged.

‘‘Besides giving the company the
bonus,” said Mr. Paterson, “they are
giving them exemption of taxation for
ten years, which amounts to a large
sum. When they were getting $21,000,-
000 for building the line, the least they
could have done in return would have

been to pay taxes. Instead of that

they want the same exemption as was
granted to lines that dsked for no
bonus, Besides this they are to be
granted a free right of way, and free
timber and stone, I know the value of
this, for I have built railways where
I have had to pdy for the timber, and
the amount paid is surprising. 3

“There is a further clause in the
contract which gives the province a
charge against all the lines of the
Canadian Northern. This of course is
a charge against the surplus earnings
after all the fixed charges have been
paid. On the prairies the approximate
cost of building the line of the stand-
ard usually built is $13,000 per mile.
The bonds of the company have been
guaranteed to that amount, so that
there has been no cost to the company
over and above that, yet there is a
bonded indebtedness on the road of
$27,230. The Colonist boasted that al-
though the company had issued stock
to the amount of over $30,000,000, none
of the stock had ever been offered to
the public. It was all held by Mac-
kenzie & Mann. The stock had been
issued to themselves, and yet people
sometimes wondered why these men
were rich. Part of this is preferential
stock and the rest ordinary stock, the
entire charge against the railway ‘in
ithe Northwest provinces being $40,665
per mile. They do not even own the
rolling stock, so that all the security
the province would have would be the
amount left over after paying the in-
terest on all the fixed c¢harges.

Serious Matter.

‘“BEvery elector should consider this
well,” continued the railway man, “and
see whether he thinks the advantage
to be gained -is equal to the risk en-
tailed. If the province is called upon
to pay the interest the credit of the
country will be ruined for a longer
time than the life of anyone present.
The two strongest men in the cabinet,
men who were respected by Conserva-
tives and Liberals alike, threw up their
positions rather than stand for the
deal, and they knew more of the inner
dealings with the company than any-
one else. He knew these men when he
was in the House as men that would
deal fairly and squarely with those on
either side.”

Mr. Paterson then took up the mat-
ter of the C. P. R, being interested in
the deal. Some people he said thought
that Messrs. Tatlow and Fulton were
influenced by the C. P. R., but the C.
P. R. were not opposing this contract.
When the Canadian Northern wanted
to. build to the.coast without any sub-
sidy, a railway which everybody had
been crying for, the C. P. R. put up
the hardest fight that had ever been
waged. All the men and influence pos-
sible that could be brought to Dbear
was centred on the fight, with the re-
sult that it only carried. by one vote,
the casting vote of the c¢hairman.

When the fight against the Terminal
railway proposal was on the agent of
the C. P. R. had wakened the mayor
at 3 o’clock in the morning to tell him
that the C. P. R. were running cars
into the city.

When the V. W. & Y., wanted. to
cross the C. P. R. tracks to get to Van-
couver a train was stood on the cross-
ing for days to prevent any movement
being made, but ia this’ present case
everything was lovely. The company
was going to build over the same route
as the C, P. R., yet there was no oppo-
sition. Mackenzie & Mann were lauded
by the C. P. R. newspapers as capable
men, and those papers were support-
ting the policy of McBride. The Van-
couver Province was out in their
favor. Seeing the C, P. R, could not
get a subsidy themselves the clear
reasoning was that they had enlisted
the services of Mackenzie & Mann to
get it for them. The C, P. R. never put
up any fight at Ottawa against the
Canadian Northern paralleling their
lines on the prairies, and now when
they were proposing to parallel the
same line to the coast there was not a
whimper.

In conclusion, Mr. Paterson asked
the electors to consider these things
when they were casting their ballots.
The election should not have been
sprung on them in this way, but they
should have had the benefit of a dis-
cussion on the subject in the legisla-
ture, This was not a time to consider
whether a person was a Liberal or
Conservative. Many were building their
hopes on the Barklev Sound railway,
but they must, if they thought any-
thing about it, see that they were pay-
ing too much for their whistle., He
advised them to go to the polls and
vote for Brydon, who would do nothing
he considered wrong and was a man of
good judgment. He would take more
interest in the constituency than the
man who was running in the Conser-
vative interests.

Liberal Candidate.

Thomas Brydon, the Liberal candi-
date, said all would be indebted to
Paterson for his exposition of the rail-
way policy. Turning to the map of
the province he pointed out the course
of the proposed railway showing how
it would open so little new territory.

,An iniquitous thing was that on the
‘Delta the new road would. éome into
direct competition with the road of the
B. C. Eileectric which was building
without asking one dollar.. Mr. Eberts
the day before the last election said the
scheme that was close to his heart was
the building of the .railway from Bute
Inlet via Seymour Narrows to Victoria
or Esquimalt. He said he would ad-
vocate this on the floor of the house.
Mr. Eberts has never been heard from
since the last election but new he is
out advocating the new policy. He
thought all would be old men before
McBride's railway came to Victoria.
Heretofore the railway policies - had
always been accepted but there were
no railways yet. Mr. Brydon gave it
as his opinion that some of the im-
mense sums proposed to be given to
the -railway should be spent nearer
home in developing the agricultural
resources of the district. Much was
heard of the fruit lands of the Upper
country., Victoria was mentioned in
the advertising pamphlets only because
of its climate. Until he went to the
Upper ' country himself he had felt it
was the only place, but on his return
from a visit he felt Vancouver Island
was good enough for him. The worst
obstacles to the settlement of the
country were the holding of land for
speculative purposes and the difficilty
of clearing. He advocated the govern-
ment aiding in the clearing of the land
by either advancing the money or pro-
viding a plant to do the work., When
the immense amount proposed to be
spent in railway building was consid-
ered it was not much to ask that
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money should be spent in opening up
the agricultural land for settlement.
Experimental Farms,

Mr. Brydon further spoke of the need
of experimental farms in the different
districts as object lessons to the fruit
growers. The growing of fruit was one
of the finest occupations in the world—
but many went into the business with-
out knowing anything about it. - This
they could learn at the small experi-
mental farms. The gentleman who
had represented the district for many
years took no interest in the district
beyond giving them a little of their
own money to repair the roads. Near-
ly six million dollars was paid for the
import of agricultural products when
they might have been raised at home.
It was an enormous drain but the gov-
ernment was doing nothing to make a
change. The government should es-
tablish an agricultural college. Facili-
ties were offered to prepare for the
professions but nothing to be done for
the greatest industry in the province.
He considered that one of the most im-
portant planks in his platform. Young
men had to go to the state of Wash-
mgton  in order to get training along
these lines. Every acre cleared in-
creased the asset of the province.

Rural Telephones.

What would help locally would be a
rural telephone system. In Manitoba
the government had bought out the
telephone companies and something
might well be done here. Where there
was a_ rich strawberry district like
Gordon Head all should be connected
by telephone. Mr. Eberts was interest-
ed in none of these things except dur-
ing election times. He thought there
were far too many lawyers in the
House.

Mr. Brydon felt it would be a splen-
did thing for the peninsula if they had
an electric car service. He referred to
the fact. that Mr, Eberts, had done
what he could to injure the Victoria
Terminal railway. The speaker said
he was prepared to advocate the things
which were required.

He supported the Liberal party iIn
regard to timber, railways, water con-
servation and other points. He prom-
ised to look after the interests of the

were his own.
R 14 Drury.

R. L. Drury, who arrived late, said on
a former occasion better terms was
made the great cry, and Premier Mc-
Bride in his great speech had led the
people to believe something which was
not true. There was a great increase
in the grant for civil government which
was never mentioned. Mr. Drury made
this very clear. Now a railway policy
was thrust upon them. The statements
in regard to better terms were of the
most vicious character, and now there
was another proposition which was not
a good one. Formerly the Conserva-
tives -advocated a railway through the
northern central portions of the prov-
ince, yet now they come and try to
palm off a railway following the Fra-
ser river and paralleling an existing
line. Mr. McBride was not entitled to
the confidence of the electorate when
he had tried to deceive. them. The
men who knew the true inwardness of
the deal were Messrs. Tatlow and Ful-
ton; who were so staggeréd by it that
they resigned. .

The meeting was presided over by
Frank Sere.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

The feeling of the eledtors of “Vic-
toria in regard to the record of the
two parties Was abundantly shown by
the splendid meeting held last night in
Broad street hall, when . the Liberal
candidates and other speakers ad-
dressed a crowded gathering. For
three hours the large assemblage fol-
lowed with the deepest attention the
arguments of the speakers testifying
their endorsation of the case as repre-
sented and their appreciation of the
points made by frequent bursts of ap-
plause and cheering.

There was a quiet but nmone the less
strong feeling of confidence manifested
on the part eof the'electors present in
the success of the cause of clean gov-
ernment and honest administration of
public affairs,

A statement of the manner in which
the railway contract was railroaded
through, without submission to or con-
sideration by :the cabinet, and pre-
sented to Messrs. Tatlow and Fulton—
“take it or leave it”—which was made
by W. H. Langley on the authority of
the late Minister of Finance, created
intense amazement, and the audience
appeared astounded at this fresh re-
velation of the audacity of McBride
and Bowser.

The stand of the Liberal party in re-
gard to local option was made plain by
R. L. Drury in the course of his speech,
From the journals of the session of
1906 he proved that the Liberals are
the friends of that movement, while
the Conservative party stood almost
solidly opposed to it on the occasion
when they got an opportunity to vote.

Dr. Ernest Hall was in the chair,
and on the platform were R. L. Drury,
W. K. Houston, A. J. Morley, M.. B.
Jackson, W. H. Langley and Richard
Lowe. About the hall were such mot-
toes as ‘“Vote for the Liberals and a
sane railway policy,” “A vote for Mc-
Bride means provincial disaster,” and
“What has MecBride done for Vic-
toria? 2 2 §

The chairman, who has recently re-
turned from a trip to the Old Land,
told of the great interest taken in the
Dominion over there, and how all eyes
were turned to this country. The twen-
tleth century was undoubtedly Can-

tors to place men in charge of public
affairs who could be trusted to man-
age them prudently and wisely. Brit-

resources in the world behind it, and
it was all the more the duty of the
people in this province to elect men of
Dbrains and honesty to govern them.
‘They were face to face with the open-
ing of an epoch and must adopt Lloyd
George’s motto, “full steam ahead’—
making sure they had such a trusty
engineer as John Oliver at the throt-
tle.
Richard Lowe.

Richard Lowe was the first speaker
and made a rattling good address, full
of argument and rousing the audience
to enthusiasm. He described the
Premier as an adventurer at the head
of a gang of adventurers, and recalling
the promise made by the first minister
tc resign and sacrifice his political
honor if his policy was not accepfable
to the people, reminded the electors
how many promises Mr. McBride has
not fulfilled.

Mr. . Lowe _recalled the railway
scheme of 1898, for a railway from
English Bluff to the boundary line. It
was to be completed by May 8th, 1899,
but where was the road? Let Mr. Eb-
erts explain to the people of Saanich
and the people of Victoria why the
province never got its rights in the
matter of the guarantee for the con-
struction of that line. The McBride
government was now trying to work
the English Bluff ganmie again.

The resignation of the two ministers
was referred to and Mr. Lowe asked
why they had never explained the rea-
sons for their retirement from the gov-
ernment as a result of the Dan Man.n
contract. As Capt. ‘Tatlow was inti-
mately acquainted with the state of
the province’s finances it must be as-
sumed that he was thoroughly satisfied
that the carrying out of the contract
would irrepargbly injure the credit of
the province. i R

The Liberak policy was not to retard
railway construction; it believed in
getting all the railways possible, but
it would not burden the province with
a liability which would damage its
financial standing. The Grand Trunk
Pacific would soon be running in the
north of the province and would make
things hum. Its advent was the result
orf the policy of the L\aurier govern-
Pment. Other railways were proposing
tc enter the province and the Cana-
dian Northern could be trusted to get
in as quickly as it could. But neither
it. nor any other railway should be al-
lowed to use the province in order. to
get in in the way the Canadian Nortn-
ern was trying to do. e

Mr. Lowe humorously pictured the
first trip of the car ferry from Sidney
te English Bluff, with Dan Mann
ploughing the briny main in command
and William Mackenzie as pilot.

In conclusion Mr. Lowe recalled the
victory achieved under  Sir VVilfri.d
Laurier over a corrupt and sordid
government, placing in power a busi-
ness-like government under which
Canada was advancing to greater and
greater prosperity; and appealed to the
electors of Victoria to do their share
in bringing about a similar victory for
the Liberal party here.

Local Option’s History. S

R. L. Drury, who was given a very
hearty reception, plunged at once into
the subject of local option, on which
he said: I

“Every candidate at the Liberal nom-
ination meeting, from John Oliver down
has declared himself in favor of a local
option measure. This movement has a
history so far as the legislature of
British Columbia is concerned. On
March 12th, 1906, a measure of loca!
option was introduced by John Evans,
of Cowichan, in the form of new sec-
tions propnsed to be added to the Mu-
nicipal Clauses Act. T had the honor
of Seconding” the motion for the in-
clusion of these sectioms, I did not an-
ticipate any opposition, because 'such a
law is on the statute-books of every
other province., We had no encour-
agement, there were no deputations of
local optionists coming over to back
us up; there was in faet no local op-
tion organization in the province at the
time. Instead of that we had men
coming across the floor to ask us to
withdraw the amendments. When it
came to a vote every Liberal present
voted for the adoption of the prinei-
ple with the exception of Mr. Murphy,
while - those who voted against the giv-
ing to the people of the right to say
whether or not they should have sa-
loons included every member of the
cabinet except Captain Tatlow, who
was absent, and every Conservative ex-
cept two.

“It was quite plain that we were not
trying to cateh any wind of popular
enthusiasm but were simply advocat-
ing what we considered right legisla-
tion. The Yo‘byists of the liquor party
were there. Then and there was drawn
up the lines of battle front on this
great question of public right and mor-
ality. Do any of the Conservative can-
didates mean to tell you that the li-
quor interests did not know then who
were their friends, that they do not
know to-day who their friends are?
From that day there 'went forth a
mandate and the liquor interests went
into the Conservative organization  to
make their power feilt.

“In 1907 they nominated the ticket
that suited their purposes and the same
power and organization has controlled
the party ever since and has nominated
the same four candidates w_hom you
have as the Conservative standard-
bearers in this fight. Many consistent
Conservatives have recognized that
fact and stated that they will withdraw
their support at this time.

‘“We. welcome 'the fact that there is
such an interest taken in this ques-
tion, but sometimes when we-are asked
where the Liberal party stands, where
John Oliver stands, where you or I
stand—and some local optionists there
are who ask these guestions—my an-
swer is that three years ago I stood
in the firing line beside John Oliver
and the other Liberal members for Vic-
toria and voted for local option when
there was no local option organization,
no sermons on local option, no public
feeling to back us up. And it is only
fair to say that while we do not claim
to be anything but imperfect men, on
this question it cannot be said that we
did not occupy & position which is net
.to be questioned. . Here are the offi-
cial journals, here you will see. the
names recorded as I have told you—
John Oliver, W. G. Cameron, Richard
Hall, T. W. Paterson, myself and all
the others. If anyone can be trusted
on this matter it is John Oliver, who

then voted for it. No matter what the

verdict at the polls I have not altered

my opinion and never will.” (Cheers.)
The Songhees Reserve.

Going into the question of the Song-
hees reserve Mr. Drury pointed out the
situation in which the matter stands.
There never had been anyone able *o
go to the Indians and say how much
they would get. It was all contingent
on provincial. and city
rights. Mr. Oliver conceived the idea
of going to the Indians and making an
offer of purchase at market value, and
secure their rights for  the province.
Mr. Drury thought such ‘an offer would
be accepted. Mr, Oliver then consid-
ered that as the value of the reserve
had been made by the proximity of
the city the city was entitled to a clear
deed of the 43 acres promised them by
the government, including 25 acres for
park purposes and eighteen acres on
the waterfront. The Colonist laughed at
this proposition as silly the day after
it was made, but the day following it
proposed this very plan for the settle-
ment of the problem, and undertook on
behalf of Premier McBride that he
would endorse this proposition as soon
as he gets back.

“Mr. Oliver being a candidate in
Victoria and naturally being interested
in all that concerns the capital he is to
be commended for the fact that he for
the first time anyone has done so he
has brought forward a proposition
which b#s fair to settle the problem,”
said Mr. Drury.

.Replying to H. B. Thomson’s sneer
that he was appealing on low ideals
when he talked of a normal school for
Victoria, Mr. Drury pointed out that
Mr. Thomson had other people than he
to talk to if he wanted to term speak-
ing of a normal school for the capital
as a low ideal; he must talk to men
like ex-Mayor Redfern, Ald, McKeown,
W. H. Bone, Chas. Hayward and
Capt. McIntosh ang others who formed
the deputations which went across the
bay to urge the establishment here of
a normal school. Undoubtedly Victoria
should have a normal- but there was
no reason why a centre of population
like this, to say nothing of being the
capital, sh8uld not have the next, in-
stead of its being placed in the Koot-
enays, as the minister of education had
stated would be done. In this city
which Lord Strathcona said had unriv-
alled opportunities as an educational
centre it was impossible for anyone. to
obtain training as a teacher here. Out
of 108 candidates who passed the non-
professional examination to qualify for
a teacher this year only six were study-
ing in the Vancouver normal school,
owing to the expense. Of some 90 ‘who
passed last year only 10 were able to
g0 to normal. In this city which had
produced so many splendid teachers it
was not now possible to secure a teach-
er’'s education, even though qualified
teachers were so scarce in relation -to
the demand that the department of
education had to - issue permits to
teachers not fully qualified;

Neglect of Victoria.

Speaking of the Court of Appeal, Mr.
Drury pointed out that in every other
province and in all states.such a court
sat in the capital. In the neighboring
state, with a great commercial city in
Seattle and a growing centr¢ in Ta-
coma, its appelate court sat in the
capital city, Olympia. If Olympia was
good enough for the Washington Court
of Appeal surely Victoria was good
enough for British Columbia’s chief
court. (Cheers.) The Premier, both as
a Premier and as a member for the
city, should have seen that the Appeal
Court sat here. The government or-
gan found itself forced to declare that
his action in this matter was “a very
great mistake.”

In the matter of the university, too,
the Premier had neglected the city he
represented. There were many good
reasons he could have seen, as Lord
Strathcona did, for placing the uni-
versity here without asking any com-
mission to find a site. But all through,
the records and the statutes proved
that he had done absolutely nothing
for Victoria, while he Had done gen-
erously by other places, notably Van-
couver,

Referring to better terms and the
Premier’s position, Mr, Drury pointed
out that the Colonist reported the
Premier on his return home as stating
tkat what British Columbia got was
$100,000 for ten years. Not one word
édid the Premier say then or since as
to the province getting a grant for
civil government and legislation for all
time increased from $35,000 to $150,000
a year, or ‘as to it being a per capita
allowance on the same basis as the
other provinces. The Colonist, discuss-
ing this speech, blamed the Premiers
of the other provinces for placing the
limit of 400,000 population in regard to
the amount of this allowance, whereas
the fact was that the provision was
part of the termg of union and.had
been removed as a result of the confer-
ence of Premiers. -This the official
record of the conference showed. The
Premier had mis-stated the financial
position of the province and-the Do-
minion, Instead of his allegation.that
the province had paid .into the Domin-
jon treasury twenty millions more than
it had got back the statement of the
auditor-general showed that the prov-
ince had got back five milliong more
than they- paid out. .

A  Socialist wanted to know when
Mr. Drury had ever voted for working

! class legislation, such as the-eight-hour

bill. The candiddte promptly pointed
out to him on February 22nd; 1906, the
name of R. L. Drury as the first re-
corded in support of the eight-hour
bill introduced that session.

George’ Oliver, the Socilaist candi-
date, tried to put a question which
was not at all clearly expressed, but
seemed to have something to do with a
coal mining bill in 1905. Mr. Drury
had to leave to attend the Oak 'Bay
meeting, but announced his readiness
to discuss that bill at his next meeting.

W.. H. Langley,

dwelling on the financial aspeets of it
and the tremendous obligations it
would invoWe on the government.

Mr. Houston ‘declared. that the facts
stated by Mr. Langley showed the peo-
ple had much to fear in regard to the
contract; there was something beniné
it. Here was a contract made without
the knowledge of the man who held
the purse strings, shoved up to him to
take or leave. In other provinces the
Canadian Northern had terms dictated
to it by the governments; in British

Columbia Mackenzie & Mann made
their own terms, Manitoba for twenty-
three millions got 1,200 miles of rail-
way in a new country; British Colum-
bia entered "into- a guarantee which
' would mean $45,000,000 of the people’s
money for 200=miles of railway in new
territory. Jn the prairie provinces the
i governments took care that the lines
aided were not trunk lines. The com-
panies were left to construct these
themselves and the governments saw

country were aided and built.

The financial aspects of the contract
were dealt with by Mr. Houston fully.
He pointed out the interests of British
Columbia were left quite: out of the
question; but the interests of McBride,
Bowser, Mackenzie, Mann & Co. were
well looked after. Those railway build-
ers had to get to the coast, and even
{ it British Columbia did not give them
;one cent they would get there. The
1 only concession the /province got from
the Canzdian Northern, according to
Bowser in his nomination speech, was
the rignt to cross the bridge to, be
built at Lytton whenever the province
might  want to. The same minister
gave the people as the reason why the
road was not to come down by Hope
mountain, that link so greatly desired,
that Machkenzie & Mann were not build-
ing raliways for sentiment. Further
he told the people that Mr. Mann had
promised that anything overlooked or
which might be found in the interest of
the rrovince would be placed in the
final coniract!

The McBride Ideals.

Mr. Houston, referring to the sneers
of some of the candidates on the other
side as to ideals, said;

““I still nave the same heart and the
same ideals as when I was young. 'I
have not -become calloused and cold, I
do noi. hold with the ideals of men
who cal! the governing of the country
a game, ana the ideal of the successful
priitician to get in and stay in. These
are not the ideals I have put before
myseif or kept in view. . The duty ‘of
the government is to be there for the
whole people and not for the enrich-
ment of their friends and satellites.
They came into power by treachery to
their friends, to the. men who put them
in the way to be put there. John ON-
ver is the man who put Richard Mec-
Bride in the position he is occupying,
and how. did the Premier serve him—
by stabbing him in the back.

“YI am ashamed of a premier who has
such low ideals as to talk of governing
the people as playing a game. These
men have got in; how are they keeping
in? By giving bribes and billets to the
fellows around them to work for them.
It is government for the good of
lawyers—or of their own party. Is
that what it should be? (No,  no.”)
Mr. Thomson says he represents the
majofity; is that what. should be? T
do” mot think so. If you send me to
represent you I shall know no sect nor
creed mor party, ‘neither Liberal nor
Consgervative, nor Socialist, but act in
the best interests of the people.”
(Cheers.) '

»Principal’ J, M. Campbell was grant-
ed an . opportunity to explain the real
meaning of ‘the locat option vote.

A, J. Morley;
; Ex-Mayor Morley, although placed at

last, wag listened to with the same
deep attention as he rapidly sketched
his views on amendments to municipal
legisiation and the McBride railway
policy. He declawed himself in the fight,
not for polisdeal honors, but for .a
square deal to the people. He was glad
to support honest John Oliver in this
fight. He had always been interested
in civic matters, he said, but the pre-
mier could not be looked to to attend
to necessary amendments in_the laws—
he was too busy with his gold ‘brick
propositions.

“I have received private assurances
from John Qliver,” continued Mr.
Morley, ‘“assurances satisfactory to
myself, that the whole needs of Viec-
toria shall receive attention at hit
hands, including practical self-goveérn-
ment, including the solution of that
much vexed question of the Songhee:
reseérve, including the appointment bj
the citizens of thzir own license anu
police commissioners, and many othe:
matters; in dll these John Oliver has
proved to me that he not only has
time to think of the interests of the
citizens of Victoria, but time to think,
and think ¢arefully, of how he can
assist them in every way.” (Cheers.)

. Mr. M¥rley pointed to the tremendous

population of 350,000, grants to the. E.
& N. and C. P. R., the alienaition of
millions of aeres of timber lands, of her
coal lands, of her agricultural lands. If

this policy was pursued in ten years
the province would be bankrupt, and
the people drifting into the awful con-
ditions of

ports were made public. One man got
tén square miles only the other day—
and the surveys, although made ‘two
years a&go, were not available to the
public yet. Alone of the provinces Bri-
tish Columbia had no land for.the set-
thers. As the population increased the
public resources were decreasing.. If
Mr. Oliver was put in power he had
some suggestions to make to him, and
support in the House, which would re-
move the conditions of the past.

" The meeting closed with cheers for
the leader and the singing of the Na-
tional Anthem,

After the meeting the Socialists
started a noisy after-meeéting, . with
George Oliver as the .central figure.

in explanation. He had had trouble in
getting a copy of this contract, rather
unlike the ease with which he got
copies of the better terms proposals.
“Jt is a most extraordinary con-
tract,” he added. “If we don’t find
what we want to find its not a con-
tract; if you do it is. It is a dodge.
It is a binding agreement neverthe-
Jess. McBride and Bowser called it a

memorandum.”

But he always thought that an
agreement with the little signature un-
derneath was as good as a contract in
a court of law. Mackenzie & Mann are
no children; they know a good deal
more about railroads than McBride
and Bowscr. They have played with
those gentlemen in a way in which you
would be ashamed to play with little
children.

Referring to his statement when he
heard the terms of the proposed con-
tract, Sir Charles said:

“This contract was entered into on
19th of October, 1909, It first saw light
on the 30th. In a formal interview of
that day McBride said that it con-
tained the core of the agreement. D.
D. Mann, the other party to the agree-
ment, in an interview with the Toron-
to News of the same date, said that ‘it
was the text of the agreement, and
that it’s publication would show’ just
what the proposals are.”

Reasons For Opposition.

Sir Charles then gave his reasons for
calling the proposed agreement a’ “wild
and unconsidered bargain.”

1. There was no bargain like it under
the sun. Supposing we were able to
guarantee construction trunk line
bonds, we find there was no provision
against Mackenzie & Mann selling out
their rights to another railroad or
amalgamation with another.

2. There was no provision for reduc-
tion of rates, nor for the control’ of
rates.

3. There was no provision for a sink-
ing fund.

4, No forfeit was mentioned.

5. That no provision was made for
the inspectain of the books of the com-
pany.

6. No provision was made for con-
struction to begin from this end of the
line, and

7, That thers was no provision that
Mackenzie & Mann, who control: at
least 85 per cent. of the stock of the
Canadian Northern, should hypothe-
cate their stock with the government
as a guarantee of good faith.

In regard to his statement that no
sinking fund was provided, Sir Chas.
Tupper pointed out that ‘‘where it is
intended that the bonds of a railway
are to be paid off, and not converted
into guaranteed stock, a sinking fund
was essential, otherwise the railway
continued to invest its profits in ex-
tensions, terminals, etc., and no eash
was available to pay off the bonds
when their term expired.’”” *

Collingwood "Schrieber had said that
the Grand Trunk Pacific could not be
completed in the time - limit% - Have
Mackenzie & Mann solved the question
of rapid building without ° Asiatics?
And they arc not asked to put up a
forfeit.

Rate Control.

Sir Charles. dealt at great length
with the question of rate control which
McBride had not had put into the
agreement.

It had been said that the contract
was paiterned after Manitoba’s. In-
vestigation would prove that it was
not so, that every rate concessioh and
every other concession such asg taxa-
tion was wrung from the C. N. R. by
the Manitoba government,

He asked also if it might not be that
Mackenzie & Mann would find it
cheaper to turn over the road to be
operated by another company. There
was nothing to prevent them,

In regard to supplies, it had been
one of the greatest grievancas that
Americans are making money out of
supplies to the Grand Trunk Pacific.
Bowser said that Mackenzie & Mann
agreed to buy supplies in the West
provided that it could be done cheap
enough.

We had been told in the better terms
campaign that the East was bleeding
us. There is nothing in the contract
that work is to begin simultaneously
from both ends.

McBride has got himself into another
bad corner and that is on the question
of rates.

Two Versions.

This agreement gives the govern-
ment not the slightest right to say
anything about rates. The competitive
rates question was a very intricate
one. Bowser and McBride gave differ-
ent reasons for the failure to secure
rate control. Bowser said leave it to
the railway commission as Manitoba
did. Manitoba did not. That statement
had no foundation In fact, McBride
told heaps of Conservatives that it
would interfere with the marketing of
bonds. Which are we to believe?

In regard to a deposit, Bowser said
they had been asked to make one, Mc-
Bride said that a guarantee would be
placed in the contract,

This showed conclusively that this
was a “wild and unconsidered bar-
gain.”

Benefits of Control.

Hon, Mr. Agnew, minister of finance
of Manitoba, in delivering his budget
speech in 1909, zaid: ‘“‘The first benefit
that the province received from the C.
N. R. is the absolute control of rates.”
A prominent railroad man, who is in a
position to know whereof he speaks,
has said that the revenue of the rail-
road company would "be greater hy
$2,000,000 a year but foi the concessions
wrung from them by the government.
This is an annual and continuing bene-
fit. Besides this, by tho agreement
made with the railway company the
exemption of taxes granted by the
Greenway administration, though ex-
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empticn had not expired, has been done
away with or abrogated, and during
the past year the province received
from the C. N. R.,‘under the Rallway
Taxation Act, the sum of $10,698.39.

Premier Roblin in 1903 threw some
further lights on the benefits accruing
to the province of Manitoba as the re-
sult of rates cpntrol. He said that
Manitoba had gained $1,5600,000 on one
crop as a ‘direct result of rate con-
trol secured by him. Grain rates had
been first reduced from 14 cents to 12
cents per hundred pounds, and in 1903
from 12 to 10.

Hon, Mr, Graham, federal minister of
railroads, in his reference to railway
returns on March ‘16th, 1909, in the
House »f Commons, thréew some light
on the rates charged oy the Canadian
Northern. He saia thac the inter-
colonial, a government owned railroad,
charged 28.4 per cent. less than the
Canadian Pacific railroad and a frac-
tion over 34 per cent. less than the
C. N. R. That the Canadian Northern
charged nearly ten per cent. more on
passengers and freight than the Can-
adian Pacific railroad, notwithstanding
that the Canadian Northern had no
mountain section to-operate.

McBride tells us that we have two
great men to deal with. They have
worked their way from nothing to a
position of importance in railway and
financial world.

On the XKaien island investigation,
excusing himself for giving certain
concessions, McBride pointed out that
the Grand Trunk Pacific was a pio-
neer road, but added that other roads
could not expect such treatment. Nev-
er was there a graver question for us
to thresh out, and then if the verdict
goes against us we will have the con-
sclation we have done our duty by the
province.

In Manitoba everything was for
branch lines. On the whole it is just
the thing for the province.

“T never faltered in my alliance to
that party headed by McBride until
Green was guilty of malfeasance of of-
fice, and when McBride gave him his
confidence when he was guilty of doing
things that should make him shunned
among good men, when McBride gave
Green his support I faltered and was
ashamed for my party. But when the
government proposed showing the
brand of cowardice on railway lines I
gave up my belief in party govern-
ment.” But Sir Hibbert added he be-
lieved in the serise of people and that
they will elect a sensible business gov-
ernment to retain the province to its
people.

P. C. Wade followed, and then the
Socialist candidate, Mr. Kempster, Mr.
‘Wade- expressed ‘admlration of Sir H.
Tupper’s courage in breaking away.

The meeting, whiech was marked by
tremendous enthusiasm, and was
packed, notwithstanding a snowstorm
which raged, was opened. by Mayor
Lindmark, the independent Conserva-
tive candidate. Hon. T. Taylor wag of-
fered an opportunity of defending him-
self, but did not appear. A big banner
across the hall accorded a “Welcome to
the son of Canada’s Grand Old Man.”

POLICY.

It is represented that eopposition to
the subsidizing of the Kettle Valley
railway and its extensions means op-

position on the part of the Kootenays !

to a more direct connection with the
coast than the present C. P. R. route
affords. It is nothing of the kind. But |
the scheme needs more explanation;

and defence than it has yet received
from the leaders of the government or
from the government’s apologists. This
road is not in alliance, nor even in di-
rect connection, with the Canadian Pa-
cific at either end. Not a solitary resi-

dent of the Kootenays is opposed to
quicker. communication with- the coast,
cities than we now have. But this thing
seems more like a scheme to catch
votes than to give this through con-
nection. And it might even be suspect-
ed that it was a dodge to “hold up” the
C. P, R. and bleed its treasury for the
benefit of unknown private interests.
It is well known to everybody that the
C, P. R. has for a long time had in
contemplation plans for this direct con-
nection to the coast with its Columbia
& Western branch; indeed this was the
announcement made during his recent
visit to the coast by 8Sir Thomas
Shaughnessy. Has our government any
assurance from Mr., Warren that he
can supply this connection in alliance
with or through absorption by the
Canadian Pacific? If not, is this
scheme any less open to the charge of
being a ‘“paper railway” promoted by
““charter mongers,”” than those other
projects which McBride has so virtu-
ously denounced in order to justify his
throwing of himself and the province
into the arms of Mackenzie & Mann—
tl]*‘lev biggest charter mongers of them
all?

The plea of justification for the
enormous subsidy offered to the Can-
adian Northern by McBride, that: he
was cnly following the example of the
Liberal governments of Alberta and
Saskatchewan, is a poor one indeed
when the facts are examined. We Lib-
erals cannot be (though a few Tories
may be) thus easily fooled, Although
it may seem a complimént to Liberal
policy to have it cited . by a Tory in
justification of his own very generous
proposals, the cases are not in any
way similar. The Liberal governments
of the two prairie provinces have not
assisted in the building of the main
line of the Canadian  Northern
through these provinces—and neither
should this .province so aid it. The
Canadian Northern must find an out-
let on the Pacific for its through traffic,
and if it cannot do that without gov-
ernment assistance, that assistance
should be looked for from the govern-
ment of the Dominion and not from a
province through which it weuld be
glad to be given no more than a free
right of way. The wise principle upon
which the two Liberal provinces, east
of the mountains, have acted is to sub-
sidize branch and .development :lines
as feeders for the benefit 'of ‘'local
traffic. 'If that princlple had been fol-
lowed by McBride it would assuredly
have been-less objectionable; it might
even have been justified, had the series
of feeding lines been well selected: so
as to open up lands fit for settlement,
or rich mineral or timber regions.

But to pledge the credit of the pro-
vince for a generation to come in order
to give unneeded help to a main road
which | will open up to settlement
scarcely any new territory—anmd that
little not rich in natural wealth—and
which will parallel an existing through
road already efficiently and fully serv-
ing the country through which it
passes, is a scheme so “wild and un-.
considered” — so mad — that every
thoughtful man, be he Conservative or
Liberal, should consider it seriously
before supporting it. This is not a
contest in which the mere success of
a party or its understood principles is
involved. It is a crisls in our affairs in
which business acumen and far-sighted
consideration for the future should
prevail over the usual petty ‘cries of
party fealty. The vital interests of our
country are greater than a party vid-
tory.

Opposition to the McBride method of
bringing the Canadian ‘Northern into
and through the province - does: not
mean either opposition to the company
itself, or opposition to its#®¢®ming into
the province. Every man who believes
in the necessity of railways: for the
development eof our province will wel-
come. the coming of the Canadian
Northern if it is to be had at not too
great a price. But the price agreed
upon between Mann and McBride is
surely in all reasonableness of. state-
ment too great. It is more than our
sparsely peopled province dare under-
take when its vast undeveloped areas
are considered—areas rich in natural
resources—but which must remain long
unserved and undeveloped if this
Mann-McBride incubus is, by a foolish
devotion to party cries, forced upon us.

It is .a sound principle that aid to
transcontinental railway !ines should
come from the government of Canada
as a whole and not from any of the
provinces through which they may
pass.
carrying out of which every province
in the Dominion stands to benefit by
the construction of this great road, and
that at no direct cost to themselves.
Think how greatly our province has
already benefited by the merely pre-
liminary work of construction on the
G. T. P.; how much it will yet be
benefited during the remaining period
of construction; and finally by its
regular operation and service through
all future time.

could; and a year before the coming
of the Grand Trunk, the writer pointed
out in correspondence with the pre-
mier one method by which he believed
and still' believes the province would
have been vastly profited. That was by
friendly aection in the choice of ‘route;
of ocean fterminds, and of all future
townsites ‘along the line of railway.
These townsites were to be held jointly
by the province and the company, laid
out on a wise and liberal system of
survey, and sold—not for the benefit of
private speculators—but for the present
and future’ profit of the province and
railway: That profit was tentatively
placed at ofie-half to each party; but
in certain ¢ases it might have been a
larger sha¥e 'to the public than to the
company. Can anyone suggest a rea-
sonable objeétion to this plan? But it
was not adopted. Instead the govern-
ment allowed ‘the selection and pur-
chasé of the ocean terminus to fall in-
to the hand§ of that coterie of “ad-
venturers, male and female,”” whose
doings caused so great a scandal a
few years ago; and the province ob-
tained only-one paltry dollar per acre
forthe site of a great ocean seaport
in the first instance, and only a
meagre one-fqurth of the city lots—
forced, howéver, upon it by a statutery
obligation, which the Tories in the
House and out of it bitterly opposed,
but are now claiming, among unin-
formed electors, great credit for its
beneficial results, as if these were ‘due,
not to thé" statute, but to the govern-
ment’s own foresight,  Had the writer’s
plan been adopted, however, we would
rniow be recdfving one-half instead of
one-fourth of the value of the city site.
So with the site of Fort George on the
uppar Fraser, which unfortunately is
being exploited by an outside specula-
tive company—most certainly to the
injury of the public treasury, and per-
haps alsn. to.the wnckets of distant
purchasers, ‘Out on such statesmanship.

iSEES EX-MINISTER
IN OFFICE AGAIN
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Seven Conservative Speakers
Address Spring Ridge
Electors.

William Blakemore, the Conservative
spellbinder, whose tongue reels off rail-
way statistics at a faster speed than
will ever be attained by. a Victoria-
English’s Bluff ferry boat, appear-
ed as a champion of Capt. Tatlow at
the Spring Ridge Conservative meet-
ing last night and said: ‘“Captain Tat-
| low is a man of the highest integrity
and honesty. No man has ever ques-
tioned his integrity. He found himself
unable to agree with the financial as-
sistance proposed in connection with
the McBride railway policy and said
so0.” Mr. Blakemore then said Mr. Tat-
low had authorized him to say he had
more than twenty minutes to consider
the railway policy before he decided
io hand the premier his resignation.
This statement that he had only
twenty minutes had been made by Mr.
Wade, K. C.,, on ‘the ‘mainland. Con-
tinuing, Mr. Blakemore said: ‘“Mr.
Tatlow has an undiminished regard for
Mr. McBride. This matter has gone to
the electors, and I think Mr. McBride
will be returned. I shall be greatly
surprised if Capt.  Tatlow doesn't
eventually go back into the cabinet.
That’'s how I see it working out.”

Mr, Blakemore in opening said he
had been allowed to speak early as he
was feeling the strain, and would go
home early. He next told the audience
British Columbia wanted railways,
and gave a nice little kindergarten lec-
ture on bonds, describing exactly what
a bond was, so that the audience would
know, and this after Chairman Lewis
had said Spring Ridge held a large
labor vote noted for its intelligence.

Mr. Blakemore again referred to the
News-Advertiser’s statement that the
proposed C. N. R. only went through
200 miles of productive country. He
said the Barkley Sound railway was
100 miles, and there was 250 on the in-
terior that was productive country.

“I love my railway policy, but, oh,
you iron properties,” was the sum and
subsiance of Henry Behnsen's talk to
the electors, and from a lengthy de-
scription of the resources of the island
and the thousands of men to be em-
ployed some day, he said local option
was a non-political question, but that
if a majority of ballots were cast in
favor of it the government would put
the legislation before the House.

G. H. Barnard, M.P., said the Lib-
eral pleas against the McBride policy
are weak, trivial, unsound and ridicu-
lous, so much so that ft was foolish
to discuss them, and them took twenty-
five minutes’ rapid fire talking to try
and explain them away to a diminish-
ing ‘audience. On the mormal school
which Vietoria- has not got, Mr. Barn-
ard said any city in . the province
might make the same complaint, and
the Liberals could also complain that
Mr., McBride had not built a lunatic
asylum here, for there were in Victaria
plenty of occupants for admission.

After A. P, Luxton, K.C., had spoken
the chairman called on those who were
leaving the hall to remain as the rest
of the speeches would be short, and
Fred Davey took the floor. He said
there had been a great deal of pros-
perity in Victoria, and there was a
spirit of optimism
Davey didn’t believe the claim that
the Conservatives had not done much
for Victoria. He then told what the
McRBride government had done for Vie-
toria. It had got the North Ward Park
for the children, a lot for the James
Bay fire hall, transferred the old ceme-
tery to the city, which had made it
a thing of beauty. The government
had given $5,000 to several buildings,
and the speaker told of a few other
crumbs which had fallen to Victoria
from the rich provincial table. Here
there was an interruption from a man
in the audience who tried to get a
question answered. When Mr. Davey
sat dawn and Mr. Thomson arose to
answer it the speaker said: “Why
doesn’t he answer?”’ He tried several
times to ask his question again, and
finally. went out and banged the door.

H. B. Thomson didn’'t keep the few
remaining in the hall long. He went
over the usual ground with the same
promises and gave place to Leonard
Tait, who spoke for just a few minutes
on local option.

Hon. D. M. Eberts, K.C., the Conser-
vative candidate for Saanich riding,
made a grotesque attempt, at a meet-
ing held in Boleskine road last even-
ing, to stem'the tide of popular favor
which is running so strongly for Thos.
Brydon, the Liberal candidate. The
ex-Speaker declared with ‘trembling
voice and a tear in his eye that his
children had been borp in the district
—notwithstanding the cruel assertion
that he was a comparative stranger to
Saanich. Was there ever a baser glan-
der uttered against a public man! The
farmers of the district, so he hea¥d,

to end hig davs.

Mr. Oliver had said that his policy

was to construct 1,000 miles of railways
with the assistance of . the Dominion
government. What ‘were the facts?
Simply that Mr. Oliver knew that the
McRBride railway policy was a. good
thing for the country and as such was
appreciated by the people. He had
therefore accordingly taken his map
and criss-crossed it . with imaginative
railways, in a blindly imitative ambi-
tion to evolve a railway pelicy.

Against this programms of odds and
ends there was the clean-cut, definite
and common-sense policy presented by
the Premier. He {efended the huge
financial responsibility that would fall
upon the province as a result of the
contract with Mackenzie & Mann.

Iri respect’ to the withdrawa] from
the government of Mr. Tatlow, he re-
called that that gentleman had been
opposed to other rallways promising
much to Vancouver Island. A com-
pany was, chartered a few years ago,
whose purpose it was to build from
Victoria (or Esquimalt) and from
Barkley Sound to the end of the Is-
land, and which' actually deposited
eight million, dolars in the bank as a
guarantee of their bona fides. This
company had ‘also proposed to place &
certain number of families each year
on the land, and had come to the gov-
ernment with proposals for assistance
to enable their large plang to be car-
ried forward. This proposition Mr
Tatlow had opposed, and it had ultl-
' mately fallen through. The people of
Vancouver Island could not agree with
Mr. Tatlow’s views in these matters.
Tt was true that destiny ordalned that
Yancouver Island should some day
take its proper place in the world. But
we wanted to advance the day, The
people of to-day wanted to see the be-
ginning made in their own day and
time toward the development of the
Island. He could understand why Mr.
Tatlow had resigned. It was because
he ‘ald not believe in assisting any
railways.
¥ On ‘concluding his speech Mr. Eberts
said he would be glad to answer anv
question,’ and Thos. Brydon, jr., a son
of the Liberal eandidate, proceeded to
put some posers to him. One question
which Mr. Eberts found it very diffi-
rult to! answer was: “Why had the
Conservatives in the House voted down
bills brought by the opposition to grant
aid to railways already subsidized bY
the federal government?" Mr. Eberts
got around this by saying that the gov-
ernment could not endorse any Dpro-
posed aid unless the same was initiated
as a government measure.

ADVERSE WEATHER

steamer  Lillooet has been in the
north about six months and in all that

me there were not two months of
veather when it was possible ‘to work.

camping party in the mouth of the
skeena did a good deal of. work in the
time they were able to be out, but
the other party on the steamer found
very difficult to find their land-
rks. The main work done was the

g ding of nearly elght miles of :the
mouth of the Skeena, the continuation
of the work in Dixon Entrance, .the
surveying of Masset Inlet as far as the
basin, and the placing of Ohio rock.

While Captain Musgrave had charge
of the work from the steamer Lillooet,
H. D. Parizeau and L. Davies under-
took the work in the Skeena. They
worked from a camp on shore, using

nches. The work was done in Tele-
aph Passage from a point half a mile

p from Parry Point to another point
seven miles down in the neighborhood
of Marrack Island. The whole of this
was thoroughly sounded and the result
tabulated. The river is something like
two miles wide at this point so it is
easy to see how much work was éentail-
ed. The soundings taken are twice as
many as are marked on the first chart
and four timeés as many as it is possi-
ble to place on the ordinary navigating
charts.

Later, Messrs. Parizeau and Davies
moved their camps to TLewis Island,
where some triangulation work was
done from the south part of Chatham
Sound to Stuart Anchorage on Gren-
ville Channel and Alpha Bay on Ogden
Channel. -

In Dixon Entrance the area sounded
covers a distance of about twenty miles
by fifteen miles between Rose Spit and
Cape Chacon. This was the most dif-
ficult work because the mountains were
most of the time covered with clouds.
There were only a few days when it
was possible to work, but during those
days from daylight to dark the boats
were out and the men busily engaged.

“I was communicated with at the
time,” said Mr, Cassidy when asked
about the matter, “for my ZLondon
agents at first thought that it was I
who had been drowned. It was most
extraordinary that the only marks of
fdentification upén him when recover-
ed from the water, were a ring and
key with my name. I have found some
difficulty In tracing my connection with
the man; in fact, I have not fixed him
yet, but I meet so many people. How
he came by the ring I don’'t know, I
don’t suppose I could have given.it to
him.”

IN THE TREASURY

City Engineer Topp- Explains
Situation to City
Council.

That the city has eonly $4,000 avail-
able for the work of maintaining the
streets in proper shape before the in-
coming council . makes an additional
appropriation and that this sum is en-
tirely inadequate was pointed out by
the city engineer, C. H. Topp, at Mon- |
day night's meeting of the city coun-
cil.

Mr, Topp . reported that he had |
placed G. H. Bryson, the recently ap-
pointed assistant engineer, in charge of
the outside construction work, princi-
pally on pavement and local improve-
ments, He said further that with the
small.sum at his disposal he could not
gudrantee that the streets would be
attended to'as they ought to be. At
the beginning of the present year he
had been granted the sum of $64,300 for
maintenance. Of this, $12,038 has
been taken for plant, surface drains,
ete., so the appropriation for mainten-
ance amounted to $52,262, and of this
latter sum but $4,000 is left, whereas
there should bhe about $16,000 if the ap-
propriation had not been reduced by
the purchase of plant, He would di-
vide the eity into districts, appointing
a foreman in charge of each, who would
be directly responsible to James Pusey,
who would be in charge of mainten-
ance only, . All brick, granitoid, block,
and other permanent roadways would
be under thé direct control of the en-
gineer's department, and such fore-
men as necessary wotld be appointel
as required by the amount of work in
hand. ‘All macadam = roads, cement
sidewalks, gutters, - eté., would be
placed under one head - responsible to
the engineer. "As regards surface
drainage, this would be transferred to
the sewer foreman, bringing all pipe
laying and trenches under one head.

Henderson replied that the whole
council was responsible.

Ald. McKeown was of the opinion
that Ald, Turner was absent on the oc-
casion when the cancelling of the $10,-
000 appropriation was accomplished.

Ald. Turner thought it strange, as he
had, since being elected, only missed
two meetings of the board.

MILLION DOLLARS FOR
IMPROVEMENTS OF ROAD

Canadian Pacific Preparing for
Work Along the
Fraser.

Vancouver, Nov, 15.—Suryeys have
been completed for a, million dollars’
worth of reconstruction work on the
P. R. between Lytton
and a point to the west.of Hope., The
line is to be straightened — and the
grades reduced in order that passen-
ger and freight traffic may be handled
more expeditiously and at less cost
than is possible at present,

The distance embraced in the location
surveys. just finished is between 65 and
70 miles, and both.the Thompson and
Cascade sections will be, affected. The
prineipal part of the reconstruction
be performed . in ..the famous

way runs for about 61 miles. Eyery
inch of the line through the canyon
was cut out of solid rock, and the cost
per mile averaged approximately $80,-
000, Despite the heavy expenditure on
this seelion of the railway, the. road
was permitted to follow thé lines of
least resistance when meeting walls of
solid rock, and the consequence was
that it zigzags through the canyon,
taking much the same course as that
pursued by the river in its tortuous way.
Curve follows curve all the way
through the canyon, and many of them
are very sharp.

For several months past a large force
of surveyors sent out from Winnipeg
by the construction department of the
railway has been running trial and
location lines from Lytton to the lower
end of the canyon. This work is now
finished.

HOLD RALLY

TWENTY-THREE HEAR
CANDIDATES TALK

City’s 0ld Representatives)
Have Hard Time to Show
Labor Sympathies.

Outside the eight speakers, the care-
taker and two newspaper men, there
was just the- skiddo number of twenty-
three at Semple's hall, Victoria West,
on Monday to listen to the three Con-
servative candidates and their friends.
In the “audiehce” were two ladies.

The Conservative party went to Vic-
toria West to lay the policy of the
government before the people and took
eight speakers along, so of the total
attendance in the hall, the speakers
numbered almost one-third. The eight
spoke to the twenty-three and eleven
rows of empty benches in front. On
one of the side benches there was &
working man who handed up to Henry
Behnsen and H, B. Thomson their rec-
ords in the last parliament, and show-
ed the audience that in 1907 the can-
didates had not voted for the eight-
hour day bill; and the dangerous em-
ployment bill; in 1908 they ' voted
against the dangerous employment
bill, the eight-hour bill, the eight-hour
shipyard bill and the fortnightly pay
roll’ bill, and in 1909 against the eight
hours in mines and the améndment to
the election act.

The working man asked: “Why does
Mr. Thomson ask for the working
man’s vote when he has voted down
the workmen’s measures?” Continuing,
he asked Mr. Thomson how he could
fill such an inconsistent pesition. Mr.
Thompson's reply was that he repre-
sented ‘the greater majority in parlia-
ment and had voted in the interest
of the greater number.

“Then you won’t get the working
man’s, vote,” interjected the speaker.

He further questioned Mr. Thomson’s
ability as a horseman by asking:
“Can any man ride two horses at once,
especially if they are running in oppo-
site directions?”

The same speaker was on his feet in-
stantly when Henry Behnsen, the can-
didate for the Conservative party, said:
“Labor delegations have always been
well received at the parliament house.”

The questioner asked: “What measure
did you introduce that supported the
working class?”

Mr. Behnsen's reply was. ‘“There is
no one in the room that has worked
harder than I have.”

The questioner: ‘“Answer my ques-
tion.”

Mr. Behnsen: “I have worked Lard
all my life.” £

The. questioner: “Did yow “support
the eight-hour bill? Did you vote for
the dangerous employment bill? Here is
vour record,” and he handed wup a
statement of how the candidate had
voted on labor measures during the
last three sessions.

Mr. Behnsgen: “Yes I did?”

The questioner: ‘‘Did you not try to
disfranchise the  working man?”

To this question there was no answer’
as the chairman interrupted and called
on the next speaker.

Leonard Tait, the chairman, in open-
ing the meeting said the McBride gov-
ernment was on its record worthy of
support, and that with the construction
of the Barkley Sound railiway island
development would follow. The Mec-
Bride railway policy he said was clear
cut and ought to appeal to every man
on the island. Illimitable resources
were dormant without a railway, The
road would mean increase of wages,
settlement and homeg on the island.

Henry Behnsen said that since open-
ing the campaign he had gone into the
fight clean handed, and would not cast
slurs. He hoped the Liberals would ;
treat him likewise. He told electors
that twenty miles from Victoria there
was a mining property that had been
idle since 1887, Engineers had examined
it 22 years ago. With railways the pro-
perty would have been opened and iron
furnaces working. The property is in
the Sooke district; and there were
others in Quatsino district. The pro-
perty had a 15 to 30 feet ledge, and
had  assayed from 57 to 75 per cent.
With railways $2,000,000 would be spent,
and if the foundry manufactured steel
plates an additional $8,000,000 would be
spent, and work given to thousands at
high wages. Two years ago a move
had been made to establish a foundry,
but it had fallen through. On the west
coast he said there were 30 odd pros-
pecting licenses, and he felt sure coal
would be found. With respect to the
elections he said the outlook in the
province was most gratifying, and he
couldn’'t see 'a constituency which
would return a Liberal.

He then went on to tell of his work
for the labor interests, but was im-
mediately taken up with adverse gques-
tions by a working man in the hall.

H. Fessenden, the next speaker, said
he had been two years here, and had
been closely connected with the dis-
cussion on the C. N. R. in Manitoba.
He claimed the Liberals had. been
making reckless statements, but he
would not make any statement he
could not prove. He held that in ten
yvears there would be tremendous
changes on Vancouver Island. There
was no excuse for Mr. O’Connell, of the
Saturday Sunset, in the stand it was
taking, as un the laws of Canada
all railways had to lodge a statement
of its affairs with the government an-

nually, and in that statement the C.
N. R. for 1908 showed a net earning
of over $3,000,000, and still the Liberals
asked electors to believe the C. N. R.
could not pay an interest charge of
$840,000 annually. He went into detail
on the system of railway bonds and
compared it with the C. P. R., which
he claimed was one cent higher in
operating charges. The one hundred
miles to Barkley Sound he sald was
richer than any territory through
which the C. N. R. passed in Manitoba.
A man in the hall asked: “Why have
railway policies in the past been wrig-
gied -out of?" and the speaker said:
‘‘Because there is no opposition trans-
continental line.” - ~ ;

Another member of the audience

-asked: “How are we to know this is
not another clection dodge?”

H., B. Thomson answered the ques-
tion saying this was the first railway
contract the C., N, R. has ever entered
into with the provincial government.

G. H. Barnard, M.P., took ‘up the
Songhees reserve - question, criticizing
Mr. Drury’s statement relative to its
solution. He asked, as Mr. Oliver had
now arrived at such a simple solution
of the matter, how was it that Mr.
Templeman and Mr. Pedley had been
unablé to think of it. He claimed the
provincial government ¢ould not settle
the matter, and the Dominion govern-
ment had only been using hot-air
about it. They can’t settle with the
Indians, and because the Indians can’t
get more than half the proceeds in
cash. The other half must be funded.
There is now $10,000 to the credit of
the Indians, he said, which is doled
out to them., Mr. Morley had com-
plained that they were allowed only
$5 for funerals when the city allowed
$15 for its pauper funerals. ' Mr. Bran-
ard said the Indians would have -to
wait three years before the enfran-
chisement, if such were contemplated,
could be made effective.

H. B. Thomson said the reason Mr.
McBride had gone to the country now
was on account of the general prosper-
ity -and - the railway ‘proposition. He
had been working for the additional
transcontinenta] line for years, and
now it had come the Premier thought
the voice of the people should be ob-
tained regarding it. The population in
ithe last few years had increased forty
per cent. This was another reason why
the Prémier had decided on election,
On the Indian reserve he said that Mr.
Templeman had tried to settle it, and
now Mr. Drury had come forward with
a  solution. The latter at Victoria
West instead of talking railways had
talked reserve. The reason he hadn’t
talked railways was because John
Oliver guarded the weonderful railway
map so - closely, carrying it round the
country with him, He claimed John
Oliver’'s policy was a gold brick and
satd: “They will promise you any-
thing. If you want an automobile or
an airship go right along, they will
promise it to you.” At this stage Mr.
Thompson was interrupted by the
working man who' put many telling
questions to him, ending up with the
remark that Mr. Thomsen coud not
ride two horses, especially if the horses
were running in different directions.

Fred Davey said the candidates stood
by the McBride government and the
records of that government had not
been attacked by the Liberals. The op-
position was, however, trying to make
capital out of omissions of the three
members in e last parliament.
thought Mr. Drury was illogical, and
that his normal school argument was
good for every town in the province as
well as- for Victoria. He thought the
Liberals should be broader-minded. On
the Barkley Sound railway he said
there was fifty years freight of fifty
cars a day in lumber waiting. There
was coal and iron there, and the rail-
way was all that was needed. The pro-
vincial election lists he said had been
purged as there has been 80& names
there that were dead or absent.

W. Blakemore and Mr. Cox also ad-
dressed the meeting, the former speak-
ing on railways entirely. He said the
McBride ‘government had been twitted
during the sessions for having no con-
structive policy and now when one was
brought forward the Liberals were not
satisfied. He said the C.P.R. grade
was four per cent., the G.T.P. grade
two per cent. and now the C.N.R. pro-
posed to build with a grade of four-
tenths of one per cent. One Conserva-.
tive paper has -said there was only
200 miles of productive territory on the
proposed line, but this must have been
a slip- He then detailed the route of
the proposed line; He claimed the C.
N.R. was as good in the money mar-
kets as any other railway.

Mr. Cox dealt with both Dominion
and Provincial politics. He saw a big
future for British Columbia and
thought the MecBride railway policy &
good one. He asked all Conservatives
to vote for the Conservative platform.

BOYS STEAL BIG
RAILWAY ENGINE

Forty Narrowly -Escape Death
on Runaway Locomotive—
~ve Are Injured.

Seattle, Wash., Nov. 16.—Forty boys
narrowly escaped death and five were
seriously injured near Birmingham, a
small station twelve miles from
Everett, on the Hillman Interurban
electric line, when they jumped from
a runaway mogul -which they had
stolen from the railway camp at Eng-
lish. As the outcome of a desire for
a night of adventure, they took the big
machine which had been left on a
siding after workmen had finished for
the day, and ran it as far as Lake
Goodwin.

FORMER MINISTERS

GIVEN TWENTY MINUTES
TO DECIDE ATTITUDE

F. Wade Deals With Railway
Policy—Leader Oliver’s
Speech,

¢

Cranbrook, B. C;," Nov. 16. — John
Dliver and. Fred Wade held a_ great
vote-making meeting in Fernie on Sat-
urday night, the auditorium being
crowded with an attentive audience,
which showed by repeated emthusiastic
putburts of applause hearty sympathy
with the attitude of the Liberal lead-
ers. Mr, Wade spoke first, and his in-
troductory remarks made him popular
with the gathering 'by comparing
Leader Oliver with:that stalwart old
leader of Manitoba, Tom Greenway.
His characterization of the McBride
railway policy as pure idiocy, struck
home, as rounds of applause amply tes-
tified. Further emphatic’ evidences of
approval greeted his remark that it
was outrageous that the  electorate
ghould be allowed only a few weeks to
consider a railway policy which Mc-
Bride had taken six or seven years to
work out.

His next statement fairly took the
breath away from all present, declar-
ing on the personal information of Mr.
Tatlow, Premier McBride had given
him (Tatlow) only twenty minutes in
which to make up his mind as to whe-
ther or not he would stand for the
agreement. Mr, Fulton also had been
allowed the brief time in which to de-
cide upon so momentous a question.

Dealing with the question of the
haste displayed by Mr. McBride ' in
bringing on the elections, Mr. Wade
declared it was an infamous attempt
to steal victory.

W. R. Ross, ex-M.P.P., being present,
Mr, Wade proceeded to give him an
unpleasant quarter of an hour, citing
his votes on labor questions during the
past two sessions of the Ilegislature.
He concluded a vigorous and telling
speech by referring to a meeting of
the Vancouver board of trade and a
resolution . pgssed. thereat condemna-
tory of McBride's refusal to take ac-
tion in regard to freight rate charges.

J. C. Turner, Socjalist, spoke next in
the interests of Candidate Harrington,
then Mr. Ross was called upon and
met with a very chilly reception. Mr.
Ross made no effort to explain. his
votes on lahor questions save that as
8 Conservative he felt bound to follow
his leader, McBride. He made an
earnest appeal for .- support on - the
ground that he had started a move-
ment to establish night schools in Fer-
nie, and if re-elected hoped to put them
into effect in the near future.

John Oliver closed the meeting, Lib-
eral Candidate Fisher being wunfortu-
nately unable -to. attend owing to =2
delay in the train service from Gate-
way, where he had spent the day. The
Liberal leader was given a splendid
welcome, and for three-quarters o6f an
hour poured hot shot into McBride's
past record and his new railway policy.;

Mr. Oliver again refefred to the sub-
Jject of. the employment of Asiatics on
the Grand Trunk Pacific, alleging that
there was nothing in the agreement
between the McBride government and
the Grand Trunk Pacific company to
prevent the same. This reference was
occasioned by an article in the Nelson
News accusing Mr. Oliver of falsifying
the facts when the News published
what purported to be an agreement to
the effect that no Asiatics should be
employed by the Grand Trunk Pacific
in British Columbia.

Mr. Oliver pointed out that in the
agreements between the McBride gov-
ernment and the Grand Trunk Pacific
officials there was not a word to that
effect, and cit2d in proof of the state-
ment the text of agreements publishy

“ed in the statutes of 1908 and 1909. HeA
again -made an offer to pay any mah
in the audienc= $1000 who could find a
word in the agreements prohibiting the
employment of @Asiatics. When the
offer was issued Mr. Ross, then occu-
pying a seat “in the gallery, had the
temerity to shout out, ‘“Where did you
get the $100?"” Swiftly came back the
reply, “Earned it,” and when the cheer-
ing had subsided somewhat Mr. Oliver
went on to relate that he had worked
hard for a living ever since being eleven
years of age, when he went down into
the mines of Derbyshire. This shot
caught the fancy of the audience and
the applause was simply ‘deafening,

Referring to the remarks of the So-
cialist’ speaker, Mr. Oliver frankly dis-
cussed the labor bills introduced. in
the legislature and again dealt with his
proposed department of labor, a propo-
gition very kindly received by the au-
dience, mainly composed of coal miners.

Discussing the timber policy of the
two parties, Mr. Oliver pointed .out
that Mr. McBride up to a few days ago,
was on record with the whole of the
Conservative party as being opposed to
perpetual license. At the last moment
in a vain effort to stem the tide of
Liberalism, he pronounced his conver-
sion to a policy long advocated by the

_ Liberal party. Mr. Oliver’s query, ‘“‘Can
McBride remain in the Tory party pre-
pared to eat crow?” elicited volleys of
applause.

A most successful meeting terminat-
ed with cheerg for Fisher and Oliver.

A noteworthy feature of the cam-
paign in Fernie is the number of Con-
servatives working in conjunction with
Fisher’s committee for the defeat of
Ross. While this riding is supposed to
be strongly Socialistic, indications are
that Fisher will have a large support
from Conservatives and united support
of the union labor outside of the ranks
of Socialists. :

An amusing . incident occurred on
Sunday morning at the railway statloxw
Mr. Ross took Mr. Oliver to task for
a  statement in regard to the Grand
Trunk Pacifie, alleging there was a
clause in the contract prohibiting their
employment. Mr. Oliver pulled,out a
$50 bill and offered to bet it against

. %50 of Ross’ if he could make good his
statement.

Mr. Oliver said: “You know thére is
nothing of the sort in the agreement.
You voted against the insertion of the
word ‘white’ in the contract when we
moved it.”

Ross finally backed down and refused
to bet.

Ross offered to bet $1,000 he would beat
Fisher, whereupon Fisher called upon
him to put up his cash, and again
Ross “backed down.” 3
' According to reports received here,
E.-A. Crease‘is a sure winner in Nel-
'son. Mr, Oliver left by the Soo flyer
for Spokane en route to Vancouver.

Indications point for a clean sweep
by the Liberals in Columbia, Fernie,
Cranbrook and Nelson. Everywhere
throughout those ridings the Liberals
are working unitedly, being supported
by scores of leading Conservatives who
cannot - tolerate McBride's railway
policy.

M. A, McDonald’s great speech ; on
the railway situation has aroused wide-
spread comment and calls for him_to
address outside districts. are pouring
in. He will be unable to respond in
many cases, but will speak for Fisher
on Wednesday at Fernie.

LYNCHERS ARE
SENT TO PRISON

Two Officers and Four Mer-

chants Must Serve
Term.

Washington, D. C., Nov. 16. — The
United States supreme court yester-
day passed sentence upon the §ix men
adjudged guilty of contempt of court
in connection with the lynchimg of Ed.
Johnson, a negro, at Chattanooga,
Tenn., on March 14th, 1906, as fellows:
Sheriff Shipp, ninety days;®> Deputy
Gibson, sixty days; Luther Williams,
ninety days; Patrick Nolan, ninety
days; Henry Padgett, sixty days; Wm.
Mayse, sixty days.

This is one of the few cases on re-
cord where prisoners have been pre-
sented in person bhefore the nation’s
highest tribunal.

Aside from the two officers, the men
are merchants and are well known in
the section of Tennessee about Chat-
anooga.

Johnson, the negro, was in jail under
a stay of cxecution issued by the fed-
eral supreme court when he was taken
out and lynched. It was shown that
the sheriff did not make much effort
to prevent the mob from reaching the
prisoner, and it was on the ground that
the lynching was in violation of the
order of the supreme court that the
present action was brought.

It was held that the meb and the
sheriff with his deputy ted in con-
tempt of court and judgment means
that they must pay the penalty by ser-
vice in jail.

The ecase presents a new phase of
action following a lynching, but it is
a special case, as the result of the fact
that the supreme court had already
taken a hand in the case.of the victim
by issuing a stay of execution,

Carr organized a detail of police to
guard the party, and be in readiness
in response to a call.

Baron Shibushawa is rumored to be
the Mikado’s choice 'as successor. to
Marquis Ito, who was assassinated at
Harbin. The continuous rumors among
Denver’s large Korean population led
the authorities to fear an attempt at
violence while the baron was the city’s
guest.

PREMIER’S POLICY IS
NOT TO PEOPLE’S TASTE

Resolution Debated by Citizens
to Be Taken Up
Again., .

At a meeting of the Nanaimo Citi-
zens’ League on Friday evening the
following resolution was read by Capt.
Yates, and caused considerable discus-
sion before being finally disposed of,
temporarily, by being laid on the table
for one week, to be considered at a
special- meeting. The resolution was as
follows:

‘““At a meeting held at the opera
house, Nanaimo, May 5th, 1909, by re-
presentatives from the different
branches of the Vancouver Island De-
veiopment League, the following reso-
lution was moved and unanimously
carried:

‘““Whereas, it is understood that cer-
tain transcontinental raiiway com-
panies will apply to the provincial
government for assistance in extend-
ing their lines across British Colum-
bia; and

“Whereas, the mainland part— of
British Columbia has several lines of
railway in operation or in course of
construction to  which
aid has been granted;

‘““Whereas, Vancouver Island, ‘with a
population nearly as numerous as the
Southern Mainland, bearing a pro-
portionate share of the taxation of
the province, and
‘“Whereas, the Island’s
natural products greatly exceeds the
exports of natural products shipped
from points on the codst of the main-
land, and

“Whereas, the central and northern
parts of the mainland of this prov-
ince are rich in mineral, timber, and
agricultural lands which are now
practically unexploitel and cannot
be developed without railway facili~
ties, and

“Whereas, a railway from Edmonton
to a central ‘point on this Island,
making Victoria the terminus, reach-
ing Quatsino, Alberni, Cumberland,
Nanaimo, Ladysmith and Duncan,
would open up this large section - of
rich .but at present unpopulated . and
undeveloped country, and

‘““Whereas, the route already survey-
ed by Sir Sanford: Fleming proves
that a practical route by the way of
Frederick Arm, and Chatham  Point
by ferry, is an easy grade and an
accessible route to reach the Island
seaboards and

‘““Whereas, the older settled portion
ef British Columbia, namely, Van-
couver ' Island, having contributed
greatly ‘towards the development of
the whole province. has a right to
share fully in the advantages from the
opening up of the mainland;

‘“Therafore, be it resolved, that the
officers and nmiembers of the Vancouver
Island Development League, pledge
ourselves to aid, encourage, and
bring about the building and construc-
tion of railways on Vancouver Island,
not only on the east and west coasts,
buf through the centre of the Island,
and wherever else necessary, including
the construction. of car ferries, con-
necting the Island with the mainland
in order that the vast resources of the
Island may no longer lie comparatively
idle, 3

“And be it further resolved that we
call on all public spirited citizens of
Vancouver Island, whether in or out
of' the league, and whether holding
public office or in private life, to lend
their support to-this vital movement
for the betterment 6f the Island.

“And be it further resolved, that
any policy of railway aid to a trans-
continental road that may be adopt-
ed by the provincial government will
not be satisfactory to the people of
Vancouver Island which does not pro-
vide for railway construction on Van-
couver Island and connection with
the mainland as an integral part of
such transcontinental road.’”

Therefore, I beg leave to move the
following resolution;

‘““Whereas, the proposed route of the
Canadian’ Northern railway, as pub-
lished by the premier of British Col-
umbia, does not give railway con-
struction on this Island. Nor is” it
an integral part of a tramscontinental
road. That - no part of this isl-

and can be opened up for develop-
ment by ferry from English Bluff to
Victoria. - That it parallels some s8ix
hundred miles of the Canadian Pacific
railway through a country already de-
veloped by railways; therefore, it is
the firm opinion of this league that
the people of this Island would reap
no benefit by the construction of a
railway as formulated by the premier.
And that the development of the cen-
tral part of the mainland and’ the
western part of  Vancouver Island
would be delayed for years;

“Therefore, be it resolved, that the
secretary of this branch of the Van-
couver Island Development League be
authorized to write to the head office
of the league at Victoria, asking them
to take prompt and united action in
laying before the premier of British
Columbia the resolution moved and the
route formulated at the representative
meeting of the different branches of
the Vancouver Islamd Development
League, held at Nanaimo, B, C.,, May
5th, 1909.” g

At the conciusion of the reading of
the above, A, Forrester seconded the
motion.

In the ensuing discussion of the ques-
tion, Mr, Bird asked if the building of
the Canadian Northern was going to
hurt this part of the country.

H. D. HELMCKEN OPENS
SERIES OF MEETINGS

Conservative Candidate Spoke
in Esquimalt Monday
Night.

H. D. Helmcken, K. C., the Conser-
vative candidate in Esquimalt riding,
began a series of meetings by one in
the Masonic hall, Esquimalt, on Mon-
day. R. H. Pooley presided and among
those who were there was Hon. J. S.
Helmcken, who is taking a great in-
terest in the candidature of his son.
Hon. C. E. Pooley was among the ab-
sentees.

Wm. Blakemore advised the people
not to change the business manager of
the province.. Dealing with the. rail-
way issue he stated his belief that the
C.P.R. rates were not excessive, in
view of physica] conditions along the
rcad, and under similar conditions no
comrpany could give the province the
railway rates*‘which merchants and
manufacturers were demanding. The
C.P.R., he said, had by hard work re-
duced a. four per cent. grade in the
mountains to three per cent., the G.T.P.
was ‘said to have a grade of twa per
cent., but the C.N.R. guaranteed a
grade’ of fourstenths of one per cent.
Mr. Blakemore did not point out, how-
ever, how a road that will parallel the
C.P.R. for 250 miles and the G.T.P. for
50 miles can Have so much better a
grade than those lines. Answering-his
own question as+o why the C.P.R. had
not built more lines on Vancouver
Island he said it was because they
wanted the same assistance as was
now being given to the C.N.R.

Mr. Helmcken declared his therough
belief in the bona fides of the provis-
ional agreement submittéd to the elec-
tors by Premier McBride and his
hearty accord “with - its terms. The
proposal of the Premier, he said, was
directly in line with what he had al-
ways been working for; the making of
Victoria and Esqgyimalt the terminus
of a transcontinental line. The con-
struction of the Victoria & Barkley
Sound line he endorsed, and he de-
clared that he would not relax his ef-
forts till the Island had a circle of
railways opening up -its great -'re-
sources,

In dealing with the matter of sanj-
tary conditions in Esquimalt, which
th® government has absolutely neglect-
ed in spite of frequent representations
made to them, Mr. Helmcken said he
would early interview the government
with a view to the introduction of a
system on local improvement lines,
whereby residents could sécure proper
drainage. Speaking of local option, he
sajid the government had promised
legislation if fifty per cent. of the vote
was in favor. Of the university site
he said the choice was to be made by
the commission of experts and would
undoubtedly be either on the Cadboro
Pay side of Victoria or on the Esqui-
malt side. He would do his utmost to
see that the university was located in
that part of the city, he said.

CHIEF JUSTICE OF
MANITOBA RETIRES

Hon. Joseph Dubuc Leaves
Bench After Nearly Four
Decades of Service.

Winnipeg, Nov. 16.—The farewell pro-
ceedings which marked the passing
vesterday of Hon. Joseph, Dubuc, Chief
Justice of Manitoba, from the bench,
after nearly four decades of continueous
service, were in harmony with the
eveniful occasion and in unisen with
the high character and dignified *ca-
reer of the judge whose official life has
ended.

LAYMEN HEAR
ABLE SPEECHES

NEEDS OF MISSION
FIELD WAS EXPLAINED

Enthusiastic = Gathering  of

Church Workers—Ban-
quet Last Evening.

(From Tuesday’s- Daily.)

“The world for Christ in_this gener-
ation.”

“The more religion we export, the
more shall we possess; love grows by
exercise.”

“God’s plan calls for men;
are men now serve Him.”

“Life is most worth living to him
whose work is most worth while.”

“Will Canada evangelize her share
of the world?”’

These and  other appropriate mottoes
decorated the walls of the Broad street
hall last evening on the occasion of
the missionary banquet given under
the auspices of the..L.aymen’s Mission-
ary Movement. Some. 200 men
present and the banquet spread by the
members of the Ladies’ Auxiliary of
the Y. M. C. A, was all that could be
desired. The committee in charge dre
greatly pleased with the success of the
affair. To be able to get that number
of men together in the interest of
church work at a time of political
stress was a victory in itself, and
when the tremendous enthusiasm of the
speeches is sent out through those pres-
ent to the churches represented, the re-
sult cannot be foretold.

C. C. Michener occupied the chair,
and was supported by J. L., Beckwith
and other members of the local co-
operating committee, A large number
of the clergy of the city were present,
including Bishop Perrin, Rev. C. E.
Cooper, Rev. T. W. Gladstone, Rev.
Dr. Campbell, Rev. W, L. Clay, Rev.
D. MacRae, Rev. Joseph McCoy, Rev.
H. A. Carson, Rev. Dr. Whittier, Rev.
T. E, Holling, Rev. A, Henderson, Rev.
A, N. Miller, Rev. A. E, Roberts, Rev.
J. A. Wood (Sidney). Every church of
every denomination was represented
by delegates from the congregations,
and there was an abundant evidence
of ‘enthusiasm as the different speeches
were listened to. Mr. Michener made
an ideal chairman, and introduced the
various speakers in cholce and appro-
priate words.

The first speaker was T. F. Harrison.
of Kingston, Ont., who spoke of ‘““The
appeal to men which the movement
makes.” Mr, Harrison caught the at-

ye that

tention of his hearers from the start

by a humorous story, and then plunged
right into a statement of the aims and
objects of the Laymen’s Missionary
Movement. It is not an organization,
he declared, but simiply, as its name
implies, a. movement in the echurch that
stands for the.awakening.. of men’s
loyal allegiance to Jesus.Christ in the
forward movement. /for missions, ' In
the past the men have left the work of
the church to the elect ladies, but now
this movement helps men to, get the
vision of the world’s need ‘and, the
greatness of thé undertaking to bring
Christ to every man in the weorld. The
movement stands for union; not neces-
sarily organic ynion, but for real co-
operation in Christian work. The move-
ment stands for growth and develop-
ment. Just -as commercfalism is fast
expanding and preparing for the great
future that is before this land, so
should the Christian’ church be ready
for growth and the truest development.
The movement stands for power.. A
new power is coming into the church
and that power is the manhood of the
church coming into its rightful place.
Power is won by sacrifice, and the
Laymen’s Missionary Movement is
awakening the latent power of men. in
the church. The movement stands for
better business system in the church.
The church has not kept pace with the
business world, and this movement is
leading individual churches to adopt
business nfethods in their management.
THere is a call to duty in the church
to-day, a call to make some sacrifice
for God’s work. It is more than a call
for money, it is a call for a man to
give himself to the great cause of hu-
manity.

Rev. W. T. Gunn, secretary of the
Congregational Missionary -Society,
spoke on the question of -home mis-
sions. He said that the problems fac-
ing home mission work ¢ame from two
sources—the greatness of the land in
which we live and the large number
and variety of peoples coming to live
in the land. The greatness of the land
in which we live was described by Mr.
Gunn by means of a number of com-
parisons that wvery forcibly .told the
story mueh better than mere figures
would have done, This, said Mr. Gunn,
is a continent of kingdoms and em-
pires, with a richness of natural
sources unparalleled in the history of
the world. Yet there was a danger in
very wealth. No nation was ever made
less a nation by reason of stress and
poverty, but. Canada is on the eve of
abounding prosperity, and unless men
can be made to see the necessity for a
noble purpose .for which to use their
wealth there will be the tragedy of
men heaping up wealth to their own
injury. The Laymen’s Misisonary
Movement suggests the God-given ideal
for the men of to-day.. In graphic
laixguage the speaker pictures the large
numbers coming to these shores. Just
as the 19th century was the United
States’, so the 20th - century is®Can-
ada’s. But while in the first ten years
of the 19th century 70,000 came into
the United States in the first ten years
of this century, 2,300,000 will have come
into Canada. At the present rate of
immigration Canada will have reach-
ed in ten years what it took the United
States nearly fifty years to reach, The
children of to-day will see fifty millions
of population in this country. They are
coming to us with alien tongues and
strange faces, bur they .bring with
them a strong and often noble history.
It is the church’s work to establish in
this land a national character and a
national tradition that shall surpass
that of any previous nation. The only
one thing that is big enough and strong
enough to cement all the elements that
make up our population into one grand
national character is the love of the
Lord Jesus Christ.

Rev. George J, Bond, of the Metho-

were
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dist church, who has recently re-
turned from a world tour in which he
made a special study of missions in
the Orient,*gave a graphic word pic-
ture of the conditions confronting the
missionary in Japan and Chind. He
dealt .with world forces and showed
how that Japan was aiming to impress
her militarism and her materialism on
the great arousing giant of China,.
Some one had said: “You will awake
the sleeping giant (China) and then
youw'll be sorry.”” China was awake
now and the cause of her awakening
was the Boxer rebellion of 1900. Then
a revolution took place unexampled in
history, when a nation of 437 millions
of people, with a history of 4,000 years
unbroken nationhood, turned from the
past and opened her arms to- receive
the civilization of the newer races of
the world. Japan was doing her best to
secure to herself the wonderful wealth
of the resources of that great empire
and was bringing her materialism,
without any redeeming qualities of a
true religion, into China; it is for the
gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ to off-
set this by influencing the nation to re-
ceive that message which has been the
true civilizing infiluence throughout the
world. The time will come when China
with her teeming millions will be able
to speak peace to the world, and that
time will come sooner if the Christian
religion permeates to every corner of
the vast empire. It is for the Christian
church and for the Laymen’s Move-
ment to do their full share of this' work
of sending the gospel of Christ to every
man ‘in China.

The last speaker of the evening was
Canon Tucker, general secretary of the
Church Missionary Society in Canada.
Words would fail to describe the ef-
fect of the speech which Canon Tucker
delivered. Although it was 10 o’clock
when he arose to speak he held the
closest attention of the audience for
three-quarters of an hour. In a few
words he spoke of the foundations laid
by those who commenced the weork of
building Canada into a nation and then
urged men to have a wide outlook in all
national affairs to-day. It was all im-
portant how the churches did their
work now.. We are engaged in laying
the foundations of a young nation and
the people are rushing to wus faster
than we can take care of them unless
we are alive to the need and are will-
ing to do the work. By many apt il-
lustrations the speaker enforced his
points” and laughter and cheers came
quickly together as - he rapidly de-
scribed conditions as he found them in
various parts of the country. When
he came to speak of British Columbia
the audience were soon reminded that
many years of his life has been spent
in the province and as he told of the
great coast line angd its marvelous op-
portunities for reaching the awakening
Orient the speaker enforced the truth
that we in this province had a large
share in the development of the best
that is in those people who are our
neighbors across the Pacific. The great
developments of the future will be the
developments of peace and commerce,
and these developments will be on the
Pacific coast and across the Pacific
ocean. This wonderful coast line: of
ours enables us to claim our share of
the great development. The promise of
old was a promise for this people itos
day, “I will make of thee a great na-
tion.” We must reproduce the - best
that is in true British national life. The
vital element in this development’ is
not railways: and ‘steamers and mines
and agriculture, but men. The solu-
tion of all our problems lies in the
manhood of the country. Our work is
to lead men to see their call to the
highest and best work.

“And whereas, the number of mem-
bers of the churches of Victoria is
3,263 and offerings for last year for all
purposes beyond purely local expenses
were $9,952.15, being an average per
member of $3.05; be it therefore re-
solved, that we urge the appointment
of men’s committees in every church to
co-operate with the pastor in educa-
tional work on missionary lines, and
an endeavor’to bring our standard of
giving to at least the five dollars pér
communicant member, recommended
and that we reaffirm our intention to
reach $18,000 a year.”

“That this meeting endorses  the
recommendation of the Laymen’s Mis-
sionary Movement to adopt the method
of weekly offerings for missions.”

Bride” is Mr. A, W. Lang, of Pe
land, B. C., formerly president of t
Conservative Association in that
trict.

Mr. Lang in fact has 3,238 reasons for
“backing McBride,” each of them con-
sisting of an acre of Indian land which,
at the very imoderate price of $2.50
acre, will be his if the premier wins his
fight against the Dominion government
for the reversionary rights in Indian
lands throughout the province. To put
it plainly, Indian lands are being dis-
pbsed of to government favorites &
$2.50 an acre by secret order in council
in anticipation of a decision of the
courts vesting the reversionary rights
in the province instead of the Domin-
ion. Such an order is the .following,
signed while the legislative assembly
was in session, but not communicated
to that body, and not published until
Mr. F. C. Wade read it to the astound-
ed -audience which crowded the opera
house here last evening:

“A. Campbell Reddie,r deputy clerk,
executive council the government
of the Province of British Columbia.

“Certified copy of a report of the
committee of the executive council, ap-
proved by his honor the . lieutenant-

“That A. W, Lang, of Peachland, has
made application under the provisions
of section 80 of the land act for a quit
claim of the reversionary rights of the
province of ' British Columbia in the
lands embraced in the Okanagan Indian
reserves, Nos. 9 and 10, situated on the
west shore of Okanagan lake, Osoyoos
division of Yale district, and contain-
ing respectively 2,400 and 800 acres.

“And to recommend that a quit claim
grant be issued to A. W, Lang of the
reversionary rights of the province of
British Columbia in the _above de-
scribed lands upon payment thgrefor at
the rate of $2.50 per acre and crown
grant fee of $20 and that ‘d certified
copy of this minute be issued to the
said W, A. Lang.

D.1909. 2

“(Signed) FRED J. FULTON,
“Chief Commissioner of Lands.

“Approved this 20th day of February,

Apparently, as Mr. Wade pointed
out, one of the objects of McBride in
his “fight for Indian lands,” is to se-
cure Mr. A. W, Lang a nice fat slice
of territory at $2.50 an acre, plus $20,
plus a little money to settle with the
Indians, the. total outlay being esti-
mated at $18,000. Lands in the same
neighborhood sell for orchdard purposes
at from $300 to $400 an acre, and these
Indian lands are the very choicest.
The Kaien Island deal is the only list
of known government business which
comes anywhere near this as to size
of “rake-off,” thousands where this
transaction will count in hundreds of
thousands if present prices current for
Okanagan lands'are any criterien.

Mr. Lang, et al, should by all means
“pack McBride.”” Indeed, there seemsS
to be no good reason why :they should
not be joined as plaintiffs in the cause
of British Columbia versus the Do-
minion of Canada.

In a speech of nearly three hours,
Mr. Wade cut and slashed McBride
and his policy to pieces. The audience
followed the speaker with the closest
attention throughout. :

In opening, the speaker said the eter-
nal vigilanece which was exercised by
the independent voters was ‘especially
necessary at this election.

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YORE TROUBLE
FOR SPAIN'S KING

REPUBLICAN LEADER
RETURNS FROM EXILE

Actions of Leraux Are Causing
Anxiety in Official
Circles.

Madrid, via Hendaye, Nov. 17.—Alex-
andre Leroux, leader of the Republi-
cans in Spain, is -held responsible by
ihe government for the recently issued
ocialistic manifesto urging local or-
-anizations of the socialistic faith to

-operate with the Republicans to
.tfect the overturning of the ‘Spanish
throne.

From the time Leroux returned to
gpain from exile ten days ago, there
have been signs of the deepest official
anxiety- concerning his doings. But
for the widespread commotion which
followed the execution of Prof. Fran-
cisco Ferrer at Barcelona, Leroux un-
doubtedly would have been in jail and
well on the road toward facing a_firing

1

squac.

After the Ferrer execution, howeyer,
the government is literally afraid to
intérfere with Leroux, though the lat-
ter being a more militant type of revo-
lutioa'st, is regarded in some ways
2s a more dangerous man than the
Barcelona educator.

The Maura cabinet pretended to com-
sider Ferrer as the organizer of the
Barcelona riots recently, but the fact
is that it made this a pretence for rid-
ding itself of a man whose educational
work was felt to be creating an anti-
monarchial sentiment throughout the
country. Leroux, on the other hand, is
really believed to have been the organ-
jzer from abroad of thé Catslonian
movement, and no doubt exists that all
plans to arrest him the moment he
crosses the frontier into Spain had
been made and would have been car-
ried into effect had not matters taken
such a turn that it was considered un-
safe to do so.

Leroux admits himself to be the
leader of Spanish Republicanism,
which is not mere nominal Republican-
ism but seeks the establishment of a
Spanish republic., He opened negotia-
tions with the Socialists as soon as he
reached Madrid, and certainly con-
vinced them that, what ultimate differ-
ences there may be in their political
aims, ‘their programme runs along the
same lines; up 4o the point of ending
the day of the Spanish monarchy.

POLICE BROTECY. i v
CRIMINALS, SAYS JUDGE

Declares He Will Subm\it Infor-
mation to Portland
Grand Jury.

Portland, Ore.; Nov; 17.—Declaring
from the bench in-open-court that he
had irrefutable evidence that an or-
ganized gang of criminals, embracing
everything from . sneak-thieves - to
hunco menj- were operating in Pertland
under the protection. of ‘“certain per-
sons” whom he intimated were mem-
bers ¢f the police detective bureau, and
announcing his intention of laying the
matter hefore.the grand jury for im-
mediate investigation, Police Judge
Frank 8. . Bennett -created a tremen-
dous sensation in the municipal court
here. - )

The magistrate did not mince words
in handling ‘his subject, and even went
so far- as to state that he would be
prepared to furnish, within a few days,
the names and addresses of the men
who are said to be responsible for the
immunity from . arrest accorded the
criminals.

The sensational utterances of Judge
Bennett occurred upon the conclusion
of the case of Frank Watson, arrested
for securing $500 from Emory Burean,
a Nevada miner, in a fake racing
game. Owing to the alleged action of
Watson’s confederates. in  spiriting
Burean out of the state, the city de-
cided to prosecute a vagrancy charge
filed against the prisoner at the time
of his arrest, as an indictment for
felony could hardly be expected with-
out the testimony of the complaining
witness.

Railway Builder Talks With
President Taft at White

CLAIMS MILLION
DOLLARS REWARD

FURNISHED INFORMATION
TO U. S. GOVERNMENT

Claimant' Says He Gave Evi-
dence Regarding Sugar
Frauds.

New York, Nov. 17.—A new figure
has been introduced in the investiga-
tion of frauds chargea to the Amer-
ican Sugag Refining Company. Edwin
I. Anderson, former superintendent ot
docks® for the company, and-a close
personal friend of the late Theodore A.
Havemeyer, announced . through his
attorney to-day that he is.the man re-
ferred to by James B. Reynolds, form-
er assistant secretary of the treasury,
as the one who gave the department
ithe first specific information. concern-
ing the frauds. Anderson . has filed
claims with the customs authorities for
compensation, which he estimates will
reach $1,000,000. For the last two years,
he says, he has been furnishing evi-
dence to the government, amd it was
through him, he asserts, that Richard
Parr gained his information.

Anderson absolves Mr. Reynolds of
any attempt to check the investiga-
tions, declaring that the former assist-
ant secretary was anxious to take up
the investigation.

Anderson says the American Sugar
Refining Company requested his resig-
nation after Mr. Havemeyer’'s death in
1903 on the theory that he ‘“knew tod
much.” He had been in the com-
pany’s employ 32 years. He says he
came info possession of positive proof
that the government was being de-
frauded of at least $500,000 a year at
the .refinery where he had been em-
ployed.

‘When he laid his evidence before the
authorities at Washington, D. C., An-
derson continued, . the matter was
taken up at once. Both Colonel Guerry,
chief of the customs department, and
Beekman Winthrop, then ap assistant
secretary of the treasury, promised
him, he says, that his claim for com-
pensation Wwould be allowed -and ac-
cordingly he went ahead with the in-
vestigations..

A letter indicating Anderson’s con-
viction, that the frauds involved many
employees at the New York customs
louse was included with other ex-
hibits attached to his affidavit,

LABOR UNIONS IN
~ SHIPBUILDING YARDS

International Body Will.Co-op-
erate With American
Federation.

Toronto, Nov. 17.—President Gompers
called the American Federation.of La-
bor convention to order at the usual
time yesterday, and at once proceeded
with business, making no reference to
the action of the United States court
in refusing to suspend the sentences
of imprisonment passed upon himself
and Messrs. Morrison and Mitchell.

A Jetter was read asking that the
convention next assemble in St, Louis,
and from the applause that greeted
this, it looks as if it wil] be St. Louis.

Trouble between the international
brotherhoods of stationary firemen and
engineers was referred to the adjust-
ment committee. The resolution,
which one of the delegates described
as ‘“a club held over our heads,” sug-
gested that the firemen be instructed
to prevent interference with engineers’
positions in times of trouble, and that
when a fireman becomes an engineer
be take out a new card.

A 'resolution declaring the switch-
men’s union to be the only bona fide
organizdation in affiliation with  the
federation, was adopted.

Finally the matter was refer-
red to the international body, which
will co-operate with the executive of
the federation.

LOST ON FAKE RACE.

Man Knew Game Was Crooked But
Thought It Was ‘“Fixed the
Other Way.”

Council Bluffs, Towa, Nov. 17.—P. W.

Prosecutor Says She Practised
Shooting for Week Before
Murder.

Auburn, Cal, Nov. 17.—‘“Gentlemen
of the jury, we claim 'that we will
have established a case of deliberate
murder when these facts have been es-
tablished.” e 2

‘With these words Assistant Prose-
cutor Hamilton yesterday closed a ter-
rific arraignment of Alma Bell, the
girl on trial for the killing of her
sweetheart, Joe Armes, in his opening
statement of what the state will at-
tempt to prove.

Mrs. Pike Bell, the girl’s aged moth-
er, wept bitterly as the prosecutor told
of his charges. The gir] herself did not
weep but leaned against her mother’s
shoulder as if she were in a trance.

The prosecutor saved one of his most
remarkable statements to the last, that
of how the basis of premeditation will
be laid. He charged that Alma Bell
carried a revolver strapped to her leg
last: winter and “as far back as the
court will allow us to go,” threatened
to kill Joe Armes if he paid attention
to any other.girl. He also said he
would prove that she said she knew Joe
Armes did not love her and that they
would never be married.

In closing the prosecutor declared:

“We shall show’ that last' winter
Frank and Joe Armes and Alma Bell
went to a dance and that coming back
Joe walked home with another girl and
that Alma told Frank that she would

L kill Joe.

“We will prove that at that time she
raised her dress and showed a revolver
strapped to her leg. We shall produce
that revolver as evidence,

“We shall show that the week before
the killing she ptacticeq with a re-
volver.”

GUARANTRES THE
PROVINCE PAYS

POLICY THAT HAS
BEEN DISASTROUS

In Three Oth.er Cases " British
Columbia is Committed
to Large C‘harges.

The province of British Columbia has
had such an experience with the guar-
antee of railway bonds that this should
be a warning against any further deal-
ings of that nature.

The guarantees it hgs taken up it-
self are . infinitesimal in _comparison
with that which the McBride govern-
ment proposes in the case_.of the Can-
adian Northern, but small as they are
the province has so far paid out over
$650,000 in connection with theéem, and
has liabilities confronting it within the
next eight years of Something like
$800,000 more.

Three cases of guaranteeing bonds
have occurred, all”on lines which have
no competition to meet and run
through districts such as the Canadian
Northern will not have, at any rate
for some years, and then only in places,
and yet in not one instance have the
companies been able to pay interest
on their bonds. Two. of the lines are
now branch’ lines.of the .C. P. R., so
that the ‘question of the extent of the
system behind any C. N.'R, guarantee
cuts no figure, In these cases, also, the
province is relieved to- a certain ex-
tent by getting 40 per cent. of the
gross earnings, ‘but there is8 mo such re-
lief in the proposed contract.

In 1890 it was decided to. guarantee
4 per cent. on bonds of the Shuswap &
Okanagan railway, to the extent of
£256,000, or $1,249,760. The province has
been paying under this guarantee since
January ist, 1892, and has paid in all
up to June 30th, 1908, $835,743.12, at the
rate of $50,000 odd for interest and $1,000
a year commission on the payment of
this interest in ILondon, As against
this the province has received the sub-
sidy paid to the company by the Do-
minion government of $163,200, and
$285,461.66 as 40 per cent! of the gross
earnings, leaving the. people out of

pocket on this guarantee to the tune

of $387,081.56.

In the case of this line it is free from
all competition, and taps from of the
best parts of the provimce. It runs
south from the main Tine -of' the C. P.
R. at Sicamous Junction .for 51 miles
to Okanagan Landing. Tributary-to it
are several good settlements, with large
industries at Armstrofig’'and Enderby,
the immensely rich fruit ‘@istrict'around

Vernon and all the splendid ' country |

along the Okanagan lake.and up the
valleys. And with all this the C. PR
has not paid one cent of interest on
the bonds since January ist, 1908, leav-

ing the province to p#Yy."This liability
1 coroperation

will continue to the ent!of 1917.

The Nakusp &:Slocamtailway is an-
other of the C. P. R. ~branch lines
which is aided by the:British. Colum-
bia government in the way of a guar-
antee of its bonds, but:in this.case to
the extent of principalras well as in-
terest. From the way things have been
going the province stands: to face.the
payment on July 1st 1918, of $647,072,
in addition to having paid by that time
some $225,000 in -interest..

This line runs for a;sdistance of 41
miles southeasterly from Nakusp, on
the shore- of the - upper. Arrow lake,
passes the north end of Slocan lake
and continues on .in. the direction. of
Kootenay lake. It hascabsolutely no
competition of ‘any kind.to meet and
runs into a good mining, region:. By the
act of 1894 granting.aid the province
guarantees principal. and. interest on
bonds for £131,400,- payable in London,
and £1,560 payable -in -Victoria, bear-
ing interest at 4 per cent.

British Columbia -has been paying
out. $26,000 odd every year for interest,
and $256 as commission on the pay-
meént of interest in London. The total
payments made up to the end of the
last fiscal year for whigh the returns
are available, June  30th, 1908{ aggre-
gated $398,786.65. The same rate of pay-
ment will go on every, year until the
bonds mature. : G

The province receives annually from
the C. P. R. 40 per cent., of the gross
earnings of the line. In the fifteen
vears covered by the records there
have been paid over to the province
sums aggregating $149,561.63: In addi-
tion to this a sum of $118,400 was de-
posited with the province in 1893 by the
railway as security that it would carry
out its pledges. This also has been
devoted towards .payment of in-
terest, so that the net sum which had
been paid out of 'the provincial ex-
chequer up to June 30th, 1908, was $131,-
004.02. : :

While the 40 per cent. amounted to
$18,000 in 1897 and $12,000 in 1891, ‘it has
been steadily falling off; so that in 1908
it was only $6,765.80, little more than
onesquarter of the inférést charge.

The third of the railways which the
province is aiding -is--the Victoria &
Sidney, on which it guarantees inter-

 est to the extent of 2,per :cent. on .a

bond issue of $800,000, running for 25
years from September: 1st, 1892. On this
the province is paying $6,000 a year,
plus $30 exchange ‘on ‘remittances to
New York. In 1896, 1897 and 1902 audits
of the accounts wefeé 1made, which en-
tailed an expense in.all of $688. Up. to
February 28th, 1908, the amiount paid
by British Columbia on behalf ‘of this
road had been $94,155. Another year
has passed, so that the’ payments now
amount to $100,185, and before’ the ex-

piry of the guarantee $51,255 more will |

be due. The official returns contain a

column headed ‘‘recelpts,” in which is |

a long string of “nil.”

If this is the position of affairs with |
these small guarantees on lines owned |

by such great corporations: "as the
Canadian Pacific and Great Northern'it
is not diffienit to surmise what the
result wil¥ be if the®McBride povern-
ment is left in power to ecarry out its
arrangement with the Canadian
Northern,

ROUSING RALLY
AT GORDON HEAD

ENTHUSIASTIC RECEPTION

TO THOS. A. BRYDON

Government Scoréd-for Lack of

Attention to Agricultural
Interests.

A rousing rally in the interests of the
Liberal candidate in Saanich, Thomas
A. Brydon, 'was” held in the school
house at Gordon Head Tuesday night,
and * despite somewhat unfavorable
weather ‘conditions there was a very
large aftendance of settlers from that
promising section of the Island. That
Hon.: D M. Eberts, K. C., can count
upon but $mall support from the farm-
ers of Gordon Head ' was made clearly
manifest “by “the cordiality of ‘the re-
ception” extended Mr. ‘Brydon, whose
popularity is based ‘on the fact that
he is a practical farmer and thoroughly
understands' the needs and require-
ments of the district. He is, moreover,
an old resident in whom the people
have .the utmost confidence, and as a
result of the meeting last €vening
there can be no doubt that he will be
acclaimed . the victor when the ballots
are.counted on Thursday of next week.

Andrew Strachan was voted to the
chair, and he made an excellent presid-
ing officer, Mr. Strachan felt there was
no occasion to tell those present any-
thing about Mr. Brydon, the Liberal
candidate. They all knew him well, and
they knew him to be a man of unim®
peachable integrity, and one who, if
elected to the legislature, would serve
their interests faithfully and well. He
pointed out how necessary it was that
they should .choose as their member
one who was identified with the life
of the community, instead of a carpet
bagger who only occasionally - visited
the riding. He called upon all present
to see to it that Mr. Brydon got a big
majority on November 25th.

Excellent ‘speech2s were delivered by
the candidate and B. McNeill, J. Stuart
Yates and David Stevens. Mr, Brydon
devoted much attention to questions
affecting the  agricultural industry in
which . t1e residents of Gordon Head
wers Vitally interested. He thought
th~t the boasts of the government sup-
porters that much had been done for
the farmers were not justified by the
facts. 'Much of the ill-success of the
McBride adminigtration in its efforts to
meet the wishes of the farmeérs was due
to the fact that they were always de-
termined to fight Ottawa. If the Lib-
erals were placed inspower both the
governments at James Bay, and Ottawa
would, be working in harmony, and
then it would be possible fo. get the
of the federaluauthorities
in regard to a policy for the benefit of
the farmers.

Should Mr. Brydon be elected, and he
believed he would be,. he would use
every endeaver to secure .an agricul-
tural college and an experimental
farm. He would urge also that some
comprehensive scheme be devised for
the. speedy clearing, K of the land for
the settlers. In his opinion perhaps the
most important question confronting
the. npeople of Vancouver Island to-day
was the -problem of land clearing.
There were. thousands of acres of fine

land suitable for cultivation which to- |

day is locked up owing to the difficulty
of . .getting .it cleared, and he believed
that the McBride government had been
remiss in not grappling with the prob-
lem and doing something practicable
ip.the way of making more land avail-
able for settlement.

As for the .need.of an agricultural
college and an experimental farm, they
all knew that these guestions had al-
ready received attention at the hands
of the Liberal.government at.Ottawa,
and a distinct promise had been made
that- an experimental farm would be
established .in the vicinity of Victoria
at an.early date. He would use his best
endeavors. to see that in, conjunction
with the farm.their would be estab-
lished a college also, so that the sons
of thne farmers of ‘Vancouver. Island
would be educated in the science  of
agriculture, thus keeping them away
from the dangers which. beget the feet
of all young.men who.flocked to the
cities.’ . PP

On coneluding. an excellent speech
Mr. Brydon was loudly- applauded.

Mr.. McNeill dealt at length with the
failure of the McBride government to
do .anything in the way of supplying
the educational advantages which were
needed on Vancouver Island. A normal
school should have been established at
Victoria, The farmers of Gordon. Head
were interested in this question, as
they lived so close to Victoria: that
their- sons and daughters. were looking

to the capital city for their educational

training. It was a.shame, -declared the
speaker; that. there were not on .the
whole of Vancouver, Island facilities
whereby the hoys-and girls of the Isl-
and could get the education  fitting
them to be a school teacher.

J. Stuart Yates dealt at length with
the :financial -aspéet of the notorious
contract ;which Premier McBride pro-
poses to.entér into with the Canadian
Northern Railway Company. He made
a great hit with the audiencz by ask-
ing the question: If the province’ must
assume a burden of $45,000,000 in order
to_seclire the construction of 200 miles
of. road, how much of a burden would

{ the country have to assume if, on this

bagis, a policy were advanced for the
opening up of the whole country by
railways?

D. Stevens also dealt with the rail-
way policy of the governmeént in, very
convincing fashion, and he contrasted
it- with the comprehensive  scheme

which had been put forward by John

Oliver. Mr. Oliver’s policy would mean
the opening wup of the country or a
proper and systematic seale—McBride's
policy was a ‘‘paper policy.”

The meeting closed with cheers for

JAPAN FORCED U. S.
TO GRANT DEMANDS

Former Secretary of Treasury
Says Country Humbled
* ltself.

Philadelphia, Nov. 17. — That the
United States was forced to humble
itself before Japan at the time of the
anti-Japanese feeling because of the
school  difficulties in San Francisco,
was the declaration of former Secretary
of .the Treasury Leslie M. Shaw, that
is causing comment of a varied nature
here,

Before the Neighborhood Club, Shaw,
in advocating the passage of a ship
subsidy bill, declared that the United
States is pitifully unprepared for war
and that this country was forced to
bow before the Japanese because the
government realized its inability to
prosecu.z a successful military cam-
paign in the event of war.

“A short time ago,” he said, “we had
with us in this city a delegation of
Japanese visitors, We told them how
much we loved them, and how remote
was the possibility of a war between
our people and theirs. They took it
and smiled. But at the same time
their great men at home are declaring
that the Japanese are the rightful
masters of the Pacific and they are
hinting at their willingness to defend
this attitude with arms,

“I am not trying to tell you that we
are going to war with the Japanese,
but you cannot overlook one fact.
Japan has 500 ships of her merchant
marine on the watér and fifty more
on the ways. Every one is under con-
tract to quit commerce and start an-
other .line of marine actiyity at the
call ‘of the government.

“There ‘'was a deep-seated alarm in
Washington at the time of the San
Francisco outbreak at the Japanese.
You don’'t know how near .war we
were. In order ‘to avert it we had to
knuckle down to every condition de-
manded. Had we been in condition for
war and been possessed of a merchant

marine we never would have swallowed |

that bitter pill.”

SETTLERS FOR THE
BOW RIVER LANDS

Manager of Colonization Com-
pany Will Pay Visit to
Europe.

Calgary, Nov. 17.—That the problem
of those administering Bow Valley ir-
rigated lands has been elevated to
strictly colonizing efforts is now admit-
ted. The sales have exceeded the
hopes of the most sanguine, and the
necessity of to-day is to place re-
strictions upon the sale of lands so
that newcomers will have their best
interests protected in the years to come.

Evidence of colonizing effort is shown
in the fact that C. W, Peterson, gen-
eral manager of the Canadian Pacific
Irrigation Colonization Company, who
has for many years been associated
with the colonizing of the West, has
gone for Europe, where he will spend
four months thoroughly organizing a
large agency force to operate in Great
Britain and in the best agricultural
countries of Europe. Europeans are
all intensive agriculturists, who will in-
definitely maintain the fertility of the
soil and produce a maximum of yield.
Settlers arriving here from worn-out
farms in some of the states ‘appreciate
the fact that they must adopt a differ-
ent system of farming from that in
vogue on the lands they were forced
to leave. They therefore are meeting
the Canadian Pacific half way and
seem anxious to carry out any practi-
cal suggestion. 7

Taft and his cabinet to-day took up
plans as to how to crush the sugar
trust, Attorney-General K Wickersham
presented ~ the  report compiled by
Henry L. Stimson, special deputy at-
torney-general, setting forth the al-
Jeged crimes the government expected
to prove.

It is understood the report declares
that the American Sugar Refining
Company crushed its rivals: by the
sheer weight of money, bribed govern=
‘ment inspectors and its opponent’s em-
ployees, contributed campaign funds to
all parties and finally reached an un-
derstanding with the Spreckelg inter-
ests in California and apportioned out
the sugar trade of the country so that
the independent trade was wiped out
with two exceptions.

The real reason, however, for the
cabinet discussing the matter, is that
‘most of the alleged lawbreaking: ‘is
‘covered by the statute of limitations.

Stimson is reported as saying that
;he has “plenty of moral proof, but lit-
tle that would be admitted in court.”

The cabinet must decide what form
of prosecution would most likely re-
sult in the actual ‘punishment of the
men responsible.

Chinese Baron is Making Investiga-

The
students are supported out of the fund
representing the portion of the in-
demnity growing out of the Boxer dis-
turbances in- China in 1900 that was
remitted by the United States govern-
ment-last- year.

ROUND VANCOUVER ISLAND |

intensely Ir;teresting Lecture
Before Natural History
Society.

The interest of the large audience
which attended the ‘gathering of the
Natural History Society Monday was
divided between the historical import-
ance and the ethnological features of
the lecture which Dr. Newcombe gave.
Some particularly good- .illustrations
were thrown on the screen and a keen
interest was shown throughout. The
fact that Dr, I\ewcombe is ar author-
ity and one who is particularly care-
ful as to his statements added largely
to the usefulness of the lecture.

The great feature of the historical

| sketch ‘'was an extract which Dr. New-

combe read from thé journal of Cap-
tain Ingraham in which that authority
stated plainly that ‘Captain Kendrick
never sailed around Vancouver Island
ir: the sloop Washington. Captain In-
graham' was mate undér Captain Ken-
drick, and his journal ‘is among the
state papers- at Washington. Ag the
map showing Captain “Kendrick's voy-
age around the Istand is thought to
have been the principal factor which
influenced the Emperor of Germany In
deciding against the ‘claims of Great
Britain in- the San -Juan affair, this
shows plainly thaf the island in the
gulf should now be: British territory.

The first man to sail around Van-
couver Island was.Captain Vancouver,
who made the passage: in June and
July, 1792. He passed through the
straits a few weeks bhefore the Span-
iards. All that Kendrick did“was to
sail around Nootka Island.

The pictures dealt largely with the
totems, blankets, housés and emblems
of the Indians. The blankets ° were
made of dogs’ hair and were beauti-
fully woven. There was a special breed
of long-haired white dogs from which
the hair was obtained:

Pr; \Iewcombe said ‘there was good
evidence to show that in ecertain of
their ceremonies the Indians were can-
nibals, and that in some out 'of the
way places the customs were still con-
tinued.

At the close of the lecture Capfain
Walbran confirmed the main Tfeatures
of the lecture and moved a vote of
thanks to the lecturer, which was car-
ried unanimously.
