HALIFAX, Jan. 8.—Rev. John 
Lathern, D. D., died last evening after 
a long illness. He was prominent in

Dr. Lathern was descended from an 

old Northumbrian family and was 
born In Cumberland, Eng., In 1831. He 
was trained for mining engineering, 
but obeying a call to the ministry, 
entered the British Wesleyan confer­
ence in 1865. He was ordained in 1859 
and joined the newly organized con­
ference in Eastern Canada and baoame 
pastor .at Fredericton. After holding 
different pastorates, he was made pre­
sident of the N. S. conference in 1882 
and was elected editor of the Wes­
leyan. He Is the author of Institute 
Lectures, The Macedonian Cry, and 
hern in Cumberland, Eng., in 1831.

ТОКІО, Jan. 8, 1 p. m.—The transfer 
of prisoners at Port Arthur was com­
pleted at 4.30 p. m. yesterday. The 
total number of officers transferred was 
878; men, 23,491.

ТОКІО, Jan. 8, noon.—The Japanese 
intend to establish a naval station at 
Port Arthur.

Vice Admiral Y. Shlbayama will pro­
bably be placed In charge of It.

The military administration of Port 
Arthur will retain,only a small garri­
son as soon as the prisoners are with­
drawn and order Is restored.

The fleet is busily engaged in clear­
ing mines, but owing to their great 
number navigation will be unsafe for a 
long time. Only government craft will 
be allowed to enter the harbor.

It is probable that Dalny will soon be 
opened up to neutrals.

Japanese companies are preparing to 
establish weekly services to that port.

It is proposed shortly to float a fourth 
domestic war loan under the same con­
ditions as the third was negotiated.

Headquarters Japanese Army at Port 
Arthur, via Fusan, Jan. 8.—Lieut.

Twelve foreign naval attaches have 
visited Port Arthur and inspected the 
remains of the Russian fleet.

Admiral Willmann will be brought to 
Japan as prisoners of war.

Lt. General Stoessel yill leave Dalny 
Jan. 12th on a Japanese transport for 
Nagasaki. He will be accompanied by 
other paroled officers. The Russians 
probably will remain In Japan a few 
days and then proceed on a French 
Steamer to Europe, going fcy way of the 
Suez canal.

General Nogl reports that the officers 
paroled to date number 441 and order­
lies 229.

Reports previously received here were 
to the effect that both Lieut. Generals 
Fock and Smirnoff had been killed at 
Port Arthur. On Jan. 2 a St. Peters­
burg despatch denied that Fock had 
been killed, but admitted that he had 
been wounded. A despatch received 
from Mukden Jan. 7 said that while 
the death of Fock had not been pub­
lished, it had for weeks been accepted 
there as a fact.

The report of General Smirnoff's 
death had "never been confirmed.

The pnly prince admiral known to 
have been at Port Arthur was Rear 
Admiral Prince Ouktomsky. A St. 
Petersburg despatch on Saturday said 
that information had been received 
there from Che Foo to the effect that 
Rear Admiral Prince Ouktomsky, dis­
guised, had arrived ot ChX Foo on 
board of a launch.

і Jtoday on board the steamer 
Adalbert, having abandoned their ves­
sel on Christmas Day, after a terrible 
two week’s experience In a prolonged 
winter gale. They were rescued from 
their stoking craft by the German 
steamer Nubia, bound from New York 
for the continent and were transferred 
to the Adalbert a week ago. The mem­
bers of the wrecked crew apparently 
had recovered from their hard experi­
ences when they arrived here today.

The Julian H. Archer sailed for Lock- 
port, Dec. 8, with captain Longhurst 
and a crew of five men. 
bound for Port au Spain with a cargo 
of fish and lumber. Bad weather was 
encountered almost from the first, the 
wind blowing from almost every point 
of the eorapdps with the greatest vio­
lence from northeast and northwest. 
On Dec. 30th the wind had reached a 
hurricane force and the Archer was 
hove down o* her beam ends, both 
masts going by the board, 
succeeded In clearing her decks of the 
wreckage but she had no sooner right­
ed than Immense seas "sweat over her 
deck», carrying away «whore and 
chaîne, smashing skyMghte, Hooding the 
cabins and forcastle; planks al«o start­
ed and the held began to fill despite 
eonetaht work at the pumps. The 
Archer Ipy to this position tor twelve 
days at the mercy of the wind and sea. 
Finally on Chrletmas Day the German 
steamer Nubia more down to their 
rescue. A lifeboat w.ae sent out and the

Because 
hundreds of years of experience has 
proven that good results cannot be ob­
tained. It Is not necessary for me to 
explain why; experience has taught 
thpt such Is the case. Experienced 
breeders or other thoughtful men who 
have Studied the conditions know why.

Canadian farmers have frequently 
given no consideration to environment, 
have not made a continued effort along 
any particular line, but have chosen 
a breed, bred It a year or two, and not 
being pleased with the result, have 
crossed It with some other breed, and 
so on until to the end the resulting 
flock has been of such a nodescript 
and Irregular character as to be of no 
value to the butcher, and an absolute 
Injury to the mutton market where 
they have been sold.

SYNOPSIS.
In order to obtain the best results 

environment must be studied, effort 
must be continued along the one line, 
utility, must always be kept In view 
and miscellaneous crossing must never 
be done except for a special purpose 
and then the offspring must always be 
fattened and sold. If conducted In this 
way the flocks of Canada will be firm­
ly established upon a pi*per basis and 
we will receive the greatest profit for 
teed consumed ' both to wool and mut­
ton, and Canadian mutton will become 
as famous and as much to demand In 
the English market as Canadian pork 
Is today. No country In the world le 
capable of producing better mutton 
sheep than Canada,

By the stereoptleon Mr. Hodson Illus­
trated the characteristics of the vari­
ous leading breeds of sheep and gave 
a talk In reference to them which was 
useful, Interesting and highly appreci­
ated.

At the meting in the board of trade rooms on Wednesday afternoon the 
following statements were presented, the first two by Samuel Schofield:97 20<ENVIRONMENT.

When a Canadian farmer Is com­
mencing business how seldom It Is 
that he thoughtfuly considers his en­
vironments and determines the best 
uses he can make of his" land. For. 
Instance, a man owning a farm near 
Toronto or any other large city where 

< the land Is worth $200 per aere would 
not find It highly profitable to make 
his chief output stocker cattle, nor 
would beef cattle give the best re­
turns. Dairying conducted In the 
best possible way would give better 
return*, because his product could be 
put on the market fresher and. bettef 
than that of parties living more dis­
tant. The fresh milk trade would 

. satisfactorily answer his purpose bet­
te. than any other line of stock breed- 
leg. Dairying probaly would pot pay 
him as well as market gardening. The 
same reasoning holds good- In connec­
tion with stock farming. A man to 
commencing business as a stock grow­
er should carefully consider his en­
vironments. What class of stock Is 
likely to give him the best returns 
both for the present and at the close 
of his business career. Is his farm 
best suited to the production of horses, 
cattle, heep or swine, and if eo what 
breeds are likely to give the best re­
turns? He can only know this by 
making a careful study of conditions, 
In Great Britain we find the environ­
ments have been very carefully 
studied and the breeds developed that 
are best suited to the districts. Each 
of the various sections of Great Bri­
tain have breeds of horses, cattle 
sheep and swine peculiar to those .dis­
tricts. Why Is this? Is It because 
some prominent farmer In the district 
has at some time seen something some­
where that took his fancy? Is it be­
cause the British farmer Is farming 
to make nioney and not to satisfy a 
whim? He has chosen females bred 
to the district that are best suited to 
the requirements of his soil and mar­
kets, and has carefuly Improved these 
by selection and the use of the proper 
sore of males, always keeping In mind 
his environments. For this reason In 
Shropshire we find nothing but Shrop­
shire" sheep. In the north of England 
and the south of Scotland the Leices­
ter families prevail. Further up In 
the hill country we find Cheviots, and 
again in the higher and more barren 
hill country we find the Highland or 
Black Faced sheep. In other parte, 
particularly towards the southwest of 
England, we find the various classes 
of Downs and other breeds. Each 
has proved through succeeding ages 
the best suited to the districts. What 
has been the practice of the Candian 
farmers generally speaking.

NEW YORK, Jan. 7. — A trolley car 
of the Brooklyn Rapid Transit Com­
pany, carrying forty members of Adir­
ondack Council of the Royal Arcanum, 
Jumped the track on a curve at the 
foot of a steep hill in Douglas» street, 
Brooklyn, early today, turned on its 
side and waa smashed, Injuring six­
teen of the occupants and dumping 
them Into slush and water two feet 
deep. None of the paesengera were 
fatally ' Injured. Several were tem­
porarily pinned under the wreckage of 
the car and help was summoned In the 
fear that they would be drowned be­
fore they could be released.

The party were returning to Bay 
Ridge from Canarele, where they had 
Installed a new lodge of the Royal 
Arcanum last night and the street t 
the foot of Douglass etreet hill was 
flooded by the pouring rain that blind­
ed the moterman and hid the curve 
from hls sight. Fearing that the wa­
ter would stop the car, the motorman 
drove hls car Into It at high speed. 
When It struck the curve, it Jumped 
the track and rolled over.

The police reserves from two sta­
tions, a hook and ladder company, a 
wrecking car and two doctors with 
hospital ambulances soon arrived. The 
wreckage was piled up and the uncon­
scious men taken out In time to pre­
vent drowning. Several suffered the 
fracture of legs or arms and nearly all 
of those Injured were painfully batter­
ed and bruised and suffered the dislo­
cation of ankles, shoulders or waists.

As fast as the Injured were removed 
they were placed In rows on the slushy 
sidewalk and to the darkness and the 
driving rain the hospital attendants 
gave them first aids and then hastened 
them to the hospitals. A number of 
others, besides the sixteen most badly 
hurt, were able to go home to car­
riages.

An article on the hot breads of Vlr- Balance 
glnla, no matter how abbreviated, 
would not be complete were mention 
not made of the far-famed com dodg­
ers and ash cakes of that section.

The manner of mixing these most 
toothsome of breads Is Identical; the , 
medium by w-hich the cooking Is ac- lngi 
complished constitutes their difference.

One quart sifted meal, to which has 
been added one tablespoonful of salt, 
should be wet up with enough water 
to form a dough that may be shaped 
with the hands. If dodgers, are de­
sired, form the dough into small oval 
scones, lay In rows in a greased bak­
ing-pan, and bake a golden brown.

To make ash cakes, pat the dough 
Into large flat cakes; then, as the name 
indicates, literally bake in hot ashes.
For this purpose one must have at 
hand a large open fireplace. The hot 
ashes should first be swept aside, and 
the cakes laid upon the hearth and al­
lowed to dry off a little; then covere 
them with collard leaves, rake over 
them the hot ashes, and do not disturb 
until the cooking is finished, which re­
quires from fifteen to twenty minutes.

Hot ash cake with Ice-cold buttermilk 
is a combination highly esteemed by 
Southern epicures.

Mix, the last thing before retiring at 
night, one-half pint milk, two eggs, one 
ounce melted butter, one teaspoonful 
sugar, one scant teaspoonful salt, one 
pound sifted flour, and one gill, good 
yeast. Cover closely and put to rise, 
giving plenty of room to swell. In the 
morning turn Into a greased baking 
mold, let rise thirty minutes, and bake 
in a steady oven. This is a most de­
licious breakfast bread.

DORCHESTER, N. B., Jan. 8.—David 
Chapman, 85 years of age, the oldest 
and one of the most highly respected 
citizens of this place, who died on Fri­
day at 3.30 p. m. after a brief Illness, 
was burled today.

The Japanese laborers have been 
quartered in the Korean towns. These 
villages are mere collections of mud 
and thatch huts, with an eccasional 
brick wall and tile roof to contrast 
with the hopeless squalor of the sur­
rounding hovels. In these hamlets the 
rice -farmers live, 
they carry grain to the markets and 
there sell to the wholesale* who makes 
the circuit of all the country fairs and 
buys practically the entire crop of the 
district. They send the grain by pack 
pony, or coolie carriers, or bullock cart 
to the nearest shipping point, then by 
junk down the innumerable little 
streams to the sea, and thfence to Che­
mulpo or Fusan, whence it is finally 
exported.

The opening up of this rice country 
by a general lightening of freights 
will be one of the greatest benefits of 
the railroad. It may take some time 
to overcome the Korean's prejudice 
against making any change whatso­
ever in his dally or annual routine, but 
the awakening is sure to come in the 
end. Once this trade is booming, there 
will be an ever increasing demand for 
foreign imports; kerosene will come 
more and more into general use, for 
not only will it be cheaper than be­
fore, but the lower freight charges 
will make the export of vegetable oils 
profitable, and the natives must needs 
find some substitute to light his house.

If 
they і re not in favor of the proposition, 
they are against it, and may as well be 
so recorded. Nothing is to be gained 
by making or keeping up false pre­
tences. The best thing that can hap­
pen is for the members to stand up and 
be counted on this question.

THE ORGANIZATION OF THE 
EMPIRE.

VSAAC BROCK, a citizen of McLen- 
JL nan county, Texas, has lived for 115 
years. For many years be resided at 
Bosque Falls, eighteen miles west of 
Waco, but now lives with bis son-in-law 
at Valley Mills, Texas.

A short time ago, by reqnest, Uncle 
Isaac came to Waco and sat for his pic­
ture. In hie hand he held a stick cut
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Dr. Hannah's Interesting address to 
the students of the King’s College Law 
School exhibited some of the anomalies 
of the existing situation. But it Is 
characteristic of any political institu­
tion which has been developed through 
long years and by many conflicting 
forces that it should abound in ano­
malies. There are many features in the 
system of law and government in the 
British Islands themselves which would 
be absurd if they had been established 
as part of a written constitution draft­
ed by a convention. The government of 
the United States, or that of the first 
Republic of France, or the constitutions 
of Canada and Australia, should have 
(been logical, as they were created at 
one time by artificers with a free hand 
in so far as they were not bound by any 
established order of things. It the 
(British parliament had at any time 
taken up the question of the relations 
•of the various groups of colonies to the 
■Empire and had drawn up a complete 
scheme, we should have" had greater 
uniformity. But It Is the British habit 
to deal with each case as it comes up, 
and with each according to the special 
circumstances. And it has been of late 
the rule In respect to those parts of the 
(Empire over the sea which have a 
population qualified for self-govern­
ment, that the imperial government 
end parliament exercises the least pos­
sible authority. That imperial statute 
called the British North America Act, 
was drafted in Canada by Canadians. 

■It was reconsidered and prepared into 
a bill by Canadians meeting in London, 
The imperial parliament took the mea­
sure as it was handed over by Can­
adian statesmen and passed it without 
change. When Canada found it ne- 

* cessary to amend the statute the 
endments were made. The constitution 
of the Australian Commonwealth dif­
fers from that of Canada, because It 
is of Australian workmanship. Had 
•both beep imperial they would probably 
have been on the same plan.

The free and easy system which has 
been in progress is a perfectly satis­
factory way of establishing constitu­
tions for the self-governing countries 
within the Empire. But the organiza­
tion of the Empire on a co-operative 
basis seems to call for other machin­
ery. Yet much may be accomplished 
by concurrent legislation, as by differ­
ent portions of the Empire giving tariff 
preference to the rrst, or by making 
voluntary contributions to the defence 
of the whole. Many and divergent are 
the views entertained in this country, 
and in all parts of the Empire^ as to 
future relations of the different por­
tions of the King's dominions. But 
there is a general agreement, or one 
nearly general, that the Empire must 
be kept together, and that the exist­
ing organization cannot be regarded 
as a permanent structure.

While' we hear much boasting over 
the large number and rapid increase of 
immigration to this country, there are 
occasional expressions of anxiety over 
the rush of undesirable settlers. The 
mayor of Montreal has written to the 
premier asking the federal government 
to interfere with the movement of Rus­
sian Jews Into Canada. His complaint 
would doubtless be endorsed by some 
members of the Hebrew colony in this 
city, as it is by the Baron de Hirsch 
organization in Montreal. The war has, 
no doubt, caused many Russian Jews 
to immigrate who would otherwise 
have remained in their own country. 
Few of these are farmers. They have 
no intention of going on the land. They 
swell the population of ou® cities, in­
creasing the number of the unemployed, 
end disorganizing the labor market. 
For the present some of them become 
a public charge, and many a charge on 
private charity. It can hardly be said 
that the country is the better for re­
ceiving these strangers in such num­
bers, though a few at a time might be 
absorbed into the population. This is 
no reflection on their character, but 
only on their adaptability. There is 
room in this country fat thrifty people, 
willing to go on the land or to work as 
farm laborers. We do not need great 
numbers of artisans, or peddlers, or 
email traders, or common laborers. The 
availability of immigrants ought to be 
considered by the department of the 
interior more than It is.—Sun.

This is one of the most difficult ques­
tions with which we have to deal.
From the legal point of view Canada’s 
parliament is merely a statutory one 
erected by act-of-parliament. Canada,
however, is practically a nation apart ] Eugene Leger from Normal School, and 
from England. Canada makes its oWn 
tariffs, arranges its own commercial 
treaties and manages its own affairs 
as though It were a sovereign state.
But Its governor general Is appointed 
from London and he is responsible di­
rectly to the person of the king and 
the imperial authority. No interna­
tional treaties affecting the political re­
lations of the contractors can be enter­
ed Into by Canada, except with the 
concurrence or consent of the mother 
country. Thus it Is evident that Can­
ada is not entirely a free national 
agent.

President Hannah of King's College, 
Windsor, N. S., lectured before the 
students of the St. John Law School 
on Saturday night on the subject: 
"The legal relations between Great 
Britain and her dependencies, 
especially the legal relations between 
the mother country and Canada.’’

The British Empire, said the lec­
turer, is an entirely normal growth. 
It did not come into existence like the 
German Empire, which is really the 
confederation effected by the stroke of 
the pen of a number of consenting 
states, or, we might say, the United 
States, which, though not in the same 
sense, is also a confederation of dis­
tinct provinces, 
is, in fact, the outcome of no previous­
ly determined plans. . Professor Seely 
has admirably said that we English 
"conquered half the world In a At of 
absent-mindedness.”

formed the nucleus of a dependency. 
In the same way other dependencies 
originated, and In this manner grew up 
what 1» known as the British Empire. 
And so it is that today the British 
Empire consists of a number of units 
without absolutely anything to bind 
them together except the government 
In Europe. It Is true that more than 
the usual comity of nations exists be­
tween the members of the Empire, a 
feeling that shows Itself in the fre­
quent outbursts of patriotism to the 
mother country, and In many other 
ways, but there lacks the essential 
bonds of nationhood.

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The British Empire KINGS DAUGHTERS GUILD.
A Boarding House for Women.PLEASANTLY SURPRISED.

TERMS MODERATE.Australia affords the most recent In­
stance of the establishment of a Brit­
ish dependency with the fullest powers 
of self-government, 
act constituting the Dom 
ada with the act constituting the com­
monwealth of Australia, the most im­
portant points are three. First, here In 
Canada we have no right of amending 
our constitution. The British North 
America Act does noJ give any direc­
tions for modifying its provision. In 
the case of Australla1 this right is 
pecially given. Secondly, state rights 
under the British North America Act 
are very emphatically negative, 
rights of the Canadian provinces are 
less than those of the states of the Ger­
man empire or the states of the United 
States, or the states of the 
wealth of Australia, 
governors of the provinces are merely 
nominated by the central power. In 
Australia the state governors are ap­
pointed directly from London and still 
more remarkable have defined rela­
tions with the home government. Ap­
peal from the supreme court of Aus­
tralia to the English appellant tri­
bunal is rather more direct than ap­
peal from the supreme court of Can­
ada to the Judicial committee of the 
privy council.

There can be no doubt that the re­
lation between Canada and England 
Is of an extremely conventional kind. 
Canada has perhaps a dual position in 
the world. It shares with the United 
States the privilege of developing the 
North American continent, as well as 
with England and other colonies the 
privilege of forwarding the movement 
for closer Imperial union. The Domin­
ion of Canada will eventually be by 
far the most important constituent 
part of the British Empire. In time 
Its population and commerce must 
outrun those of the home country. We 
are face to face with the problem, 
How are we going to readjust the 
latlons of. Canada to the mother coun­
try bo that Canada can have her own 
voice In the government of the Em­
pire as a whole? It is surely an ano­
maly that this important part of the 
British Empire has really no more say 
In the foreign government of the Brit­
ish Empire than has a small island 
dependency in the Pacific Ocean. It 
is, on the other hand, one of the great 
privileges of Canada that it is not re­
quired to maintain a navy of Its own 
but Is protected by British fleets. 
Canada pays nothing at all for this 
privilege. TJie political party in Can­
ada that would stand for closer im­
perial unity must shoulder the advo­
cacy of contribution toward imperial 
defence.”

J. В. M. Baxter In moving a vote of 
thanks to the lecturer, said that he 
could not help but admit the truly im­
perial spirit with which President 
Hannah handled his subject. He dif­
fered with the lecturer who expressed 
the opinion that the provinces of Can­
ada are without state rights. In one 
appeal case to the privy council in par­
ticular it was laid down that there is 
always a vestige of British sovereignty 
in a lieutenant governor. The func­

The lieutenantFrom a legal peint of view we find 
more than eight different ways by 
which the dependencies are related to 
the mother country. In the first place 
we have, of course, the British Isles, 
with the exception of the Isle of Man, 
forming a United Kingdom. The Isle 
of Man has a distinct government of 
Its own.

The first division of the British Em­
pire Is self-governing colonies, where 
the population Is entirely white, where 
the government Is entirely In the hands 
of the people, and where to a very 
great extent the Institutions of the 
home country are reproduced. Under 
this division come the Channel Islands, 
the great Dominion of Canada, with 
the adjacent colony of Newfoundland, 
the huge common wealth of Australia, 
the two South African colonies of Cape 
Cclony and Natal, and the island of 
New Zealand.

Secondly, there are what are gener­
ally called the mixed colonies, whose 
population consists partly of Euro­
peans and partly of natives. These

MONTREAL, Jan. 5.—In reference to 
a recent Associated Press despatch from 
New York stating that at a meeting of 
ithe Grand Trunk Line Passenger As­
sociation a proposal had been consider­
ed to place a head tax of $2 on all Can­
adians entering the United States for 

Nthe purpose of taking passage on 
steamers leaving United States ports, 
C. A. Plpon calls attention to the fact 
that under the United States law Can­
adians are exempt from such taxation. 
Mr. Plpon explains that several alien 
passengers from Winnipeg, not Can­
adians, were stopped at Niagara Fills, 
and, as they claim, were made to pay 
$2 each. Others have been held up en 
route from Winnipeg via Minneapolis, 
and the object of the Trunk Line As­
sociation meeting was to arrange for 
the cases and collect it subsequently 
from the government the same as the 
steamship companies do now on aliens 
in transit from Europe.

The clause in the act is as follows: 
‘‘That there shall be levied and collect­
ed a duty of $2 for each and every pas­
senger, not citizens of the United States 
or of the dominion of Canada, the re­
public of Cuba, or the republic of 
Mexico, who. shall come by steam sail 
or other vessel from any foreign port 
to any port within the United States, 

■ or by any railway or other mode of 
transportation from foreign contiguous 
territory to the United States."

We are moving out of the old con­
ditions, said Prof. C. C. James, On­
tario’s deputy minister of agriculture, 
at the Maritime Winter Fair When 
our settlers first came to Canada they 
faced the primeval forest, and during 
all the clearing period the old agricul­
ture held sway. With a new genera­
tion, conditions began to change; live 
stock came in, large barns were 
built, butter and cheese began to be 
made, and we gradually changed all 
our methods. This building and the 
exhibits It contains are proof that we 
are trying to keep up with the de­
mands of the times and tp compete 
with other countries by following the 
new agriculture.

The new agriculture must be con­
ducted on business principles. In old 
times it did not seem so necessary to 
pursue these business methods; in 
fact, with the surroundings then ex­
istent, there was no chance to do so.
In our towns and cities the merchant 
and the manufacturer has also had to 
change his methods of business. The 
farmer is Just as much a manufacturer 
as the man in town who makes hoots, 
cloths and hardware. The manufac­
turer In town finds It necessary to 
make the kind of goods that the con­
sumer demands. It is also one of the 
conditions today that the farmer 
should produce what his customers 
want. We must consider what our 
district is best capable of producing, 
and work along that line. Grow the 
crops and keep the live stock that 
thrive best where we live.

The manufacturer must produce 
economically. Our best saw mills, for 
instance, are now run with practically 
no waste of material; even the dust 
is used. One of the best examples of 
economical manufacturing is seen in 
the great stockyards of 
where absolutely every part of an ani­
mal Is turned into a marketable pro­
duct. So the farmer must endeavor to 
convert to a profitable use all his 
products. He should sèe to it that 
there is no waste land under weeds, 
under fences, or Jn careless cultiva­
tion. The farmer has, perhaps, in his 
operations greater problems to meet 
than any other manufacturer, if he 
would avoid unnecessary waste.

The new agriculture must be con­
ducted upon scientific principles. There 
should not today be any bbjection to 
book, farming, for the Intelligent man 
can from agricultural papers and 
books get the valuable experience of 
other men who have done the work he 
is trying to do. Our people are wisely 

A fine beginning to lay aside their prejudice 
against books, and to try to get the 
best information from every available 
source. Scientific men have been and 
are studying and finding out truths 
about plant growth, the constituents 
of our soils, the breeding and feeding 
of animals, the growing of fruit, etc., 
and It will pay us to learn what these 
men have found out.

The farm work of the future will be 
a great deal more enjoyable. In On­
tario the farmers are very seldom re­
ferred to as ‘‘old hayseeds.” The Intel­
ligent man who watches closely all 
the results of his work Is interested 
and takes a pleasure In It. The world 
has lately found out that the farmer 
can be benefltted by an education ap­
plicable to his business.

A few years ago In Ontario we first 
found out that the farmer had a wife, 
and we are doing what we can for the 
betterment of the woman on the farm. 
In the past she had a hard life,—her 
work has been practically unending, 
and she has not had the benefit of 
labor-saving devices to the same ex­
tent as her husband. We are trying 
to relieve the. farmer’s wife of all the 
drudgery possible by our system of 
women’s institutes and domestic sci­
ence teaching. We have also found 
out that there are children on the 
farm, and we are inaugurating a 
movement to try to provide the right 
kind of education for these children.

The home is where our agriculture 
starts and is nurtured. The reforma­
tion of the agricultural home is the 
start, after all, of our new agricul­
ture. Establish a farmer with an in­
clination to knowledge, a wife who 
knows how to make the most of her 
opportunities, and children gettihg a 
rational education, and I care not how 
poor that farm Is, it will succeed. 
With these conditions we shall hear 
no more about the “old hayseed,” but 
we shall see the farmer walking the 
streets of our towns as well dressed 
as anyone, and respected as one of the 
best citizens of Canada.

' business principles—that they were al­
lowing a lot of robber cows to eat up 
the profits produced by their good cows 
—and they were quick to adopt better 
and more profitable methods.

The hundreds of co-operative cheese 
factories and creameries doing business 
throughout Canada prove conclusively 
that we can work successfully along co­
operative lines. It Is only a short step 
from the co-operative factory to the 
co-operative testing association, and it 
would seem that methods which have 
proved of such marked benefit In Den­
mark could not much longer remain 
unheeded ln this country. In every 
dairy community there ls at least one 
particularly Intelligent and progressive 
man, who would have little trouble in- 
inducing twenty or thirty of his neigh­
bors to join him ln an enterprise that 
has proved so profltabie elsewhere.

It has been demonstrated by the 
census returns and other official sta­
tistics, by the work of the experimental 
farms and agricultural colleges, and by 
numerous private Investigations of 
dairy herds that a large proportion of 
our cows are kept at an actual loss. An ■ 
educational campaign that will bring 
dairy farmers face to face with facts 
as they exist on their farms is urgently 
needed ln this country. The problem of 
weeding out the cow's that cannot be 
made to yield milk at a profit ls by far 
the most Important one that confronts 
our dairymen today. The possibilities 
ln this connection were well illustrated 
by Prof. Grlsdale at the recent Winter 
Fair at Guelph. He told of a friend of 
his who had increased the average pro­
duction of his herd from $35 in one year 
to $45 the next, although the price of 
cheese remained the same. In the thfrd 
year, with cheese considerably higher, 
the average of his herd came up to $60, 
and in the year following to $70. This 
was accomplished by more skilful feed­
ing, by weeding out improfltable vows, 
and by buying from neighbors better 
producing cows, of whose value the 
owners were ignorant.

ber of farmers, about twelve or fifteen, 
who agree to have careful tests of 
their cows made at frequent Intervals 
during the whole milking period by a 
competent man hired for the purpose. 
Fairly accurate records are thus ob­
tained, not only of the yield of milk 
and butter fat, but of the amount, 
kind and coat of feed consumed. 
Information thus secured has proved 
remarkably effective in Inducing the 
Danes to adopt better methods of 
breeding, feeding and culling dairy 
cows.

In 1895 when the first testing asso­
ciation was formed the value of the 
butter exported from Denmark was 
$19,000,000. In 1901, when over three 
hundred of these associations were 
scattered over, that country, the value 
of the butter exports amounted to $29,- 
000,000, an Increase of over fifty per 
cent, ln six years. It Js ' generally 
agreed that the greater part of this en­
ormous increase was due to the work 
of the testing associations in weeding 
out the poor cows. Not only was the 
average production of the milking cows 
largely Increased, but so much addi­
tional skill ln feeding was acquired 
that the cost of feeding necessary to 
produce a pound of butter ls now esti­
mated to be less than two-thirds of 
what lt was when the first co-operative 
association started operations ln 1893.

Canadian dairymen who are looking 
for dividends on their Investments 
should consider these figures. The re­
ports of the testing societies showed 
that the cost of keeping these yearly 
records was from forty to sixty cents

out the pole ever losing Its equilibrium. 
He then descends, taking a boy on his 
shoulders, climbs up the pole again, 
and stands on the top on one leg. 
Sometimes a boy lies across the extre­
mity of the bamboo and holds himself 
quite stiff for a considerable time. A 
man lifts up the pole and the boy In 
this state, and moves them about in 
all directions without losing the ba­
lance.

A still more extraordinary feat is per­
formed by the Hindoo women. One of 
them will sometimes balance herself ln 
a horizontal position, with her arms ex­
tended, like a person swimming, on the 
top of a bamboo pole ninety feet high, 
fixed to the ground. In a short time 
she seems to have lost her balance and 
falls to the no small terror of the 
spectators, but this is only one of her 
customary movements. She catches 
by one foot in a rope fastened to a bar 
which crosses the middle of the pole 
and remains suspended with her head 
downward.

The Hindoos are net only extremely 
dexterous themselves, but they have 
found means to communicate their 
dexterity to the very brutes. They 
train bullocks or buffaloes, for Instance, 
to the performance of every difficult 
task. A Hindoo lies down upon the 
ground on his back and places on the 
lower part of the stomach a piece of 
wood cut in the shape of a series of 
spools. A buffalo at the command of 
his master, sets first one foot and then 
the other on this piece of wood and 
then his two hinder feet in succession 
and balances himself upon it. But 
this is not all; the master of the buf­
falo places a second pedestal by the 
side of the first; the animal steps upon 
it in like manner, and when he has 
placed all four feet on this movable 
column he balances himself upon it 
With wonderful dexterity. Goats are 
also taught to perform the trick. In 
which we know not whether most to 
admire the patience or the docility of 
the animal.

A rug which took 77 lives ln the mak­
ing Is owned by an Iowa Indian living 
in Stroud, Ok. T. It is 150 years old, 
and consists of 77 scalps torn from the 
heads of as many human belngsi. The 
rug, which Is barely five feet square, ls 
of many hues, for the scalps are red, 
gray, black, white, brown and auburn. 
They belonged to peaceful people, "too, 
and are said to have been taken by 
special command of the Great Spirit 
from the finest specimen* of men, wo­
men and children belonging to the 
white, red and negro races. As soon as 
the scalps were secured they .were 
sewn together, and the rug was from 
that regarded as the remedy for all 
trouble. When an Indian was taken 
sick he was laid on this rug, and if he 
did not recover his spirit was assured 
of a pleasant Journey to the happy 
hunting ground. This remarkable cre­
ation can be seen but once a year. At 
the annual wild onion feast, which 
comes on April 1, the Iowa Indians 
make the rug play an important part. 
The onion 1* freely used, the Indian* 
saturating themselves from head to foot 
with the Juice. This Vas their success­
ful way of driving away the exil spirit* 

A prayer rug belonging to the Shah 
of Persia ls another valuable mat. 
Though barely two feet square Its de­
sign ls most elaborate. It Is worked 
throughout in precious stones, and the 
effect is dazzling. The ground is form­
ed of rose diamonds, and in the centre 
is a large bird, whose neck ls made of 
amethysts and its body of rubies. The 
vines, which form a network, through 
which the bird may be seen as through 
a cage, are made of emeralds, while 
the bands which connect the stones are 
of seed pearl. The floral emblem of 
Persia ls worked out ln blue, yellow and 
pink stones, this design being known as 
the Mina Khant design. It la difficult 
to determ.ne even the approximate val­
ue of this small rug, but lt has been 
estimated that if lt were sold the pro­
ceeds, placed at 5 per cent Interest, 
would bring ln an Income of at least 
$260,000 per annum.—Dallas News.

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HOUSE BESIEGED.

Incidents in Affairs of 

Brodie L. Duke.

Who Was Taken to a Sanitarium on 
Saturday on Account of His 

Mental Condition.

NEW YORK, Jan. 8,—Incidents fol­
lowed each other quickly today in the 
affairs of Brodie L. Duke, who was 
committed to a sanitarium Saturday 
on account of his mental condition. 
They culminated tonight in the siege 
of the house of George H. Mallory, 
Mrs. Duke’s attorney, by a woman who 
said she was the lawyer's client. He 
refused to have her admitted and for 
five minutes she tried to gain an en­
trance.

The Bellevue hospital 
have deposited with District Attorney 
Jerome bonds, stocks, notes and checks 
said to have a face value of $60,000, 
found in the pockets of Mr. Duke when 
he was taken into custody at the in­
stance of his relatives on the ground 
that he was not mentally competent 
to manage his own affairs. Mr. Duke's 
commitment to a sanitarium was sign­
ed by Justice Wyatt of the court of 
general sessions, and Dr. Gregory, act­
ing superintendent of Bellevue hos­
pital, said today that Mr. Duke 
afflicted with a type of dementia.

George H. Mallory, a lawyer, said he 
has been retained by Mrs. Duke In 
connection with 
Texas lands, in which she was interest­
ed before her marriage. Tonight, how­
ever, he declined to admit to his house 
a woman, who, the servants said, gave 
the name of Duke.

Mr. Mallory was averse to entering 
into any discussion of the transaction. 
There are among the papers in the 
temporary custody of the district at­
torney’s office three promissory notes 
for $5,000 each, said to have been made 
on Dec. 5th by Mr. Duke to Miss Webb, 
four days before their marriage and 
due in three, four and five months. Mr. 
Mallory said he had an idea they were 
to be used in connection with, the fin­
ancing, of the Texas-Cuba Tobacco 
Company, of which Mrs. Duke was pre­
sident before her marriage. „

Mr. Mallory said he had no informa­
tion as to the list of the securities 
found in the possession of Mr. Duke.

MRS. DUKE’S WEALTH of andIs Said to bë Daughter of Rich Lawyer.
At a special general meeting held in 

London, on December 21st, the share­
holders of the Grand Trunk sanctioned 
and confirmed the resolution of the 
directors passed on November 25th 
last:

“Resolved, that the company, as part 
of the terms upon which it is to re­
ceive as fully paid the stock of the 
Grand Trunk Pacific Railway Com­
pany, guarantee the principal and in­
terest of an issue not exceeding $7,- 
600,000, fifty-year four per cent, gold 
bends, proposed to be created by the 
Grand Trunk Pacific Railway Com­
pany as a first charge upon the Lake 
Superior branch line.”

Sir Charles Rivers-Wiison, In pre­
senting the motion, remarked that he 
had not expected to present it, as tTTe 
matter had been settled In March last. 
This was the first financing in 
nection with the matter, and a special 
resolution was necessary, as the reso­
lution of March 8th did not cover the 
bonds on the Laite Superior branch.

WORK ON THE SURVEYS.
The president totd the meeting of 

the work already "done in the way of 
surveys. TKe act of Incorporation gave 
the Grand Trunl? Pacific the right to 
build from a point in New Brunswick 
right to the Pacific coast, across the 
whole continent.

It also gave authority to the company 
to construct certain branch lines, each 
one having a point of contact with the 
main line. The most Important, prob­
ably, and eventually the most valu­
able, of these, branches was indicated 
In the act of incorporation—namely, a 
branch to run from the town of Port 
Arthur, or Fort William, or some other 
Canadian port on Lake Superior, to a 
point of contact with the main line. 
The distance to be traversed by that 
branch was about 220 miles, and the 
point of junction on the main line was 
about 230 miles east of Winnipeg. 
Well, that gave the company bonding 
powers to the extent of $30,000 per 
mile for the 220 miles, amounting, 
therefore, altogether to $6,600,000. It 
also gave power to raise an additional 
$900,000 to pay tof interest on the am­
ount of bonds during the construction 
of the road, making a total bonded 
possibility of $7,500,000, the Interest on 
which, at 4 per cent., would be $300,- 
000. The-p5rliament of Ontario passed 
an act giving to the Grand Trunk Pa­
cific In respect of that branch a cash 
subsidy of $2,000 per mile, making al­
together a cash subsidy of $400,000, or 
£80,000. The parliament of Ontario 
also gave the Grand Trunk Pacific a 
grant of land of 2,000 acres per mile, 
for 200 miles, amounting altogether to 
1,200,000 acres of land. Both these 
grants by the Ontario government 
formed an extremely valuable asset 
for the Grand Trunk Pacific. The cash 
subsidy spoke for itself, and, as re­
gards the land, he thought they might 
very moderately estimate the value at 
certainly not less than $2 per acre, 
representing, in round figures, £500,- 
000 sterling.

GROWTH OF PORT ARTHUR.
Sir Charles dwelt on the importance 

of this line and the growth of Port 
Arthur and Fort William, at which it 
would end. He expected to see them 
both in one city, and gave figures to 
show their importance already. This 
branch, he believed, would, quite irre­
spective of what happeried east of it 
on the main line, prove a paying in­
vestment from the first. It would be 
the means of bringing down this com­
pany's contribution, which evidently 
would be a very large contribution, 
of the products of - the west to Lake 
Superior, and be brought across the 
lake to be delivered at the numerous 
ports which the company possessed. 
In point of fact, that apparently small 
line of 220 miles would be the neck 
of the great bottle extending out to 
the west, and therefore it was per­
fectly certain thit a very large and a 
valuable traffic would flow over that 
road.

WHY GUARANTEE NECESSARY.
It might be asked, in view of the 

added land grant and the prospect, 
why this guarantee was'necessary. The 
market d:fi not look at things that way. 
They had discovered that if the credit 
of the Grand Trunk Company could be 
pledged, it would give them a great 
advantage in the market. He believed 
the road could stand by itsetï, but he 
considered it rather a compliment that 
the market should seek the endorse­
ment of the Grand Trunk, and the 
directors had not hesitated to give it. 
They had confided to Messrs. Speyer 
& Sons the sale of the bonds to the ex­
tent of $8,0()0,000 on the western sec­
tion and $6,600,000 on the Lake Super­
ior branch. They would remember 
that the Grand Trunk, by resolution 
of March 8th, agreed to guarantee an 
issue of bonds to the extent of one- 
fourth of the cost of constructing the 
prairie section—that was, the first 
1,000 miles over the prairie from Win­
nipeg. The remainder, the other 
three-fourths—the much larger por­
tion—would be guaranteed by the 
Canadian government.

ASKED AF:T.OVAL OF ACTION. 
They now asked approval of that 

action. In- return for the guarantees 
they gave, the Grand Trunk was to 
receive the whole of the common stock 
of the Grand Trunk Pacific, $25,000,- 
000. They could Judge what would 
eventually be the value of that stock, 
but he believed - it much higher than 
the moderate, or he might say inocu- 
oue, guarantee given on March 8.

In conclusion, the president said :
