Bright Outiook In
~ The Business World

The successful manner in which Can-
ada has been able to combat the depress-
ing business conditions which have so
keenly affected the United States has
been instrumental attracting wide atten-
tions to the Dominion: The construc-
tion of transcontinental railways, the
growth of manufacturing industries, the
increase in numbers of corporations, the
development of mines, the profitable
trade in lumber and pulp wood, the
splendid inducements to capitalists, and
the advantages awaiting responsible
settlers, have all marked the progress
of this country during recent years.
This is an enviable position, and it is
certain that Canadians fully realize and
appreciate their responsibility. The
opportunity to better her position
financially and commercially has come

“to Canada. Big things in the financial
world, huge undertakings in the in-
dustrial arena, and immense construction
work of a public and private character,
demand her attention and must soon be
carried out.

The business outlook in Canada at the
present time is of the most encouraging
nmature. Spring orders for merchandise
are coming in from all over the Dominion,
and while these are limited as to the

: delivery, the sales are being
~ ely on a cash basis. Factories
"~ are commencing to make up
time by taking back employees

‘ho have been laid off during the past
winter. - Locally this is shown in a large
number of industries which are now
running on full time, with prospects of
largely increased business. Another
factor worthy of mention is the large
amount of dividend money to be dis-
tributed by Banks, corporations and in-
dustrial concerns, during the next
month or six weeksg to their thousands
of shareholders throughout the Dom-
,inion. A conmservative estimate places
this dividend figure at between $7,000,-
000 and $8,000,000. This money will,
no doubt, be immediately placed in
circulation , and it will do its part in
stimulating trade, especially in the re-
tail arena. Happily for Canada, the
labor horizon is fairly bright, as there
are at present, except among the Quebec
longshoremen, no indications of trouble
between capital and labor.---Montreal
Witness. 2

Independent View
of Intercolonial
Something of the worth of the Inter-

e clear in a recent article in the
' onto News. The News, it will be
retymbered, is an independent jour-
nal “which in its independence leans
somewhat toward the Conservatives. In
itsarticle the News referred in partas
follows to the Intercolonial : Hon. Mr.
Graham’s annual review of the affairs of
the Imtercolonial included some facts
which will bear a deliberate statement.
On the whole, the vear has been favor-
able; apart from the fact that there isa

seems to have been distingunished by in-
creasing efficiency and economy. The
giving of figures is embarrased by the
fact that the fiscal year 1906-7, which is

under review, was a short period of only
nine months. The statistical year still|
ends on June 30, so that figures can be|
given for double periods. Looking first |
at money fighres, we find that the gross |
receipts for the fiscal year, the nine!
months ending March 31, 1907, were :

The full year’s operations give a better
idea of the power amd capacity of the
line.

First, passengers. The passengers
moved one mile in 1907 were 111,876,186
The passengers moved one mile in 1906
were 100,177,932. Thus the in-
crease was 11,698,254 passenger miles ;
or 11.6 per cent. ; a very satisfactory in-
crease. 2

What makes this more satisfactory is
the fact that it was effected coincidently
with an economy in train service. The
passenger train mileage in 1906 was
2,076,444, and in 1907 was 2,033,563 ; a
decrease of nearly 43,000 miles. Thus
about two per cent. fewer trains were
run, and more people were carried.
Cheap rates were given, the average re-
ceipts per passenger per mile bhaving
been 1.746 in 1907, and 1.768 in 1906.
Thus there was a slight cheapening in
the vear.

Thus seven per cent. more freight was
carried by means of 3 1-2 per cent. fewer
cars. In this connection it 1s noticeable
that the average freight train in 1907
was shorter than in 1906 ; in 1907 it was
17.36 cars, in 1906 it was 18.43 cars.
Thig means that the cars did more work.
Taking the tons of freight per car, empty
or loaded, we find : In 1906, 10.63 tons;
in 1907, 12.58 tons ; increase, 1.95 tons.
The improvement is still more marked if
we take the loaded cars alone: In 1906,
12,26 tons; in 1907, 14.52 tons ; increase
2.26 tons.

It may be noted that Mr. Graham put
forward a new line of defence against
the charge that the management of the
Intercolonial is dominated by polifics.
The total number of employes is 8,291.
Of these, 63,3 per cent.---say 5,350---are
members of unions, with hard and fast
agreements as to wages, promotions, etc.

Bill To Restrict Evils
Of Divorce

Ottawa, March 24.---Senator Cloran
introduced in the senate a bill entitled
an act to restrict the evils of divorce.
The bill provides that the offending
party to a marriage contract shall have
no right to remarry in Canada after
obtaining a divorce from the Canadian
parliament, and further, that if such a
party remarry outside the Dominion such
remarriage shall be considered invalid
and illegal and the remarried person
shall be considered a bigamist within
Canadian territory.

More Than Fifty ice Drownings

Boston, Mar. 28.---More than halfa
bundred lives were lost through drown-
ing through the ice in the waters of New
England and the eastern provinces of
Canada during the winter season just
closed which is believed to have been a
record one for the number of deaths met
in this manned. The winter was one of
the mildest in years and the ice as a re-
sult was somewhat thinner in most places
than usual, endangering the lives of
hundreds besides those who died by
drowning.

Statistics compiled from the report of
accidents in New England and the Mari-
time Provinces from advices sent to the
newspapers, show that 48 persons were
drowned in 42 accidents, but this record
is not complete as many mishaps of this
nature occur in the thinly settled sec-
tions of northern New England and be-
yond which are never heard of outside
the locality in which they occur. The
three drownings reported from Connecti-
cut is also believed to be much below the
actual number. The northern section

from which full reports are lacking, con-
ibuted more than ome-third of the
own number of lives lost and with
comiplete statistics at hand it is belieyed
that the proportion would be more than
one-half.

Most of those who met their death
through the ice did so while skating and
Probably two-thirds of the whole number
were children, many of whom were un-
der ten years of age,

The Shipping Act

Important amendments to the Canada

Shipping Act are expecting to be made!| 4

at the session of parliament. Among
other changes it is expected that there
will be a change in the law relating to
certificates of masters and matee. . At
present all vessels of from one hundred
to two hundred tons must have a master
with certificate, and those above two
hundred tons both master and mate with
certificates. In the United States neith-
er master nor mate needs certificate on
vessels up to five hundred tons, and the
present conditions make it hard for
Canadian owners. Frequently they are
compelled to take inefficient old men as
mates, because no other with a certificate
can be secured. Not omly is this the
case, but another result has been the
transfer of registry of Canadian vessels
to Barbados, where there is norestriction
whatever as to certificates.

Mr. Mackcnzie King, Deputy Minis-
ter of Labor, has left for London to lay
before the Imperial authorities the facts
respecting the feeling in Canada on the
question of the restriction of the immi-
gration of Asiatics. The Colonist has

Mr. Hazen’s Duty

“The immediate abolition of the
office of Solicitor General, having in
view the reduction of salaried mem-

bers of the executive and the amalga-
mation of offices at present existing.”

“The reduction of the number of
members in the House of Assembly
to thirty eight and the division of the
province in thirty-eight electoral divi-
sions to be as nearly as possibte equal
in population, having regard to other
interests ; lines to be preserved as far
as may be and the divisions into rid-
ings to be made by an independent
commission consisting of three judges
of the Supreme Court.”

“The reduction of at least one-half
of the amoynt allowed by the Attor-
ney General for settling succession
duties, a substantial reduction in the
cost of public printing, a reduction in
the travelling expenses of members of
the executive, a reduction in the con-

trollable expenditure of the province
and such changes in the legislative
and departmental machinery of the
province as will lead to a substantial
reduction in the cost thereof.”

The foregoing are extracts from a
series of resolutions moved in the
legislature by Mr. J. D. Hazen, as
leader of the opposition, as “reforms |
desirable in the public interests. We
heartily commend them to Mr. Hazen
for present consideration.

When he introduced those resolu-
tions as the product of prolonged and
deep thought for New Brunswick’s
welfare, the government of thd day |
indifferent to the public interests,

¥
coldly turned them down, to .his in-
tense indignation and dismay. Now
Mr.- Hazen himself is, or soon
will be, the head of the government
and in a position to put into effect
the reforms he urged upon his pre-
decessors five years ago. :

If there was need for those reforms
in 19o3 there is even more need to-
day. We have Mr. Hazen’s very re-
cent and very emphatic word for it
that the province is in a bad way
financially, that its expenditire is in-
creasing out of all- proportion. to its
revenue, that its debt is a burden
threatening bankruptcy and that every
possible economy must be practiced.
Surely he will not fgnore this oppor--
tunity to -save immediately some
thousands of dollars of absolutely un-
necessary expenditure. New Bruns-
wick does not need six paid ministers
and forty-six members, or one for
8,000 of population. Nova Scotia
with more business to handle than
we have, gets along with three min-
isters and a member for each 12,000
people. Ontario and Quebec elect
only one member for each 20,000.

Naturally Mr. Hazen will find it
harder to execute than to suggest re-
forms. He will rob his own pocket
if he reduces the Attorney General’s
fees; but he will save money for the
public. He will undoubtedly have
trouble with Mr. McLeod and Mr.
Grimmer if he abolishes the Solicitor
Generalship; but he will have the
approval of the public and of his
conscience. He may create some
dissension in the process of wiping
eight legislators off the slate; but
this need not distress him. Will
he not be doing right?

The people have given you much,
Mr. Hazen! And from you they o
pect, much. = First of all they 'pé.
quire plain dealing and honesty--—
and honesty and plain dealing re-
quire the fulfillment of these your
admirable promises!

TOWN AFFAIRS

It will soon be time for the selection of
men who shall sit at the head of Town
affairs. We have heard no names men-
tioned for vacancies. We appeal to our
citizens to nominate good sound business
men to serve us during the coming year.
If our present Mayor is willing to serve
us for another vear, we would count it to
our advantage to have him doso. He,
has shown himself to be the right man
in the right place. If he is unwilling to
serve another term then, who next? The
business of the Town is the business of
each and every citizen. Then let each
ask the question, who next?

A good test of whether a man isin
your opinion a proper person for Mayor
or for Councillor, is for us to ask our-
selves the question whether or not he is
such a person as we would employ as our
agent to do business for us: IfI had
business amounting to'say even one hun-
dred dollars to be negotiated and put
through, would I employ as my
agent to carry out the trust ?

Put the man’s name in this blank
space and let us ask ourselves the ques-
tion. If we can answer yes, without any
reservation he may be a good man to put
in the Council, but if we have any hesi-
tation in saying yes, if he lacks ability,
education, integrity or other qualifica-
tions necessary, then let us look for an-
other.

The practice of taking anybody that
may be nominated and putting him at
the head of our affairs, is not a wise one.
The best meun are none too good for the
position.

The question is not one of collecting
taxes and paying the biils mainly, but
there is a higher question of the improve-

ment of the town generally. Theim-|

provement includes not only the mere
town business, but the general good and
policy which will add to the wealth, com-
fort and beauty of the whole town.

A question that the incoming council
will have to grapple withis that ofa
water supply system. This has al-
ready been put off too long, and now de-
mands the first place.

It is time a united effort was made for
the general betterment of our business
interests. Let us determine what we
want and then get it. ~ If we want more
manufactures, let us get after them. If
we want revival in ship building let us
work for it. If we want better railway
or shipping accommodations, let us make
a general move in that direction. Con-
fidence can never be created by doing
nothing. Selfishness has ruined many a
community. The best men in St. George
are needed at this present time to be at
the head of affairs and to form plans
which can be carried out to place this
town in the position which God and
nature intended it should occupy.

A SERIOUS PROBLEM

A visit to the Immigration bl.u'ld;ing in
St. Johnat this time presents to a serious
minded Canadian a spectacle at once
fascinating and alarming. We find here
Western Canada in miniature. As our
steamships bring these people of so many
different nationalities to this centre, our
trains take them up and they are dis-
tributed throughout the provinces. It is
estimated that there are not less than
forty nationalities represented in this
polyglot citizenship coming into our
Canadian life, and which are to make up
our future nationality. It is further es-
timated that every hundredth man in the
West is an Italian and every twelfth a
Galican. These considerations will lead
every serious minded Canadian to ask
himself the question, what of the future?
the future in politics, in public morals,
in respect for law, in the exercise of
religion ? Well may the public-minded,
patriotic Canadian citizen put such ques-
tion to himself and to others. Asat
Babel the confusion of tongues frustrated
the building of the tower, so is there
cause that we take heed, lest a confusion
of tongues and sentiments and ideals
debar our mation from her best nation-
hood. Thereis need that every available
agency shall be drafted into the service
of moulding this imported life into har-
mony with our own best and highest
ideals,---a strong, sturdy Christian man-
hood. % :

troubles that have already cost the Dom-

f inion considerable, may have brought to
i our notice a fact which may possibly
 have been overlooked, viz: Japanese
life will not assimilate with our own.
They are a people who keep to them-
selves and if allowed to enter in great
numbers may in time form a disturbing
element, because of this fact.

Yes the whole problem is a serious one
and will tax the wisdom of our wisest in
their attempt to solve it. The words of
E. N. Lewis M. P. are suggestive as
well as startling.

‘“We are now busy laying the founda-
tions of the last great nation, and the
better they are the better the superstruc-
ture will be. We are building for our-
selves and for our children ; let us be
careful rather than sorry. We havea
near example to the south of us. The
negro question is supposed to be the
vital trouble in store for the United
States, but she is now nursing a greater.
In 1906, 1,100,000 immigrants, of whom
900,000 came from Russia and southern
Europe, entered the United States.
Seven hundred and fifty-two thousand
stayed in the eastern cities. In 1903 the
New York inspector said 200,000 unde-
sirables entered. I was informed by a
physician of a large United States city
that he had treated children of fifteen
who were born in the United States and
could not speak a word of English.
This physician further stated that he did
not believe there would be a real Amer-
ican living in Chicago in twenty years.

OUR DUTY AS CITIZENS

Greetings would not presume to dic-
tate to any of the electors of St. 'George
how they should vote at our Municipal
elections. In atewn like ours, with no
great influx of strangers, our people are
all intelligent enough to know the re-
quirements and understand the interests
of the town. We hope they ‘are all
equally interested. No man or woman
is.a good citizen who does not takea
déep interest in all matters which per-
tain to the welfare of his town.

George is, and will be, just what its
citizens wish to make it. The world
outside of us cannot know us individual-
ly, but it forms its opinion of our town,
in a large measure, by the wisdom and
justness, or otherwise, of the way we ad-
minister town affairs.

The ballot is a privilege we should not
trifle with. It is the unfailing measure
of our conscience and our patriotism,
and we will silently estimate ourselves,
as will the public, by the way we use it.
Without intimating a choice, we urge a
conscientious discharge ot a sacred duty, |
as we go to the poll, onthe part of every
elector.

is skilled labor, and the total sum paid
in wages and salaries, last year amount-
ed to about $680,000. Account must also
be taken of the number of men employ-
ed directly by the Company as contractors
jobbers, and workmen.

No one can see why Grand Mere
should be such a flourishing little com-
munity.

The big mill goes on ever increasing
and the output of the mill is always a
prosperous one and Grand Mere is cer-
tainly no exception to the rule., The
activity at the mill means great activity
everywhere, amongst store-keepers and
hotel-keepers and all business men of
the town.  Even in religious matters the
general prosperity shows itself, and the
people of the town are now bringing to
completion a $120,000 Catholic church.
And what is the real foundation of all
this prosperity? Just 100,000 cords of
pulpwood a year, only a small part of all
the wood that goes down the St. Maurice
in tbis season. But this wood is
manufactured here in Canada, while all
the rest goes to bring prosperity to
America mills and cities; leaving little
or nothing where the wood was grown.

Forest Reserved

Montreal, The important announce-
ment was made by Hon. Svdney Fisher
at the Dominion Forestry convention
here today that the Dominion Govern-
ment has decided to set aside the whole
eastern slope of the whole Rocky
Mountains forever as a forest reserve
extending clear, from the boundary to
the extreme northern limits of the
country.

This vast region, he started, would be
kept free from settlers, and held for
forest growth, which would be cut from
time to time under such strict regulations

as would preserve it for all time as a
forest resource for the west.

The announcement was received with
hearty cheers by the delegates.

The convention, which is held here
for the first time in many years, had a
most auspicious opening, the marked
features being the introduction of the
bi-lingual system, in an effort to interest
the people of Quebec in forest conserva-
tion and the lively interest in the
matter displayed by the Catholic clergy
of the province.

Wheu Lieut. Governor Sir Louis Jette
formally opened the convention he was
accompanied by Hon. Sydney Fisher,
Archbishop Bruchesi, Bishop Racicot.
Mgr. Laflame and Canon Dauth of Laval
all of whom took a very active part in
the convention.
