Ihe Governments of Great Britain and Japas, acuated
solely by a desire to maintain the status quo and general
peace in the extreme East, being moreover specially inter
ested in maintaining the independence and territoral integ
rity of the Empire of China and the Empire of Koren, and
in securing equal opportunities in those countries for the
commerce and industey of all nations, hereby given as fol-
lows A

Article 1The
tually recognized the mdependence of China and
declare to be_entirely unintiuenced by any
aggressive tendencies in cither country. Having in  view,
however, their special iuterests, of which those of Great
Britain relate principally to China, while Japan, in addit-

Article [1-1f either Great Britain or Japan, in defence of
their respective interests as above desc ibed, should become
involved in war with another power, the other High Con-
tracting Party will maintain a strict neutrality, and use its
efforts to prevent other powers from joining “in hostilities
against its ally.

Article III.—If in the above event any other power or
powers should join in hostilities against that ally, the
other High Contracting Partv will come to its assistance
and will conduct the war in common, and make peace in
mutual agreement with it.

Article IV.—The High Contracting Parties agree that
neither of them will, without consulting the other, enter in-
to separate arrangements with another power to the pre-
judice of the interests above described.

Aticle V.—~Whenever, in the opinion of either Great
Britain or Japan, the above mentioned interests are in
jeopardy, the two governments will communicate with one
another fully and frarkly

Article V1.—The present agr ement shall come into
effect immediately after the date of the signature, and re
main in force for five years from that date.
