Premier Borden’s 
Tribute to Françe on 

National Fete Day
Special to The Standard.

Ottawa, July 13.—-Sir Robert Borden, 
In reeponse to a request, has sent the 
foHowing message to (Finance, on the 
occasion of the National Pete Day:

"The anniversary of the National 
Pete Day of Prance brings with It the 
undying memory dt all that the French 
nation has endured and accomplished 
during the past two years. No wordA 
of appreciation' are needed, because 
all the world knows that glorious 
record. A year ago 1 was in France 
and had the opportunity of learning at 
first hand something of the spirit and 
the achievements of her people. It 
would be Impossible to deecribe la 
measured terms the Indelible Impres­
sion made upon me by the serious 
courage, the resolute patience and the 
strong self-control of the French 
tion. The ordinary activities of the 
national life were carried on chiefly 
by the old men, the women and the 
children. At the front or in reserve 
the whole manhood of the nation was 
mobilized to do each hie appointed 
task In aiding to repel the invader. In 
that wonderful organization of a great 
democracy to defend and preserve Its 
independence and Its very existence, 
the highest and the humblest met on 
equal terms. For each the supreme 
test was efficiency and the prime duty 
self-sacrifice. The heroic deeds of the 
French armies around Verdun and 
elsewhere have since aroused the ad­
miration of the world. I am convinced 
that this struggle to maintain inviolate 
the liberties of France and of the 
world has brought Into conspicuous 
relief the highest qualities of the 
French nation. Magnificent courage, 
unfaltering confidence, indomitable de­
termination, a splendid self-control, 
thus would I describe the spirit of the 
French people as It Impressed me. 
The French armies, with those of our 
own. Empire, are pressing with success 
the attack on the western front. With 
them is an army corpe from this Do­
minion which has abundantly proved 
that Canadians are not unworthy to 
fight in the Empire’s^ armies and be­
side those of France In the same great

“Canada halls the recurrence of this 
anniversary with warmest admiration 
for the valor, the spirit and the 
achievements of France, with renewed 
and inflexible determination to do her 
own part in the conflict and with 
supreme confidence that victory will 
crown the cause which France and 
Britain maintain."

LONDON STOCK MARKET Valcartier, Que., July 13—VaSbaiN, 
tier Camp was in no wise touched by 
a fire which raged here today, though* 
there was some excitement occasion» 
ed by Its proximity to some of the# 
camp buildings. The fire was of that 
bush variety, and was caused by Wj 
clearing gang. Troops were called 
out to fight it, and succeeded Ink 
smothering it during the afternoon.

The city and province erf Madrid 
were declared by the government in 
a state of siege on Thursday. This 
step was taken on account of the 
strike of railroad employees which 
has disorganized the transportation 
system of the country and has result­
ed in serious disturbances.

The strike began on the Northern 
Railway on June 11. and is reported 
to have spread not merely to the other 
railroads of Spain but to the indus­
tries in the great industrial centres of 
Barcelona, Madrid, Valencia, Bilbao 
and Oviedo.

The primary cause of the strike was 
the refusal of the Northern Railways 
Company to increase wages, hut there 
has been growing unrest hnd serious 
disturbances In most of the provinces 
of Spain as a result of the increased 
cost of food, caused by the war.

London, July 13.—Money and dis­
count rates here were adjusted to 
the higher hank rate, although three 
months bills at 6% per cent, were 
nominal, awaiting treasury bill quota­
tions tomorrow. Interest on treasury 
deposits was raised to 4 per cent 

The stock market was dull and 
easier on the bank rate. Most depart­
ments recorded moderate declines and 
rubber stocks were additionally af­
fected by weakness to the commodity. 
Consols, after many fluctuations, clos­
ed half a point down, while shipping 
and oil shares were steady. In the 
American section Canadian Pacific 
was weak and the other issues were 
dull at about the opening level.

Toronto, July 13.—Dr. J. W. S. Mc­
Cullough, provincial chief officer of 
health, today Issued a warning bulle­
tin, urging citizens throughout On­
tario to guard against the possibility 
of an outbreak in Ontario of the epi­
demic of infantile paralysis, which is 
raging In some cities In the United 
States. Dr. McCullough stated that in 
one town in Ontario—the name of 
which he did not care to discloe» 
several cases had been reported, while 
others are suspected.

"While the cause of the' disease is 
as yet unknown," said Dr. McCullough, 
"it is believed that infantlW paralysis 
is spread from one child to another by 
means of the secretions of nose and 
mouth by direct transfer. It is pos­
sible also that It Is spread by file* 
which have been in contact with in­
testinal discharges. It may become 
widespread in country as well as In 
crowded city districts, and persons 
who have been In contact with cases 
of the disease may harbor the con­
tagion and give It to others without 
contracting the disease themselves. 
That is, they are carriers."

Sine* then, he added, a great and 
very favorable dhange In the military 
situation ha* been produced by the 
Allied offensive now In progrees. 
"That offensive," he continued, "ti 
only la It* beginning, and It necessar­
ily requires for Its success a continu­
ous supply of munitions of all kinds, 
From the success achieved we have 
been able to gauge the .paramount ne­

CHIN BE CLEARINGSHere Is what the London Free Press,
Conservative, had to say concerning 
the North Perth result:

"Honest, patriotic liberalism will 
hang Its head in regret and shame as 
It contemplates the result of the vot­
ing In North Perth. Liberalism that 
stood for prohibition during the war 
and that cries out for the defeat of 
the monster of kultur that overran 
Belgium and would have grasped world 
domination, with the sacrifice of Bri­
tish liberty—Liberalism such as this 
can only be bitterly disappointed at 
the outcome in the by-election.

"The other issue was that dT'tem­

perance in war times. The Govern­
ment, at the solicitation, it believed, 
of the vast majority of the people— 
including in particular the Liberals, 
their leader and press—adopted a 
measure abolishing the liquor traffic, 
as already stated. G. A. Warburton, 
chairman of the Executive Committee 
of One Hundred, wrote as follows to 
a friend in Stratford, and the letter 
was given publicity: z

" T know, as perhaps no other 
person in the province does, how 
generous and loyal the premier 
was In his attitude toward prohi­
bition. The simple fact is that 
we could not possibly hav^ had 
prohibition now If it had not been 
for Mr. Hearst's attitude and ac­
tion.

He has spent the past few days visits 
lng clover fields and has presented his 
first report to the department. He 
states that he finds the growth of 
clover very general and of a very fine 
quality; but, upon examination of the 
plant, is of the opinion that, because 
of the excessive wet during the flow­
ering period, the bees and insects ne­
cessary lor the proper fertilization of 
the flower were not in general flight, 
with the result that there will not be 
a very large production of seed from 
the first growth, because of lack of 
fertilization. He recommends, how­
ever, that the clover fields he cut im­
mediately and that a second growth 
be given every opportunity possible.
If weather conditions are favorable, 
there should be a good production of 
seed In the second crop.

In the past, whatever clover seed 
may have been saved in the province 
has been threshed with the ordinary- 
threshing machine.

As this machine will only partially 
thresh the clover, there is 
large waste.

In Lin­
coln's Address at Gettysburg, perhaps the great­
est in the world, there are 266 words Of 
these, 194 words are of one syllable : 53 of 
two syllables; and only 19 of three or more 
syllables.

“What on the other hand does the 
machine bring to the race course? 
Only a certain amount of change for 
the convenience of Its customers, 
change which has to be.accounted for 
and taken back whence it came at the 
end of the day, together with the per­
centage in Australia of 10 per cent., 
which is deducted from the gross 
amount Invested on each race.

“Unlike the bookmaker, the mutuel 
brings no capital Into the ring, and 
backene with* the machine are simply 
striving to win one another's money, 
subject to a daily tax on their capital 
of 5 per cent. At tihe end of ten day’s 
racing the machine has absorbed the 
whole of the original capital, which 
has constantly to be renewed by the 
body of backers.

“The money deducted as Its per­
centage by the machine <9 practically 
taken out of circulation. In the case 
of the bookmakers, on the other hand, 
a great part of the money bet on the 
course remains in circulation, flowing 
backward and forward from bookmak- 

. era to backers, In accordance with the 
results.”

For some weeks past there has been 
extended discussion in English sport­
ing publications as to the advantages 
and disadvantage» of the use of the 
Pari-mutuel, a system of betting which 
is being advocated In some quarters, 
so that the government might get a 
big return in the matter of taxation. 
In a recent article in London Sports­
man Vlsiiant wrote as follows:

“A week ago when discussing the 
disadvantages of the Pari-mutuel, 
which are many, I stated that it was 
possible for backers to lose, although 
they supported every winner In a card 
of six races. For »uch a thing to hap­
pen it would, of course, be necessary 
for all the winners to be odds-on 
chances, the machine’s percentage on 
the gross taking» causing the backers 
to lose. A case of that kind, it might 
be argued, is exceedingly unlikely to 
occur, instances of six good odds-on 
favorites winning in succession being 
rarer than a white rook. Anyway, 
the possibility for the machine to be­
come the only winner exists.

I then formed the opinion 
that he suffered from a lack of the 
sense of humor so complete as to be 
aot quite consistent with complete 
sanity. And surely a sense of humor 
tvould have restrained him from mak­
ing those speeches at Wilhelmshaven 
to the men who had to listen.

J^tve been all very well to talk about 
Vgr sweeping victory, and to enlarge on 
^fear creeping into the bones of the 

British, If the speeches had been ad­
dressed to ill-informed crowds in Ber­
lin or other inland towns. But could 
any man with a truly balanced mind 
avoid seeing the absurdity of smoth­
ering with kisses and congratulations 
about a triumph men who had Just 
managed to dodge out of danger 
through haze and darkness, and who 
were thanking their stare for a lucky 
escape?

And the 
very fact that Wilhelmshaven is rigid­
ly closed against all visitors so as to 
conceal from view the badly battered 
ships that managed to escape from 
victory” by flight, made that place 

singularly Inappropriate for this crazy 
outburst. Here, again, the least gleam 
of humor in his mental endowment 
would have saved him from making 
himself ridiculous In the face of the 
whole world. But a megalomaniac 
is always a very serious end a very 
dull person. How serious and how 
dull the Kaiser Is may be recognised 
from the fact that he could make ten 
or a dozen speeches about a triumph 
when he knew there had been no tri­
umph, and could make the speeches 
to those who knew that also, and they 
knew that he knew. It Is possible to 
carry this game of make-believe so 
far as to turn what is offered 
compliment into an Insult, as It pre­
supposes that the hearers are so dull 
that they cannot see when they are be­
ing fooled, or that they like being 
fooled.

The Jury empanelled to enquire In­
to the deaths of the three men who 
died as the result of Injuries received 
on board the steamship Caraquet Wed­
nesday night, retired to the jury room 
at 11.10 o’clock last night and an 
hour and ten minutes later returned 
the following verdict to Coroner W. 
F. Roberts:

First—These three men came to 
their death as a result of an accident 
on the steamship Caraquet lying at 
the Sugar Refinery wharf.

Second—John Arseneau was killed 
on board the ship at or about 9.30 p. 
m., July 12th. John Byard died in the 
General Public Hospital at or about 
1.45 a. m., July 13th." Joseph Malette 
died in the hospital at or about 10.45 
a. m., July 13th, from Injuries receiv­
ed on the steamship Caraquet on the 
night of the 12th Inst

Third—In unloading the sugar from 
the ship a tier of sugar fell burying 
these three men and causing the acci­
dent resulting in their death.

Fourth—From the evidence submit­
ted no cause for the falling of the 
sugar could be ascertained.

In the past several accidents have 
occurred and in this case three fami­
lies have been bereaved ; We there­
fore strong recommend that more 
care be exercised in the loading and 
unloading of ships.

In future, we further recommend, 
that in the removal of cargo stowed 
in this manner, the remaining and ad­
joining cargo be terraced back suffi­
ciently to be absolutely safe.

At the time 
of the accident he was not busy b"mI 
walked to the edge of the hatch. He 
saw the pile start to fall and called 
out to the men below, He did not fee! 
any jar which might cause the pilo 
to topple over. He did not remember 
of the sling striking that night.

William Kylte, foreman of the night 
crew, said he had never seen sugar 
stowed In any other ‘ way. He had 
been in the hold about 16 minutes be­
fore the accident and thought the pIVe 
looked very solid. It would be safer 
cross-piled he supposed. He had no 
idea as to what caused It to fill. It 
would not be possible to put shores 
up as they would be In the way of tin 
men, and the wires would be apt to 
pull them down."

The Chief Officer.
Frank Hoemer Newton, dMef officer 

of the Caraquet, was next examined. 
He said he was chief officer when 
the sugar was put Aboard. He con­
sidered the stevedores here were cap­
able. In answer to a question by the 
coroner as to whether it would be 
within his province to attend to any 
of these matters affecting the safety 
of human life he said he could: not 
suggest any remedy in the unfortu­
nate circumstances that had arisen.

Other Witnesses.
Second Officer McCann was sworn 

but could not give any reason fdr the 
accident.

T. L. Greogry, stevedore, said that 
the Halifax methods of poling bags 
were not necessarily like those of St. 
John. He explained the methods of 
piling bags.

Arnold Marteneon, superintendent 
for William Thomson & Co., on the 
West Side, said he had had much ex­
perience la connection with the load­
ing and unloading of cargoes. He ex­
plained the methods usually adopted 
for securing the safety of men whilst 
at work in attending to cargo.

James W. Britton was called, but 
said he was not present when the ac­
cident occurred.

George Taylor, of St. John, said he 
was present at the time of the acci­
dent attending to the hatch. He ex­
plained the methods of lifting sugar 
In slings.

The Attorney-General asked wheth­
er there was, in the view of the evi­
dence, any criminal responsibility for 
the loss of human life to the unfortu­
nate circumstances brought to notice. 
He pointed out that, according to re­
cent legislation it was not for the 
Jury to enquire as to the liability of 
persons or corporations, but to find 
out the cause of such accidents.

Saw Accident.
The first witness called was John 

T. Haley, of West St. John, who is em­
ployed as checker with William Thom­
son and Co, but was acting as cooper 
the night of the accident. He went 
to work about 7 o’clock but was not 
In the hold In which the accident took 
place until about 9 o’clock. The acci­
dent happened about 9.30. His work 
was to repair bags that might be 
broken. He was not prepared to ex­
press any opinion as to what caused 
the tier of bags to fall as he thought 
by looking at them that there was no 
danger. He had not seen sugar cross- 
piled on a steamer but had in the 
warehouse. It might be more stable 
cross-piled but would be harder to 
handle. Each bag weighed about 300 
pounds. He did not think the taking 
out of the St. John sugar made the 
other pile fall. If the sugar had all 
been for St John they would have 
taken it out In a different manner, 
they would not have taken the cen­
tre out of the pile as they did.

Mr. Teed asked if he could account 
for the falling of the Halifax sugar 
except for the taking out of the St 
John sugar. Witness was not prepar­
ed to say. He did not think It pos­
sible to put props up as that would 
Interfere with the men working.
