He wasip
favor of making sn exemption of say
$500 in the case of all personal taxes
snd sesessing on all personal property
beyond thai amount.

Mr J D Hazen said there was no way
to escape taxes. A certain amount bad
to be reised to run the city. The thing
to be coneidered was & more equitable
syetemn. 'Ube difficoliy, he ttought, wae
vot 8> much witn the eyetem of levying
pergonsal taxee, but from the fact that the
argec80rs coula pot get at & great portion
of the personal property and the remain-
der was too heevily taxed. Thestatistice
of the probste court showed this and the
probat= ja ige bad to him stated be was
often surpriced at how rich the poor man
was when he came to die and how
yoor the rich man was. Be
belicved that if personal property were
relieved entirely, 8 blow would be atruck
at the city’s prosperiiy ‘ihe taxes on
real estate was slready and could
not bear a greater bur ¢  The system
r-commeuded by , e)l of Halif:x
could, in bie opini:~ o uccesefully ap-
pited to 8t John.

Hon R J Ritebie replied to the toast.

not only their intence patriotiem

to the old sod ‘but iheir loyaity to the
tiag that protects their liberties, sltare
and lives.

DID NOT KNOW WHERE HE
WAS WHEN CASTILIAN
STRUCK.

Yarmovrn, March 15—Capi. Barref i
saye: When about eight miles from
Portland at the half wey rock, as it im
called, I shaped the sbip’s course and
found the compsste: aceurate. I fook
my bearings from the. rock in the uzua
way. The night being clear snd heving
no desire to spare myeelf and waate time
ny giving the Nova Bcotia coset tco wide
« berth I phaped my couree so aa to clear
Seal Island by 16 miles. I conid heve
keot farther south and gone comiortably
to bed. At the usual hour I went below ,
giving orders to take soundirgs at I
o’clock snd to report to me the depth of
water. My icstructions were complied
with and a$ 1 o’clock 67 fathoms ware re-
ported. This was exacily as it shculd be
and I directed soundinge to e takan at
2 o’clock. At thistime, 37 fath.ms were
recorded. We use on the boate »f the
Allan company, you know, ).ord Kslvin's
patent lead, which records the depth
withont rcqriring the sicppage of the
ship. * A - little later other soundinge
were taken which were satisfactory and
indicated nothing unusual.

At half past three, howevar, I ordered -
the man to go and sound again. He did:
g0 and 1 was etartled to hear the ring
on the telegraph which is weed to trans-
mit the reenlt of soundings when no time
18 to be lost by serdirg a man to re-
port verbally. Beventeen fathomas was
irdicated. I knew then that danger was
imminent, and thought thatI had been
forced into shallow water by tte tides. I
ordered her head to be hsuled to the
southward and went into the chart room
to consult my charis. I had b-enin
there but & brief space when the firat
officer, who was on the bridge, sbouted
that there was something white on the
gtarbiard bow. 1 came out of the chart
room at once, but, being somewhat
dszzd by the light, was unable o see
what he pointed cui. The ship’z head
was then swinging, with the heim hard
a port.

Saddenly we felt her bump snd then
we came to & sharp stendstill. I seised
the telegraph and sounded fuM speed
sstern. Batshe was hard end fast on
the rock and remeined motionlees. I had
not the faintest idea where we really
were, though it was quite clear and the
horiz)n could be seen. I ttought we
must be on Blonde Rock, t ough that
seemed hardly poesible, because in tha ¢
cese we would have heard the bell baoy..

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MURDER CHARGE.

W.T Traworgy Arff- sted in Bucks-
port, Ms , Charged With Killing
.Sarah Ware in September

Buck:p wr, Me., March 13.—The first
active muve in the seneatiorai Ware
murder was made here this forenoon
when W. T. Treworgy, proprietor of &
general repair store here, was arrested,
eharged with the killing of the womsn.

Ia Beptember last Mrs. Sarah Ware,
aged 60, living with an old womsn
mamed Miles in the ontekirts of Bucks-
port, disappeared from boms. Until she
had been away for two weeks even this
was ucknown to the cfficers.

Two days after the s2arch was begnn
her body was found ina lonely pastare,
& quarter of a8 mile from her home. Her
head was apparently badly crushed,
but decomposition had obscared many
evidences that mizht have led to the
detection of the marderer.

All so'ts of stories and theories were
sdvanced aud more multivlied as time
went on. Dstectives came from other
towne and engaged on the caee, but for
many weeks nothing developed.

At last the town almcst gave uo hope
of ever finding the murderer. Af thie
point &« mass meeting of the cit'z3ne
was held and a committer waa appoint
ed to conduct & farther investigation, st
the same time offering a reward of §500

- for evidence that would lead to an arrest
and conviction,

Detective Dennis Tracy of Bangor be-
gan work upon the case early in O :to-
ber. He has worked straight tnrough
the winter on what seemed to him to ve
good material, and recently secared the
interest of Atty. Gen. William T. Haines
af Waterville :

Acting on the evidence found the at-
torney general came here yesterday af-

terncon and met Judge E. E Chase of
the western Hancock municipal court,
and in the evening & long coneultation
was beld with the citizens committee
aud Mr. Tracey. County Attorrey John
-5, Bunker of Bar Harbor arrived on the
morning train, .

No one in Bucksport except the citi-
=zons committee knew that the officiale
were coming to town, and their arrival
-caused a great stir. Pcople remained on

-the sireets until nearly midnight talking
about the case and wondering what w:8
$o be done,

This forenoon when the arrest was
mede and it became genérally known
people came to town from miles around
to hear the gossip end get farther in-
formation.

It was a few minutes after 9 o’clock
when Deputy Sreriff Genn, accompanied

Detective Tracey, went to Treworgy’e
place of bustness and arrested him on a
warrant sworn out by 8 L Heywood of
the citisens committee and issued by
Judge Chase. The prisoner was taken
to the Robirson house and there placed
in charge of an officer.

H> was perfectly cool, and 8t no fime
during the day did he show any sign of
-weakening under the ovdeal of the ex-
aminations and even direct accusations
which he faced from the beginning.

Saveral times during the preliminary
he:ring when statemen's vere made
about his connection with the case be
-laughed to friends who sat on the other
gide of the room.

The hearing began at 2 30 in the fown

The firet witnees was George M Ware,
brother-in-law of the murdered woman,
who prepared her body for burial. He
'Md&d to finding the body in the Miles

lare and toe condition in wnich he focnd
jt. A part of her underclothing was
whole and the waist was wobuttoned
in front four or five buttons duwn from
the neck. Her hat was found under the
body; also a waterproof. The wonan’s
akuil was fractured in two places, and
the jaw bone was broken. The bones of
one side of the face were crushed in and
there were two gouges in the head.

The witness testified regarding his
preparing the body for burial, and said
that Treworgy helped him to do it,

THR BASTERN SITUATION.

CHINA BLUE BOOK — ITALY
AND HER DEMANDS.

Lonpox, March 14—The eagerly an-
ticipated China blue book was issu d
this evening, but all the main points in
despatches, filling 360 pages and cover-
ing the period from Februery, 1898, to
February, 1899, were already known to
the public.

The biue book desls at length with all
the terntorial, railway and mining con-
cessions to all countries, commaencing
with the cession of Port Arthur and
olosing with the opening of Nan Ning as
a treaty port. Much space is devoted
to the question of the foreign  concession
at Shanghai, the exhibits inclund-
ing the protests of American ministers
snd consuls against the placing of Amer-
ican property under the jnrisdiction of
France or any other single power. The
readinees of British warshipe to enpport
the viceroy in resisting the French de-
mands, ie aleo displayed, and the blue-
bcok gives the American China develop-
ment company’s cootract for the
Hankow-OCanton railroad, signed in
Washington 2 pril 14, 1898.

The whole tenor of the British de-
patches shows a desire to mee: the views
o! Germany and the United States in all
matters in which they were concermed.

Roue, March 14—In the chamber of
depoties today Admiral Canevaro, min-
ister of foreign affairs, made a compre-
hensive etatement regarding Ttaly’s ac-
tion in China.

He ex
pressed coofidesce im the ultimste
success of Italy’a policy and
reminded the chamber that Italy’s daty
wae to refrain from force so far as pos-
gible, since she had gone to China with-
out avy previous provocative incident
or violated rights to justify a resort to
violence, which might, if adopted, dis-
turb the international equilibrium in
tbe far east, and exercice a fatal reflex
action in Earope, besides injuring Great
Britain, who had proved hergelf Italy’s
cordial friend, and exposing to conflict
other powers that had ehown themselves
the well wishers of Italy.

TOOK THE RESPONSIBILITY.

General Otis Forbade Negotiations
Respecting Surrender.

W AsHINGTON, March 14—General Olis
in forbidding- farther negotiations be-
tween the Spanish at Manila and the in.
surgents, touching the surrender of the
Spanish prisoners held by the latter,
acted on his own authority. The gov-
ernment had not tent him any instruci-

ions upon this point, but it will unques-
tionably eupport him to the extreme in
‘any action of the kind he may take. It
is said at the state department that
there have heem some exchanges be-
tween the United States snd Spain

through indirect chsnpnels, touching
these particular prisoners, dating
back to the signature of the

protocol l:st Aungust. The United
States government undertook finally to
gecure the release of the prisoners. It
never contemplated trying to secure
their release by ransom, but eimply
through the suppression of the insurrec-
tion, and cannot be held by any require-
ment of international law to do more
than has teen dome tosecure the re-
Jease of the prigoners. There will be no
zelaxation of toe efforis in this direction,
but, as the United States campaign in
the Philippines ‘s being conducted with
all the energy possible and asthe release
of the prisoners depends upon the issue
of that campaign,there can be no com-
plaint of failnre on the par: of the
United States to meet its obligations,

A New England sheep-raiser claims to
be able to keep dogs from his sheep by a
barbed wire fence, so constructed that
neither the dogs or the sheep can get
throungh. The fence consists of seven

strands of barbed wire on posts eizht feet :

apart, with a wooden rail below the top

wire to steady the posts, the total cost !

being $67.20 per mile, which seems very
low. The first strand of wire is put very
olose to the ground so that sheep and
dogs cannot crawl under, and should nct
be more than three inches irom the
ground at any point. The second wire is
put four inches above the firss, the tbird
five inches above the second, the fourth
six inches above the third, the fitth six
inches above the fourth, and the sixth
eight inches above the fifth, then a
wooden rail eight inches above the sixth
wire, and a seventh strand of wire eight
inches above the wooden rail.

Snch a fence would certainly enable a
farmer to protect his sheep from dogs.
There is one strong objection to a barbed
wire fence for such a purpose ana that
1s that so much wool would be loss by
the sheen coming in contact with the
barbs. The writer states, however, thas
this weuld not amount to much even i
a large flock of sheep.

WEY WAS THE CASTILIAN LOST?

There are & great many peéople in
Canada who are anxious to have the
above question answered in a satisfac-
tory manner, and perhaps their wishss
will be gratified after the official inquiry
is ended, always provided that it is not
held before Capt. Smith of the Roysl
Naval Reserve. The Montreal Gasette

seems anxious to place the blame for the
accident on the dominion government
because they have not been proceeling
with the investigation inio tides and
carrents as ranidly asit thinks should
have been done. The Gazatte holds
that the dieaster was due to unknown
cur:ents, but perhaps it is best o quots
wha it eays on this subject:—

The loss of the Castilian is geemingly
due fo those “avknown currents,” which,
in epite of warning, still remain the ter-
ror of mariners frequentivg onr coasts.
The high tides in the Bay of Fandy and
the peculiar confignration of the coast,
meake this part of the Atlantic partica-
larly dangerous in this respect. If there
is a fog which prevents those in charge
of & vessel from seeing land-marks or
lighthouses, they are in & very difficalt
position. It hes :been argued that
the best thing is to go straight
ahead ot a good rate of speed
and take the riek; hat thst is a peri.
loos games to play and contrary fo the
regulstions which jrotect lif» and pro-
perty at sea. 1he wiser course is for
a capiain to feel hig way slowly aud ¢su-
tiously with t'e aid of compages snd log
lire. Thie would be & comparatively
#8sfe method of procedure if the raon of
the currents were accurately knowr,
They could then be taken into account,
and the capiain could steer hia course
acrordingly, But whea they are not
known. and etill more when they are
reported incorrectly, & captain bas to
deal with forces beyond his knowledge
or coutzel, and he can hardly be
blamed if the rerult is dicaster.

SBhe
was proceediog slowly in a fog, snd
somehow got out of her course. The
captain of another steamer reported that
there was a strong current prevailing at
the time.

The abave would be an entirely satis-
factory explanation of the loss of the
Castilian were it not for two or three
awkward facts which militate againat it.
The Castilian was not proceeding elowly,
when she struck, “feeling her way,” for
she had been going af{ the rate of 14
knots an hour ever since she left Port-
land. There was no fog so that there
was nothing to prevent the light houees
from being seen, if any person had been
on the look out for them. She was not
in the Bay o! Fandy much of the time
unless we sre to include all the water
between Cape Sable and Portland in the
bay. The captain had no reason
to expect & two or three Kknot
current against him for there was no
current of that sfrength; neithrr is there
any proof that there was any carrent
with him. The current theory by which
it is attempted to show that the ehip
was carried oat of her course is a purcly
gratnitous assumption, and there is not
an atom of evidence to sustain it.

We
crailenge th: Gazette to produce & men
familiar with the mnavigetion <f the
waters between Portland end Yarmouth
who will say that there ia any sach cur-
rent. Oar coasting veesels go to and fro
constantly and no currente disturb their
peace of mind. It is only when some
British captain smashes his ship on the
rocks that thege unknown currents come

tothe front and are accepted as re-
sponsible for the disaster.

For many yesrs two lines of steam-
ships have been running from Boston to
Halifax, and they have never met with
an accident on account of currents. Two
lines of steamshipa are also ronning from
Boston to Yarmouth, and the currents
do not interfere wi'h them. The boata
of the Internations] Bteamship company
have been runnirg from Portland to St.
John, and they do not reckon on any two
knot carrent to help them on their way.
The only currents in the Bay of Fandy
are the tides, and their atrength is well
known.

The account which Captain Barreté
gives of the a cident—which will be
found eleewhere—does not throw much
light on the smbjsct. There is nothing
stated in it that will account for the ship
being so far out of her conrse. Ho ed-
mita that the night was clear, but noth
ing is said in regard to the lights, which
ought to have been seen long before the
ship struck, Pease’s Island light, on
one of the Tuskets,and Candlebose Island
light are each about five miles from
Gannet Rock, and they are just two
miles apart.

creasing in volume.

When the shareholdsra cf the Cana.
dian Pacifc Riilway Company mee: on
the b6ih of April next they will have
before them a most favorable report of
the cperationa of the road for the past
year, The gross earnings of the
railway for 1898 were the
largest in the  bhistory  of the
company. being $26,138977 against
$24,049 534 for t1e previons yesar, whils
the net earnings show the large total of
$10475371. This is notro large an in-
crease over the net earnirgs of the pre-
vious year as was expected, but this is
accounted for in part by the rale dis-
tarbances which prevsiled during nine
mon‘hs of the yesr, but maizly by the
long continued rains which followed the
harvest in the Northwest, and which
prevented the thrashing and marketing
of grain until within & few weeks of the
close of lake navigation. However, the
net increase of the road was
sufficient to afford a eurplus of $4,1%4, 417
after deducting fixed charges of all
kinds accruing during the year, in-
cluding interest on land bonde,
This has enabled the direetors
to pay on the 1t  October
last 8 dividend of two per cemnt. on
preference stock for the half year, and
aleo & dividend of two per centon or-
dinary stock. These two dividends
amounted to $1,535,546 snd after they
were paid a surplus of $2,688,870 re-
mained, A second half yearly dividend
of two per cent on both preference and
ordinary stock hes been declared and
will be paid on the 1st April. When
this is done a surplus of $1,051,718 will
remain from the earcings of the year
available for other purposes. Thissurely
ie & splendid showing for a line of rail-
way much of which is through a country
that is comparatively undeveloped.

THE GOVERNMENT AND PROHIBI-
TION.

The reply of 8ir Wilfrid Launrier to the
Dominion Allisnce, declining to intro-
dace a prohibition bill, has besen met by
protests from Mr, Spence and other mem-
bers of the Alliance, and by violent
abuge from the Bun, the Montreal Star
and other extreme Tory papers. In deal-
ing with these two classes of objectors
to the policy of the government g very
different tone oughit to be adopted. for in
the first case we are dealing with honest
men who sre devoted to the cause of
temperance, while in the eecond we are
dealing with individvals who are not
temperance men in any sense, hut who
think that the government may be
sunoyed and perbaps waakened by en-
couraging & prohibition agitaiion against
them, For the trune temperance man we
cannot feel anything but respect, while
for the bogus article of the Sun pattern,
who goes ont between drinke
at the club to vote for prohibition,
we cannot feel anything but contempt.
It these men wish to be ranked as pro-
hibitionists let them stop drinking them-
selves and thereby show by a practical
illastration that they are sincere in
their views.

While we eannot af all agree with Mr
Spence and the other members of the
alliance in their views of the result of
the plebiscite, we feel that & great deal
of allowance should be made for the
opinions of men who have made the
stady of th's question a life work, and
who have been brooght face to face with
the monetrous evils of intemperance.
They have thought on this subject so
earnestly, and they discern the wrongs
and sorrows which arise from the wee of
strong drink go clearly, that it is nof sur-
prising they see only omne side of the
question, and wholly refuse to believe
that there are two eides to it. Bat
gfatesmen in whose hands have
been placed the interests of the country
cannot view the matter from the same
narrow standpoint, but must regard it as
a practical question first es to whether a
prohibitory law could be carried out,and
sacond as to the ¢ficcts of such & law on
the revenues of the country. The figures
given by Sir Wilfrid Laurier show that
of the elactors of Canada les» than 23
per cent, or & trifla over one-fifth, voted
for prohibition, while almost an equsl
number voted egaipst it The persons
who voted for prohibition numbered
278 487, whila thoge who voted againgt it
numbered 264571, The total electorate
of Cerada to whom the question was
submitted numbered 1,233 849, o that
690,791 voters were not heard from at
all, Makiog the most ample allowance
for deaths and duplication of names, the
fact remaine thaf wore than hal! of the
electors decline to express any opinion
with vegard to prohibition one way or
the other. Theee people may not all be
opp:-eed to prohibition, but the nataral
inference e that if they had heen strong.
ly in favor of it they would have taken
the trouble to go the polla and vote for
it.

Now it must be evident that to carry

‘out a law prohibiting the manufacture,

importation and eale of liquor there
must be & strong body of public opinion
in its favor. The government think that
the voice of 23 per cent ¢f the electorate
is not such a strong body of public
opinion a8 would jastify them in enact-
ing a law which wonld cut of $8 000,000
of the public ;revenus and require the
country to pay msny millions more in
compengation to desiillers, browers and
others who would be driven out of busi.
nees by the law in qnestion. Will ary
reagonable map who looks &t this eabh-
ject without prejndice say that in think.
ing thus Bir Wilfrid Laarier ie not right?
The premier haa the best of ressons for
believing that every man in Carsda
who ie honestly in favor of prohibiticn
voted for it, and also that many thon-
sands of whiskey-soaked individnals
who are not in favor of a prohibitory law
and would not obey euch 8 law if it
were enacted algo voted “yes” on the
question, for the purpoee, as they ele:
gantly expressed it, of putting the gov-
ernment “in a8 hole.”

The argument that is put forward by
Mr. Bpence that “if the stay-at-homes
are to count againat the side that wins
then the Liberal party was beaten in
the last dominion election” i simply
childieh, because there is no similarity
whatever between a general election
and a plebiacite for the purpose of as-

regard to a particular measure: Ina
general election the pergone recelying a
plarality of the votes pol'ed must be de-
clared elected, because there is no other
way of dec'ding the question, no matter
how few in number the votes polled
may be. But in a plebiscite with re-
gard to prohibition or any other ques-
tion, there is no alternative, and the
government have a right to let matters
remain as they are if they think
that the expression of public
opinion in faver of the meagure voted
upon is not sufficiently strong. In this
case the government have, we believe,
used their discretion wisely.. They gave
the prohibitionists an opportunity of
showing their strength and the result is
that only twenty-three per cent of the
electors of Canada could be induced to
cast their ballots for prohibition. The
present government is the first that has
given the temperance people the chance
to win a prohibition victory, and yet we
cannot discern that the latter sre in any
genae gratefnl to the government for
such an act of friendabip towards them.
Oxa the contrary, Mr. Spence declares
that “the prohibitionists of Canada will
strongly resent the action of the govern-
ment.” They will strongly resent 'the
action of the govercment becanse the
government cannot ses that the wishes
of 23 per cent of the electora of Canada
should prevatil to force npon the country a
prohibitory law. Mr. Spence evidently
does notthink that the.government have
done the prohibition party any service;
indeed, he msy bs of the opinion
that they have done it an irjury by
bringing on the plebiscite and thus dis-
closing itsa weakners, It is a remarkable
fact that after the intention to hold a
plebiseite was anncunced leading pro-
hibitioniets declared that they had
never sgked for it, and thua thsy re-
lieved themselves of any obligation t2
praise the government for gracting it.
From all this we can glean some idea of
the political leanings of the gentlemen
of the prohibition party who now pro-
pose fo strongly resent the action of the
govsrnment.

DIRCRIMINATION AGAINST CANADA.

Some time ago the government of Can-
ada introduced into parliament and
paesed a tariff bill granting a diecrimi-
nation of 25 per cent. in the rates of duty
in favor of British goods. Canada did
not ask anything in return; the gift was
one which we were glad to make to the
mothez country a8 an acknowledgment
of our regard for her and our loyalty to
the flag. The government of Great
Britain fully appreciated the motives of
Canada in making this concession; the
press of Great Britain was not slow to
recognizs its value and to speak of itin
flattering terme of praise, but there isone
gection of the Brifish people on whom it
seems to have made no impression; we
refer to the underwriters wha cluster
onder the shadow of Lloyds, A few
weeks ago we directed the attention of
our readers (0 the statement made by a
London shipping paper to the effact
that Lloyds proposed to discriminate in
its insurance rates againat vessels going
to the portsof Canada. This threatened
discrimination has sinca been carried
out, and now all policies, which will be
iseued for the fatare on veeesls insured
at Lioydas, will contain a clacse exclud-
iogthe ports of British North America
from the listcf ports to which thagze ves-
gels will be permitted to eall. In other
worde, the ports of B illsh América,
that is- to eay 8ll ‘the poris of
Canada are boyzotted by Lloyde and no
ship ineured by ite underwriters will he
permitted to come to ary Cepedian pord
unless on paywzent of an extra premiam.
This i the fizet practical British return
we hava received for our tariif discrimi.
nation in favor of Britich goada.

That this determiunation of Lloyds
anderwritezsa will have the moet serious
effect on the frade of Canada admits of
po doubi, Its immediats vesult has
b-en to prevent avy chartering being
doue for the coming gseseon. Ship
brokers in 8t. John have already re-
ceived letters from England declaring it
impossible to charter veseels to come

to 8t. John or other New Brums-

certa'ning the views of the paople with

ﬁwlck ports in the "vaca of this

dizerimination. One Lordon fi-m writ-

ing to & firm of shipbrc kera bere 68y, in

a lotter dated the 25th Jenuary, that

Buch
is the solemn decision of L'oyds which
gives Canadsa a slap in the face as a re-
tusn for Oanadian discrimination in
favor of Grest Britaia,

of Canada the astoundiog news of the
action of the Evrglish underwriters, but
now that the facts are made public, we
trust that there is no paper in
Canada that will not make its
voice heard in regard to this
subject. The matter is one that
may well attract the attention of
the government and parliament, for if is
nothirg more nor lese than a deliberate
attempt to injure, and perhapa {o ruin
the trade of Canada by an irresponasible
body of capitalists on the other side of
the ocean. The aitempt will fail be-
causd the people of Canada can not only
insure their vessels and cargoes but
they can own the tonnage necessary to
carry the goods of Canada to market,and
no doubt in the end the reeunlt would be
to advance our interesta instesd of re-
tarding them. Inthe mean time our
trade must necsssarily sufler, and ounr
genge of the wrong inflicted on us will
not be legseped by the refloction that
ths blow was struck by thoss who pre-
tended to bz our friends.

The Montreal Gazstte eays thatitis
not opposed to this port and that outeidc
of 8t. John no paper has been m-:e
cordial in its apprecietion of the guccess
of this port or more sincere in its wish
that that success may continue., We are
glad to learn that these are the
views of the Gazette for we hold
that the people of Csnada should do
their utmost to promote the business of
Canadian ports. The 8t. Lawrence route
is just as much “open to attack as the
Bay of Fundy, and it is meceessry fo
those who are interested in both tfo
work together. If Portland could sac-
ceed in absorbing all the winter trade of
Canada it would soon be siming fo win
the summer trade algo.

THE STAR WORMWOOD

DR. TALMAGE DISCOURSES ON IT8
BRILLIANT BITTERNESS.

THE BITTERNESS OF  LIFE,

“Be Not Like Attila the Hun,’”” Saith the
Great Preacher, “But Scatter Kind-

_,« mess in Place of Selfishness, Brightness !

Instead of Darkness’’—Extraordinary
Character Study With Its Lessons.

Washington, March 12.—Rev. Dr. Tal-
mage this morning preached from the
text, Revelation viii, 10, 11, “There fell
» great star from heaven, burning as it
were a lamp, and it fell upon the third
part of the rivers and upon the fountains
of waters, and the name of the star is
called Wormwood.’’ He said:

Patrick and Lowth, Thomas Soott,
Matthew Henry, Albert Barnes and some
other commentators say that the star
Wormwood of my text was a type of
Attila, King of the Huns. He was so
called because he was brilliant as a star,
and, like wormwood, he imbittered every-
thing he touched. We have studied the
Star of Bethlehem and the Morning Star
of Revelation and the Star of Peace, but
my subject calls us to gaze at the star
Wormwood, and my theme might be call-
ed ““Brilliant Bitterness."’

A more extraordinary character history
does not furnish than this man Attila,
¢he King of the Huns. The story goes
that one day a wounded heifer came limp-
ing along through the fields, and a herds-
man followed its bloody track on the
grass to see where the heifer was wound-
ed, and went on back farther and farther
until he came to a sword fast in the
earth, the point downward, as though
it had dropped €rom the heavens, and
sgainst the edges of this sword the heifer
bad been cut. The herdsman pulled up
that sword and presented it to Attila.
Attile said that sword must have dropped
from the heavens from the grasp of the
god Mars, and its being given to him
meant that Attila should conquer and
govern the whole earth. Other mighty
men have been delighted at being called
liberators, or the Merciful, or the Good,
but Attila called himself and demanded
that others call him ‘“‘the Scourge of

At the head of 700,000 troops, mounted
on Cappadocian horses, he swept every-
thing, from the Adriatic to the Black
Sea. He put his iron heel en Macedonia
and Greece and Thrace. He made Milan
and Pavia and Padua and Verona beg for
mercy, which he bestowed not. The
Byzantine castles, to meet his ruinous
levy, put up aé auction massive silver
tables and vases of solid gold. When a
city was captured by him, the inhabitants
were brought out and put into three
classes. The first class, those who could
bear arms, must immediately enlist under
Attila or be butchered; the second class,
the beautiful women, were made captives
to the Huns; the third class, the aged
men and women, were robbed of every-
thing and let go back to the city to pay
& heavy tax. :

It was a common saying that the gra
never grew where the hoof of Attila’s
horse had trod. His armies reddened the
waters of the Seine and the Moselle and
the Rhine with carnage and fought on
the Catalonian plains the fiercest battle
since the world stood—300,000 dead left
on the fleld. On and on until all these
who could not oppose him with arms lay

te on their faces in prayer, then a
ud of dust was seen in the distance,
and a bishop cried, ‘It is the aid of
God,’’ and all the people took up the cry,
“Tt is the aid of God.’” As the cloud of
dust was blown aside the banners of re-
enforcing armies marched in to help
against Attila, ‘‘the Scourge of God.”
The most unimportant occurrences he
used as a supernatural resource. After
three months of failure to capture the
city of Aquileia, when his army had
given up the siege, the flight of a stork
and her young from the tower of the city
was taken by him as a sign that he was
to capture the city, and his army, in-
spired with the same occurrence, resumed
the siege and took the walls at a point
from which the stork had emerged. So
brilliant was the conqueror in attire that
his enemies could not look at him, bué
shaded their eyes or turned their heads.

Slain on the evening of his marriage
by his bride, Ildico, who was hired for
the assassination, his followers bewailed
him not with tears, but with blood, cut-
ting themselves with knives and lances.
He was put into three coffins, the first of
jron, the second of silver and the third of
gold. He was buried by night, and into
his grave were poured the most valuable
goins and precious stones, amounting to
the wealth of a kingdom. The grave-
diggers and all those who assisted at the
burial were massacred, so that it would
never be known where so much wealth
was entombed.

The Roman Empire conquered the
world, but Attila conquered the Roman
Empire. He was right in calling himself
a scourge, but instead of being ‘‘the
Soourge of God”’ he was the scourge of

Beoause of his brilliancy and bitterness
the commentators might well have sup-
him to be the star Wormwood of
the text. As the regions he devastated
were parts most opulent with fountains
and streams and rivers, you see how
graphic my text is: ‘“There fell a great
star from heaven, burning as it were a
lamp, and it fell upon the third part of
the rivers and wupon the fountains of
-waters, and the name of the star is called
Wormwood."’

But are any of you the star Wormwood?
Do you scold and growl from vhe thrones
paternal or maternal? Are your children

-everlastingly pecked at? Are you always
¢«“Hush!’’ to the merry voices and

swift feet and to the laughter which
oocasionally trickles through at wrong
times, and is suppressed by them until
they can hold it no longer, and all the
barriers burst into unlimited guffaw and
cachination, as in this weather the water
thas trickled through a slight opening in
the milldam, but afterward makes wider

and wider breach until it carries all be-

fore it with irresistible freshet? Do not

be too much offended at the noise your

children now make. It will be still

enough when one of them is dead. Then

you would give your right hand to hear

one shout from the silent voice or one

step from the still foot. You will not

any of you have to wait very long ‘before

your house is stiller than you want it.

The man that makes me
laugh is my benefactor. . I do not thank
anybody to make me cry. I can do that
without any assistance. We all cry enough
and have enough to cry about. God bless
all skillful punsters, all reparteeists, all
propounders of ingenious conundrums.
all those who mirthfully surprise us with
unusual juxtaposition of words. Thomas
Hood and Chafles Dickens and Sydney
Smith had a divine mission, and so have
their successors in these times. They stir
into the acid beverage of life the sacchar-
ine. They make the cup of earthly exjst-
ence, which is sometimes stale, effervesce
and bubble. They placate animosities.
They foster longevity. They slay follies
and absurdities which all the sermons of
all the pulpits cannot reach. But what
use are you making of - your wit? Isib
besmirched with profanity and unclean-
ness? Do you employ it in amusement at
physical defects for which the victims
are not responsible? Are your powers of
mimicry used to put religion in con-
tempt? Is it a bunch of nettlesome invec-
tive? Is it a bolt of unjust scorn? Is it
fun at others’ misfortune? Is it glee at
their disappointment and defeat? Is it
bitterness put drop by drop into a cup?
Is it like the squeezing of Artemisia
absinthium into a draft already distaste-
fully pungent? Then you are the star
Wormwood. Yours is the fun of a rattle-
snake trying how well it can sting. It is
the fun of a hawk trying how quick it
can strike out the eye of a dove.

But I will change this- and suppose
you are a star of worldly prosperity.
Then you have large opportunity. You
can encourage that artist by buying his
picture. You can improve the fields, the
stables, the highway, by introducing
higher style of fowl and horse and cow
and sheep. You.can.bless the world with
pomological achievement in the orchard.
You can advance arboriculture and arrest
the deathful destruction of the American
forests. You can put a piece of scuipture
into the niche of that public academy,
you can endow & college, you can stock-
ing 1,000 bare feet from the winter frost,
you can build a church, you can put a
missionary of Christ on that foreign
shore, you can help to ransom a world.
A rich man with his heart right—ocan
you tell me how much good a James
Lenox or a George Peabody or a Peter
Cooper or & William E. Dodge did while
living or is doing now that he is dead?
There is.not a city, town or neighbor-
hood that has not glorious specimens of
consecrated wealth.

But suppose you grind the face of the
poor. Suppose, when a man’s wages are
due, you make him wait for them because
he cannot help himself. Suppose that,
because his family is sick and he has had
extra expenses, he should politely ask you
to raise his wages for this year, and you
roughly tell him if he wants a better
place to go and get it. Suppose, by your
manner; you act as though he were noth-
ing and you were everything. Suppose
you are selfish and overbearing and arro-
gant. Your first name ought to be Attila
and your last name Attila because you
are the star Wormwood, and . you have
embittered one-third if not three-thirds
of the waters that roll past your employes
and operatives and dependents and asso-
ciates, and the long line of carriages
which the undertaker orders for your
funeral, in order to make the occasion
respectable, will be filled with twice ag
many dry, tearless eyes as there are per-
sons -occupying them. You will be in this
world but a few minutes. As compared
with eternity, the stay of the longest life
op earth is not more than a -minute.
What are we doing with that minute?
Are we embittering the domestic or social
or political fountains, or are we like
Moses, who when the Israelites in the
wilderness complained that the waters of
Lake Marah were bitter and they could
not drink them their leader cut off the
branch of a certain tree and threw that
branch into the water, and it became
sweet and slaked the thirst of the suffer-
ing host? Are we with a branch of the
tree of life sweetening all the brackish
fountains that we can touch?

Dear Lord, send us all out on this mis-
gion. All around us imbittered lives—im-
bittered by persecution, imbittered by
hypercriticism, imbittered by poverty,
imbittered by pain, imbittered by injus-
tice, imbittered by sin. Why not go forth
and sweeten them by smiles, by inspir-
ing . words, by benefactions, by hearty
counsel, by prayer, by gospelized behav-
jor? Let us remember that if we are
wormwood to others we are wormwood
to ourselves, and our life will be bitter
and our eternity bitterer. The gospel of
Jesus Christ is the only sweetening
power that is sufficient. It sweetens the
disposition; it sweetens the manners; it
sweetens life; it sweetens mysterious
providence; it sweetens afflictions; it
swectens death; it sweetens everything. I
have heard people asked in social com-
pany, ‘“If you could have three wishes
gratified, what would your three wishes
be?’” If I could have three wishes met, I
tell you what they would be. First, more
of the grace of God; second, more of the

i and temples and thrones?

Let the mum-
mies break their long silence and come
up to shiver in the desolation and point
to fallen gates and shattered statues and
defaced sculpture, responding: ‘‘Thebes
built not one temple to God. Thebes
hated righteousness and loved sin. Thebes
was a star, but she turned to wormwood
and has fallen.”’

Babylon, with her 260 towers and her
brazen gates and her embattled walls, the
splendor of the earth gathered within her
gates, her hanging gardens built
Nebuchadnezzar to please his bride
Amytis, who bad been brought up in a
mountainous country and could not en-
dure the flat country round Babylon.
These hanging ens, built terrace
above terrace, I at the height of 400
feot there were woods waving and foun-
tains playing, the verdure, the foliage,
the glory looking as if a mountain were
on the wing. On the tiptop a king walk-
fng with his queen. Among the statues,
snowy white, looking up at birds brought
from distant lands and drinking out of
tankards of solid gold or looking off over
rivers and lakes upon nations subdued
and tributary, crying, ‘‘Is not this great
Babylon which I have built?”’ ,

What battering ram smote the walls?
What plowshare upturned the gardens?
What army shastered the brazen gates?
What long, flcree blast of storm put out
this light which illuminated the world?
What crash of discord drove down the
music that poured from palace window
and garden grove and called the ban-
queters to their revel and the dancers to
their feet? I walk upon the scene of
desolation to find an answer and pick up
pieces of bitumen and brick and broken
pottery, the remains of Babylon. I hear
the wild waves saying, ‘‘Babylon was
proud, Babylon was impure, Babylon
was a star, but by sin she turned to
wormwood and has fallen.”

I pray that our nation may not copy
the crimes of nations that have perished;
that our cup of blessing turn not to
wormwood and we go down. I am by
nature and by grace an optimist, and I
expect that this country will continue to
advance until the world shall reach the
millennial era. Our only safety is in
righteousness toward God and justice
toward man. If we forget the goodness
of the Lord to this land and break his
Sabbaths, and improve not by the dire
disasters that have again and again come
to us as a people, and we learn saving
lesson neither from civil war nor raging
epidemic, nor drought nor mildew, nor
scourge of locust and grasshopper; if the
political corruption which has poisoned
the fountains of public virtue and be-
slimed the high places of authority, mak-
ing free government at times—a hissing
and a byword in all the earth; if the
drunkenness and licentiousness that stag-
ger and blaspheme in the streets of our
great cities, as though they were reaching
after the fame of a Corinth and a Sodom,
are not repented of, we will yet see the

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A DIFFEKENCE OF OPINION

BETWEEN THE COMMON COUN-
CIL AND THE BOARD, OF
TRADE—THE COMMIITEE OF
THE LATTER DID NOT AP.
PEAR ON WEDNESDAY— UM-
BRAGE AT THE ACTION OF
THE COUNCIL.

Wednesiay afternoon there was &
meeting of & special committee appointed
by the common council which was not
altogether a success. Ald Millidge occa®
pled the chair and there were present
Ald Christie, Ald Robinson and Ald

Stackhouse, members of the committee;
Mr H P Timmerman of the C P R, Mr G
F Fisher and Mr D R Jack. '

Before the last meeting of the common
council 8 communication was received
from the board of trade stating that that
body had resoived that there was
need cf an investigation into the neces-
gity for farther wharf sccomr modations
and the copneideration of ways
and mesns for obtainiog these
wharves ehonld they be deemed necee-
sary The recommendation farther stated
that the board of trade had appointed &
comm ttee cf five for the purpose to meet
with 8 commiitee from the council,the
two to foom a joint committee to con
pider the matter. When thias commouni-
cation was read rtefore the council
Mayor Fears and eeveral of the alder-
men intimatzd that 'he board of trade
wae an Jrreepcneible body, and held
that they should pot const:tate part of &
joint committee. A resolu jon to comply
with the request of the board of trade
wae lost. It was reeclved that a com-
mittee be appointed to hear members of
the bosrd of trade or any other citizsrs
regarding farther whart fecilities. The
committee met yesterday but instead of
a committee from the beard of trade Yhe
following letter was reac:—

“In view of the statement made
by his worsbip the mayor at lest
meeting of the ~comncil ‘that he
did not think any outside body should
ask the council to confer with them in
regard to any civic works,’ end this
opinion having been practically endore-
ed by the subse quent action of the coun-
cil, has deprived the board of .trade’s
special c-mmittee of the opportenity o:
meeting in co:ference witn tbe com-
mittee of the common council to discuss
masters which are, in the opinion of this
board, of vital importance to the foture
weifare of the city of 8t John.

Mr Timmerman was asked to spaak
on the matter of farther harbor facilities.
He gave it as hie opinion that the in-
cressing of the eteam tonnage should be
the firet consideration in the extension
of tne business of the port. This year,
be seid, the business will not come up to
expoctations, as the tonnage has been
insufficient. He said that at the end of
the present geason it would be £ und
that the wnarf nsed by the mail steam
ghips (No 2) would be credited with more
business aud will have hsndled more
freight then all the other wbarves to-
getuer. The reason for this was becansa
t' ere have been regular weekly sailings
trom this wharf while the lines
welig tbe other wharves has been very
irregular. Tne sailings of the Head and
Manchester lines were itfrequent. The
Donaldson line has forpished a fort-
nightly service, but he eaid this was too
infrequent to be satisfactory.

He advised the couucil to arrange
for a conference of eteamship men, rep-
rosentatives of the city council and of
the £ P R to make early arrangements
for next year so definite weekly ealings
can be advertised from each of the
: wharves. He expressed the opinion that
! it was detrimentel to the interests of the
port to bave veseels tonch at another port
before reaching their fiosl destinat on.
Western shippers saw in itonly an extra
riek and in the case of cattle cargo
deteriorated. This had prevented the
C PR from getting freight in the weet
which it otherwise would. Mr Timmer-
man was aesked if the C P R would assist
in bailding new wharves or would rent
woarves should the city build them.
He had évidently not received any in-
siructions on this point, and could not
commit the railway to any line of action.

Ald Mil idge asked Mr Timmerman
how much freight was taken by the C P
Rto Portland. He replied that nomne
was or could be sent to Portland. The
railway gave St John the preference in
all shipments. What could Dot be
handled here was sent to Newport, Ver.
mont, over the C P R; thence over
avother line, a distance of 256 miles, to
Boston for shipment.

When Mr Timmermsn and the other

To the Editor of TEr TELEGRAPH:—
Sir,—I notice & great deal has been

gaid about the eardine industry of the

state of Maine. Perhaps a few people

know the exact meaning of the sardine
indusetry of the state of Maine, but there
is & great many that d> not. Wesee by
the prees that the 52 factories that dot
the ehores of the state havp an output of
between one to two miliions cf dollars
and the two syndicates. oue New York
capital and the other Chicazo, expect to
build 16 new factories, which will swell
the outpnt a great deal.

Where does all the fish come from
that keep sll tr.ese factories running?
Perhaps no one could enewer the gnes-
ticn better than the fisherman of Cnare
lotte county, N. B. It ia conceded by
the Eustport and Lubec sardine men
thatesverssightheof the fish menufac ar-
ed, either cacped, smoked or pickled,
come from Cauadian wa:ers, and there is
folly that proportion. Is thie sta'e of
affaire any sdvantage to the United
Statee? I think it is; perhsps some

You look for statistic. and yom wiil find
that all the fish cured in the State of
Maive ie the product of the American
fisheriee, A boatmsn will start
tfrom Keetport or Lnbec for a
load of fish and it is not particular
whst kind he gets for the difference be-
tween bis fish going in daty free and
fish cured in Canada paying three-
quarters of a cent per pound or so the
market raises or falls amounts to from
50 to 75 per cent for smoked and one
half cen$ per pound for pickled. This
gives the Americans sll the advantage
and the Canadian fishermen eimply
have to take the best offer they can get
for their fresh stock. The boatinan
mostly always has'a few sacks of ealt
with him probably for his porridge, ss
ealt fish taken from the Canadisn side
are dutiable. Who has the advantsge?
I leave the reader to judge for himself
We, the fishermen of Charlotte, farnish
gtock to run'52 tactories, farnish labor
for over 10,000 people and an outpat of
between one to two million dol-
lars. I peay it is an ont-
rage and about time the fishermen
call a halt. The gentlemen are not
kicking because the Americans get the
fish but because of the high doty which
does not give them an equsal chance of
manufactare. What I think the mejority
w uld want would be f:ee fish and free
fishing. I think the grandest way to
show the matter up in its true
1 ght would be to put on an export duty
(which will come if cherges are not low-
ered on Canad'an fisb), and you would
see a delegation of eardine men in Wash-
ingtop inside of 8 week. We are not
even allowed to oarry fresh
fish fo market (that is to an
American market) in a  Can-
adian boat. Thie gives all the carrying
trade to the Americans. It would seem
as though the Americans thought they
owned Canada, and I don’t know but
what they do. This same trestment
tbat I "have ¢p ken about will
ran to Canadian ports sometimes as
high as five trips, and never go near &
custom house. If he bappens to come
in contact with a customs officer. be wiil
pay for what trips he saw fit, and goes
on his way rejoicing. What port in the
U 8 would & Canadian be shown such
leniency; don’t think yon would find it.
The Canadian customs are not using the
fishermen right, a8 they are not gefting
credit for anything, not even the fish
they catch.

Thie boatman takes & clearance which
simply says fish, and no farther record
is made of it, and the autborities at Ot-
tawa don’t know whether it is herring
or horse mackerel except when & vessel
loads witt cwred fish; then a record of
the number of boxes or barrels and
valne is taken; the boatman (as I un-
derstand) never takes the clearance to

the American customs, a8 they
have no uee for it. I will ventars to
eay that the customs (so far as

Grand Manan is concerned), cannot
show setatistice for a small part of the
fish that has been sold to Americans
(quantity and price.) We, the fishermen
of Canadas, want credit for what fish we
catch, instead of having it understood
that all the fish that keeps theee fifty-two
factories running are the “product of the
American fisheries.”” The customs
should force every boatman to make an
entry, and after he secnred his fish geta
clearance. Then the officer would have
a chance to account for his cargo, quan-
tity and price.

Now that the Liberals are in power
they will have to perfect many of the
Jawe s~ lorg reglected under Conserva-
tive rule.

You seldom see anything so remark- '
able, even in Paris, as the present wild .
enthusiasm over the new submarine
boat, the Gustave Zede, writes Sterling
Heilig in The St. Lounis Globe-Democrat. !
Through the triple gloom of the Dreyfus
affair, the threatenel war with England,
and the rumored coup d’etat, the tale-of
the boat’s performances shines on the |
people like a star of promise. ‘‘Now what
wﬂ} beoome of the proud domination of .
Great Britain,’’ cries the Deputy, Lucien !
Mullevoye, “‘when the belt of iron and
stodl, the historic barrier, shall be at the
mercy of surprises, when the work of
time sgd the force of millions i
annihilated by a few French divers?:
Already the prophetic. voice is lifted:
‘One day also Troy shall fall, the holy
oity, and Priam and his invincible peo- !
plel’ ” This is thegamiable sentiment of
the whole French press and people.

The jubilation is justified by the tale
of the Gustave Zede as given out by the
French admiralty and industriously dis-
geminated by the Paris papers. The Med-
iterranean squadron left Toulon. It swept
at large toward the Isles of Hyeres, in
whose environs it .took a fighting posi-
tion. Its evolutions were followed by a :
steal-plate boat 162 feet long, moved by 5
electricity, navigating * the surface and
diving and navigating under the surface
at will. When visible, only a metallic
cupola, or dome, is seen, pierced by
bull’s-eye windows of heavy glass. When-
ever seen the men-of-war directed a mock
artillery fire against it—‘The only kind
that could be efficacious’'—but always in
vain. It always dived immediately, to
reappear in attack upon some other ves-
sel. It was the Gustave Zede.

It often happened that this submarine
boat would arrive, under water, within
less than its own length from the man-
of-war without having been seen. This, |
it is said, must remain always a defect of
submarine boats. The Gustave Zede ‘
would rise and take a peep. Determining |
its position, it would sink immediately {
to do its silent work. A minute later a !
torpedo would be launched at the doomed |
man-of-war. .

“Good!'’ the witnesses are said to havi
remarked to the French naval engineers,
“‘but is it a naval plaything or is it prac-
tical? Can it follow the enemy a distance
in rough water? Can it fight in unknown
ground?"’

WALKING EXERCISE.

Best of All to Tone Up the System and
Develop Muscular Vigor.

There is nothing like walking to tone
up the system and to develop muscular
vigor. Dumb-bells and Indian clubs are
good for the arms, chest and shoulders;
rowing develops the back and lions;
sparring cultivates agility, but as an all-
round exercise, cheap, within reach of
all, requiring neither apparatus nor in-
structor, and easy to be regulated to any
degree of strength, there is nothing like
walking. It puts all the muscles of the
body in play. It enlarges the lungs and
malkes them strong; it expands the chest;
it rounds out the calf, develops the thigh,
straightens the back, and gives size and
suppleness and ‘‘spring’’ to every muscle
in the body. Not dawdling along with
a limp in your step, stopping to lean
against every tree in the sun, lingering
to look at the display in shop windows;
neither in mincing along at a short,
dainty gait, as though your toe-weights
were overheavy and your dignity hung
on a hair, but real walking, with a full,
long stride, the body but slightly for-
ward, arms swinging free, the weight
falling lightly on the ball of the foot,
and rebounding with a forward spring
full of grace and power. Walking is the
natural and normal exercise, and hurts no
woman who rightly sets about it. A
woman who is unaccustomed to vigorous
walking, in order to become a good
pedestrian, should look first to her shoes.
These must be broad across the forward
part of the foot, offering not the least
obstruction to the free movement of the
toes. The heels should be low and broad;
and the shoe must fit rather snugly
about the heel and instep. The full dress
equipment should weigh not more than
two and a half or three pounds, and
must hang from the shoulders without
any band, pinned, or buttoned, about the
waist. The walker must be comfortable
enough to be unconscious of her attire.
A hat that shades the eyes is in order.
So prepared, try any distance that does
not prove fatiguing as an initial experi-
ment. It will probably be from a mile
and a half to two miles, and must be
walked at a brisk pace, three miles and
a half an hour being a good limit. When
this can be done without backache or
foot weariness, increase the distance.

Race Conflict in Austria.

The struggle of the races in Austria
grows more acute. The Germans, despair-
ing of their old ascendancy, are advising
their followers to turn Protestants in a
body, and so remove all prejudices against
them in the German Empire. The advice
is not likely to be followed, but it reveals
the bitterness of race feeling more than
any recent incident. Even in the Tyrol,
it is said, the Germans demand that the
clergy shall no longer intervene in poli-
tics. The quarrel, too, has reached the
army. Some reservists recently answered
questions whether they were present in
Czechish, though it is an unalterable
maxim in Austria that words of command
or obedience should all be in one language,
and that language German. The Minister
of War, therefore, punished an offender
who had accepted replies not made in
German, and the popular irritation is
directed against the War Office, which is
in theory responsible to the Kmperor
only. In the excited state of feeling any
accident may bring matters to a head,
and compel the Emperor to enforce silence
for a time, and thercfore to govern alone.
His alternative is to restore the Germans
to their ascendancy, which the Slavs
would now hardly bear.—London Spec-

tator.

Some Facis About Homey.

Honey is the oniv sweet that may be
v(;m‘n in any quat. and for a long
time without interforing with the action
of any of the vital organs. Its food value
is twice that of pork, pound for pound,
and it has been noticed that persistent
honey caters are not nearly so liable to
discases of the respiratory organs as those
who do not use it at all. It is calculated
that the entire honey product of 60 bees
during their entire working life will not
amount to more than one pound of honey,
an amount that a man with a good a pe-
tite would eat in a day without thinking
much about it. Beeswax is almost entire-
ly indigestible, and while it does no
harm when swallowed, never enters into
the food value of the honey it contains.

DENS OF HORROR.

The Prisons of Morocco Are Hotbeds
of Deadly Disease. /

The prison system and treatment of
prisoners are worse in Morocco than in
any other country in the world.

Men are arrested—often merely to
gpite some one whom they have teen s0
unfortunate as to offend and who pos-
sesses fome power—and flung into pris-
on, where they would be left to starve did
not their relatives or friends bring them
food, for no arrangements whatever are
made by the authorities for the feeding
of prisoners. All that is provided is a
prison, generally crowded with prison-
ers dying in the most loathsome and in-
fectious diseases, dark and unventilated,
and custodians who are quite as brutal
and savage as the prison system itself.

Prisoners are cast into these hotbeds
of disease, generally without the most
farcical pretense of a trial, to die and
rot if their crimes are light or their

enemies impotent. Otherwise they are.

probably tortured in some way or an-
other. Starving merely is too good for
them in the opinion of the authorities.
Not long ago a merchant who had
dared to claim payment for goods sup-
plied to a friend of one of the court offi-
cials was cast into prison without trial,
and after suffering torments in the
midst of a mass of diseased humanity
for months was taken out, shoved into
a barrel fitted with long spikes and
rolled down a high steep hill. The bar-
rel eventually plunged into the sea with
its torn and mangled cargo. Imprison-
ment, torture and death for daring to
present his billl—Cincinnati Enquirer.

Naval Heroes In the Abbey.

The well known saying, ‘‘Westmin-
gter abbey or glorious victory,”’ attrib-
uted to Nelson when he boarded the
San Josef at the battle of Cape Vin-
cent, seems to point to the hero’s own
wishes as to an abbey grave. But for
gome unknown reason, when the end
came at the famous battle at Trafalgar
(1805), Nelson was buried at St. Paul’s,
and the abbey authorities, finding
crowds going there to gaze on his last
resting place, had an effigy made of
him and set if up near Kempenfelt’s
monument, in order to attract people
back to Westminster, with the desired
result.

The figure now stands in the Islip
Chantry chapel with the other funeral
effigies, and is a very lifelike and good
representation of the great man.

Maclise, who borrowed the hat for his
picture of the «Death of Nelson,’’ found
the marks of the eye patch on the inner
lining and the stamp of the period in
the crown.—Pall Mall Magazine.

THE “GREEN RAY.”

To Be Seen Frequently at the Delta
of the Nile.

The ‘‘greenray,’”’ an optical phenom-
enon which has been made the founda-
tion of a story by Jules Verne, is a
flash of greenish light seen as the limb
of the sun rises or sets under certain
conditions of the atmosphere. The sea

horizon is good for observing it, but ¢

the effect is occasionally seen in the Alps
or other mountains, and, according to
Piot Bey in a paper to the Academie des
Sciences, Paris, it is often to be observ-
ed in Egypt from the point of the del-
ta to Aléxandria or Suez, either at rise
or set of sun.

The ray is distinctly visible, and al-
ways of an emerald green, which is
brighter as a rule at gunrige than sun-
set. At sunset, when the eye can follow
the effect better, the ray sometimes ap-
pears longer and ultimately takes a blue
tinge. This blue ray has also been ob-
served preceding the ‘‘green ray’’ at sun-
rise, for example, by Mr. William Galff,
near the ruins of Memphis, not far from
the stepped pyramid of Saggarah. He
even thinks the ancient Egyptians were
familiar with it, because in monuments
of the fifth dynasty and others the sign
of “Kha,”’ representing the rising sun,
has the outer streak of a blue color and
the two inner streaks are green. Their
writings also speak of the greenness of
the sun on rising, and they liken it to
an emerald.

Tt is evident from all this that the
s«green ray’’ is an objective, not a sub-
jective, phenomenon, and that the hori-
zon of the sea has nothing to do with it
Nevertheless, the state of the atmos-
phere evidently has to do with it, and
that of Ezypt. ordinarily pure, seems to
have much. for the ray is seldom seen
elsawhere on land. -

Some Very Good Stories of Well-Known
Public Men in England.

1t is a curious fact that the House likes
new members—who are usually selected
to discharee the duty of moving the ad-
dress—to betray some nvr\'unﬂness,' says
The London Mail, and it is scldom tha$
the hon. gentlemen are disappointed.

The Marquis of Dufferin has stated
that, when asked by Lord Palmerston to
move the address to the throme in the
House of Lords on the reassembling of
Parliament after Prince Albert’s death
he deemed it advisable to sit dowm ami
write out every word of his speech. Then
he carefully committed it to memory,
and was thus enabled to deliver an ora-
tion of an hour and a bhalf’s duration
without recourse to his manuscripé.

One of the most suceessful speeches
ever made in support of the address in
reply to the Queen’s speech was that of
Lord Rosebery, as scconder in the House
of Lords, on Feb. 9, 1871. It was also
his maiden effort, and evoked the warm-
est congratulations of the leaders of both
parties in the Gilded Chamber.

A certain member of Parliament once:

went down to the House intent on deliv-
ering a great oration, but he lost his-
manuscript somewhere within the pre-
cincts of the House. It was picked up by
another member of mischievous: propensi-
ties, who, seeing an opportunity for a.
good practical joke, forthwith conveyed
his unexpected ‘“find”’ to Sir Thomas
Wyse. The latter gentleman at onoce
sought the seclusion of the committee:
room, where he diligently applied himself
to the task of learning the speech by
heart. ;
This accomplished, he returned to-the-
House, and watched for an opportunity
of taking part in the debate. The chance
came at length, and the ‘‘gtolen thun-
der”’ began to reverberate through the
Chamber, to the great delight of a num-
ber of members. wlo had been let inta
the secret.

The original owner of the speech was
flattered at first, but when, as the oration
proceeded, he came to recognize his own
well-rounded and familiar phrases, his
face assumed such a comical expression of
mingled surprise, indignation and con-
fusion that the gravity of the memburs.
interested completely broke down.

If the
Governor-elect of South Australia has
not inherited his father’s gift for song,
he has imbibed to the full his father’s:
Imperial enthusiasm.—Saturday Review.

AN IMPOSING FUNCTION.

PARLIAMENT OPENS WITH
MOST IMPRESSIVE CERE-
MONIES.

Senate Chamber Turned Into a
Bower of Beauty—Lord Minto's

First Official Appearance Was a
Success—His Excellency’s Speech.

Orrawa, March 16 —The dominion par-
liament opened today, with a very large
attendance of membera and spectatorz.
While the cannon boomed, anncuncing
the srrival of His Excellency and staff,
the anow fell and wae harlad into hugh
drifte by a heavy wind.

It is not within memeory gince con-
federation that there has been & more
brilliant ceremony thap that attending
the opening .of parliament today. Not
even in the days of Dufferin’s or Aber-
deen’s administration, notable for the

show been made nor have soc'al features
of tne ovening day been excelled.
Viewed from every poseible s‘andpoint
Lord Minto’s firet official appearance on
perliament hill was a success. The crowd
that received him outside the parlia-
ment building wes numbered by thou-
sands, while inside the crush was po
great both mpon the floor of the senate
and in the galleries that every available
bit of epace was occapied. .

The senate chamber usually sombre,
dignified and venerable, was turned into
a very garden of beauty by the brilliant
toilets of the ladies, all of them known in
the world of fashion and reprecenting
womankind from the Aflantic to the Pa-
cific who occupied the places of the sen-
atora on the floor and filled the
galleries set apart for their accommoda-
ticn,

Promptly upon the stroke of three the
carriage in which the governor geversl
had driven from Ridean Hall
swung through tke east gate and &
salvo of artillery from Nogean
Point Battery thundered forth the
announcement c¢f his coming, Lord
Minto wae escorted from Government
House by a troop of the Princees: Louise
Dragoon Guards, and received wupon
Parliament Hill by a guard of honor
sapplied by the Governor Ganeral’s Foot
Guards under Captain Roper, His excel-
lency wasattended by Majsr Drommond,
military s:cretary; Captain Lacelles,
A D C; Captain Grahsam, A D (; Arthur
Guise, controller of the houneehold;
Lieut Colonel Oiter and Lieus Colonel
Irwin, honorary aides-de-camp. ~Ac-
companying his excellency was General
Lord William Seymour, commander-in-
chief of her mejsaty’s forces in Britich
North America, who was attended by
C ptain Ferguson, A D C.

While the band played the National
Anthem, the governor general entered
the parliament buildingr, and shortly
after took his place upon the vice-regal
throne in the red chambsr. At hir right
were 8ir Wil’rid Laurier, G UM G, and
Hon Mr Scott, both wearing the uniforme
of privy councillors. Msjor General
Houtton was also prerent with his staff,
composed of Captain Bell, A D
