Owing to the extraordinary development
of this industry, it 'is expected that it
will require over a million dollars during
the next year to meet the bounties. There
were no tariff changes of any consequence
to announce, the only one being that ma-
chinery for the manufacture of beet root
sugar, .now admitted free if the article
is -not manufactured in Canada, will in
future be placed on the free list whether
manufactured here or not.

MR. FIELDING'S SPEECH.

Facts "Tersely Put Before “the House -A
Record Made.

Mr. Fielding, who was received with
cheen,' said- in ' opening: “For reveral
wyears in succession, on oOccasions simi'ar
to ithis, I''have didd the good™ fortune to
be able to congratulate the house and the
country upon periods of great and stead-
ily lincreasing prosperity. 1 rejoice to
Xknow thiat T am at liberty to make a simi-
Jar statement today with respect to the
affairs of Canada for the past year.

“In almost every department of industry
in ‘which the Canadian people are en-
gaged  there. was a gratifying activity;
#rade, commerce and manufactures fiour-
§shed. Here and there, as may always be
expedted in a country of such vast extent,
and of such vanied interests ns prevailed
in Canada, some local condition was un-
favorable, some drawback may have oc-
curred.

In summing up the affairs of the
country we are able to describe It
as one of unexampled prosper ty.
Prosperity in trade and manufac-
tures brought prosperity to our na-
tional finances,, and erabled me at
the close of the year to announce
results, which, it is not too much to
say, form the most satisfactory
financial statement that ever fe'l to
the lot of a minister of finance to
make in the Dominion of Canada.

“At @ time of very considerable finan:
cial stringency, at a time too, when our
expenditures were being conducted on a
very liberal scale, we found our revenues
8o generous that we were cble to provide
for all our needs without having resort
to fresh Joans or even to an issue of treas-
ury bills, A glance at the receipts and
expenditures in comparison with the pre-
vious years will show that there is a gen-
eral increase all afong ‘the line.”

The revenue for tre yesr 1898-989
was $46 741.249,ascompared with
$51.029,994 for 1928-00, show'ng
an increase for the la ter year of
$4 288,745. Cheers.) In speak-
ing of the prospects of the year, In
t~e budget sp=ech of last March, |
expressed the opinion that the re-
ceipte fur 1he year wou'd pass the
$50,000,000 mark; the figures
that | have just given will show
that this anticipation was realized.
(Cheers.) The receipts of the year
have been over $51,000,000,

The minister of finance went on to show
that the dhief increase was in customs,
due to the increased imports and to some
extent no doubt to the ‘higher values
which prevailed.

Post Office Increase.

The increases in the post office were
gratifying, notwithstanding the two cent
postage. rate, brought about a year or two
ago. This reform has been fuly appre-
ciated in the country.

“If, therefore,” he said, “fer a time our
revenue from that source fell off it would
not be altogelher a cause for regret.

Since 1896 the swpludes aggregated $14,-

surplus for the four years, as betiween the
revenue and ordinary expenditure of the
government, of $14,095,144. The expendi-
ture on account of capital, includ-
i.ug. public works, railways, railway sub-
sidies and various special items of an un-
usual nature, was $7,468,843. To this must
be added for railway eubsidies (including
$340,000 paid during that year to the
Crow’s Nest railway) $721,72); also a
further dtemn of $1,547,623 on account of
t‘!\e expenses of the South African con-
tingents and of the Halifax garrison corps.
 These capital and special expenses for the
year amounted to $9,742,183. Despite all
these large expenditures the public debt
was not increased but reduced to the ex-
tent of $779,639.

Decreased Debt.

The net debt on June 30, 1899, was $266,-
273,446, the net debt at the same date in
1900 was $265,493,806. In only two years
prior to this in the history of (anada was
a finance minister to announce a decrease
in the public debt.

The Current Year.

Proceeding, Mr. Fielding said: ‘‘lurn-
ing now to 'the affairs of the current fiscal
year, which closes on June 30 next, I find
that our revenue up to 'the 10th March
was $34,942,177, an increase over the cor-
responding period last year of $1,227,693.
The customs revenue, whidh s always an
item of chief impcrtance, is subctantially
the same as it was a year ago and I do
not expect that from this ftime forward
any malterial increase in that item. In
railways, post offices and excise we antici-
pate that there will be some further in-
crease hefore the year closes. The capital
expenditure up to the 10th March last was
$6,399,906. We have still to pay consider-
able sums on account of railway subsidies,
ete., and I estimate tihat tlhe total expen-
diture changeable to capital for the cur-
rent year nvill reach $10,700,000. If we

Bounties on Steel.

In addition to considerable expenditure
in the usual way we would have to pro-
vide for a very considerable sum in the
shape of bounties on iron and steel.
Hittherto these bounties have mot in any
one year amounted to any great sum, but
the industry is now being developed on
a very large scale and as a consequence
we shall have to pay a very considerable
bounty. I assume that we shall have to
pay mext year at least $1,000,000 on boun-

ties on iron and steel and I ehall not be
surprised if the sum be somewhat larger.

Perhaps a Period of Rest.

As to reduction, I do not expect that
we can keep on at the rate of increase
in expenditures, which have been so mark-
ed during the past three or four years. 1
think we have probably now reached the
crest of the wave of prosperity. I do not
expect that we shall have any serious
reverses. I think the business of Canada
has been developed: during the past four

-or five years upon very safe and sound

lines.. I think there has been to a very
large extent an absence of that inflation
which is so apt o mark a period of good
times. I am of opinion that the business

of the country as a whole has been so

carefully conducted and is on such a sound
basis that we are not likely to suffer any
serious reverses, but I do not think it is
'reasonable to expect that we can go on
increasing our busizess so rapidly as we
have during the past two years.

The
circulation of one and two dollar notes
in 1875 was $3,489,830 and in 1900 was $10,-

chartered banks in 1870 was $18,642,805
and in 1800 was $53,198,777. The exports
of Canadian produce in 1869-70 were $67,-
045,868 and in 1899-1900 were $170,642,309.
The total imports for home consumption
in 1869-70 were $71,237,603 and in 1899-1900
$180,804,316.

The total trade of Canada in 1869~
70 was $148,387,389,and in 1898~
1900 was $381,517,236,

The Yukon Made-Money.

Mr. Fielding next quoted figures with re-
spect to the receipts and expenditures in
the Yukon. The royalties from the Yukon
were as follows: 1898, $287,453; 1899,
$575,812; 1900, $730,771 and six months of
current year, $446,184. This made the
total royalty $2,040,193. The revenue in
1896-97 totalled $4,376,673. The ordinary

Acting as counsel for Mr. Fowler he
(Hazen) got a rile from a justice of the
supreme court to stay procecdings, and
afterwards brought the matter before the
supreme court and got a rule nisi to
quash. Now it will be specially noticed
that in his remarks upon this matter in
this house a few days ago the attorncy
general had not a”.word of condemnation
for the perpetrators of this crime, but
he made an altogether unwarranted at-
tack upon the supreme court which quash-
ed this bogus list.

Hon. Mr. Pugstey—“I did not make an
attack, either upon the court or upon the
judges. What I did do was to resent the
attack made upon myself by the chief
justice.”

Continuing, Mr. Hazen said that the at-
torney general must think that this house
and the people generally are very gullable
if they do not take his language used in
the house a few days ago as a violent at-
tack upon a supreme court judge aniatr
tack which he (IHazen) believed was the

most violent ever made upon a superior
court, cither in this legislature or in any
parliament in Canada.

The attorney general, who is the chief
law officer, should sustain the dignity and
reputation of the bench and not try to
drag the good name of the judge down in
the eyes of the people. e (Hazen) could
well understand that the attack against
the court was made by the atorney gen-
eral to divert attention from himself. He
(Hazen) made application for rule nisi
for certiorari on the 24th January. The
attorney general told this house that it
was then too late to file affidavits in the
case, but that a rule of the court was
waived in order to help his case. He
knows that that is not so, and that affi-
davits do not have to be filed in advance
in an application for rule nisi certiorari.
The court then adjourned for one week,
but no aflidavits in reply were filed, Mr.
Skinner, who represented Mr. Otty in the
case, and who was acting, it seems, for
the attorney general, stated to the court
that he had no affidavits to file, and he
admitted the facts as stated in the af-
fidavits which he (Hazen) read to the
court. Mr. Skinner, irstead of assisting in
the case to prevent this fraud upon the
electors of Kings being perpetrated, took
the ground that there was no remedy by
law and only by legislature. He argued
that the court had no legal right to quash
the list.

He (Hazen) had no doubt and there
could be no doubt in the mind of any
reasonable man that the bogus lists were
made up in the attempt to assist the
political party with which the attorney
general is at present associated, and with
the view of making absolutely certain the
election of the government candidate,
Ora P. King.

This matter has attracted much atten-
tion and has aroused the people and the

‘independent. press of this province. The

indlependent press everywhere condemns
the attorney general iind censures him for

not exercising his duties as chief law of-
ficer of the crown id bringing the crim-
inals to justice.

Mr. Hazen here read extracts from the
St. John Globe and the St. John Free-
man to show that these papers do not
approve of the attitude of the attorney
general. Only one paper in this province
has dared to come to the defence of the
transaction and that paper is the St. John
Telegraph, the name of a member of
whose staff is prominently mentioned in
connection with the affair. In order that
the house might have the facts of the
case before them he would read the af-
fidavits made in the supreme court by
Edward B. Raymond, of St. John, bar-
rister-at-law.

The Affidavits.

Mr. Huzen here read Mr. Raymond’s
affidavit. Continuing, he said that up to
the present time Councillor Gilliland has
not told who the fellow was to whom he
gave the original list, or how it was that
part of the original list given to him by
Councillor Gilbert was mailed in St. John
with the bogus names attached and wveg-
istered by or in the name of C. J. Milli-
gan, the manager of the 8t. John Tele-
graph.

Mr. Hazen also read his own affidavit
made in court at the same time, and the
affidavits of Mr. Otty and of Mr. Bliss
Barnes, Otty’s clerk. He had thought it
best to read these affidavits in view of the
violent attack made upon the Supreme
Court by the attorney general in order
that the house might see what facts the
judges had before them.

In delivering judgment the chief
justice made the following remark:
“For its enormity it is unparalleled ia
the history of this-country and I do think
that the law officers of the crown, if
there are anv law officers of the crown,
ought to take some steps to bring the guilty
parties to justice.”” These allegations are

guilty of forgery and perjury. There are
no disputes of the facts of the case; there
isnot even denial. It does, I think, ap-
peal to everybody who knows the circum-
stances of the case that no greater crime
has ever been attempted in this country
than that which was attempted in this
matter. It is not within my mind or
my knowledge to designate the guilty man,
but some person has been guilty of an
awful crime, the guilty persons are some-
where and they ought to be punished. I
don’t intend to accuse anybody, because
I don’t know who they are. The proper
list was given to Mr. Gilliland and by
some means it was altered and I think
400 names’ were added. This bogus list
was registered in St. John—a most ex-
traordinary thing. It is said that Mr.
Milligan, in whose name the letter was
registered, denies having anything to do
with it, and neither mailed this letter
nor did he authorize it. It seems to me
that in view of the case and the enor-
mity of it that it ought to be probed to
the bottom, and that the crown officers
ought to use what diligence is in their
power to discover the offender and, if dis-
covered, he ought to be brought to justice.
The only point that was made by the
recorder of St. John in respect to this
matter is this, that certiorari would not
lie. This was a ju@icial proceeding and
judicial proccedings such as this. before
the revisors of Rothesay is capable of be-
ing reviewed by this court and there is
nothing in the argument that a certiorari
will not lic. Mr. Justice McLeod and
Mr. Justico Landry made remarks along
the same lines, the latter remarking: “I
think it was a very brazen attempt to
commit a most serious violation of the
law and includes perjury, forgery and
theft.”

Mr. Hazen on the Judges

Continuing. Mr. Hazen said that the at-
torney general contends that perjury was
not committed. He however admits the

CHANGE IN BOOKKEEPING.

Finance Minister Shows Some Defects in
Present System.

In conrection with the bounties on steel
and iron, Mr. Fielding said: “The policy
of paying bounties on steel and iron was
adopted a good many years ago, and by
some strange process, the exact reasom for
which one cannot easily find, there was
never made a dircet payment from the
treasury. A curious process was adopted,
whereby the payments were trealed as
refunds or drawbacks in the customs de-
partment. Now if a man has to have &
refund, it should be deducted from the
customs revenue, and a payment of &
bounty on steel and iron was really not
a refund of money and never went into
the treasury, and why it should come out
of the treasury in the form of a refund
or payment in that way 1 have not beem
able to ascertain. However, that was the
method established and we have followed
it up to the present time. The conse-
quence has been that our actual revenue
for customs has been stated somewhat less
than it really was, because it was dharged
with these sums. So far the amount paid
has not been a 1natter of consderable
consequence. - But with the prospect o
having to pay very large sums for several
years to come for that eervice, I think the
house will agree with me that it is time
there was a change in the meithod of book-
keeping. Beginning with the first of July
next I propose, when rayments e
in the way of bounties, that they spl be
paid directly from the tredsury and s
be shown in 'the public account in t
way instead of appearing in the audit-
general’s report.

There is one- other point in connection
with the matter. If these bounties were
to be paid continuously from year to year
as part of our dominion expenditure we
-ould of course have to ch:rge them . gué
the revenue of the year. But the house
is aware that we are keeping this as a
temporary subsidy for the establishment
of a great industry, and we propose to
treat this precisely as we do our railway
subsidy. That will make a slight deficit.

In regard to the tariff, Mr. Fielding
said: | donot propose, Mr. Speaker,
to make any charnges ih the tariff.

In saying that, T do not for one moment
assume that the tariff is perfect. I quite
realize that imperfections may be shown,
I realize that here and there some special
interest would be pleased if we were to
make som changes. I am not prepared to,
say that there are not some cases in which
tirere are inequalities which might belter
be remedied. But there are not many
items in the taniff which can stand abso-
lutely alone. A man comes to me and
says ‘“Mr. Fielding I entirely agree with
your policy in having a stable tariff, we
do not want to make changes generally,
but we want you to make this particular
change and everybody will be perfeatly
satisfied.”” But I have nct found every-
body would be satisfied with the panticular
change which my particular friend would
desire. As a rule the tariff items have a
relation one to another, and it is not easy
to make any considerable number of
changes without opening ‘the door to &
wide revision of the tariff. I think the
business men of the country have appre-
ciated fully the advantage of having a
stability of tariff. I have again and again
expressed the opinion that it was better
we should bear some imperfections and
some inequality tham to be ccmstantly en-
gaged in the process which is irreverently
described as tariff tinkering. There’ore
we say, considering the tatiff has been in
force only four years, we think it is not
unreasonable it shall continue for the
present without any of the changes that
some have desired, as some will always
think it would be a little better for them
and are patiently waiting for the day to
come when there should be a wider re-
vision than is possible tcday and when
possibly we may be able to do some-of
the things they desire to ‘have dome to-
day. I think that while here and there
some particular set of people or some par-
ticular interest woud prefer that ' we
should make changes, the judgment of the
country will be that it is better’ to have
some stability about the tariff -and 1ot
make any changes at the présent-time.

“AND GOD SHALL WIPE AWAY ALL
TEARS FROM THEIR EYES"

TALMAGE ON QUEEN'S DEMISE.

The Nations Were in Tears, and Human
Sympathy Was Felt im Werld-Wide
Fashion on That Mournful Occasien—
¥rom Highest Throne em Earth to
Throne in Heaven.

New York, March 10.—~A vast au-
dicnce crowded the Academy of Mu-
sic in this city to-day to hear Dr.
Talmage. Discoursing on ‘‘The Min-
istry of Tears,”” he put the misfor-
tunés of life in a cheerful light,
showing that if they were borne in
the right spirit they might prove to
be advantages. Ilis text was Rev.
vii, 17, ‘*“And CGod shall wipe away,
all tears from their eyes.””

What a spectacle a few weeks ago
when the nations ‘were in tears!
Queen Victoria ascended from the
highest throne on earth to a throne
in heaven. The prayer more often
offered than any prayer for the last
64 vears had been answered, and
God did save the Queen. All round
the world the bells were tolling, and

the minute guns were booming at
the obsequies of the most honored
woman of many centuries. As near

four years ago the ¥nglish and Am-
erican nations shook hands in con-
gratulation at the Quecen’s jubilee
so0 in these {imes two nations shook
hands in mournful sympathy at the
Queen’s departure. No people out-
gide Great Britain so deeply felt
that mighty grief as our people. The
cradles of many of our ancestors
were rocked in Great Britain. Those
ancestors played in childhood on the
banks of the Tweed or the Thames
or the Shannon. Take from our
veins the English blood or the Welsh
Mood or the Irish blood or
Scotch blood and the stream of our
life would be a mere shallow. They
are over there bone of our bone and
flesh of our flesh. It is our Wilber-
force. our Coleridge, our De Quincey,
our Robert Burns, our John Wesley,
our John Knox, our Thomas Cham-
bers, our Walter Scott, our Bishop
Charnock, our Latimer, our Ridley,
our Robert Emmet, our Daniel O’Co
our Robert IKmmet, our
O’'Connell, our Havelock, our RRus-
kin, our Gladstone, our good and
great. and glorious Victoria.

The language in which we offered
the English nation our condolence is
the same language in which John
Bunyan dreamed and Milton sang
and’ Shakespeare dramatized and
Richard Baxter prayed and George
Whitefield thundered. The Prince of
Wales, now King, paid reverential
visit. to Washington’s tomb at Mount
Vernon, and Longiellow’s statue
adorns Westminster Abbey, and Ab-
raham Lincoln in bronze looks down
upon Scotland’s canital. Tt was na-
tural that these (wo ndtions be in
tears. But I an not going to speak
of national tears, but of individual
tears and Bible tears.

Riding across a western prairie,
wild flowers up to the hub of the
carriage wheel, and while a long dis-
tance from auny shelter, there came
a sudden shower, .and, while the rain
was falling in torrents, the sun was
shining as brightly as I ever saw it
_shine, and I thought, What a beauti-
ful spectacle is this! So the tears
of the Bible are not midnight storm,
but rain on paunsied prairies in God's
sweet, and golden sunlight.

and Christ’'s tears, and the harvest
of jov that is to spring from the
rowing of tears. God ixes them;
God rounds them: God shows themn
where to fall: God exhales them. A
census js taken of them, and there is
a record as to the moment when
they were born and as to the place
of their grave. Tears of bad men
are not kept. Alexander in his sor-
row had the hair clipped from his
horses and mules and made a great

ado about his grief, but in all the
vases of heaven there is not one of
Alexander’s fears. [T speak of the
tears of Uod's children. Alas, me,
thev are falling all the time! In
summer  vou sometimes  hear the

growling thunder, and you sce there
is a storm'miles away, but you know
from the drift of the clouds that it
will not come anywhere near you.
So, though it may be all bright
around aboul you. there is a shower
of trouble somewhere all the time.
Tears, tears!

What is the use of them anyhow?
Why not substitute laughter? Why
not, make this a world where all
the peopie are well and eternal
strangers to pains and aches? What
i5 the use of an eastern storm- when
we might. have a perpetual nor’wes-
ter? Why, when a family is put to-
gether, not have them all stay, or,
if they must be transplanted to make
other homes, then have themn  all
live, the family record telling a stovy
of marriages and births, but of no
deaths? Why not have the harvests
chase each other without fatiguing
toil? Why the hard pillow, the hard
erust, the hard struggle? It is easy
ecough to explain a smile or a suc-
cezs or a congratulation, but come
now and bring all your dictionaries
and all your philosophies and all
vour religions and help me explain
a tear. A chemist will tell you-that
it is made up of salt and lime and
other component parts, but he misses
the chief ingredients—the acid of a
wnured life, the viperine sting of a
bitter memory, the fragments of a
broken heart. T will tell you what
a tear is. It §s agony in solution.
Hear, then, while T discourse of the
ministry of {ears or the practical
uses of sorrow.

First, it is the design of = trouble
to keep this world from being too
attractive. Something must be done
to make us willing to guit this ex-
istence. 1f it were not for trouble
this world would be a good enough
heaven for us. You and I would be
willing to take a lease of this life
for a hundred million ycars if there
were no trouble. The earth, cush-

story of other werlds could enchant
us. We would say: “Let well
cnough alone. If you want to die
and have your body disintegrated in
the dust and your soul go out on a
celestial adventure, then you can go,
but this world is good enough for
me.” You might as well go to
man who has just entered the Louvre
at Paris and tell him to hasten off
to the picture galleries of Venice or
F'lorence. ‘“Why,”” he would say,
‘““what is the use of my going there?
There are Rembrandts and Rubcenses

and 'Titians here that I have not
looked at yet.”” No man wants to
go out of this world or out of any
house until he has a better house.

It is trouble, my f{riends, that
makes us-feel our dependence upon
God. We do not know our own

weakness or God’s strength until the
last plank breaks. It is contempt-
ible in us that only when there ' is
nothing else to take hold of we catch
hold of God. Why, do you know
who the Lord is? He is not an aut-
ocrat, ' séated far wup in a palace,
from which he emerges once a year,
preceded by heralds swinging swords
to clear the way. No. He is a fath-
er willing at our call to stand by us

in every crisis and predicament of
life. I tell you what some of you
business men make me think of. A
man is unfortunate in business. Ie

A young man goes off from hoie
to earn his fortune.

his mother’s consent and benediction.
She has large wealth, but he wants

to make his own fortune. He goes
far away, falls sick, gets out of
money. He sends for the hotel keep-

e¢r where he is staying, asking for
lenience, and the answer he gets is,
““If you do not pay up Saturday
night, you’ll be removed to the hos-

pital.”” The young man sends to a
comrade in the same building. No
help. He writes to a banker who

was a friend of his deceased father.
No relief. Saturday night comes,
and he {is moved to the hospital.
Getting here, he is frenzied with

grief, and he borrows a sheet of pa--

per and a postage stamp, and he sits
down, and he writes home, saying:
“‘Dear mother, I am sick unto death.
Come.’”” It is 20 minutes of 10
o’clock when she gets the letter. At
10 o’clock the train starts. She is
five minutes from ithe depot.  She
gets there in time to have five min-
utes to spare. She wonders why
the train that can go 40 miles an
hour cannot go 80 miles an hour.

She rushes into the hospital. She
says: ‘“‘My, son,, what does
all this mean? Why, did
you mnot send ,for = me? You
sent to everybody but me. You

knew I could and would help you. Is
this the reward I get for my kind-
ness to you always?’: She bundles
him up, takes him home and gets
him well very soon.

Now, some-of you treat God just
as that woung man: treated his moth-
er. When you get into a financial
perplexity, you call on the banker,
you call on the broker, you ¢:iill on
vour creditors, you call on your
lawyer for legal counsel, you call
upon everybody, and whea you can-
not get any help then yvou g9 Lo
God. You say: ‘“‘Oh, Lord, I ome
to thee. Help me now cuat of my
perplexity.”” And the YLord «omes,
though it is ‘in the eleventh howur.
He says: ““Why did you not sead for
me before? As one whom his motaer
comforteth, so will I comfort you.”’
It is to throw us back upon God
that we have this ministry of tears,

Again, it is the use.of trouble to
capacitate us for the office of sym-
pathy. -“The priests, under the old
dispensation, were set apart by hav-
ing water sprinkled wupon their
hands, feet and head, and by the
sprinkling of tears people are now
set apart to the office of sympathy.
When we are in prosperity, we like
to have a great many young pcople
around us, and we laugh when they
laugh, and we romp when theyv
romp, and we sing when they sing,
but when we have trouble we like
plenty of old folks around. Why?
They know how 1o talk. Take an
aged mother, 75 years of age, and
she is almost omnipotent in com-
fort. Why? She has been through
it all. At 7 o’clock in the morning
she goes over to comfort a young
mother who has just lost her babe.

forgery. Well, what is the difference?
Surely it is his duty to punish forgery.-
It is an act of forgery to take the signa-
ture from a document and attach it to
other documents and in the case of a
public document the forger may be sen-
tenced to penitentiary for life. My hon-
orable friend contends that perjury was
not comniitted in this case, but this house
and the ;people of the province will be as
likely to  accept the statements of two
judges of the Supreme Conrt as they will
to take the word of my honorable friend.
From the facts which he (Hazen) had just
presentéd to, ‘the house and which were
within the knowledge of the chief justice,
he felt sure ‘that the chief justice was
fully warranted in questioning whether or
not there be any law officers of the
crown. Other facts were within the
knowledge of their honors when they ques-
tioned if there be any law officers of the
No very great time had elapsed
since certain courts had sat when no law
officers appeared to prosecute and there
was a general goal delivery. In Albert
county not very long ago, certain offenders
against the laws were to be tried, which

sufficient. facts publicly known to warrant
the commencement of a preliminary in-
vestigation before a magistrate.

The Attorney General.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley said he fe}t while lis-
tening to Mr. Hazen vhat he is more con-
cerned to make party capital out of the
transaction than he is in bringing the
guilty ‘parties to justice- He knows very
well that there is nothmg so likely to ce-
feat the ends of justice in a criminal case
as to introduce. political issues. . But, that
is' whag he has done and therefore I have
a right.ta say that party interest rather
than the interests of justice are what s
nearest to his heart. The leader. of -the
opposition undertakes to defend the Su-
preme Court ugainst attacks which, he
says, I have made upon it. Yet the
words attributed to me have not been
correct]y stated by him. 1 did not in the
observations 1 made some days ago, at-
tack the Supreme Court. I have a great
respect for that court and for their pesi-
tion. But I hold that when a member
of the supreme comit so far departs from
the line of his duty es to attack an indi-
vidual unwarrantably 9t is mot only the
right of the person attacked but also a
duty he owes to himself to resent it. It
was difficult for me. to believe that the
chief justice should have used such lan-
guage in regard to me as he did. What
did he mean by the expression “if there
are any crown officers?’ He knew that 1
am attorney general and he knew also
that at. every circuit, since I became at-
tormey general, at which there was crim-
ipel busimess, it has always been properly
attended to either by myse'f or by a com-
petent and experienced barrister. I was
unable to see-how he could have used such
Janguage unless he was inspired by a de-
sire to injure me in the government of
whidh I am a member. That is all 1 said
in criticism of him

Judges, in my opinion, can best sustain
their posltion and win respect by respect-
ing their own- dignity. Amnd this can be
done most effectually by sticking to the
strict line of their duty which 1 take to
be to do justice between man and man.

With regard to Judge Landry, I did
mot attack shim, as chiarged by the leader
of the opposition:” I caly eriticized the
opinion he expressed that perjury had
been committed. It would be a gorry day
ixvleed {or this country if there were any
men in it having such authority as to be
above cr.rv(wm +«3 stated that dJudge
Landrv wis in error in saying that per-
suiy had been ccmmitited and I still -
here to that opinion.

sume that when ne commenced a civil
action he was hardly prepared to put
the criminal law in motion. Up to the
present time 1 have no information which
would warrant me in asking any man
to swear that he believed Gilliland to
be guilty ‘of forgery. Yet some one has
got to swear to it. You cannot proceed
without some one going before a magis-
trate and pledging his oath that he has
reason to believe and does believe that
the person he accuses is guilty of a crime.
Does my honorable friend know any man
who is prepared to do this? If he does,
let him do his duty and take him before
a magistrate. The evidence leads me to
believe that Gilliland is not the man
who committed the forgery.

1t being 6 o’clock the house took re-
cess till 7.30 p. m.

1 instructed Mr. Blight to stay proceed-
ings for a short time until the matter
could be enquiredl into.

As to Change of Political Faith.

I am also charged by my honorable
friend with being a Conservative at the
time I said the law was violated by the
Congervatives in the city of St. John in
1893. In that year, of 700 persons put on
the electoral lists the qualification of
whom was sworn to, 160 were struck off
so that some of them were guilty of
perjury on an extensive scale. It is true
that I was a  member of the Liberal Con-
servative party then, so far as believing
in the trade policy of Sir John*A. Mac-
donald. But am 1 for that reason to be
allowed to say nothing in regard to a
wrongful act committed by that party?
Is that a fair specimen of my honorable
friend’s political creed? I hold it to be

. the duty of every public man to expose

fraud whervever it is attempted. A per-
jury committed in 1893 by the Conserva-
tive party is just as great a crime as a
forgery committed in 1900.

As to the change in my political rela-
tions I do not wonder that the -leader
of the opposition feels sore as to whal
took place in 1896. I had been nominated
by the Conservatives of Kings before the
party took up the remedial bill. I took
the view that the people of Manitoba
ought to be left alone, and I retired. My
retirement was made with the consent of
Mr. Foster. When I retired I was happy
and free to do as I pleased. I owed the
party nothing. All the money that had
been spent in connection with my candi-
Then came the
great act of injustice which was done to
the city of St. John in connection with
the contract for the fast line. A great
wave of indignation swept over that city,
for all the hopes of our people with re-
spect to St. John as a winter port of
Canada, weire about to be blighted. Then
arose the independent party. I became a
candidate of that party as I had a right
to do, and my honorable friend went
down in that fight. He has quoted a
speech of mine in which I said that the
independents could -not trust Sir Wilfrid
Laurier. He has since proved himself
worthy of trust for he has settled the
Manitoba school question. Instead of be-
ing merely the representatives of one pro-
vince we have found him to be a truly
representative Canadian, and no man
stands in a grander position than the
premier of (‘anada.

I broke away from the Conservative
party not when they were in distress,
but in the height of their prosperity. 1
left their ship when it was sailing on
smooth seas. And on what principle
could I go back to it, in view of the man-
ner in  which the Liberal party dealt with
the affairs of the country and with the
city of St. John, The fast line contract
was cancelled and St. John was made
the terminus of the mail steamships. In
this good work the city and province had
the able assistance of Hon. A. G. Blair,
who so long led this house. In conclusion
I muet apologize for taking up so much
time with matters which are not relevant
to the subject in hand, but on which I
have been forced to speak. The question
is—are you going to condemn me for not
indicting somebody or laying an informa-
tion against somebody against whom
there is no evidence? On this question I
do not ask you to vote as party men ani
supporters of the government, but I ask
you to vote this resolution down because
it is most mischievous and wholly unwar-
ranted.

Halifax, March 13—(Special)—The pro-
vincial government today received infor-
mation that the arbitrators on the Hast-
ern Extension claim had declared in favor
of the province, awarding it $671,000,
whidh was the fullamount of the claim,

Jess interest.  This claim arose out of the
handing over of the Kastern Kxtension
Railway from the provincial to the do-
minion govemmenvt in 1883. The provin-
cial government had acquired the Eastern
‘Extension Railway on the assumption. that
the Pictou brandp, which was a_valuable
railway, would be at once handed over
by the dominion government, and the
two together would have constituted a
raflway enterprise which would have been
a pmhtable transacticm to the provmc'al
govermnent. The dominion goVernment,
however, imposed unreasonab'e and’ illegal
conditions and thereby forced the prov-
ince to give up the Eastern Extension
Railway to the dominion government on
condition of receiving from thé dominion
tie amount of merniey which the provin-
cial government had actually paid for it.
But the dominion govermment declined
at the time to refund the subsidy of
$671,000 which the prowincial government
thad paid to the railway company.. Siv
Wilfrid Lautier agreed to refer the mat-
ter to arbitration and it was referred ac-
cordingly to Sir. George Burton, ex-chief
justice of Omtario; F. B*Wade, K. C., of
Halifax, and E. Banbeau, banker of Mont-
real. The case came.on for hearing before
the arbitrators at Hatifax in the early
part of January, and was mnbsequenmly
adjourned to the 4th of February in Mont:
real, where the maltter was concluded, and
the arbitrators took time to consider
their award. The result is an award for
the full amount ‘of the ‘claims, $370,000,
but interest was nof allowed as it was re-
garded as an unseftled claim.

Premier Murray was’satisfied as to the
outcome. To a reporter he said: "“I heve
aﬂr\w‘a}‘l had the greatset measure of faith
in the justice of the claim of the prov-
ince for the return of the Fastern Kx-
tension subsidy.

Big lncrease Shown in Both Exports and
Imports.

Ottawa, March 13—The annual report
of the departnrent of trade and commerce
for the year ending June 30th last was
issud today. Mr. W. G. Parmelee, the
deputy minister, in his report says: “The_
imports show a total value of $189,622,513,
as against $162,764,308 during 189S, and the
exports $191,804,723, as against 8138, 896,905,
a total increase of imports and exports of
$59,856,023. The percentage of increase is,
much the same in the imports and exports
thus indicating a general and healthy
growth rather than being due to any
specm‘ cause.” Mr. Parmelee goes ‘on to
say: “It will rest largely with the pro-
ducers and exporters whether the notable
‘advance made in the past few years be
increased ‘or even miiintained. In order to
do so mo pains must be spared on the
part of the producers in keeping up to
standards of excellence our chief produe-
tion and on the part of the exporters in
prompt attention to . correspondence and
strict compliance with the requirements
of foreign buyers and consumers as to
packing and shipping. - Continued and
frequent complaints reach the depart-
ment of such lack of promptitude and
carless packing resulting in too frequemt
instances in the loss of promising cone
nections and much prospective advant-
age, which is instantly seized upon by
foreign competitors who more | fully ap-
preciate the consequences.”

The usual statement showing trade
figures, unrevised, up to the latest praec-
ticable date, viz., to December 31, 1900, is
given. The six months’ aggregate trade
covered by this statement amounts ‘to
$211,852,236, as against $203,491,615 in the
corresponding period of 1899. -

We
eonceive that the principle of confining
the - benefits of the imperial preference
to mu;onlahons through Canadian ports
is not only the soundest form of patriot-
jsm,’ but it is a matural conscquence of
the ‘imperial preference itself. When the
Lautizr a!ministration put forward the

roposltion “to'‘give :the ‘empire a° pmch»
eal example” of Canadiar fn\alty in the

Credt i wburt péople &ndérsed khe
principlé*‘as’ sound in"'théory,” and *the 1"
practical results have been such as to
confirm Canada in its patriotic action.
There remains yet the natural restriction
of these Dbenefits to the users of our
national ports. /

We have endorsed-the idea as a develop-
ment of a rational patriotism. We also
endorse it as a sound business principie.
Canada, in introducing the imperial pref-
erence was actuated by the desire to show
the world that she was a ‘‘daughter in
Ler mother’s house’ and at the same time
“mistress of her own.” We were not
blind to the natural benefits in the exten-
sion of mutual trade sympathies between
this country and the mother land, and
the natural increase of our national
trade in DBritain was foreseen and fore-
told. Let us then go the-one’ necessary
step forward to bring the benefits of this
imperial preference more -closely to our
people by the developnient of our national
ports.

The boards of trade of Toronto, Hali-
fax, Sydney and, if we mistake not, Mon-

treal, have all endorsed the idea as a
sound  business  principle. It has
also been favored . with the

approval of the Canadian Manufacturers’
Association. We trust the St. John
board of trade, at its meeling tomorrow,
will take up this very important business
matter, and place itgelf on record in ap-
proval. This is a matter which perhaps
more definitely concerns Montreal, Hali-
fax and St. John as the importing ports
of eastern Canada, than it does the people
of the interior sections of Canada. It
should not, however, on that account be
considered as only of sectional importance.
Jut it is fitting that the movement in
favor of such a policy should be endorsed
and encourage:l by the people of St. John.

It is not a question of party politics,
nor should it be treated as such. All of
the Canadian people are interested in it.

The objection to this policy of confining
the imperial preference to importations
through Canadian ports, scems to be the
fear that its adoption would mean Ameri-
can retaliation in the form of a repeal of
the present bonding privilege enjoyed by
Canadian railways. We believe this fear
to be unfounded, for the ddnding priv:
ilege, it seems to us, i§ of more benefit to
the American people than it is to Canada.
We would almost ge the length of stating
that the bonding privilege is an evil in
disguise of a blessing. Its abolition
would for the moment unsettle the pres-
ent conditions of Canadian trade, but its
ultimate result might be a permanent ad-
vantage to Canada. But no such retaliatis®

is to be feared.

tory financial statement that ever fell to
the lot of a minister of finance to make
in the Dominion of Canada.” The in-
crease of revenue from $46,741,249 in 1898-
99 to $51,020,994 in 1899-00 is eloquent of
the mate'x‘i:ﬂ proglress of the Canadian
people in the past year. The most grati-
fying features of this increase of $4,288,745
in the national revenue, are in connection
with the railway and postal departments.
The revenue of the I. C. R. increased
from $2,057,644 to $4,552, 071, forming the
most complete answer to the opponents of
Mr. Blair’s policy of railway extension.
In the postal department it was to be ex-
pected that the adoption of penny post-
age must of necessity remporarily decrease
the postal revenue, but as Mr. Fielding
was able to show, by January, 1960, the
income of this department had passed the
corresponding month of 1898 under the
three and five-cent postal rates .
(anada’s surplus las¢ year reached the
respectable sum of $8,054,714, thee Jargest
ever known in the history of the Do-
minion. Our people had bccome so  ac-
customed to the ever recurring deficits of
earlier administrations that the popular
mind for a time could scarcely grasp the
idea that under Liberal rule deficits have
Leen turned into surpluses . ““Since 1896,”
said Mr. Fielding, “the surpluses aggre-
gated $14,615,075 Deducting one deficit
of $519,981 for the year 1896, which was
partly under the Conservative regime,
there was a net surplus for the four years
as between revenue and ordinary expend:-
ture of the>govérnment of between $14,-
095,144.”

an unbidden smile to the lips, when we
remember the eloquence wasted in the
effort of Conservative orators to prove

increase in the. nation’s
It almost brings

prosperity and, having to their own sat-
isfaction, proven the existence of a pros-
perity which none of us could feel, it was
their wont to erect the image of the N.
P. and bid us worship it as the cause of
all the non-existent prosperity. Never
was a| plain matter more tritely expressed
than when the.gentleman who is now
premier of Canada stated at a Board of
Trade dinner in Toronto in 1895, that
figures would not be required under Lib-
eral rule to prove the national ﬁmsperity,
for all of the people would feel it in their
pockets. Figures are eloquent, but our
people prefer the practical proof of pros-
perity by increased wages and increased
prices for their products.

Canada’s trade increased in 18 years un-
der the National Policy, $66,000,000. Last
year alone the aggregate trade increased
nearly $60,000,000 over the previous year,
which was itself higher by many millions
than the best year under Conservative
rule. In four years the business of the
Canadian people bounded forward $142,-
000,000 in extent. In other werds the
trade of Canada has increased over twice
as much in four years of Liberal admin-
istration, as it did in 18 years of Conserv-
ative guidance of putlic affairs. Our
trade, too, has adjusted itself so that our
exports are greater in value than our im-
ports, whereas for many years the balance
of trade continued steadily agzainst us.

If anyvone had predicted, previous to
June 23rd, 1896, such a marvellous de-
velopment of Canadian trade, he would
have been set down as an insane dreamer.
Facts have in, this case proven more won-
derful than the. most ambitious fancies.
(anada has no desire to return to the old
condition of things. Annually recurring
deficits, a stationary trade and a rapidly
increasing public debt are only the hid-
eous nightmare of a stagnant past, from
which the Canadian people have cmerged
into a present eloquent of great national
achievements, fortelling a future pregnant
with enormous possibilities of the nation’s
advancement all along the lines of m: iteri-
al prosperity.

Pocahontas Cargo Gets Into
English Courts.

In the nisi prius court, Liverpool assizes,
on Friday last week, before Mr. Justice
f}ucknill and a special jury, the Mediterran-

can and New York Steamship Company, Ltd.,
sought to r2cover £175 158, 3d. from the de-
fendanis, A. F. & D. Mackay, of Liverpool,
talance of freight alleged to-be due for the
carriage of centain timber on the plaintiffs’
steamer Pocahontas, from St. John, N. B.,
to Liverpool, there sha’arrived -on August
$th last. The defendants stated that they had
paid sufficient for the carryipg of the tim-
ber, and they claim for certain short delivery,
while the plaintiffs denied that the defend-
ants were entitled to make that claim. Coun-
sel were Mr. Carver, K. C., and Mr. Craw-
dford for the plaintiffs, and Mr. Pickford, K
C., and Mr. Horridge, K. C., for the defend-
ants.
. Mr, Carver said. that the question arose
out of the carrying of a,part c¢f a cargo of
timber by the Pocahontas, shipped at St.
John, N. B., by Mt. 'W. Ma]éolm Mackay,
and consigned to thé defendants, A. F. & D.
Mackay. The question raised by the defend-
ants was that toe quantity of timber deliver-
ed was less than that which appeared on the
bill of ladiog—that the measurement was
less—and, therefore, they said they were en-
titled to deduct from the freight the value
of the short delivery. The’timber was ship-
ped under bills of lading which showed the
number of pieces shipped, and the number
of superficial feet in those pieces.. All they
had to consider was the deals, and there was
no trouble about any loss of cargo, because
the number of pieces turned out was slightly
in excess of what was stated in the bills of
lading. The number of pieces given in the
bills of lading was 82,300, whereas the quan-
tity actually turned out, according to the de-
fendants’ own counting, was 82,213. The
charter party provided that the freight was
to be paid one-third in cash on arrival and
the remaining two-thirds on right delivery
of the cargo, less the value of short delivery
in cargo, if there be any. The freight was
also toi be paid upon the intake measure—the
measure taken at the port of shipment by
the surveyors there—aand according to a sort
of summary report of the shipment sent by
the shippers to the defendants, they reported
the quantity was exactly as the bill of lading
put it, viz., 675 standards of spruce deals
and 40 standards of spruce ends.

Mr., Pickford stated that the defendants’
case was that they were 1,258 pieces short cf
deals and 806 short upon ends, making 2,059
and there were over delivery on scantlings
369, and on boards 1,703, making 2,072, or 13
pleces over. His point was that the rat: of
treight being different on the different things
they were entitled to claim shortage of ends
and allow cn boards.

Ths Judge: That seems a business-like
point.

Mr. Carver remarked that the defendants
=aid the plaintifis had not given them right
measurement. What the plaintiffs said was
that they had to deliver the 82,300 pieces
that were put on board. By the terms of the
charter party, however, he coutended that
the measur ment was to be determined, not
in Liverpool by the methods adopted t:here,
but by the intake measurement as it appear-
ed in the bills <f ladicg.

Mr. Pickferd contended that the only ques-
tion for the jury was what was the quantity
on the out-tura.

His lordship agreed, and evidence on that
pcint was called by the defendants. One wit-
ness stated tbat there were 1,253 deals and
806 deal ends less taken out in Liverpool
than appeared in the bills of ‘lading, while
there were 1,703 beards ahd 369 scantlings in
excess, makirg a net excess cf 13 pieces. In
measurements, however, ’ the shortage was 15
standards, - -

His lordship said that “on . the evidence of
the defendants there .was a ‘cortain excess
and shortage. A certain’ amount had come
out of the ship, and on what came out only
the plaintiffs were entltled to freight, and
freight was a question of law. Af’er hearing
further arguments, the judge put to the jury
the followipg question: ‘“‘Are you satisfied
that the evidence cf the defendan's’ witnesses
represents truly the different number of
pieces under the different descriptions men-
tioned by them?”’ :

‘The jury answered in-the affirmative.

His lordship reserved the lcgal aspect of
the finding for further argument in London.—

He gave
the names of the two other youths, and,
on Miss Paige’s complaint, wmmts were
sworn out for their aivests. _

Late this afterndon the detectives tock
a young man to the Adams street police
court, where he made a long affidavit be-
fore Magistrate Brenner. The deteclives
said the youth was a most important wit-
ness in the case. They would not permd
him to talk.

This evening young Abbott was taken
before Mary Paige and fully identified by
her as the one who had given the supposed
drugged liquor. She alko accuses him of
assault. The girl's condition was very
much improved tonight and the attending
physician says there is very little doubt of
her recovery.

Contract for Mail S;arvice Has
Been Awarded.

Although few, if any, sympathized with
the utterances of Mr. Bourassma, they
nevertheless enjoyed his elocutionary
powers and eloquence.

Mr. Bourassa spoke for about two hours
and a half and Sir Wilfiid Laurier, who
followed, completely disposed of every
contention that Mr. Bourassa had set up.
In fact he showed the member for La-
belle to be in a ridiculous position.

made reference to the various views ex-
pressed by the press with 1espect to him-
self. He said that, in Oatario, he was
denounced as a demagogue désirous of
raising racial questions in Canada. In
Quebec, a section of the press denounced
him as a dangerous British imperialist.
Dismissing  both with a few wonds, he
proceeded to again assert his determin-
ation to stand against Canada bDeing
thrown into war by order-in-council.

‘While taking that stand, he argued that
Canada, having contributed money and men
to the South African war, the dominion
had a right to express an opinion upon
the settlement of the war. e also pro-
tested against the recruiting of the Baden-
Powell police force here, saying sufticient
recruits could not be secured in Engiand,
and New Zealand had refused to allow
recruiting there. He thought it was time
to pit a stop. to the speculation of Sir
Alfred Milner and Mr. Joseph Chamber-
lain upon -the naivete of Canadians.

Mr. Bourassa then branched out into a
general denunciation of imperialism which,
the greater it grew, the less respect it
showed for Hbenty amd toleration. He
said the colonial pride manifested in -re-
gard to imperialism recalled {he decadent
years of Rome. He then devoted his at-
tention to Mr. Chamberlain, the colonial
secretary. He quoted the answers given
him in parliament on the 4th of June,
.1800, and on the 18th February, -1901, by
Sir Wikrid Laurier ‘in which it was
stated that no members of the Canadian
government had offered - any advice or
suggestions 'in’ regard to the settlement of
the war. :

Parallel with this, he placed Mr. Cham-
berlain’s statement ‘in. the imperial par-
liament to the effect that he had already
made himself acquainted with the views
of the colonial government and they were
in accord with the proposal for annexation
of the Boer republics.

Mr.. Bourassa also recalled Mr. Cham-
berlain’s statement in regard to the ac-
ceptance of the first Canadian «contingent.
Phe Canadian government declared that
the ‘sending of the contingent was not to
be taken as a precedent. Still Mr. Cham-
berkin accepted the contingent as an evi-
dence of Canada’s desire to accept a share
of the empire’s burden. He thought that
if he qualified. all these statements as
they might be, he might be called to order
by Mr. Speaker. He protested against a
continuation of Chamberlain’s arbitrary
treatment of Camada.

/Referring to himself, Mr. Bourassa said
he did not need to apologize for anything
he had said on the whole subject on the
past, as his remarks had been: twice jus-
tified by the people: of Quebec. Proceed-
ing, Mr. Bourassa angued there were now
many signs of reaction against jingoism,
not only in Canada but also in England.
He referred, as evidence of this in Eng-
land, to the. big Liberal popuiar vote in
the general elections and also the resuit
of the elections for the London county
council. He referred to the clim that
the resuit of the general elections in
(Camada had been a vietory for imperail-
ism. He denied that the question of im-
penialism had been put sincerely before
the people of Canadh in the campaign. 1n
Ontario both parties discussed the ques-
tion as a sentimental one and not from
constitutional and . similar aspeets. In
Queébec each party charged the other with
being the cause of the jingo spirit that
forced the hand of the government in
the matter of South African contingents.

Mr. Bourassa reviewed the elections in
various constituencies with a view to
ghowing that voters had not ehown any
atrong support for impertalism.

Sir Wilfrid Lauvier said: “I must con-
fess, Mr. Speaker, that it is with a great
deal of regret and with some surprise
that I have seen my homnorable friend
persist in his determination to move the
motion of which he gave notice some few
days ago and wlfich he has now placed 'in
your hands.”

Remembering that Mr. Bourassa had ia
the past announced himself as entirely
opposed to what he called imperialiem and
had refused assent to the policy of send-
ing troops to South Africa, Sir Wilfrid
was little prepared for the present atti-
ftufile of the member for Labelle. He
said:

“I would have supposed that he wouid
have been stalwart to the end and that
having refused to sanction the sending of
troops to South Africa, he would not have
asked us to send advice to FEngland. But
he has taken an altogether different at-
titude. He would not fight for the cause
of England but he is willing to sit at the
cotncil board in discussing the cause of
England today. How far - this conduct is
in keeping with his former well-dinowin
views is a problem as to which I shall
offer no opinion but which I shall leave
for his own pondering.” L

The might of the Canadian parkament
to make representations to the imperial
authorities on all questions that may af-
feot the British empire, in “whole or in
pant, the premier said, was one wihdch
was no longer in question. It had been
asserted on a number of occasions. The
fact that Canada sent troeps to South Af-
rica in no way affected this right. It was
today what it was before. - Tt had not
been altered. Therefore, havirg: the privi-
loge of making representations to the
jmperial authorities, Mr. Bourassa’'s resio-
lutions should be dealt with on its merfits
alone. The premier pointed out that the
speech of Mr. Bourassa had no relevency

to the question brought before. the house.:

He dismissed briefly all the argumerts
Mr. Bourassa had produced and took up
the matter of the resolution. He then
said:

“As to the first conclusion of the
proposition that there is no necessity for
sending Canadian trocps to South Africa,
I must say I altogether agree with him—
not for the same reasons that have prompt-
ed him, but for the reason thiat the war
js at an end. There may still be some
guerilla warfare, some brigandage under
the name of war, but the war is no longer
an issue.

“Though Mr. Bourassa pretends to be
very much in doubf as to the issue of the
war, for my part I am ready to leave the
jssue in the hands of the men. who now
controls it and to say with him that there
is no necessity for the sending of (ana-
dian troops to South Africa. As to the
other portion of the conclusion, that en-
listment of recruits for the South Africam
constabulary should not be aillowed to
take place in Canada, 1 ask whet reason
can there be why the enlistment of men
for this force should be put am end to
in Canada? If there are men in Canada
I care not for what motive—who wich
o talke service in the constabulary, on
what principle should a Canadign govern-
ment interfere and prevent their libérties
being so exercised? My honorable friead
has spoken well and eloquently upon the
cause of liberty, ¢f whidh he has consti-
tuted himself the champion in this house,
but I must ask him what kind of Iiberty
is it which will not permit a British sub
ject, if he so chooses to ofier his king
lis services, no matter in what capacity?
I am liberal as my honorable friend de-
Gares himself to be. My idea of liberty

oes not agree with one that will not al-
low that liberty to every British subject
in Canada. .

“Another paragraph means that we are
to invite the British authorities to restore
the two Boer republics to their indepen-
dence. My honorable friend will not deny
that this is the meaning he has in lis
mind, but strange to say he never sand
one word as to that proposition. T would
have expeoted him to deal at length with
this point, whidh, after all, is a noble,
worthy subject to consider and which,
after all, might invite discussion. I would
have expected him to give his reasons
and arguments why the British authorifties
should be invited by the Canadian parlia-
ment to undo what they have done, and
o Testore to the two republics the inde-
pendence which they forfeited on the 9th
of October, 1899. He did not speak a
word on that subjeat. And, sir, perhaps
I might sit down and not utter another
word upcn this subject. And I wouid do
so were it not for the fact that, in some
of his arguments, he has been so unjust,
so unfair to the British government, that
1 felt comstrained to place before the
house the other side of this question.

Found But T'wo Supporters for His South African War Resolu-
tion—The Prémier’s Eloquent Speech Put
Arguments at Naught. ‘

! Kruger and Mr. Steyn should be restered
to their position which they so much
abused.

“My honorable friend spoke eloquently
of the misernies of war and I agree with
him. I take no exception to what he said
in: that respect. Miserable indeed is to-
day the position of the once proud Scuih
African republic, miserable by reason of
its ruined - farms, its closed mines, its
cities arrested in their growth, and its
aged president a fugitive in Europe, fugi-
tive from the misery which he brought
upon his. own country. Miserable indeed
is the condition of the once happy State
of Orange, which had no quarrel with
Britain, but which was precipitated into
the horrors of war and of invasion by
iine man to whom it had entrusted its
destiniés, himself today a self-constituted
outlaw in his own country. These men
appealed to the God of Battles and the
God of Battles has pronounced against
them. They invaded Bnitish territory.
Their territory was invaded in turn and
was annexed to the British - demain in
conrequence of the terrible logic of war.
If I understand him aright today, he
would have Britain undo what had been
done and bring the rebellious Boers back
to the position whidh they occupied on
the 9th of October, 1899, and-which they
had forfeited.

“My answer is a very simple one.
YWhether he will agree with me or not I
am sure every one e'se will agree that, in
the terrible uncertainties of war, in the
ceries, of successes and reverses which gen-
erally make up the history of war, the
leader of the defeated people has no 1ight
to complain if he receives from his vic-
torious oppoment the same treatment
which he had previously appled to his
opponent in the hour of viatory. Now,
he knows very well that, when Lord Rob-
erts inveded the State of Orange and
raised the British flag in Bloemfontein,
when, subsequemtly, he invaded the
Transvaal and raised the British flag in
Pretioria, and when he annexed the State
of Orange and the Transvaal, he knows
very well that Lord Roberts then and
there applied to the vanquiched the/ very
came law which had been proclaimed as
a law of war by the Boers in the first
stages of that war. He is aware of the
insolent wltimatum by whidh President
Kruger went to war with such a hght
heart on the 9th of Odtober, 1899; he is
aware that on the following day the
State of Orange, which had no quarrel
with England, joined hands with the
Transvaal republic -and that President
Steyn called on the Free State burghers
to stand shoulder to shoulder against what
he cailed the oppressor; he is aware that
that. very same day the DBoers invaded
the British colony of Natal, that within
the following week they invaded several
other places; he is also aware that the
Free State burghers invaded Cape Cotony,
that they occupied the district of Kim-
bedley and that by a series of procama-
tions from the commandant to the in-
vading army they annexed the district
of Kimberley to the State of Orange.
These things took place in the beginning
of the war. My honorable friend pities
and laments the condition of the Dutah
citizens. I have here in my hand the
evidenice of British subjects in the dis-
trict of Kimberley, who were forced to
serve in the Dutch army and, when they
that the district of Kimberley would
Orange.”

Sir Wilfrid here quoted some affidavits
on this subject, which he considered af-
forded a justification to the British gov-
ernment for all they had done.

Proceeding, Sir Wilfrid said: ‘*“Lhose
were the first. stages of the war. But the
tide turned. }\Imv ask what injustice can
the Boers urgze against the British gov-
ernment . when the British goverenment
treated them exactly as they had treated
British subjects on British territory?

“What -injustice can they urge in re-
ceiving exactly the same treatment as
they had meted out to their opponents
when they were in the ascendant? I be-
lieve that there was logic in the metirod
followed by the burghers. In the opening
atages of the war they laid down the
principle that South Africa had to be
either Dutch or British and the verdict
of the God of Armies has been that it
should not be Dutch but Baritish.

“Let me give another argument. 1l
understand him aright he would like the
British government to go back to the
policy of Mr. Gladstone in 188l Mr.
Gladstone was magnaminous towards the
Boers in 1881. When he had them in his
power he treated them with the greatest
generosity, expecting that when they had
British subjects in their power tihey
would extend the like generosity. That
was a mistake; he measured the men with
whom bhe had to deal with the measure of
his own great soul. If magnanimity be a
fau't and if that was a fault in Mr. Glad-
stone, everybody must admit that mag-
naminity has never been a fault of Mr.
Kruger. If Mr. Kruger had had the
slightedt amount of magnanimity of Mr.
Gladstone there would have been no war;
# Mr. Kruger had ‘shown towards the
British subjects the priniciples of justice
there would have been no war; if Mr.
Kruger had simply kept the pledge he
made to Mr. Gladstome and his commis-
sioner there would have been no war.”

Sir Wilfrid then reviewed the events
which led to the conclusion of peace after
Majuba, showing that, after Gladstone
had filled the country with British troops
and had the Boers in his power he gave
them another chance and Kruger agreed
to give all the Tights of citizenship to
Britigh subjects, one year’s residence being
enoughr to entitle them to these rights.
He also showed that the pledge was not
kept, the period of probaticn being grad-
ualy extended to 14 years. Proceeding,
he said:

“My honorable friend has laid the
blame of the war upon Mr. Chanvberlain
and the British government. It is no part
of my duty to defend Mr. Chamberain.
It is po t of my duty to defend the
Britieh go ei'nmgﬂlt. But I may say with

-

henceforth be part of the State of :
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all frankness that the attitude my hon-
orable friend has taken is so unfair and
unjust to the British government that I
deem it my duty to place the facts wihticth
he left to oblivion. Who is responsibie
for the war? Is it the government of
Great Britain? Sir, the man who is re-
sponsible for the war is Mr. Krugér him-
self.” . :

Ottawa, March 13--(Special)--Two gov-
ernment bills were introduced in the
house today, one to amend the franchise
act and another to amend the dominion
elections act. In reference to the dominion
elections act, the solicitor general ex-
plained that it amended the section re-
specting the posting of proclamations in
the Northwest Territories and also pro-
vided that an accepted cheque would be
valid as a deposit. Another change was in
regard to the form of ballot, as he point-
ed out that many people in Ontario had
marked their ballots in the space for the
electeral division instead of opposite the
candidate’s name. The space would be
done away with. It also made provision
that, vnder manhood sufirage, those who
moved from one place to another would
not lose their votes. Manhood suffrage
lists less dhan a year old could be used.

Divorce Court for Each Province.”

Mr. Britton, Kingston, moved: ‘‘Ihat
jurisdiction should be given to some one
court in each of the provinces of the do-
mindon, or a court should be establisherd
in each of the said provinces for the trial
of cascs for divorce, and that such courts
dhou'd have exclusive juriediction to de-

-eree a dissciution of marriage.

Mr. Britton argued that. there was no
reason why the question of a marriage
contract should be reserved for adjudica-
tion upon by parliament. He pointed out
yhat while British Columbia, New Bruns-
wick, Nova Scotia and Prince Edward
Island had divorce wcourts, the latter
provinces by virtue of their confederation,
the rest of the dominion had to go to
parliament for divorce. This procedure
was very cumbersome and expensive—the’
minimum cost being about $500 and in
most ¢ases costing twice that amount. Mr.
Britton desired that all classes who were
entitied to relief from the married Te-
lation should have the opportunity of se-
curing it. °

He considered the best means was 2
divorce court. If the suggestion of 2
court was not acceptable to parliament
then proceedings might be cheapened by
parliament authorizing judges to take ev-
idence of witnesses living long distances
from Ottawa and sending evidence to par-
liament. Mr. Britton did not ask for
any changes in the grounds on which
divorce is granted. He pointed out as
an evidence of necessity for divorce courts
‘here to the large number.of Canadians
who go to the United .States to get
divorces. !

The premier took the ground that it
was evident there was mo strong public
demand for divorce courts. He  thought,
perhaps,- American laxity. in regard to
divorce matters had created the contrary
sentiment here. Since eonfederation, the
average number of divorces granted an-
nually by parliament was one or two.

In New Brunswick, where there was 2
divorce count, the average was about one
per year. Under such circumstances e
did mot think there was much public sym-
pathy on the subject of divorce. After
arguing that it was better for the moral-
ity of a counftry that a divorce should be
difficult even when it was made difficult
by law, the premier said the chief argu-
mnet advanced for divorce courts was the
expensive character of the existing pro-
cedure.

He did not know how much greater this
expense was than elsewhere where there
were divorce courts, but the remedy ot
having evidence taken at distant points
might meet this aspect of the subject.
However, the premier was not disposed
to look with much favor upon aeny alter-
ation in the present methods. He asked
Mr. Britton to withdraw his motion.

Mr. Maclean, of East York, asked how

many Canadians went o the United
States to get divorces. ‘
Mr. Britton—“The number is enor-

mous.”
Mr. Britton withdrew his motion.

24th of May a Holiday.

“ Dr. Horsey, of Nonth Grey, moved the
second reading of his bill to make the
24th of May a permanent public (holiday,
to be known as Victoria day. He ‘held
that the 24th of May held such a position
in the hearts of Canadians that there was
a very strong feeling in favor of its be-
ing retained as a holiday. He pointed out
the unanimity with which it had always
been celebrated in Canada and said that,
without being disrespectful to the king,
he did mnot think the Oth of November,
the king’s birthday, could ever take its
place.

While he did not consider there were
too many public holidays, he said Vic-
toria, day could be miade one without the
number being increased because he knew
of no better day on whidh to wvbserve
thanksgiving than November Oth. He
contended that Canada should mot Wait
for Britain to take the finitiative in Te-
gard to Victoria day, claiming that the
day was par excellence the holiday of the
Canadian people. Dr. Horsey also argued
that the personality of the Queen and

the events of her reign were such as to 4

make them memorable in days to come
and consequently a justification of his
proposal.

The premier said that the sense of the
house seemed to be that: the celebration
of the 24th of May should be continued.
He admitted that there was a good deal
of force in Mr. Horsey's arguments: and

agreed 1o the second reading of the bill.
He asked tHat the bild should not be pnt
through the committee sfage at once as
he desired to make some changes in the
phraseology.

There geemed to be double silence
when . the preacheri: ut'ered the following
words: ‘I would as soon send my children
to a pest house as send them to the play
ground of the schools here.”” He spoke them
with a ringing voice, and appeared to be
actuated by deep conviction. £e i

The gravity cf the charge evidently created
a decp impression. The theme of Mr. Heus-
tis’ discourse was the moral instruetion of
children. After describing the relationship
between the teachiig of the hame and school
and interplay of thy between the two
institutions, Mr. Heustis said:

‘“What anre our children learning? So much
arithmetic, gecgraphy, history and grammar.
Is that’ all that prompts- you to- send your
childrer to bol? - I, “was speaking to a

- gentléman the other day; I made some strong

aeccusations against the school system in
Sydney, from the academy down. I intended
to repeat those hard things tonight, but was
given assurance that an entire revolution
would be made in the system by those In

| authority. TO my charges the genfleman re-

plied that hé could not see that children
who came from other places knew any more
than they do here. Granted that that is the
truth, I do no* consider it the function of
the schocls to cram the minds of ‘the child-
ren with facts and figures alone, but that
there should be a proper appreciation of the
development of moral manhood and charac-
ter. Goethe says: ‘All that liberalizes our
minds without giving mastery over character
is pernicious.” The criminal classes are
acwte and Intelligent; the street gamin of
the slums of New York is a marvel of bright-
ness and ingenuity, but he lacks moral
character.

“I have been forced to take my own child~-
ren from school and educate them at home
to a great personal sacrifice of time and in-
convenience. Not only that, keeping them
from schodl’ I am keeping them from that
development of character which results from
contact with other ichildren in the play-
ground and this is ah important matter, I
would as soon scnd my children to a pest
house as to scnd them to the play-ground of
the schools heré, I livé near the play-

| ground, and I know wherecf I speak. The
profanity is simply awful and so far as I

can see there is little or no supervision over
the conduct of boys and girls.”

During. a short interview- after the close
of .the service, Mr. H:ustis made the follow-
ing statement: “I am prepared—unless there
is an early revolution in school system here
—to fortify every word I said by data, which
I am now collecting. Such a course is noth-
ing more or 'less than the duty of every
citizen to the public, and I may assure you
that I feel the pressure of that duty keea-
iy.”

adopted some years ago and put in oper-
ation: that it was not successful and we
are pot satistied that we would be justi-
fied in granting bounties to revive that
business. In saying that, it is not. iy
wish to discredit, if I could—and I could
not beeause my_knowledge would not per-
mit me to do so—the statements of gen-
ilemen who have represented to us that
the conditions in Ontario today arc much
hetter than the conditions were in the
province of Quebec and that therefore
they could ‘probably make the industry a
success. We think, at all events, that
we have not yet reached the point that
would justify us in reviving the bounty
system which was a failure before.

At the same time, we; last year, made
a concession to this industry in the form
of free machinery. It was represented to
us that they were hoping te secure a
bounty from the Ontario legislature and
that if. if in addition to that, we could
grant them exemption from duty on the
machinery it would be a very valuable
concession, inasmuch as machinery is a
very large item in the opening up of a
beet root stgar-industry. i

Responding to that wish of the public,
and of course there are many who would
have been pleased had we gone farther,
but, responding to that cxtentr we intro-
an item into the tariff for the purpose of
wwaking machinery free, but it was quali-
fied with the words that the machinery
should be of a class not made in Canada.

That is the usual condition of any cx-

industry. 1t is represented, and-it seems
to me to be reasonable, that a beet root
sugar plant is a somewhat delicate piece
of machinery, and that it is important
that it should all be niade or controlled
by one manufacturer or one contractor
so that he may be held responsible for
the cquipment of the whole factory and
if he is obliged to -buy one part ef mach-
inery in Canada and another in the Uni-
ted States, there is an absence of that
harmonious co-operation that is essential
to success. Tzking that into considera-
tion, we have concluded to interpret our
act of Jast year and to introduce an
amendment which will make it clear that
for omne year, reserving the question as(
to whether circumstances will warrant usi
in continuing it, we will permit the free!
admission under any regulations that may
be made by the customs department, of
machinery of every kind imported for the

urpose of equipping beet root sugar fac-

ries in .the dominion. We think if the

dustry is to be put on a basis of busi-l
=x, that if the industry is a promising
ne for the dominion and it should be
with the bounty which is allowed by the
Ontario legislature and with this valuable
concession, for it is a valuable-concession, !
in respeet of the machinery, a fair op-
portunity will be allowed for giving that
business a fair trial in Ontario. Such,’
however, is our hope, and I have no doubt
the minister of agriculture will be able to
lend the assistance of his department. 1
am told that ore of the greatest dif-i
ficulties they have to contend with in

this business, is in the cultivation of the|

beet to the proper strength and of a
proper quality. It is a matter coming
particularly within the authority of the
minister of agriculture and I have no
doubt he will be glad to lend the assist-
ance of this department in the way of
instruction, information, etc., or in any
direction that tends to improve the culti-;
vation of beets.

THE BRITISH PREFERENCE,

Able Showing of Canada's Position in This ¢
: Matter.

A marked characteristic of the present
session, has been short speeches, and he
desired that the budget speech respond
to that general feeling. T'he opposition
suy that they are opposed to a one-sided
preference and they say our preference
is a one-sided onc. (Some honorable mem-
Ler. hear, hear.)

Mr. Yeldigg—[ am glad to know it.
Surely if a one-sided preference is bad
and if our preference is a one-sided one,
there is only one thing for honorable
gentlemen to do and that is to bring
down, a resolution to repeal, to abolish
the British preference tariff.

Mr. Fielding proceeded to give a brie! l

history of how the question of imperial
trade was started in England and pointed
out that, when the dominion government
adopted their tariff in 1897, a preference
in the English market was not possible.
He said it was not possible in 1896; it was
not possible in 1899; it was not possible
in 1900, when the prime minister of Great
Britain refused to even receive a deputa-
tion to even talk about it; it was not
possible when the distinguished colonial
secretary told the deputation that he
could not entertain the matter unless they
were prepared toabandon the tariff
against Great Britain.

Those gentlemen who persuaded them-
selves that this giving of a preference in
the English market was an easy and simple
thing have been mistaken, and they must
know it now {rom the highest possible
testimony. Again and again it was sug-
gested that Mr. Chamberlain in some mys-
terious way had given him some encour-
agement, but the latest utterances of M.
Chamberlain as guoted by Mr. McFarlane
of Ottawa, a delegate from the Ottawa
board of trade, and an enthusiastic advo-
cate of that kind of ‘preferential trade,
shows distinctly that that kind of prefer-
ontizl trade cannot be got unless Canada
takes down its tariff altogether against
England.

Mr. Ficlding did not deny that if Can-
da could get a preference in the English
market, it would probably be of some ad-
vantage to the dominion, but that was
a question for the imperial authorities,
and not for Canada. The only difference
between both parties was as to the pos-
sibility of getting it and the means of
getting it. As for himself, he did not
believe it could: be obtained.

He d'd not believe that there was
likely to be any change of front on
the part of the imperial government
onthetrade question. He would not
say but tnis preferencc might be
given in the future.

The government believed that .the _true
policy of preferential trade was not to
make demands on the imperial govern-
ment, when they all knew Britain could
not afford to yield to them. The true
policy was to give to Great Britain this
preference freely and openly, leaving the
imparial government and . parliament to
adopt that trade policy which in their
judgment was best adopted to the inter-
ests of the ¥nglish people.

“The preference, said Mr. Fielding in
conelusion, which honorable gentlemen
opposite talk about. will never be obtain-
ed by demands on the English govern-
ment, which are obnoxious to the great
mass of the English people. Much is to
be derived from cultivating the good will
of the English people. If the time ever
comes when this preference is to be ob-
tained, it will not be received as the re-
sult of ‘any huckstering or bargaining be-
tween lingland and the colonies, but as
a result of the development of that im-
perial sentiment which may override ques-
tions of political economy, and in the

, creation and development of that imperial

sentiment a large and important factor
has been the British preferential tariff of
the Canadian government. (Great ap-
plause.)

Osler and Clancy Speak.

E. B. Osler replied to Mr. Fielding.
His- principal point was that he wanted
all subsidies and bonuses to railways and
public works stopped. When the revenue
was bigh, it should be utilized to reduce
the public debt, so that the burdens of
the: people would not be increased, when
‘times were not so good. He said that
no bencfits were being derived from the
preferential tariff, while the German mar-
kets were being closed to Canada.

AMr. Claney followed, saying that Canada
should educate Britain to give an inter-
imperial preference.

Sir Richard Cartwright moved adjourn-
ment of the debate and the house ad-
journed at 9.30.

MAY KEEP BACK GOVERNMENT -AID.

Chatham Natural History Society Wants Grant from

Local

Government--Interesting Discussion in the House. -

Fredericton, March 14.-—in amrwer  to

‘Hon. Mr. Buichill’s inquity, “Is it the in-

tention of the government to grant to the
Natural Hidtory Society of Chatham a
grant for the present year,” Hon. M.
Tweedie said that the matter was still
under consideration. For the past three
years this society had received frem the
government $100 each year. The hesda-
tion in making a grant this year is due
to facts which he rwould expian. Dr.
(ox, @ member of the eociety at the begin-
ning of the open seasom, vioiated the law
by shooting a caribou for wivich he was
fined $50 and costs. :

He set up the defence that the Naturel
History Society had a license to shcot a
caribou, but it appeared that mno such
license had been iscued to Cox, but to one
Benn. After shooting this cambou Cox
appliel for a license to the local game
warden. As ‘this matter had bzcome pud-
lic and as Cox had wviolated the law, there
was nothing to do but to proceed against
him and he wa: fined. The Chatham
Natural History Society had attempted to
vindicate Cox and, in view of the resolu-
tion which ithey ‘had pasced, it became
a question whether aid shculd be granted
a wociety which supported a person who
had violated the game law. Mr. Tweedie
read the resolution, which conciuded as
follows:

“And wihereas, the eurveyor general has
causel Dr, Cox to be crmimally proze-
cuted before the courts and fined $83, $50
on the technical ground that his name
was not mentioned in said license, there-
fore resolved, that this association unhesi-
tating'y condemn the breach of faxth
theiein displayed and the hostiie atti-
tude of the department towards an ineti-
tution founded for public educational pur-
poses; aud i :

“Further resolved, that this association,
aware of his devotion and of the great
sacrifices Dr. Cox is making to promote
the worthy object it has in view, evtend
to him its sympathy apd assurance of re-
epect and confidence; and ¢

“Further resolved, thalt it resents as of-
fensive and insulting and untrue the piea
of the prosecution that this  institution
has, would or could traffic in such licenses
for eelfish or mercenary purpo:es.’”

Mr. Tweedie said  he- did mot know
whether the government ought to give its
assigtance to a society which would go out
of its way to outrage them én this man-
ner. .

Dr. Baxter, the president of the scciety,
was not piesent when the resolution wus
passed, and thad exvressed his regret that
it had mpassed. That might muke some
change in his opinicn. The government
had great difficulty in protecting the game
and enforcing the law. If people in the
position of Dr. Cox were a'lowed to vio-
late the law it would be much harder to
prosecute cther people.

Mr. Hazen said that Dr. Cox had given
a different version of ‘the malter and sv
a'so had Mr. M. R. Benn. {Ic read the
latter’s statement under oath in which he
said he had seem the surveyor gemeral in
regard to a Lcense to ¢hoot a caribou for
the society. The swmveyor promited to
grant tie license and said thalt it would
be issued in the name of Cox and Benn.

Surely if that was the state of affairs,
there could have been no vioation of the
Jaw by Dr. Cox. !
Hon. Mr. Pugsley—Don’t you think Uox
ought to have taken pains to see if he had
a Hcense?
Mr. Hazen—-Perhars so, but there was

if the license was to enable the roceiy
to cbtain a caribou for scientific puryoses
it made no difierence who shot it.

Hon. Mr. Dunn asked the privilege of
making an explanation. Benn wrote to
[him in March iast for the purpose of get-
ting a license to shoot a moose or a cari-
bou for the society. Ile 1epled that it
was the wrong season for shooting any
animal for scientific purposes because the
caribou avould have mo antlers and this
skin would not be in proper condition.
He told them that, when the seaon
opened, he would only be tco p'eatel to
grant ‘a license. In August, Benn msaw
fam in Fredericton and he asked him in
wihcse name the license should be issued.
Benn said he would dike it isiuad in the
name of several members. Mr. Durnn re-
plied “that was impossible, as there could
be but one name.” When the time erme
the license was made out in the name of
Benn and forwarded 1o him. Dr. Cox,
the day after tthe season opened, shot 2
caribou but he could nct have been re’y-
ing on Benn's license, for on the follow-
ing day he got a license from the local
warden. It was difficult to enforce the law
and it could not be enforced at ail if all
were not treated alike. Cox was procceded
againgt for violating the law. He (Dunn)
went to Chatham durivg the triai to see
if the matter could not be arranged. He
saw Cox and ‘told him that the least he
could do nwas to payv the codts of the court
and if he did so the government woukl
allow the fine to stand. But Dr. Cox felt
so ligh and mighty that he insisted on
paying the fine which lhe was not asked
to pay. With tegird Yo the resoiution
of the socicty he felt that:it was wholly
unwarranted, but he was it ko narrow
in his views as to sy that he wouid not
give tthe grant in consequence of the pas-
wege of this resolution.

C. P. R. AND NORTH WEST.

Smallpox Makes Its Appearance in
Hull--Col. Steele at Fault About
Recruiting More Men for South
Africa -- Changes in the 62nd
Fusiliers.

Ottawa, March 14—(Special)—A deputation

from Rimouski county is here to urge upon
ithe government the desirability of construct-
ing a branch of th2 I. C. R, from St. Octave
De Metis to Matane, 30 miles. They submit-
ted thelr request to the premier and minis-
ter of railways, pointing out that the I. C. R.
is tRe only road which could afford a profit-
able outlet for the produce they have to
offer.

Before the railway committee of the house,
Hon. Clifford Sifton and other members from
the northwest opposed the bill to extend for
five years the time for the completion of the
Great Northwest Central Railway, the char-
ter for which is held by the C. P. R. Com-
pany. Mr. Sifton said it wculd be an out-
rageous injustice to pass the bill, as the com-
pany had time to fulfll. the conditions of the
charter and the proposed line was through
one of the best farming sections in the
world, The company agreed to build 20 miles
a year, but did not do so. The bill wes
finally referred to a sub-commifttes to see if
an arrangement cculd not be made between
the northwest members and the ccmpany.
The committes seemcd to be antagonistic
to any time extension.

Notwithstanding that Lieut. Colonel Steele
says he has been commiesioned to raise an-
other body of 1,000 men for the South Af-
rican ¢onstabulary, the fact remains that al
that Canada has ever been asked to raise is
1,200 men, with the proportionate officers.
An official statement made tonight to your
correspondent is to the following effect:
““Col. Steele is entirely mistaken and labors
under a misapprehension. When the idea of
Canada raising any meu for this body was
first spoken of, the colcnial office intimated
that if the dominion would raise 1,000 the
imperial government would forward them by
a special transport, but that if the number
was less than the 1,000 then they would be
forwarded by squads as occasion might pre-
sent {tself. This offer was made through the
colonial office to the guvernor general.

Thes: men have been raised and that is
all that the government Rnows about it.
His excellency has not requested the govern-
ment to authorize the raising of any more,
and had it been the intention of the imperial
government to seck a further number of re-
cruits from Canada the request would have
come from him, as did the first. The im-
perial government would never think of con ¥
missioning any officer to raise a body of men
in Canada without communicating with the
government through the governor general.

1N THE 1 C. B, VARDS

Difficulty Experienced Because of
lce on the Rails--Five Shunters.

The I C. R. yards have been in a very
bad condition this winter, especially dur-
ing the last few weeks. Old railroad men
state that during all of their time they
have not witnessed- a winter that has
proved so serious to ‘the railroads in this

section.

The men find their task of keeping the
yard clear one of great difficulty. After
a heavy storm the yard is cleared of the
snow as well as possible but a great deal
remains and on 2 mild day the snow melts
and ‘the tracks are covered with water.

During the nightt the water freezes and
the following morning the cars are frozen
in and can be moved only by a couple of
engines, with the fear of putting the cars
off the track on account of the ice. Yes-
terday the yard department employed about
30 men who, with an engine, cruised about
the yard. The navvies picked the ice from
the rails and the locomotive was used to

jco so that the cars can be quickly handled
today.

Recently on account of the state of af-
fairs the shunting of freight has been
greatly delayed on account of the inability
to move the cars from the sidings fast
enough, where in some places five inches
of ice hais formed over the rails. The yard
department has been using five shunting
engines during the past week to do the
work that is done on other occasions by
three engines. If last night’s arrangement
for keeping 'the tracks clear does mot work
steam will be used around the car wheels
to loosen them from the dce, as the work
of picking the ice from ftihe wheels is hard.

YACHT RACE ARRANGED,

The yacht Maple Leaf has been match-
ed to sail the yacht Canada next season.

The Maple Teaf tholds the
cup as the champion yacht of these waters
and although defeated by the Canada the
race was not satisfactory. The Canada is
undoubtedly the fastest yacht that has
contested in the R. K. Y. C. races.
Since the Maple Leaf’s last race with the
Canada she has been somewhat changed,
having been made a better yacht for
cruising. The race will be for $100 a side
and is to be sailed on the outside course,
which means the start to be from Reed’s
Point or Custom House wharf, thence to
the Black Point whistling buoy, thence
around Mahogany Island and back to the
starting point via the east channel. This
course will measure from 12 to 15 miles,
and being triangular, is a good test. The
prospect of the coming race has already
started the yachtsmen talking.
