SHEEP AND DOGS

Reasons For and Against Keeping 
Sheep on the Farm.

To the inquiry, are there any adequate 
[reasons why there could not he - more 
Uheep kept in your district,a correspondent 
(replies, "Just Dog. ,

If “dog” is the only reason why sheep 
are not kept, it would seem that farmers 
are laying too much stress on the danger 
of loss from this cause- It is true that 
there is a danger, but, if properly managed 
this is about the only cause from which 
there is a likelihood of*sheep dying. 
Their ailments are few, indeed, compared 

l with those of the horse or the ox, and 
the dog nuisance, while it exists, is 
really as bad as many who are not in the 
sheep business’ imagine. A flock of sheep 
is only attacked about once, in fifteen 
years, under ordinary conditions. Cases 
are known where flocks have been wor­
ried more frequently, but they are not the 
rule. There are usually only one or two 
dogs in the neighborhood which are re­
sponsible for the trouble, .perhaps by lead­
ing other dogs astray, or doing the entire 
damage themselves, and when these are 
finally caught and subjected to the execu­
tion which. they deserve for taking the 
life of so inoffensive an animal as the 
sheep, the trouble is usually over for a 
decade, or so. The sheep business, like all 
other branches of animal husbandry, re­
quires a .Certain degree of stick-to-itiveness, 
and, where precautions are taken to keep 
the sheep as much as possible near the 
buildings at night during the summer 
months, and shut in {luring the winter 
nights, there is comparatively little danger 
from this cause. A few open bells on the 
sheep’! necks have also been found a gbod 
preventative.

It is not usually the farm dog that is 
responsible for the dastardly conduct, but 
rather some poor, half-starved cur which 
nobody seems to own, and which is forced 
to subsist upon the meagre allowance 
which he obtains by scouring all the back 

r yards of the neighboring village or 
town. Drived by the-pangs of hunger when 
this scant supply is not sufficient to satis­
fy his needs, he goes on a rampage, and 
the old wolfish instincts give him the 
thirst for blood and the desire to kill. In 
hi - wanderings, he usually picks up a pal 
—often a dog that is harmless when, in 
good company, but, like many of the hu- 

family, easily led astray; and the 
pheep being the easiest victim, falls a prey 
to the roaming brutes. Not content with 
killing and devouring one carcass, the dogs 

to be filled with the desire to worry,, 
and take life, and generally several of the 
flock are killed outright or worried be­
yond recovery. The dog nuisance exists, 
and is serious, and there is no more 
sickening or heart-rending sight than to 
visit the fields or yards in the mornipg 
and find the flock scattered, some worried 
to death, and other torn to shreds but 
still living. While we don’t believe that 
the trouble is really as bad as it is thought 
to be, we must admit that, it is a reality 
and, while municipalities reimburse, farm­
ers to some extent for their losses, if some­
thing could he done to rid the country of 
very useless, homeless cur, a great boon 

to the sheep industry would result. The 
muzzle law did away with many, and 
they were growing less. A better condi­
tion of affairs would result if thy tax on 
ill dogs not owned by people having need 
of them, and’’■i'ork-and-feed'fbjjlthem,was 
raised to a much higher figure.

T learned last winter a valuable lqseon 
much younger than myself in 

regard to getting a horse to do his ut­
most when hitched to a heavy load oh bad 
roads. He had been drawing baled hay 
for me over hard, icy snow banks, and 
all had gone well till the last load. The 
banks hgd softened before starting on our 
last trip, and the rightihand wheelq. left 
the hard .portion of the snowy ttack and 
cut to a considerable depth' in the softer 
snow. This tilted f the load so that most 
of the weight was oh oné front and one 
hind wheel. The load came to a stop, and 
I feared was not soon to be started.

The driver picked up a short piece of 
board and dbg away so™® of the ice and 
snow in front of the wheels that had sunk 
down, and said: "Now let’s give them 
plenty of time. It’s a poor time to hurry 
when you are in a hard place. The horses 
want time to get their breath before they 
try to go oq." After standing a few min­
utes they tried to moyg the load, but it 
didn’t go. Pretty soon they tried again, 
and it moved a little further: ' The last 
pull moved it several rods, and the danger 
was past.

This young man had sound “horse 
sense.” He told what should be done in 
such a' dilemma and then went otf and did 
it. It is tiretty safe to Say that a horse 
would not learn to be balky oh fiis hands. 
He avoids exciting a horse, gives him 
plenty of time and doesn't get excited 
himself. When a man or an animal is ex­
cited Bis judgment is distorted or ont of 
commission. To the horse the load behind 
him seems much greater than he can move, 
and hé refuses to draw, not because of 
ugliness, at’ all.

When a boy I was able sometimes to 
jump over a high place in a fence, and at 
othér times not able to jmpplhalf so high, 
owing to a certain nervous condition. This 
is much the case with a horse that refuses 
to draw sometimes. Punishment does no 
good, for there is nothing in such treat­
ment to place the nerves in a quiet condi­
tion. If a horse can be made to believe 
that he is able to move the load behind 
him, there will- be no trouble to get things 
started. There are drivers whp give a 
horse a harsh jerk on the bit when there 
is no need of it. The horse leamS to ex­
pect this painfuj setback when doing his 
best, and so becomes discouraged. Such 
balkiness is due to a bad driver.

APPETITE of sows
The abnormal appetite oi- .’•owe at the 

time of farrowing, which causés matiy 
losses, may be printed by proper feed­
ing during gestation, The sow pigs, that 
have been selected for breeding show 
be fed separately from the rest of the 
herd, on food that will enable them to 
continue growth, such as . separated milk 
from the dairy, two parts shorts of wheat, 
buckwheat or ground oats to one of corn 
or barley, and succulent foods, roots, 
clover, rape or green rye. Give them the 
rttn of pasture until freezing weather. 
They will probably be bred when eight 
or nine months old.

When stable feeding commences, if there 
are no roots, squashes or pumpkins, run 
clover through the feed cutter, scald it 
and mix it with the slop feed, oy. stir oil 
meal into a mash in hot water .and with 
a dipper deal out a half pint, of this to 
each sow. This care in feeding will pay 
well in the end.

Yearling sows do not do. well when fed 
with older sows, as they are driven from 
the feed trough, and arrangements should 
be madyto feed them separately also.

Do not give over a third of the ration 
in'corn, either ground or in the ear, dur­
ing the period of gestation, and keep ^ a 
supply of charcoal, ashes and salt in the 
feeding pen.

Every intelligent swine grower, knows 
the date each sow will farrow, and will 
separate her from the herd a week or so 
previous, look after the condition of her 
bowels and if constipated regulate by oil 
meal or linseed oil in the feed. When 
the time of labor approàchés> indicated 
by the sow’s preparing her nest, she is 
naturally feverish and thirsty and should 
be supplied with thin slop and plenty of 
water.

Glasgow, Feb. 9 — Winston Spencer 
Churchill, the first lord of the admiralty, 
today attended a luncheon arranged by 
the Clyde Navigation Trust and in the 
course of a speech, painted a roseate pic­
ture of the prepafednèss of the British 
navy to meet all eventualities

Mr. Churchill spoke lengthily, on the 
object of German-British sea rivalry, tak­
ing the view that while naval power was 
necessary to the existence of Great Brit­
ain, it was a luxury for Germany.

Touching on the subject of the pros­
pective naval increases in the two - coun­
ties, the first lord said that there was no 
need for excitement or panic. Great Brit­
ain l*ad the situation will in hand. There 
was no chance, whatever, of her being 
overtaken in naval strength. Whatever 
happened abroad, there would be no whin­
ing in the British Isles, no'signals of dis­
tress would be hoisted, and there would 
be no cries for help. AH the money, all 
the ships and all the men that were neces­
sary could be supplied by Great Britain.

Mr. Churchill said that he would wel­
come a retardation of naval construction, 
but if there was to be an ‘increase of 
naval strength on the continent, it would 
only result in foreign powers being fur­
ther outdistanced by the measures which 
the British government was ready to take, 
which would enable Gçeat Britain to pur­
sue her path through the world not seek­
ing a quarrel and fearing none.

Navy is Ready.
Glasgow, Scot., FeT>. V— (Through Reut­

ers Ottawa Agency.)—The speech deliver­
ed here today by Right Hon. Winston 
Spencer. Churchill , first lord of the ad 
miralty, at the luncheon of the Clyde Nav­
igation Trust was received with much en­
thusiasm.

After referring to the naval resources of 
the Clyde, Mr. Churchill said it was super­
ior to that of any other power. The latest 
13.5 guns were some of the finest weapons 
which Great Britain possessed.

He believed that the navy was in a 
high state ' of preparedness for a sudden 
call.
