This Province is rich in copper 
Prof. Bailey’s report and other scientific 
documents, as well as 
gation, show that miwy 
lars worth of copper exists at L’Etito, 
and it is the opinion of all who have ex­
amined the ore that lias been mined that 
it can be raised at a large profit. There 
are several mines, more or less develop­
ed, in that region. Charlotte ie destined 
to become as. famous for its copper as 
Cumberland, N. S., is for its coal. At 
the News Boom are » number of speci­
mens taken from a mine belonging to 
Mr. J. G. Woodward that has been re­
cently opened^ showing that the ore is 
exceeding’y rich. There are eight or 
ten workable lodes on this property, and 
all that is required is capital for their 
development Prof. F. B. Nichols re­
potted on two lodes, for a distance of 
sixteen hundred feet, estimating their 
product in ore at $1,900,000, or le me­
tallic copper, $10,378,760.

Disasters to Wooiboats—Dangers ef River 

Navigation,
Within the last few days there have 

been several disasters to the woodboats 
that visit the harbor, which is rather an 
unusual occurrence. The first was the 
Mayflower, Owens, master, from this port 
to Fredericton. In a squall on Sunday 
last she lost her foremast off Vanwart’s.

On Tuesday a squall struck the Billow, 
Wasson, master, also from hence to 
Fredericton, and carried away both masts 
at the deck. This also started the keel­
son and decks, and carried away part of 
the rail and stanchions. This happened 
while the boat was in Grand Bay.

On the same day the Arno, Nichols, 
master, bound to St. John with a load of 
gravel, had both masts carried away at 
the deck off Carter’s Point, Long Reach.

Yesterday the Annie Olive, Belyea, 
master, fouled the main yard of the ship 
Victoria, lying at Merritt's wharf, and 
had her foremast broken at the deck.

The Governor, Gibbs, master, foaled 
the ship C. H. Oulton at the buoys and 
sprung her foremast at the deck.

The Bay Queen, under command at the 
time of the falls pilot, Gorham, while beat­
ing up through the falls under reefed can­
vas, was struck by a squall which split 
her sails, tearing them into shreds.

It is not often that there are so many 
accidents to woodboats in so short a 
time, though the navigation of the St. 
John is not by any means so pleasant as 
those who sail up in steamers might 
imagine. The squalls are very often se­
vere and sudden, and if the boats were 
not constructed so that it is an impossi­
bility to upset them there would often be 
loss of life to record.

The Settlement of a Labor Difficulty.
Lord Fitzwilliam owns and works ex­

tensive colleries in Yorkshire. The col­
liers, earning enough by working 
three days in the week to keep their 
families and procure unlimited beer *11 
the week, have been very troublesome, 
striking work on all sorts of pretences. 
The number of strikes in eighteen 
months was twenty-six, the chief cause 
of complaint being that their employer 
continued to employ a miner whoobsti- 
nately refused Jw subscribe to the Union. 
Lord Fitzwilliam said tills was riot only 
un attempt to steal a portion of the man’s 
wages but to make the employer an ac­
complice in the theft He steadily ad­
hered to his resolution to protect and 
employ the miner who refused to join 
the Union. His workmen, he said, were 
free to Join what they liked and free to 
refrain from joining what they disliked, 
and the man must not be interfered 
with. The tyranny of associated work­
ingmen, a specimen of which we have 
in St. John, is more unrelenting and ex­
acting than that of any crowned despot 
who ever beheaded his subjects to satis­
fy his whims, and the well-paid colliers 
chafed ’ and groaned at the sight of an 
independent fetioirdiborer whom they 
could not compel to do what he objected 
to do. His obstinacy they could un­
derstand, perhaps, hut their failure to 
force their employer to discharge him 
was a 
and a
They would worry him into compliance 
with their demand. So they kept strik­
ing until Lord Fitzwilliam resolved to 
put a stop to the performance. Instead 
of dismissing the miners and attempting 
to obtain and guard other men, he sim­
ply closed tile pits in-which tiie striking 
three hundred worked. The men wait­
ed and waited for overtures. They cal­
culated the profits the owner was los­
ing by the cessation of work, and ex­
pected him soon to come to terms. But 
he didn’t come. Their money was soon 
exhausted, and the allowance from the 
Union was not sufficient to buy beer as 
well as bread. They grew nneasy, des­
pondent, thirsty, and then submission. 
They resolved to go to work again with­
out demanding either apology for the 
past or promises for the future, bnt no 
work was offered them. At last they 
resolved to apologize for their own con­
duct and ask to be taken back by then- 
former employer. They went in a body 
to Wentworth House and made their 
unconditional surrender. Lord Fitz­
william did not seem at all anxious to 
receive their surrender. He had been 
thoroughly disgusted with their conduct 
and had resolved not to have anything 
more to do with them. He made a re­
proving speech to them, and said he 
would consider their offer and inform

The Foul Groan* oftheKennebeccasis

Shipyard.

A reporter of The Tribune was met 
at Rothesay yesterday by Mr. R. E. Pad­
dington, and by him conveyed up and 
across the Kennebeccasls to Clifton, a 
beautiful drive of. four miles along the 
river, during which the eye is constantly 
engaged noting the various objects of 
interest and ever changing and varying 
scenery. The pretty farms and white 
houses on the opposite side of the river, 
and the houses and gardens in Rothesay, 
are observed with interest. We pass 
Titus’ shipyard and see his new ship, the 
Lady Dufferin, iaunced the day previous, 
riding at anchor, getting a few finishing 
touches previous to being towed to the 
city. There are two ferries : one known 
as the Short Ferry, goes direct to Clift­
on, and row and sail boats are used ; the 
other is the steam ferry to Kingston. We 
cross over the ferry, rowed by Mr. Shaw, 
the proprietor, who keeps good boats 
and is,aocommodati|jjg. He tells qs a 
number of interesting facts and amongst 
thp number that thé

FLEWELLING’S SHIPYARD.
It is one of the most extensive yards on 
the river, being nearly always engaged. 
The ship Fro: pi ro was launched but a 
few weeks ago and now the frame of 
another is all np. This vessel is being 
built for Robert Thomson, Esq., as was 
the one just launched. It is a finely pro­
portioned vessel of thirteen hundred 
tons, and buil’ e? the very best materials 
to be had, the keel of oak,and the string­
ers of pitch plae. The frame of the ves­
sel, from stem post to stem, was erected 
in three week , which is remarkably 
quick work, ant. It will be finished about 
October. The dimensions are, length 
of keel 188 ft., 38 ft. beam, and 221 ft. 
depth of hold. She will be classed A 1 for 
9 years in Biir an Veritas. The other 
works round and connected with the yard 
are equally Interesting and well worthy of 
inspection. Tlie mill, driven by a thirty- 
two feet over-shot wheel, is used entirely 
for sawing the necessary lumber for the 
ships being built. While we were in the 
mill the workmtn were engaged sawing 
and turning trunuels. The trunnels are 
made from the h art of the hacmatac, 
and are first sawed two Inches square, 
and then put in another machine which 
turns them almcst as quickly as a man 
can place them In. In connexion with the 
yard there is als i an oakum wareroom 
and a draughting loft. In this loft, on 
the smooth planed floor, the models are 
drawn full size, every timber and plank 
being marked. There are about seventy 
men at present employed by Messrs. 
Fie welling about the yard. No more 
time being at onr disposal we bade adieu 
to Clifton, crossed the ferry, and drove 
again to Rothesay. Here we were most 
hospitably entertained by Mr. Padding­
ton and his estimable lady until the arri­
val of the train, which soon brought ns 
to the city much pleased with tlje (lay’s 
excursion.

Wetmore,and while we are satisfying the 
Inner man Mr. Wetmore tells ns some in­
teresting facts connected with his straw­
berry gardens. He first proposed to go 
into the cultivation of berries about seven 
years ago, and was well laughed at by 
his neighbors, who were confident they 
could never profitably or successfully 
raise berries. He, however, determined 
to try the experiment, and sent to Geneva 
where he purchased one tiiousand plants. 
These were the first planted, and when 
one sees the hundreds of thousand plants 
now growing luxuriantly on the sloping 
hillsides, it appears almost a wonder. 
The neighbors laugh no longer, but hfive 
nearly all followed suit and have their 
little fields of strawberries. They are 
picked and pat in octagonal boxes, hold­
ing just a quart, and sent to market. A 
great many are sold in St. John, but the 
demand is not anything like equal to the 
supply, and this year Mr. Wetmore has 
been trying the Boston, Bangor and other 
markets, from which most favorable ac­
counts have been received. The berries| 
being carefully packed in crates with a 
can of ice in each, arrive in good order, 
and bring good prices. The Bangor 
agent writes to Mr. Wetmore to send all 
he can, as there will be no trouble in 
selling them. The accounts from Boston 
arc equally encouraging, so that Mr. 
Wetmore will have no trouble in getting 
rid of his surplus stock. The yield this 
year has been unusually large, and the 
pickers are constantly engaged. On

Thé August Session.
The August session of Parliament 

will doubtless be a short one, notwith­
standing the many rumors afloat in re­
gard to the preparations making for it. 
The PaciflcRailwayEnquivy,Committee 
.will report, and either be instructed to 
proceed with the investigation without 
swearing witnesses or discharged. A 
lengthened session, at this season of the 
year, cannot be wished for by anyone. 
The following from the Canadian, t! e 
organ of Hon. Mr. Langevin, shows 
quite clearly the present intention of the 
Ministry:

We remember that at the adjournment 
of the House Sir Jolm A. Macdonald 
positively assured the opposition that 
Parliament would meet in August only to 
receive the report of the committee, 
which should be quietly laid on the table 
without discussion, after jwhicn Parlia­
ment should be prorogued by a vice-regal 
commission. In a word, it is understood 
that the House will sit only on the after­
noon of the 13th of August, and s.s these 
are not like the times of Cromwell when 
royal prerogatives were ignored by the 
Parliament, tlie session will be immediate­
ly terminated, since it will be the wish of 
the Governor. All the rumors about the 
session of the 18th of August are there­
fore void of foundation and false.

It is to be hoped that some solution of 
the problem of obtaining a sworn in­
vestigation into the Pacific scandal will 
be found before the dissolution of the 
House, It may be that tlie Government 
intend, immediately after the discharge 
of the committee of inquiry, to appoint 
a Royal Commission, and compel Mr- 
Huntington to produce his papers and 
hie witnesses. If this be done we shall 
have the truth, notwithstanding tlie ef­
forts of the Opposition leaders to pre­
vent a sworn investigation.

There occurred at the ferry floats, this 

morning, what came near being a fatal 
accident. Mr. Wm. Hollis, a young man 
employed In Mr. T. B. Buxton’s store, 
was going to Carleton. When at the top 
of the floats the bell rang. It rang a 
second time when he was about half-way 
down. He Increased his speed, and, at 
the end of the float, he could not stop 
himself, and was obliged to jump. The 
boat was too tor away for him, and he 
weqt Into the water. He Struck out to 
save himself, and was trying to swim 
ashore, while the boat went on not stop­
ping to see whether he was drowned or 
not. When nearly out of the floats some 
one on board threw a life preserver to 
the young man. It was thrown so near 
the boat that it was nearly sucked under, 
and he had again to strike out to reach 
the preserver, which he was enabled to 
do, thoroughly exhausted. The ferry 
boat did hot stop at all to render him 
any assistance, and there’ was no one on 
the wharf at the time except a small boy. 
A boat came to his assistance from a 
neighboring slip, and he was rescued.
