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STEVENSON SCOUTS IDEA
OF DESERTING HIS PARTY

Laughs at Story of Contemplated Switch to Liberals—
Explains Why He Did Not Attend Caucus—Sees
Possibility of Two Members for City.

ADMITS CHILD COURT NOW A FARCE

While he did not respond to the
summonse from headquarters by at-
summons from headquarters by at-
party caucus, Dr. Hugh A. Stevenson,
M. P. P, for London, scouts even the
mere suggestion that he contemplates
a bolt to the Liberal ranks.

As a matter of fact, when ap-
proached this morning by an Adver-
tiser representative, the local mem-
ber was scanning a report to that
effect in the local Conservative orgarn
and emitted several hearty guffaws
when questioned as to the possibility
of such a development.

Dr. Stevenson acknowledges that
there are those who appeared to be
enjoying themselves, supposedly at
his expense, but he intimates broad-

ly that it will be a case of “he who
chuckles last, chuckles best.”

Not Deserting Party.
“A1l talk,” he declared promptly. “I
understand that someone said it on
the street. There is certainly noth-

ing to it. I am not deserting my
party for the Liberal forces, and have
not even contemplated such action.
I suppose it makes good reading for
some people, however. I would ask
them if they can point to one in-
stance where 1 went back o9n my
word.”

The member was not ineclined to
discuss at any length the Drury-
Morrison situation, other than to re-
mark offhand that the premier would
more than likely remain with his
party, irrespective of the sweeping
developments among the U. F. O.
rank and file during the past 48
hours.

Dr. Stevenson did not attend the
special gathering of the U. F. O. and
lL.abor members held in the capital
vesterday, at the instigation of Pre-
mier Drury. He had just returned
from Toronto the previous evering
as it happened.

Redistribute Seats.
He was in a position, howeves, to

give definite assurance, he said, that
the entire question of redistribution
of seats for the provincial legisla-
ture had already been given earnest
consideration and something tangihle
would be undertaken at the next
session.

“It will be first tried out in two
or three counties,”” he explained,
“down Ottawa way and another
county or two. I am not just sure
what constituencies they have de-
cided upon.” :

The local member was not posi-
tive as to whether London and Mid-
dlesex would be materially affected
at first. *“I understand, however,
that Ealing, Pottersburg and such
suburbs will be included with the
city.”

While he was evidently not sure
on this point, it was assumed that
this would mean that eventually
London would be represented with
two seats in the ‘House.

Interested in City.

Dr. Stevenson was more inclined to
discuss municipal political develop-
ments, rather than matters of pro-
vincial import, commenting at con-
siderable , length upon the  juvenile
court tangle.

It was not his desire,
that all of this should be given undue
publicity at this moment, promising
that the time would come when the
citizens would be furnished with the
“true facts of the case, and all the
facts.”

He quite agreed@ with the charge
hurled a day or two ago by The Ad-
vertiser, that the entire affair had
become nothing more or less than a
“political football,” but contended
that such activity had been confined
solely to his critics and opponents.
all prominently identified with mu-
nicipal life.

“But this affair will be satisfactor-
ily settled before long," he assured.
“Certain difficulties have yet to be
overcome, but justice will be upheld.”

ORDER FREE STATE
10 REVEAL O'MARA

New York Judge Asks Irish to
Explain Concealment of
Prisoner,

New York, Dec. 16.—The Irish Free
State has been ordered by Justice

George V. Mallan in supreme court
to show cause next Tuesday why
the place of imprisonment of Stephen
M. O’Mara, Irish Republican leader,
should not be revealed to attorneys
for O'Mara and Eamon De Valera.

The order was granted on petition
of John F. Figerty of Washington,
D. C., through Martin Conboy, his
New York representative, who seeks
to have a commission take O'Mara’s
testimony in the $2,600,000 Irish re-
public bond suit, which has been in
the New York courts for more than
a year.

The papers alleged that O'Mara
was unlawfully detained in Ireland,
and it was feared he would be
killed or otherwise prevented from
giving testimony before the case
could be brought to trial.

This development of affairs of the
irish Free State in this country fol-
lowed the receipt yesterday of a

.letter by Daniel J. McGrath, who has

been handling the consular affairs
of the Free State since Joseph Cno-
nelly resigned November 26, warning
him to leave the country before De-
cember 26, or be shot at sight. It
was signed, ‘“Competent Military
Authority.”

Mr. Finerty went to court today on
receipt of reports that O’'Mara, who
raised $2,600,000 by popular sub-
soription in the United States dur-
ing the war, was in the custody of
Free State authorities.

MODIFY POLICY IN FIGHT
AGAINST CATTLE DISEASE

By Canadian Press.

Ottawa, Dec. 16—A modification
of policy in the accredited herd sys-
tem, instituted for the eradication of
tuberculosis in pure bred cattle, is
announced by the veterinary director
general of the department of agri-
culture.

In the case of the owner of a herd,
fully accredited, or in process of ac-
creditation, adding to his stock the
practice has been to test animals on
the vendor's premises and to in-
stitute officially conducted quarantine
for sixty days on the premises of
the buyer, pending a retest.

Commencing with January 1, 1923,
buyers will be required to assume
their own responsibility for the care-
ful isolation and practical quaran-
tine of the animals during the sixty
days period. They will then, as be-
fore, if they pass the test, be ad-
mitted into the herd.

Chas. E. Marley, president of the
Signry, testified for the defendnats
that in March, 1921, a verbal ar-
rangement was made with Mr. Mc-
Gregor, whereby the latter was to get
a larger salary, which would cor-
respond with the offer McGregor had
received from the other firm. He
said the Signry agreed to pay Mec-
Gregor a larger weekly wgae and 'to
give him a bonus at the end of the
year, which would bring his year’s
earnings up to $3,000. Mr. Mc-
Gregor left the employ of the Signry
before the end of his second year. He
sought to collect the addition to his
$50 weekly wage, which the $3,000
per year would have given him. .

day hailed the possibility of Ameri-
can intervention as the only means
of solving the tangled reparations
situation. The British press was

especially enthusjastic over impend-
ing action by the United States.
Typical of newspaper criticism
everywhere is the editorial of the
Mt‘mchester Guardian, which says:

‘It is the biggest and best thing
that has.happened since the armis-
tice. If it is true, it means that the
whole moral weight of the most pow-
orful nation in the world is to be
thrown into the scales which have
been so violently rocked by the fears
and animosities and jealousies of
Europe.” ’

The'paper_argues that the United
States’ previous attitude of aloof-
ness gives it a position of arbiter.

No Nearer Agreement.

Apparently the nations are no
nearer agrement on the reparations
question than they have been at any
time, and they are just as fa
from settling the kindred px‘ol;.lea.r;v ao‘;
inter-allied debts. England claims
her inability to pay America unless
she is paid by France. France says
she canndt meet her obligations,
either to Great Britain or the United
States, unless she is paid by Ger-
many, nad Germany says she can-
xs:iodtepay unless helped from the out-

Thus the argument proceeds
a circle. The suggsetion on all sld::
is that this country, if she ever
hopes to. realize anything on the
$11,000,000,000 of war debt, will have
to come to Germany's assistance.

A great deal will be said from now
on, on the subject of a German loan.
The first impressions regarding such
a floatation are that it could not
possibly be put through on any such
scale as would be necessary to pull
Germany out of the hole. But this
judgment might well be made were
it to develop that the best bankers
in the world were enlisted in the
enterprise and were co-operating to
work out a plan that would make
German government bonds acceptable
to the investing public and at the
same time not provide too much of a
burden for the investment market.

Mark Recovers.

The partial recovery in mark ex-
change toward the close of the week
appeared to reflect at once some hope
in an outside loan and a certain
amount of confidence that in the end
the allied countries will agree upon a

settlement of reparations which will
greatly reduce the sum demanded.

But this was no ordinary
violation .of ‘the dignity of the House.
Members and tHe sons of members
had been coupled .with a murder.
This was a far more serious offence
and demanded a far greater punish-

ment.”
Sessions Short.

“Article 136 provided for imprison-
ment during the sesgion, but our ses-
sions are short, two or three months.
These men in Montréal might feel
that they could smirch the govern-
ment to any extent; and after being
incarcerated for a short period; they
would be able to do it again.”

“This demanded vigorous action,
and in accordance with all principles
of justice, was meted out immediate-
ly. Roberts was brought before the
bar of the House and asked to name
the members he suggested. He re-
fused. The House unanimously held
him guilty of an atrocious libel. 1
introduced the bill to imprison him
for a year for his offences. I believe
it meets with the approval of our
people, and they will stand oy it
because. it is to guard their govern-
ment from infamous sattacks.”

BRITISH NOTE FIRM
ON CLAIM T0 MOSUL

0Oil Territory Under British
Mandate Cannot Be Sur-
rendered.

Lausanne, Dec. 18.—Great Britain's
memorandum to the Turks concern-
ing the Mosul oil territory, which
was sent in the name of Great Britain
alone and not in that of all the allies,
it was learned today, insists strong-
ly upon the British claim to Mosul
This vilayet cannot be surrendered,
it is represented, because it forms a
part of the kingdom of Irak, which,
being a part of Mesopotamia, is un-
der British mandate.

The memorandum calls attention

IN'LATEST PROBE

Hays, Film Mentor, To Head
Off Scandals in Holly-
wood.

lL.os Angeles, Cal, Dec, 16.—Quiet
prevailed in the invesigation of movie
folk alleged to be addicted to drugs
which is understood to have been
suggested by Will H. Hays, film
mentor, in order to head off scandals
before they become public.

Names of a number of stars, said
to have been discovered by New
York police in a raid on a drug ring
headguarters a few days ago, in which
lists of customers were confiscated.
Hays told the United Press that his
mission in Hollywood is not to hold
post-mortems or act as a detective,
but to work constructively from
within to purify and better the film
game.

Producers are already quietly in-
vestigating the private lives of stars.
One prominent movie player, who
was known to be drinking and was
suspected okf using drugs, was call-
ed before one of the biggest pro-
ducers in the colony afid taxed with
the offence.

He vehemently denied using drugs
and offered to prove it.

Well-known physicians were em-
ployed, and the star was stripped in
the presence of the producers and
examined for marks of the “Dope
Needle”; no marks were found. He
was then placed in the custody of a
physician for three weeks, it was
atated. The physician never left him
alone for a minute, even sleeping
with him.

At the end of this time the doctor
reported the star showed no signs
of being an addict, inasmuch as he
betrayed no craving for drugs. The
actor then promised to go ‘on the
water-wagon,” and is reported ‘to
have been reinstated in good stand-
ing. “I am not interested in the do-
ings of the colony during the last few
years, but in conditions today and
tomorrow,” Hayes said. “My aim is
to develop the amazing possibili-
ties for good in the movies, and in
the types of pictures, to such an ex-
tent that the bad will be automatical-
ly crowded out.”

GRAIN HANDLING

Saskatchewan Premier Says
Government Will Help
Financially.

i i

Dec. 16. tCanadian
Presg).—The formation through the
amalgamation of the export com-
panies controlled by the United
Grain Growers, Limited, and the
Saskatchewan Co-operative Elevator
Company, of a tarmers’ co-operative
organization for the handling of an

optional basis of the Western Grain
Corporation, was suggested here to-
night by C. A. Dunning, premier of
Saskatchewan, as a solution of the
grain marketing problem.

Mr. Dunning intimated that® his
government would not turn a deaf
ear to a request for financial backing
for such an enterprise. He claimed
for his scheme that it would ensure
to the farmer patronizing it the
world’s average annual market value
for his product: that it would be en-
tirely controlled by the farmers’ or-
ganizations, and that the best guar-
antee of efficiency would lie in the
fact that the farmer was not com-
pelled to patronize the proposed com-
pany.

In a general review of the situa-
tion, Mr. Dunning said there was no
doubt Saskatchewan people were dis-
satisfied with the present system of
grain marketing, but he felt that
better results in the way
had been produced from the present
crop than many expected. He said
he did not believe in a permanent
compulsory wheat bhoard, and he
knew of no farmer leader who had
advocated such a thing. Several
months had passed since it became
apparent that the wheat board could
not function this vear, and in the
meantime no progress seemed to
have been made by the farmers’ or-
ganizations in evolving a permanent
market system. The Canadian Coun-
cil of Agriculture had offered no
solution, and the reason must be, he
said, that its members were unable
to agree among themselves on the
remedy.

of the provinces should be asked to
create an autocratic monopoly be-
yond the reach even of our courts—
a monopoly which would take from
every man the right of freedom in the
disposition of the products of his own
farm.

SOLUTIONS SUGGESTED

Many Reservations Made by
Kemalist Delegates At
Lausanne.

Lausanne, Dec. 16.—Turkey's dele-
gates on the minorities sub-commis-
sion of the Near East cogference to-
day again declared the establishment
of a special Armenian homeland in
Turkey impossible. They gave the
impression that they were as in-
transigeant on this matter as in their
determination that the patriarchate
of the Greek Orthodox Church should
be removed from Constantinople.

Allied spokesmen tried conciliatory
tactics. They suggested that, instead
of abruptly rejecting any project
framed to settle the Armenian prob-
lem, the Turks wait until the allied
proposition was fully framed, when
they would have ample opportunity to
present their gbjections in detail. The
Turks yvielded to the suggestion that
a comprehensive plan, concerning
the protection of the minorities be
compiled by a special committee,
with the understanding that it would
be based on the various European
treaties, providing for the treatment
of minorities and the meeting of ad-
journed under this agreement. .

When the sub-commission met this
afternoon under the presidency of
G. C Montagna, Italian minister to
Athens, the attention of the members
was called to the memorandum sub-
mitted to the conference by the
Armenian committee. In this memor-
andum the Armenians, after em-
phasizing their great losses through
massacre, deportation and general
privations, recalled that the allies had
solemnly promised to free them from
the Turkish yoke.

They added that the second and
third assemblies of the League of
Nations had adopted resolutions
favoring a national Armenian home.
They therefore suggested three pos-
sible solutions:

Suggest Solution.

First—To incorporate, in part at
least, the arbitration suggestion of
the president of the United States for
selection of the territory to be as-
signed to the Armenians.

Second—To extend the eastern

Tt is absolutely
inexact to say that at any moment
France refused the guarantee pact.
France only asked the pact should
not lack efficiency. All oversights of
Lloyd George evidently emanate from
a psychological error which domin-
ates his entire theme. If he believes
there is a French impervialist annex-
ationist party, the attitude he main-
tains toward France, either at Ver-
sailles or since, will be explained
perfectly. In this we must thank
him that he doesn't go further in his
conclusion. With a little more logic
he could have invited us to wait in-
definitely on Germany’s goodwill for
disarmament and reparations.”

Foch Was Spokesman.

There was a party which
pldered the Rhine to be the only |
pational frontier of France; a strong
party, with a strong man as its|
spokesman—in many ways the;
Btrongest in France—Marshal Foch. i
His splendid services in the war gave
bim a position such as no soldier in i

ance, or in any other country, could |
tommand. The soldier who by his
'genius leads a nation to victory pos-
#esses a measure of influence on the !
public opinion of the people he has
saved from destruction such as no
pther individual can aspire to—as
Jong as his services are fresh in the
memory of his fellow-countrymen.
That, I admit, is not very long. Grati-
tude is like manna—it must be gath-
pred and enjoyved quickly, for its
Ireshness quickly disappears. But in
{he early months of 1919, Marshal
[f'och was still sitting at the banquet
iable of popular favor, enjoying the
tull flavor of grateful recognition. His
word on all guestions affecting the
security and destiny of France was
heard with a deference which no
other man in France could succeed in
stecuring. He had also a quality
which is not usually an attribute of
f:nnemhhlp—-—fbx he was a lucid,
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“We Must Stay.”

“And now, having reached the
Rhine, we must stay there’ went
on the marshal very emphatically.
‘Impress that upon your fellow-
countrywen. It's our only safety;
their only safety, We must have
a Dbarrier. We must double
lock the door. Democracies
like ours which are never aggres-
sive must have strong natural
frontiers. Remember, that these
seventy millions of Germans will
always be a menace to us. Do
not trust appearances of the mo-
ment. Thelr natural character-
istics have not changed in four
years. Fifty years hence they will
be what they are today.’

“From the table at the other
end of the room Marshal! Foch
brought a great map, six or eight
feet square, on which the natural
features of this part of Western
Europe were marked. The Rhine
was a thick line of blue. To the
west of the river the marshal had
drawn in pencll a concave arc
representing the new frontier that
France will receive under the
peace treaty. It was clearly an
arbitrary political boundary, con-
forming to no natural feature of
the land.

“‘Look at that” said Marshal

. Foch, “There’'s no natural obstacle,
along that frontier. Is it there
that we can hold the Germans if
they attack us again? No. Here,
here, here’ And he tapped the
blue Rhine with his pencil. ‘Here
we must be ready to face our ene-
mies. This is the barrier which
will take some crossing. If the
Germans try to force a passage
over the Rhine—ho! ho! But here
(touching the black pencilled line
running northwest from Lorraine
past Saar Valley ¢o the Belgian
frontler) ‘here there is nothing.

“Armles on the Rhine.”

“No, if you are wise you insist
on having your locks and wall,
and we must have our armies on
the Rhine. Some people object
that it will take many troops to
hold the Rhine. Not so many as it
would take to hold the political
frontier. ¥or the Rhine can be
crossed only at certain places,
whereas the new political frontier
of France can be broken any-
where, and would have to be held
in force along its entire length.’”

He expounded his dootrine in

greater detail in an official memor-
andum which he submitted to M.
Clemenceau as commander-in-chief
of the Allied armies:

Aliowed just the brief space of recess
from a busy morning, The Advertiser
had recourse to showering Miss Clarke
with questions in order to draw com-
parison between the methods of Scotch
and Canadian teaching.

Likes Our Co-operation.

“But 1 think the co-opsration between
parent and teacher here is marvelous,”
she said. “In Scotland, in the up-to-
date schools, we have our visiting and
exhibition days, when mothers and
fathers visit the school and view the
results of the year’'s work, when a
concert 18 given and prizes distributed,
and that sort of thing, but the daily
interest between pupil and parent is
not to be compared with that shown
here.

“I've become an ardent devotee of
mothers’ clubs, and when I go home
I'm going to make a mission of it.”

But apart from the fact that she
doesn’t mind the cold weather a bit,
and thinks the climate the healthiest in
the world, Miss Clarke has ever so
many nice things to say about Canadian
schools and mothods of teaching.,

Children Are Polite.

“I must confess that I think your
children have prettier manners and a
more generous attitude toward the
toacher, perhaps because I am thor-
oughly convinced that your working
people have a much higher standard of

England. The better conditions of the
home are retlected in the school life of
the children.

‘“And I've been delighted with the
interest the youngsters take in litera-
ture and art. They are not only in-
iterested in the authors themselves, but
[they seem to take a keen delight in
| the beauty of word or suggestion. As
far as music goes, of course, I think we
use it in our teaching at home to much
the same extent.”

The completeness of the Canadian
kindergartens and the practide common
in many schools of giving milk through-
out the morning, were all a source of
admiration to Miss Clarke.

“Of course we have some kindergar-
tens, but we aren’t nearly so advanced
as the Canadians are, and the only
nourishment we provide is sometimes
when trade is poor, soup kitchens are
established for children who come to
school poorly fed.”

‘“Little Town,” Says She.

Just a tiny bit tired after a long day’s
teaching, but In a tolerant attitude to-
ward ‘‘this little town,’”” The Advertiser
found Miss Daisy Guitton, the other

“Of course parents are splendidly
grateful for what we do and what we
teach their children; but at home we
school teachers are a sort of necessary
evil, working hard behind the scenes.”

And she agreed with the reporter that
in this country the teacher is recog-
nized as an important factor in the
community, a hard-working young
woman, upon whose shoulders rests to
an enormous extent the responsibility
for the rising generation.

The Oase of Mr. Hammell.

The move of W. J. Hammell of
Muskoka in going from the Pro
gressive party over to the ranks of
the Liberals is variously regarded by
political writers in Caneda. The
Farmers’ Sun takes Mr. Hammell’s
action to mean that he s out of the
Progressive movement for keeps, and
the fact that he considered himself
free to pick up and leave without
consulting the men who elected him
to parliament shows that he never
appreciated the principles on which
the .. farmers’ movement was
launched. The Sun also scores
Premfer King for accepting the sup-
port of a man under these condi-
tions,

The whole matter rests between
Mr. Hammell and the Progressive
party. The premler has nothing to
do with ft. If a member of any
party in the House finds that he is
in sympathy with the policy of the
government he is at liberty to come
over and give his support to the gov-
ernment of the day.

What he will do in his own con-
stituency with the men who elected
him is another matter. To bring
the matter nearer home, suppose
Dr. Rankin of Stratford or W. G.
Raymond of Brantford should pick
up and go over to the Conservative
side of the House, after being sent
there as Liberal representatives, we
imagine the Liberals of North Perth
and of Brantford would have some-
thing to say to these men, and it
might be dificult for them to make
the grade in case they went back for
re-election at the next contest. But
to claim that Hon. Arthur Meighen
was carrying on under false colors
because he accepted the support of
thesé men is stretching the thing
too far, so far, in fact, that it be-
comes thin and meaningless.

The Advertiser’s political corre-
spondent at Ottawa takes the view
that the action of Mr. Hammell may
prove a hindrance to the setting up
of a satisfactory working agreement
between the Progressives and Lib-
erals for the next gession. He holds
that the Progressives are likely to
resent the presence of Mr. Hammell
cn the government benches when he
-was elected as a pew-holder with the
Progressives. There is a point in
this which can hardly be overlooked,
although it will hardly constitute a
situation where the Progressives
will cut off their nose to spite their
face.

Work For Both Men.

The farmers of Ontario, in conven-
tion at Toronto, cheered J. J. Morri-
son’s policy of keeping the farmer
movement just where it stands right

now—a class affair. They likewise
gave equal applause later in the day
to Premier Drury when he declared:
“I belleve, while we maintain our
organization for ourselves and to
ourselves for the purpose of our in-
dustry, that when we come down to
the question of political matters
we must seek the support of those
like-minded with us.”

There are those who seek to read
into the vote of the farmers’ con-
vention giving its approval to the
policy of Morrison something al-
most amounting to a vote of want of
confidence in Mr. Drury. One cor-
respondent of The Advertiser goes
so far as to say that it is a parallel
case to Lloyd George, when the Con-
servatives met at Carlton Club and
decided not to support the coalition.
So the farmers have met in conven-
tion and decided to withhold sup-
port from Premier Drury on his
broadening-out policy.

That is too far-fetched. The ap-
plause given to Premier Drury when
he appeared before the gathering
puts to rest for all time the question
of his standing with the agricultur-
ists of the province. Jhey are for
him and behind him. The function
of Mr. Morrison and the function of

- Mr. Drury are quite sgeparate and
apart, and yet they both have their
places in the organization.

Mr. Morrison is the organizer for
the business interests of the farmer.
1t is his business to arouse a class
consciousness or a class interest
among the ranks of the farmers of
this province. That is essentially
what farmers want and need. The
business of farming is the most im-
portant thing we have in Ontario,
and it is the most Iimportant
thing we have in OCanada. If
there is any doubt fn the mind of
any person let him look over the
records of crops and crop failures in
this country. When crops have
been good busimess has been good,
and when crops have been poor busi-
ness is calling for artificlal respira-
tion until the next season comes
around. That being the case, the
farmers are quite within their rights
in organizing for the betterment of
thefr profession. That side of the
.work is the property of J. J. Morri-
son, secretary and moving spirit of
the U. F. O. In this province.

it expression to its ideals it

reason they seek to enter politi-
cal Hfe. It is Mr. Drury’s speclal
mission to be the spearhead of the
farmers’ movement.in the sphere of
politics. It fits in with the work of
J. J. Morrison. It does not clash
with 1it, although there are many
who would seek to create the im-
pression that Morrison and Drury
spend thelr nights whetting axes and
sharpening swords against the hour
when their paths must cross. . The
meeting at Toronto showed very
clearly that the delegates considered
there was a place for Mr. Morrison
and that there was a place for Mr.
Drury, and that the farmers them-
selves held both these men in the
very highest regard.

In view of these facts there is
really not very much ground on
which to build up the nice little idea
that there is a war to the death con-
flict going on inside the U. F. O.
over matters of leadership.

Premier Drury puts a neat prob-
lem to the convention when he asked
them to face the matter of winning
elections, claiming the odds were
very much against them {f they
kept the membership Ilimited to
active agriculturists. He is inclined
to the theory that those “who think
as we think” should be included in
the movement. The one point about
which there can be division will be
the method of taking in “those who
think as we think,” and at the same
time making sure that the organiza-
tion shall retain its complete
identit a8 a farmer movement.
That is\the problem that Mr. Drury
has to face, and it seems certain that
he will be allowed sufficient latitude
to work out the detafls.

Have This Conference.

It was mentioned in the British
House of Commons a day or so ago
that the authorities there were
watching with interest what United

States proposed to do in the build-
ing of battleships of a smaller size
than those placed under the build-
ing ban at the recent Washington
conference.

A dispatch from Washington plo-
tures the United States government
likely to urge President Harding to
propose to Britain and Japan an
understanding regarding the build-
ing of these vessels.

Quite right. The Washington con-
ference and all other meetings of a
similar nature would attain nothing
at all if they merely scored out cer-
tain types of battleships and then
raised the gates to the laying down
of others that did not comply with
these specifications.

Only @ few weeks ago this district
was deluged with mail matter telling
how to make a fortune in Austrian
kronen.

It was to be a simple matter to
cash in on the financial agony of
the Austrian people.

Many thousands over there do not
know where the next meal is comjng
from.

Our reply to the appeal of the
Austrians to help them get their feet
on the way to a decent living was to
be that we should sneak out and buy
some of their securities at the frac-
tion of a cent on the dollar.

Now this same company comes
again, telling us how to camp on
the necks of the German-people and
take blood from stones:

“We believe that an investment
made today in the bonds of the Ger-
man government and several large
German eities present extraordinary
opportunities for profit in the event
of any material advance in the value
of German money (marks).

“Due to the depreciation of Ger-
man marks a German government 5
per cent bond of 1,000 marks de-
nomination can now be bought for
approximately $1.25. A city of Ber-
lin 4 per cent bond of 1,000 marks,
$1.25. With German exchange at
normal these same bonds would have
a value of $238.33 each.”

80 our contribution to the restora-
tion of Europe is that we should pay
to some of these financially-wrecked
nations $1.25, and then when they
have fought their way through to
the point of re-establishment go to
them and say: “Here, give us $238.33
for the $1.25 we lent you.”

Apart from the absurdity of the
proposition, it smacks too much of
a hyena operating in a graveyard.

Your Health

ORE throat and
colds are the
result of some
fault in your way
of living. If you
awaken with the
symptoms of one
of these common
ailments, ask
yourself these
questions:
“Have I lost
sleep, or have I
been sleeping in a poorly-ventilated
bedroom?”

“Have I violated the rules of sim-
ple living as regards food or drink?”

“Have I smoked too much, or spent
too much time jin a smoke-filled
room?”

“Am I suffering from the lack of
proper intestinal action?”

“Have I neglected to walk in the
sunlight, and to fill my lungs with
an abundance of pure air?”

The answer to one of these five
questions will suggest the origin of
your sore throat.

There are several different con-
ditions which are described as sore
throat. For instance, ‘“pharyn-
gitis” is the doctor's name for one
such ailment. In this there is a
peculiar raw and scraped feeling in
the throat. It feels as if the lining
membrane had been torn off and salt
rubbed into the raw surface.

The “pharynx” is the section which
lies between your mnose and Yyour
vocal cords. When you look into
the mirror, the very back part of
yvour throat which you can see be-
hind the down-hanging ‘uvula” or
soft palate, is the pharnyx.

The pharnyx is lined with a mu-
cous membrane, continuous with the
nasal passages above the mouth in
front and the wind-pipe below. Any
acute cold or catarrhal condition
will readily extend to the pharnyx.

For some reason or other, when
one is run-down, out-of-sorts, con-
stipated, generally “off the feed” and
debilitated, the pharnyx often be-
comes inflamed.

The first day and night there is
a feeling of soreness and discomfort.

-

sleepless, so severe is the pain, with
constant inclination to swallow.

The third day shows improvement,
and by reason of the lessened pain,
as well as the exhaustion from loss
of sleep, the third night is usually

a good one. The fourth day usually
marks the end of the discomfort.

Many clergymen have this trouble
—indeed, it is often called “preach-
er's sore throat.” Hospital internes,
nurses, manicurists, barbers, stenog-
raphers, clerks, and all others who
spend much time in vitiated atmos-
phere, are liable to attack. When
you have once had it, repeated re-
currences are to be expected. For
this reason, one learns to dread the
onset of the ailment.

On the first appearance of sore
throat your bowels should be
emptied. If the trouble is chronjc,
particular attention must be given
to the correction of constipation if it
is present,

For the soreness itself, hot water
gargles are useful. Use the water
hot as can be borne, and repeat every
hour or two.

The raw, scraped feeling is due to
the excessive acidity of the saliva.
Bicarbonate of soda, or ordinary
baking soda, may be added to the hot
water, and will be most grateful.
Letting a soda mint dissolve in your
mouth may give comfort.

An astringent, like tannic acid in
glycerine, may be used to paint the
throat.

Mouth breathing aggravates

any
form of sore throat. If the nasal

sages are occluded by thlckeninzaot
the nasal mucous membrane, or if
adenoids are present, medical atten-
tion is required. In such event, you
should consult your family doctor.
Furthermore, if you are rundown and
have been out of sorts for some time,
you should see your good friend, your
physician.

Remember always that sore throat
is only a symptom. It may be due to
the pharyngitis we have just de.
scribed, or it may come from tonsil-
itis, from rheumatism of the muscles
of the neck, from anyone of several
different diseases.

It is wise to determine the exact
cause so that no time is wasted in
finding a speedy cure.

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| New Convention Sigiod At
Paris Permits Intermediate
Tariff Generally.

CUSTOMS REDUCED

Dominion Agrees To Maintain
Proportionate Difference
in Any Subsequent
Changes.

London, Dec. 16.—(Canadian Press
Cable).—The new trade convention or
commercial agreement between
France and Canada was signed yes-
terday in Paris at the Quai d’Orsay.
The signatories to the agreement were
Tord Hardinge, the retiring British
ambassador to France; Hon. W. S.
Fielding, Canadian minister of
finance, and the Canadian minister
of marine and fisheries, Hon. Ernest
Lapointe, on behalf of the Dominion
of Canada, and M. Dior, French min-
ister of commerce, for France. The
text of the convention will be pub-

lished at a later date, to be fixed by
the parties directly concerned.
Fixed Duty Rates.

In the meantime, however, Hon. Mr.
Fielding has handed to the Canadian
Press the following summary:

The convention contains twenty-
seven articles and six schedules, un-
der which Canada grants France and

the Frenen colonies, possessions and
protectorates, the Canadian inter-
mediate tariff and favored nation
treatment generally. As in the old
treaty between the Canadian and
French governments, there is a spe-
cial schedule granting France ‘fixed
duty rates on thirty items.

Regarding wines, the lighter wines
will be admitted to Canada at the

" old treaty rates, but no reduction on
the existing rates is being granted
for stronger wines. By another sched-
ule Canada grants France on ninety
items 10 per cent discount on the
amount of duty payable under the
intermediate tariff.

8till another schedule containing
three items allows 15 per cent dis-
count on the amount of duty payable
under the intermediate tariff.

In connection with these two
schedules, Canada undertakes in any
subsequent tariff changes in the Do-
minion to maintain a proportionate
difference between the intermediate
and general tariffs.

Smacking of Advertising.

The Canadian ministers are un-
willing to issue a selected list of the
principal Canadian articles affected
by the treaty, as they consider such
a selection might be regarded as in-
vidious and smacking of advertise-
ment, while the complete list is much
too long for cabling.

A F¥French official statement says
the principal French articles ac-
corded tariff reductions include wines
(up to 70 per cent reduction), per-
fumery, books, printed matter, motor
cars locomotives, lace, silks, furs,
rubber goods, gloves, feathers and
cinema films.

The three items receiving a 15 per
cent discount on the intermediate
tariff and appearing in a separate
schedule are Alsace-Lorraine pro-
ducts, namely, cotton, linen and
woolen clothing. :

The statement adds that the con-
vention also includes clauses relative
to the protection of trade marks,
origin, commercial travelers’ regula-
tions, etc.

Royale is the last large tract of virgin
wilderness in the Middle West, with
stupendously beautiful scenery. but tRat
is not the only reason why it should

be preserved In perpetuity for the
people.

Its archaeological deposits are some
of the most significant on the North
American continent in the information
they offer as to the life of primitive
man.

Isle Royale was the seat of the cop-
per mines from which the ancient
mound builders who occupied North
America before the Indlans came, ob-
tained most, if not all, of their copper.
Michigan copper, identified by metal-
lurgists, has been found in mounds as
far south as Florida, among remains in
New BEngland, and in the territories
west of the Mississippi.

Anclent City Found.

How the copper mines were discov-
ered on this little continent, far out in
the steel-gray waters of Lake Superior,
who the miners were, and what their
civilization was, is one of the tales that
remains to be unraveled by the scien-
tists.

Part of the work has already been
done. Some of the mines have been
explored, implements of the miners have
been found, and last summer a Penn-
sylvania archaeologist -declared he
had found the remains of an anclent
city, with numerous houses and a fort.

While these discoveries have been
made, archaeologists believe the surface
has only been scratched, and that if
the island is retained by the people as
a state or national park, and the work
turned over to scientists, important dis-
covertes will be made bearing on the
life of these ancient peoples.

The works of the mound builders, if
they belonged to that tvpe of civiliza-
tion, can also be retained forever, for
the instruction of future generations,
and as object lessons of what a people
ignorant of al] modern knowledge were
nevertheless able to accomplish.

A Treasure Land.

““The remains on Isle Royale are-just
as significant and important to the
archaeology of North America as are
the Pyramids to the archaeology of
Egypt,” said Professor Wilbert B.
Hinsdale, curator of the University of
Michigan Museum. ‘‘The island has
never been thoroughly explored, but
enough has been found to indicate that
it is a treasure land for the scientist.

“It will be a tragedy if these remains
are permitted to be despoiled by men
who have no feeling for science, which
has as its only object the pushing out
of the boundaries of human knowledge
of man and the world in which he lives.
Scientists could investigate these re-
mains on the island and find out every-
thing that is to be discovered in them,
record it in such a fashion that it would
be available forever, and then restore
the remains to their original form so
that they could be enjoyed by future

“On the other hand, if the island and
the remains are allowed to fall into the
hands of men who are thinking of noth-
ing but the dollar, everything will be
lost. It is better that they never be
explored than that the task be done by
men ignorant of science who are look-
ing only for relics.

Would Forbid Spoliation.

“The thing that should be done is
for the people to take over this island,
and forbid anyone to make any investi-
gations into archaeological remains
except under state direction. The
record of these ancient peeples should
not be destroyed. “Several states, in-
cluding Ohio, already have such a law.

®Michigan has permitted most™of her
remains of the mound-builder civiliza-
tion to be destroyed. Relic ' hunters,
caring for nothing but stone axes, ar-
row heads and pieces of pottery, have
opened most of the mounds and ruined
their scientific value.

“The mounds south of Detroit, one of
which, located on the River Rouge, was
the largest in Michigan, have practically
all been destroyed.

“The important ones north of Port
Huron are going the same way.

“Grand Raplds has been forward-
looking enough 'to preserve some of the
important ones near that city in a city
park.

Can Never Be Replaced.

“The Daughters of the American
Revolution in Cadillac are trying to
raise $1,600 to buy a tract near that
city which contains not only some im-
portant mounds, but also an oid incle-
sure, of which thm are few left any
more. ;

“The garden beds. wiliich were indi-
vidual with Michigan in certain types,
and which*were located near Kalama-
zoo, have long disappeared.

“Michigan has been very negligent in
allowing these monuments of the past
to be destroyved. Ohio and Wisconsin
particularly have been careful to pre-
serve them in state parks, for the
feture enjoyment of the people.

“These are things that, once gone, are
gone forever, because they are the re-
mains of an extinct race which can
never be replaced.

“For these reasons -it is important
that the people of Michigan retain Isle
Royale. It is a great treasure that
should not be despoiled.”

Doubts Ancient City.

Professor Hinsdale is skeptical regard-
ing the futhenticity of the ancient city
which the Pennsylvanian claims to have
discovered on the island.

“There has been no proof yet that the
foundations he claims to have discov-
ered are not the foundations of a little
settlement of white miners on the
island early in the nineteenth century,”
he says. ‘Understand, I am not saying
that it is, but science wihholds judg-
ment untll it has proof.

“For my part I do not believe that
there was an ancient civilization on the
i{sland comparable to the early civiliza-
tions in Mexico and the Southwest.
The climate is too unfavorable.

““The island is held in the grip of ice
and snow for seven months of the year,
and I cannot understand how-a race of
people could survive there under primi-
tive conditions the year around.

“Of course, the answer is t @t the
Eskimos live still farther north, but the
Eskimos have the advantage of very
deep snow, and there are other ocondi-
tions which make their existence pos-
sible not found on Isle Royale.

Indications of Massacre.

“My belief is that the people stayed
on the island only when it was pos-
sible to mine the copper, which was
the precious metal for these a.nclent
peoples, just as gold is for us today.”

In some of the mines that have been
discovered the appearance is that the
miners were interrupted in their work
by an invasion. Stones have been
propped up ready for breaking up so
that the free copper could be extracted,
and other work was under way, indi-
cating that the people - were mining
peacefully when suddenly they were
attacked: and massacred.

Tools are lying about, and every-
thing is just as it was on that day
hundreds of thousands of years ago
when disaster overwhelmed the miners.

It is waiting for the patient scientist
to pore over and unravel. If the island
falls into the hands of exploiters the
story will be lost forever.

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eliminated. Last week I attempted
to show that it's not such an easy
matter as it appears to be, to select
the “right gift,” that it takes a little
thought, a little time and a little pa-
tience. That gifts so selected not
only bring more real Joy and hap-
piness to the persons receiving them,
but that after making our purchases
our purses are not quite so empty.
The last-minute shopper cannot hope
to get the variety of selection, and
very often the article we have made
up our mind to buy is not procurable.
We visit store after store in our
search for it, only to be told that “We
had some of these last .week, but
there was quite a demand for it,
and now we're sold out.” Our search
has probably cost us an hour or so
of our time and considerable of our
patience, to say nothing of the vain
regrets, disappointment and the need
of getting some substitute that, while
it possibly costs more is not quite so
satisfactory—and we have nobody to
blame but ourselves.

At this time the shelves in the gift
stores are loaded down with every
conceivable gift, but the shrewd mer-
chant knows that what is not sold at
midnight, Dec. 24, will, in all prob-
ability, remain on his shelves until
the following year, so that in making
up his selections he purchases Just
what he considers he will sell before
that time. As popular fancy changes
every year, it is natural to suppose
that some lines will be disposed of
rapidly, and invariably these lines
are the ones the merchants purchased
the least of. With him it is a case
of first come first served, and there’s
no time, even if he were so inclined,
to obtain further shipments. If we
persist in being “last-minute shop-
pers,” there’s no use in making up
our lists of gifts previously, for usual-
ly we must just take what we can get
—we have little or no option other-
wise. It is here that we make all
manner of good resolutions that next
vear we won't be caught in the same
position, that we'll buy everything we
may require a month ahead of time,
if need be, and then when “next time”
comes again we go through the same
manoeuvres all over again, not that
we have forgotten our previous ex-
periences, but rather because of a de-
lusion that we have not the time, or
possibly because we are simply negli-
gent.

An Appeal for Store Employees.

There’s another angle I would like
to discuss for a moment in regard to
this “last-minute shopping” — it's
more in the nature of an appeal than
a discussion—it’s something that
somehow few of us have bothered
with so far, possibly it has never been
drawn to our attention before, for if
it had there would be little or no last-
minute shopping.

There are few stores but talk “ser-
vice” to their customers. It seems to
be a byword with every retail mer-
chant, and part of this service at this
season is keeping open in the even-
ings. Don’t misunderstand me. I
am-not criticizing the *“keeping open”
in the evenings, as there are many
people who have no other opportun-

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SAYS DOMINION INVOLVED
INNATIONS DEBT PROBLEM

Paralyzed Condition of European Industry Is Cause of
I.)fow Level in Farm Prices—Europe Used To
Take Large Proportion of Surplus Crop.

Special to The Advertiser by a
Staff Correspondent.
Ottawa, Dec. 15.—The whole prob-
lem of international debts and re-
parations is once more in the fore-
ground, and the doctrine that' Can-
ada is not concerned in its sane solu-
tion falls to the ground upon close
examination. The reason for the
low level of farm prices, despite an
improvement within the past month,
causing such disappointment among
our farmers, is the paralyzed con-

dition of European industry.

Europe used to take a large pro-
portion of our surplus crop, but de-
mand has fallen enormously. A
curtailment of demand means inev-
itable lower prices to the seller, and
.the result is smaller returns to our
farmers. !

In turn, they find their purchasing
power reduced. They are unuhlg to
buy from implement companies,
storekeepers, etc, their normal
quantity of fresh implements :m‘d
supp.ies. The direct consequence 1is
fewer orders from the storekeepers
to wholesalers, and from the latter
to the factories, who cannot employ
their full quota of hands.

Makes Comparisons.

Professor David Friday, a very able
American economist, has demon-
strated clearly by statistical compar-
isons that for many years the volume
of the manufacturing production in
the United States has continued in
almost parallel ration to the value
of agricultural production of the
country. The value of the agricul-
tural production has largely been
determined by the price available for
the exportable surplus.

Therefore, he has argued, the
prosperity of both the Amierican
manufacturer and the American far-
mer is distinctly dependent upon the
restoration of economic stability and
prosperity to Europe.

All the arguments which he ad-
vances are equally applicable to
Canada, and it is quite clear that
the King government, if it is to do
its duty by the country, should have
a clear-cut policy upon the repara-
tions question, and should make it
known to the British government.

Government Attitude.

Mr. Bonar Law has just
known his government’'s attitude
upon the question of international
debts, and contrary to expectation,
they propose to stand firm by the

made

terms of the Balfour note. Upon the
merits of the policy laid down in
that note there has been an acute
difference of opinion in political and
financial circles, and it would be
interesting to discover whether our
government has ever been invited to
express its views upon it, and if so,
what these views were.

It is plain, however, that more
disastrous results are not to flow
from the present chaos. The inter-
national debt problem m_ust .be
tackled at once, and Britain is mak-
ing another move at the end of this
month. Soon after Christmas, a
British delegation composed of Mr.
Stanley Baldwin, the chancellor of
exchequer, Mr. Montague Norman,
governor of the Bank of England,
and Mr. Dutton, of the British treas-
ury, will start for Washington to
negotiate an arrangement for the
regular repayment of the British
debt to the United States.

Today the debt owed by Britain
to the United States totals $4,135,-
818,000, which is slightly more than
850,000,000 pounds sterling, at the
current rate of exchange. This sum
includes arrears of interest since
May, 1919.

Made Interest Payment.

It was only this autumn that the
British treasury found itself in a
position to make interest payment,
but the American government had
previously expressed its complete
willingness to let the interest ac-
cumulate for a few years. Now that

Britain finds herself in a position to
make payments, there is no reason
why the debt should not be funded
on a definite basis, and repayments
of principal commence.

Semi-authoritative forecasts sug-
gest that the British delegation will
offer to pay the principal in full, but
will convey arf intimation that the
remission of the three years’ ac-
cumulated interest would be a most
welcome concession. They will prob-
ably ask a reduction of the present
flat rate of b per cent interest to
41, per cent, and will have reason-
able grounds for their request.

Britain is making no eff(ort to
evade her obligations to the United
States and asking for no favors. All
she asks is that her obligations be
put in a form which will enable her
to meet them with promptitude and
with little inconvenience.

BANK BANDITS
'LEMVE LITTLE

D FOR POLIGE

Mount Forest Amazed as
Robbers Disappear, Leav-
ing No Trace.

LOSS EVENTUALLY SMALL

Bonds and Securities Make
Up Biggest Part of
Loot.

Special to the Advertiser by
Staff Reporter.

Mount Forest, Dec. 16.—Bank rob-
bers, opened vaults, stolen bonds,
high powered : cars—these are the
things that the people. of Mount
Forest are talking of in hushed
whispers today.

The two thousand inhabitants of
the town have a mystery all of their
own; one they can talk of for years
to come, The mystery that they dis-
cuss is the robbery of the local
branch of the Royal Bank of Canada.

In the early hours of yesterday
morning, bank robbers broke open one
of the vaults, broke into eighteen
safety deposit boxes, containing thou-
sands of dollars worth of bonds, and
escaped without leaving even one
clue. In actual cash the robbers
made a haul of 23 cents. which was
taken from the stampbox.

Overlook Stamps.

Over five dollars worth of stamps
in the box was left untouched.

The big haul was made in bonds,
which had been stored in the safety
deposit boxes by Mount Forest citi-
zens.. Although the bank will not
divulge the exact figures, it is known
that the robbers got away with about
$10,000 worth of bonds; fortunately,
practically all these bonds are regis-
tered.

Ultimately the loss to the owners;

will be very small, reports the mana-
ger of the bank. Provincial officers,
working on the case, say that it re-
sembles very much the recent Stouff-
ville bank robbery.

In both cases the robbers made a
sudden raid in the night with full
information gathered beforehand on
the location of telephone and tele-
graph wires and the plan of the bank
building. In both cases the robbers
came in high powered cars, blew the
vaults open with nitro-glycerine and
got away without leaving any clues,
although in both cases the robbers
were apparently professionals by the
thoroughness of their work. They
were not the old-time yeggmen, for
they did not use drills in opening
the vaults.

If the Mount Forest robbers had
used drills, they would have been
able to blow open the strong box in
the local bank and made a haul of

$15,000 cash. By allowing the “soup,”
as the nitro-glycerine is called in the
profession of safe blowers, to run into
the cracks in the door,- the robbers
were able to open the one vault,
which was about thirty years old.

Inside was a big safe, newly in-
stalled, which absolutely resisted thelr
eftorts. On top of the safe were
stored eighteen safety deposit boxes,
which the robbers forced open. The
robbers gained entrance to the bank
by cutting the iron bars in a rear
window.

When inside they tried to open a
second vault. They blew its lid off,
but were apparently frightened away
before completing the job. Their car
was parked in a lane at the rear of
the bank, leading to Fergus street.

The first alarm was given when
Mrs. Pfaff, janitress of the bank, was
unable to open the doors yesterday
morning. She called A. J. Keas, one
of the clerks in the bank, who forced
an entrance, and found that the bank
had been robbed.

The inside of the opened vault was
a mass of littered papers and docu-
ments from the broken boxes, and
the whole scene was one of confu-
sion.

Until away after midnight last

night Manager R A. Fowlie and his
taff of filve were working to get
things in order. The owners of bonds
were all in during the day, reporting
their losses, and a complete list is
being prepared of the missing bonds
and their numbers.

The police have not even one good
clue towards the capture of the bank
robbers. By the wheel tracks at the
rear it is seen that the robbers’ car
was a big one.

Several Mount Forest citizens
heard an explosion, which they took
to be a bursting tire, between two
and three in the morning.

People living near Kitchener heard
a nigh powered car passing about
3 o'clock, £# the police belicves this
was the robbers fleeing to Toronto
or Hamilton.

There are no fingerprints, foot
tracks, or similar clues.

WESTERN PREMIER
URGES ECONOMY

Prime Minister of Saskatche-
wan Warns Canada of
Possible Catastrophe.

Saskatoon, Dec. 16.—In the intro-
duction to his wheat marketing speech
at the Liberal banquet here last night,
Hon. Charles Dunning, premier of
Saskatchewan, appealed for economy,
both in public and private life. He
warned of a possible catastrophe in
Europe at almost any time, and de-
clared Canada must be on the watch
for any emergency.

As to prohibition, Mr. Dunning re-
peated with emphasis his policy and
the policy of his government “to con-
tinue the enforcement of the
Saskatchewan temperance act in ac-
cordance with the expressed will of
the people. The people have handed
the government a policy, and only the
people can reverse that policy.”

At the same time he scored the
“too zealous advocates of prohibition
and social reform, who impugned the
men in charge of public affairs, and
hindered the very cause they pur-
ported to be supporting.

POSTAL OFFICERS ADVISE
SENDING PARCELS EARLY

The postal authorities at Ottawa in
their weekly bulletin ask the public
to send their Christmas parcels early
in order to make unnecegsary the
usual last minute rush. “The Christ-
mas season is upon us again,” the
bulletin says, “bringing its usual
rush of work for the postal em-
ployes, made necessary in order that
our fellow-citizens may have their
Christmas mail delivered to them in
good time and have a happy holiday
season so far as it lies in our power
to give it to them.

“While we hope that in view of the
efforts which are being made to in-
duce the public to mail their Christ-
mas parcels, etc.,, well ahead of the
holiday, some of the usual last-min-
ute congestion of mail matter may
be eliminated and that this busy
period may accordingly prove a little
less strenuous than in former years
for postal workers, we are confident
that in any event the same spirit of
co-operation will be evident among
them as they have shown in other
Christmas seasons, so that the most
satisfactory and quickest service
possible may be given in the delivery
of the heavy mailings of Christmas
parcels and greetings, which often

mean a good deal to ‘the other fel-
low.””

The local postal authorities also
wish to advise the citizens of London
that books of stamps may now be
purchased from the letter-carriers in
the city. It is hoped that this inno-
vation will be of great service to
residents of the community.

U. S. MOVES TO PROTECT
FARMERS FROM LOSSES

Washington, Dec. 16.—A bureau of
wheat price insurance to protect farm-
ers from unreasonably low prices at
the primary markets would be provided
under a bill introduced yesterday by
Representative Steinerson (Republican,
Minnesota).

The bill would create a revolving fund
of $100,000,000 for purchasing, selling,
transporting and storing wheat and its
products whenever necessary to prevent
undue depression or fluctuation in
prices, or unjust marketing manipula-
tions, “which would tend to increase the
liability of the United States under the
insurance policies.”

BARES SEA'S DEPTH
BY BCHO DEVICE

Scientist Perfects Invention
to Aid Navigation.

New York, Dec. 16. — Dr. H. C.
Hayes, physicist, told the National
Academy of Science here that with
an echo you can tell to a hair just
how deep the ocean is, at any point
in all its 140,000,000 square miles,
and with an echo to guide you will
be able to navigate safely through
a fog so thick you can't see the bows
of your own boat.

Dr. Hayes has been conducting re-
search work at the navy department's
experimental station at Annapolis. He
told the academy:

“During the war, while the navy
was experimenting with the device
known as the M-V type of listening
instrument, it was found that with
this instrument the location of an
eremy submarine could be deter-
mined, together with its direction of
movement and that other sounds, to
which the listerter did not wish to
pay attention, could be ‘focussed out.
Subsequent experlmentation enabled
tke navy to work out three methods,
all using the M-V sound-receiver, of
determining the depth of the ocean
and to chart the entire surface of
the ocean floor from Newport, R, I,
to Gibraltar, some 3,000 miles.

“Two of the methods are for de-
termining depths of shallow water,
the other for deep-sea depths, but
all depend on sending out a sound
from a vessel and receiving an echo
from the sea bottom.” :

“The M-V receiver,” he said, “is
mounted near the bows of a long
naval vessel. The ship‘s propellers,
revolving at the stern, throw out
scund in every direction, but no at-
tention is paid to anything but the
echo coming back from below.”

WOMAN DEFEATS BANDIT
IN FIGHT FOR CASH BOX

Winnipeg, Dec. 16.—Miss Freda
Peterson, cashier of the Capitol
Theatre, and an unknown man, had
a tug-of-war with a cash box con-
taining $800 through the wicket of
the box office last night. Just as she
was about exhausted, some people
coming out of the theatre alarmed
the thief, and he dashed into a wait-
ing automobile and escaped.

WANTS STANDARD
FOR VERY DRUG

Dr. M. Millard Points Out the
Necessity of, Uniformity
in Grades.

In a recent address to the “meds”
at Western, Dr. M. Millard ¢f Wind-
sor pointed out the necessity of
standardizing drugs, particularly
those in which strong doses are in-
dicated and in which deterioration
is a characteristic.

He pointed out the facilities pro-
vided for adulteration of drugs be-
fore they reached the patient, and
when such adulteration yields poor
results, the prescribing physician
must shoulder the responsibility.

Careful manufacture and prepara-
tion of drugs was Dr. Millard’s solu-
tiobp for such conditions. His aad-
dress. which proved interesting, was

illustrated by lantern slides. Dr.
C. A. Harris, president of the West-
ern Ontario Academy of Medicine,
acted as chairman at the meeting.

OPEN CLASSES TO HELP
EDUCATION OF PUBLIC

Ottawa, Dec. 15.—On the question
of special parliamentary presenta-
tion for university graduates, Sir
Thomas White finds himself prob-
ably for the first time in his life in
agreement with the British Labor
party.

Important Labor leaders during
the election protested against what
they called “these close preservers
of Toryism” and threatened if they
secured a majority to extirpate them
root and branch,

Since the election the London
Times has been publishing letters
from defenders of the university
seat. In actual fact the university
seats are not close preservers of
Toryism. In the new parliament out
of the 11 members returned from
the university seats in Britain, 7 are
Conservacives, 3 are Liberals, and 1
is an Independent.

The said Independent is J. R. M.
Butler, a very able, young Cam-
bridge historian, who has to his
credit a notable book, “The Passing
of the Great Reform Act,” and served
with great distinction in the war,
and the London Nation rates him as
one of the ablest men who have
come to parliament by the recent

election.
Sends Quality.

Now a person like Mr. Butler, who,
though all his tendencies are Liberal,
dislikes subservience to any party
machine, would have scant chance
of' being elected in the ordinary con-
stituency, and it is snecial constitu-
encies like the university seats which
enable such men as he to remain in
the house life. Consider the quality
of priesent men of the university
seats at Westminster. They include
H._A. L. Fisher, the eminent his-
tor)aq. who was minister of educa-
tion in the late government: Lord
Hugh Cecil, a fine type of the intel-
lectual Tory, Sir Jos. Larmor, a
great scientist; Sir Martin Conway,
a well-known author and critic, C.
W. C. Oman, another learned his-
torian; Sir Henry Craik, who was
for many years head of the Scotch
education department; Sir Watson
Cheyne, a leading doctor, and Mr.
Butler, above mentioned.

No other eleven constituencies
could begin to show such a high
average quality among their mem-
bers. In days gone by the univer-
sity seats have sent the same high
type of members to parliament,
among others who came to Westmin-
ster by this avenue in the last gen-
eral election were W. E. H. Lecky
the historian, and Sir William An-
son, .the great constitutional lawyer

Special representation to Oxford
and Cambridge was first conceded by

James I, who always had a special
fondness for men of learning. Lon-!
don University secured a pledge from /
the government which founded it that!
it should be placed on an equality in}
every respect with Oxford and Cam-'
bridge.

special representation was only con-!
ceded to the universities of- Wales and
the provincial universities of Eng-!

Owen Sound, Dec. 15—W. A.
Bishop, clerk of the high court and

died this evening after a lengthy ill-
ness. He was one of the most prom-
inent men in this city during the past
40 years, and was a member of a very
old family.
Colonel W. Bishop, Jr., V.C,, D.S.O.,
M.C., etc.,, and of Colonel R. Worth
Bishop.

The late W. A. Bishop was born
in Owen Sound on August 27, 1858, a
son of the late Mr. and Mrs. D.‘W.
Bishop, who were among the earliest
residents of this municipality. The
family has always been active in the
political and social life of the city,
and none has commanded more re-
spect than the late W. A. Bishop.

In November, 1880, he was married
to Miss Margaret Louise Greene, who
survives with two sons,

As a young man Mr. Bishop studied
law with the firm of Creason & Mor-
rison, and on being called to the bar
opened a practice here.

San Francisco, Cal.,, Dec. 11.—Nor-
way is having the same trouble with
its prohibition law as the United
States, according to Dr. Ernst Ely, of
Vardoe, Norway, who is touring the
United States. i

“Norway’s prohibition law was a
most stupid political blunder,” de-
clared Dr. Ely. “Unless it is soon
repealed it will lead to the ruin of
the country. .

“Our law is not as drastic as that
of the Uamited States, in that it pro-
hibits only strong liquors. We can
still have light wines and beers. But
the people of my district—my town
is the most northerly city in the
world—need stronger liquors to save
fats. -

“The worst part of it is that the
liquor they make is of  such poor
quality and so much more of it is
more or léss poisonous that the death
rate in Norway has increased great-
ly since prohibition.””

In addition prohibition is having a
very bad effect on the morals of the
people. It is comparatively easy to
evade the law, and, losing respect for
one law. they are losing respect for al!
the laws.

“In addition, it is impossible to
police the country and arrest prohi-
bition violators. Then, too, the pro-

TORONTO PRINCIPAL DIES.
Toronts, Dec. 14—_Puncipal I. J.

Montreal, Deec. 16.—Some interesting
sidelights .on: the Canadian papet in-
dustry are contained in a letter of the
New York National Bank of Commerce
in which -paper manufacturers of
the United States are warned that their
industry is dying. ‘Each citizen of that
country, it appears, annually buys, reads|
and throws away 40 pounds in weight
of newspapers. The demand for news-
print in the first half of this year was
1,164,616 tons, of which 40 per cent
came from other countries, principally
Can and the National Bank of Com-

coitinue, and that if it does, the present
upplies of American  pulpwood will be
exhausted within 30 years.

For some years, it is declared, news-
print production in the United States
has been at a standstill, whereas pro-
duction in Canada has trebled. Prior to
the war imports of newsprint from
Canada averaged about 133,000 tons. By
1920 they had increased to 679,000 tons,
and in 1921 totalled 657,000 tons. It is
feared that at this rate, Canada may in
the not distant future lead the world in
producing pulp, newsprint and coarse

paper,

Her rise, it is pointed out, has been
astonishing. Forty years ago there were
only flve concerns in Canada making
pulp and paper. Their total capital
amounted to only $92,000. They gave
employment to but 68 persons, and their
annual output was valued at $63,000.
Ten years later there were 24 mills, em-
pioying 1,025 persons. Today there are
100 of them, of which the Chicoutimi
group, comprising the largest pulp mill
in the world, has just sold its whole
output for the ngxt ten years to Great
Britain, France and the United States.

Canada’s paper exports to the latter
country for the first half of this year
exceeds those of Sweden, the next in
order, by 400,000 tons. Nor is the ex-
planation far to seek. ‘“‘In consequence
of the partial exhaustion of raw mater-
ials,” affirms the manifesto of the New
York bankers, ‘‘the industry in the
United States has for some years
been practically stationary, while in
Canada abundant gimber resources have
facilitated rapid development.”

It is- competenily calculated that in
two years’' time, the Dominion’s news-
print output wil! have reached an an-
nual 1,600,000 tons.

HOCHELAGA BANK PROFITS
SHOW LARGE DECREASE

Montreal, Dec. tls.——]Proﬂts of d}he
Hochelaga Bank for the year ending
No. 30 were $504,830, compared with
$630,902 a vear ago and to $649,739 for
1920. This year's earnings represent
15.12 per cent on outstanding capital
stock and 7.38 on combined capital, re-
serve and undivided profits. The bal-
ance and all deductions is $194,535,
compared with $184,706 last year. Bank
promises are listed at $100,000, com-
pared with §70,000 last year.

The balance sheets show a decrease
of $1,680,667 in deposits, compared with
1921, but an increase of $3,000,000 over
figures for 1919. Cash on hand amounts
to $5,933,527 and cash items to §13,895,-
620, representing 23.45 per cent of the
total liabilities to the public. Liquid
assets amount to $25,658,585, to which
would be added $2,259,121 in short-term
loans to municipalities and schoo! cor-
porations.

POULTRY TEATURES

* ON'LOCAL MARKET

Butter Remains Steady at 42¢
to 44c Pound, With Good
Demand.

There was a good turnout on. the
market square this mogning, pouitry
being the main- feature. Geese,
which were very plentiful, went at
from 16 to 22 cents per pound. Ducks
'were also in fair demand at from 18
to 21 cents, and chickens at about
25 cents per pound.

Turkeys were not so well represent-
ed, but those that were sold averaged
from 42 to 48 cents per pound.

One man had a basket of fine, fat
pigeons, for which he was asking 25
®nts each. Rabbits - were quite
dcarce, only a few being offered at
70 to 76 cents per pair.

Apples were largely in evidence to-
day, both russets and spies. They
met with a ready sale at $1.50 per
bushel and 50 to 60 cents per 11-quart
basket. Not only have apples been
gearce this year, but they have also
been extremely hard to keep, and
there is every prospect of them re-
tajning their price throughout the
winter and spring.

Fresh eggs were more numerous
than they have been for some time
lately. They were selling at about
80 to 90 cents a dozen, though many
of the vendors were asking $1.

Butter remains steady at 42 and 44
cents, depending upon quality and
flavor. This market, too, seems to
keep up well in demand.

Vegetables always remain quiet at
this time, and as a rule they advance
towards the middle of January, when
home-grown supplies are more ex-
hausted. They are a fair offering at
present.

Christmas trees were prominent,
and were sold all the way from 25
cents to $1, according to .the size.

One load of wheat was brought in,
realizing $1.15 per bushel.

There was no hay or straw. The
dealers are well supplied with fodder
for a time, as these two have been
coming in in large quantities all this
week.

Buckwheat still remains
scarce and hard to get.

Dealers on the market expect tur-
keys to meet a keener demand next
week, which is the real turkey week.

Toronto—Wholesale trade quiet;
buyers showing no tendency to an-
ticipate their requirements. Retail
trade not as good as previous years,
and to date is disappointing. Collec-
tions unsatisfactory.

Winnipeg — Wholesale business
fairly satisfactory in view of gen-
eral conditions; boots and shoes still
feeling benefit of increased demand.
Retail trade improving under Christ-
mas demand. Collections generally
fair- to good.

Regina—Wholesale trade gemerally
slow; retail business very quiet for
this season. Collections very slow.
Saskatoon—Wholesale trade hold-
ing #s own without showing any
marked activity. Retail sales being
stimulated by bargaln offerings. Col-
lections fair.

Calgary—Wholesale trade generally
quiet.

HON. J. ROBB DENIES
AGREEMENT LIMITED

Canadan Minister Hopeful of
Successful Trade Arrange-
ment With Australia.

Adelaide, Australia, Dec. 16.—
(Canadian Press Cable, via Reuter's
Agency.)—Hon. J. A. Robb, Canadian
minister of trade and commerce, who
is still here in connection with the
negotiating of reciprocal customs and
trade arrangements between the two
countries, has denied the statement
made in a cable to this country from
Ottawa, Canada, to the effect that
the scope of the agreement is limited
to granting preference on fruits,
paper pulp, newsprint and timber

pulp.

Mr. Robb intimates that the prop-
osition is much broader than that.

Despite the fact that the Austra-
lian ministers are much engrossed in
the electior campaign, in which the
balloting takes place tomorrow, the
Canadian commerce minister ob-
tained an attentively sympathetic
consideration of the proposals. He
is very hopeful that when the Aus-
tralian tariff board submits its report
it will be found to intimate recom-
mendations that will be found highly
desirable to the people of both coun-
tries.

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T0 GOME T0 CANADA

Will Occupy Mennonite Land
in Manitoba Before
Christmas.

Special to The Advertiser.

in their attempts to gain admission
to Canada shortly after the end of
the war, because of a storm of pro-
test which arose over their non-
militarist religion, a colony of Hut-
terites is expected to arrive in Mani-
toba before Christmas, to occupy land
formerly held by Mennonites in Mani-
toba. This information was learned
at the Parliament Buildings today,
where the facts are known, although
the provincial government has no
control over immigration, and the
question of admitting or turning back
the Hutterites is evclusively the right
of the federal government.

The Hutterites, although a German
sect, differ from the Mennonites in
one important regard. They are not
opposed to the school laws of the
country in which they live, and while

in the United States have never
caused trouble, such as the Mennon-
ites have occasioned in Manitoba.
The sect, however, is strongly op-
posed to the use of physical force,
and the religious beliefs are such as
to prevent a true " Hutterite from
either taking human life or engaging
in a fight.
There are a considerable number
of Hutterites in the province at the
present time.

AUSTRALIA T0 FIX
" FATE OF HUGHES

Position of Premier Causes
Supporters Anxiety As Elec-
tion Draws Near.

Canadian Press Cable.

Melbourne, Australia, Dec. 16—The
electors of Australia will decide at
the polls today whether Premier
W. H. Hughes will be returned to
power, or whether his coalition gov-
ernment will go down, as Lloyd
George's did in Great Britain. Mr.
Hughes is now in his eighth year of
office as premier of the Australian
Commonwealth,

The political situation in Australia
is very much like that in Ureat Brit-
ain recently, except that in the latter
case the coalition was broken before
the general election, and in Australia
that possible event awaits the issue
at the polls a few hours hence
Whether Premier Hughes can weather
the storm or not is the question thag
is causing his supporters considerable
anxiety, as there has been a growing
hostility toward him recently.

A short time ago the premier and
the leader of the Country Party,
(Farmere' Party) Dr. Earle Page, had
serious differences, and the result has
been the opposition, instead of the
more or less docile support, of this
party to the Nationalist ministry,

In the present parliament the state
of parties, excluding the Nationalist
s_peakgr, Sir Elliott Johnson, is: Na-
tionalists, 37; Country Party, 13;
Labor, 24. Even including the speak-
er, Premier Hughes has a clear ma-
Jority of only one over the other two
parties, but his position has been
much more secure than these figures
indicate, because of the lack of com-
munity of interest between the low-
tariff Country Party and the high-
protectionist Labor Party.

ANCIENT HOUSES
FOUND ON ISLAND

Thought Dwellings of Pre-
historic Copper
Miners.

| Port Arthur, Ont., Dec. 15.—The re-
|mains or fomes belleved to have
|been used by prehistoric copper
miners, have been found on Isle
toyale, in Lake Superior, says Wil-
llam P. Ferguson, archaeologist, of
Franklin, Pa.

“Mining was in progress there at
least 1,000 years ago; how much
{ longer we do n¢t know,” says Fer-
jguson. “We found pine trees six
feet in dlameter growing on the
ancient rock dumps. There is an
area two miles long and half 3
mile wide, over the whole of which
we found remains of human habita-
tions,

“There were larger pits which had
teen dug for homes. They ranged
from eight to ten feet deep and
were protected by carefully buiit
stone walls which kept them free
from water. The people incidentally
used communal dwellings in some
instances, as several of the pits
were 20 by 40 feet, and one, which
may have been a fort, was 20 by
50 feet.

“These people mined in solid rock
the whole island over, but did not
dig their shafts more than 20 or
30 feet deep. Their tools were black
egg-shaped stones of great hard-
ness, such as are found on the
north shore of Lake Superior but
not on Isle Royale.”
