Before we go farther, let us fix firmly
in our minds what we have already
noted, namely, that the prohibition of
the Fedoral Constitation, to ¢ tablish
any form ot religion, or to restrain the
free exercise of any form (naturally, it
not at variance with Christian morals),
andalso the prohibition of any religious |
test for oflice, apply only to the le teral |
govarnment. As the Sapreme Court of |
the United States has often made plain,
no restriction of the Constitaution ap-
plies to a state, unless so c-xpros-wl.‘
So far as concerns the national charter, |
a State might set up a Catholie, or a |
Paiitan inquisition. The thing would
be impossible, of course, but by the
tenor of events, not by the law of the |
land.

As we have seen, at the time when
these federal enactments were passed,
a number of the states had religious
restrictions, or provisions., Massachu-
setts, | think until 1834, Connecticut
until 1818, required every man to pay
a tax to his pastor, or if he had none,
to the Congregational pastor of the
place. New Hampshire had the same
law. Massachusetts kept Catholies out
of office until 1821, New Hampshire out
of the higher oflices until after 1861,
Several other states shut them out of
the governorship until about 1830,
more or less. North Carolina still ex-
cludes atheists from her legislature, and
probably from governorship.

We sce then that the federal restrie-
tions on religious intolerance have not
acted on the several states by any
force of law, but purely by the force ol
example and influence, strengthening
the general spirit of the age.

However, many Protestants, while
professing to be loyally acauliescent, in
the tolerance of the Constitution, main
tain that the inclusion of Catholics in
this freedom was ill-advised.
