HOTEL DIEU DEDICATION AT WIND-
SOR—~A NOBLE MONUMENT TO A
DEVOTED PRIEST —SERMON BY
ARCHBISHOP WALSH,

The important event of opeving an
Hotel Dien in Windsor has drawn the
attentlon of the whole Province to this
portlon of Western Oatarlo, A brief
sketch of the eeremony will not be with
out interest.

The futore citv of Wicdsor hes a popn-
latlon of 10000 It fs situsted on the
south bank of the River Detrols, directly
opposite the Amerlenn city of the same
pame, whh which it 13 fu coustant inter
conrse by an sdwirable ferry system,
The ssweread real estate valustion s
shove $4000000. A  helf million
of this 1s exempt from taxation;

anle institutions Of thees the high
school, Home of the Friendlese, and the
Hotel Dicu have been erccted durnog
the paet yesr. Sireet curs, electric
lighte, apd miles of paved streets, give
the town a wodera appearance, The
Canada Pacific R R. and the Michigan
Central B R, censider Windsor an im
portant town on the line of the great
highway of trade fromw the Atlantic sea-
board to the West. The Great Western
Divieion of the G. T. R R. makes
its terminus o Windeor., Tie
local traffic of Xssex comes to us
by the way of the suburban town of
Walkerville, over the Detroit River,
Lake Erie, and Essex K. R.  Alargesum
of money is paid annuslly to hos
pitals in Detroit, for the wounded by
railroad accidents, &8 well as for the care
given to bomeless sick of Windsor.
Dean Wagner, with his intuitive char.
acter, realizad tbat sometbing akould be
done towards meuking Windeor seif
reliant to care for the sick “within her
gates” 'The lofty pnnacles t®at rise
heavenward from the magnificeat build
ing blessed on lest Sunday, “God’s
Houee,” under the patronage of St,
Joseph, is & noble monument that bears
testimony of the msgnetic labor of this
devoted priest.

THE HOSPITAL

The site for the hosplial was secured
by Very Reverend Dean Wagner about
fiftcen months: ego. It hes a frontege of

The fizet flsor
above the basement, vpon which cpevs
the m2in entrance from Oalletts Ave, has
fourrecn feet cellinge, the floors are hard
meple, the wood work 18 done in herd
wood ficich A corridor from the vestl
bule to the rear of the building 1s croesed
midway by a corridor runniug through
the certre of the buildirg. from north to
soutb, the roome ou thie floor belog uced
for paclor, pharmacy, private rocme, con
sultation rooms, emcklng roome, closets,
elevator tnd totlet rooms. The sccond
floor, when finished, will have thirteen
feet cellivg, and hard woed floors. It
will be used for temporary chapel, divided
into two parte, one for the religious, the
other for the patienta ard gaests of the
fnstitution, Oo this fl jor there will elso
be private rooms aud rooms for the
indigent slck, The third floor, with lofty
ceilings thirteen feet in height, will be
ueed by the nune for community rooms,
dormitories, and temporary novitlate. At
an early date the entire plan of the archi
tect will be carrfed out, by the erection
of the chapel proper, aud monastery with
clofster, In the rear of the hospital
building, a two stary building, forty
by ftty feet, with mansard rcof,
bas been erected, to be used as an
orphanage for colored children. The
first floor is divided by a kall, on one
side, two school rooms, one for coiored
boys, the other for colored girls, On the
opposite side of the kall are two recrea.
tion rooms, one for girls, the other for
boys The upper story will be used for
dormitories, The whole is admirably
arranged for ventilation and heating, A
statue of St, Joeeph, weighing eleven
bundred pourds, occupies & niche over
the main entrance of the hospital The
architect of the work is the same as of
the Hotel Dieu, Montreal, Mr. Charles

Chaussee. The cost up to the pr-esent

is $40,000, of which amount §12,000

remains a8 a debt upon the building.

THE FOUNDER,

Very Rev, Dean Wagner, is a priest
whose name is widely known for his zeal
and succees in ecclesiastical work, Heis
a man of correct habits, always the
exemplary churchman, He was born at
Herange, in Lorraine, on the 13:n of
November, 1837, He pursued his
primary studieg under the tuition of his
owa fatber, Dominic Wagner, who was,
during a period of forty years, one of the
| nost prominent echool teschers and
mucric proleesors in Lorreine, Fravce,
Heu took his classical course parily ia the
college Fenetrange, aud the fer fumed
little seminary of Pont a-Mousson, He
| pureued his course of philoeophby in the
grand seminery of Naney, where he was
found, in 1856, by the Right Rev.
Armand de Coarbonnel, then Bishop of
lorento, and volunteered io come with
that prolate to Canada. He set out for
America 1n the same year, and began his
theclogical studies in the Sulpician
Seminary of St Marys, Baltimore,
Marylaud, which course he afterwards
completed at Assumption College, Sand-
wich, Ontario, then uuder the manage:
ment of the Jesult Fathers, Oa the 3rd
of Juune, 1860, he was ordalued priest by
the R'ght Rev, Adolphe Plzsonneault, then
Bishop of Sandwich, and wae appointed
pastor of the misston of Simeoe and Wind-
bam that same year; but this charge he
resigned, In consequence of broken healih,
after four yeais «f bard labor, Aftera
year's rest at the eplcopal residence in
Sandwich he was appointed pastor of the
newly erccted parish of Windeor on the
1+t of June, 1865, and hes been the pastor
of St. Alphonsus Church ever elnce, He
has seen the coogregation grow from a
emell charga of !esa than five hundred roula
to & preeperovs snd weaithy parish of two
hovsend five hundred, with a handsome
and substantial chorch edifice, erect-
ed by his labor, at a cost of 45000
—the first church consecrated in the
dlocese of London We have also a

| the 7th ot May, 1877, Faiker Waguer
was created Dean of Windeor by Bishop
Walsh, in recoguition of bis rervices, his
z=al and his fine ability. Dean Wagner
celebrated his silver jubilee on the 3.d
of June, 1885, The gathering was large
and represeniative ; not only the ordin-
sry of the diocese honoriog the ocession
by being present, but prieats and re.
ligieuse had come from far and near to
atteat their love and reepect for a priest
distinguisbed for his piety and his in.
telligence, His parishiovers presented
him addresees in different lsnguages,
and rich gifts a8 tributes of their appre.
ciation oi his labor for their spiritual
welfare In 1876, in eapacity of eecretary
to His Lordship, he accomparied Bishop
Walsh tc Rome, In 1883 he crossed the
Atlantic egain with his bishop, and, in
1887, he went for the second time with
Bishop Waleh to viels the Kteroal City.
In January, 1887, he organized a locsl
soclety to asslst him in apostolic labor for
the propagation of the faith among the
colored people of Windeor. Durlng the
same year, under date Dec. 14¢h, 1887,
Cardinal Simeoni, Prefect of the Sacrea
Congregation of the P:opaganda, gave
to this work the Papal benediction. A
echool was established, a number of chil
dren attending it. About sixty neophytes
were received into the Church, a limited
number spproached the Holy Table, some
were confirmed ; but the lurge majority
of the color:d people of E:cex are deusely

The bogue Equal Rights Assoclation
held two meeticgs lest week for the par.
pore of keeping up that diseension which
bad previouely been so euccestfal in excit-
ing diecord between Protestauts in Oatario
and Cithollcs In Qaebec: oue in Montreal
on the 8th lust. and another in Toronto on
the 10 b, Both meetings were attended
largely, though at the Torouto meeting
we notice that the “prominent” man who
had seats on the platform did not comprise
the thoughiful and patrlotic eitizans who
take the lead in matters which tend to the
welfare of the city and province, but was
chifly confined to the parsons, ard those
who may be depended upon every twelfth
of July to ¢ncourage religious discord, and
a few other well kaown fanatics, or more
cool blooded fomenters of dissenslon who
bope to derive profis from the euseess of
thelr bandiwork, Amoing those present
were J. K Mecdonsld, chairman, Dalton
McCarthy, De, Davidson, of Montreal, A,

Masters; J. J. MacLawen, Q. C, J. L
Huogbee, the associate of Falton, Geo., H,
R.blueon of the Preebyterian Roview,
Henry O'Biien, brother to the ecklowl-
edged chief of the “Dsvll’s Thicteen,” and
a crowd of parsous, many of whoss nameo
are fam'liar as the writers of 2antl-Catholic
letters in the columas of the sati-Cathollc
papere,

The Montreal meeting was remackable
for the complete abs:nce of promlaent
citizens, cxcept a few well knowo extrem
ists whose frautic appeals to the paselons
of the multitude sie hes:d every day,
only to be disslpated into thin air.
