REPORT or THe LOWER CANADA AGRICULTURAL SOCIETY.

To the Honorable the Knights, Citizens, and Bur-
gesses of the Province of Canada, in Provin-
cial Parliament Assembled.

The Réport-of; the Lower Canada Agricultural -

Society
Most respectfully sheweth—

A year has now elapsed since the Society was first
instituted, and although they have not been able to
accomplish all the objects for which the Association
was organised, they have the satisfaction of stating
that they have made some progress.  First, by pub-
lishing, in the English ans French langumiges, and
circulating throughout the country, ¢ The Primary
objects of the Society,” “The Rules and Regula-
tions,” by which they were to be governed, and an
¢ Address to the Public,” appealing to them for sup-
port and co-operation in carrying out their views for
the improvement of Agriculture. The next measure
they agopted, was to commence the publication, on
the 1st of January last, of the « Agricultural Jour-
nal and Transactions of the Lower Canada Agricul-

'\ tural Socicty,” both in the English and French lan-

| guages, and they are happy to be able to report that

\ the journal has now an extensive circulation—nearly
one thousand of the former and between two and
three thousand of the latter, with every prospect of
the circulation becoming much more extensive before
the close of the year.

"The Society expect these publications will create
a general interest for Agriculture, as well as afford

il
! L

"‘much useful information, and practical instruction in
the scicnce and art of Agriculture. Their columns
are open to all useful communications on these sub-
Jects, while any matter that would give offence to,
“any class or any party is strictly excluded, the sole
robject of the publication being the augmentation of
.the general produce of Canada in quantity and value.
The expenses incurred for these publications are of
considerable amount, and the Society have not at
present any funds at their disposal to meet the en-
gagements they have entered into, except these sub-
,acriptions, The Society bave not yet in their power
ito take any measures for establishing Agricultural
- Schools, and Model Farms, although several offers
thave been made by landed proprietors to place farms
at the disposal of the Society t!:)r that I¥urpoae for a
term of years, The Seminary of 8t. Hyacinthe and’
Ste. Anne’s, have also signified theirwillingnesstohave
Model Farms established ut these places, connected
with Schools for giving an agricultural education, and -
the necessary practical instruction to the young far-
mers. ‘The want of adequate funds for such an un-
dertaking, has, however, obliged the society most
reluctantly to postpone taking any action in the mat-
ter, although convinced it would be the most certain
mode of promoting the improvement of agriculture,
bringing before the people the most approved system
of husbandry in actual operation, and ti)\e results ob-
 tained from this system—all open to inspection, en~
iquiry, and full explanation to every visitor. An
{ Agricultural Library and Museum are appendages
jthat should not be wanting to the Lower Canada
, )
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' Agricultural Society to enable them to earry out suc-

cessfully their objects; and they regret that the me-
tropolis of this noble coun ahouldg not now possess
an Agricultural Library and Musenm equal at Jleast
to any on this continent-—considering how entirely
this country is dependent upon her Agriculture. The
Society have materials to commence a Library that
would very soon be augmented to an. extent that
would insure its usefulness to the agricultural class.
However “book-farming” may be cﬁ; ised, there is
no other means open to the Society b}ﬂ)’ which they
can make the. people acquainted with.the improve-
ments introduced into other countries by the employ-
ment of skill and capital, and the results obtained from
experiments, excépt by publishing what information
they can obtain respecting these matters, -

The Museum should be furnished with the most
approved agricultural implements, or the models of
them, and with choice samples of seeds of every va-
riety suitable for Canada. For all these, convenient

laces would be required, and there should not be any

ifficulty in obtaining them in.Montreal for this pur-
pose. In order to follow as
example of the National Agrie
British Tsles, this Society are : ‘i},nxious to hold a
great Annual Exhibition of Agricnltuml Stock, Im-
plements, Produce, and Domestic Manufactures, that
would induce farmers to come together from all parts
of the Province; and thus %ive them an opportunity
to examine ‘and estimate the comparative qualities,
excellence, and defects of Stock, Implements, Pro-
duce, and Manufactures—a means of information,
instruction, and encouragement, that could not be
obtained so well in any other way. The Society
conceives that such exhibitions annually held in dif-
ferent parts of the Province, are as necessary here for
the promotion of agricultural improvement as they
are found to be in other countries, for a gimilar
purpose. , ,

The Society with great satisfaotion acknowledge
the general suﬁport and’ encouragement they have
-received from the Roman Catholic Clergy, many of

oo

whom have become life and annual members of the
Society, and generally subscribers to the Agricultural
Journal, Without this support, the Society are
persuaded they would not have such flattering pros-
ety of success with the rural population as they are
rom this circumstance encouraged to entertain. In-
deed, from all quarters, the Society receives the most
unequivocal proofs that a lively interest is now gene-
rally excited for the improvement of agriculture, and
all that is required to secure this moat desirable ob-

ject, is the adoption of such measures as will maintain

this favourable foeling.

F'rom the prospect of a short Session of the Legis-
Inture, the Society thonght it expedient to defer toa
future period a petition to your Honorable House for
an aid to assist them to carry out their views, res-
pectfully explained in this Report.

The Society most respecifully submit to your
Honorable House an abstract of their accounts for
the past year. A

The Society would most respectfully hope your
Honorable House may“be pleasel()le:o ap{)rovge oiy the
commencement they have made ; and to enable them
to accomplish the objeots for which the association
was formed, they rely upon the unanimous support
of this community, convinced as they are that all
classes are deeply interested in the prosperous condi-
tion of Agriculture, and that its products annually
created should be excellent in quality and abundant
in quantity. ‘
