Rowland Great Western.—The building 
for the reception of the electric compres­
sor is well under way. The timber stand­
ards supporting the truss and iron roof 
are being built in with brick and it the 
weather is not too frosty the walls should 
be completed by about Saturday next. Be­
low, the pump station at the 500-foot level 
is about completed with all gear. Thus 
tne mine is in a condition where sinking 
can be resumed with facility.

en trade for 1898 (recently issued) pres­
ent two striking facts—that the notable 
Increase in American imports last year 
was chiefly in manufactures,
Canada is. the leading competitor of the 
United States in forest and farm pro­
ducts. This Canadian competition in the 
British market is now keener than it evei 
was, and American farmers ana snappers 
would be wise to appreciate the fact that 
the outlook le that it will increase. That 
there should be competition is inevitable, 
swing to the similarity of the natural and 
farm productions of the United States 
and Canada and the equidistance of the 
two countries from this market. But 
during the past two years the Canadian 
trade has been given a great impetus 
through the operations of a system of 
government supervision and subsidies. 
Possibly influenced by the Canadian ex­
ample, Russia is shortly to introduce the 
experiment of subsidizing a cold-storage 
service on sliips bringing dairy products 
to Great Britain, and already Russia 
sends enormous quantities of these pro­
ducts to this market.”

In proof of this interest, and as setting 
forth the methods by which it has been 
earned out, he quotes at length from the 
latest report of the co-operative societies. 
This emphasizes the persistent and 
ful efforts of the Canadian department of 
agriculture to instruct the Dominion 
farmers in the raising, or growing, of pre­
paration of supplies for the British mar­
ket, and also the agreements with rail­
ways and steamship companies for apply­
ing and perfecting cold-storage methods.

From the Tulameen Summit specimens 
of gaiena ore, carrying very tair values, 
have been brought in by prospectors very 
frequently during the past season. So fai 
as concerns Kelly créés, prospectors had, 
at the time of the writer’s visit, juet com­
menced making exploitations in that 
section. In fact the district directly tri­
butary to Otter Elat has not yet even 
been scratched over by prospectors, al­
though quite a large number have been 
working during the past season. Proceed­
ing southwesterly from Otter Flat toward 
Princeton, the traveller passes the oui 
placer camp at the mouth of Granite 
creek, where today there stands the re­
mains of what must once have been a 
very prosperous mining camp, two hy­
draulic companies installed plants tor 
working the creek, after the placer min­
ers had worked out their claims. Both of 
these plants are idle today, mismanage­
ment being assigned as the reason.

Near Granite creek the traveler enters 
the range of mountains which extend 
from Otter valley to the Similkameen 
river. The predominant country rock is 
a felsite, with numerous dikes of other 
igneous rocks, often having 1 schistose 
structure occurring as intrusions. Brown 
rust stains, produced from the oxidizing 
of the iron in these igneous rocks, is a 
marked feature, especially in the vicinity 
of the mouth of Granite creek and from 
there down the Tulameen river, for two 
or three miles. From tihe .surface indica­
tions this would appear to be a good field 
to prospect for low-grade gold-beanng 
ores of a free milling character.

The principal town or camp m the 
Similkameen district is Princeton, located 
at tuc junction of the Similkameen "and 
the Tulameen rivers. Tne topography of 
the immediate surrounding country is 
rolling rather " than mountainous, but 
within a few miles southwest mountains 
ascend to an altitude of from 800 to 2,000 
feet above the river valleys. The rocks 
in the immediate vicinity of Princeton 
are sandstones, slates and dhales in which 
occur coal measures, with seams of lignite 
of varying thickness. In the bank ot the 
Similkameen river, opposite Princeton, a 
coal scam about six feet in thickness has 
been opened with a tunnel of about 100 
feet in length. His seam 'has a good slate 
roof and sandstone floor; the dip is quite 
flat toward the south, but as the seam 
occurs at the top of a local anticlinal 
fold, it dips also at about 30 degrees tow­
ard both the east and west. At the out­
crop this lignite was of a poor quality, 
but as the tunnel was run in the quality 
became much better, as is shown bv the 
following analyses of samples made by 
the Vermilion Forks Mining and Develop­
ment company, the owners of a conmder- 
abue area:

He altitude at Spence’s Bridge is 700 
feet above sea level; at Nicola lake about 
2,000 feet by aneroid reading; at the sum­
mit, whdcfî forms the watershed of Nicola 
river on "the north, and the tributaries 
which empty into the Tulameen on the 
south, the altitude is 3,500 feet; While at 
Prineeton, the pfincipal mining town in 
the division, the altitude is about 2,200 
feet; at'the summit of Copper mountain, 
on which has been done the most exten­
sive development work, the altitude is 
4,000 feet.

He history of the division is most in­
teresting, because ij is the only district 
in British Columbia which has produced 
any considerable quantity of platinum. 
Discoveries of placer gold were first made 
on the Tulameen river trad Granite creek, 
one of its tributaries, several years back, 
and after the Cariboo district had been 
worked. For several years no attention 
was paid to this mining district, except 
as a producer of placer gold and platinum.
In 1884 a man named Jamieson discovered 
copper ore float on the summit of Copper 
mountain while on a hunting expedition. 
Through the information he imparted to 
R. A. Brown, at present at Grand Forks, 
and better known as “Volcanic Brown,- ' 
toe Sunset mineral location was made.
As the district was more inaccessible at 
that time than it ia even at present, the 
location for base metals possessed very 
little value, but Mr. Brown had so much 
faith in the Sunset, and wae so sanguine 
that the district would, have a future, 
that he kept the location alive, and a few 
months beck he organized the Sunset Cop­
per company, and acid the property to 
that corporation, retaining for himself a 
large interest.

The following description of the Similk­
ameen district, or rather that portion of 
it which fcla recently been visited by the 
writer, will include the mineral zones oc­
curring from Lower Nicola, located about 
12 miles below Nicola lake, on the Nicola 
river to Copper mountain, on the south­
ern side of the Similkameen river, and 
about 12 miles from Princeton.

In the Nicola vailey, between Lower 
Nicola and Nicola lake, are coal measures 
apparently of considerable extent. A 
large tract of this land was taken uy 
several years back when the coal was Adh 
first discovered by a private banking firm 
of Victoria. Some prospecting work has 
been done, and a limited quantity of coal 
has been mined annually to supply the 
loeal market for fuel and blacksmith 
work. His is a bituminous coal and 
the writer is reliably informed that terts 
made by experts have determined that it 
ia well adapted for coke.

A short distance northeast from Lower 
Nicola discoveries of bomite have recently 
been made. From the specimens shown 
the writer and from the "best information 
he could glean thèse prospecta promise 
well, but np to the present time only a 
very limited amount of work has been 
done and not sufficient to warrant an 
expression as to the future. These pros­
pects are located on what is known as 
Ten-Mile creek, Mammet lake, Siwash 
and Mill creeks, the latter emptying into 
the Nicola river at the town of Nicola 
Valley. The country surrounding these 
points is an ideal one for the prospector, 
because it is easily accessible for pack 
or saddle heroes, while the feed on the 
ranges is amply sufficient to support a 
large number of horses and cattle.

Passing from Nicola lake over the Sum­
mit, one travels through a section which 
for about 20 miles is probably barren ot 
minerals, but near the head of Otter val­
ley several mineral locations have been 
made during the past two years, the most 
prominent of these being the Big Sioux 
and the Cincinnati groups. These discov­
eries were made in a chain of mountains 
a# a comparatively low altitude, which 
forms a portion of the range along the 
southern ride of Otter creek and north­
eastern side of the Tulameen nver, and 
extends from the head of Otter valley to 
♦he forks of the Tulameen and the Similk­
ameen. An old trail cut some years back 
permits the prospector to explore this

is out of the question. Small mountain 
streams and some springs will furnish a 
limited supply for domestic purposes, but 
for power purposes the Similkameen nver 
will be the mainstay of the distnet. The 
supply of timber for both fuel and mme 
timbering is plentiful and of good quality, 
being principally pine.

One of the most attractive features to 
bo(tQ the prospector and mining operator 
is the fact that horses can be used any­
where in this district. Ample feed: grows 
on all the mountains, chiefly of the bunch 
grass variety. The summits of the moun­
tains are usually plateaus of considerable 
extent. He only drawback to the dis­
trict is the fact that the dPpoet of mo­
raine from the glacial period is enormous 
»nd consequently outcroppings and country 
rock exposed by nature are not as plenti­
ful as in other mining districts of the 
province, but, on the other band, tihe na­
tural resources of the district, which in­
clude besides oopperegold ores and galena, 
coal, iron ore limestone, agricultural 
lands, ranges and a very desirable climate, 
commend the district especially to atten­
tion.

I., explanation of these marked increases 
the consul submits that—

“Undoubtedly much of the increase in 
Dana da’s exportations to Great Britain 
represents only a gain in transportation 
—that is, a great deal of American pro­
duce is-shipped via Canadian ports (Mon­
treal principally) to Great Britain. This 
is especially so as to grain. 1 am informed 
that a great deal of American cheese 
(mostly New York creamery) comes 
here through Montreal and is sold as 
Canadian cheese. This is done not merely 
to save freight, but because of the pre­
judice which, “tilled” cheese has created 
in this market against the American pro­
duct. The American cheese here referred 
to is equal to the best Canadian, but it 
cannot just now be sold on its merits 
if known to be American for the reason 
above stated. An American doing busi­
ness in Liverpool in shipping hides from 
American cattle slaughtered here tells 
me that he is doing a big trade in send­
ing these hides to Canada to be tanned, 
the’ leather being brought back to Eng­
land. Within six months he shipped in 
this way 20,000 hides. He says that they 
can be shipped from Iiverpool to Mon­
treal cheaper than they could' be carried 
by rail from Chicago to Montreal.”

Adverting to the work of the year 
1899, Mr. Boyle says there has been a 
great increase over 1896, which he ex­
plains as follows:

CANADIAN PRODUCTS.

Their Competition With American Prot­
ect* in England.

American consuls in England, says a 
Times correspondent, are just beginning 
to give attention to the competition of 
Canada with the farm products from their 
own country. There has been a disposi­
tion among American politicians, and 
even
effect of the system of preferential duties 
devised by the Dominion—that of 25 per 
cent originally instituted having just been 
increased to 33 1-3 per cent. Mr. James 
W. Boyle, the United States consul in 
Liverpool, has made two reports upon 
this question, one under date of July 
25til, and another on August 8th of fine 
present year. I quote first from the lat­
ter as it gives attention to a general 
phase of the question which wnll be in­
teresting as an introduction. He Says:

“On the let inst. Canada’s new prefer­
ential tariff of 33 1-3 per cent in favor of 
Greet Britain went into effect. This is 
•ne of a number of facts bearing upon 
what promises to be, in the not distant 
future, a burning question throughout 
the British Empire—a trade zoFverem, or 
preferential tariff, between and among the 
colonies of Great Britain and the mother 
country. Liverpool is vastly interested- in 
this question. Liverpool receives more 
imports from the United States than does 
any other single port in the world; and 
it is also the headquarters of the Cana­
dian trade, both for import and export. 
Beyond question, during recent years 
there has been a great development of 
sentiment in favor of an Imperial prefer­
ential tariff; and I do not hesitate to say 
that this sentiment has a far stronger 
hold, not only among the mass of the 
people of Great Britain, but even among 
the politicians, than the party newspapers 
and party leaders concede. It is a very 
significant fact that for the last two years 
this question has been discussed more 
than any other at meetings of chambers 
•f commerce and trade organization* of 
Great Britain and her colonies. The 
enormous possibilities—commercial as well 
as political—attacEng to this question are 
emphasized bv the recent federation of 
Australia and the proceed federation of 
South Africa, with the inclusion of the 
Transvaal and Orange Free State."
