When ‘ne first went
there $5 per day and board was paid to,
miners, but now $3 to $3.50 per day is the
rule. In cases where the claims do not
pay, or where the pay is small, the miners
either lose all their wages or receive only
a fraction of what is due them. He was
one of the fortunate ones, however, as he,
worked on No. 16 claim on Eldorado creek,
which is a very rich claim, and ‘he. 'was
paid in full for his services. The Klondike
section is getting very dull, and the popu-
lation i decreasing. The number of people
hes dwindled from 47,000 to 27.000. In
the spring of the year 5000 left Dawson
for Cape Nome. About 2,000 went down
the Yukon river over the ice on dog
eleighs, while 3,000 waited for the breaking
up of the ice in the Yukon and made tne
trip down the niver in steamers and row-
boats. There is but little work at Nome
and there are but two creeks that amount
to anything—Anvil and Dexter.

INCOME AND EXPENDITURE OF
'HE SISTERS' HOSPITAL.

The Intention i to Double the Uapacity
Deathse—Other Notes.

Subjoined will be found the statement
of the income and expemditure of the Bis-
ters’ Hospital, which benefivent institu-
tion is today entering upon its fifth year
of usetulness.

Whereas the total income for 1899 am-
ounted to $16,531.74, which included a note
at the Bank of Montreal for $1,000 and a
balance of $604.29 carmied forward from
tue previous year, the income for the
year ending yesterday showed an increase
of just over $4,000. The sisters’ are to be
congratulated on managing so well. The
provincial government grant is an increase
cn the previous year, which i ‘srgely ac-
counted for by the fact that the previous
year there was remaining a balance of -
debtedness by the government to the hos-
pital. The payroll aeductions are from t*-
\War Eagle, Centre Star, Velvet, Portland,
Mascot, California and Yale Lumber com-
panies. - The sisters contract with these
mines and pay the doctors attending out
of this ‘gross total. This will be seen by
examining the expenditure items. 'The
item from paying patients also includes
payments made by doctors who them-
selves entering into contracts with various
mines, not named above, pay the sisters
for the patients whom they bring to the
hospital. 4
The building fund by the ladies of Ross-
land in the fair of November last brought
in a sum of $2,568.35, which is serving as a
nest egg to the fund that will be neces-
sary to complete the additions to the hos-
rital ‘in contemplation for next spring.
This is lodged in the Bank of Montreal.
The permanent improvement expendi-
ture includes all monies laid out for the
painting of the building inside and out,
{he rusticing of the south front, the fenc-
ing. leveling and grading of the whole
building and grounds. There still remains
a sum of about $1,500 outstanamg. The
total indebtedness of the institution, in-
cluding this last named comes to $2,619.21.
The note from’ the Bank of Montreal has
been paid off as has likewise the balance
of indebtedness due .upon the land. In
aadition to this there has been acquwred
four extra lots which have been paid fors
Th~ hospital now possesses 10 lots alto-
gether, which have been fenced in and
which will gerve for future additions to
thke building. One item, that of water
has been increased of late, the city having
put up the aseessment from $4 per month
to $10. On this subject the sisters trust
that the council of the city fathems will
licten to representation and make a reduc-
tion.

It was proposed to build an operating
room last epring, but the sisters.saw Ynas
the best place to“put this much needed
improvement was at the extremity - of
the new addition. This in turn depended
woa the rassage of a by-law through the
city council authorizing the closing of the
lane which would run through: the hoe-.
pital grounds. Tt i now the intention
to build west on to the present building
to the morthwest corner of the lot and
from thence southward toward ¥ -
avenue. The addition would include an on-
erating room in the southwest extremity
of the building and a convalescing room
for the use of fever patients, and would
pratically mean a doubling of the accom-
modations which is at present thirty-five

1t will Be seen on referring to the sum-
mary of the report, which is sent not
only to the éty- council, but algo to the
Victoria government, that the percentage
of deaths among the patients, excluding
those who have died within forty-eight
hours after admission, is extremely small,
and compares very favorably with eastern
hospitals, some of which are rated a=
high as 13 and 15 per cent. on an all
round basie, against 5 per cent. for Rose-
tamd.

THE SISTERE HOSPITAL.
Among the institutions of Rossland
which deserve in an especial degree the
good will and assistance of the public
there is perhaps none quite as deserving
as the Sisters’ Hospital, the annual state-
ment of which was published in Sunday’'s
edition of the Mimer.

The work which has already been
accomplished by the institution shows
how absolutely necessary it is that this
outside aid Qwuld not be lacking, should,
in fact, be increased with the growth of
the town that the still greater demands
which are certain to be made upon the
accommodation of the hospital may be
met. This ought to bz so in the simple
interests of suffering humanity. That the
city ,the provincial government and pri-
vate citizens will Tise to the occasion is
not to he questioned, but the faci that
they must do so should be kept constant-
ly before them.

1t will be seen from the hospital report
thet during the year 415 patients were
treated, and that the death rate was less
than 3 pr cest. This speaks volumes
for the excellence of the conduct of the
institut'on, and shows the desirability of
e-atlng it still forther to increase its
usefulness. The Sisters” Hospital, while
it is fairly well equipped, stands in need
of incre:ses t» its facil t'es for treating
complicated diseases, and it also requires
st1l more acommodation for' patients.
This has been a pressing need during the
past two> years, and that need will be
mcre intensely felt during the coming
year, owig to the increase of the pop-
ul:tion, and the now - thoroughly estab-
lished confidence in the hospital. It is
the intention that the e reguirements
shall be me*, but to erect a building and
furnish it at all adequate to the demands
will entail an expenditure of 1b_ont $10,000.
The lots requisite fo- this addition to
the hospital have already been purchased,
nditilmdthnttheaddiﬁonﬂl‘n
include an operating rocm in the south-
west extremty of the building, and a
convalescing room for tne use of fever
patients. This would mean a doubling of
the capacity of the inetitman. which at
present contains 35 beds. The operating
room i: an evental (f every ko pit],
and is especially ®0 in z mining camp
where there are so many to be treated
who are suffering from accidents.

Tt is to be hoped that the citizens of
this city will prove eqral to the duty
which really T'es with -them to place the
institution on the basis which it should
occupy in a rith and growing camp like
Rossland. The city council ought not to
overiook dhe fa t that with: ths increase
of population, its obligaticns ‘1o ‘the thos-
pi‘al mecessarily become greater, and in
addition to its own contribution it ought
to impress the provincial .government
with the merits of this hospital. No
money ‘which is placed at its disposal but
will do useful service in relieving suffer-
ing.

Breton county, a sure constituency. Hi
son, Sir C. H. Tupper, narrowly escaped
defeat in Pictou, N. 5. In St. John, N. B..
Hon. G. E. Foster, treasurer in the late
government. and one of the most brilliant
debaters in Canadian public life, was badly
beaten by Hon. A. G. Blair.

Hon. J. G. Bergeron, Conservative leader
in Quebee, and Hon. W. H. Montague,
one of the Conservative leaders in On-
tario, were all defeated. The iscues of tne
eampaign were not sharply defined. The
racial question played a prominent part.
The other issues were mostly local. Pros-
perity was the chief argument of the Lib-
eral speakers. The defeat of the Conserv-
atives is one of the most decisive in the
history of Canadian politics.

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THE SIMILKAMEEN.

8pecial Report of W. M. Brewer, Travel-
mg Correspondent of the IKngineering
and Mining Journal. -

The mining recorder’s office for this
mining division is located at Princeton
at the forks of the Similkameen and lula-
meen rivers, with a suboffice at Nicola
Lake town, situated on the Nicola river,
o which it empties near Spence’s Bridge
station, on the Canadian Pacific raifroad
main line, and about 180 miles from
vancouver. ‘I'he following are the boun-
daries of the Similkameen minmmng divi-
mon, as readjusted by the department of
mines during 1809:

“dtarting on the international boundary
at the point where such boundary wmter-
sects the height of land separating the
drainage area of the Skagit river from
the drainage are of the South Similka-
meen river; thence northerly along une
height of land separating the drainage
area of Skagit and Coquihalla rivers on
the west, from the darinage area of the

streams flowing into the Similkameen
above this point where such height of
land is intersected by the ° international
boundary to the point of commence-
ment.”

The altitude at Spence’s Bridge is 700
feet above sea level; at Nicola lake about
2,000 feet by aneroid reading; at the sum-
mit, which) forme the watershed of Nicola
river on7the morth, and the tributaries
which empty into the ‘l'ulameen on the
south, the altitude is 3,500 feet; while at
Princeton, the pPincipal mining town in
the division, the altitude is about 2,200
feet; at-the summi® of Copper mointaen,
on whioh has been done the most exten-
sive development work, the altitude 1s
4,000 feet. i

The history of the division is most in-
teresting, because if is .the only district;
in British Columbia which has produced
any considerable quantity of platinum.
Discoveries of placer gold were first made
on the Tulameen river and Granite creek,
one of its tributaries, several years back,
and after the Canboo district had been
worked. For several years no attention
was paid to this mining district, except
as a producer of placer gold and platimum.
In 1884 a2 man named Jamieson discovered
eopper ore float dn the summit of Copper
mountain while on a hunting expedition.
Through the information he imparted to
R. A. Brown, at present at Grand korks,
and better known as ‘“Volcanic Brown,”
tne Sunset mineral location was made.
As the district was more inaccessible at
that time than it W even at present, the
location for base metals possessed very
little value, but Mr. Brown had so much
faith in the Sunset, and was so sangune
that the district would_ have a future,
that he kept the location alive, and a few
months back he organized the Sunset Cop-
per company, and sold the property to
that corporation, retaining for himself a
large inferest.

The wing description of the Similk-
ameen district, or rather that portion of
7t which k3s recently been visited by the
writer, will include the mineral zones oc-
curring from Lower Nicola, located about
12 miles below Nicola lake, on the Nicola
river to Copper mountain, on the south-
ern side of the Similkameen river, and
about 12 miles from Princeton.

In the Nicola valley, between Lower
Nicola and Nicola lake, are coal measures
apparently of considerable extent. A
large tract of this. land was taken up
several years back when the coal was
firet discovered by a private banking firm
of Victoria. Some prospecting work has
been done, and a limited quantity of coal

- has been mined annuwally to supply the
local market for fuel and blacksmith
work. This is a bituminous coal and
she writer is reliably informed that tests
made by experts have determined that it
# well adapted for coke.

A short distance northeast from Lower
Nicola discoveries of bornite have recently
been made. From the specimens shown
the writer and from the "best information
e could glean these prospects promise
well, but up to the present time only a
wery limited amount of work has been
done and not sufficient to warrant an
expression as to the future. These pros-
pects are located on what is known as
Ten-Mile creek, Mammet lake, Siwash
.and Mill creeks, the latter emptying mto
the Nacola river at the town of Nicola
Valley. The country surrounding these
pointe is an ideal one for the prompector,
becausge it s easily accessible for pack
or saddle horses, while the feed on the
ranges is amply sufficient to support a
Jarge number of horses and cattle.

Passing from Nicola lake over the Sum-
mit, one travels through a section which
for about 20 miles is probebly barren of
minerale, but near the head of Otter val-
ley eeveral mineral locations have been
made during the past two years, ¢he most
prominent of these being the Big Sioux
and the Cincinnati groups. 'T'hese discov-
emies were made in a chain of mountains
of a comparatively low altitude, which
forms a portion of the range along the
southern side of Otter creek and morth-
eastern side of the Tulameen mver, and
extende from the head of Otter valley to
the forks of the Tulameen and the Similk-
ameen. An old trail cut some years back
permits the prospector to explore this
range.

So far
as concerns Kelly creek, prospectors haa,
at the time of the writer’s visit, just com-
menced making expioitations 1 that
section. In fact the district directly .tn-
butary to Otter FKlat has not yet even
been scratched over by prospectors, ai-
though quite a large number have been
working during the past season. Proceed-
ing southwesterly from Otter Klat toward
Princeton, the traveller passes the o
placer camp at the mouth of Granite
creek, where today there stands the re-
mains of what must once have been a
very prosperous mining camp. Lwo hy-
draulic companies installed plants tor
working the creek, after the placer min-
ers had worked out their claims. Both of
these plants are idle today, mismanage-
ment being aesigned as the reason.

Near Granite creek the traveler enters
the range of mountains which extend
from Otter vallcy to the Similkameen
river.

The Simarva-
meen river is about 1,500 feet lower than
the summits of either Copper or Kennedy
mountains, consequently any idea of
pumping supplies of water to the summits
is out of the question.

CANADIAN PRODUCTS.

Pheir Competition With American Prod-
ucts in England.

American consuls in England, says a
Times correspondent, are just beginning
to give attention to the competition of
Canada with the farm products from their
own country. There has been a disposi-
tion among American politicians, and
even among business men, to belittle tne
effect of the system of preferential duties
devised by the Dominion—that of 25 per
cent originally instituted having just been
increased to 33 1-3 per cent. Mr. James
W. Boyle, the United States consul in
Liverpool, has made two reports upon
this question, one under date of July
95ta, and amother on August 8th of tne
present, ‘year. I quote first from the lat-
ter as it gives attention to a general
phase of the question which will be in-
teresting as an introduction. He says:

“On the lst inst. Canada’s pew
ential tariff of 33 1-3 per cent in favor of
Great Britain went into effect. This is

“Tn addition to the steps tuken a8
above described to increase ‘he sale of
Canadian products, hgh officals from
Canada have, during the last twoc years,
travelled a great deal over Greac Britain,
making speeches before chambe:s ot com-
merce and trade orgamizations setting
forth the claimed merits of Canadian food
products. The Dominion has nine or ten
agents in the British Islands who com-
bine some of the functions of a consul
with those of a commercial traveller.
These gentlemen have samples of farm
produce displayed at their headquarters,
ana they visit agricultural fairs with mov-
able exhibits. Several of the provinces
also have special agents. 1t is a matter of
comment that English newspapers of late
bave devoted more attention to Canada
snd Canadian products than was ever be-
fore known. All this, of course, has its ef-
fect. 1t tends to predispose the consumers
of Great Britain in favor of Canadian pro-
duets, and it cértainly is an element to b_e
taken into consideration in the zompeti-
tive battle, although gquality and vrice are
overwhelmingly stronger than eentiment
in matters of trade, here as elsewhere.”

“During 1808 there were 23 steamers
under subsidy contract of agreement with
Ahe. Canadian Government to provide
cold storage service for the carrying over
of butter, cheese, eggs, fruits and other
perishable products to British ports.
Since the present summer season has open-
ed a number of ships have been added
to the regular Canadian lines, the capa-
cities of some of the old ships have been
increased, two or three new regular lines
have been established, and the number
of ‘tramps’ has grown. From Liverpool
alone there have been six additiona] sail-
ings a month to Canadian ports since Jan-
uary. The subsidy system has been ex-
tended. This system may be divided into
three classes: (1) for the mails, (2) for
cold storage service, and (3) for miscel-
laneous cargo. In some cases the Domin-
ion eubsidies are supplemented by the
Maritime Provinces.”

THE RAILROAD STORY.

The Other Side of the Shield—A Pipe
Dream.

Greenwood, B. C., Nov. 3.—(Special.)—

Railroad employees and officials of the
Kootenay division, G in Pacific n_u'l-
way, especially those who have occasion
to make (Greenwood their ‘neadquarters,
are justly indignant and annoyed over the
ecandalously untruthful story sent out irom
Vacouver reganding recent investigations
held in that city_and at Nelson over their
alleged connections with the irregularities
of certain passenger conductors of this
division, great prominence having given
the same in the press. The story was a
pipe dream of a most vivid imagmation,
the foundation doubtless being supplied
by “spotters” who wished to gain noto-
riety. Kven Eo high an official as K. Mar-
pole, superintendent of the Pacific divis-
ion, goes on record by saying that the
truth was grossly exaggerated, and that any
iregularities that had bappened were not
in themselves an unusual occurrence n
railroad circles.

The truth is that one conductor was

dismissed and one suspected. There was
no investigation of any tieket agent as
alleged, and so far as a perfect “gspotting”
system being inaugurated in GreenwoOfl,
that, too, was a myth. The company did |
employ one “apotter” who went by the |
name of J. G. Cameron, and posed here as |
a mining operator, and as & detective in
the employ of the Canadian customs. His |
evicence at the trial was that he was
passed over the line without a ticket by |
Sam Woods, the now discharged conduc-
tor. This was true, but before he could
accomplish his object he had won Woods’
personal friendenip through fraternal ob-
ligations, which, he grossly prostituted to
secure ~vidence by getting Woods to carry
himself and & woman over the line be-
tween here and Rossland. Woods is now
in Vancouver, and in a letter received
by a local employee tonight, says that
through his solicitor, Hon. G. R. McBride,
he has demanded an apology from the
Vancouver Province, in which the story
wag first published, and in default will

sue for heavy damages. While Woods’ |
name was not directly mentioned, 1t was
by way of inmumendo as he was one of |
the most capable, popular and long serv-
jce conductors in the west. The insinua- |
tion leaving no room for doubt as to his
identitv. The reflection on the integrity of
members of station staffs along the line
of the Columbia & Western is highly re-
sented, the report in this respect being
destitute of any foundatien for the scur-
rilous imputations.

Jack Leckie Writes to His Brother of
Boer Fighting.

——

@rand Forks, B. C., Nov. ’5.-—(Specinl.)
Development work in the Oro Denero,
Summit camp, has been resumed. Upera
tions were suspended nearly a year ago.
Thus far about $20,000 have been expend-
ed ‘on the property, which, it is expect-
ed, will soon be placed on a shipping
basis.
¥red Wollaston, C. E., of this city, has
received an interesting letter from Jack
Leckie, the well-known mimng engineer,
| who . went o South Africa as a lieutenant
in the Strathcona Horse. Lieut. Leckie
is a brother of Major R. G. Edwanrds
| Leckie and formerly resided in the Boun-
dary country. His frank admission that
pritish Columbia is more attractive than
South Africa makes interesting reading.
The letter is in part as follows:

'On top of Spitz Xop, east of Lydenburg,
elevation 7,100 feet; good dump and
tunnel site. Sept. 12, 1900

1 received your cable long 80, biit owing

‘to the fact that private messages cannot
be sent over our little military wire 1
eould not cable you a reply. 1 would
have written sooner only. I thought 1
could cable from some point. We are
mow at Spitz Kop, east of Lvdenburg,
and I am up on top with eight men in an
obeervatory fort. We got in here yester-
day. We have had lots of scrapping lately
and have been pushing on, but now have
to halt and recuperate a bit. Iully nali
our regiment is on foot now as our horses
were either shot or played out, but we
expect some remounts to catch up here.
1ne Canadian horses are far and away
the best we get. Of course there is.no
hay for them, omly oats, and they all get
off their feed, Howevar, they are begin-
ning to feel better as the grass is-getting
better. ;

Lydenburg is a pretty town in'a nice
valley. We were in a valley at Budfon-
tein for a few days before we could get
on. We lost seven killed and three
wounded while there. One day we were
in a donga all day under the heaviest
shelling the Boers have done in the war.
Phe Mounted Infantry lost two killed and
There were quite a few horses killed. ‘The
day we left Lydenburg they put a shrap-
nel over the Gordons, killing two and
wounding 16. It was fine to see them
marching right on as if nothing had hap-
pened. Even the wounded got up and
tried to follow. We found 12 dead Boers
the next day. They cart away most of
their dead and wounded. .

A couple of days ago I got out with my
$roop dismounted and we went into the
fiving line of the'#0th Rifles. It was great
sport. We took a kopje, losing one mén,
and on the other side could see  the
Boers—the whole Boer force ,wagons and
all—taking off. It was a magnificent
sight. We sat on the hill, and fired at
them until we were tired—long range. 1t
we had had a gun we could have smashed
the whole outfit, It was too steep =2
hill though to get up a gun. We found
three dead Boers; if we got any more
they must have “packed” them oft. The
day before yesterday we made a rush for
sheir Long Tom and nearly got it. ‘I'hey
paved it with their high velocity gun op-
eqi»g on us. We captured a wagonfull of
supplies and ammunition. Two of our
men were shot, We are all getting a lit-
tle tired of chasing these beggars. ‘They
very seldom make a decent stand and this
is @ country as bad as the Slocan. Some
men are going to stay out here, but most
of them will go back. For my part
Baitish Columbia is plenty good enough.
There is no timber and very little wat.»
hére; lots of wind and dust and very ccld
at night; it is getting warmer atsly .
There are seven of our officers laid up
with fever and two are prisoners, so we
are a bit short.

Aadrew Hawick Met His Death is
" the Nickel Plate,

HE WAS CRUSHED BY THE CASE

LHow the Fatality Occurred—The Special Pre=

cautious Taken by the m:m—ﬂﬂ-
dence to be Heard Before the Coroncr’s
jury Today—A Widow and Two Children.

One of the most extraorlinary ecci-
dents that has as yet cec.urred in the
camp resulted yesterday merning in the
instant death of Andrew Hawick, an
employe at the Nickel P.ate mine. The
aperinte - Mr. R. Desmond,
' ‘ - e
yeirs, states he ne.er knew of a similar
case, in which statement he is borne out
by the foreman, Mr. J. Holmes, who has
had a hardly inferior experience.
At about 8:30 o’clock yesterday morn-
‘ng the foreman of the nin> imst-ucted
the deceased, Andrew Hawick, to'go
down the ghaft on the eastern compart-
ment and do some clearing wp around
the 400 and the 500 feot leve's. Andrew

{ Hawick has been emplcyed in the mine

o’ and on for about two years, practically
ever since he has been ia the camp. ' He
had done a good deal of odd work around
the mine, being & handy man and well
uon to the work he has been from time to
time put to. He of course undarstood
the danger of working i the shaft, which
is supposed t> le, and no dubt is the
most dangerous part of the workings of
any mine, Spe-ial p:ecantions were, how-
ever, taken. There we e two eompart-
ments at work in the shaft: The west-
ern t was open all the way
down to the bottom, the 600 foot level,
. where some wcrk was going on. The
eastern compartment, wherein the de-
ceased met his death, was open only down
to the 40) foot level. He e some chairs
had been placed, which effectually block-
ed the passage of the cage down the
shaft until such time as they were palled
in by means of e lever. On the 400-foot
level some work was going 01. Foreman

Hawick to tell the men
that he was going to work in the shaft
