PETROGRAD, Sept. 26.—The 
Rusako* Slave has obtained from 
wounded soldiers, it states, a 
description of a clever ruse 
whereby a small Russian detach­
ment in Galicia virtually wiped 
out a large Austrian force. In its 
account of the incident it says:

“According to a prearranged 
plan several squadrons of Cos­
sacks and artillerymen, simulating 
retreat, began to fall back rapidly 
under cover of the infantry.

“The Austrians rose to the bait 
and emerged from their trenches 
in pursuit in the direction of a 
small river where companies of 
Russian infantry checked the fur­
ious Austrian onslaught. Cos­
sacks and artillery, crossing by a 
bridge, began to entranch them­
selves on the opposite bank, post­
ing several machine guns, while 
the artillery hid their guns in 
trenches under the bushes un 
known to the enemy. _

“When the preparations were 
complete for the enemy’s recep­
tion the infantry Hurriedly retreat­
ed to the opposite bank, where 
they pretended to set fire to the 
bridge as though they intended to 
cut off the enemy’s advance.

Honors of many sorts came to air 

James Whitney in later years. He 
was not able to look back on his 
University days, but he instituted a 
new sentiment towards the Provincial 
University that will still bear fruit. In 
1902 both Toronto and Trinity Uni­
versities conferred upon him the hon­
orary degree of Doctor of Laws, and 
Queen's University bestowed a sim­
ilar recognition a year later. Before 
moving his residence to Toronto he. 
was a delegate to the General Synod 
of the Church of England in Canada 
and the Ottawa Diocesan Synod. 
On the occision of the Champlain 
Tercentenary celebration at Quebec 
in 1908 King George V., then Prince 
of Wales decorated him with 
honor of Knighthood, and when the 
New Year’s Honors of I9J3, were an­
nounced it was found that his majesty 
had been pleased to advance him to 
the rank of Knight. Commander of 
the Most Distinguished Order of St. 
Michael and St. George.

On April 30, 1877, Sir James mar­
ried Miss Alice, the third daughter of 
William Park, of Cornwall. Hé is 
survived by Lady Whitney Miss Noya 
Whitney, and a son, Mr G. M. Whit­
ney, manager of the Molsons Bank at 
Chesterville. An elder daughter, Mrs. 
Thompson, died a couple of years 
ago. In 1908 Sir James was elected 
President of the St. John’s Ambul­
ance Association of Canada. He was 
a member, of the Toronto, Albany 
and Canadian Yacht clubs.

First to Die in Harness.
Sir James Whitney was fhe first 

Premier of Ontario to dieTn harness. 
H011 John Sandfield Macdonald re­
tired from public life after the de­
feat of his government. Hon Edward 
Blake and Sir Oliver Mowat were 
transferred to Ottawa. Hon A. S. 
Hardy retired to take a position in 
Osgoode Hall, and Sir Geo. W. Ross, 
after the defeat of his ministry, be-

BUENOS AYRES, Sept. a6.— 
The German steamer, Cap Trafal­
gar, which was sunk 300 miles off 
Rio Janeiero, Brazil, several days 
ago by the British auxiliary cruis­
er Carmama, did not fire on |the 
boats of the latter, as has been 
reported. Such is the declaration 
made by some of the surviving 
members of the crew of the Cap 
Trafalgar, who arrived here 
Thursday on the German steamer 
Waermann.

A previous report said that 
when the Cap Trafalgar lowered 
her flag as if to surrender, a yawl 
put out from the Carmania to take 
possession of the German vessel. 
The latter suddenly fired upon 
the yawl, sinking it, it was added, 
and the sailors in the boat perish-

Several of the survivors here 
assert that when the Cap Trafal­
gar begin to sink her captain blew 
her up with dynamite. Three offi­
cers and eight sailors were de­
voured by sharks, the survivors 
think. It is further asserted that a 
fire started on board the Carmania 
and that she had to depart hur­
riedly.

tic of Sir James. There was no grey 
in his make-up; everythinik was black 
or white. He had a long memory 
and a disposition that did not easily 
forgive. Possessing a sense of humo; 
that was droll rather than fanciful, he 
apreciated best of all a joke on him­
self At the time he became Prime 
Minister he had the satisfaction of 
paying several election wagers which 
during the years' of Opposition had 
been given in jest. Although a man of 
extreme modesty and true democrat, 
he was not without a sense of dig­
nity, and at all times, in private con­
ference in his office, at the head of 
the council board receiving a deputa­
tion or leading the house, he 
Prime Minister. Once the brusuqe 
exterior was understood, the kindly 
soul behind was full of tenderness. 
Coming into power after a period of 
great political and personal acrimony, 
met supporting and opposing newspap­
er representatives with equal and 
failing courtesy and only exected in 
return the same measure of fairness.

Proud But Sensitive.
Sir James was keenly sensitice of 

personal criticism. He knew his own 
faults and limitations. Always ready 
to meet fair criticism of his Govern­
ment and its policy, he resented with 
deep recrimination any complaint of 
his manner or treatment towards 
those who had to meet him in public 
affairs.

As a politician Sir James was proud 
of his record. He became leader of 
a government after a' trying period 
in provincial affairs. Until the dis­
solution of the Legislature last spring 
it had been his boast that sinde com­
ing into office not one election had 
been protested.

His pleasures were simple. For ex­
ercise he took to bicycle riding, and 
plodded along through the streets of 
Toronto without much reference to 
passing traffic. He did not scorch; he 
took his exercise philosophically. His 
only other pastime was reading. He

Because the 
Kaiser wanted the strqng Italiar 
fleet and the powerful Italian arjnies 
Italy awoke to find herself the ally 
of her old oppressors, the Austrians, 
and bound to one day aid this Ger­
man juggernaut in his massacres in 
Belgium, France and even in Eng­
land—massacres which could have 
been averted, together with the com­
mercial disasters that thave resulted 
by the ciivlized nations on this and 
the other side of th’e Atlantic. Hap­
pily, Italy has slipped away from that 
alliance.

By declaring themselves for the 
cause of justice, the civilized nations 
would have paralyzed this evil. The 
Kaiser would have been compelled to 
think better of the business and go 
home. However this war ends, he 
has irreparably ruined his country,
Our Germany will become the worst, 
the poorest, the most abject place of 
th world, with no hope of sympathy, 
thanks to the great Kaiser. •

But a great majority of yvell-think- 
ing Germans, including myself, think 
that to save Germany and other peo­
ple from further ruin, it is urgent to 
create a German republic, with the 
annihilation of the hateful military 
party, in which the majority are 
worthy only of the titles of outlaws 
or inhuman monsters.

The employers 
affirmed that they were determined to 
uphold the rate of wages existing, and 
that there would be no reductions, 
every effort would be made to run the 
factories at as near full time as pos­
sible, and if it was found to be abso­
lutely necessary to curtail at all there 
would be no reductions in the staff, 
but all would share alike and every 
effort would be exerted to tide over 
the crisis until the dawn of more pro­
pitious times.

“When this line of policy iis com­
pared with that adopted by the bulk 
of the manufacturers in Caada, or we 
should perhaps more properly use the 
term contrast, for comparison is al­
together our of order ijnd only con­
trast is possiole, the thinly disguised 
patriotism of the latter certainly looks 
pitiful and contemptible.

“In Canada, tne manufacturers with 
a few notable exceptions, look infinite­
ly small when measured alongside of 
their confrers in the Olid Land. Here 
while forcing their employers to con­
tribute to the patriotic fund for the 
purpose of securing advertising with­
out cost, and while putting up a 
screech for the Canadian public to 
buy only made in Canada goods, they 
have taken full opportunity of the 
prevalent dull times to cut wages 
whenever they felt it was safe to do 
so, while making drastic cuts in their 
staffs, thus actually accentuating the 
already prevalent unemployment, ad­
ding materially to the existing unrest 
apparent on every hand, and shaking 
confidence in the stability of the in­
dustrial institutions of the Dominion. 
The result has been to increase th; 
number of unemployed to an alarm­
ing degree. Right in the city of To­
ronto, girls, who have been earning 
$8.00 per week 'have now been reduc­
ed to $5.po (God alone knows how 
they will live). While mechanics and 
laborers have had tneir wages cut 
all the way from ten to fifty per cent.

THE ART OF BUILT-IN FURNITURE face must be sloped properly, and 
while the concrete Is still soft txl 
Inch planks should be imbedded In the 
top to serve as "nailers’’ 
frame. The standard size of a hot­
bed sash is 3 feet by 6 fee^ so your 
subframe will be 3 feet in width and 
some multiple of three feet in length.
A good size for an amateur will re­
quire four sashes to cover it, being 

12 feet long.
(There are two sashes to each frame.)
With a hotbed this size you will be 
able to raise an enormous amount 01 
fresh vegetables and flowers. Do not 
attempt to build the frames, for they 
can be purchased already made tor 
much less than It will cost to make 
them. Paint the sashes in ofder to 
preserve them, and It is notx neces­
sary to supply hinges, for their own 
weight will keep them in position 
When the frame is prepared, procure 
a quantity of fresh stable manure, 
and mix with it half the quantity or 
dry leaves. If there is mucp straw 
with the manure this will not oe 
necessary. Two cubic yards will ue 
required for eaoh sash, for it must oa 
packed very solidly. Allow the ma­
nure to ferment for several days, anu 
then fork it over well.

e EIRY few amateur gardeners are 
familiar with the possibilities of 
growing plants in hotbeds or cold 

frames. They imagine that it requires 
expert knowledge to accomplish satis­
factory results, when in reality very 
little experimenting will teach you all 
there Is to know about this type of gar­
dening.

This is the season that awakens the 
impulse to start seeds growing in boxes 
to place in the sunny windows of our 
homes. Why not prepare a hotbed and 
gain a start on nature before the time 
for planting out of doors arrives? In 
this manner you can satisfy the longing 
to dig in the soil several months before 
the frost has entirely left the earth. It 
Is always a problem for the amateur to 
know just the proper time to plant seeds 
in the open, and this bit of information 
may prove of help. Peach and plum 
trees blossom in an average tempera­
ture of forty-live degrees in the shade, 
and vegetable seeds, such as beets, cab­
bage, cauliflower, lettuce, onions and 
radishes, will germinate it planted at 
this time. When the ipple trees blos­
som, the temperature is sixty degrees, 
which Is the time to plant tomatoes, 
beans, corn, potatoes and vegetables of 
this type. Flowers are more tender and 
therefore require a warmer tempera­
ture, so wait until the apple blossoms 
have fallen before planting flowers oirt 
of doors.

The advantage of the hotbed is that 
you can have the pleasure of seeing 
the plants grow for weeks before you 
could think of starting seeds.

To make a hotbed successfully, there 
must first be a subframe of stone, 
brick, concrete or material of this 
type, Imbedded in the soil to retain 
the heat. The pit should be dug four 
feet deep, and at least a foot larger 
than the frame you Intend covering 
it with. The next step is to provide 
proper drainage, and then the sub- 
frame is built. A brick or concrete 
frame is the most satisfactory, for 
both are virtually indestructible. 
When using concrete it is necessary 
to make a form of boards, which la 
removed as soon as the concrete hard­
ens. The subframe need only extend 
two feet into the pit. The top sur-

et; it may be just an irregularly shaped 
room. Sût in any case a recess of this 
sort is always available for a seat. And 
the seat could be in any style. “ 
kind is shown in a recess in the 
drawing of a fireplace. Having turned 
the corner, this seat could be continued, 
until it came to a legitimate stop­
ping-place, such as a door or window, 
unless it were deemed preferable to fin­
ish it off with a seat end and not have 
the seat so long. Indeed, If one wished, 
it need not turn the corner at all, but 
just fit into this little recess, In which 
it need or need not have seat ends.

Windows ever furnish seat sugges­
tions. Seats have been built in, under 
and along side windows with equal suc­
cess. And bay window seats are charm­
ing—one especially good suggestion is 
here gtiven.

But remember, in every case have 
your built furniture plain, as plain as 
a pipestem. Don’t have frejts and grills, 
carvings and a superabundaucy of moldr 
ings. For in that way you will defeat 
your own end, and instead of having a 
thing of beauty and dignity, 
find yourself cumbered with a 
ity—which Is built in.
