COLD WEATHER
CHILLS HOPES
OF EARLY PEACE

German Tageblatt Thinks
That Turning Point of
War is Passed.

REICHSTAG MUST
HAVE SOME SAY

Federated States Not to be
Put in Background When
Peace Proposals Come.

Berlin, Oct. 30.—(In Montreal Gaz-
ette) —Cold weather, bringing the first
snow fall, has given a salutary chill to
the premature hopes of excessive op-
timistic Germans who have been talk-
ing about peace by Christmas or say-
ing that the war could not last through
another winter.

There is a very strong feeling, how.
ever, not only among people in gen-
erzl, but also in well informed circles,
that the turning point of the war has
been passed, and the Balkan campa’'gn
is bringing the peace goal appreciably
nearer,

The Tageblatt, in an editorial, says
that the Reichstag must have a say in
framing the conditions of peace. It
comments:

“The German people still seem far
away from peace. Still less is it poss-
ible to see to-day in what form peace
will come. For this and other rea-
sons, therefore in discussing the ques.
tion of what responsible factors will
have to work together in the reestab-
lishment of the peace of the nations
everything must be left out that con-
cerns the possible terms of the coming
peace.

“Nevertheless against the influences
that seek to sidetrack the Reichstag,
one must maintain the ground with
utmost emphasis that among the fac-
tors that will figure in the peace nego.
tiations the Reichstag must not be
passed over nor even reduced to sec-
ond place. Just as it would be im-
possible to shove to one side the right
of the Kaiser and his responsible ad-
visers, it is necessary in this particular
case to make no decision that would
mean the relegation of the federated
states into the background.

“Moreover, the German people, who
have had to bear the immense burdens
of this war, have more than a merely
written right to throw the whole
weight of their will in the scales
through their chosen representatives
on the occasion of making peace.”
