New York, Feb, 28.—Mr. H, R, Cham-
berlain cables from London to The Sun:
The Graeco Cretan situation s, in its
Jarger aspect, less hopeful. The an-
nouncement of an agreement of the
powers for its final settlement was,
to say the least, pre.ature. There ex-
ists al the present moment serious ir-
ritation beiween Russia and Great
Liritain, which has provoked the for-
mer power to adopt an altitude that
can haidly b: describ=d by a milder
term than threatening. 1 do not pre-
tend to know the exact cause of the
trouble. It was discussed at a hastlly
summoned meeting of the Buitish
Cabinet this afternoon, with what re-
sult it is, of course, impossible to say.
Singular semi-official communications
from St, Petersburg are published to-
day, in which it is set forth: “In the
event of Greece, with blind misappre-
hension of her own advantage, offering
further opposition to the well-meant
advice of Russia and of the powers in
alliance with her, or creating difficul-
ties, or in the event of her allowing
herself (o be encouraged in her pre-
sent attitude by self-seeking friends,
perhaps on the false supposition of a
lack of unanimity among the great
powers, because one or another power
did not support at the outset the pro-
posals of Russia, which ig in perfect
agreement with Germany and France,
Russia, in such an emergency, is de-
termined upon her course of action,
conscious of her unity with France and
of her absolute agreement with Ger-
many and also Austria.

“liven if isolated powers should not
associate themselves in the steps she
is resolved to take, Russia will be in
a position, at any rate, not to allow
the peace of Kurope to be endangered
by events in Crete.'”

This is a tone which Russia has not
adopted toward any power within lv-
ing memory. England, of course, is
the country meant, and the words em=-
ployed suggest some exceedingly grave
susplcions, It may be, however, that
this language was used in the interval
between the reception of Lord Salis
bury's note, saying in effect that Eng
land would do nothing in regard to
Greece until the fate of Crete js de
cided and before England had motified
her acceptance of Russia’s proposal for
#olving the diMiculty.

That proposal, although agreed to in
principle by the six powers, will net be
enforced In the form interpreted by
Lord Salisbury in the House of Lords
on Thursday. Neither Pngland nor
quy nor France will fire a gun to
drive the Greeks from Crete in order
that the island may be delivered to
Turkish troops for “police” purposes.

The
Cretans, therefore, had firmly dGec ided
not to accept autonomy, but to con-
tinue their struggle to realize union
with Greece, which tne memorialiscs
added even the Mussulmans were Le-
ginning to agree was the only practie
cal solution of the question,

King Geerge Warned,

Athens. Feb. 27.—In view of the fact
that the Chambér has not been in pes-
sion for some days, the leaders of the
Opposition met today and signed a
protest, which has been presented to
the King. The protest declares that the
Crown is entitled to act alone in sucha
case as the present, and if it does not
act the Opposition cannot be answer-
able for the situation.

Canea, Feb. 27.—A sharp fight took
place yesterday between Mosleme and
Christians near Retimo. 'The Moslems
were repulsed with small loss.

Alarming Bamors.

London, Feb. 271.—The Observer will
to-morrow publish a despatch from
Paris saying that alarming rumors are
in circulation, and if the rumors are
true they show the situation is ex
tremely grave. Two of the rumors
receive credence. One of them concerns
Russia's attitude toward the policy of
Greece, an attitude which, apparently,
nothing will mitigate. The other is to
the effect that the Dragoman attached
to the Russian Embassy at Constanti-
nople has notified the Porte that Rus-
sia will occupy Armenia if hostilities
break out.

Druggists are now prohibited
from seling any quantity of liquor ex-
cept upon a prescription signed by a
registered medical practitioner, and
such prescription shall not exceed six
ounces. The hours for closing bar
rooms during every day of thé week
execept Saturday nights and Sundays
will be limited to 10 o'clock in town=
ships. villages and unorganized terri-
tories, and in cities and towns to 11
o'clock.

In
this policy, it is said, Russia is sup-
ported by France, Germany and Aus-
tria. Throughout the entire statement
neither England nor Italy is mention
ed, but <reece is warned that should
ghe, in Dblind misconception of her
own interests, allow herself to be ex-
cited by self-seeking friends to per-
sist in her present attitude under the
false idea that the powers ave not
united, because at the outset one ot
another has not concurred in Russia's
proposals, Rusesia is resolved to lake
reprisals, the first step being the
blockade of the Piraeus.

Lord Salisbury, upou rising to re-
ply. was tremendo .sly cheered, und'
when she cheering had subsided sald
that a telegram had been sent (o the ‘
British representative at the capital
of each of the combined 1Suropean
powers, the phraseology of which ramas |
follows: “Inform the Government (o
which you are accredited that ler
Majisly's Government propose to make
the following declaration of the policy
they intend to pursue, which they be-
lieve to be in accordance with that of
their allies: s

“First, that the establishment of
administrative autonomy in Crete is
necessary to the termination of inter-
hational occupation of that island

“Second, that, subject to such sys-
tem of administrative autonomy,
Crete ought to remain a portion of the
Turkish Empire,

“Third, that the Governments of
Turkey and Greece ought to be inform-
ed of this resolution.

“Fourth, that if either Turkey or
Greece should persist in a refusal when
required to withdraw her naval and
military forces from the island, the
powers should impose their decision by
force.”

Lord Salisbury said it did not follew
that the Turkish troops would be
withdrawn from Crete immediately:
neverthelesg the practical withdrawal
of her troops from the island was a
necessary condition to the ‘establish-
ment of autonomy, and they would,
therefore, he withdrawn.

A New Dairy Breed.

Jersey, Guernsey and Holstein breed-
ers, as well as the Ayrshire, Brown
Swiss and Simmenthaler people, will
have to look to their laurels, for a new
dairy light appears in the ecast, this
time in the form of the buffalo of
India. The India buffalo, it will be
understood, is the genuine article, and
not the American bison to whigh we
are accustomed in this country. Ac-
cording to the Sydney Stock and Sta-
tion Journal, these dnimals, while not
rivaling other dairy breeds in milk pro-

duection, greatly surpasses them in but- |

ter-making capacity and in the total
solids which the milk contains. The
dairy experts of India declare that
their buffalo is the best butter-pro-
ducing animal in the world. By actual
experiment eleven pounds “of huffaio
milk were required to produce a pound
of butter, while esventeen pounds of

| cdw milk were necessary for the pro-

duction of the same amount. The
buffalo in an India test was In milk
459 days, ylelding €669 pounds of milky
English-bred cows were in milk 471
days, yielding 5024. An analysis of the
milk ade at Poona India, showed
the English. cow's milk to contain 3.7
per cent. of butter fat against 7.9 for
the buffalo. The total solids were
12.8 per cent. for the cow and 17.95 for
the buffalo. If these analyses are a
correct index to the normal produection
f the India buffalo, the breed will be
an excellent. one for dairy crossing,
and some enterprising breeder in this
country should import a few good ones
and see whether the average cow in
this country which produces 125 pounds
n vear cannet be graded up.—Col-

SNAKES AS FIGHTERS

WOULD SOONER RUN' AND LIVE TO
FIGHT ANOTHER DAY.

Some Popular
of

An Observer Explodes
Fallacies -The *“Spitting Snake’
South Africa One of the Worst of lts
Kind.

Many persons believe that snakes,

without provocation, often attack and
even follow people. 1 have for years

‘devoted my life to observing the ways

of snakes, says a writer in the New
York Sun, and have chased and caught
them in many countries, but neither
in North or South America have I had
a snake molest or follow me without
great provocation. We often read
stories -of persons being attacked or
pursued by the common black racer.
From my experience, and that of others
whom I know to be absolutely fearless
and cool observers, 1 must say that
the black snake certainly never under
any circumstances pursues and never
attacks unless he is cornered. And
as for his winding himself around peo-
ple's legs, I can safely assert that no
black racer would or could think of
doing such a thing, unless the person
continued to hold him down with the
foot on his neck or back. In such a
case any snake would use every en-
deavor by both biting and twining, to
free himself, and there would be noth-
ing strange in his doing so.

1 have found ét to be the universal
rule in all parts of the world, that
when a snake thinks he is unobserved
he will lie guiet, and will run or pre-
pare for action only when approach-
ed. In this country no snake attacks
people by winding around them; nor,
in fact, in any country do snakes use
such a means of offense, except to-
ward their prey; and even then cnly
those by nature constrictors use this
method, All others are absolutely ignor-
ant of such a power, and among them
must certainly be numbered the black-
snake, the rattlesnake, and the copper-
head. For a blacksnake, rattler or
copperhead to attack by constriction
would be just as unnatural as for
a bull to try to tear a man to pieces
with his teeth, or, as for a lion to stand
up on hig hind legs and hug like a
bear. Every blacksnake will make
away the moment he finds himself in
danger. If no avenue Of escape be
loft for him he will bite, and bite
fiercely, hut still ineffectually, for in
addition to his being absolutely in-
nocent of venom, his tiny teeth are
such poor weapons that they cannot
cause even a respectable scratch, and
are less to be dreaded than the claws
of a kitten or the teeth of a half
grown mouse. And even in his best
biting.humor the blacksnake will turn
and make off at the slightest chance
of escapg. It is nearly the same with
the copperhead, tpough he has more
confidence in his pOwer of fighting and
less in his ability to get away.

One day last June I came upon a
copperhead on a road on the Palisades.
It was in the evening, a little after
sunset.  EV with an’ opera glass I
had difficulty in seeing him at a dis-
tance of fifty or sixty yards, so much
was he tinted like the brownish dust
of the highway and the dried leaves
and stoneg strewn in the vicinity. The
moment 1 recognized® him as a cop-
perhead I pocketed my glass and ran
toward him with all my speed.

Seeing me approach he at once coil-
¢d himself and prepared to strike, I
stood within a yard of him and watch-
ed him in his posture of defense,
ready to spring at me should I be bold
enough to threaten him too closely.
His cat-like e) glistened with ex-
cited watchfulness; his two-pronged
tongue flickered and quivered like the
antennae of an insect. Of course, I
kept my distance and walked around
him, but he turned his head and kept
ever facing me. Two or three times I
went around him, his excitement all
the time increasing.

I will tea him, I thought, to see
what he will do, so I put my stick out
gently toward him. He felt it with
hie tongue, but didn't bite it. Then [
put it to him abruptly, whereupon he
promptly struck it and left the veno
in glistening drops upon it. Again an

again I poked it at him and danced’

about threateningly before him. As
1 did so he continued to strike at the
stick, though I had not touched him.

Now he was near the side of the
road, where there was plenty of grass
and weeds for him to hide in, but he
seemed to be so occupied with me as
to be utterly regardless of everything
else. A blacksnake would not have
stayed five seconds in such a position
without making a dash into the weeds,
ThLinking that I had, by my too close
attentions, prevented him from sceing
his real surroundings, I went back-
ward for about ten or fifteen yards to
give him a clear chance to look ahout
him. In a few seconds he shot out
his head and commenced going off in
the direction of the weeds. Of course,
1 at once ran up, 8o as not to lose
him. He was already half in the weeds,
and, feeling that his escape was
sccured, he attempted to fight no more,
but tried to get off as fast as he could,
although 1 still poked him with my
stick.

Thus it is clear that he didn't fight
from choide, but from what he con-
sidered a necessity, and it is really so
with all snakes, even those which are
said to follow people. They never
seriously seck to fight; they only wish
to scare off the intruder.

Snakes of the bea and viper kind
act ag did the copperhead. In the
forests of Venezuela I once came upon
a hoa constrictor quite inadventently.
He was lying coiled, probably sleeping,
in a short underbrush of young palms
not higher than my knee, and my foot
knocked against him. A loud hiss was
his answer. With my stick I held the
rank leaves aside to get a view of him.
A most imposing sight confronted me.
There was a huge snake of beautiful
brown and fawn colored tints hissing
like a demon, with his head and neck
raised and turned toward me in posi-
tion to strike. The noise of his hissing
was prolonged and most astonishingly
loud, more like that made by a donkey
engine, it seemed, than any that could
possibly be produced by a snake. As
I moved a little to draw back, he hit
toward me, with -an increase in the
force of his hiss. As he struck toward
me, his impetus, perhaps, carried him
forward a little; at any rgte, he ad-
vanced, and 1 retreated a step or two
further, somewhat apprehensive of his
teeth, but too much charmed by the
magnificence of his anger to leave-him.
1: was one of the -grandest exhibitions
of majestic rage I have ever witness-
ed. Wishing to have it continue, I
struck with my stick on the leaves
in front of him. This excited him
greatly. He hissed and struck toward
me more flevcely than ever and began,
between the bites, to advance slowly
but surely toward me, Had I continu-
ed to stand where I was, he would
undoubtedly have torn every shred of
clothing from my legs and lacerated
me most frightfully with his formid-
able teeth, His advance, was, how-
ever, so gradual that I could easily, at
any time, have escaped by the slowest
sauntering walk. Indeed, the advane-
ing of an enraged boa against disturb-
ers is always 80 and so wois

of fata)l results, in consequence of his
being innocent of vengm, that it does
not deserve being seriously considered
except as a beautiful picture of ani-
mal action.

Far otherwise is it, howeyer, with
the famous cabra de capello. There is
a snake of this most polsonous class
in South Africa called the "ring hals"”
or ring neck, and “spungh slang,’ or
spitting. snake. This fellow will not
only squirt his venom into one's eyes,
but will sometimes apparently go out
of his way to attack and follow those
who threaten or approach him too
closely.

Much has been written' concerning
“Greater New York,” but few have
any conception how great a city it will
be. Only London will exceed it in popu-
ation, wealth and business. [ts area
will be 306 square miles, or 19,840
acres, It will have an estimated popu-
Jation of 3,430,000.

Coney Island Boulevard, which are
under park control.

Counties’ Councillor Sheppard Gives an
A nt of His dshi i

From the Gananoque Journal. |

To the Editor: Dear Sir,.—Since
my retorn from the Counties C uncil
meeting at -DLro kville T have be:in
harias-ed by guestions on all sides as
to how T liked the Council, the new
order of things, what was doue, &,
aud as T concede the electors ave en-
titled to a full knowledge of theso
matters, 1 have  decided to furnish
you aud your confiere of the Reporter
a succinet account of my :tewardship
by way of a communication, and & ust
you may be so zoo! as to find space
for the same.

Beforo and after the election 1
posted myself as wuch as possible on
county matters Ly way of perusing
public documents, enquirics frum cld
councillors, public officers and so on.
Upon going to Brockville wmy first
care was to visit the clerk and treas-
urer to procure certain other docu- '
ments and information that 1 h+d
hitherto been unable to o' tain. :

We met on Tuesday 26th u't, at!
two oclock. Tuesday moining there
was a cancus of each of the political
pavtics T was invitel (o both hut
attended neither and spent the time
thus taken up in studying the docu-
ments J had just obtwined.  When
we assembled in the afteriom I
projo-ed that a1l twenty of us should
get together before the clerk should
call us to order, and by putting ouvr!
Leads together devise some meaus of |
throwing aside p.-]it.ical contiderations '
and gettin . down to legitimate work. |
There are nominally ten Conser:a- |
tives and ten Reformers in-the whole
Counci!, but Mr. Foster, a Reforme
from Smith’s Falls, had by  the recent
tsatute the casting vote in case of a
tie for the wardenship By the
s-atute, however, he could not exer-k
cis+ his power until after two un-l
successful ballots on the second day
of meeting. ‘This icformal mesting
was a grand success. We agreed on
the wardenship and 7 other preliminary
matters, the utmost_cordialty prev.il
ed, and’ thus u who day was saved
besides the avoidance of more or less
party strife that mast have marred our
subsequent proceedings.

We remained five days. Now, I
may say on the start that three days
should have been more than sufficient.
No honest inan who was present dare
undertake to refute my contention.
If he undertook it I am ab-olutely
certain of being able to show him
and all interested that be is wrong.
Why at asingle evening meeting of
the Gananoque Board of Education T
have seen more work goue through
than I saw in Brockville any two
days that T was at the couneil,  Itis
not iny business to praise Mr. W. B,
Carroll ; but I saw bim, as chairman
of the Executive in our Town Coun-
¢il on more occasions than one, rush
thiough, and still do most efficiently
and well, more bhusiness in the balf
hour or so alloted to him, than was
done in the County Council in n
whole day.  This is an example ot
our work at Brocville: meet at two
o'clock, recgive with little discussion
one or two lmhry reports comimitiees,
then adjourn till two o'clock the next
day. Some old councillors may say
that the intervening time was spent
cowmitters That's all in my
cye I was on two counnittees, at-
tonded hoth, and on neither oue did
we spend half an hour But there's
v good time coming snd these sess-
jous must shorten to two or three
days or there'll be war in the camp.
It tho Municipal Act were awmended
80 as to allow $5 for the first day, the
samo on the second, and $1 for each
subscquent day, the mutter of short
sessions  woild by an accomplished
fact.

Next, asto matters of economy I
endeavored in every way I could to
cut down the salaries and prevent in-
creaso thereof. In  all my efforts in
this divection T was ably assisted by
Daley, of Rockport, a most cflicient
councillor ; by my colleague  Mr.
Landon, and by Mr. Whitmarsh,
of Westport. So that the Westera
men stood up well for reducing ex-
penditare. Otherwise Conservatives
and Retormers indiscriminately stood
out for high salavies. ThusT proposed
reducing Mr. Richardson’s salary as
inspector of the Pauper’s Palace at
Athens from $200 to $100, and 1
verily believe the clerk, who is a
splendid  officer, would have heen
woll satisfied with the $100. In this
position I was most strongly opposed
by the Warden and Mr. Bissel, of
Grenville—bnth staunch  Reformers.
]1_was credibly informed on going to
Brockville that a young M. D. in
Athens was willing to act as phvsician
at the House of Industry for $50 per
annum. The committes on that ex-
pensive institution recommended the
increase of Dr. Giles salary of $100
to 8150, T opposed the increase,
saying that if we could get the work
done for $50, $100 should be enough
for Dr. Giles, but the Warden went
strongly against me. Of course, -the
Warden lives in Athens, and such
considerations seemed to influence the
members very much, It is evident
however, that for economic measures
we must look to men and not to the
party. Our Reform friends in the
Council with my suppoit, could have
carried out all ‘these economic pro-
posals, but they did not do it.

The House of Industry is becoming
an alarming expense on the Counties,
and still it seems to do but little to
wards relieving destitution in our
midst. Mr. Landon and I tried to do
gomething for Charlie Hagerman
and his family who are in great want
down on one of the islands, buit we
could do nothing. Children cannot be
sent to the House of Industry, the
parents must not be sepurated from
the children without certyin red tape
||mcmlul'(-, and so the matter was put
off with such excuses. Indeed the
House of Industry seems to be a
plausible excuse for allowing families
to starye, such as the one that wis
relieved by good hearted Neil Me-
Carncy the other duy.

One of the most cruel
punishments of medieval times—one
that was the very essence of refine-

In this connection one is naturally
led to speak of the evils of early ris-
ing.

1 know all about it,for many and many
a time I've watched the cold, gray
dawn of a winter's morn melt into day-
light as I washed the breakfast dishes
before the kitchen window in the “Lit-
tle Brown House'—but 1 never did it
without a mental, and very likely a
verbal, protest. It is unseemly to thus
surprise nature en deshabille, as it
were, hefore her morning bath (of dew
is over and her complexion adjusted
for the day; and not all the poets who
nave written (by lamplight) of the
beauties of early morning and the
glories of sunrise, nor ali the stalwart
farmers with whom I have argued the
cuestion, have convinced me that it is
duty, or even an advantage in the per-
formance of labor, to burn the candle
both ends of the day. The man
who rises at a reasonable hour re-
freshed and revived, can do more work

| and better work than he who is drag-

eed out of bed still tired and puts in
more hours of half-hearted. semi-ex-
hausted labor; and it Is even more
true indoors than out And I am glad
to see that the med'cal profession is
Aiscarding the maxims of Solomon and
Benjamin Franklin, .and inculcating
more sensible views on thls subject.

Growing children in particular suffer
severely from a curtailment of thelir
proper hours of rest. They require more
hours of sleep than grown people, yet
often, with a view to inculcating this
reprehensible habit of early rising, they
are roused out of sound' slumber and
cot to work. An instance came under
my observation in this city which il-
justrates what pernicious results may
follow curtailing the hours of sleep of
growing children. The son of a once
extensive florist. a growing lad, in his
early teens, was an exceptionally dull
boy in school. Always at the foot of
the class, he failed time after time to
nass his examinations for the next
grade till both he and lis teachers
were thoroughly discouraged. He  in-
vdriably went to sleep in school hours,
and finally one teacher, who was of
an investigating turn of mind, set
about discovering whether he was a
semi-idiot by nature or by ecircum-
stances and environment. She found
that he was compelled to get up at 4
o'clock every morning, and was kept
up at night until 10 o'clock or after; he
was growing fast and did not get the
sleep he needed The father. after a
frank talk on the teacher’s part, which
ne took very patiently, hired a man to
attend to his furnace and let the boy
2leep all he pleased. Within a month
be was a new boy, both mentally and
rhysically. Instead of being sluggish
“nd dull, he seemed to have awakened
1o new life. But he had lost valuable
time, and he had not formcd the habit
of mental concentration, #o that he
always remained a backward student.
The instance simply shows how neces-
sayw nlenty of sleep 1s to the well-
Wowy of thg individual.

By
pruning, to prevent leaves from form-
ing and giving the tree health and
vigor; by confining the roots in & small
space, by withholding water, and by
twisting the branches, and by a heaif-
hundred other processes, all of which
proceed from the same principle. When
a tree has been chosen, which Is usual-
ly one that is maturally stunted, ‘its
main stem and roots are twisted in
which process is intended
to check the flow of sap. The pots in
which they are planted are narrow and
shallow, so that they hold but a com-
paratively small quantity of soil com-
pared with the wants of the plant, and
no more water is given them than is
necessary to sustain life. Nature gen-
erally struggles against (this treat-
ment,“but eventually adapts itself to
the new condition, and ere long the
beautiful and curious dwarf tree of
the Orient is produced.

Sttt
Like Pets in the Poultry Yard.

Bacteriology is a sclence that gives
the greatest pleasure to students, and
they are invariably keenly enthusias-
tic; says an English- journal. To have
a fine colony of diphtheria or cholera
germs in a flourishing condition is &
source of great pride to experts, and
they inspect the various germ families
in their possession with more than the
pride of a poultry fancler making a
round of hig yard. Just now it is a
very distinguished thing among bac-
teriologists to have specimens of the
‘bubonic plague bacillus. Of course,
they are expensive, and difficult—at
present to obtain in England at all,
while in the United States there is
gald to be only one man who bhas the
bacilli. They may, of course, become
as easily procurable as cholera or
typhoid microbes, but that will not be
yet; and many people will pray—never.
1t is not pleasant to think(that a slight
accident may result in the implanting
of the bacteriologist’s germs In the
most fruitful soll, instead of their re-
maining in his laboratotry to work out
their destiny in the case of experimen-
tal science.

“Hospital Schools.’’

“Hospital, Schools,” are in course of
establishment at most stations in
India. The commanding officer of the
, Infantry Battalion tried the experi-
ment of providing, with the sanction
and approval of the medica] officer,
instruction available in hospitals for
the voluntary attendance of all pati-
ents whose allments do not render
study undesirable or irksome. Thus
a sprained ankle, or a broken arm in
its convalescent stages, does not afford
any impediment to study, and the few
hours devoted to such work form a
pleasant’ interlude in the monotony of
life in hospitals. Young non-commis-
gsioned officers seeking promotion re-
quire a second-class certificate of edu-
cation, and detention in hospitals, ow-
ing to minor ailments, has often de-
barred such men from promotion, or,
at least, caused great delay, but with
the hospital school in existence their
studies need not be interfered with.
There seems no reason why the Home
Service should not derive another les-
son from India in this particular.

Tent for Can

The way to tell if canned food is fit
to eat or not, says an eminent analyst,
ig to notice the can before it is opened.

The contents of a can that is bulg-
ed or indented should never be used.
Of course an indented can may not be
unfit for use, as it may have been in-
dented by accident, and the tin not
pierced. so that no air has reached the
goods Inside. Its contents, however,
should be inspected carefully before
eating.

When a can is bulged the contents
should not be used, as the condition
of the tin shows that air has reached
the inside and decomposition has set
in, which has caused gases to be gen-
erated. The gases thus formed, have
forced the tin to bulge.

Caseg of poisoning through - eating
canned fruit and meats are so common
that the above method of detecting
poisonous canned foods should be
valuable to housekeepers.

Cold Metals Diffused.

Professor Roberts-Austen of London
in a leeture before the Royal Saciety,
recently spoke on “The Interdiffusibi-
lity of Solid Metals While Cold.” It
wag then shown that solid metals may
be made to mix themselves as if the
atomsg of which they ar composed
were living creatures. He showed that
when clean gheets of lead and gold are
held together in the absence of air at
a temperature of 40 degrees they will
unite firmly, and can only bé separted
by a force equal to one-eighth of the
breaking strain of the lead. The pro-
fessor has also proven that if a plate
of gold be laid under one of lead abhout
three-tenths of an inch thick, in three
days the gold will have risen and dif-
fused itself to the top of the other me-
tal in very appreciable quantity.

New Method of Securing Rubber,

Apropos to the numerous articles
which have appeared lately regarding
the probability of the exhaustion of
the future supply of rubber is the re-
port of a United States consul at Nica-
ragua, who reports that a method of
securing the rubber less destructive to
the trees has been found. Heretofore
the trees have been cut down or the
liquid made to exud from incisions at
the foot of the tree, but it has been
found that the leaves of the rabber tree
y{old a purer and more abundant sup-
ply.

The “glorious climate of California”
is belng put to a new and interest-
ing use. A man has purchased 500
acres in Merced County, and intends
to add to it 500 more, not for the rais-
ing of fruit, but for an experiment
in the breeding of elephants, hippo-
potami, lions, tigers, llamas, nilgaus,
kangaroos and other tropical and ex-
otic animals, such as are in common
demand for purposes of exhibition.
He already has a considerable stock
of these creatures.

His design ls to obtain the condi-
tions suited to every sort of animal
used for exhibition, and he thinks that
he can come nearer to realizing these
conditions in California than anywhere
else. The elephants require a seclud-
ed jungle, and this, properly fenced,
so that they cannot get out, is Lo he
provided for them.

Sections of the jungle will be fenced
off with a wire barrier 16 feet high
for the tigers, which, with their off-
spring, will be made at home here
when the weather is warm, and cared
for indoors when it is too cold for
them in the woods. The kangaroos,
nilgaus, zebras, camels, giraffes and
llamas will find in properly sheltered
portions of this California ranch con-
ditions of life not greatly unlike those
in the countries to which they are in-
digenous.

The proprietor s to make an ex-
periment of raising camels on a large
scale, and they and the llamas will
be taught to bear burdens, as they
do in their native countries.

A flock of kangaroos will be turned
loose. It is regarded as likely that
they will find themselves even more
at home in California than in Aus-
traila, as the eucalyptus-tree has done,
and that they will scatter themselves
through the state.

A medical authority who may be pre
sumed to understand ‘the true inward-
ness 6f the profession has lately pub-
lished some advice about the selcction
of a family phyician, declaring such &
choice to be a very important matter,
often undertaken in the most hap~
hazard way.

The following ‘“donts” are given:
Don't choose an intemperate physiciang
don’t choose one who has not the re-
spect of his colleagues; don't tolerate
one who is constantly slinging mud at
his brethren; don't belleve the claims
of one who has to hire a hall or a col-
umn in a newspaper that the world
may learn of his triumphs; don’t
choose the man who is ultra-profes-
sional. .

In choosing a specialist or a con-
sultant it Is well to be guided by the
advice of the family physician, who, if
he be honorable and broad-minded,will
cheerfully acquiesce in your desire to
have the assistance of some one of his
colleagues. If he becomes offended
or assumes an injured air at the hint
that he is not the only member of his
profession the sooner his vanity re-
ceivés a few hard knocks the better.

There is a mutual obligation existing
between doctor and patient. The lat-
ter expects prompt and efficient ser-
vica, at the sacrifice of convenience,
gocial engagements and, if necessay, of
comfort and health, on the part of the
former. On the other hand, prompt
and full payment of financial obliga-
tions and the consideration of his com-
fort, convenience and recreation when
emergencies do not prevent are the
rights of the physician.

SOME OLD BOOKS.

The first anthology was a collection
of Greek poems, epigrams and other
small pieces by Archilochus, Sappho,
Somonides, Meleager, Plato and others
between 680 and 95 B.C.

In 1471 a French baron offered a
pledge of ten marks of silver that a
copy of Avincenna, which he desired
to read, would be returned, and even
with this security, equal in our money
to over $60, his request was refused.

It is asserted by typographical au-
thority that the first Bible printed in
America was ‘“John Eliot's Indian
Bible,” In 1663. The language into
which this bible was transiated is ex-
tinct, and it is sald only one or two
persons are able to read it.

The “Book of Common Prayer,” was
prepared by the command of Henry
VIII., in 1546. It underwent geveral
revisions, but the second, made in the
reign of Edward VI, very nearly ap-
proached the prayer book as used to-
day In the Church of England. The
prayer for the royal family was in-
troduced by James I.

Most of the chapters of Livy, as well
as some of the entire compositions of
Cicero and other ancient authors, have
been recovered from the palimpsests,
the original writing having been par-
tially effaced In order that the mon=
kish transcribers might use the parch-
ment for their homilles.
