To Broil Steak.

Few housewives understand the art
of broiling, and consequently chops
and steaks are often robbed of their
delicate flavor by (rying ina pan.

A steak or chop properly broiled
should have a thin, well browned
crust Beyond this' crust the meat
should be red and juicy, hardly a
shade less done in the middle than
near the surface,

i the broiling isto be done ona
range, have the fire very bright and
clear, Open every draft, that smoke
and flames may be drawn up the
chimney. Place the piece of meat in
the double broiler and hold it as pear
the coals as possible until the surface
is brown, turning frequently. It will
take threeor four minutes for this,
Now raise the broiler several inches
above the bed of coals and continue

the cooking until the meat is done,

The broiler must be turned often,
A good rule is to count ten slowly,
then turn the broiler. A steak or
chop cut a little more than an inch
thick will ceok nicely in ten minutes,
If liked well done, it should be cook-
ed for twelve minutes,
