The German Empire embraces 
only 208 830 square miles, bat has 
over 61,000,000 inhabitants. The 
wealth of the nation is not only 
great bat is well distributed, more 
eo than in any other country. The 
living conditions of the masses rank 
high. These conditions have not 
resulted from individual thrift alone'. 
They are more to be attributed to 
that remarkable trait in the German 
character, the faculty for organiz­
ation. The organization for solv­
ing labor problems is admirable lor 
its effectiveness, and in this respect 

* Germany stands far ahead of any 
other nation of the world.

There f* an Imperial Labor Ex - 
obaoge to which belong a boat all of 
the smaller exchanges throughout 
the Empire. The principal office is 
at Berlin. This national exchange 
receives an annual subsidy from the 
government of $7,500, There are 
over 700 labor exchanges in the 
empire and about IfiQ,0QQ positions 
are filled every month. There are 
seven distinct types of labor ex­
changes, not including the private 
institutions which are run for profit 
and which supply the bulk of the 
domestic servant situations.

The Berlin Labor Exchange is 
the largest institution of its kind in 
the world. It is not g strictly 
municipal institution, although it 
receives an annual subsidy of $11,- 
000 from the city. I la control and 
financial responsibility are vested in 
a voluntary association of sqbeorib 
ere who contribute about $2,600 
annually. It makes a charge of 6 
cents per bead for registration, and 
the annual receipts from this month­
ly source are about |2,5Qq. In return 
tor this registration fee the applicant 
is allowed the privileges of the wait 
ing rooms of the building for three. 
The annual cost of running the ex­
change is $16,000 to $20,000.

The total number of applicants 
during 1908 was 158,000, of whom 
about 84,000 werg placed |q posi­
tions.

The two large buildings oooopied 
by this exchange were erected by 
one of the enforced labor Insurance 
companies of the empire at a cost of 
about: $150,000. The exobang 
pays the insurance company a rent 
equivalent to about 3J per cent on 
the investment.

The main room of the exchange 
s the waiting room, which is large, 

warm, and well lighted, and is divid 
ed by sign poets into semions for un­
skilled labor, apprentices, sfeillpfl 
labor of various kinds, etc. Men 
seeking woik are supposed to sit In | 
the sections allotted to their kind vl I 
work,

Repeatedly durii gj tbg day the j 
superintendent or his assistant comes 
info the waiting room and announces, 
before the proper section, the posi­
tions that are open. He states the 
nature of. the wo k, wages, Ijoqie, 
etc., and t^g men desiring to apply 
band qp their registration cards, 
Which are collected. Later these 
men are given cards which they 
present to their would-be employer, 
who selects hie man, or men, and 
mails back to the exchange the 
cards of the other men, This indi­
cates to the superintendent that the 
men have sought the position. Re­
ports of vacancies eosse in rapidly 
daring the day, and there la usually 
much activity around the place.

In the same building are reading 
rooms, access to which is tree ; bath­
rooms, lunch rooms, tailor repair 
shop, shoe repair shop, and buffet. 
Tbe men spend their idle time read­
ing, playing checkers, chatting, etc., 
and, on the whole, seem content. 
The many conveniences make the 
exchange rooms something on the 
order of a club. Tbe laborers do 
not spend wearisome hours tramp­
ing about in all kinds of weather 
seeking employers, and the latter do 
not have to seek help through varia 
oug channels, thus losing valuable 
time and money.

In tbe other building are waiting 
rooms for women seeking employ­
ment, Tbe trades unions (not all 
of tbe skilled laljqr >a organised), 
have their headquarters here and 
run their own labor bureaus in close 
co-operation with the general public 
exchange. Unskilled labor in Her 
many is not unionized.

It is astonishing to note tbe num­
ber of situations annually found for 
applicants through the Berlin Labor 
Exchange, Statistics show that in 
1906, 99,000 men were plqoed j in 

, 19°7. 95 000; and in 1808, 84,000,

efforts of the exchange which are

municipalities, and of the remain­
ing three, twn (Berlin and Leipzig) 
receive a subsidy from the munici­
pality.

The varions exchanges keep in 
close touch with one another 
throngh the Imperial Labor Ex­
change. Charts are exchanged 
showing the positions each has list­
ed that are yet unfilled, and the 
number ol persons unemployed,, and 
the nature of the work each desires. 
When it is necessary and justifiable, 
the traveling expenses of laborers 
are paid from one section to another, 
but this is not encouraged, as it 
easily leads to abuse. The State, 
which owns the railroads, allows 
workmen travelling to accept posi­
tions a big discount on their tickets. 
The thorough organization of these 
exchanges throughout the empire 
prevents what frequently ha- pens 
in the United 8 a tes, a surplus of 
unemployed labor in one section, 
and at the same time a labor famine 
in another.

The usual position taken by the 
labor exchanges during a strike is 
to notify the men registered of the 
positions made vacant, bat, at the 
same time, to inform them fully of 
the strike conditions. The laborer 
can decide for himself just what he 
wishes to do. Some small local ex­
changes tgke sides in strikes.

The labor exchanges in Germany 
are playing an important role in the 
industrial and economic advance­
ment of the empire. They bring 
the bayer and seller of labor into 
immediate communication. Tbe 
waiting-room plan takes idle men off 
the streets, thus having a strong 
tendency to reduce crime. It en 
ables men already employed, but on 
temporary jobs, to seek other posi­
tions while they are still engaged, 
thus bridging over, in many eases, 
a period of idleness. Men in posi­
tions unsatisfactory to tberqeelves 
pan seek better ones without leaving 
'tbeir places. This is done by regis­
tering with the labor exchange their 
applications, which state their capa­
bilities, references, addresses, etc*, 
so employers can readily communi­
cate with them. The employers, 
through the labor exchange, have a 
wider range of material from which 
to select, and their individual needs 
can be quickly satisfied, if not 
through the local labor exchange 
then through a distant one, which 
will feçeiye notice of the vacancy 
and the kind of man or men wanted 
Tbe arbitration boards are the means 
of preventing many wasteful strikes, 
and this is well worth the subsidies 
voted to maintain ffje exchange».— 
The Qatholio fortnightly Review.

Tbe element 
of oonsoienoious regulation of amuse­
ments and of business is an irredie- 
oent dream. The acknowledgment 
that for every idle, unjust or Im­
moral thought, word or deed every 
man must Inevitably render an ao- 
oonnt to the God of justice and 
parity is ridiculed as absurd. Sin ? 
Why that is only a joke j”

Let qs (tea whether it ts Or not and 
on whom tbe joke Is. In general 
terme sin is a violation of law. To 
transgress the law of the state is a 
sin against the public weal. Does 
tbe elate regard these off-mote as 
jokes 1 If so, tbe joke is responsible 
to the taxpayers for tbe cost of all 
the judges, all tbe court officials, all 
the polios, all the prisons, the re­
formatories and all the criminal 
trials. These are brought upon us 
by tbe jokes of our fellow citizens.

An official of one of the largest 
prisons in the nation says that homi 
oidal crime has increased during the 
last twqoty-five y aura in the United 
States four hundred and fifty per 
cent ] also, that the yearly cost of 
crime to the taxpayers is $1,373,000,- 
000. Is it a joke t Upon whom is 
the joke ? Ia it anything to be 
laughed at ? Is it anything to be 
regarded as of pa consequence ?

Now, add to this sum the annual 
cost of the construction and main­
tenance of battleships ; add the ex­
pense* of the regular army and 
navy ; add the annual cost of pen­
sions ; then add the support of sol­
diers* homes. These all belong In 
the account, because they are tbe 
cost of wars past and ware future,

both of whiob must be charged up 
to somebody's offences against the 
state or nation No sin, no war. 
No war, no military expense. Whit 
about the joke ?

Now let us pass to something still 
more important. What is stated 
above is only the direct cost of sin. 
Now a boat the indirect. Who bat 
God only can compute the cost of 
lives wrècked and shortened by sin; 
the cost of mined homes, of all the 
sickoees caused by violation of God’s 
pbysioal and moral laws, of all that 
is expended for lawyers, for physi­
ciens, for medicines, for hospitals, 
tor insane asylums, for houses of 
refuge, for infant asylums, for the 
support of profitâtes by men worse 
than the harlots, for the cost of im­
moral theatres, saloons, gambling 
house* a^l|«'eak swindlers.

Now, consider what sin is, and 
what it costs, not only in money, 
heahh and bodily suffering, but 
what it ooits in immortal souls. 
Men who look beyond their pocket- 
book and their animal interests con­
sider sin the very greatest possible 
evil. It is an insult to the divine 
wisdom of God Who made laws for 
our control and lor oar happiness 
here and hereafter. The sinner 
practically tells God that He does 
not know how men should be re 
gala ted, and that tbe siunei’n way 
is better than §od’e way.

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Anxious and Arbitrary.

At a large convention 
Conservatives from the sec 
ond district of Queen’: 
County held in this city y ester 
day, Mr. John Buntain was 
chosen as the opposition can­
didate for the by-election to 
be held on Feb. 8th. Mr. 
George W. McPhee as the 

liberal candidate. Now for 
the tug of war.

The Provincial Govern 
ment have caused a vacancy 
to be created in the seconc 
district of Queen’s County, 
by securing from Mr. Wil 
liam Laird, one of the repre­
sentatives of that district, the 
resignation of the seat he oc­
cupied in the Legislature. 
NothingdouldTiora strongly 
manifest the political anxiety 
and tyranny of the Leader of 
the Government than his con­
duct in this matter. Mr. 
Laird is a man well advanced 
in years and a short time ago 
became unwell. The Leader 
of the Government, without 
awaiting the result of Mr. 
Laird's indisposition, asked 
for the resignation of his Leg­
islative seat. It is said that 
Mr. Laird at first peremptor­
ily refused to resign. That 
is most natural ; surely he 
should be allowed to retain 
the seat to which the people 
of the district elected him and 
to bear the honors connected 
therewith, even if he should 
not be able to attend the 
whole of the approaching Leg' 
islative session. Even sup­
posing his illness should ter­
minate fatally, it would be 
nothing more than ordinary 
courtesy to allow him to carry 
his honors to the last and die 
in harness.

All considerations of this 
kind were scattered to the 
winds in this case, it wouk 
seem. Parties are almost 
evenly balanced in the Legis' 
lature now, and no obstacle 
must be allowed to interfere 
with the Premier’s attempts 
to hold the moribund Govern­
ment together for a while 
longer. If any supporter of 
the Government is stricken 
with illness, he is treated with 
scant courtsey ; he must re­
sign and clear the track, to 
giye some one else a chance 
to step into his place. The 

• story goes that such pressure 
was brought to bear _pn Mr. 
Laird ; he. was so pestered 
and persecuted that • for peace 
sake he reluctantly agreed to 
the resignation. It is now 
reported that Mr. Laird is 
improving in health. That 
is altogether quite likely. 
Doubtless his illness was ag 
gravated by the unceasing 
pressure to which he had been 
subjected, and when he was 
released, allowed to rest and 
breathe freely, improvement 
set in. He may be quite re­
covered by the time the by 
election is over. It ys not 
impossible that the Leader of 
the Government had ulterior 
political design’s in securing

_ the resignation of Mr. Laird, 
and that his illness was regard­
ed as quitéopportune for carry­
ing out the Premier’s plans. 
Mr. Laird is a man of inde­
pendence, with opinions of his 
own on public questions ; who 
could not be wheedled or cajol 
ed into supporting what he did 
not believe to be right. Men 
of this stamp are not wanted 
on the Government side in 
the Legislature, at the present 
time.

^ • At all events the Govern­
ment secured Mr. Laird’s 
resignation, and caused a writ 
to issue for an election to fill 
the vacancy. The election is 
to be held on the 8th. of Feb­
ruary ; nomination on Feb. 
ist How striking is the con­
trast between the haste mani­
fested by the Government in 
this case to their tardiness in 
bringing on the by election in 
the Cardigan district last year.

Mr. Pugsley is havifig a 
particularly uncomfortable 
time of it this session, and if 
present conditions continue 
there is worse yet in store for 
him.

Recent events have proved 
that Mr. Mackenzie King the 
economic theorist of the cab­
inet has little else in his politi 
cal make up- So far he has 
failed to make good. He 
may do so later, when in the 
broad fields of opposition he 
gets ample opportunity to let 
the edge of his theory come 
into contact with the rough 
file of practice. Mackenzie 
King bids fair to rival Hon 
Sydney Fisher as the father 
of ill-considered and unneces 
sary legislation. His anti­
combines bill of last session 
has been found unworkable. 
Now he is pottering about 
with legislation which would 
put a stop to the importation 
sale and use of cocaine, opium, 
and other drugs of like char-- 
acter the abuse of which is an 
evil. It is safe to assume that 
when Mr. King gets through 
with it, this bill will be like a 
great many others now on the 
statute book, passed since 
1896, a dead letter and in­
capable of enforcement. What 
the government needs is a 
little less of book leargjng and 
a little more common sense 
among its members.

and of its reference of the British, 
Canadian and Newfoundland 

regulations to a sub-tribunal. 
None"of the parties relished going 
before this sub-tribunal and there 
was a general disposition to try 
personal negotiations. Accord­
ingly through the medium of the 
British Foreign Office, the recent 
conference at Washington was 
arranged.

Mackenzie King, the minister 
of labor introduced a series of

In the Dominion House of 
Commons Sir Allen Ayles- 
worth reported on the ne­
gotiations upon the Atlantic 
fisheries which he and Mr. 
Brodeur have concluded at 
Washington. Condensed, it 
is this. The Americans ob­
jected to four points 
Canadian regulations :—

1. —The prohibition of the 
use of purse seines.

2. —The assertion of Can­
ada’s right to board and search 
American fishing vessels sus­
pected of breach of the fishery 
regulations.

4. — The assertion that 
American fishermen should 
je obliged to take out Can­
adian licenses before fishing 
in Canadian waters. The 
Americans have withdrawn 
their objections in the first 
three cases. The Canadians 
lave consented to modify 
Canadian license regulations 
in three respects :—

1. The existing regu- 
ation forbidding fishing for 
lerring and cod with trap nets 
in the Gulf of St. Lawrence 
without a license is modified 
by the proviso that it shall 
not apply to any fisherman, 
Canadian or American, in the 
case of trap nets. placed 1,000 
yards from the shore, or from 
any other trap net set from the 
shore. 2. The present regu 
lation requiring a leader of a 
trap net for herring and cod 
to be extended from the shore 
is modified in this way. If 
the leader of such a net ex 
tends from shore, the fisheries’ 
officer may determine its 
length. The regulation is to 
be silent as to such nets whose 
leaders start from a location 
below low water mark. That ie 
any fisherman, American or Can­
adian, may set a net whose leader 
is beyond low water mark. 8. 
There is to be an additional regu­
lation expressly recognizing the 
right of any American citizen to 
obtain a license if he applies lor 
it. Some apprehension is express 
ed by Maritime Province members 
lest the effect be to cede the use 
of the inshore fisheries to the 
Americans.

The general disposition was to 
try diplomatic means, and if such 
were to fail, to lay the matters in 
dispute before an independent 
board or mixed commission if, for 
example, Newfoundland and the 
United States failed to agree, this 
mixed commission should consist 
of one Newfoundlander, one 
American and a third member 
chosen by the other two. A 
minute to this effect was drawn 
ap and signed by all parties. The 
representatives of Newfoundland 
thought that they could make no 
further progress, and Sir Edward 
Morris and Captain O’Reilly, his 
expert adviser, left Washington 
Sir Allen Aylesworth and Mr. 
Brodeur hoped that so far as 
Canadian legislation and regula­
tions were concerned a further 
conference might prove effective, 
They discussed the whole situation 
with Sir Edward Morris, and he 
acquiesced in their intended act­
ion. They accordingly renewed 
their gonfereqees yittf the Ameri 
can authorities and reached the 
agreement outlined as above. 
They succeeded m convincing the 
Americans that the prohibition of 
purse seines and Sunday fishing 
were reasonable, and that the 
right to board suspected vessels 
was necessary to the policing of 
the waters, With regard to the 
licenses the situation was one of 
peculiar difficulty. The treaty of 
1818 gave to the Americans oer 
tain liberties, and the question 
was whether Canada could im 
pads them in tbs exercise of these 
liberties by imposing on them the 
obligation to take out licenses and 

fees.

Sir Allen Aylesworth reviewed 
the history of the Hague award

The British foreign secretary, 
Sir Edward Gray decided to sup­
port Canada on this aspect of the 
case. The Canadian government, 
however, regarded the" license sys- 
stem as valuable as giving it con­
trol qver the individual fishermen 
and inducing them to comply with 
the regulations. Mr. Brodeur suc­
ceeded in convincing the Ameri­
cans that the system of licenses 
benefited alike the fisheries and 
the individual fishermen. By 
making some concessions, which 
Mr. Brodeur thought were not of 
consequence, and which could not 
practically hurt Canadian fisher­
men. fisheries and system of main­
taining licenses, he had been able 
to remove the American objection, 
and then Sir Allen Aylesworth 
explained the three monifications 
already set forth In return the 
Americans dropped their objec­
tions for a time at least. The 
United States representatives sti 
pnlafced that they could not final­
ly dose with Canada in view of 
the fact that the Newfoundland 
regulations were still under con­
sideration. Such an action might 
prejudice their arrangements with 
Newfoundland. Thus the United 
States retain the right to renew 
their objection. However, Sir 
Allen Aylesworth did not regard 
this as a serious drawback. If 
the Americans were to renew 
their objection. Canada would be 
no worse off than she is now. In­
cidentally the Minister of Justice 
regarded the American request for 
a recognition of the right of Am­
ericans to be granted licenses as 
of great value from a legal stand­
point It constituted the clearest 
possible recognition of the pro­
perty of the Canadian system. A 
compliment to the reasonable 
spirit shown by the American 
negotiators closed Sir Allen Ayles- 
worth’s speech. Mr. Foster made 
some general observations on the 
arrangement effected.

tare. Oihers are on the famous 
codex of four Gospels in old Irish 
writing of the eighth century by 
Frideger. There are also several 
old manusotipts of the school of 
Bobbio (a foundation of St. Colnm- 
banns.) The scientific smademies 
could not undertake the production 
of snob an expensive work, bat 
Father Staerk has carried it out free 
of debt, thanks to the liberal help he 
has received from all, Gatbolio, 
Orthodox and Protestant. It will 
term a magnificent volume, and will 
contain about a third more than was 
promised in the prospectas. Nearly 
all the principal [libraries of the 
Continent, England and America, 
are on the list of subscribers. The 
texts, many of which have never 
been reproduced, will be of great 
value in the revision of the Vnlgate. 
Everybody connected with the work, 
publishers, printers and photograph 
ers, have co-operated heartily with 
Father Staerk, and it is through the 
kindness of the Russian authorities 
that these valuable manuscripts will 
be given to the world. It is not too 
much to say that the book will be 
the moat remarkable one of the 
coming year.—Catholic Bulletin,
