A week had not gone by when I re-
geived a letter from the Secretary of the
East Anglian Railway Company, ie:

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FAREWELL SERMON.

Parting Discourse of J. A. McGillivray,
B. A, in Knox Chureh, Goderich.

There was a large congregation at
Knox church on Sunday evening last to
listen to the farewell sermon delivered
by the assistant pastor, previous to his
return to Knox Cellege. Mr. MecGilli-
vray took for his text the words in Ze-
phaniah iii: 16, 17:—

“In that day it shall be said to Jerulsalem,
Fear thou not; and to Zion, Let not thine
hands be slack. The Lord thy God in the
midst of thee is mighty ; he willsave; he will
rejoice over thee with joy ; he will rest in his
love ; he will joy over thee with singing.”

These words were spoken to the
church of God then, and are spoken to
the church of God now, for the church
is one,—then, now, and for all time.
We should appropriate these words as
our own. Observe, in the first place,
the simgle truth, how near God is to His
own people: “I am the Lord thy God
in the midst of thee.” It is not possible
to get any nearer than that. God was
with His ghurch from the beginning. Hg
spoke with Abraham, Isaac and Jacob.
He wanifested Himself unto the holy
prophota ; and in the fulness of time the
Word was nade flesh and dwelt amony
us, And tonight His voice says to us
as it said to ‘His disciples over eighteen
hundred years ago: ‘‘Whera two or
three are gathered together in my name,
there am I in the midst of you.” He

promised also to send the Cmnfurter.‘

and the Comforter is with us now. To-
day God is with his church, and is in the
heart ot His people, making all glorivus
within ; therefore, fear not.

The second point is, our Saviour
is mighty. ‘‘He will save.” He
that is with us is mightier than auy
that can be against us. You can under-
stand why I say let not your hands be
faint, because God is with you to work
in you His will, and to do of His own
good pleasure. In the darkness of this
vale of tears it is good to know that we
are not alone, but that One is with us,
and chat He is Almighty. If you are
children ot God, this is a rock truth
upon which your immortal spirit can rest
without fear. od will not be more un-
willing to exercise his pcwer on behalf of
His own children, than he is to regulate
the moyeinents of the stars or constella-
tions that spangle the heavens. God's
children have been created in His own
image. The text shows He is a mighty
one—able to save. But before God
could sate sinners his holy law broken
by man had to be hegured. Not the
least difficult part of the plan of salva-
tion was that it had to be such a full
manifestation of love a8 to melt hearts
hardened in sin into tender love. 8o
God sent His own Son to bear the penal-
ty ; to suffer, the wnocent, on behalf of
the guilty. That God can save ainpers,
points to the solution of a problem long
unsolvable except by infinite power ; it
is by His Almighty power alone that He
saves. The great work of salvation was
in laying the foundation ; in placing the
corner stone— Jesus Christ. After that
great work was completed, the rest was
lighter. Just as in building, once the
foundation is successfully laid the re-
mainder of the work of erection is easier.
God was satisfied with the work done by
his Son. For in Him He could be just
and the justifier of them that seek Him.
But God does not stop at the work of
justification. There is the great work of
sanctification. Man could not carry on
this work alone, even after the act of
justification. The whole spirit had to
be ehanged to love what God loves and
10 hate what God hates. Wicked in-
fluences within and without beset the
Christian, but the worst influence is that
of which the apostle tells us : “‘For we
wrestle not with flesh and blood, but
against principalities, against powers,
against tge rulers of the darkness of this
world, against spiritual wickedness in
high places.” Here is the quarter from
whence the greatest assaults have been
made against us. How incapable we
would be if left alone to cope against
such enemies. The helplessness of man
was illustrated by the inability of the
worn-out shipwrecked mariner to save
himself when strength had failed and all
the avenues of escape seemed closed.
The angry sea may roay about the be-
liever, and family trials and business
troubles may beset him away deep in his
heart where none can see ; but how pre-
cious to then have the assurance that
the Lord thy God is in the midst of thee,
and is mighty to save.

1n the third place, see the sweet joy of
God over His own people. ‘‘He will
rejoice over them with joy ; He will rest
in His love ; He will joy over them with
singing.” 1t is grandest and best to
know that the Almighty one who is with
us loves us, and is happy in His love.
He called special attention to the
words just quoted: **He will rejcice
over thee with joy,” pointing to the
things done expressive of that joy, as in
the case of the father who received his
prodigal son with a kiss, and a ring, and
foasting. We, too, have our joy in
salvation, but the joy that filled our
heart at conversion i1s only as a spark
from an electric battery compared with
the fulness of joy stored up in the breast
of our heavenly Father.

Notice, too: ‘“‘He will rest in His
Jove.” A mother bending over her child
gives but a faint picture of God in his
infinite love bending over his own child-
ren in delight. A mother's love can see
no hateful blemish in her child, though
it be deformed or even idiotic ; although
the prophet declares, ‘‘A mother may
forget her child.” But God will not
forget His children, nor will He cease te
love them. The words of the text.in
the original imply that God will be
silent at times in His love, resting in it ;
and He sees no blemish in His children,
and accepts them as righteous in His
sight.

But mark the still deeper and purer
phase of his love: ‘‘He will joy over
thee with singing.” It is asif a mother
looking upon her child in silent medi-
tation, seeing new beaities in him so
deepens and enriches her love, that she

leaps for joy in her love, and utters |

words that before she could not fully
form. What a glorious picture of God's
Jove ! Can many waters quench such
love, or the fl drown it ! No. And
all these promises and assurances are
yours. I need not say to you let not your
hands be slack, if these are yours,

T would ask. dear friends, at the close
of my summers’ labors among you. n

| B0’ name I would ask you to arasp thy [

realitios of these promises now, in this
present life, where we s0 much néed
them because of the fears without and
fightings within. Tt is true that the
full fruition of theso promisea will only
be had in that day when ‘we ‘shall hear
the Master say ~*\'ell done, good and
faithtul servant, euter tiiou into the joy
of,your Lord.”. Luag I would ask you to
remember that LGod is even mow in the
midst of you, and isanxions to share in
your love and have you share in His,
and to joy over you with ‘singing. Fear
not the storms of life. Let not thine
hands be slack, but be strong in the
Lord and in the power of His might.

Let me touch upon one other pomnt.
If God is mear his. own people, they
should be brought into . correspofiding
nearness to Him, and experience it in
the crushing out of sin, and rising into
the enjoyment of the higher life. Ana
if you meditate upon this, you, too,
shall have corresponding joy, and shall
shouc aloud for joy, and experience the
joy of the Lord, which is the strength of
His people.

My voice must reach the ears of some
who know net the joy we speak of— this

‘| eternal joy, flowers that will live for-

ever, I cannot say to such, Fear not,
but I can say that the infinmte love T
speak of changes not. Yet I caunot
hide the awful [fact that every time ycu
reject the truth your heart gets harder
and harder. Those bare paths made
across the grass on the square are made
against many protests ; they are mmade
often against the inward protests of even
those who are walking over them. The
continual walking kills the tender
blades of grass, and prevents the dew
and the raiss from giving life and
streagth and health to the roots. And so
the tender possibilities of the heart are
being trampled upon snd ‘crushed out,
80 that the dews of heayenly grace can
scarcely reach them. ' °

Yet there is a sense in which we can
say ‘‘Fear not,” because ‘‘the Lord thy
God is in the vudst of thee.” The
preacher then told the story of the ship-
wrecked sailors who were famishing for
water even after their vessel had drifted
into the mouth of the fresh water Ama-
zon, until a passing ship in response to
their entreaties for water, signalled,
*‘Drop down your buckets, there is water
all around you.” Dip down even now
and drink, I say to you all, because the
water of life is flowing freely before you,
and God is waiting to shout over His
own children with joy. God grant that
each one may be specially overshadowed
with that love, and at last pass into His
presence where there is fulluess of joy,
and at His right hand, where there are
pleasure forevermore.
