Provision for Non-Registered Voters.

In ease the name of an elector is 
left off the list by accident or inadver­
tence, provision is made to have the 
elector vote on a numbered ballot by 
taking oath that he is legally quali­
fied, and> that he believes his name 
hag been accidentally omitted. No 
ballot may be rejected by reason of 
any marks being placed thereon by 
any deputy returning officer. The 
penalty for tampering with ballots, 
etc., is increased to disqualification 
for eight years. If an officer of the 
crown is gpilty of this offence he may 
be imprisoned for five years without 
the ejrtion of a fine.

Hiebert to the amendment to the Me­
chanics’ Lien act and to the Goal 
Mines act, in that it did not provide 
for the formation of an ambulance 
corps in connection with the mines. 
The amendment in regard to the taxa­
tion of corporations such as railways 
was criticized, as was that relating to 
the Local Improvements act. and the 
noxious Weeds act.

The objection to the latter he with­
drew when he was informed upon the 
character of the amendment.

In Committee of Whole.
These objections with a few others, 

came-up for consideration later, when 
the House had gone into committee 
of the whole. Several amendments 
were let .stand over until, tomorrow 
night for consideration, notably the 
amendments to the Liquor act, to the 
Goal Mines act and Local Improve­
ment act.

The majority of the clauses passed 
tne House, some discussion being had 
upon the provision that no police mag­
istrate or nis partner or clerk should 
act as agent, solicitor or counsel in 
criminal proceedings. Mr. Hiebert ob­
jected to this until made to see by the 
attorney general of what importance 
it was that the magistrate’s partner 
should have no part in a case upon 
which the magistrate might be giving 
judgment.

Another Judge Needed.
To the amendment proposed to the 

Supreme Gourt act Mr. Hiebert also 
objected. He thought that four puisne 
judges in Alberta were sufficient, with­
out the appointment of another. He 
was informed by the attorney general 
that there were several reasons tot 
another judge—the first, that the var­
ious judges of the tittpreme court have 
been overworked and Will be more so 
when the district judges have com­
pleted their circuit and appeals are 
sent up to the higher court.

A further reason was that at pres­
ent when an appeal was field from 
any one of the live members of the 
bench the appointment of another 
judge would prevent an equal division 
of the bench as .in the first case tried 
by them last autumn. Then the ap­
peal was disallowed because the 
bench divided, two tor and two against 
the appeal.

Still another reason was that writ 
another judge on the bench three 
could sit in court on appeal for the. 
south, while three others were sitting 
in the north.

.Premier Kutherford, speaking brief­
ly on the matter, said that according 
to population Alberta had a right to 
fifteen judges, a much large number 
than the province now had.

In his criticism at the Corporation's 
Taxation act Mr. Hiebert became bad­
ly mixed, interpreting the provisions 
quite otherwise than they were, so his 
objections were allowed to drop and 
in committee of the whole he brought 
up no others.

Considerable amusement was caus­
ed when the section providing an am­
endment to the Game act came uji be­
fore the House.

As regards oats the case is different, 
the bulk of the crop in Sskatchewan 
especially .being seeded very late, and 
much of it hurt by frost. It is of lit­
tle use even for feed. Large im­
portations of oats will be necessary 
both for seed and spring feed, as well 
as the railway camps.

THE YUKON CASE the Saskatoon, Saskatchewan, Peace 
River and Dawson railway company 
came nip in committee, and met much 
opposition.

The objections taken were strength­
ened by Hon. Mr. Graham, who 
agreed with Mr. Foster that the pow­
ers of the company should be confined 
to building and operating roads. He 
also cited the experience of Pennsyl­
vania with coal lands controlled by 
railways.

David Henderson (Conservative, 
Halton), contended that as the bill 
dealt >vitli commercial affairs'the com- 
mitee on private and miscellaneous 
bills should pass on it as well as the 
railway committee.

Not a Unique Bill.
Dr. McIntyre stated that the bill 

was by no means unique, as all the 
Grand Trunk bills had the same pow­
ers. Finally on the suggestion of the 
Minister of Railways, the bill stands 
for further consideration.

Amendments To Bank Act.
R. A. Pringle (Conservative, Stor­

mont), moved that the time was op­
portune to consider the advisability oi 
revising the Bank Act and among 
other amendments for consideration 
he named (1) for government inspec­
tion ; (2) more stringent regulation re­
garding circulation ; (3) regarding per­
centage on capital and reserves that 
■may be loaned one borrower; (4) re­
garding the percentage a bank may 
loan a combined directorate; (5) limit­
ing interest or discount that banks 
may contract for ; (6) revising the pow­
ers of the Bankers’ association. Mr. 
Pringle attributed the stringency to 
many causes, and the destruction of 
capital by the Boer, the Spanish-Am- 
eriean, the Russo-Japanese wars and 
the San Francisco earthquake. The 
remedy was retrenchment. He point­
ed out that in ten years capital had 
increased $35,000,000, and the reserves 
$42,000,000. Also $40,000,000 had been 
taken out of the Canadian people who 
paid in the case of all the older banks 
six per cent. The increased deposits 
showed the thriltincss of people, but 
the recent bank failures showed the 
need of amendments to the banking 
act.

The western people were taken by 
the throat by the large banks who 
need money in the east, and the 
ia l iners were told there was no money 
to move crops. Such conditions could 
not happen in the States. Dealing 
with loans to directors, Mr. Pringle 
declared that they have at present 
loans amounting" to one-fifth of the 
paid-up capital. In declaring the 
amendments proposed in the interests 
of the people, Mr. Pringle said that 
if banks were strong the people were 
stronger.

H. R. Emmerson, under whose re­
gime as minister of railways the late 
Judge Killam was appointed chair­
man of the railway commissioners, 
paid a tribute to the deceased judge, 
declaring that it would not be easy 
to replace a man so eminently quali­
fied to fill the judicial position. Hij 
combination of experienced legal at­
tainments and his signal commission 
service, wore seldom found in one 
individual. The decisions of the 
hoard of railway commissioners, un­
der his wise guidance, commanded 
the confidence of all interested.

Ottawa, March 1.—A few minutes 
before midnight OH Saturday, the cur­
tain fell on a session which wiN bè 
remembered to the lasting discredit of 
those responsible for its prolongation 
and in the short hours of the Sabbath 
morning a small band of obstruction­
ist.-, who had made night and day 
hideous with their declamation, crept 
away home a sorry and dejected rem­
nant. They had had their first experi­
ence of the application of the “pipe 
stem” doctrine, so boldly laid down 
a few weeks ago by Mr. Borden, and 
it was evident before the intervention 
oi the Sabbath, which came merciful­
ly to their relief, that it wee not altc- 
r, titer to their liking.

They succeeded, it is true, in block­
ing the business of the country for 
fifty-seven parliamentary hours which 
was their-object, but at what a cost ! 
Thousands of dollars of the people’s 
money ,as Mr. Foster would say, 
thrown away, parliament brought in­
to contempt, the Conservative party 
discredited and their acting leader, 
or as the solicitor-general aptly de­
scribed Mr. Foster, their sub-leader, 
humiliated to a degree seldom ap­
proached in the case of a responsible 
politician.

Ponoka did herself proud on Friday 

evening last in entertaining the mem­
bers of the Legislature to a dinner. 
The government having decided to 
locate the provincial asylum at this 
town, its citizens resolved to enter­
tain the members and show them at 
close range just what kind oi a town 
Ponoka is, and there is no doubt that 
the visitors carried away a very good 
impression of the ambitious ‘ little 
town and a vep- warm regard for its 
hospitable citizens-. The members 
were met at the train by Mayor 
O'Brien, the aldermen, members oi 
the school board and other prominent 
citizens. In the afternoon Premier 
Rutherford visited the public school 
in company with the members ol the 
school board and the mayor. He ad­
dressed the pupils and teachers, con­
gratulating them upon the excellent 
work they were performing, and he 
earned the gratitude of every boy and 
girl in school by giving them a half- 
holiday. The sphool is a credit to 
the town ; the staff numbers four— 
Principal Nelson and three assistant 
teachers—and the members of the 
school board are men who take a deep 
personal interest in educational mat­
ters.

The choice of Ponoka for tire loca­
tion of a publie institution has been 
very wisely made. An eight hundred 
acre farm is being acquired for the 
asylum, beautifully situated near the 
banks of the Battle River. There is 
no richer or better agricultural land in 
the province than that of the Ponoka 
district. That chosen for the asylum 
iarm is high and a trifle lighter than 
the average soil, making it specially 
adapted for growing vegetables. The 
announcement made by the Premier 
that this farm would tie conducted by 
the Minister of Agriculture as an ex­
perimental or model farm, as an ex­
ample of what good farming can ac­
complish in the Ponoka district, was 
received 'with a great deal ef enthu­
siasm, as it will very much enhance 
the value of this public institution to 
the town and surrounding country.

An lynportant Announcement.
Hon. W. F. Finlay, minister of agri­

culture, also made the very important 
announcement that it was the inten­
tion of his department to establish 
some five or six model farms through­
out tile province to be run on a prac­
tical paying basis as an evidence oi 
what can be accomplished in agricul­
ture in this splendid province. This 
statement was received witli strong 
expressions of approval.

The dinner was served in the new 
town hall, an5 it is doubtful if any 
other town of tire same size in Alberta 
can boast of as good a town hall as 
Pohoka. It is a brick structure with 
n tire hall and offices on the ground 
floor and a splendid auditorium with 
seating capacity for three or four hun­
dred in the second storey. The hall 
iij fitted up with a good stage and is 
in every way a credit to the enterprise 
of Ponoka’s citizens. ^

The dinner itself was excellent, de­
spite the difficulties of serving in & 
hall away from kitchen accommoda­
tion.. There was no. evidence of any 
kind of stringency.

Commissioner Henderson arranged 
that the charges should be heard sep­
arately, fixing the dates of the Gir­
ouard case for Oct. 9 and 15. Mr. 
Pringle then wrote Girouard, who in­
formed the commissioner that Mr. 
Pringle declined to go on with the 
charges. As the commissioner had 
no power to compel the attendance of 
witnesses Girouard asked for the 
names of the witnesses who would not' 
appear, and suggested that Commis­
sioner Henderson use ins influence to 
secure their attendance, further prom­
ising to add hie own influence, and 
guaranteeing the witnesses immunity 
providing they confined themselves to 
<ne truth. ,

This was communicated to Mr. 
Pringle who, however, again refugee) 
on the grounds that lie had no power 
to compel attendance or swear wit­
nesses. He suggested that Commis­
sioner Henderson conduct the enquir­
ies as the agent of tire minister of the 
interior or secure powers as a royal 
commissioner.

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A “COMBINE" FOR THE FARMERS
Mr. Robertson, M.P.P., .came out 

equarely against the Government’s 
cseamery policy on Wednesday. His 
condemnation is that the product of 
these creameries ds shipped out of 
Alberta instead of being sold in the 
local market in competition with the 
dairy and with the settler who helps 
out the family income by milking a 
few cows and selling the butter. This 
Mr. Robertson considered a combine 
and condemned it ae such as net in 
the Interests of the Province.

Higher tribute the Opposition leader 
could not have paid to the success of 
the Government's policy. He con­
demns it simply because it has been 
successful in the purpose for which 
it was adopted. The Feder­
al Government took hold of the cream­
ery business when the local market in 
Alberta was glutted, and when prices 
wire -so low that the farmer had no 
inducement to go into the dairy busi­
ness, and when the few creameries in 
the Province were struggling to main­
tain their existence. They took hold 
of the creameries for tfre express pur­
pose of remedying this condition of 
affairs, of enabling the farmer to ob­
tain satisfactory returns from his 
herd and hence of encouraging him 
to force Alberta butter into the mar­
kets of the world. To do this, it was 
necessary to find markets outside the 
Province, for the markets within the 
Province were already supplied and 
more than supplied. The new mar­
kets were found, the export of butter 
began and immediately the local price 
■began to rise toward the point that 
would give the farmer something for 
his labor and investment.

When the creameries were turned 
over to the Provincial Government 
the local Department of Agriculture 
continued the same policy, aimed at 
•the same purpose. Loans Were libei- 
ally made to enable the establishment 
of creameries, expert butter-makers 
were placed in charge to ensure ‘he 
quality of the product, and e< >rts 
were continued to push the sales o! 
Alberta creamery butter abroad. The 
results fulfilled all expectations. The 
price of butter rose steadily until 
now there is no more profitable 
branch of farming in Alberta than the 
production of butter or cream. What 
ten years ago was a hopelessly unpro­
fitable part of the farmer’s business 
is now one of the most profitable lines 
to which he can devote his attention.

There is every reason to suppose 
that this satisfactory condition wiil 
continus. The markets we have woo 
have been won by merit, and while 
the merit is maintained the markets 
will not be lost. More, the opening 
of central and northern British Col­
umbia by railways will double and 
treble the demanda from that Province 
alone. For no department of agricul­
ture in Alberta is there a better pros 
pect of uniformly satisfactory returns 
than for the dairy and creamery inj 
tcrests. That it is so is simply be­
cause the Government took hold o 
the languishing industry in a busi­
ness-like way, found markets for the 
surplus product, and assisted th? 
farmers in increasing the volume and 
improving the quality. Had they not 
done so the markets of Alberta would 
still be flooded with butter of all qual­
ities, unless indeed the farmers had 
given up the butter-producing busi­
ness in disgust.

that the other party must fulfil his 
share is at least not wholly clear to 
the layman unlearned in the wiles oi 
■the law. Plainly speaking, neither 
the council nor the ratepayers have 
any notion of admitting the correct­
ness of the logic and the council may 
rely on the unshaking support of the 
ratepayers in whatever legal measures 
may be necessary to refute the heresy. 
That is—if any legal measures are 
found necessary. This is a matter of 
legitimate doubt, both from the plain 
wording of the defunct agreement and 
from the circumstances of the case. 
The advent of a new Council is fre­
quently seized as an opportune time 
for the revival of dead claims and the 
resuscitation of matters long since 
passed to the great majority. The un­
familiarity of the new aldermen with 
the ancient history of municipal af­
fairs is relied upon to open the way 
for a favorable presentation of a bad 
case, and specious reasoning backed 
by threateninga bf lawsuits, costs and 
damages is relied upon to do the rest. 
All therefore who have ever had deal­
ings with the city and been worsted, 
all who have made contracts and 
broken them, commonly seize the ad­
vent of a new set of aldermen as the 
occasion on which to resurrect de­
ceased claims and represent exploded 
contentions. Edmonton’s present 
Council, being practically a “ new ” 
one, the present may be considered as 
offering a more than usually favorable 
occasion to present such claims. If 
so, then some one is considering in 
the wrong direction. If the majority 
of the aldermen were recently elected, 
the majority have also seen municipal 
service before and are fairly familiar 
with the modern history of the city. 
The majority of thetn, too, have play­
ed the game in the business world, 
and are not at all likely to lay down 
their hands to the gentleman who 
smiles confidently over a four-flush. 
They are much more likely to raise 
the ante and call the bluff. The citi­
zens will back them in doing so in the 
present round.

THE GREATER ROBBERY.

That the tax-payers of the country 
should be mulcted of $12,000 per day 
to gratify the desire of the Opposition 
to manufacture campaign literature 
in Parliament, to have it printed in 
Hansard and distributed through the 
mails free is serious enough, but it is 
by no means the most serious charge 
the people of the country have against 
the followers of Borden. Their great 
er offence is that while robbing the 
tax-payer in this manner they also 
prevent the proper discharge of his 
business. Not only do they spend his 
money for their own ends, but they 
prevent the members who have regard 
for his interests from discharging 
their duty to him. This is by far tbe 
more serious, for however costly a 
session of Parliament may be made 
by the waste of time, this direct cost 
will never exceed the indirect loss tire 
country sustains througli the neglect 
and blockade of the business which 
should be discharged at that session, 
but .which this waste of time makes 
impossible. If beside the time wasted 
the session could be prolonged to per­
mit the proper consideration of pub­
lic affairs nl-o, the Opposition might 
plead guilty only to the charge oi 
squandering public money for party 
purposes; but this is impossible un­
less Parliament is to be always it» 
session, and being impossible it leaves 
them convicted of both squandering 
public money and of frustrating u-e dis­
charge of public affairs for the ad­
vancement, or supposed advancement, 
of party purposes.

Parliament is a body of public re­
presentatives invested with the power 
and responsibility of discharging pub­
lic business and of considering and

Canada are paying for under 
name of “sessional expenses.’’

There are on' both sides of the 
House members with a sincere desire 
to concentrate attention on matters 
of real public concern and to spend 
the time of the session doing what 
they are sent to Ottawa to do. But 
unfortunately there is also a body of 
men in whom the hunger for office 
stifles consideration of anything .that 
does not offer favorable opportunity 
for the creafion of political capital. 
This group are and have been for 
years the dominating force in the Op­
position. That the party leader would 
if free-handed pursue a ' differen 
course may or may not be true, but 
whether true or not Mr. Borden has 
not a free hand in the matter. Nomi­
nally he is the party leader; really 
he is the figure-head who goes 
through the motions of leading at the 
pleasure and under the direction of 
the group of gentlemen headed by Mr. 
Foster. The ambitions ot these gen­
tlemen need no explaining, nor the 
methods to which they are prepared 
to resort to gratify the ambition. By- 
double motives they are impelled to 
direct attention away from public 
business. The able and disinterested 
manner in which that business is 
handled by the present Administra­
tion contrasts too strongly for them 
with the record of the Government 
for which Mr. Foster was partially 
responsible, and with the proclivities 
which that gentlemen and his asso­
ciated have shown themselves willing 
to adopt for their own enhancement; 
therefore if possible the attention of 
the country must be diverted from the 
record ,of the Government and centred 
on something offering better chance 
of being turned to political account, 
Again, the dominant party in the Op­
position understand that of them the 
country has at present only one re­
quest to make—that they retire from 
public life and promote their designs 
in some less conspicuous and less 
dangerous sphere. This idea they sec 
no way of combatting save by paint­
ing their opponents as black as them­
selves. This they can do only by 
holding-up the business of Parlia­
ment. And to their doing so Mr. Bor­
den cannot say “nay” if he would, 
though it cannot be asserted that he 
has shown any consistent desire to Vo 
so if he could.

It ia creditable to the Government 
of course that on the main lines of 
policy and with the results of the 
Government’s policy, the Opposition 
have least to say. 1 net they would be 
happy to say something damaging 
need not be doubted. That they do 
not do so simply means that they 
have nothing as good, or that seems 
as good, or that may be represented 
as being as good, as the policy of the 
Government; and that a comparison 
of results has for them nothing but 
terror. This is their tribute to the 
efficiency of the Government, that 
they do not question it, but devote 
their time to anything and everything 
else but it. Fortunate is it for Can­
ada that with so useless on Opposition 
we happen to have a Government 
strong enough and honest enough to 
administer affairs properly without 
the assistance it should receive from 
Parliament. The waste of time is 
robbing both Government and country 
the services that should be per­
formed by Parliament, "With a Gov­
ernment less strong or less scrupulous 
this would be fatal.

a tolerable conclusion that Parlia­
ment should spend the most time dur­
ing the session considering the mat­
ters of most vital or most general pub­
lic concern.

Matters of mo­
mentous importance, involving the 
introduction of new phases of policy

A BADLY NEEDED AMENDMENT.
A committee of the House of Com­

mons are hearing representations ot 
the parties concerned in the proposed 
insflrance legislation. What the In­
surance Companies think of the mea­
sure is best shown by the persistent 
cartoon campaign in which they have 
reviled the Insurance Commission 
and condemned the projected bill. 
This in itself might suggest to the 
committee a clause that could profit­
ably be included in the new Act. 
These cartoons cost money and their 
publication has cost money. Consid­
ering their number and widespread 
circulation, the total cost must have 
run far into the hundreds of thous­
ands of dollars, if it has not emerged 
into the millions. That money came 
from somewhere, and the most likely 
source is the premiums paid on insur­
ance policies, or the profits that 
should be going to the policyholders. 
In either event it was money that be­
longed to the insured, and not to the 
insurance managers. If the managers, 
have been using the money of the 
insured to defame a Commission, and 
a bill whose purpose was to prevent 
them mis-using such money it is an 
outrage that should be effectually ter­
minated. A clause might well be in­
serted in the Act providing that in­
surance advertisements must be pub­
lished as advertisements, and not in 
disguise. Then the policy-holder would 
at least have the satisfaction of know­
ing whether or not the managers were 
making him pay for their campaign 
against the Insurance Commission, 
and using his funds to prevent Par. 
liament safeguarding his. interests 
against their machinations.

A $60,000 SLANDER.

The closing days of the week af­
forded the people of Canada a sam­
ple of the kind of service they are 
getting, have got, and are likely to 
get, from^the Opposition during the 
present session of the House of Com­
mons. The sitting, which began on 
-Thursday, presumably at the usual 
hour of three o’clock, was protracted 
until it terminated automatically at 
midnight on Saturday—a continuous 
sitting equal to ten sittings of ordin­
ary length. The Hansard reports will 
occupy at the ordinary rate 500 pages, 
and at the ordinary scale will cost the 
country the sum of $2,500. With the 
other sessional expenses, exclusive of 
tlie salaries of the members, the total 
amount to be exacted from the tax­
payers of the country to pay for this 
fifty-seven hour sitting cannot fall 
short of $50,000.

Why was this amount saddled upon 
the tax-payers of the country? The 
pretext advanced was that the Min­
ister oi Marine would not answer 
questions. In reply Mr. Brodeur de­
clared his perfect willingness to an­
swer questions relevant to the matter 
in hand; but he declined properly to 
be made the butt of abuse and ban­
tering by men who asked questions 
not to elicit information but tOj get 
them recorded in Hansard in a form 
likely to excite pubic suspicion, and 
to make them the texte for speeches 
calculated to impugn the honesty of 
the Minister. That the course pursued 
was nothing more nor less than the 
obstruction of public business became 
apparent when the Opposition refused 
even to pass items on which'they had 
no criticism to '■offer, and persisted 
in holding up the House on an item 
which they were not discussing. How 
little they knew or cared about the 
real matter in hand was sufficiently 
illustrated when Mr. Foster asked for 
information that was already contain­
ed in the papers lying before him on 
the table of the House. But how 
eager they were to obstruct public 
business is also sufficiently illustrat­
ed in the proposal of the Opposition 
that the sitting should be ad­
journed to give the talkative gentle­
men time to refresh themselves and 
their vocabularies. Very properly the 
Government declined to accede to the 
request and demanded that if obstruc­
tion was the purpose then the ob. 
structing shoul^Fgo ajioad at once.

The item supposedly under consid­
eration asked $50,000 for the police 
patrol of the noHtiern waters of Can­
ada. This the Opposition did not for 
obvious reasons take tbe responsibil­
ity of openly opposing, but contented 
themselves with preventing the v-ote 
by orations on entirely different mat­
ters. One of the emef themes of the 
discourses was the history of the ex­
pedition of tlie steamer Arctic into 
the Hudson Bay during tlie season 
of 1904-06. This three year old sub­
ject has already been threshed out in 
two successive sessions of the House, 
lias been made the subject of misre­
presentations parallelling those pro­
mulgated about the Saskatchewan 
Valley Land eale and the Blairmore 
Townsite sale, "and has cost the coun­
try in the neighborhood of $100,000. 
But time and Parliamentary investi­
gation ha»,exposed the falsity of the 
slander and turned the public stom­
ach against the tales. If these were 
to be made serviceable in the coming 
elections they mu-st, be re-liashed. 
Wherefore the Opposition harked 
back on Friday to the “cruise of the 
Arctic,” and divers and sundry mem­
bers essayed the task of out-burlesque 
ing- Mr. Bergeron. Mr. Foster, Mr. 
Barr, Mr. Blain, Mr. _ Jackson, Mr. 
Bennett, all gave their versions to the 
Hansard men to be duly published 
and distributed at the public ex­
pense. That this was the real pur­
pose of the blockade there is even- 
reason to suppose. The purpose hav­
ing been attained it is reasonable to 
expect that when next tne estimates 
of the Marine Department come up 
they will be allowed to proceed, un­
less as is quite probable, some other 
slander, that has decayed in the 
hands of its proprietors, requires re­
habilitation to make it less repulsive 
to the olfactory senses of the electors.

Meantime the net result to the pub­
lic of these three days’ operations at 
Ottawa are an expense bill of $50,000 
and 500 pages of Opposition campaign 
literature.

THERE IS A DIFFERENCE.
In a written decisioit declaring the 

Natal Act inoperative against Japan­
ese Justice Hunter of the British Col­
umbia bench a few days ago said “that 
“the case of the Province was so hope- 
“less that he felt there should never 
“haye been an attemptto enforce it.” 
Continuing, the judge made a few 
highly appropriate remarks on the 
spirit displayed in attempting to over­
ride the national treaty obligations 
by a Provincial statute. He said: “It 
“smacks strongly of disloyalty, when 
“the authorities of a Province under­
take to over-ride and render abor­
tive the will of the Canadian people 
“under an act of Parliament of Can- 
“ada, and when they even make bold 
“to forbid honorable observance of 
“our solemn engagement with a for­
eign Power.” Provincial lbyalty is 
in every way commendable, but when 
Provincial loyalty is perverted into an 
instrument of National disloyalty it 
differs from the commendable precise­
ly as much as treason differs from 
patriotism.

DREADING THE RESULTS
The blockade of public business is 

the tribute oi the Opposition to the 
eiffeiency of the Federal Government. 
Were the Government either incap­
able or corrupt nothing could be more 
desirable from the Opposition stand­
point than that they should be per­
mitted to proceed with the business 
of the session. In either event the 
more the business brought down the 
more the incapacity pr dishonesty of 
the Government must be revealed. It 
is simply because the progress of Par­
liament’s business is certain to reveal 
neither incapacity nor dishonesty that 
the Opposition muster their forces to 
prevent that business being proceed­
ed with. If they had anything to hope 
for from tlie consideration of public 
affairs they would be only too glad 
to facilitate the work of Parlia-

SELF-CONFESSED.
In the House of Commons on Sat­

urday, Hon. George E. Foster ran 
into a corner and escaped calling 
himself n thief only by admitting him­
self a slanderer.

In the absence of Mr. Borden the 
member for North Toronto was lead­
ing the Opposition in the blockade 
of public business. As an expedient 
to this end, an attempt was made to 
asperse the character of the Minister 
of Miarine and Fisheries, and none of 
his fellows appear io nave adopted 
the expedient with more readiness or 
pursued it with more virulence than 
Mf. Foster.

When Mr. Brodeur left to attend tbe 
Imperial Conference last summer the 
vote of expense money was not yet 
available. He accordingly drew for 
his expenses on a fund voted for the 
purchase 'of ice-breakers, considering 
that as the purchase of an ice-breaker 
was part of his_ business to Europe 
the withdrawal from that fund would 
be the least possible diversion of pub­
lic money. The amount was promptly 
and fully replaced when the grant for 
expenses became available.

This temporary devolution of funds 
was seized upon by Mr. Foster as a 
moral crime and made the basis of an 
attack on the integrity of Mr, Brod­
eur. “Intoxicated,” as usual, “by 
“the exuberance of his own verbos­
ity,” Mr. Foster proceeded to charac­
terize the action as nothing -short of 
theft and indulged in one of his vitri­
olic deliverances.

But he planned the sacrifice with­
out consulting the victim. Mr. Brod­
eur had been perusing the records 
and found that back in 1890-91 Mr. 
Foster had himself done what he now 
characterized as robbery when done 
by another man. With the suave 
courtesy of the Frencli-Canadian lie 
waited until Mr. Foster had poured 
upon him the vilest innuendos of a 
vocabulary unusually rich in linguis­
tic garbage. Then he gently remind­
ed the member for North Toronto of 
tlie forgotten incident and read from 
Hansard the explanation and defence 
Mr. Foster had then made in the 
Houa5 for what he now denounced as 
stealing.

Mr. Foster was trapped. He could 
only retract or stand by the implica­
tion that he liad “stolen" the public 
funds sixteen years ago. In tlie dil­
emma lie chose the farmer, admitted 
yiat he had changed his mind, said, 
the word “stolen” appeared too strong 
and asked to substitute a word bear­
ing no implication of moral obliquity., 
and suggesting no improper action on 
the part of the Minister. He emerges 
therefore a self-contessed slanderer-

Montreal Witness: “Of all tlie pub­
lic expenditures of Canada at the 
present time, there is none which 
calls more loudly for investigation 
than that of Parliament itself, end we 
would commend to the Public Ac­
counts Committee an analysis r.i the 
reckless waste involved in a three 
months’ session of the Dominion Par­
liament, which has scarcely given us, 
after all this expenditure of time and 
breath and money a single item of 
important legislation. The present 
session met on Nov. 27. and is there­
fore in the third month of its dura­
tion. Its cost to the country to date 
has ibeen in round figures half a mil­
lion dollars. Apart from the passage 
of supply the House of Commons or­
der paper contains abundant mate­
rial for the consideration of the peo­
ple’s representatives, whilst bills to 
readjust the boundaries of the west­
ern provinces, to increase the scope 
of the railway commission, and to 
amend the Dominion Elections act, 
are yet to be brought down. Yet, 
when tlie deputy governor visited tlie 
Senate Chamber on Wednesday last to 
assent to tlhc grant of $2,850,000 for 
the purchase of seed grain for western 
tanners, whose crops failed last sea­
son, there was not one other govern­
ment bill ready to receive the vice­
regal sanction, and indeed, only five 
private bills ; for even private bill leg­
islation of the present sessiqn is, it 

j seemg, to be- held up day after day 
and week after week.”

ment by every means in their power ; 
it is because they see nothing to gain 
and everything to lose by the uninter­
rupted progress of the session that 
they conspire to prevent business be­
ing advanced, and if possible to pro­
long the session to an extent that will 
make the proper discharge of that 
business impossible.

Results must always be the test of 
governmental efficiency. . This is the 
test which the electors apply, and by 
Which they support or overthrow- gov­
ernments. The late Federal Govern­
ment perished because their theories 
failed to “make good”; because their 
policy failed to pan out satisfactory 
results. After eighteen years they 
could show to the people no practical 
and tangible proof that their theories 
were correct or their policies well-ad­
vised. They went the way of the in­
efficient. When the present Govern­
ment can no longer convince the peo­
ple of Canada that their policy makes 
for the general welfare, that the coun­
try gains something by the applica­
tion of that policy, they too must 
in the nature of things quit office— 
provided the Opposition have by that 
far-distant date settled upon some­
thing resembling a consistent and in­
telligible plan for the administration 
of the public affairs.

This is precisely the test the Oppo­
sition do not want the electors to ap­
ply to the record of the present Gov­
ernment for the excellent reason that 
judging by such basis no reasonable 
man can be persuaded that the Gov­
ernment has not a better grasp of af­
fairs than either their predecessors or 
their critics, or that they are not more 
successful in working out their policy 
than their predecessors were or than 
their opponents would likely be. The 
more the results of the Government 
policy and administration become 
known the more certain are they of 
the approval of the electorate. The 
only chances of the Opposition, there­
fore, are to get a policy, of their own 
promising better things than the Gov­
ernment have been able to produce, 
or to detract public attention from 
tlie record of the Government. They 
have failed in the former—witness the 
ruins of the Halifax platform—and 
have only the latter expedient to fall 
back upon. This is why they 'block­
ade the business of Parliament in suc­
cessive sessions—-to prevent the re­
sults of the Government’s policy and , 
administration becoming known to | 
tin: electors, and to fix as a standard ! 
for judgment something else, or any­
thing else, than, the standard tiiiit 
should be applied. They dare not 
challenge the results.

THE MORTGAGES HAVE GONE.

The London Free Press, the leading 
Conservative journal of Western On­
tario, reflects the commercial and in. 
dustrial conditions of its district in a 
way not likely to bring comfort to its 
friends. Says the Free Press :

The prosperity barometer in Lon­
don indicates a higher temperature, 
a settled financial atmosphere for 
tlie next six months, and the six 
that follow, and a warmer, happier, 
breezier south wind, that will make 
trade hump along, disdaining the 
knocker and the pessimist.

How is this for an instance of sol­
idity in the agricultural industry 
ihat means so much to the city of 
London: ' -

The new traction company which 
has been organized by London men 
to run to Stratford and St. Mary’s, 
through the County of Middlesex, 
started a little while ago to get op­
tions on farm land along both of thé 
routes through the country under 
contemplation.

Not what followed.'
They have already looked over 

more than eighty farms of the 
County of Middlesex, without dis­
covering a single mortgage !
Yet it was in the County of Middle­

sex and the neighboring counties at 
the “western peninsula” that the 
“blue ruin” orators of 1896 did their 
heaviest stunts. That populous sec­
tion is fairly thickly studded with 
towns and cities, in which manufac­
tories thrive ,and where the farmers 
find a considerable “home market” for 
the produce of their land. Eleven 
years ago the friends of the Free 
Press, and probably that journal it­
self, held over those farmers the 
threat that the success of the Liber­
als would mean the closing of the fac­
tories and the destruction of the heme 
market. Yet after eleven years of this 
devastating policy the Free Press de­
clares that on eighty neighboring farms 
there is not a single mortgage. The 
argument would be complete in detail 
if the Free Press informed us bow- 
many of these farms were free from 
mortgages eleven years ago. Unless 
the local conditions varied marvel­
lously from those general throughout 
the peninsular counties it is a safe 
estimate that not more than forty of 
these farnis were without encum­
brance when the friends of the Free 
Press went out of power.

The mortgages have disappeared. 
If the Liberal policy has.not “lifted"' 
them it at least unshackled the fann­
er's hands.and allowed him to do so.

A DISTINGUISHED OLD TIMER.

The death of Judge Killain removes 
at once a distinguished Westerner and 
a valued public official. As chairman 
of the Railway Commission he render­
ed public service which has been very 
freely admitted and very generally ex­
pressed, but not over-estimated and 
perhaps not so clearly understood as 
desirable. The Commission was insti­
tuted as a kind of regulator of the 
transportation systems. Its business 
is to prevent injustice to the public 
without inflicting injustice on the 
transportation companies. The effi­
ciency of tlie body must always de­
pend largely on the understanding, 
judgment and spirit of its presiding 
officer. In Judge Killam were com­

DAIRYING IN THE WEST.
Ottawa, Ont., March 4.—J. A. Rad- 

dick, dairy and cold storage commis­
sioner, in his annual report expresses 
the opinion that there is not much 
likelihood of there being a material 
increase in the amount of cheese 
available for export in the near future 
Of the situation in Western Canada 
he says: “Great development is shown 
in Northern Alberta, which is the last 
of all the western provinces to engagv 
in dairy work, and there are now 41 
creameries and eight cheese factories 
in that province, and the number is 
increasing rapidly. In the provinn 
of Saskatchewan there are six cream­
eries, but no chees 'factories. The 
creamery industry does not show muc.i 
progress in the province of Saskatche­
wan, but there is a large quantity of 
dairy butter made and the probabili­
ties are that the near future will see. 
a considerable stimulus given to the 
creamery industry-.

There is a revival of the interest in 
the dairy industry in the province o. 
Manitoba. The first organization 
of the dairy industry in Manitoba wa, 
scarcely suited the conditions pre­
vailing in that province, and the fai­
lure which resulted had the effect o! 
discouraging farmers to some extent, 
but business is now being organized 
along lines which are more -applicable 
to western conditions, and consider­
able growth is the result.

In British Columbia there are 16 
creameries in operation and the busi­
ness is established on a sound, healthy 
basis. The combihed output of the 
creameries and chees factories in the 
western provinces is not sufficient to 
meet the demands of the local mar­
kets, including the comparatively 
small quantity shipped to the Y'ukon 
and the Orient. The result is the.1 
stocks in Eastern Canada have been 
draw-n upon to supply file demands 
oi the trade in the west.”

The Legislature prorogues this after­

noon at three o'clock,, after a session 
of seven weeks’ duration. Ah the 
cabinet ministers and fourteen mem­
bers of the legislature were in atten­
dance at tiie closing session yester­
day. The “Act to Amend the Statute 
Law" passed its final reading at this 
assembly, and in consequence all bars 
for the sale of liquor in the province 
of Alberta miist close at ten o’clock 
each night after July 15, 1908.

When this question of ten o’clock 
closing was up lor consideration in 
committee oi the whole, Deputy- 
Speaker Boyle presiding, the Hon. Mr. 
Fisher, the member for Banff dis­
trict, made a determined struggle to 
get an exemption for the Banff hotels, 
but the house ruled that even . -uis 
tourist-haunted beauty spot of Alberta 
must be dry after ten o’clock. Mr. 
Fish(er argued that this portion of 
Alberta, being in the limits of the 
Banff National Park, was under 
Federal rather than provincial con­
trol, but to this latter point the gov 
eminent would not agree.

The discussion on the bill was 
throughout an animated one, with 
many keen thrusts and humorous- 
sallies by the Minister of Pûblic 
Works, the Attorney General and the 
members for Rosebud and Wetaski- 
win. Others who spoke briefly and 
to the point and who earlier in the 
session contented themselves rather 
with committee work than debate, 
were Messrs. Holden and Simpson.

At the close of proceedings the tra­
ditional destruction of the old bills 
and the casting away of sessional 
cares and differences was celebrated, 
and most of the members in atten­
dance yesterday took part. One 
genial and dignified member of the 
government was seen to take roguish 
aim at Mr. Hiebert'g fedora headgear, 
and it is on record that he hit it.

The members for Rosebud, Vegre- 
ville and Wetaekiwin were each a 
lively storm-centre—scrap baskets, 
bills and finally overshoes being sent 
flying promiseously about the Legis­
lative Hall in tantalizing proximity to 
the members’ heads.

• Cleveland, Ohio, Marçh 4.—In an 
unparalleled horror 170 children last 
their lives this morning, when the 
Lakewood school, Collingwood, was 
burned. Two teachers perished in 
the - vain effort to save their little 
.Charges. To-night half the families 
in the txibui'b are an mourning. Three 
Mttle girls coming from the basement 
saw the smoke, but before the jani­
tor coufd sound the alarm, the 
mass of flames was sweeping 
up the stairway from the basement. 
Before the, children on the upper 
floors could reach the ground floor 
egress was cut off and they perished. 
It was all over before the frantic par­
ents, who gathered, could realize that 
their children were doomed. With the 
fire alarm, calls wef sent for ambul­
ances and every ambulance in the 
Eastern end of Cleveland Was pressed 
into service. Rescuers were present 
in hundreds, but they could do noth­
ing. As in the case of the Iroquois 
theatre fire, the children were jammed 
in solid masses at the foot of the 
stairways. The Lakeview school was 
a three storey affair. Owing to thex 
Hiild weather there was less fire than 
usual in the basement, and it is cer­
tain it did not start there. The school 
officials believe an incendiary started 
the fire.

Panic Primarily Responsible.
It is possible that the children play­

ing started the fire, but there is noth­
ing to show this. The school board 
will investigate.

On the first floor four rooms were 
in use, and with few exceptions the 
children on this floor escaped.

They believed the five alarm was 
usual fire signal and marched out 
in order. Tlie'pupils on the second 
and third floors, whose ages ranged 
from six to fifteen, were panic-strick­
en and rushed to death. The build­
ing was a lire trap. It was insuffi­
ciently provided with fire escapes. 
It had but two exists, one of which 
at the critical period was found bar­
red. The discipline was also lax. 
Finally the village fire department 
was unable to cope with the situation. 
The panic was primarily responsible 
for tlie great loss of life. With ordin­
ary presence of mind scores of tile 
little lives that went down in the 
roaring flarhes might have been sav­
ed. Dozens of children leaped from 
the windows, and the remainder were 
swallowed np in the flames, and car­
ried into a. raging furnace. Outside 
thé scenes Were scarcely less horrible, 
frantic mothers being restrained by 
force from entering the doomed build­
ing when the floor collapsed.

162 Bodies Recovered.
Cleveland, March 5.—One bundled 

and sixty-two bodies have been re­
covered from the. ruins of the Çplling- 
woôd school, and this accounts for al­
most all the missing. Of these, one 
.lundred and ten have been positive­
ly identified. Coroner Burke declares 
it to be his belief that thirty bodies 
will newer be identified, as they are 
too badly burned.

SAILORS ARE SATISFIED

With the Efficiency of the United 
States Battleships.

Washington, Mar. 4—Four naval of­
ficers, all experts in turret construc­
tion and ammunition manufacture, to­
day testified before the senate naval 
committee in defense of the American 
navy against all forms of criticism. 
Three of the witnesses, Proi. P. R. Al­
ger, instructor in mathematics at the 
naval academy, and a member of the 
special "board on turrets; Commander 
F. F. Fletcher, and Lieut. Commander 
V. O. Chase, who seemed to think 
there was no great danger from ‘he 
direct hoist of. some changes which 
were made to provide more effective 
screenings between the ammunition 
handling room and the big guns. Proi. 
Alger defended the American . navy 
against the criticism made by Com­
mander Sims that poor marksmanship 
was shown at Santiago. He declared 
that the American gunnery was as 
good as that of any other navy at 
that time, and that at the present 
time there was no navy in the w »rld 
that would surpass the American in 
straight shooting.

Lient. Commander Jos. Strauss tes­
tified ip regard to the government 
powder manufacture.

Prof. P. B. Alger, formerly for four­
teen years attached to the bureau^ci 
ordnance, also testified as to the ac­
curateness of American turret .con­
struction. He described the Missouri 
accident, and said that never again 
will fire 'get into the magazines in 
that manner, for the copper flanges 
connecting the apertures through 
which the powder is passed, are al­
ways kept in place. The finding of 
foreign substances in sacks of powder 
put up as charges, was explained by 
Prof. Alger, who said that “such gross 
carelessness” was not possible now, 
because since the appointment of Ad­
miral Converse as chief of the bureau 
of ordnance a system of inspection had 
been inaugurated.

On Feb. 25th the Minister of the In­
terior introduced the following reso­
lution in the House of Commons:

1. Resolved that it is expedient to 
authorise the Governor in Council to 
grant two adjoining quarter sections 
of Dominion lands available for home­
stead entry to every volunteer who at 
the time of his enlistment for military 
service in South Africa under Her 
late Majesty Queen Victoria, in 1899,
1990, 1991 or 1902, was resident or 
domiciled in Manitoba, Saskatchewan 
or Alberta, or in the Yukon Terri­
tory.

2. Resolved, that every such grant 
shall be subject to the conditions that 
the grantee, or his duly qualified sub­
stitute, rhall select and enter for the 
said two quarter sections in the Do­
minion lands office for the land dis­
trict in which they are situated on 
or before December 31st, 1910; that 
he shall perfect hia entry by com­
mencing actually to reside upon and 
cultivate the land within six months 
after the said day ;and that he shall 
thereafter reside upon and cultivate 
the land for the period and in accord­
ance with the terms and conditions 
prescribed by the homestead provi­
sions of the Dominion Lands Act.

3. Resolved, that any person entit­
led, under the foregoing provisions, 
to select and enter for either by 
himself or by his substitute, land as 
a homestead, may, in lieu thereof, if 
he or his substitute so choose, receive 
scrip for $160, which shall be receiv­
ed from the bearer at its face value 
in payment of any Dominion lands 
open for sale; provided that any per­
son choosing to take scrip shall noti­
fy the Minister of the Interior of his 
choice on or before December 31st,
1909.

4. Resolved, that every such grant 
of land or scrip shall be made by the 
Minister of the Interior, upon a war­
rant issued in favor of the volunteer 
entitled thereto, by the Minister of 
Militia and Defence, which shall be 
recorded in the Department of the In­
terior, under section 90 of the 
Dominion Lands Act; and all such 
scrip shall be subject in all respects 
to the provisions of sections 94, 96, 97 
and 98 of the Dominion Lands Act.

5. Resolved, that the entries made 
and the patents issued under the fore­
going provisions shall be exempt from 
all fees and charges exacted in the 
case of an ordinary homestead entry.

In the course of the debate on the­
n-solution Mr. Oliver spoke as fol­
lows (from Hansard):

Mr. OLIVER—Ï am sure that our 
friends on the other side are to be 
congratulated on the generosity with 
which they have expressed themselves 
in recognition of the services of the 
volunteers in South Africa. They are 
to be congratulated on the number 
of excellent speeches in that line that 
have been made to-day—might I sug­
gest, perhaps rather with a view of 
influencing the opinions of the voters 
tiian for the purpose of influencing 
this discussion- Might I suggest also 
that their speeches have been made 
about a year too late to have that de­
sirable effect?

Mr. A. A. McLEAN—What" then

friends Opposite have campaigned up 
ayd down the Northwest declaring 
that these lands were not the property 
of the Dominion.

Mr. A. A. McLEAN—I never hoar 
any one making the statement that 
these lands were not the property of 
the Dominion. On the contrary it was 
held by every one that they were. 1 
mean since the Autonomy " Bill.

Mr. OLIVER—I do not know just 
exactly how my hon. friend wants to 
draw the line between the campaign 
his friends made in the west before 
or after a certain date. I am aware, 
however, that I saw my hon. friend 
who represents Qu’Appelle (Mr. Lake) 
taking part in a political campaign 
in the west, only some three or four 
months ago, and one of his strong 
points was that the people of the west 
had been robbed of their lands.

Mr. LAKE—Hear, hear.
Mr. OLIVER—That is to say that 

the control which this government ex­
ercises over those lands was unjustly 
acquired and unjustly exercised.

Some hon. MEMBERS—Hear, hear.
Mr. OLIVER—That is not the state­

ment we have heard to-day so fre­
quently from hon. gentlemen oppo­
site, and I repeat that I am afraid 
that the position so stron’gly taken 
and so repeatedly announced by our 
friends opposite will jar harshly on 
the ears of their friends in the west 
when they read the reports of this de­
bate. I do not presume at the mo­
ment to define just what the relations 
are between this government and the 
people of the Northwest in respect to 
the lands of the Northwest. But I do 
take issue with the position I have 
heard stated to-day that the lands of 
the Northwest were paid for by 
the terms of the Autonomy Bill. They 
were not paid for, or pretended to be 
paid for, by those terms. The Auton­
omy Bills provide that there shall be 
certain money paid by this govern­
ment to those new- provinces in lieu of 
lands for the expenses of government. 
That is in lieu of the revenue which 
might be derived from lands, which 
money should go towards the ex­
penses of government in these prov­
inces. That is quite a different mat­
ter from paying the price of the land, 
and it is in regard to the value of the 
land and the price of the land that the 
discussion has gone on to-day. For 
it is the value of the land, or the ac­
tual price of the land, that goes to the 
volunteer and not the mere taxable 
value, which was the transaction be­
tween this government and the gov­
ernment of the provinces. U is a doc­
trine that will not be received by our 
iriends in the west when they are told 
that the subsidy which is agreed to be 
paid by this government to their gov­
ernments is a price in payment of 
their land. That is not an understand­

M r. tiproule—Is it not a price in 
lieu of their lands because they did 
not receive those lands from which 
they might get an income?

Mr. Oliver—It was in view of the 
revenue which might be derived from 
the taxation or other disposition oi 
the land, but not in lieu oi the value 
of the land.

Mr. tiproule—Did not the resolution 
declare that it was in consideration id 
the fact that these provinces did ect 
get their land and could not revenue 
from their land, that they were given 
certain subsidies in lieu ot it?

Mr. Oliver—In lieu of the revenue
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wiui a certain pro­
portion of the volunteers who went to 
South Africa, we thought it well to go 
cautiously and to put-ourselves m a 
position that we could not with fair­
ness be criticized as opening the door 
more widely to speculation than was 
absolutely necessary to meet the case.

In 
the first case the scrip was for Kill 
acres; it was transferable nnd not set­
tlement duties were involved. In 
1885 it was thought desirable;that ad­
vantages should not be given without 
settlement accompanying these grants. 
It was provided in 1885 that the per­
son entitled by his services should re­
ceive the homestead of 320 acres in­
stead of 160 acres. The pre-emption 
law was then in force so that the prac­
tical result was that the person en­
titled to scrip received a free pre­
emption. He had also the privilege 
of assigning his right to tins home­
stead of 320 acres so that any person 
who wished to do settlement duties 
in order to acquire a homestead and 
pre-emption could acquire that right 
by buying from the volunteers and ful­
filling these duties.

Mr. tiproule—Does the minister pro­
pose that now?

Mr. Oliver—We are going on the 
principle that grants of land should 
not be made unaccompanied by settle­
ment and cultivation. We adhere to 
the principle adopted in 1885, by giv­
ing a homestead of 320 acres, requir­
ing tne same, settlement- conditions as
in the ease of a homestead of J60,fccrr$ 
and allowing the'right of assignment 
so that the volunteer may disposé' of 
his right to another person who, by 
settlement on the lanu and fulfilment 
of the requirements, can acquire a 
patent to 320.

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VENEZUELA MUST SETTLE. INSURE YOUR HEALTH
Washington Sends Note Demanding 

Arbitration of Asphalt Claims.
Caracas, Venezuela, Maich 3—A big 

stick is hovering over Venezuela and 
the diminutive but obstinate Presi­
dent Castro. W. W. Russell, Ameri­
can minister, lias presented to the 
Venezuelan government a note from 
Washington, which demands that 
Venezuela submit for arbitration the 
famous asphalt claims, which figured 
so prominently in the recent history 
of the South American Republic. De­
mands of a similar character in a 
milder form have been made before 
by Washington, but the government 
and President Castro have succeeded 
heretofore in dodging the open issue. 
Venezuela shows no disposition to 
make any reparation for the injustice 
which certain Americans claim to 
have Buffered at the hands of the 
Venezuelans. Minister Russell hand­
ed the last note to the foreign minis­
ter on Feb. 27th. It is understood

The entries are not confined to this por­
tion of Alberta but are from all paris 
of the province. A large exhibit of poul­
try'and pet stock is expected to arrive in 
the city today from Calgary, Lethbridgo 
and other points in the south.

On Thursday the 
annual meeting of the Alberta Poultry 
and Pet Stock Association will be held 
cn which only the members will be ad­
mitted. On Thursday evening at 9 
o’clock a banquet will be tendered 'the 
visiting poultry breeders at Cronn’s 
Cafe. The public will be charged an 
admission fee of 25 cents for adults and 
10 cents for children.to the Exhibition.

The doors of the hall will be open to 
the public at 2 p.m. on Wednesday.

On Thursday afternoon the school chil­
dren of the city will be admitted to the 
exhibition hall free of charge.
