That
Lloyd George has perhaps the stiffest
task of his political career before him
is geonerally admitted, and even some
of his staunchest supporters, whieh
include all the Tory Press, abstain
from prophesying success, while some
indicate & doubt as to whether he will
triumph over the great obstacles con-
fronting him. The Times, which hails
Lloyd-George’s mnomination to the
premiership as the only practical and
straightforward way to end the crisis,
says: .“THe outcome cannot be fore-
told. . This, however, can be said, that
Lloyd George has a far better chance
of forming a Government than Bonar
Law. Whether he will succeed will
depend largely on himself and his of-
ten tried power of rallying men of
latent enthusiasm to his aid.” The
Chronicle, referring to the difficulties
facing the new Premier, says: “Only
a man of lHon-hearted courage would
face them. He has no organized
following in the House of Commons,
and no party machine to help him,
whilst the situation of affairs whether
at home or abroad is not by any
means cheerful.

political grafters that have. been de-
trimeéntal to her success as a self-
governing Dominion.

A Supreme Crisis.

No weaker term than this

would fitly designate the

state of Britain and her
F affairs at this hour. In-
: separable from it and
indubitably underlying it is the mili-
tary crisis in the East, due tq some
colossal stupidity or other Which in
turn as certainly has had its origin
in Britain. Bucharest has fallen. l
Still worse, Ploesci has fallen. West-
ern Roumania is gone, Southern Rou-
mania is bound to go as well, and if
the north is saved we shall have much
to be thankful for. We should be still
more thankful ‘if our ally’s army re-
mains comparatively intact, for that
is what matters far more than terri-
tory. If next year, taught by the bit-
ter experience that has been Serbia’s

and animated by the same spirit of re-
venge that is crowning with success
the arms of that gallant little coun-
try, Roumania comes back in the
same manner, the lesson and the de-
feat may not have been valueless. |

But of what avail will Serbia’s suc-
cess be? It was no idle boast of
Sofla’s that, Roumania conquered,
Germany would turn her victorious
troops southward and link up with
Greece in Albania. That a large part
of Greece would welcome this is evi-
dent from the deplorable state of af-
fairs in Athens. Will Sarrail, unable
to'lend any effective succour to Rou-
mania even by delaying the inyading
hosts, be able to withstand the force
of their onset when they make it?

It looks as if Britain were now ad-
ding another and greater one to' the
stupendous blunders of Gallipoli and
Mesopotamia. We have heard much-
of the huge army at Salonika but of
no huge achievements by it. There has
not been the slightest evidence of the
presence there of more than a corps"
or two of British troops. Even those
would not be there had not Paris and
Petrograd prevailed that far over the
reluctance of London. The army is
mostly French; it is under French
command; - the brilliant work of the
Serbs is largely that of the French;
even a French Admiral commands the
Entente fleet. If the whole thing fails
and the half-endeavour prove another
fiasco, such credit as remains to it
will be France’s, the indelible dis-
grace Britain’s.

The reason is not far to seek. It is
manifesting’ itself now in Britain it-
self, in a  manner, fortunately, the
best and far too long delayed. The
whole affairs of the nsdtion and em-

have been under the command and
direction of politicians, steeped in
their politics, narrow-minded through
their very ability and constitutionally
unable to see beyond the purview of
Downing Street. One of them alone
has-shown himsélf a man of wide out-
look, still keener prevision and un-
bounded energy, and he is now at the
head of affairs. Notwithstanding the
gravity of the situation the upheaval
has created, notwithstanding Redmond
and his harping upon the Irish ques-
tion as if it were the riddle of the uni-
verse (it is quite as insoluble), and
notwithstanding the opposition of the

Laborites, who justify in their conduct
his accusation, Lloyd George is the
man of the hour, and will in any case
do far better than Asquith. For, far
more than Asquith or anyone else in
England to-day, he understands that
the war is the first thing of import-
ance and understands also the man-
ner in which his country’s part in it
should be conducted.

s LONDON, Dec. 6.

Speaking at a public meeting to-
day, Lord Derby threw further light
on thes causé of the political crisis.
He said it was being apparent, es-
pecially in the matter of man-power,
that too serious a grip was being
maintained by the Government. What
was required, he said, was a smally
committee which could come to a de-
cision quickly on any question, and
make the department concerned carry
out the decisions arrived at. Unless
that was done, there would be great
danger that the plans of the Govern-
ment staff might fail the coming year.
For this reason, Lord Derby said, he
associated himself with the proposals
of Lloyd George, which provided that

I LONDON, Dec. 6.

John Redmond, in an interview on
the political situation, said the Irish
party is excluded from any responsi-
bility in the affairs of the Empire so
long as self-Government is denied Ire-
land. .The present unfortunate posi-
tion is mainly due to confiding the
conduct of the war to a coalition min-
istry. The coalition. ministry was
formed in the back of the Liberal
Party and of the House of Commons,
while the Irish Party was not con-
sulted, not allowed to offer an opinion
concerning it. They condemned the
coalition from the outset because they
were convinced there would be disas-
trous results for Irelannd and that
it would be a weak and ineffective
instrument in conducting the war. The
inclusion of Carson in the Ministry
aroused the suspicions of the Irish,
causing the impression that Home
Rule would be killed, and that Ireland
was again to be cheated of its hopes.
This with the stupidity of the war

office, and the partial restoration of
power of the cld ascendancy party in
Ireland, checked recruiting, increased
the ranks of Sinn Feiners and led to
the revolution. Moreover, the disap-
pearance of a responsible opposition
reduced the House of Commons to im-
potence and a position” of contempt.
Everyone can now judge the result.

. cruiting and produced all the evils in
: the Dominions and the United States
have arisen from the trouble in Ire-
land, and have now apparently lost
the Balkans and caused the present
deplorable situation in Greece.
