LONDON, To-day.
An official report from the British 

in France, Bays that heavy fighting 
proceeds about Lens, where the Can­
adians have gained a foothold on 
strong enemy strategic point South of 
Lens. The text of the statement reads 
Heavy local fighting has taken place 

all day for possession of an important 
enemy stronghold Immediately South 
of Lens, known as the Green Grassier.

ATTHE FRENCH MASTERS 
VERDUN.

GRAND HEADQUARTERS OF THE 
FRENCH ARMY, Aug. 22nd.

The battle around Verdun developed 
to-day into a purely gun duel, in 
which the French continued to main­
tain the undoubted mastery. Many 
more prisoners were rounded up. They 
unanimously say that the French ar­
tillery barrage was terrible in. its ef­
fects. One said “Not even a hare could 
have got through it.” The testimony 
of the prisoners shows that the Ger­
mans intended to hold the left bank of 
the Meuse at all costs. The ’'egiments 
stationed there were ordered to die at 
their posts if necessary. Many of 
them did so, while what remained in 
the line were captured. Over two- 
thirds of the prisoners were taken 
there. A visit to the reconquered ter­
ritory shows the value placed on the 
position of LeMort Homme and Rog- 
neville as defensive organizations. 
The ground everywhere • is ' covered 
with small fortresses. It was the last 
hope of the German Crown Prince, 
who apparently was obsessed with the 
desire to conquer Verdun, in the neigh­
borhood of which thousands ’of the 
flower of the German army foi^nd only 
a burial place, without any of the laur­
els of victory. All attempts to recap­
ture the positions lost proved " vain, 
every German effort being thrown 
back in disorder. What is remarkable 
about the whole French offensive is 
the smallness of their losses, while 
those of the enemy have been terrible, 
as can be seen wherever one goes oil 
the battle field. Of one of the German 
Divisions at least three regiments ex­
ist no more, and these remaining alive 
are prisoners. One of the captured 
men told how a French shell fell into 
a depot of poisonous shells near Herbe 
Bois, and the fumes killed the com­
plements of three entire German bat­
teries, composing a group which had 
Just been sending hundreds "of these 
horrible shells over the French lines. 
A German infantryman captured re­
lated that his battalion, while being re­
lieved from front line duty, had lost 
two-thirds of its actual strength,

KING GEORGE TO THE KING OF 
ROUMANIA.

LONDON, To-day.
Thé King has sent a telegram to the 

King of Roumania, expressing admira­
tion for the resistance the Roumanians 
and Russians are offeripg the enëtoy. 
The telegram says, "At a time when 
your Majesty is engaged in a bitter 
struggle in defence of your country, I 
désiré to conveÿHo you the admiration 
of the British people of the magnifi­
cent way in which the allies undér 
your command have fought, and for 
the very gallant resistance they are 
making to the assaults of the enemy.

LONDON, To-day.
Northeast of Langemarck .luring the

STREET RAILWAY SYSTEM. 
The City Council received a letter 

from the Reid Nfld. Co., which was 
read at yesterday’s meeting, dealing 
with the contemplated extension of 
the present street railway system. 
The letter contained many valuable 
Suggestions which’ if put in practice 
would be a great boon to the city. 
The new service is proposed to run' 
through the thickly populated upper 
and back portions of the city to which 
the present system of transportation 
is of no value. The company suggest 
that the Council Would be the best 
judges as to how and where the pub­
lic would be best served. As to the 
street lighting prices, the extension 
of the service dependts mainly on 
their being able to float an issue of 
bonds and in order to do so it would 
be necessary for the company to be 
able to put forward the best possible 
showing of the present system’s re­
ceipts, and for this reason it would 
be impossible to make a reduction of 
any stated rate in the prices of pri­
vate lighting, which furnishes the 
greater portion of revenue in that de 
partment. If the Council will agree 
for an extension of the system for a 
period of years the company would 
curtail the present lighting rates, in­
crease the present number of lights 
or supply more lights in the car ser­
vice and at the present figure. A sec­
ond letter pointed out the proposed 
benefits in the encouragement it 
would give to the Wilding of work­
men’s homes in the suburbs, as build­
ing lots could be bought at reason 
able rates and with special transpor­
tation rates for workmen the success 
of the scheme would be assured.

The following motion proposed by 
Councillor Tait and seconded by 
Councillor Mullaly was passed: 
Having heard the letters from the 
Reid Nfld. Co. read, and having listen­
ed to the discussion on the same by 
my brother Councillors respecting 
the benefits to be derived from the ex­
tension of the St. John’s Street Rail­
way system and the possible reduc­
tion in the rates, and further exten­
sion of the city lighting system, I beg 
to move that a committee of three be 
nominated from this Council for the 
purpose of conferring with a like 
committee from the Reid Nfld. Co. up­
on the following, and any other mat­

Vox Populi.

The Advocate evidently 
thinks it a pity that the 
famous Profits Tax, the 
Parliament Bill, the late 

session and all the attendant circum­
stances that have relieved the hum­
drum of daily life of late should be al­
lowed to drop too abruptly into the 
past, and so waves a sort of valedic­
tory after them. The victory is won, 
the people are supreme, a new age is 
entered upon—now let us get on with 
our work. But now that the victory 
Is won, now that we have squelched 
the merchants and emasculated the 
Council, we don’t really want, to be: 
bad friends with anybody. “We want, 
to he just to our business men." In 
furtherance of which estimable wish 
we. tax identical businesses on differ­
ent bases and permit one of them to put 
another out of business altogether. 
We are sorry to do this, but-it had to 
be done. And anyhow, it is most un­
reasonable to raise objections. It Is 
most unreasonable for any merchant 
to complain of being heavily taxed 
merely because a lawyer making three 
times as much is not taxed at all. 
Hasn’t he learnt by this time how 
powerful the lawyer is in politics, 
how many of him there are
in the House of Assembly,
and that it is the first indis­
putable privilege of that august body 
to look out for its own interests?

Most of the Advocate’s arguments 
are easy to follow and of course irre­
futable, but on one point it must be 
good enough to explain its view a little 
more fully to us. “In England the 
month of August in the year 1911 
marks the period when the sovereign 
electorate was proclaimed the great 
power. And in Newfoundland the 
month of August in the year 1917 
marks the period when the will of the 
people is supreme." Of which suprem­
acy, we presume, the Parliament BUi 
Is the outward and visible sign. We 
do not know exactly what the Advo­
cate understands by the will of the 
people, but we do know that in Eng­
land it has a distinct and almost tech- 

- nical meaning. There, when its re­
presentatives are uncertain what the 
Will of the people is on an important 
question, they take the strange and un­
accountable step of asking them. In 
other words, they hold a general elec­
tion. In the sacred month of August, 
19li, so venerable to the Advocate, the 
Government simply gave effect to the 
will of the people expressed 
in two rapidly successive elections. 
So that the' parallel is not exactly

parallel, is it? Our own Government 
was afraid to ask the people. It knows 
that the will of the people was direct­
ly opposed to the autocratic action it 
took.

But the Advocate will contend that 
the will of the people was sufficiently 
represented in the House of Assembly. 
An interesting point. We will admit 
the contention so far as the Morris 
Party are concerned and concede that 
their policy had the approval of their 
constitutents. But when we come to 
the mighty Mr. Coaker and his train 
we are frankly puzzled. If all that-he1 
has done and commanded his obedient, 
henchmen to do conformed to the 
"will" of his electorate, we are com­
pelled to pronounce that will an ex­
ceedingly volatile and unstable one. 
At one time it was certainly, to ex­
press it mildly, jdecidedly unfriendly 
towards the present allies of Its,"re­
presentatives." gome part dt it even 
now has been unreasonable enough to 
express displeasure over that alli­
ance. Was Mr. Jennings, to take only 
one instance, expressing his own or his 
constituents’ “will" when he said in 
the House last June, “As a matter of 
fact, if the leaders Of the Opposition 
party had entered into this agreement 
with the Government, there would 
have been only one course open to me 
and that was to resign my seat. I 
could not face the people again—it 
may be that I never shall, but I would 
not dare to ask their support if I had 
been a party to coalition at this stage.” 
Mr. Jennings has been a party to this 
iniquity and he has not resigned his 
seat. The whole matter is a 
most perplexing puzzle. The 
only solution we can come 
to is that our legislators did not, 
after all, lie awake many nights wor­
rying over the will of the people. 
Perhaps the Advocate can supply us 
with another.

In any case the Advocate will be 
well advised not to speak with too 
great finality on the subject of the 
Parliament Act. That Act was passed, 
by the exercise of a disreputable piece 
of political chicanery, in both Houses. 
It is astonishing that the Governor 
should have seen fit to give it his as­
sent. In Canada the Bill itself would 
have been impossible. In Australia 
and South Africa the Governor’s as­
sent would have been impossible: 
the Acts governing both countries ex­
pressly provide that legislation in­
volving changes in the constitution 
“must be reserved for the signification 
of His Majesty’s pleasure.” Constitu­
tion Acts in other colonies are almost 
invariably reserved in the same way. 
The present Act was not reserved, for 
the only reason, apparently, that it 
wiuld be too much to expect anything 
to be done properly in Newfoundland. 
The point is only of moment as show­
ing the importance attached by the 
Imperial Government to any attempted 
constitutional changes in the Colonies: 
many, far less ambitious than this 
crippling of our Council, have been 
disallowed. There can be no doubt 
that this Act will have the same fate 
It would have stood great risk of veto 
had it been the result of real debate 
and ‘agreement In both Houses or of a 
general election; being as it is the 
work of a corrupt House of Assembly, 
entirely lacking an opposition and one 
independent voice, and of an artifici­
ally created Council, the people not 
having been consulted at all, it stands 
no chance whatever of His Majesty's 
approval.

Would-be Bigamist
Rounded Up.

Deserted Hie Wife and Seven Chil­
dren Who Were Left Destitute— 
Won the Heart of a Single Young 
Woman Whom He Was About to 
Marry, But His Attempt was Foil-

' "A' thorough-bred scoundrel," as 
Judge Morris put it, Is Nathaniel 
Scott, who deserted his lawful wife 
and seven children and was frustra­
ted in the attempt to marry another 
woman by the long arm df the law. 
Scott, aged 34, and a carpenter by 
trade, lived at Upper Gullies for sev­
eral years where his poor, destitute 
family is now. He had never been 
in the habit of giving what he should 
of his earnings for the support of his 
family, who, in fact, were dependent 
on the charity of neighbors and poor 
relief from the Government for Itheir 
sustenance during the past couple of 
winters. Scott acted the “spot,” to 
use a localism, and whenever the op­
portunity offered, posed as a single 
man. Not long since he worked at 
Grand Falls where he kept company 
with a fair damsel, whom he gave to 
understand that he was an unmarried 
man, soon winning her affection. His 
fiancee removed to Howley where he 
communicated lengthy love letters 
to her. Later he became so primed 
with “love" that he went to Howley 
to work and there he had better ad­
vantages of winning her heart, as he 
contemplated marriage and then to 
leave the country with his bride. His 
proposals were accepted by tils vic­
tim and her parente. Meanwhile 
anonymous letters reached the black­
guard’s legitimate wife telling of the 
attention he had been paying to Miss

quainted and Constable Humber, who 
is stationed in the region of Upper 
Gullies, and knew the character 
Scott was, was detailed on the case. 
He boarded the first out-going ex­
press for Grand Falls. There he 
learned that Scott was gone to How­
ley wheje the officer went in hot pur­
suit. On enquiry, Humber found 
that Scott, who, somehow had ‘smelt 
a rat’ fearing eventualities, fled from 
there. But the officer was not to be 
beaten and, keeping the right trail, 
beat a hasty retreat to the paper town 
where he received the information 
that Scott had gone to Botwood. 
After dressing himself in disguise, the 
officer proceeded there forthwith and 
soon landed his man, who saluted
him with "Be ----- Humber, you
don’t have to arrest mê; there’s no­
thing between that girl and me." 
Needless to say this expression of 
Scott’s was a complete give away to 
Humber, who jailed the prisoner at 
Grand Falls on Wednesday and, in 
company with' another officer, brought 
him to the city last midnight Scott 
was before Judge Morris in Court to­
day and after the taking of most of 
the evidence the prisoner was re­
manded pending the arrival in town 
of his unfortunate wife, who, only a 
tew days ago gave birth to a child.

Boy Drowned.
A sad drowning accident occurred 

on Saturday. James McHugh, a lad 
of ten years of age, the son of John 
McHugh, left his home on Saturday 
morning. At between two and three 
o’clock in the afternoon his body was 
discovered In the water near Boland’s 
wharf, by a lad named Thorne, who 
instantly made the alarm which 
brought several men to the scene. 
The body was reeftvered and Doctor 
Fisher called, who announced that 
death had occurred one or two hours 
previous. There was a slight bruise 
on the face near the nose, and another 
on the back.

Lieut. Frank P. Collins, son of John

A letter mailed by him In France on 
July 19, four days prior to his death, 
contained the announcement that his 
"brother, only a youngster,” who had 
fought at Gallipoli and was wounded 
in France last year, was believed Kill­
ed on April 14, 1917. He has one other 
brother serving with the Canadians in 
France.

Lieut. Collins was 27 years of age 
He came to Montreal about six years 
ago, and took a course in engineering 
at the Montreal Technical High 
School. He was Secretary of the 
Newfoundland Society of Montreal for 
several years, which office he vacated 
on his appointment to overseas.

At a meeting of the society, a resolu­
tion of sympathy was adopted and 
forwarded to Lieut. Collins’ parents.— : 
Montreal Star.

Dear Sir,—I wish to congratulate 
you on the manly and fearleig way in 
which you have handled and opposed 
the famous Profits Tax Bill, also the 
bunch of irresponsibles, masquera­
ding as the National Government.

The Government
House Allotments

MR. H. COOK JUDGES THE CROPS.
In connection with the recent move­

ment undertaken by the Department 
of Agriculture, strengthened by the 
support jot the Agricultural Societies 
throughout the Colony and of the 
Foodstuffs Committee of the Patriotic 
Association, it may be of general in­
terest, to publish the results of the .ex­
periment made in offering certain al­
lotments for cultivation by residents 
in St. John’s who have not the advant­
age of possessing cultivable land with­
in reach of their homes in the City.

Fifteen applicants took up allot­
ments in the grounds of Government 
House and have spent their leisure 
hours, early and late, generally with 
the help of their families in the plea­
surable labour of cultivating land for 
their own benefit.

The area was fenced, ploughed and 
measured off into allotments of 25 
yards square, chosen by lot. All the 
farming work was done by the holders 
who supplied their own seed and fer­
tilisers and labour. And the result 
must be a source of pride to the work­
ers, and all can count on good returns 
for their labour.

Hr. H. Cook, himself a practical and 
successful farmer, was invited to in­
spect the allotments and offer his 
criticism on the work done and his 
advice for further work next year, as 
it is understood that all the allotment 
holders desire to cultivate their own 
allotments again for another year. Mr. 
Cook also examined the plots from the 
point of view of the industry as well 
as the results, for some trifling awards 
the competition for which, though of 
little value, has proved an extra stimu­
lus to the “farmers.”

Mr. Cook has divided the 1st and 
2nd Prizes between Mr. P. Power (Plot 
No. 1) and Mr. J. Malone (plot No. 3) 
and has awarded the 3rd prize to Mr. 
Thomas (plot No. 13) ; and has recom­
mended the work done by Mr. C. Foley 
(plot No. 2), Mr. J. Ryan (plot No. 6), 
Mr. J. Doyle (plot No. 7), Mrs. Pawley 
(a widow woman who has taken up 
half of plot No. 8), Mr. Morgan (plot 
No, 9), Mr. Coleman (plot No. 10), Mr. 
L. Power (plot No. 11), and Mr. Bug- 
den (plot No. 12).

The general criticism applying to 
most of the plots is that the potatoes, 
cabbage and turnips are planted too 
close, and that the turnips especially 
should have been thinned out. The 
potatoe crops have been very success­
ful, but the early planting of turnips 
and cabbage suffered from the depre­
dations of slugs, a calamity which 
they shared with all the other neigh­
boring farmers.
