TURKEY TO GET JUSTICE.
LONDON, March 21.

Premier Lloyd George on Friday
discussed the Turkish question with
the Indian Caliphate Delegation, head-
ed by Mohammed Ali, who declared
that Turkey should have all her pre-
war territory restored. The Premier
replied, “I do not understand Mr.
Mohammed Ali to claim indulgence
for Turkey. He claims justice and
justice she will get. Austria has had
justice, and Germany has had justice,
pretty terrible justice. Why should
Turkey ecscape. Turkey thought she
had a feud with us. Why did she come
in and try to stab us and destroy lib-
erty throughout the world, while we
were engaged in this life and death
struggle. Is there any .reason why we
should apply a . different measure to
Turkey than we have meted out to the
Christian ' communities of Germany
and Austria. I want the Mohammed-
ans in India to get it well into their
minds that we are not treating Turkey
severely because she is Mohammedan.
We are applying equally the same
principle to her as to Austria which
is the greatest Christian community.”

RESCUE TRAIN GOT THROUGH.

The )
steamers were the Retriever and Mas- | ¢
tiff—the former commanded by Capt. A Qg
Richard Pike, and the latter by the §
famous Capt. James Murphy, of Csr-: X
bonear, father of Hon. John J. Mur- €K
phy, of this city. St. John’'s had
twenty-one vessels gnd six steamers,
viz., Lion, Nimrod, Walrus, Hawk,
Osp and Merlin. Carbonear had,
twenty-five vessels and Harbor Mnin; -
eleven, viz.,, Argo, W. Woodford; Ster-
ling Clipper, Michael Woodford; Hm-
erald Isle, Charles Furey; Eliza, Patk.
Strapp; Billow, John Kennedy; Grace
Darling, Thomas St. John; Scottish
Lass, Maurice Wade; Sarah, J. Craw-
ley; Packet, Joseph Woodford; brig.
Willlam, Michael Costello; Nymph,
Thomas Hzekiel. (The Harbor Main
list is somewhat previous to 1870).
There were 33 vessels sailed from
Channel, but that also was in the lat-
ter part of the sixties, amongst them
belng the familiar names of the
Leander, Corkum, Chedabuctoo, Mary
Joyce, ete. In 1870 there were fifteen
vessels, 530 tons, 122 men sailed from
Channel, the largest being the J. Bell,
Bragg, master, 57 tons. Petty Harbor
had two vessels (there may be more)
out in the sixties, supplied by Chafe
& Warren, viz.,, the Warrior and Em-
ma, and Aquaforte the Margaret,
Herald, Mary Jane, Emulate. Ferry-
land had the Melita, Anganora and
Brothers. The brig Halmmer, Cody,
master, was lost whilst going to Cape
Broyle from St. John's to land her
crew—about 30 men were drowned.
In 1882 there were seven vessels
cleared from St. John's, viz., New
Havelock, 8St. John; Isabella, St.
John; (P. & L. Tessier),—Oban, Ash-
bourne; Dawn, King; (M. Tobin),—
Bllen, Antle; Lizzie, Clark; (E. Du-
der),—Aminta, Ezekiel; (M. Monroe).
The thriving village of Hant’s Harbor
also contributed its contingent to-
wards our once great sealing fleet,
and the following is s list of the ves-
sels which sailed from that port in
the sixties: Brigt.

country depends for its functioning
upon transportation, and this can be
conducted only by men of experience,
some of them highly trained. So when
they g0 out on strike it would seem
to be impossible to do anything other
than c¢oncede their demands and get
them back to work.

But that is not what happened in
England a few months ago. The whole
community turned in to assist in run-
ning the trains, operating the stations,
and carrying on the work of the rail-
ways. In a very few days trains were
running with some regularity, al-
though every employee on the Eng-
lish railway had quit work simultane-
ously. It was an amazing demonstra-
tion of the competence of the general
public to take care of themselves and
their own interests. Men and women
joined in reorganising the transporta-
tion service of the country, and while
there was little hope of them doing it
efliciently, they were able to give a
service acceptable under the circum-
stanoces,

Last week the sameé thing happen-
ed in France. All classes of peopie
gave their services to keep the rail-
ways running, while the disheartened
strikers stood watching, laides and
professional men doing the work nec-
essary to keep things going. All this
only goes to prove that there is a limit
beyond which the most closely ‘or-
ganized body of men cannot go. Fur-
thermore, that to win a strike the men
must have public sympathy behind
them. Public sentiment is the most
powertul force in the democracy, and
it is always on the side of the work-
ing man, if he can show that he is in-
adequately pafd or unfairly treated.

In the past the International Trades
Union movement has been aware of
the absolute necessily of pursuing po-
licies that would secure the favor of
the general public. Thus arbitration
is made preliminary to a etrike by
some of the International uaions. In
other ways the leaders of these bodies
have shown regard for the public in-4
terest which has won for thetm: the
confidence of practically all classes of
the community. We are confident that
it is in this direction continued suc-
cess and improvement in wages and
conditions is to be achieved. The pub-
lic is oo ‘big'to be taken by the throat
