RETIREMENT OF A NOTABLE
JUDGE. *

Chief Justice LeBeuf, of the Circuit
Court, one of the most picturesque
figures in Canadian ljfe, retired from
the Bench, Friday. May 22nd, the eve
of his 758th birthday. The Gazette
says:—

“Though hale and ruddy, with the
fiery energy of forty years ago still
burning brightly, the jurist must him-
self now bow before the law which
decress that -with the dawn of the
seventy-fifth birthday must come re-
tirement, So, after eighteen years'in
the Circuit Court, where, as Chief
Justice, he won the respect and ad-
miration of the Bar and the public,
Mr. Justice LeBeuf now lays aside
his judicial robes and takes farewell
of the halls of justice which he has
known, as barrister and judge, for
fifty-two years.

Born at St. Timothee, Beauharnois
County, on May 23, 1850, of Joseph Le-
Beuf and Judith Picard, the future jur-
ist studied at the College of St. Tim-
othee, and at the Seminary at Ste.
Therese de Blainville. After studying
English for some time at Regiopolis
College, Kingston, Ont., the young Le-
Beuf studied law at McGill, graduat-
ing with the degree of B.C.L., in 1873.
Shortly afterward he was called to
the Bar.

But just before his formal enrol-
ment as barrister, the future judge
distinguished himself hy a brilliant
exploit which made him the idol of
Beauharnois county, and paved the
way for many of his successes.

“I may as well own that I am in
revolt against the present all too per-
vading spirit of ~pessimism. I am
weary of the endless jeremiads of the
Press and the solemn lectures of so
many public men about our alleged
poverty as a nation—the huge de-
struction of wealth caused by the
war, the immense burden of debt, the
danger of national bankruptcy and
the necessity of drawing in our horns
in évery direction, of painfully hus-
banding our diminished resources and
of no longer ‘throwing a sprat’ even
in hope of ‘catching a herring.” Frank-
ly I am not convinced that we are as
poor as we think ourselves, or that,
if we are, the road to recovery is to
be found in timer#us avoidance of all
new opportunities of emrichment. I
doubt whether the burden we have to
carry is as heavy as it is commonly
represented. But, if it is, should we
not try to broaden the back which has
to carry it? Not contraction, but ex-
pansion should be the watchword;
not mere economy, but the develop-

ment of new sources of wealth.,”
* - * B * * "

The above quotation is taken
from the late Viscount Milner’s
“Questions of the Hour,” the last
of his published works. If his
views are -considered too optim-
istic, and if his suggestion is con-
sidered unwarranted by circum-
stances, that a determined at-
tempt should be made to launch
out on new enterprises instead
of adopting a policy of retrench-
ment, it must be remembered
that the writer’s opinions are
based on an intimate knowledge
of public affairs, and long ex-
perience in matters of finance.

The road to recovery, as the
writer sees it, is that which
promises to lead to new oppor-
tunities of enrichment. Not con-
traction, but expansion sh()uld
be the watchword; not mere
economy, but the development of
new sources of wealth.

It would appear as if the
British Government had adopted
such a policy as the writer out-
lined both in relation to home af-
fairs and to trade expansion
overseas. The Chancellor of the
Exchequer has been severely
criticized for having introduced
an expensive “all in insurance
scheme,” which adds to the bur-
den of the state and also to in-
dustrial charges, but his convie-
tion seems to be that it will be

an important factor in removing

discontent in labour circles; that
by the withdrawal of approxi-
mately a million workers be-
tween the ages of 65 and 70, a
wider margin will be left for the
great army of young unemploy-
ed, and that it will in course of
time lead to the abolition of the
Poor Law, and the consequent
saving of millions of pounds.

The accused was not represented..
Jonas Barter, examined by Mn
Browne said he visited' the défendant’s

farm, off the Cockpit Road, on Wed- |

nesday afternoon, and saw’five cows
and two calves.  Three cows were in
fairly good condition. The fourth cow
had sores all-over her body, mostly
caused, in his opinion, by dirt and
neglect. The dirt he described as ver-~
mon ,and the neglect, ag poor. feeding
and not cleaning. \The fifth cow was
in an awful state, and was, in fact,
the worse specimen he had ever seen.
This ‘animal, he said, was covered
with pussy scabs, from her horns to
her tail. The calves, he said, seemed
to be suffering from the same ail-
ment. They were tied with ropes,
and in the case of one, the rope had
chafed the' neck, causing it to bleed.

In answer to a question by the ac-
cused, witness said he saw vermin on
the cattle. The accused denied that
the cattle were louey, and said he had
made an examination with a magnify-
ing glass, but failed to see any, He
protested' that ho had been promised
time to cure his animals, and intimated
that he wished to have a “‘vet” ex-
amine the cattle for him.

Dr. Bishop, called and examined by
Mr, Brown, said he went to the farm
of the defendant on Wednesday last
and saw the cattle in question. Two
of the cows were suffering from a
skin infection which he thought was
caused by a mite which, burrowing
into the skin, set up an irritation and
resulted in pussy scabs being formed.
Witness said the defendant’s cattle
suffered from the same cause last
year, and he instructed him how to
effect g cure. The condition is not
common in Newfoundland, the wit-
nessg said. He thought the cattle were
attacked about 6 or seven weeks ago.
Regarding the condition of the calves
he said the bleeding was caused by
them licking themselves, Asked by
his honor if the disease would affect
the milk, witness said it would not.

The accused giving evidence in his
own behalf, claimed that this disease
occurs even in the best cared for
herds and could not be checked in
winter. One had to wait until spring
when the animals change their coats
to effect & cure, he said. Regarding
the milk, he said it was better than
that supplied by some of his enemies
and in fact was 30 to 40% over the
standard. He had no intention what-
ever of causing unnecessary suffer-
ing to his cattle and had been apply-
ing the remedy suggested by Dr. Bis-
hop for some time.

A fine of $5 or 10 days
ment was imposed.

Beavers Become

a Nuisance

’

GOLDEN, B.C., May  15—So thick
and industrious havé’ beavers-become
in the_ Winderemere Valley, that they
are seriously interfering with mining
operations, according to H. E. Perlain,
of Wilmer, who is developing claims
on Horse Thief Creek.

The beavers, by damming the
creek, caused water to back up into
the mine and ‘it"was some time before
the reason was discovered. After a
search the mine workers located a
beaver dam and blew it up, but the
mine filled with water immediately.
Another party setting out found that
the dam they had destroyed had been
reconstructed and reinforced in weak
spots by the busy animals within
twenty-four hours. Furthermore, some
sixty saplings, cut into usuable
lengths, were found ready for fur-
thef work on the dam.

Officials ‘of the British ° Columbia
game board, in'an effort to overcome
the difficulty, have suggested that the
flume idea, evolved by the Biological
Survey of the United States, be tried
out on the creek. This is the cutting
of a flume through the beaver dam so
that the water will not rise above a
certain point, on the theory that Mr.
Beaver pays so much attention to his
work that he. never gives a glance up-
ward. Though persistent as well as in-
dustrious, there is a limit to a beaver’s
patience and, finding that his dam
does not succeed in holding the water
back,"he and his- créw sghift to some
other place and begin home-making
all over again.

Three years ago the Game Board
closed the season for trapping beaver
south of the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way, and they have multiplied so
rapidly - that they are becoming a
nuisance.
