The municipal buildings were strongly
guarded and the streets of the city patrol-
led by cavalry during the day.

Belfast, Aug 21.—The hopes of restora-
tion of quiet which were excited yester-
ay, by a rather more peaceful state of
affairs, have not been realized. The con-
dition of the city, as shcwn by. reports
received at headquarters, was worse than
ever last night. The authorities are
powerless against the depredators,thongh
supported by on armed force of fully
five thousand men. The school houses
have been destroyed ; and it is with the
utmost difficultythat some of the churches
are preserved from sharing their fate.
Grave mismanagement on the part
of the authorities is suspected, and
the general dissatisfaction is so great
that the respectable citizens intend form-
ing a Vigilance Committee for the arrest
and summary punishment of the offend-
ers.

Marysville, Mo., Aug, 22.—An attro-
cious murder was brought to light the
day before yesterday by the arrest of a
man named Osborne at Clermont. Os-
borne was travelling with a team and a
covered waggon, and stopped for some
purpase, when some men were attracted
to the waggon by the sterch proceeding
from it.
