DAVID OPPENHEIMER DEAD.

One of Vancouver’s Most Enterprising Citi-
zens Closes His Career.

VaNcouver, Dec, 31.— (Special)—
David Oppenheimer died this afternoon.
Vancouver’s lamented citizen has been
personally identified with the business
world of many localities in British Col-
umbia since 1859, when be came to this
province from San Francisco. He moved
to Victoria from Yale in 1881, and to
Vancouver in 1886. When Vancouver
was incorporated the same year Mr,
Oppenheimer was elected alderman and
was re-elected in 1887. In 1888 he was
elected mayor, succeeding the late M, A,
McLean, and was in turn succeeded by
Mayor Oope, so that Vancouver’s tkree
first mayors have passed away.

Until his death ex-Mayor Oppenhei-
mer was & progressive citizen and loyal
to the city of his adoption, and it is a

magistrate he was never equalled. Mr.
Oppen_helmer was born at Bleishastel,
Bavaria, 1st January, 1832, and removed
to San Francisco at 16 years of age car-
rying on business there, with his brother
Myer in Sacramento and in Placer county
till 1859 when he emigrated to Cariboo.

The New York Financier this week
says: Tne statement of the associated
banks for the week ending December 31
is an argument in favor of easier money
rates. The banks since T 2
have gained in cash $5,748,200 and their:
net “deposits have expanded nearly
six million dollars. As the gains
in cash and in deposits were almost
identical, the reserve has increased in
proportion, that is, it is about 75 per
cent,.for the total cash expansion. The
result is that the margin of excess re-
gerve has been increased $4,265,200, and
at the close of the week stood at $15,-
788,750. In view of this showing, all
fear of stringency over the close of the
year must be dismissed.

City Couneil Decide“to Grant Their
Solicitor and Barrister an Ex-
tra Allowance.

This-Is Because of the Heavy Work
Entailed by the Bridge
\ Damage Suits.

The city council had a special meeting
lasting for an even hour yesterday morn-
ing, at which the members of the board
.discussed the letter which Mr. C, Dubois
Mason, city solicitor, had sent in on
Monday evening, asking that he be
granted $1,000 in addition to his salary
for the large amount of extra work en-
tailed by reason of the bridge cases. The
letter reads as follows:’

His Worshap the Mayor and Board of
Aldermen.:

GENTLEMEN,—I now have thé honor to
send you my charges, in' addition to my
salary, in respect to the additional and un-
foreseen work in connection with the large
number of actions arising from the Point
Ellice bridge accident, namely; the action
of the Tonsolidated Railway Company
“against the city to restrain the corporation

from building a bridge without making|

same suitable for all the wants of the com-
pany; the action of the city sgainst the
company for breaking down the bridge;
the action of the company against the city
for damages, and the seventy-two actions
of the surviving sufferers and the relatives
of those who were killed, against the city
for damages sustained by the accident,

The by-law by which*I was appointed
solicitor to the corporatian—‘‘the Police
Magistrate and Legal Advisers’ Appoint-
ment By-Law, 1888, Amendment By-Law,
1895, No. 252—provides (section 4), that I

»*¢ shall commence and diligentl{r prosecute
all actions that may necessarily be com-
menced and prosecuted by, the corporation,
and shall dih%ently defend on behalf of the
corporation-all actions that may be brought
against the said corporation.”

But asis grovided by section 6 of the
by-law that I shall bave authority to re-
cover and collect, on behalf of the corpor-
ation, all lawful costs in all actions pro-
ceedings in which the corporation -shall  be
interested, and to retain the same as part
of my remuneration, in addition to my
salary, and shall pay thereout to Mr. Taylor
all his fees allowed as part of any such
costs.

The action of the Consolidated Railway
Comgany for an injunction was dismissed
on the 2nd day of February, 1897, by the
full court, the company being ordered to
pay all the costs. My costs in that action
would tax at $400, exclusive of the counsel’s
fees to which Mr. Taylor would be entitled,
but it has been impossible to collect any
portion of them, the Consolidated Railway
Company having no assets. '

The action against the company (insti-
tuted by direction of Hon. Robert Beaven),
and the cross action by the company
against the city will lapse in due course for

ant of prosecution.

f the seventy-two actions against the
ci§y in respect of damages sustained by the
suiferers, three have been tried, namely,
the action of Gordon v. the city, Patterson
v. the city and Lang v. the city. .

The action of Gordon v. the ¢ity was dis-
missed with costs to the defendants. The
laintiff is now agfenling to the full court.
hatever the result of that appeal may be
there is no chance of the corporation ob-
taining any c from the plaintiff—even

E y in some way. Therefore,
in that case again, Mr. Taylor and myself
will be grevem.ed by the poverty of the
plaintiff from recovering the costs to which
we were justly entitled.

The Patterson and Lang actipns have so
far resulted in favor of the plaintiffs.

It has always been open to the corpora-
tion, Mr. Taylor and myself to determine
atany time the engagement made by the
by-law, and Mr. Taylor and myself would
have done so had there beén any o ion,
But it was seen by last year’s council, and,
1 think, by your honorable body as well,
that a state of things had arisen, both in
respect of the number of litigants and their
inability to pay costs, that had, never been
contemplated when the by-law was passed,

I am satisfied that if my costs are taxed

attending the council meetings and the
preparation of by-laws. Since the actions
got beyond the initial stages I bave been
unab e to attend to any other business, and
have been obliged to pay office rent, clerks,
lighting, telephone, etc., out of my salary,
leaving the net amount very small. The
defendant’s costs of the Patterson and
Lang actions wouldégf taxed, amount to
more than the plaintiifs’, because, although
the expenses of their witnesses might be
more I had all the labor of preparing the
appeal books, which form a large item in
the Patterson case, and my clerks and my-
self had to devote a number of ‘evenings to
get the books completed in time.

This charge of $1,000 is, of course, in ad-
dition to Messrs, McPhillips & Williams
costs in the varions matters. They allow
me ‘* agency,”’ which they would not to the
corporation.

If your honorable body cannot pay me
this “year in consequence of shortness of
funds, I request that in referring my ac-
count to your successors in office you will
do. ;o with a-recommendation that it be
paid.

GOLD BLUFF MINE.

An Oregon Property in Which Victorians
Are Interested Will Pay Dividends
Next Month.

The Gold Bluff Mining Company, in
which a number of local men are inter-
ested, is expected to pay a dividend early
in January. 1he Gold Bluff property is
situate in the Excelsior mining district,
Douglas county, Oregon. It consists of
two claims, the Golden Bluff and ‘the
Golden Spear, and the quartz vein, which
is six feet wide, carries coarse gold.

All of yesterday was taken up in the
police court in listening to the continu-
ation of the preliminary hearing of tbe
criminal libel charge against Mr. Ian
Coltart. At aquarter past six the evi-
dence was all in, and Mr. Martin’s
argument for the defence concluded,
Mr. Caseidy’s remarks being reserved
until this morning, when the hearing of
the charge against Mr. W. C. Nichol
will also be heard.

Mr. Martin at the opening took ex-|
ception to the editorial in the CoroNIsT
of December 25 headed ‘‘ An Extracr-
dinary Course,” and claimed that it was
a comment on the matter before the

magistrate. It was improperinany case
that such a reference should be made,
and in this case it was indecent, ia view
of the peculiar position occupied by the
magistrate, bearing in mind that he
differed from any other judge in that he
could beremoved from the position he oc-
cupied by the government whose chief or-
gan attacked his client. Atthe same time
had he felt any fear of the magistrate be-
ing influenced by the article, he should
not have referred to it; but he knew
neither it nor anything elee will in-
fluence the magistrate in performing his
duty. In this particular case it was un-
fortunate that such an article appeared,
as the public might infer there was hos-
tility to the proper administration of
justice. The article plainly roeferred to
Mr. Coltart’s case, and (harzed that
there had been an attempted evasion of
responsibility on his part and an at-
tempt to make a scapegoat of another.
It charged the owners of the Province
with trying to escape from legal conse-
quences by technicalities, instead of by
justification. It was a cruel thing to
make guch a charge, as in the first place
the mouth of his client was stopped
from commenting upon the matter, and
in the second place the law
relating to criminal libel prevented
justification being shown in this court.
So far from trying to evade responsibil-
ity, the Province Limited Liability ad-
mitted the publication of the alleged
libel and was only too anxious to be
afforded an opportunity to justify it.
This could have been done in a civil
court, but the object of taking criminal
proceedings was to muzzle the press on
the subject till after the elections.

The article complained of by Mr. Mar-
tin read as follows, the parts particularly
referred to by him being in italics:

AN EXTRAORBINARY COURSE! T

When certain statements, for which libel
proceedings are now being carried on, were
printed in the weekly paper in which they
oriEinated, they were accompanied by the
declaration that they were made with a full
sense of responsibility. This declaration
added weight to them. It was all that
raised them above the merest Billingsgate.
When anyone makas grave charges and de-
clares his readiness tg stand by them, he is
entitled to have what he says regarded as
sincere, even if it may be grossly erroneous.
When, therefore, we find the periodical
that made the statements referred to with
such a flourish of trumpets, now seeking to
evade all responsibility, we are warranted
in assuming the that the bold words were
holiow, and were employed only to give
weight to something that otherwise would
not be waqrthy of a moment’s thought.
When a journal makes such a stafjement as
that above referred to, it invites prosecu-
tion; and the manly course under such cir-
cumstances is to waive all technicalities
and attempt a justification.

We do not care as a rule to make any ob-
servations having even an-indirect bearing
upon a subject of litigation, and wonld say
nothing now if a sense of public duty, did
not makeit compulsory. Are the public to
be treated to a repetition of what
has been going on in the police
court for the last day or two, or
are those who declared themselves yesponsible
for the articles complained of going to come
forward and take that responsibility? We ex-
press no opinion whatever upon the evi-
dence as. far as it has gone. To do that
would be highly improper. What we wish
to induce is a distinct avowal by the respon-
sible parties of their velation to the articie re-
ferred to and a manly acceptance of the conse-
quences. .

We shall have more to say upon this
point by and bye, but hope to be able to
chronicle that there has been no further
evasion of responsibility and that there will
be no attempt to make a scapegoat of any one
whose sole complicity in the transaction has
probably been to earn his salary by Sollowing
out as best he could the policy of hus paper.

Mr. Cassidy in reply to the couneel for
the defence said :

I may say that owing to absence from
Viectoria I had not seen the article in
question. My learned friend has no
status to make any motion to your
honor concerning it, nor your honor any
jurisdiction to entertain such a motion,
but I did not interrupt as I have no
wish to take that objection. It is an-
parent that the article cannot be ma-e
to bear the complexion attributed to ic
It is not directed against the attiruie or
position of Mr. Coltart, the accased in
this case, nor does it say anything to
the prejudice of his defence, but rather
the reverse. Mr. Coltart is evidently
the person referred to as the ‘‘ one whose
gole complicity in the transaction has
probably been to earn his salary by fol-
lowing out, as best he could, the policy
of his paper,” as to whom the hope is
expressed that he will not be made a
scapegoit by others [responsible, but
that they will avow their relation to the
article and take the consequences
in a manly way. Though not
a defence in law on behalf of Mr,
Coltart, who has been shown to be em-
ployed at $30 a month to perform his
duties on the Province, the contents of
the article is matter which one might
expect to have been put forward by his
counsel as showing the hardships of his
position. It is impossible that the arti-
cle can prejudice the case before the
court, at-all events the defence. .

The Magistrate intimated that he had
no jurisdiction to entertain any motion

with regard to the article, and therefore

Mr. Cassidy—Your silence ia not to be
taken as expressing condemnation of the

barticle.

Magistrate Macrae—Certainly not.
This being disposed of, Mr. Coltart
rose with a CorLoNisT in his hand and
commenced to address the court when
Magistrate Macrae reminded him that
hel could only epeak through his coun-
sel.

Mr. Martin, while having nothing to
complain of in the CoLoNIsT’s report of
the evidence on the 24th, said it would
appear from it that Mr. Coltart had said
that there had been no criticism of
Messrs. Tarner and Pooley in the Prov-
ince before the argicle charged. Mr.
Coltart must not be understood as mean-
ing that, but that there had not been an
attack on them before.

Magistrate Macrae remarked that
though the portions referred to had by
consent of both sides been dropped from
the written evidence, Mr. Coltart had
certainly used them, and he had himselt
referred to them at the time as the
probable reason of the course pursued by
Mr. Cassidy thereafter on cross-exami-
pation.

Mr. Cassidy expressed himself to a
gimilar effect as the magistrate, and the
ineident dropped.

Owing to Mr. Wolley, who was to have
given evidence, not being present, the
case was then adjourned till half-past
two; and in the meantime the charge
against Mr. Walter O. Nichol was read
and adjourned until this morning at 10
o’clock.

Mr. Clive Phillipps Wolley was re-
called by the prosecution in rebuttal of
statements made by Mr. Coltart in his
cross-examination. On the answers
given by Mr. Coltart being read to him,
Mr. Wolley said :

¢“] adhere to my original statement
that Mr. Coltart practically manazed
both concerns—the publishing company
and the newspaper—duriog the time I
acted as editorof the Province. Mr. Col-
tart is mistaken in stating that he had
no conversation with me as to the course
I should take in editing the paper. Mr.
Coltart did directly suggest to me that I
should make attacks upon individuals.
The fact is, the policy of the paper was
discussed very frequently, but he never
advised me definitely to attack anyoue.
It might be true that Mr. Coltart does
not write articles for the Province, but I
think he is mistaken in saying he
never contributed to the Province,
as I recollect a paragraph which
1 think was written by him.
As to whether Mr. Coltart with his own
hand ever revised editorial matter for the
Province I cannot say; but reading mat-
ter written by me for the Province while
I was editor has gone through Mr. Col-
tart’s hands and come back revised or
suppressed in accordance with his views
on such matters, expressed by him orally
to me.

¢ | wrote a paragraph for the Province
while I was editor on the subject of a
successor to Mr. Dewdney as lieutenant-
governor. The article Tame into Mr.
Coltart’s hands, and he afterwards in-
formed me that the suggestion which I
had made was in the opinion of the
directors, aud certainly of himself, con-
trary to the policy of the paper. Ac-
cordingly it did not appear. The words
England and English, which I had writ-
ten in many of my articles, did not ap-
pear in print. I went down one day and
asked about it in the printing depart-
- ment and was told—"’

Here Mr. Martin objected that what
Mr. Wolley had been told was hearsay
and not evidence. '

Mr. Cassidy maintained that Mr. Wol-
ley had a right to say at what conclusion
he arrived from something he had heard,
though what he had heard might not be
evidence.

The magistrate held it was right for
the witnees to_say if he pleased what
conclusion he arrived at.

Mr. Wolley then continued—‘‘ From
what I heard there, I concluded that Mr.

Questioned by Mr. Martin, Mr. Wol-
ley said: *“So far as I can judge by
what I saw, Mr. Coltart seemed to act as
manager.”’

In explanation of this, Mr. Wolley
added that he had seen Mr. Coltart re-
ceive work for the publishing depart-
ment and then ask the witness to give a
puff to the people who were giving him
the work.

There were two instances of this, Mr.
Wolley related. One was in regard to a
map which was given to the publishing
.company as work and which Mr. Coltart
asked him to write about.

‘* The other was about a porcelain pot
thing for salmon or cheeee, I don’t know
what, and I think I was told I should
have some of the potted salmon or
cheese; but ¥ did not get it,”’ said the
witness, laughing.

Mr. Martin (jokingly):

Mr. Wolly said it might have been
that he was out when the people had
called, and Mr. Coltart had simply
given him the message from :the adver-
tisers.

The witness knew nothing about the
minute books of the directors
of the company, or of their
bocks of account, or of their banking ar-
rangements, or of theiy relations as
landlord or tenant, or of their financial
arrangements,

Mr. Wolley, in explanation of his
statement that when he was editor of
the Province he knew that Mr. Coltart
practically managed both companies as
one concern and tkbat they were run as
one thing, said that he meant the word
¢ practically”” to govern both state-
ments ; for though he could not perhaps
prove 1t definitely, he felt in his own
mind that Mr. Coltart did manage both,
and he would bet all the money he had
in the world on the fact.

How could he say this, Mr. Martin
asked, in view of the fact that the wit-
ness knew nothing of the minute books,
or the financial arrangements connected
with the companies.

Mr. Wolley reiterated his belief, and
added warmly: ** One company is used
as a blind for the other to commit po-
litical assassination without any danger
of retort. There’s my belief ii you wishit.”’

Reverting to what Mr. Coltart had
wled the quarrel between him and Mr,

olley in reference to an article which
was inserted in ‘‘The Province’ iu
place of one written by Mr. Wolley, Mr.
Martin produced the proof of an article
written by Mr, Wolley.

The paragraph Mr. Wolley wrote, and
which did not appear, was as follows:

“ We regret to state that Mr. Scaife,
the editor of this journal has only come
back from California to go to the hospi-
tal and that Mr. Phillipps Wolley his
locam tenens has retired from his chair
on the ground that now the celebration
is over he has very little in common
with the political sympathies of this
paper. He has served one term but do
not go guietly in barness. We shal
have a petter man in his place next
week.,””

Mr. Wolley stated in reply to another
question that before and while he acted
us editor and at the present time he is
provincial sanitary inspector.

Mr. Martin with a file of the Province
epent some time in getting Mr. Wolley
to point out the namber of times** Eng-
land ”’ ana * English ”” appeared. This
was in reference to Mr. Wolley’s state-
ment previously that when he wrote
these words, “ Britain ”” and * British ”’
were often substituted for them. Mr.
Wolley remarked that in the Jubilee
edition he had been careful that no one
interfered with his articles, and that was
one reason why the English and,Eng-
land appeared. He also caught the
changes in the prooi and altered them
back to his own way. The witness took
the opportunity to state that he had not
been actuated by malice in giving his
evidence. He had no interest either
with the prosecution or defence, and ob-
jected to being styled a witness for the
prosecution.

When he had found that his editorial
had been altered he told the men in the
printing office to alter it at their peril,
for as long as he was editor he was going
to run the editorial department. He be-
lieved that Mr. Coltart told him that
complaint had been made about the use
of the words English and England. Mr.
Coltart might have eaid that the com-
plaint was made to Mr. Scaife and
that Mr. Scaife had given direc-
tione to alter it. The witness had fre-
quently asked Mr. Coltart his opinion
on editorial subjects, but it was not true
that Mr. Coltart had refused to give his
opinion; on the contrary, he expressed
his mind freely. Ms. Wolley had spoken
to Mr. Coltart abdut a Vancouver eorres-
pondent, but could not remember that
Mr. Coltart had told him it was an edi-
torial matter and that witness should
deal with it himself. However, what
action had been taken was by the wit-
nees alone.

*“ Did you not use some very Btrong
Jangnage in the interview in regard to
Mr. Dewdney?’’ was asked.

The witness admitted that he might
htave done 8o, but he had no recollection
of it. ’

“If I expressed my feelings,” he
added, ‘“about that thing, I faney
used extremely strong language.” .

As for quarrelling with Mr. Coltart
and not being on. speaking terms, Mr.
Wlolley had no recollection of any quar-
rel.

*“ Mr. Coltart was not a friend of
mine,” he explained. ¢ I worked in the
same office and he told me what to do,
but we were not friends. My wife did
not bow to his wife on'the street, or av
of that sort of thing.”’

Martin began his argument for the de-
fence, his address lasting three-guarters
of an hour. He referred to the fact in
opening that it was seven years since an
action of this kind had been brought in
in Western Canada, and held that
libels such as these were almost
invariably left to the civil courts.
He argued that Mr. Coltart had not been
ghown to have published the libel and
uoted a large number of authorities on
the law of libel. Mr. Coltart was not
the proprietor of the paper, and it had
been shown that he knew nothing about
the-alleged libel nor aided in its pub-
lishing in any way, but as soon
as he knew that there was ary-
thing wrong had taken immediate
steps to stop the sale of the paper. In
touching on Mr. Wolley’s evidence Mr.
Martin agreed that that witness did not
know what he was talking about when
he said the two companies were run 2s
one concern. The inference might be
drawn, though Mr. Martin disavowed
that he did so, that Mr. Wolley, being a
servant of the government, his evidence
might unconsciously be- tinctured with
feelings towards the prosecution. Mr.
Martin asked the magistrate to find that
the libel had not been brought home to
Mr. Coltart and to dismiss the charge
against him. .

Mr. Cassidy will give his argument
this morning.

Overland Route to the Yukon
Through the Interior of the
Provinee.

Adviece to Sealers to Aceept the
Award Money When They Can
Get 1t.

Y

To THE Ebpitor:—From the interest
awakened in all parts'of the world by the
rich placer diggings discovered on the
waters of the upper Yukon river, in Can-
adian territory,it is certain that a vast
crowd of gold-seekers will endeavor to
reach the Yukon as soon as possible. The
ordinary courses of travel will surely be
congested and thousands will have to try
other than the usual courses. We all have
heard of the almost insurmountable diffi-

culties of getting over the mountain range
from the sea by way of the Alaskan frou-
ties. We realize the advantage of the all-
British route from Glenora Landing to
Lake Teslin, but apprehend its advantuges,
however posidive, over the Alaskan routes
will not afford such access as will be needed
for the argonauts who, like the wild geese,
will swarm northward in the early spring.
Many of these will have to seek other
routes and find an overland way to
the Yukon; and besides such as may
be compelled to "turn aside from the,
routes indicated, there will be thousands
looking for a route over which they can
take pack animals from their own places
and thus convey their own stores inde-
pendent of the many transportation
schemes now proposed. Besides those
from abroad who will seek such a route,
there are all our own stockmen from the
interior, who look to the crowds rushing to
the Klondike as a market for their beef and
other food products. Under such condi-
tions it is very interesting to all such as
contemplate the northern trip in the spring
to know that there is an all-land route to
the Yukon through British territory.
From the mouth of the Quesnelle river to
Telegraph creek, twelve miles above Glen-
ora, on the Stickeen river, there has been a
trail since 1865, at which time it was built
by the Union Pacific Telegraph Company.
To the mouth of the Quesnelle fromn the
most available point on the Canadian Paci-
tic Railway is a splendid wagon road, over
which hundreds of teams are hauling
freight every day in the year. From
Quesnelle for hundreds of miles on
the road to the Yukon, in fact,
from point _to point. the traveller
is in a well-known mineral country of un-
guessed possibilities, but from what has
been known for years, and more particu-
larly brought to present notice by the re-
ports of Lan Wects and others, the pros-
pector, long before he reaches the Klon-
dyke, may find all be wants. At the pre-
sent time we can reach the mouth of Ques-
nelle over the wagon road .from Ashcroft,
from any point in Southern British Co-
lumbia. There is nothing needed to enable
all to reach Quesnelle. To this point the
country built the magniticent road which
we have enjoyed for the past thirty-two
years. It is long enough, broad enough
and hard enough to carry all the gold seek-
ers in the world. What should now be
done is to urge the government to at once
proceed to improve the trail from Quesnelle
to Glenora. To this purpose parties should
be started at once to bridge such streams
as can be handily bridged, and eongage
ferrymen to be ready to aid the early travel
over such streams, as it would take too
long to bridge. Then parties of axmen
should be sent forward to clear the brush
and such fallen timber as will be likely to
obstruct travel. A wagon road could be
surveyed, and preparations made to con-
struct latex on.

This work gone on with ot once and vig-
orously, would enable all the travel that
turned back from the Alaskan routes, all
the travel of the interior, all the stockmen
and packers with their cattle and trains to
traverse the length of the country, and this
wounld certainly lead to settle the country.
Everywhere there was an attractive spot
near .a mining camp there a settlement
would spring up. This is where the public
money should beexpended, from the mouth
of the Quesnelle to Telegraph Creek. It is
idle to ask the public to expend money on
any new road leading towards the mouth
of the Quesnelle for the purpose of reaching
the Yukon. Put all the public money out
on the trail above Quesnelle if it is spent to
assist the public of British Columbia to
reach the diggings. No attention should
be paid to the seltish vapourings of a few
new .comers, who cry out for the expendi-
ture of thousands of dollars on new roads
to reach Quesnelle. All the public money
used to reach the Yukon will only be used
for general provincial benetit by being ex-
penaed between -Quesnelle and Telegraph
Creek.

THE BEHRING SEA QUESTION.

To oaE Eprtor:—I am much pleased to
notice the nrmness displayed by the Do-
minion government in not yielding to the
many suggestions made by the United
States authorities in the matter of fur seal
fishing. The haste to override the regula-
tions agreed to by the arbitrators who met
in Paris is for the sole reason thatthe
United States did not have on its side all
the benelits arising therefrom, - Our sealers
have kept loyally to the conditionsimposed
by those regulations, and Great Britain, at
great expense and inconvenience, has tul-
filled her part in patrolling Behring Sea
with armed ships. .

When men .are to be found in congress
who ought from their position to havesome
commeon sense, bringing forward in a delib-
erarive assembly the childish, malicious
and impossible proposition to ‘‘ kill off all
the seals in the Pacitic,”” and when the
Tnited States authorities countenance and
suffer the cruel and barbarous expedient
evolved out of the fertile brain of Professor
Jordan, thatof branding the seals with a hot
iron, they forfeit all claim to co-operation;
and itis net teo much to express the hope
that neither Great Britain nor Canada will
give the smallest countenance or assistance
to a government which would tolerate such
a proposal and such barbarous acts as those
to which I have alluded. .
The finger of the Alaska Fur Company is
plainly visible in the bill now before con-
gress to prevent the importation of furseal
skins into the United States—allowingouly
those of the Alaska company. It will be
seen what a lucrative monopoly such a bill,
if it becomes law, will give the company.
This monopol{ will, however, injure the
people of the United States more than it
will those it is intended to injure—the Brit-
ish—by making them pay higher for their
furs.

Some of the statesmen of the United

lic believe the prohibition bill will force the
hand of the governments of Great Britain
and Canada, through pressure of the Lon-
don furriers; in that they will be disap-
pointed; those furriers are, as a rule,
wealthy, and can afford to wait until the
pressure of the United States public causes
the prohibition bill to be repealed, and the
fur monopoly brought to an end. Why
should the people of the States pay three or
four times the lor‘%dimu' price for furs to
tten a monopo
fa’l‘he claims I())fyt e United Statesto the
sole ownership of the seals in the North
Pacific is_a little more absurd than its
claims under the ** Monroe doctrine.” It is
to be hoped the British and Dominion pov-
eruments will stand firmly against any set-
tlement of an unjust or one-sided charac-

'te~. In my opinion the best course to
pursue woula be to let the United States
authorities arrange their own sealing ques-
tiun, and let Grea’ Britain protect her sub-
i’-‘cts in their legitimate pursuits on the
righ seas. Behrings sea has been declared
to be ‘“an open’’ sea, which gives all
nations equal rights outside the inter-
national three mile limit.

With regard to the award just made by
the Bebrings Sea Commission asdamages
to some of onr sealers for illegal seizure and-
other losses, I would strongly recommend
the sealers to accept the sum awarded—
when they can get it. I feel certain that
neither Great Britain nor Canada will feel
inclined to re-open the question or push it
further than it has gone.

FRANCE ALSO' SEIZING.

Believed to Be in Occupation of
Hainan and Holding the Cable -
for Secrecy.

Coincidence Indueing the Belief
That French and Russians Are
Acting Together.

Lo~pox, Dec. 31.—The Daily Mail has
received a message from Hongkong and
Tonq uin denying the French occupation
of the island of Hainan but it regards it
a8 morally certain that Hainan was oc-
cupied about a fortnight ago when Port
Arthur was occupied by the Russians.
The coincidence forces the suspicion that
Fratnca and Russia were acting in con-
cert.

A despatch to the Daily Mail from
Singapore, dated yesterday (Thursday),
says: ‘‘The news thatthe French had
occupied the island of Hainan was
brought here from Saigon, capital of
French Cochin China, on Tuesday, by
the French mail boat, Ernest Simon.
Before the latter left Saigon on the 25th,
French cruiser arrived with either
Admiral Bedellirio or letters from him:
to the French governor of Saigon. The
Ernest Simon was delayed for an hour
at Saigon in order to take the governor’s
despatches relating to the hoisiing of
the flag on the island of Hainan to the
French government.

The cause of the delay was only keown
to a few on the boat, but inadvertently
the secret was imparted to a French offi-
cere here (Singapore), who, not being
bound to secrecy, let the matter out. It
is believed that the French hold the
telegraph office at Hoikow and prevent
communication to Hongkong. The cable
between Haipong (Tonquin) and Saigon
is broken and under repairs and there-
fore it was impossible for Admiral Bedil-
lirio to telegraph the news of the seizure
of Saigon.

Admiral Bedellirio, with the warships
Bayard and Descartes, left Hongkong
on December 11. He called at Haiphong
on December 13 and attended the meet-
ing of the defence commitiee at Hai-
phong about that date, when the seizure
of the ieland of Hainan was decided
upon.

SIR ADOLPHE CHAPLEAU.

“ Really and truly it is destruction to
life and property, as we shall show. The
first is that the women go from home
to other places for immoral purposes, to
Fet_money or blanket, to give away, or pot-

atch, as ple call it. The second is taat
they sell their daughters to other men
as'soon as possible, sometimes 12 or 13
years old—marria%e they call it; the peo-
ple do not care so long as they get blankets
to potlatch with. And the the third is that
they hate each other so much because of
thelr trying to get one above the other in
rank, as it is according to how many times
they potlatch that they get the rank, and
to keep it too, if they could they would
even poison one another. Even now they
think they kill one another by witchcraft
with intent to kill, and they believe that
they do kill. A man does not care for any
relatives when the potlatch is in question.
The potlatch is their god; they wul sacri-
fice everything tq it; life- property, rela-
tives, children or anything must go for
him’ to be a tyee in the potlaich.

*¢ A man after giving a potlatch will sit
down, his chiidren too, without knowing
where he is going to get his food and clothes,
as he has given awafy gvergthing, and he
has borrowed half of if] which he has to
pay back double. And another thing is when
they are mad with one another, they will
break canoes or tear blankets or break a
valuable cogper, to shame their opponent.
Thepotlatch is one fight and quarrelling and
hating one another.

¢ And another is the desecration of the
dead. The hamatsa, or medicine man,
when he first comes from the woods carries
a dead body in his arms, grofessing to have
lived on such thin%f when in the woods,
and assoon as the hamatsa comes in the
house the other hamatsas all get up and go
and tear the body to pieces among them
like dogs; besides all this they bite the arms
of one another, and the other thing is that
when a man gets ill he thinks he1s witch-
crafted and then hi¥relatives will go and
take the dead body that they think he is
tixed with: they cut and mutilate it to_un-
do the work that they think has been done
to him. We have just heard of such a case
from Kurtsis, of a woman’s dead body hav-
ing been taken out and cut to undo the
work that they think has been doneto a
certain man. All these things are gure
facts, and we are prepared to.prove them
if need be, and we could tell ather evils, but
we are afraid of tiring the public. ’

THE: SPINKS. CHARGES

Interesting Evidence as to the
Hatehing of the Liberal De-
mand for an Inquiry.

Only One of the Aceusers Comes For-
ward and His Evidence
: Makes No Case.

(From the Grand Forks Miner )

On Tuesday December 21, the much dis-
cussed investigation into certain alleged
irregularities by His Honor Judge Spinks,
was held at Midway by the Hon. Mr. Jus-
tice McColl, of New Westminster. Alexan-

"der Henderson represented the department
of justice in placing the evidence before the
commissiouer, and Mr. Charles Wilson, Q.
C., acted on behalf of Judge Spinks. The
inquiry hinged on some letters to the Min-
ister of Justice written by Mr. Peter Mc-
Callum, of this city; a Mr. James H. Fal-
coner, of Victoria; Mr. James Kerr, of
Greenwood.

The commission in order to give the
fullest scope to the investigation, allowed
every latitude in the tendering of evidence,
and throughout the sitting, acted in a man-
ner which it left it open to the parties to
bring forward every possible fact which
could throw light on either side of the in-
quiry. Mr. Wilson, also, in behalfof Judge
Spinks, said he would not raise any objec-
tien to any evidence tendered.

Mr. Sidley’s evidence was, with two ex-
ceptions, based on charges. which he said
‘““nad been common rumor’” in the
whole country.” One of the exceptions
was as to the construction which the
judge, when trying the case, placed
upon a contract between two parties.

he other exception was Mr. Sidley’s own
case, a chax;fe of horse stealing, but of
which the judge acquitted him at the time.
Mr. Sidley’s complaint was that he had
been rather harshly treated in the matter
throughout and that in this, as well as an-
other case, the judge had manifested con-
siderable bad feeling towards him. There
were other charges of improperly granting
licenses, adjourning courts, and thus caus-
ing the public inconvenience. Among the
accusations, also, was one of ‘ standing
in’’ with certain rings.

Mr. Sidley was cross-examined at consid-
erable length by Mr. Wilson on the differ-
ent statements in the letter he wrote, but,
while standing by what he had written, Mr.
Sidley said that he had acted mainly in the
public interest and that it was from infor-
mation received from others, whose names
he was willing to_give in each instance,
along with knowledge of his own case, that
he had written what he had. He said he
had nothing against Judge Spinks person-
ally, beyond considering that the judge
had acted harshly in his(Mr. Sidley’s) case,
and he was very sorry to see that the peo-
Elewho weére so0 loud in their talk to him
ad not the courage to come forward and
give their evidence on the commission.
Mr. McCallum was the next witness. He
knew of one case wheré the judge postponed
court and there was a prisoner waiting trial.
As to his honor’s showing favoritism from
the bench, this statement was only made
from hearsay. Mr. McCallum said he
signed the letter to the Minister of Justice,
and on cross-examination admitted that it
was presented and read over to him in Mr.
Suttun, the lawyer’s, office in Grand Forks.
Mr. Falconer was present at the same time.
The sole intention of the witness in signin
this letter was that he took it for grante
that there must be something in the state-
ments it contained, and if so they should
be investigated. He took no pains toin-
quite into the truth of the statements him-
self, m:d‘éle al‘si: ad}t’ied that he had ntpthing
against the.judge, but simply was of opins
ion that his” honor should have an opJ;or-
tunity to clear himself of the charges made.
Mr. Lambly, Registrar of the count
court Osoyoos, and Mr. McMynn, at Mid-
way, gave evidence as to the postponing of
courts, showing that out ot some thirty
court sittings set, some nine had been ad-
journed,

Judge Spinks also gave evidence as to the
accusation that his decisions were grossly
unjust and illegal. He could safely leave
that to his record as shown by the results
of the appeals taken. The postponing of
the courts he showed was due to various
cause, some of them in compliance with the
request of counsel, one due to a serious
Ullness which he contracted at Rossland
and others due to bad weather, pressing
official and other public causes. His honor
also showed that out of all the appeals
made to him from the licensing boards he
had only granted one, .as he was always
governed by the opinion that, as magis-
strates were responsible for the order of
their districts, they were the best judges as
to a license being necessary in their local-
ity. He went into every statement of Mr.
Sidley’s letter, and, from the court note
books, explained to the commissioner the
circurnstances of the several cases men-
tioned by Mr. Sidleg. .

In answer to Mr. Sidley’s closing remarks
that he had nothing against Judge Spinks

ersonally, apd that there had been no col-
Fusion betweeén him, Mr. Sidley, and any-
one in setting up these charges, the com-
missioner said: ‘‘There is no suggestion
at all, Mr. Sidley, that you are act-
ing in collusion with any person.
The only observation I permit;myself to
made with reference to these gentlemen
who, in formulating complaints, rather
vague, but in very strong terms, is this:
It is not easy to understand, if they
thought it their duty to make the com-

ow they can reconcile’ with the exercise
of that duty their conduct in not
even answering the formal request made
for particulars of the charges; in not ap-
earing here, although the inquiry was
grought to their doors as nearly as pos-
sible, and in ignoring the commission alto-
gether. This is the only observation I
have to make.”

The commission then adjourned.

After the rising of the commission Mr.
McCallum went before Mr. Norris, J.P.
McMynn, registrar of county court andWMr.
Jacabs special correspondent of the News-
Advertiser, and made a statement to the
following effect, which was put in writing
and witnessed by the above gentlemen:
That the letter of accusation read at
the commission that day had been pre-
sented to him in Mr. Sutton’s office and
he hesitated in signing it, but Mr. Sut-
ton assuredihim that the other justice of
the district was making compilaint and
it would result in #n inquiry. Mr. Fal-
coner was present when this took place.
Either on that day.or’'a subsequent date
Mr. Sutton induced Mr. McCallum to sign
another letter addressed to Sir Wilfrid
Laurier. The purport of this letter was a
recommendation that Mr. Sutton be ap-
pointed the commissioner to inquire into
the charges.

On seeing Mr. Sutton he states that the
letter written to 8ir Wilfrid Laurier sug-
gesting that he be appointed commissioner
on the Spinks matter referred to in Mr.
McCallum’s declaration was written by a
Mr, Falconer in Mr. Sutton’s office, and is
evidently a mistake on Mr. McCallum'’s
part. r. Sutton further denies that he
wrote any of the letters sent to Ottawa
containing charges against Judge Spinks,
although ie admits that two of them were
written in his office. He further states
that proof of these statéments can be ob-
tained and will be forthcoming, and that
the position he occupied in the whole mat-
ter was simply as soiicitor for the parties

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GRIM GERMAN HUMOR.

Queer Proclamation of the Admiral
- Upon the Seizure of Kiao-
chou Bay.

Any Chinamen Ovbjeeting to This
Friendly Act to Be Be-
headed or Shot.

BERLIN, Dec. 31.—The German first-

class cruiser Kaiserin Augusta arrived
yesterday at Kiaochou bay.

The proclamation in Chinese issued
)y the German admiral upon the occa-
Bion of the occupation of Kisochou on
Noyembar 14 last, will be found inter-
esting reading. It reads as follows:

“ Yon Diederichs, commander-in-chief
of the Imperial German eastern fleet,
::iereby‘ issues the following proclama-

on:

“Be it known to all concerned that .I
have come in obedience to the commands
of my sovereign, H.I.M. the German
Em eror, who has instructed me to land
at Kiaochou bay at the head of my forces
and seize the said bay and all the islands
and depeqdencies thereof. Kaving per-
formed this duty it now behooves me to
mark out the _boundaries of the region
held by me, which are as follows. (Here
the boundaries are defined.)

‘“ The above noted places and the area
comprised within are to be held by the
German forces, until the case of the
murder of our German missionaries in
Shantung be settled.

‘“ In consideration of the above, there-
fore, I find it necessary to exhort

ou all, viz: the inhabitants of
singtao island and dependencies
thereof, to peaceably continue your

several avocations and avoid ~ lis-
tening to the words of the disrepu-
table and rowdy classes to create dis-
turbances. As a matter of fact Ger-
many and China have always been
friéndly and at peace, and formerly when
China was at war with J. apan, Germany
used her utmost efforts to rescue China
from her dilemma. This was to
prove our friendship as a mneighbor-
ing power. We are now here not to
enemies of China, hence you need not
hesitate and entertain suspicions abcut
us. Moreover, it will be the duty of the
Gen'nan officers to protect the law-abid
ing inkabitants of this plage in order to
preserve the peace. But if there be any
discontented characters who shall
endeavor to create disturbances,
they shall surely be dealt with
according to Chinese laws to the
extreme extent (i.e., beheaded—Transla-
tor). Further, if any German subjects
here be kiiled the murderers wili be
dealt with according the German mili-
tary law (i.e., shot—Translator). Hence
I consider 1t my duty to earnestly
exhort all to abstain from break-
ing the peace, and avoid resist-
ing whatever the German authorities
shall decide to do hereafter here. You
should calculate the exigencies of the
case, and you will see that you are too
weak to reeist. Not only will you find
it to be of no advantage to you, but you|J
will find that you will have invited ‘de-
struction upon yourselves.

‘‘Furthermore, be it Known that where
German troops shall be encamped, Chin-
eseofficials will still be permitted togoon | J
with their usual duties, But if in the|J
future these Chinese officials should re-|J
ceive orders from their superiors which
they should find beyond their powers, they
should communicate the circamstances
to the Gurman governor, General
Chu (?) or Brigadier-General T’sai (2).

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MONDAY, JANUARY 3.
1897.

To say that the year just closed has
been an eventful one is to speak tritely.
All years are eventful in thisera. But
1897 has been eventful in a wide sense
of the world. It has been surcharged
with incidents of tremendous interest at
the time of their occurrence and weighty
with inflaence upon the future. Whether
we look at honi:; over the Empire or to
foreign lands tife observation holds good.
Europe has throbbed under the action
of the great forces that have been at
work. Asia has felt their thrill.. Africa
has responded to them. America hasbeen
moved by them. New factors have en-
tered into political and commercial life.
The opening steps of new departures
made have been taken in more than one
direction.

- Naturally the first event of the year in
the memory of British subjects will be
the jubilee celebration. The echo of
the festivities has passed away, but their
effect will long remain. By them ghe
Empire has been knit more closely to-
gether and the nations have received a
‘needed demonstration of the vast
power of Britain and & her daugh-
ters. It is hardly necessary to say that
the history of the world will be
very different because of the gathering
in honor of the diamond jubilee of Her
Gracious Majesty. We think it can be
fairly claimed that this was, in its im-
mediatg and possible future influence,
the greatest event of the year.

The great political feature of the year
in continental Europe was the develop-
ment of what is called the concert of the
powers. A great deal of ridicule was
heaped upon the powers for their action
in the difficulties arising out of the Cre-
tan troubles and the subsequent col-
lision between Greece and Turkey; but
the impartial historian will admit that
svery remarkable thing was achieved.
It was the belief of diplomats thata
hostile shot fired anywhere in Europe
would set the continent in a blaze. Last
year established the fact that thereis a
force in Europe greater than any-possible
grouping of the powers for aggressive
purposes, namely, the concert of the
powers for the preservation of the peace.
A half century ago, the balance of power
was the shibboleth of statesmen. The
idea then was that the way to prevent
war was to keep the nations divided o
that none of them would feel strong
enough to venture on a career of con-
quest. The later idea is to unite the
nations as guardians of the peace. The
first experiment along the latter line did
notwork very smoothly, but in the end
it was successful. The result is that the
peaceof Europe restsupon a more secure
basie than it has for years, so far as
European issues are concerned.

Four incidents have contributed to
keep Asia prominently before the atten-
tion of the world during 1897, These
were: The famine in India, the bubonic
plague, the fighting on the Northwest
frontier, and lately the zeizure by Ger-
many of Kiao Chou and the events that
have followed it. The famine and the
plague, terrible though they were, have
afforded proof of the excellent results
that have followed from British rule in
that part of the world. The starving
millions were relieved and the plague-
stricken districts purified, not indeed
without some friction, but even that
‘only went to show how completely Great
Britain has India in hand. The uprising
on the frontier, while it has cost many
valuable lives, was a bieseing in disguise
to British rule in India, forit will greatly
strengthen the Northwestern frontier,
the only danger point to our dominion
in the East. The prestige of Brit-
ish arms has been enchanced in a
quarter where it will count for
much. Only a pasging reference need
be made to the recent events in China.
They are fresh in the memory of all
newspaper readers. Yet a word of com-
ment may be written. So far as can be
judged for from present indications, the
scene of activity and antagonism between
the great powers of Europe seems about
to be transferred from that continent to
Asia. Heavy clouds appear to be gather-
ing in the Orient, and they may at any
time break in a storm that will shake
the world. There is no way of measur-
ing the immense possibility of the events
now shaping themselves on the western
shore of the greatest of the oceans. In
China there is a vast horde of people in
a semi-lethargic condition. What may
rasult if they are aroused into action by
‘Earopean influence is beyond the power

of imagination. The year just passed
seems likely to be memorable, if for no

. other reason than thag it witnessed the
beginning of a new order of thinge in the
most populous portion of the world.

Turning to Africa, we find that the
march of events there has been by no
means sluggish. Here it has been a case
of Great Britain first and the rest no-
where. In the Nile valley, in the Niger
region, in South Africa the power of
Britain has been steadily advancing.

The year has witnessed the passing of
Kruger as a political factor. He still
holds the chief office in the Transvaal,
but he and the rest of the world have
learned that British suzerainty is more
than & name and that the Union Jack
must be supreme in that portion of the

once Dark Continent. There has been

1o one event in Africa that stands con-

@picuonsly out aboveall others ; but there

have been a8 great many of seemingly
equal importance, all ténding to estab-
lish the same fact, namely, that the fu-
ture of that great continent will be
chiefly in the hands of Great Britain,
and that its emancipation and civiliza-
tion are among the coming responsibili-
ties of the Anglo-Saxon race.

In America the event of the year was
the communication to the world of the
story of Klondyke, which will rank in its
effect with the discovery of gold in Cali-
fornia. As the latter gave birth to the
great Western Empire of the United
States, so the . former will give
birth to a new and equally
great Canadian Empire, where the
genius of British institutions will be
kept active in its best form. The tariff
changes in ‘Canada and the United
States will have a far-reaching effect,
and will probably lead in the course of
not a very long time to a reversal of the
fiscal conditions under which com-
merce has been conducted on this con-
tinent.

In South America the ‘most notable
events, regarded from this distant point
of observation, are the disappearance of
the Venezuelan controversy from public
attention and the promise that the point
in dispute will be settled in a manner
quite satisfactory to the parties to it;
also the appearance in a violent form of
a royalist movement in Brazil. The
year hag, however, been an exception-
ally placid one so far as that quarter of
the globe has been concerned ; aithough
the two incidents just mentioned can
hdrdly fail to greatly affect future de-
velopments there. British power will
become more strongly emtrenched than
ever on the southern shore of the Carib-
bean sea, while the shape taken by
events in Brazil has been-such that
European intervention in the affairs of
that country is by no means a remote
contingency.

From this hurried and necessarily im-
perfect review of the history of the year,
it will appear that 1897 has been memor-
able, not so much for what has actually
been done as for the foundations for
future action that have been laid. It
has been a year of great significence
rather than one of great deeds, one
whose influence will be felt more during
the next decade than during the trans-
piring of the incidents themselves.

Viewed from [the standpoint of busi-
ness 1897 is highly satisfactorv. For the
first time in a decade the dark cloud of
depression that has been hanging over
the civilized world shows signs every-
where of being lifted. There is activity
all along the line and in no place more
80 than in Canada. Indeed this has
been the banner year for the Dominion
in more senses than one. We shall not
on an occasion like the present make
any criticism of the offer of preferential
trade to Great Britain. Thatit was well
meant we may concede; that it has done
good we cheerfully admit. Hence it is
immaterial to inquire now whether it
wasg skillfully donme.. TUnquestionably
through it Canada received a prominence
that was both novel and gratifying. On
the heels of this came the great gold dis-
coveries on the Yukon and those in
Western Ontario, to which were added
the increasing production of Kootenay.
As though this were not enough, there
came a bountiful harvest with prices at
figures that secured the farmers a hand-
gsome reward for their labors. The con-
sequence has been that the eyes of the
world have bgen centered on Canada,
and the Dominion may be fairly said to
have entered upon a new and unprece-
dented era of expansion and prosperity.
Without essaying the roll of prophet, we
think one may say that, judging irom
the events of the past year, Canada’s day
has begun and that hereafter she will be
more widely and favorably known than
ever before, that population and wealth
will flow in and that our domain will all
over its vast area be the scene of new
activity and growing national life.

Our own province has shared in an es-
pecial manner in the bounties which
1897 had to bestow, Never did British
Columbia stand so high in the estima-
tion of the world a8 how; never did so
many people look towards it as the ob-
ject of their desires; never were its im-
perial possibilities so appreciated ; never
were its prospects so bright as on this
first morning of 1898, and most of this
splendid promise is due to what has
come about in 1897. Last year will be a
red letter one in the memory of the peo-
ple of this province.

We can well recall how different were
the feelings with which people took
leave of 1896. Few blessings followed
that twelvewmonth into history. It was
a year of disappointments. Men had
looked for a revival of timees, but had
looked in vain. There seemed no silver
lining to-the cloud of gloom. To-day we
all feel better. The pulse of humanity
beats faster, for hope is once more in the
ascendant. So when we wish all our
readers a Happy New Year, it is with a
feeling approaching certainty that they
will enjoy it. Magnificent prospects are
before us. Let us thank God and take
courage. If we build wisely and well
upon the foundations that 1897 has laid,
we will have cause to look back to it
with feelings of the profoundest grati-
tude.

A GOOD IDEA.

Mr. H. L. Roberts, of Ashcroft, in a let-
ter which we print to-day, makes a sug-
gestion that is worth considering. He
expects that there will be a large return
tide of travel from the Yukon, and very
justly says it is desirable to induce as
much of this as possible to shape its
course to interior British Columbia
pointe. For this purpose a good trail
southward from the Stickeen would be
of great service. It wdtild be the means
of leading very many persons to work
their way down into the good country
lying between Cariboo and Cassiar,
where there is undoubtedly much land
fit for.settlement, a great deal of grazing
land and a large area containing precious
metals.

We hope the government will see its
way clear to doing something in the
direction indicated. The CorLonisT has
discouraged the idea of constructing a
wagon road between the Fraser and
Telegraph Creek, because the cost
seemed out of all proportion to the ex-
pected results; but it has always favored
such steps as would reopen the trail
where it has grown up during the time
it has been unused. If any miners care
to try to make their way to the Yukon
by such a route we ehall not say a word
to prevent them. We cannot advocate
such a course, for we do not regard it as
advisable; but we are heartily. in sym-
pathy with any plan which will lead to
the settlement of the interior of the
province, and that proposed would be
very likely to do so.

It is very clear that a trail will be
needed by the cattle men. For early
shipments, much the better plan will be
to send the animals down to the Coast
and up to Telegraph Creek by water,
from which point they can be slowly
driven across to Teslin Lake; but no
doubt, for the purposes of the fall mar-
ket, it will be found profitable to drive
them upall the way from the ranges. As
many thousands of people will winter on
the Yukon another year, the demand
for beef will be great, and we may feel
sure that some means will be devised to
get it to them. This year we have all
been taken more or less unawares; but
if there had been any way of getting

hay and other feed for horses
along the Hootalinqua, there is
little doubt that a sled road

could have been kept open as far as the
junction of that river with the Lewis.
A former resident of New Brunswick,
who has been over the country between
Telegraph Creek and the Lake, was
usked about the practicability of making
a winter road there. He replied: ‘‘ Give
me a party of New Brunswick lumber-
men and I will undertake to open a good
sled road for horses in three weeks.”
There will be an effort, and doubtless 4
successful one, to deal with the question
of winter transportation on the Yukon
next season, and this will mean that a
great amount of beef, driven north dur-

ing the summer and slaughtered at the
Lake at the beginning of cold weather,
will be sent into the mining camps.
This will render a good trail from Hazle-
ton to the Stickeen a very valuable
thing. It follows also that men who go
into the northern part of the province
and look up chances to cut hay in places
from which it can be got to the msio
bighway of travel, will be certain
of making a good deal of money.

MR. SIFTON ON

Sifton, with a refinement of cruelty es-
sentially Canadian in its character, has
raised the objection, first, that no relief
is needed, and next, that if it is, what
reason is there to suppose that the
United States can get goods in where the
Canadian government has so far failed.
The mistake, which Mr, Sifton very nat-
urally makes, is that he omits to take
into consideration the settled conviction
entertained by some of our neighbors,
that they can accomplish things that are
impossible to the rest of the world. He
omits to reckon upon the dynamic force
of a resolution of congress. If he would
stop to think he would remember how

Tthe atrocities in Armenia yielded before

such a resolution, and how bloodshed in
Cuba was checked by the same inexpen-
sive procedure. If so much could be
done with the Sultan and with Spain,
why cannot the rigors of winter be ban-
ished from the Yukon by the same
means? We remember how Hannibal
Rumpit montes aceto,

and why cannot Secretary Gage thaw
out the snows of the passes by the breath
of congress? There is enough of it, cer-
tainly, to thaw out anything, and it is
hot enough sometimes.

We should be sorry to see Canada dis-
courage anything like a bona fide effort
to alleviate real suffering in the Yukon
valley, but we take very little stock in
the spectacular proposition under con-
sideration, which resembles, indeed, a
page from a comic opera. It is like one
of the fanciful projects one might expect
from Sir Joseph Porter, K.C.B., or Said
Pasha. It is like the dream of a child
who has been looking over a lof of
Christmas supplements representing

Santa Claus with his flying reindeer and
heavily laden sleigh.

OUR MEMBERS PROTEST.

Victoria’s represe-;-htim in the House
of Commons have sent to the Minister of
Customs the following telegraphic mes-
sage:

““Hope yon will not allow American
government to send relief to Klondyke,
as Canada is quite capable of taking care
of her own possessions. If expedition
allowed we must urge that their supplies

be purc! in Canada or else duty
charged on same.
(Signed) E. G. Prior.

Tros. EARLE.”

We think this action will meet with
the approval of the people of Victoria,
who regard the proposed relief expe-
dition as an exhibition of sensational-
ism, designed for the purpose of accentu-
ating the false impression already
sufficiently widespread, that the Yukon
gold mines are in Alaska.

The men who are promoting this relief
have no private information as to the
needs of the miners, or as to
the feasibility of  their  relief
plans. They are the same people
who have been advertising in
every newspaper, every hotel, every
railway office and in every other con-
ceivable way that Klondykeis in Alaska,
and that it is not necessary to pay
duties on United States goods going
there. Permit the American govern-
ment to send in a relief expedition, and
forthwith they will publish the fact to
the world as additional proof that it is
useless to go to Canadian cities to outfit
for the Northwest.

The Canadian government will be in
the highest degree culpable if it does not
at once put an end to the farce now be-
ing played in the name of humanity by
the advertising department of the
United States government. Our self-
respect as a people will be violated if we
consent to any such proposition as has
been made. The people of Canada have
no money to throw away; but they will
spend their last dollar before they will
consent to appear before the world as
unable to relieve a few peopl? in dis-
tress.

ToroxTO, Dec. 30.—R. G. Dun & Co.’s
weekly statement of tradé in Canada
says: * The turnover has been unusu-
ally large the past three months. Confi-
dence has been fully restored and mer-
chants are happy. The trend of prices
has been upward and profits were eatis-
factory, Woolen s have ruled firm
and manufacturers are busy. A further
advance has taken place in outeide mar-
kets for sugars, and the local market is
likely to advance any day. Railway
traffic is good, with receipts larger than
last year,

Remittances are good owing to the
fact that farmers have had an unusually
profitable season. In consequence of
Ower prices the past few days in Britain
and the United States wheat in Ontario
is weaker, ’

Money continues unchanged, call
loans are still quoted at four per cent.,
and prime commercial paper is die-
counted at six per cent. The feature in
specnlation is the activity and higher
prices for Toronto railway shares, which
are being bought chiefly by Montreal.
There is a little better market also for
cable, while Canadian Pacifics and
Grand Trunks were weaker.

There has been a continuance of the
activity in holiday trade at Montreal
80 generally reported by the retailers
Ias_t_ week, as most of our French Can-
adian citizens do their present-giving on
New Year’s day, and, all indications
would fully warrant the belief that the
aggregate of sales is more satisfactory
than for several years past.

The hardware trade held the annual
meeting this week, at which it was de-
cided to restrict credits to four months,
instead of six months in some lines as
heretofore, and to allow three per cent.
discount for cash.

The notable features of the week with
regard to values are a further advance of
an eighth in sugars, also an advance in
molasses, whilein canned goods there is
evidence of greatly strengthening values.
The failures for the week were 21
against 39 for the same week last year.
