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THE QUESTIONS OF THE HOUR.

There are two great issues, from a pro-
vincial standpoint, now before the electors
of Ontario who are so soon to vote in a
federal election. One is the boundary
award ; the other the river and streams
bill. For the non-ratification of the first
and the disallowance of "the second, those
Ontario members of parliament who voted
as Sir John Macdonald told them, when
these issues came up, are responsible to the
people of this province. They cannot shift
the responsibilitys/elsewhere. They be-
trayed their province at their party
leader’s call. They obeyed the behests of
party; they ignored the promptings of
loyalty to their province and fidelity to
their constituents. For this want of
loyalty and for this breach of trust every
man of them should be punished. No man
who voted against the ratification of the
boundary nwar&, especially, should be re-
turned to parliament again. He ought not
to have the face to come before peeple
whom he has betrayed.

Moreover, the boundary question is cer-
tain to come up again. - Therefore, who-
ever goes to -~parliament from Ontario
should be prepared to take the Ontario
view of this boundary question. For, i
Ontario men do not -look after Ontario’s
interests in the confederation, depend upon it
no one else will. If then any man
now appealing to the people of Ontario re-
fuses to pledge himself to do his best, if
elected, to secure the ratification of the
award of asolemn arbitration, then let him
go; punish him by rejection for refusing to
stand by the rights of his province He,
too, is prepared to sacrifice Ontario in the
interests of his party.

But you say there is another great issue,
namely, the tariff. Shall the fiscal policy
adopted by the people of Canada by an
overwhelming majority in 1878 be continu-
ed in principle, perhaps improved in its de-
tails, or shall it be wiped eut? We say
yes, there is such an issue before the people,
and they will vote onit. Well, then,
you 8say can a man vote on
these two great questions, the boundary
and the tariff, and take the popular side in
both, seeing that oune of the two parties
favors one and the other party the second ?
Now we have got right down to the hard-
pan of it. There are two great issues be-
fore the people of Ontario—the boundary
award; the national policy. The first is
upheld by the reform party ; the second is
championed by the conservatives. The
popular view on both these questions is
that the boundary award shounld be ratified
and that the national policy should be
continued. But neither party dppears to
take the popular view in its entirety ; each
party takes half. But unfortunately a
voter can not halve his vote. And : .. he
wishes to put it where it will do most good.
How is this to be effected ? That is the
question that must come home to the great
majority of the voters of Ontario. The
majority of them we hope, we know,
are independent men, men who have the
nterest of  their
tare of their country, at heart.

There are t¥o ways of securing the vin-
dication ofthe popular view on these two
paramount issues,

First, the independent voters can compel
either party to relinquish its hostile posi-
tion on whichever of these questions it op-
poses ; compel the conservatives to pledge
themselves to yet ratify the boundary
award : or the reformers to pledge them-
selves to leave the teriff alone in principle.
In another article we shall discuss the
probability of either party modifying its
position on either of these issues.

The second course is to bring out inde-
pendent men as candidates, men who take
the popular view on both these questions,
men who favor the development of Cana-
dian industries and who shall insist on the
ratification of the boundary award. It is
not too late to biing out such men. If
they were put up in thirty constituencies
and twenty of them were elected the
country would be saved. Twenty inde-
pendent men could control the next house.
Let the people ponder over this view of
the question.

DR.MULVANEY AND THE UOL ORED
RACE.

To THE WoRLD : Dr. Mulvaney’s letter
on the subject of the ‘inferiority” of tte
colcred race does credit neither to his head
nor his heart. His logic is that, because
the negroes in Africa and those who,
though emancipated from slavery in the
West Indies, had nothing else done for
them, have never originated anything
beyond the condition of contented savagery
in which it is found to-day, therefore they
are incapable of anything else. Any uni-
versal negative is neutralized in its force
by one affirmative proof - to the contrary.
Dr. Mulvaney’s acquaintance with the
church of Englaud in which he, I believed
once ministered, ought to have reminded
him that Dr. Crowther, a bishop of the
Anglican church, laboring on the west
coast of Africa, is a full-blooded - African
negro, formerly a slave, and one who was
never exposed to any Americanizing in-
fluences. His intellectual powers are at
least as good as those of many a white cler-
gyman in the Anglican communion. The
same may be said of the native clergy, his
coadjutors. He ought also to remember
that the bishop of Hayti, Protestant Epis-
copal, is of the same ‘color with no admix-
tureof white in his compposition yet this
bishop was one of those selected to preach,
and did preach a more intellectual sermon
in Westminster Abbey at the last Pan-
Anglican conference in London. In the Unit-
ed States the colored Methodist Episcopal
bishops are men of mark, as are many of
their clergy and of the Roman and Angli-
can colored priests.. The Jubilee singers
point to another departure in colored life
and a visit to the Fisk university would
convince even Dr. Mulvany of the falsity
of his promises. He instances the aborigi-
nies of this continent as examples to the
contrary of a superior race though barbar-
ous., But given the same climatic condi
tion, what would have been their state ?
Uncivilized they are blood-thirsty epough
even in their native plains—as witness the
massacres and atrocities of which they have
been guilty. Take the Hindus or the Mon-
golians, with all their ancient civililation
and education, are they ome whit less
heathenish, cowardly or blood-thirsty than
the ancient African ? Are not the heathen
Chinese more filthy and loathsome
and wunpatural in  their  sensuality
than any negroes? Where  then
does the race inferiority come in? Give
the negroes christian education and they
are in every respect as fine types of hum-
anity as the races to which I have already
alluded. I say as the white men them-
selves to whose vile influence, tyrancy
and bad example are really due the non-
natural vices of the, negro as shown in a
state of slavery or of recent emancipation
by masters, whose only aim was to treat
them as chattels, and whom, when they had
to free them, they did their best to keep
under and to outrage in their dearest feel-
ings and to clog the highest aspirations of
their souls.

A JEW ACQUITTED OF BLASPHREMY

Upen to Bring Agalnst Him.
(From the New York Sun.)

Wolf Hirsch Rosenstrauch, a Jew, of
Newark, was tried in the Paterson, N. J.,
court of quarter sessions for blaspheming
the name of Jesus Christ.

Gottfried Deutschle testified that on the
second Tuesdey in February the defendant
blasphemed the name of Christ in his
(Deutschle’s) store in Main street, Newark,
The witness described the blasphemy asa
reflection on {Christ’s ‘puternity. He said
there was a voice within him that told
him, as ‘a good Catholic, he ought not to
allow the name of Jesus Christ to be abused,
and he would not stand by, as the Jews did
of old, and hear Christ and his
mother blesphemed.  He thought it his
duty to bring this irreverent Jew to punish-
ment. He felt sure that, as of old, the
Jews would' pérsecute him for this, but
even the fear of that was overcome by the
voice within him calling upon him t3 do
his duty, Rosenstrauch had come into his
store and remarked on the number of people
going to church, and added, ““Oh, that is
all stupid work,” following up. that ex-
pression with the blasphemy complained of.
On cross-examination, Deutschle admitted
that he was once convicted of muraer in
the old country, but added that he was
innocent, and had been made to suffer for
another man’s crime. He had been in
prison for some time before he came to this
country.

Mrs. Deutschle corroborated the testi-
mony of her husband, but on her cross-
examination she admitted that Rosenstrauch
refused to give them credit for gentlemen’s
farnishing goods. She was shocked at the
language used by Rosenstrauch, but still
she asked him for credit afterward, never
imagining that her husband was going to
make the charge he did.

Several witnesses testified that Mrs,
Deutschle had told them that she ‘did not
hear the obuoxious language used at all,
It was also testified that the complainant
had made numerous inquiries as to the
wealth of the defendant. The defendant
himself testitied that he had such a great
regard for Christ as amoral teacher that it
would be impossible for him to usc the
language imputed to him. He thought the
accusation was made against him- because
he refused ‘Deutschle any further credit
for goods, the latter having tried to de-
fraud him out of a previous bill:

Samuel Kaliseh, in summing up for the
defeuce, said that the Jewish people had
great respect for Jesus Christ, and that the
Jews felt flattered that one of their rice
should be venerated by the entire christian
world.

The jury, after being out only a few
minutes, returned with a verdict of mnot
guilty.

THE PRICE OF LAGER,

Another Large Meeting of the Retall
Liquor Trade of the City Yesterday.

There was another large meeting of th;
retail liquor trade in Germania hall yeater-
day afternoon, with Mr, Wm, Armstrong
presiding. The meeting was called for the
purjiose of hearing a report from a commit.
tee appointed at a previous meeting, who
were to confer with the brewers of the
city anent the price of lager beer. A full

report of the first meeting, and also the
circuler sent out” by the brewers to The
retail liquor dealers was puplished in the
World of last Tuesday.

The retailers’ committee met the brewers
in the Walker house yesterday morning
and had a lengthy conference. The brewers
receded a step from their first decision and
offered a disconnt of five per cent to the
retailers in lien of the former privileges,
viz., discounts, free ice, taps,
vents, refrigerators, etc. The decision
of the brewers was laid before the meeting
yesterday afterncon, and the feeling was
almost unanimous that five per cens, dis-
count was not enough to offset the free ice
and other appliances and the losses sustained
in handling lager beer. A long discussion
took place, and the subject was thoroughly
gone mto. The disadvantages of bringing
lager from other cities were fully set forth.
Some of the speakers did not want to
handle the beverage at all while others
maintained that they could not carty on a

“first-class business “without selling " lager.

Finally a motion was carried that if the
brewers did not consent to grant a discount
of at least 8 per cent. that on and after
Monday morning next the retail liquor trade
woiild not handle their lager at all.

A bond was drawn. up obligating every
man in the room to the extent of $50 if the
provisions of the bond were vioiated, A
committee was also appointed to wait on the
brewers at their meeting this morning and
inform them of the stand the retailers had
taken. = And so the matter stands,

CAPITAL AND LABOK.

The Great Coal Strikes In Waryland -The
Michigan Lambermen Affairs at
Cahoes.

CuMBERLAND, Md., May 26.—The au-
thories have been  notitied that the coal
companies will next week import new labor
to take the places of 8000 strikers, and the
county will be held responsible for damage

done to property of the companies should a
riot ensue. Three hundred new miners are
assembling in Baltimore, to be accompanied
here by a heavy guard of special officers,
A large force of carpenters, guarded by
officers, will erect buildings at Eckhardt
mines to accommodate 1000 men. Trouble
is anticipated. The governor will order out
the militia if necessary.

Detrorr, May’ 26.—A Muskegon dis-
patch of last night says the strike is ended.
At a very stormy meeting of the laborers’
union this afternoon it was resolved that
the members are released from * all obliga-
tions, and can work as long and at any
price they choose. Nearly 300 men are
working on the booms to-day, fifty of them
old hands. The others will go to work in
the morning. All the mills will start up
next week,

Conoes, N. Y., May 26.—At a mass
meeting of four thousand Harmony mills
operatives to-night, correspondence was
read showing that financial aid has been
promised by the amalgamated labor union.
The unanimous sentiment favored continu-
ing the strike until the notiee of reduction
was rescinded. The Harmony mills man-
agers are equally obstinate and there are no
signs of an immediate sottlement, The
loss of wages to the present exceeds
$100,000.

CLEVELAND, May 26.—A mass meeting
of 2000 workmen was held here to-night.
Speeches were made anl a hearty support
of the striking miners was promised.

The issue, as stated by both parties, is on
the merits of the tariff ; and the decision
must of course be o its general merits.
Mr. Blake reminds us that the present
tariff has increased the rate of taxation, It
was absolutely necessary to raise more
reveuue. When the party now”in power
said they would reform the finances without
adding to the taxes, they proposed what was
impossible ; but in restoring the equilibrium
between the revenue and the expenditure,
they did, it must be admitted, a statesman-
like and necessary thing, During the week
there was announced the formation of a
national party, containing some prominent
names in Toronto. This party declares the
tariff a dead issue. Its members are all
without exception, we believe,
advanced rcformers. The leading organs
of the. reform party do not accept
this view ; while Mr. Blake says, in effect,
that manufacturers have nothing to fear
from a change of government. The party
of which Mr. Blake is the recognized leader
is not at ove on this question. The nation.
alists are ouly a wing of this party ; they
declare themselves for the first time and set
up a platform on the eve of an election.
I'bis is not the way to win confidence. If a
néw party is to announce a new policy, it
should be done deliberately when the only
object of the move plainly is to make the
new views prevail, by force of reiterated
argument. That the opposition shows a
divided front on the tariff question con-
eerns the genecal public only so far as the
effect is to create a doubt asto their real
position and what may be the result of a
change of government. There are advocates
of the national policy who are very decided-
ly in earnest, and they desire to know ex-
actly where they stand. They believe
that safety is to be found only on one side,
and in that side they put their trust. They
sec this broad fact, that one side supports
the tariff and she other spposes it ; and they
believe that theexceptions may betray a fear
that a lost cause is being sdhered to at
the risk of defeat.

At is too late for any party now to change
its position on the tarifi. No eleventh
hour conversion wili be of saving efficacy.
On the whole, the tariff policy will be de-
cided manly on the old lines. The public
only acts on broad general views. Mr.
Blake arraigns the taviff on the ground that
it is not perfec Here he can count on an
easy victory. He savs it is defective, and
this few will deny ; he says it ‘« unjust,
and it some details this also is tiue. But
the public does not expect theoretical per-
fection ; it can overlook minor defects in
connection with a scheme which hss the
merit of having reformed the finances, and
it will decide whether the particulars in
which the tariff is uojust are sufficiently
weighty to counter-balance the general re
sults produced—the raising of adequate re-
venue and the encouragement afforded to
native manufactures.
