I have
not the slightest idea why Mr. Barber shot
bimself, excépt that he may have been suffer-
ing from temporary insanity. We were mar-
ried last Wednesday evening at Niagara
Falls. After we were married we put up
at the Prospect House for the night. Mr.

* Barber was very careful not to register me at

the hotel as his wife until after we were mar-
ried. ' Thursday wo left the Falls and came to

‘orunto. We arrived in this city at 12.40 on

riday morning (by the late train) and came
straight to this house, Thas is the reason
Mr. Barber did not go to his hotel. He left
me about 9.30 Friday morning to attena to
some business. That is the last I saw of him.
Before going out he wrote a letter to his
mother—[‘here is is,’ said Mrs. Barber, dis-
playing 1t}—and one to Mr. Eyre, the father
of his gut wife. The letter to Mr. Eyre was
only half finished and it spoke of domestic
troubles at home.”

parents at Whitby. ‘Bredin’s father is a
clergyman, and is said now to be in the neigh-
borhood ~ of Alliston. When Bredin married
Mary Hill he was & teller in the Whitby
branch of the Ontario Bank. Dissipation and
irregular habits lost him his situation, and he
and his wife separated, she aoccusing him of
cruelty and he her of infidelity. Mra. Bredin,
about five years ago, came to Toronto and be-
came an wmate of lla Howard’s irregular
resort in Teraulay-street. She afterwards
moved to' No. 104 . Richmond-street
West, with Miss Howard, where she
remained for, a time. About: three
ilu" ago she opened a house of assignation at

o, 180 Adelaide-street west, For 2§ years
she kept this place so guiet that even the
poliea did nut know of -its existence. In the
directory she deacribed herself asd music
teacher. She is highly educated in music and
speaks three or four languages.

W hen
Barber left No. 17 Windsor-street at 9.30
on Friday morning last he made calls on
Risley & Kerrigan and Wm. Thomson & Co.,
both of these firms being customers of his.
Whether he learned anything abous the past
record of his new wife at either of these places
The World does not know, but he apparently
dropped across a Exeee of information thas
almost took his breath away. Apparently
some friend told him'all, and he immediately
left the city, taking his revolver with him.
As the Bridge he became 30 remorse-stricken,
it is thought, that he blew his brains] out. 1t
is now known that cn the way to the Falls he
acted like a person bereft of reason. He
distorted his features apd made grimaces con-
tinually. :When he paid his bill at the Queen’s
he appeared very much off and seemed to be
suffering intense mental pain.

Mrs. Bredin did not appear, when talking
to the reporter, to realize that she had placed
herself in an awkward position. Her first
husband is alive and living in Toronto, Some
doubt was expressed about the legality of the
New York (State) marriage, but Burber hini-
self apparently bad né-doubt abous it,~ His
pistol settled thit point.

Mr. McGaw said last evening that he was
the present custpdian of the remains of Bar-
ber and he would centinue to act as such until
he was further advised from England.

The Irish ‘‘mar-
tyrs” were eulogised and cheered, and “‘Bal-
four the tyraut of to-day who is not tit to wipe
the Parnellite’s boots” was denounced and
hooted. At length the Hon. Senator depicted
the weakness and humiliaticn of England, her
snubbing by America, aud hcw Ireland is and
will be a thorn in Britain’s side till justice be
granted to Ireland. KEloquence and poetry
adorned his oration.

Father Egan made an effective and bumor-
ous speech, replete with Irish characteristics.
He told from experience of *‘ the distressful
country,” aud brought down the house by
stating that English nalevolence would not
stop at ascriging the Whitechapel murders to
Parnellism! ¥ A strong point in his speech
was that the Catholic eclergy in Ireland did
more to promote peace than the army of the
Royal Irish Constabulary.

Patriots Bryan Lynch and Patrick Boyle
came up to their oratorical record, and what
further need be said? The meeting adjourned
with cheers, which will be ranewed again on
Friday nighs.

Conjugal infelicity in its most repulsive
form was brought up at Osgoode Hall for the
Chancellor’s decision yesterday in Martin v.
Martin. The action was entered by Iola Mar-
tin against her husband Philip, a retired pork
butcher of Hamilton, who is at present resid-
ing in this city, for alimony. The wife charg-
ed that she had to leave her husband on ac-
count of his numerous infidelities, more ese
pecially in conneotion with irregular resorts.
