Montreal Men So Express Themselves —

Mr. Foster States Any Changes Made 
Will Be For the Benefit of All.

Ottawa, April 28.—A good many people 
have a wrong impression of the objects of 
the tariff reform enquiry just closed at 
Montreal, said Hon. G. E. Foster. They 
have an idea that it is being conducted in the 
interests of manufacturers.

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A Motion That Aid, Lamb, Shaw, Orr

nod Lynd and Mayor Fleming Hand
in Their Resignations Defeated by a
Narrow Majority — An Enthusiastic
Meeting In Brockton.

Surpassing even the expectations of the 
promoters was the attendance of ratepay­
ers at a meeting held last night at the cor­
ner of Brock-avenue and Dundas-street, 
When Ex-Aid. James Hunter took the 
chair and called the meeting to order.

After a call for the minutes of last meet- 
f ing had been appeased by the chairman’s 
declaration that, as this meeting 
simply an adjournment of the discussion 
which took place a week ago on a motion 
offered by Mr. Pocouk, no minutes were 
necessary, he 
marks of the 

•-Yum stamp, and incidentally scored 
Mr. H. H. Cook for his opposition to the 

x rolling mills scheme. He sailed into the 
aldermanic representatives from the Sixth 
Ward for failing to attend the meeting,

' but the effect of hie attack on constituted 
dignity was somewhat marred by the sub­
sequent appearance of Aid. Beil and 
Maloney.

He asked the secretary, Mr. B. Frank- 
land Evoy, to read the resolution in ques­
tion. It dealt principally with the rolling 
mills site and urged tho establishment of 
manufacturing industries along Humber 
Bay, as it is not fit for any other purpose.

On this motion the meeting was fairly 
unanimous. Mr. John N. Blake, secretary 
of the Toronto Advancement Association, 
detailed at some length the efforts he and 
his association had made to secure the 
establishment industries in the city. The 
meeting was in a somewhat disorderly 
mood when he began, and was 
rude enough to applaud vigorously, 
when he announced his intention of leav­
ing the meeting if a hearing was not ac­
corded him.

He complained that the. representations 
of his association to ths City Council had 
been practically disregarded and that not a 
dollar of public money had been placed at 
the disposal of the association, or even of 
H. W. Bell’s eub-committee, to hire a cab 
to take prospective investors to view eli­
gible sites. He bitterly lamented the 
apathy of the Mayor and council in the 
matter, and urged on the meeting the 
necessity of prompt and vigorous action.

After the defeat of an amendment to con­
sider the motion seriatim the main motion 
was adopted by a large majority.

Then came a motion by Mr. Pocock 
condemning the action of Mayor Fleming, 
Aid. Shaw, Lamb, Lynd and Orr, for op­
posing the rolling mills, and requested these 
gentlemen to hand in their resignations 
forthwith.

Then the discussion became acrimonious. 
Aid. Bell was appealed to to come to the 
relief of his colleagues in the council, but 
declined to say anything, on the ground 
that it would be improper for him to dis­
cuss the action of the council.

Finally the motion was put and declared 
lost by the chairman, but to those on the 
platform it seemed a very even vote.

The indefatigable Pocock had by this 
time prepared another motion condemning 
the proposal to locate a swimming bath on 
the site of the old Parkdale waterworks. 
H.- A. Beil strongly supported the resolu­
tion and denounced the swimming bath id 

Yis simply a dodge to head off his committee 
from having the lot as a site for manufac­
turing purposes.

He brought down the house with a dec­
laration that if they w oil Id only strengthen 
the hands of those who~rm the council had 
fought for the rolling, mills he would» 
yet have the rolling mills on that site or 
some other industry of à similar nature.

Those who had opposed the mills were 
mainly men who bought their groceries 
down town and spent little money in 
Parkdale, and their opinions were not en­
titled to much consideration.

The resolution was carried and copies of 
it and the preceding resolutions will be sent 
to the City Council.

Another turn of the crank evolved a 
third resolution from the ever-fertile Po­
cock. This time he wanted the meeting 
to express its disapproval of Mayor Flem­
ing’s proposal to pay $35,000 for Grenadier 
Pond.

“We have it now,” yelled Mr. Charles 
Chamberlain. “What do we want to buy 
it for?”

Aid. Maloney and Bell, however, thought 
the city might do worse than buy it, but 
the resolution was carried by the meeting.

During the discussion some amusement 
was created by the persistent though 
successful efforts of Mr. John L. Lee to 
extract from Aid. Bell any satisfactory rea­
son for the inattention paid to tho recom­
mendations of the Advancement Associa­
tion. He admitted that they were probably 
referred to his committee, but was unable 
to say why they had never been given any 
consideration, except on the grounds that 
the committee had too much to attend to.

THE TRADE REVIEW OF THE WEEK.

The Favorable Weather Causes the De­
pression to Continue.

New York, April 28.—Brad street’s to­
morrow, April 29, will say: General busi­
ness this week has been affected unfavor­
ably, exceptions being so rare as to make 
them conspicuous.

In the Canadian Dominion the weather 
has also been sufficiently unsettled to have 
an unfavorable effect on trade, particularly 
in Ontario and Quebec, where mercantile 
collections are slow and country orders 
scarce.

Trade for April has been 
smaller than usual.

Similar conditions prevail in Nova 
Scotia and New Brunswick, where 
a delayed and discouraging agricultural 
outlook due to unseasonably cold weather 
is responsible.

Mercantile failures in Canada number 35 
this week, against 31 last week aud 19 in 
the week one year ago, while bank clear­
ings at Hamilton, Out., Montreal and Hali­
fax aggregate $15,942,000 for the week, 10 
per cent, less than the total last week and 
15 per cent, smaller than the like aggregate 
a year ago.

A Racy Breach of Promise Case at
Brampton—A Deacon Who Failed to
Heed Old Weller’s Advice to Hie Son

Has to Pay 8100 for Hie Cenrtlng the
"Widow.

Messrs. A. B. Ay les worth, Q.C., and 
Wallace Nesbitt, Q.C., of this city returned 
by the late train from Brampton late last 
night, where they were engaged all day as 
counsel for plaintiff and defendant respec­
tively in an interesting breach of promise 
case tried at the Peel Assizes.

The parties to the suit hail from Charles­
ton, Caledon Township, a village which, by 
the way, has supplied its fair quota of sen­
sations. Charleston has two churches, 
Methodist and Presbyterian. The Method­
ists had a scandal a year or two ago, when 
a pillar of the church was caught in a 
rather bad fix. Now it is a dea­
con and ex-chairman of the Board 
of Managers of the Presbyterian 
Church who is accused. His name is James 
Dodds, and he is a widower. This is not 
his first appearance as a gay Lothario, as 
the court records show that in 1881, when 
he was employed as census collector, he was 
arrested for indecent assault. The case 
was, however, dropped.

The plaintiff in the present case is Mary 
Ann Coutts, a widow, fair, fat and 43. She 
had known Dodds since she was a girl. 
After her husband died, two years ago, 
the widower Dodds became “more gra­
cious” than he had been, and around 
about September, November and December 
the widower’s visits were so frequent as to 
justify the widow in thinking he was court­
ing her. On the night of Dec. 26, 1801, 
she states she was called to the door bV a 
knock. Thinking it was her son she hkd 
not fully dressed. Opening the door she 
found Dodds there. Ho entered and she 
retreated to her room, where he also follow­
ed her, and succeeded in seducing her 
under promise of marriage. A child was 
born in 189*2f, and it is claimed to be the 
very picture of its daddy.

On subsequent occasions the widow 
claimed Dodds had renewed his promises of 
marriage. On cross-examination the 
plaintiff admittted that she had had an 
illegitimate child before her marriage to 
Coutts some 25 years ago,£when according 
to her statement of age, she could have 
been only 18 years. The “fair” plaintiff, 
who, by the way is dark, cannot be called 
handsome and is a plainfaced woman of 
medium height. A lively pair of eyes and 
a talkative disposition form her stock-in- 
trade for fascination purposes. She gave 
her evidence in a matter-of-fact way with 
very little embarrassment. After her re­
lease from the box she went out an*.'* re­
turned with the child, which set up sue»i a 
howling that she had to withdraw*. The 
jury, however, had plenty of time to hear 
it.

Jimmy Dadds’ Story.
The defendant, Jimmy Dodds, as the 

widow said she was in the habit of calling 
him, is a tall man with a full whisker 
turning gray with 49 years. He has two 
daughters aud two sons. His features are 
homely and of a roseate hue, with a nose 
one would not fail to recognize any where 
after first sight. In 1891 he was chairman 
ot the Board of Managers of the Charleston 
Presbyterian Church, of which establish­
ment the widow was caretaker. He ad­
mitted frequent visits to the plaintiff “for 
the key,” but lie was alw ays on business. 
To a curious juror he explained that he 
had to call at the plaintiff’s to secure the 
key of the church for committee meetings.

The defendant’s story was a complete 
denial ot the promise of marriagt.

He not only denied that he had ever 
made any promise of marriage to her, nor 
had he ever had any connection with her.

The Reappearance of Anti-Semitism Due

That It Would Be a Mistake to Bring a 
Water Pipe Through the Bay—Whether 
of Wood or Iron Such a Pipe Would 

' Be a Source of DlfBculty and Expense 
-rBe Recommended Taking Our Water 
From Humber Bay,

Editor World: It can scarcely be ques­
tioned that the most important matter now 

• before the City Council and people of To­
ronto is the water supply. Much has been 
said and written on the subject, and it 
seems to be the general opinion that we can 
never be sure of the purity of water coming 
to us in a pipe or pipes across the bay. Not­
withstanding this it appears to be in con? 
templation to continue and extend that 
wretched system which has already proved 
eo costly, and is responsible for so much 
sickness and suffering, and which has 
brought death into so many of our homes.

In view of all this, I think it well to 
bring to your notice a circumstance that oc­
curred in the year 1880, over 12 years ago. 
At that time the question of extending a 
pipe out into the lake was under considera­
tion, and among those who took an interest 
in the matter was the Hon. Frank Smith. 
That gentleman addressed a letter to the 
City Council on the subject of the water 
supply. This letter was read at a 
meeting of the council held on Nov. 
29, 1880, at which Mr. Smith was
present. He spoke in support of the 
scheme he advocated, but the authorities 
did not take to it and went on with that 
now in operation, and which has proved 
to be so miserable a failure.

At Mr, Smith’s request I procured some 
information required by him respecting his 
scheme, and was present at the council 
meeting above referred to, and have 
in jny-possession the original draft of his 
letter. As the information in this letter 
may prove interesting just at present, I 
take the liberty of inserting here arvalmost

THE ESCAPED MUE DEESES.

An Alleged Clue to the Location of Boehi 
And Faille! er.

Greenwich, Conn., April 28.—On Tues­
day afternoon about 5 o’clock two boys, 
Willie Munson and Herbert Orr, 
strolling in the woods near Sound Beach 
looking for wild flowers. They were 
a lonely stretch of road called Latin Rock- 
lane, when they heard the whinnying 
of a horse. They came up to the ani­
mal and found that it was tied to a 
tree, and seemed to have been there a day 
or more. It was a bay mare, and attached 
to a wagon of a peculiar make not often 

in this locality. In the vehicle was a 
bag of feed, a tin dipper, and some blankets. 
They went home ana reported what they 
had seen to their parents.

Mr. Orr went back with his son. He 
looked the animal over and inspected the 
wagon and saw that it did not belong to 
any of his neighbors. He thought at once 
that it might have played its part in the 
escape of the Sing Sing prisoners. He fed 
the horse and left it for the night, think­
ing that some one might come for it and 
thus a clue to its ownership would be obtain­
ed. He returned in the morning and found 
the horse still tied to the tree. He 
fastened it and drove it to his home. He 
reported the facts to Constable Gilbert 
Rich, who advised him to lock the horse, 
wagon and contents in his bam, awaiting 
developments. Those who have seen the 
horse and vehicle say that it does not be­
long about here.

Sing Sing is about 30 miles from Green­
wich, and the idea is general that it was 
used by the Sing Sing escaped prisoners. 
The horse was tied only a short distance 
from the Sound, and the theory is that the 
journey was made with this' horse and 
wagon by a circuitous route to this place; 
that a boat was in readiness, and the 
victs were taken up the Sound.

Sing Sing Keepers To Be Dismissed,
Sing Sing, April 28.—-Warden Brown

PORTABLE DISINFECTING MACHINE.
The Sanitary Commissioners of New York have ordered from Chemnitz, Germany, a 

portable disinfecting apparatus for use in case of cholera. The foregoing cut from The 
New York Times gives some idea of the appearance of one of these machines, 13 of which 
have been in use in Hamburg.

lho cost of the New York machine is $930.
The cylindrical disinfecting apparatus, together with the steam generator and all the 

belongings, is firmly fastened to a strongly-built wagon, which is drawn by two horses. 
Inside there is a movable skeleton work in which the infested articles are placed, and 
which can be easily shoved in and drawn out.

The apparatus is so constructed that, after a thorough disinfection by streams of 
steam, a warming and drying of the articles as well as their ventilation is thoroughly ac­
complished, and the articles are taken out dry and odorless and without being in the least 
damaged by the steam.

The ventilation is so arranged that the vapors that are drawn from the interior most 
pass through the lire of the steam generator and are both consumed.

Wonderful Progress in Electricity.
^ In reviewing the marvelous progress ot 

industry in the United States during the 
last decade, K. H. Edmonds says 
Engineering Magazine: In the 
finder review a new industry of vast magni­
tude was created. Twelve years ago 
electricity as applied to street-cars, for 
power purposes of all kinds, for house and 
street illuminations was à new thing. In 
fact electric street-railroads have enly ^een 
in successful operation about half of that 
time. The electrical age was practically 
Just commencing and the aggregate capital 
invested, outside of telegraphy was small. 
Now almost every town of any size, has its 
electric railroad, streets everywhere are 
being lighted by electricity, and electricity 
furnishes power for factories, to run eleva­
tors and for many other purposes; still, we 
have scarcely seen the beginning of elec­
trical development. Already, however, the 
capital invested in all branches of the in­
dustry—and nearly 111 invested since 18SQ 
—is estimated at $80,000.000.

MB. 60Reciprocity in Banking. •
Mr. Thomas L. James, ex-Postmaster- 

General of the United States and now pre­
sident of the Lincoln National Bank, was 
interviewed a few days ago and was asked 
if he had observed that Canadian banks 
were charging a discount on U.S. paper 
currency. He said:

Yes, my attention has been called to that 
extraordinary policy. Well, I am a believer 
in refciprocity, and if the Canadian b.mks 
iutend to discriminate against our paper 
money, we must discriminate against theirs.
I believe in keeping tbe banks of the two 
countries at a parity. Here in the Lincoln 
Bank we change a great deal of Canadian 
money, every clay as an accommodation for 
our customers and others, 
come from Canada bring it with them, and, 
finding that they cannot use it readily here, 
they are very glad to exchange it for our 
money. I hâve heretofore made all such ex­
changes at par, büt to-day I gave instruc­
tions to charge just the same rate of discount 
that tbe Canadian banks charge against 
United States currency.

We beg to inform Mr. James that it is 
the Canadian banks that are doing tbe 
“reciprocating.” For years our good Cana­
dian money, backed by gold, has been 
charged a heavy discount by both United 
States business men and bankers, while it 
has been the custom here in Canada to take 
even the 60 cent on the dollar silver certi­
ficates at par. Our banks are now begin­
ning to “reciprocate” by charging a dis­
count, which has been in force against 
Canadian money in the States for years. 
Mr. James had better set hie own house in 
order before he begins “reciprocating” 
toward Canadians. The Americans began 
it without reason; wa think we have a very 
good reason for what we are now doing.

Mr. Cockburn a Chicago Commissioner.
An Ottawa despatch says Mr. G. R. R. 

Cockburn,M.P. for Centre Toronto, is to be 
one of the Canadian Commissioners to the 
Chicago Fair. The appointment is an ex­
cellent one. Mr. Cockburn is a very pre 
sentable man and will reflect credit on the 
country which sends him.

The despatch in o^ir issue of Thursday in 
reference to the arrest of Mr. John Kay of 
Paris, upon a charge of embezzlement, 
proves to be without foundation, and The 
World regrets its ^publication. A civil 
action was brought against Mr. Kay in 
October last by Messrs. Turnbull & Thomp­
son to recover $1000. Mr. Kay filed a 
counter claim and the hearing of the suit is 
pending. No criminal proceedings have 
been instituted against Mr. Kay, nor is 
such the intention.

t]ENDLESS STEEL RAILS.

Successful Test of n New Machine For 
Welding Railway Track.

Some1'interesting tests have recently been 
made at Johnstown with a new machine for 
welding steel rails. The tests were made 
on the street railway tracks with 
the rails in place, and were highly 
successful. The machine was stopped 
over a joint, where the ends ot two 
rails rested on the same sleeper, and 
after the necessary connections were made 
a powerful electric current was turned on. 
In less than a minute the rails at the ends 
began to change color, and inside of three 
minutes the metal was raised to a white 
heat.
brought together under pressure, and a 
perfect weld was made in all cases where 
the conditions were favorable. The trials 
were the most satisfactory that have been 
made.

The machine which produces the welding 
resembles somewhat in appearance a car, 
but is much more massive than the ordi­
nary electric car. The current is taken 
from an overhead trolley wire. Inside the 
car is located what is known as a “motor 
dynamo,” which transforms and changes 
the direct current into a current of the 
desired kind for the electric welding pro- 

A big crane of special construction 
extends through the open end of the 
car and carries a peculiar apparatus, which 
is the welder proper. The interior of tbe 
car is lined with water tanks, which pro­
vide hydraulic motor power for some of the 
adjustments and a circulation of water for 
cooling the copper contacts which are used 
in the welding. At varions points on the 
car are located independent electric motors, 
which operate emery grinders for cleaning 
off the rail preparatory to the welding.

i

Cash.The most likely reason that has yet been 
given for the Grand Trunk’s opposition to 
the trolleys crossing their tracks in Queen- 
street east is the threatened inroad, that 
the electric cars are going to make in the 
Grand Trunk’s suburban service in the 
East. The Weston and York suburban 
service brings the Grand Trunk very hand­
some returns, and the biggest part of the 
receipts comes from the eastern end of the 
line. A large part of this business will be 
taken away as soon as the through electric 
service to Lee-avenue is completed. If the 
Grand Trunk would give better accom­
modation to suburban residents it could 
hold most of its business. But it jogs 
along after old-time methods, refusing to 
listen to the suggestions of the public. If 
the Grand Trunk thinks it can keep its 
business by such tactics as it has adopted 
against the Street Railway Company it will 
soon find itself disagreeably surprised.

Fine tbe Milk Skimmers.
Dr. Ryerson's bill before the Local Legis­

lature in regard to the sale of adulterated 
milk is one that ought to become law. At 
present it is an offence to sell skimmed milk 
to a cheese factory. The object of Dr. 
Ryerson’s bill is more comprehensive, mak­
ing the sale of skim milk to any person (ex­
cept it be sold as such) an offence against 

/the law with a penalty of from $1 to $50 on 
conviction. If such an enactment as this 
becomes law and if the law is duly enforced 
it will prove of no little benefit to the peo­
ple of a city like Toronto, Any 
amount of skimmed milk is sold daily 
in the city, especially to the poorer classes. 
The law should be made as stringent as 
possible against dealers who practice fraud 
or deception in the sale of their goods, 
whether these be milk and butter or those 

♦ veneered goods known as shoddy. The 
struggle for existence these days is haid 
enough tor the honest toiler without his 
being subject to the tricks of dishonest 
traders. The honest milk dealer has no­
thing to fear from the proposed bill. As a 
matter of fact he will welcome its adoption 
as tending to free him from dishonest and 
unworthy competition. Those who know 
the difference in the quality of the milk as 
it comes from the cow and the same milk 
as it is supplied in the poorer sections of 
the city know that a bill like that intro­
duced by Mr. Ryerson will prove a great 
benefit, that is if its provisions are duly ad­
ministered.

Proposal For Temporary Relief.
Judging from the length of time neces­

sary to start and complete any public un­
dertaking in the City of Toronto, we may 
feafely conclude that the time is far distant 
when we shall be supplied with water from 
a new system. It has taken many years 
to bring tho Ashbridge Bay reclamation to 
a head; indeed, the contract is not signed 
yet. People have an idea that the Court 
House will be ready for occupation in seven 
years. If the same progress is made in the 
future that has characterized the building 
of this edifice in the past then twice seven 
years will be too small a margin to allow 
for its completion. Even were the question 
of building a new water system to be de­
cided upon at once its final com­
pletion is a long way off. It is such a 
long way off and bo uncertaion too 
that the city cannot do otherwise than ex­
pend whatever sum is necessary to make 
the present plant as perfect as possible. 
And this expenditure ought to be recom­
mended jus* as soon as we know the best 
way to proceed. It is said an increase of 
the pressure of the water within the pipe 
will ant effectively in excluding the bay 
water that comes in contact with the con­
duit. A report was submitted to the 
Waterworks Department six years ago in

1 Something New in the Sommer Excursion 
LBusineee—Will Bun lly storage Battery 

[St. LouislGIobe Democrat.]
The Point Defiance Street Railway is 

building a 56-foot storage battery electric 
steamer, named Mount Tacotna, to be put 
on the jig-harbor and floating dry-dock, 
route, in connection with the street 
car line. The steamer is experimental, but 
the inventor, Nick Lawaon, is a very 
successful electrician, and anticipates no 
special difficulty. The steamer will use 
a 75-cells storage battery for 12 hours’ 
service, each cell being 15 inches deep and 
14x14 inches in area. She will have no 
other ballast than the battery, which will 
be between the beams and ceiling, at the 
top of the keelson. Everything, including 
the motor, will be out of sight, and afl 
space will be devoted to passengers. The 
battery is to be charged at night from trol­
ley wires. She will have a breadth of beam 
of 10 feet, a depth of 4 feet, and will be 
built for a regular speed of 15 miles an hour, 
which can be made 20 if need be.

The steamer is to be a precursor of a num­
ber to be placed on Puget Sound routes. 
Only two small boats of the kind are now 
in existence. Owing to their build the 
boats are not to be put on the outside routes 
where the water is rough. The boat is to 

I be housed over all, but this will be so ar­
ranged that everything except an awning 
can be removed. ' She will seat 15 persons, 
in railroad car seats. Construction on the 
hull is well under way, and she will be 
launched about July 1. As the boat will be 
without danger from explosion, but one 
man, the pilot, will be needed in charge.

The inventor considers his invention 
revolutionary. He has been at work on 
the project for the past two years and 
has made improvements in cells. The 
electric boats are to be run as feeders to 
the street car line. Boats of this class 
will be in great demand, and the discov­
ery is held to have solved the problem 
of cheap Sound navigation. Boats pro­
pelled by naphtha and steam were propos­
ed, but the cost of running and their 
small capacity put them out of the ques­
tion, and the scheme was abandoned. The 
inventor intends applying his invention to 
pleasure boats of all kinds and hopes to 
make the new method applicable ultimately 
to long-distance traffic. The dry-dock ser­
vice is very exacting, and material, pools 
and machine-shop work, obtainable only at 
a city, are often required at short notice 
and in haste. The new steamers will fill 
this need. Construction of other steamers 
will be begun as soon as this one is in com­
mission.

In 1882 Canadian immigration grew sud­

denly from 48,000, the number received in. 
1881, to 112.458; but in 1888 it fell to 
under 90,000 and in 1891 it was only 
82,000.
more than two-thirds of the 
population of Quebec from abroad is made 
by Canadians who have tried to make 
their way in the United States, but 
having failed return to their own 
country. At least, this is the as­
sertion of the official statistician in 
the year book for 1891. There is no evi­
dence that this is more than mere opinion.

Out of an immigration of 20,852 people 
into Quebec, 15,409 were Canadians, and 
only 1220 werfc English, Irish, Scotch, Ger­
man and citizens of the United States. Out 
of an immigration of 9516 into Ontario 
3564 were of the last-named peoples. There 
had gone to Ontario nearly two and a half 
times as many. Englishmen, nearly twice 
as many Irishmen, more than three times 
as many" Scotchmen, more than six times as 
many Germans, and four times 
Americans as had gone to Quebec. At the 
same time, three times as many Canadians 
had returned to Quebec as had gone back 
to Ontario.

HIGH GRADE PIANOSInventions That Aid In Repairing the Hu­
man Body—Some Delicate Operations.
The illness of Mr. Mackay, the silver 

king of San Francisco, from appendicitis 
calls attention to that curious little organ 
and fertile cause of .disease, the •‘veriform 
appendix," and also brings to mind some of 
the most recent wrinkles in surgery. The 
operation for appendicitis is one of tne most 
difficult known to surgical science. It has 
always had a deep interest for the general 
public because it consiste of the removal 
from the human body of an organ that is a 
mystery to the medical profession. This 
organ, the veriform appendix, is about the 
only thing in the human structure for 
whose existence science has been unable to 
discover a reason. The veriform appendix 
is a small tube of tissue about as big as 
half a lead pencil and depending from the 
colon or big intestine. In this position it 
is apt to catch cherry pits, seeds of fruit, 
and other small objects likely to incite in­
flammation. When that takes place the 
only way to save the patient is to remove 
the veriform appendix, and it is so situated 
in the body that the operation of taking it 
out is attended with much deep cutting 
and consequently much danger, r

She will 
be “shadowed” by all sorts of men, but if 
she goes quietly on and if the men do not 
happen to be too drank, the will not even 
be spoken to.

I found that well-dressed people are sin­
gularly constituted. They have ears, but 
hear not.

I found—what may surprise the Park- 
huratian camp—that a policeman’s badge 
is a veritable star of hope to a respectable 
stranger.

I was all night on the streets of New 
York, and, although I was exhausted in 
body and at times disturbed in mind, I 
passed through the ordeal safely. That 
much I owe to the police supervision.

Royal Theatre-Goers.
It is the universal, but erroneous, idea 

that royalty is on the free list of the 
European theatres and that a royal person­
age has but to signify hie or her intention 
to patronize a certain place of amusement 
to cause quite a flutter of excitement in the 
bosoms of the managers and make them 
feel that they are “more than repaid,” and 
all that sort of thing. So tor from this 
being the case, it is a fact that the crowned 
heads and their families pay an exorbitant 
price for their amusement, and are conse­
quently regarded by managers as angels of 
the sort whose visits are by no means few 
and far between. When the Prince 
of Wales, for instance, visits the theatre, 
the expenditure for box hire alone 
amounts to $100. This is an unwritten 
law at court, says The New York World, 
whether the house boasts ot a royal box oi 
not. The latter, as its name implies, is 
that set apart for kings, queens and theii 
blood rélatives. It is surmounted by the 
crown of England, and is, of course, fitted 
in more sumptuous style than those that 
surround it. With one or two exceptions 
the box is not reserved exclusively for 
royalty, and it can be hired by anyone who 
cares to pay the price—about twice as 
much as is charged for the private boxes. 
The exceptions are the Theatre Royal, 
Drury Lane, the Italian Opera and the 
Haymarkefc Theatre. In the case of the 
Haymarket the entrance to the royal seal 
is in a street back of the theatre, Suffolk 
street, and it is reached only by passing 
through a private house. This house is 
leased conditionally upon the right of way 
being granted to princes of the blood.

removed. The eye is 
sprung into a shot on 
tne concave side of 
the needle near its 
point. It is the in­
vention of a prominent 
surgeon who aimed to 
secure a stronger 
needle with an eye 

eyeless needle, which would carry a 
thread without tearing the tissue.

The constant aim of surgery is to 
the rate of mortality in certain dangerous 
operations, and with this object experi­
ment is going on all the while. These ex­
periments are often continued for a long 
period of time upon the dead body before 
being tried upon a living subject. This 

operation which 
was tried for the firiit time in New York. 
This operation, which is just now exciting 
the attention of the surgical world,is called 
symphyseotomy. It consists of splitting 
the bones of the pelvis. It was tried twice 
in Philadelphia since the first operation of 
the kind in this country, which took place 
in New York, and it was not followed by 
any disastrous result.

Another surgeon who makes a specialty 
of throat and nasal diseases has perfected a 
trans-illuminator for lighting up these pas­
sages. It consists of a small incandescent 
electric^ lamp completely enveloped in 
black. From one side of it a little tube 
carries the concentrated light, which may 
be thrown upon one particular spot, while 
the rest of the mouth or nose remains in 
darkness.

The protection of the eyes after the per­
formance of an operation for cataract is 
most important. With this object in view 
an oculist has designed a pair of wire 
shields to be worn like a pair of spectacles 
and to be kept on day ana night until all 
danger of injury is over.

The Conservatives of the Dominion Par 
liament have lost a county in Quebec, Mr. 
H. S. Harwood, Reformer, has been elected 
in Vaudreuil by a majority of 188 over his 
Conservative opponent, Mr. Chevrier. Here 
is a portrait of the successful candidate :

This election in the county of Vaudreuil 
was necessitated by the unseating of Mr. 
Hugh McMillan, ou March 1, ultimo, on 
judgment of the Supreme Court at Ottawa.
