Thn lion on the battlefield of Water­
loo flTto face the other way, and 
before long it will stand with open, 
ponderous paws roaring silently, after 
the manner of your* fierce but consid­
erate sculptured Hons, toward * tier- 
many instead of France. Fortunately 
for the quiet of tha countryside the 
roar is imaginary or the lion would 
long ago have become a nuisance 
whichever way he faced. The lion 
was set up by Belgium after the bat­
tle of Waterloo, and stood us a warn­
ing to France not to engage in any 
more Napoleonic dreams of conquest ;

other nations. It maintained its atti­
tude while Germany carried through 
the program that separated Alsace- 
Lorraine from France ; but presently 
behind the lion’s back Belgium began 
to fortify, and eventually left him in 
the ridiculous position of looking in 
one direction while the Belgian fortifi­
cations looked in another. A tame 
lion, one might say, roaring for the edi­
fication of tourists and with no per­
sonal feeling about it. But now Bel­
gium decides to turn him round and 
let him roar toward Germany as a 
solemn reminder of the unwisdom of 
dreams-of world conquest.

THINK TERM IS EFFEMINATE
Some Tennis Players Object to Word 
' “Love” as at Present Employed 

in'Scoring System.

There is talk among the overlords 
of tennis of finding another word than 
“love” to mean “nothing” in the scor­
ing system, for, although it may sur­
prise many to hoar it, the game is 
sometimes spoken of as effeminate, 
and this bit of terminology is held re­
sponsible. Nobody has ever explained 
why “love” means “nothing” in tqnnfs, 
but there is a footnote in an old and 
rare book about card-playing which 
refers to an old Scottish word “luff,” 
which meant “nothing,” and this, per­
haps, may have been somehow trans­
ferred into the game of tennis. Or, 
again, the terra may be of far eastern 
origin, where a word sounding like 
“love” was used in the old form of 
tennis that was once popular in the 
orient. Whether or not the termin­
ology undergoes change, the game is 
in-no immediate danger of falling off 
in popularity, and the repeated shout­
ing of these seeming endearments 
across the tennis net has occasioned 
much Innobent merriment.—Christian 
Science Monitor.

Honor Cuban Generals.
Cuba is to pay honor to the memory 

of General Maximo Gomez, the island 
republic’s military hero, by erecting a 
costly monument. A first prize of $25,- 
000 was awarded recently to Aldo 
Gaba. an Italian sculptor, for a model 
of the memorial, which is to cost $200,- 
000. Sqcond and third prizes went re­
spectively to Huertas Cabarrocas, a 
Spanish-Cuban, and Gutson Borglum, 
an Amériean. General Gomez became 
popular as the leader of the Cuban 
forces in ,the war for independence 
fronj. Spain, from 1895 to 1898. He 
also took a prominent part in the Ten 
Years’ war, a revolt which began in 
1868. On the day of his death, June 
18, 1905, the general’s family was pre­
sented with a gift of $100,000 by the 
government of Cuba. At the conclu­
sion of the Spanish-American war, 
General Gomez was honored at a pub­
lic reception given by the American 
forces occupying Havana at that time.

It has come to the attention of the 
Department of Customs and Inland 
Revenue, that certain purely retail 
dealers are charging their customers 
with the sales tax On the sales made 
to consumers and showing such sales 
tax as a separate item on their bills 
and invoices. Under the resolution 
before Parliament the sale of goods 
by the bona fide retailer, selling ex­
clusively to the consumer, is not 
liable to the 1 per cent, sales tax. 
The amount of the sales tax, which 
the retailer has paid upon the goods 
■at the time of purchase from the 
wholesaler may be included in tbe 
retailer’s bill to the consumer, pro­
vided that it is not included in the 
cost upon which profit is calculated, 
and provided also that it is not shown 
as a separate -item on the retailer’s 
bill or invoice.

A century ago less than nine per 
cent, of the people in Canada and the 
United States lived in cities. Today 
over fifty per cent, are crowded into 
urban centres. If we were dependent 
upon the sickle and flail to cut and 
thresh our grain, as our grandparents 
were, we would be unable to teed the 
multitude in the cities. Even as it 
is, we are rapidly approaching a

period like that which preceded the 
downfall of the Roman empire. The 
decline and fall of the great empire 
was traceable to this cause—the 
people flocked to the cities until 
famine stalked in tbe land. Unless 
we are greatly mistaken next winter 
will see a food shortage—not necess- 
ari'v in Europe—but in this land of 
pie ty. Politicians, the big interests, 
governments and the mass of the 
people in the cities refuse to believe 
there is any danger. They imagine 
we are trying to frighten them by 
crying wolf ! wolf ! They will have 
a rude awakening some day.

Continuance of the Wheat Board 
is provided for in a resolution in the 
Commons introduced by Sir George 
Foster. The authority of the present 
Board ends on August 31, and the 
new Board, consist'-'g of the whole 
or part of it, need not be nominated 
for several weeks yet. In tbe schedule 
of powers tbe board is given author­
ity similar to that at present enjoyed, 
as regards purchase, storage and 
transportation of wheat, and to sell 
wheat, in excess of domestic require­
ments, to purchasers overseas for 
such prices as may be obtainable. 
Tbe resolution gives the board 
authority to fix maxium prices or 
margins of profit at which flour and 
other products may be sold by mill­
ers and to fix standards of quality 
for such products. It may purchase 
flour from millers at prices to be fix­
ed by the board and sell tbe same in 
Canada and other countries. For 
the purpose of performing its dutiss 
tbe board may allocate Canadian lake 
tonnage and distribute cars for rail 
shipments.

Colonel Informed Group of Newspaper 
Men How the Rumor Originated— 

Jesting Remark Caused All 
the Trouble.

Few things in Colonel Roosevelt’s 
later life are fresher In the public 
memory than his salt against a Mich­
igan editor who accused him of drunk­
enness, writes John J. Leary, Jr., in 
McClure's. The unfortunate editor, 
unable to produce a scintilla of proof, 
admitted his fault, and so far ar the 
records go, the matter was disposed 
of. There was nothing developed, 
however, to show where the tale start­
er or what foundation, If any, it might 
have had.

Colonel Roosevelt, however, had an / 
explanation. He gave it to us one 
afternoon In the trophy room in Oys­
ter Bay; when passing the cigars 
aronnd, he remarked that he would 
vouch for the -quality.

HOLLAND LAND OF PRIMNESS

American Visitor Attracted by Neat
Appearance and General Cleanli­

ness Everywhere Noticeable.

Holland and the Hollanders are as 
unlike France aa two countries can 
be, Corp. David Ramseur writes in the 
Indianapolis Star. The rural districts 
of Holland look like one big formal 
garden and the cities of Holland look 
aa if they had been cast In a huge 
mold, set down carefully and scoured 
and polished every day. But France 
Ipoks more like a country expressly 
designed to please the eye, and the 
cities of France, more helter-skelter, 
reflect the temperamental spirit of the 
French.

A small city in France neglects 
whole streets and districts in order 
that one spot, one park, cathedral or 
building, may be beautiful. But in 
Holland the idea seems to be to make 
it all substantial and neat and that 
Is why wherever one goes in Rotter­
dam or The Hague he finds the same 
orderly rows upon rows of apartment 
houses or business blocks with the 
same little staid parkways and parks 
that somehow remind one of the old- 
fashioned “best rooms’* of a genera­
tion ago.

I have covered Rotterdam and The 
Hague, and in neither city have I 
found a district that corresponds to 
our tenement districts or that was 
characterized by the squalor or dirt 
of the poorer sections of our Ameri­
can cities. I found districts where 
poor people lived and where the houses 
were not so go.od, but even those poor­
er people looked clean and their houses 
were clean, fhe streets and alleys 
clean, just as In the better districts.

In Holland It is the men who wear 
the best clothes ; it is the men who are 
the better looking; the best shops are 
for men, the tobacco shops of Rotter­
dam are gorgeous, there is no other 
word, they rival in splendor even the 
jewelry shops of Fifth avenue, New 
York. The shops for men’s wear are 
much more attractive than those fop 
women’s wear and everything there 
seems to he of men and for men.

In Rotterdam one would not, as he 
would in a French town, drop Into a 
cafe or store and start jollying the 
madame or mademoiselle and playing 
with the youngsters. I rather think 
that if we did that over there the 
stolid Dutch frau would call for help 

1 and one of the solemn-looking police­
men who stalk about the street would 
escort us to the local jail. Those 
things aren’t tlone to Rotterdam.

How Coal Is Tested.
Coal sold on the basis of heating val­

ue is tested by the United States bu­
reau of standards by the bomb colo­
rimeter.

Shade Prevents Undue Variation ot \
Temperature.

Education la credited with foster. I 
lug the present widespread demand j 
for good roads in all parts of the 
country, but if this is so She educa­
tion In this case must have been | 
more or less narrow, Judging by the 
lack of one feature, important to 
the maintenance of roadways of the 
most Improved type and to the com­
fort and edification of travelers, 
which is noticeable in the case of 
many of our new roade, namely, the 
planting of trees on the roadside. 
Permanent roads for present and fu­
ture traffic may be built of any of 
several materials well calculated to 
stand the wear imposed by motor 
vehicles, but the consensus of 
opinion seems to be in favor ot con­
crete, largely on account of the fact 
that the cost ot the surface. In a 
road built of such material, le prac­
tically the total cost of the road, 
other materials, such as asphaltic 
compositions, brick, granite or wood 
blocks, requiring a rigid base to en­
sure their success, which base can 
only, be constructed at a cost equal 
to or greater than the cost of the sur­
face. With the concrete road in 
favor it Is only right that every rea­
sonable effort should be made to add 
to the permanence of this type of 
road, and in tree planting we have 
a means of adding to the life of the 
concrete road that Is well worthy of 
consideration.

Although possibly the most dur­
able material that can be used in 
road construction, concrete has a 
limit of durability, and this limit is 
most quickly reached in cases where 
the road is most exposed to sudden 
and extreme changes of tempera­
ture. In our hottest weather it is 
often possible to find the pavement 
showing a temperature of 116 to 120 
degrees, and when a rain comes fol­
lowing such beat a drop of as much 
as 50 degrees is likely to occur in 
the temperature of the pavement. 
Were the pavemeivt shaded by tree 
growth the above-mentioned high 
temperature would not be attained 
in the first place, and the drop re­
sulting from the rainfall would not 
be so great. The give-and-take set 
up in the material of the road sur­
face by such extreme variations of 
temperature is more than any ma­
terial can stand indefinitely.

This matter of protecting the road 
surface from extreme heat is only 
one feature In favor of tree planting 
on the roadsides that has a prac­
tical, money-saving side to It, though 
even this one feature extends Itself 
to cover the point ot protection for 
automobile tires, the feet of horses 
and the comfort of pedestrians and 
other travelers. Possibly shade trees, 
grown and trimmed for that pur­
pose, would not provide such desir­
able lumber as would forest-grown 
trees, but in the existence of sqch 
shortage as exists at present, the 
lumber could not be despised, and 
at tbe worst the • timber would be 
valuable for fuel, when the time ar­
rived to get rid of the trees so as 
to make room for younger ones. In 
suitable districts fruit trees of sev­
eral kinds cotild be grown on the 
sides of the highway and be made 
to yield crops well worth considering. 
In the State of Michigan, U.S.A., the 
authorities have made appropriations 
to cover the expense of planting both 
nut and fruit trees along the public 
highways, and there is little reason 
why similar methods should not be 
adopted In this country.

Protect Cattle In Field.
Lightning rods have proved an 

almost absolute protection. Only in 
very rare instances have they been 
known to fail, and, even in these 
cases, their failure was probably due 
to defect in installation or to deter­
ioration, says an article in Conserva­
tion, which points out that “though 
electric storms reach highest fret 
quency during the heat of summer, 
they often occur in the spring, and 
fire losses are by no means unknown 
in April and May.

The article advises owners of 
buildings to examine their lightning 
rods for broken insulators, for bends 
in the cable which allow contact 
with the framework or for corrosion 
of the cable where it enters the earth.

When building wire fences it is 
advisable to use ground wires about 
every five rods. Lightning is attract­
ed by wire fencing and as, during a 
storm, animals will congregate near 
fences, many of them are killed by 
contact with the wire. These ground 
wires may be of about No. 9 gauge 
wire, gi-ven one turn around each 
strand of the fence, and carried into 
the earth beside the fence-post.

Money In Poultry.
During the annual Poultry Fair 

held in December last at Arthur, 
some thirty tons of dressed, dry- 
plucked poultry were sold in three 
days, according to James Farrell, 
secretary of the local poultry asso­
ciation in that neighborhood. The 
bulk of the fowl were Plymouth 
Rdcks, but some geese and turkeys 
also were disposed of. More crate- 
fed and dry-plucked poultry come 
from the county of Wellington, ac­
cording to the authorities at Guelph, 
than from any other county in the 
province.

That is the question, in one form 
or another, asked by the experts of 
the dairy division. It is a question 
that farm people and agricultural ex­
tension workers might think about. 
There may be more to say on the 
subject after a while.

Solving, Labor Problem.
About the only practical solution 

to the labor problem for a big ma­
jority of farmers is to use more 
horses and wider implements. Make 
three horses do the work of two, and 
four horses do the work of three 
wherever possible. There is little 
doubt that the acute shortage of la­
bor during the last few years has in­
duced many men to invest in farm 
tractors who otherwise would never 
have thought of buying them.

Clean Litter Essential. / 
A poultryman with 440 hens 

found that when the litter in the 
poultry house was clean the egg pro­
duction per day was 212. He left the 
same litter six weeks, and during this 
time the eggs laid fel to 8,0 a day. 
He then put in clean litter, and 
changed it regularly, and in two 
weeks the egg yield went up to over 
200 a day.

Immature Seeds Unsafe. ^ 
Immature seeds, though they ger­

minate readily, have not sufficient 
food supply to resist adverse condi­
tions and will, as a consequence, pro­
duce a less vigorous growth, and if 
persistently used will doubtless result 
in a dwarfed variety of deteriorated 
strains.
