Character in Horses.

Horse faces are as full of character as are
men’s faces. It is easier, perhaps, to read
a horse’s character in its face than it is to
sum up the hidden traits of a man or
woman by this facial expression. The
horse’s head is a correct indication of the
character, the human expression ofttimes
is wholly counterfeit.

laborious remedy, but it can be made ef-
fective. Plow the field, a few weeks he-
fore the intended crop is to be planted,
and sow some beaus over the piece. Aftcr
the beans are up, the patch should be gone
over early every morning, and the cut
worms hunted up near the freshly cut
plants, and destroyed. If this is done for
a week or so, there will be few worms left
to trouble the crop to be planted afterward.
