Ida, the oldest and largest, of course; then
Annie, to your right, Tiena Shu Fang and Baby.

Perhaps some of us may
be so ltonored as {o be called to go to foreign lands to
carry the blessed Gospel slory, and all of us are called
to work for IIim at home, and to help send others.

It
is not because God has not given His children moncy
that Missionary Boards cannot send more missionaries,
but because we want to use it for ousselves rather than
give it to God.

Four times as much money
is spent every year for chewing gum as is given for mis-
sionary work, hesides what is epent on candies, pea-
nuts and pop-corn. Could not our Mission Band
members form a league not {o use their coppers in this
way, but to put them in their “do without” boxes?
Should we give to the Lord that which costs us no-
thing? TFor our Easter offering, let us make some
sacrifice in gratitude for all Jesus Christ has done for
us, and give all we can so that before another Easter
many hoys and girls in far-off heathen lands may have
heard the sweet story of Redeeming Love.

FIELD 'STUDY FOR APRIL.

CHENTU.

In the Field Study for March we talked of China,
and of its vast, populous western provinee, Sz-chuen,
(hentu, The capital of Sz-ehuen, and the one station
which our Society holds in China, is a large awl
wealthy town, situated in a fertile plain. Surrounding
it is a great carvthen wall, having its outer side faced
with solid brick masonry. Somewhere amidst the
narrow slreets of this eity, with its erowded population
of nearly half a million, is a little cluster of buildings
closed in by a substantial mud wall. ere is the hos-
pital, with its 38 beds, here the operating, bath and
waiting reoms, besides a good dispensary, where more
than a hundred patients can he cared for in each dis-
pensary day; here, too, is the school with its different
departments; while near the shelter of a wide-spread-
ing tree is a little two-story house, the “Jennie Ford
Orphanange,” where there is roem and loving care
for fourteen homeless-little ones. .

The difficulties to be encountered by our mission-
arics in China are of a different character from these
surronnding the workers in our other ecastern field.
"the native disirust of foreigners is much more deeply
rooted; it is based on a denser ignorance and is propor-
tionately diflicult to remove. Ience the seant free-
dom allotted to sirangers, and the superstitious fear
that has broken out now and again in {hreats and
in riote,

Nor can the missionaries enler into the work at
once in coming into these fields, “white unto harvest.”
Months must be spent on the study of the language
Lefore even the iniest door of entrance ean be pierced
through the mighty barrier of the Chinese
T Japan great sirides have heen taken in medicine
and surgery: not so in China, where gross superstition
and ignoiance daminalc in cruel fashion all care for
the sick. ITenee the prominence given to the medical
department of the work. Desire for education is not
wide-spread, this, conpled with the fact that {foot-
Innding is not permitied amongst the pupils, largely
accounts for the small numher enrolled in the school.
Pupils come in slowly, Lbut the work goes on  with
steadily brightening prospects..

In Februavy 1894 Miss Gifford, M. D. (since D,
Kilborn), and Miss Brackbill arrived in Chentu (o
found there the pioucer mission of our Fociety in
China. Hard study of the Janguage, paliert effoit lo
come in toueh with the people, arrangements for huy-
ing property and for building filled to the fuil more
than & year of weariful waiting. At last in April,
1895, a day school was established, and the arrival of
Miss Ford, a trained nurse, assured the .immediate
opening up of medical work. One month later the

“awful and_now almost-famons Chentu riot took place.

our missionaries happily cscaping in safety, though
the mission and its contents were utterly destroyed.
Before satisfactory arrangements could be made for
re-opening work another year slipped by; at its close
Dr. Kilborn, Miss Brackbiil, and Miss Ford returned
to Chentu to find certain hampering law- regulations
done away with, and a more kindly spirit apparent
amongst the people.’

The year of 1897 saw three added to the little band
of workers—Miss Foster, Miss Killam, M. D., and
AMiss Brooks; but with the passing of the busy months
same sorrow—>iss Ford slipped away into wider
work and sweeter ways of service. Outside Chentu, on
a knoll, which has a tiny river running at its base, and
rich rice fields stretehing between it and the city walls,
i= the chosen God’s Aere of the Canadian Societies.
There, on the hill's summit, is Miss Ford’s grave.

Through the last iwo years much distrust has been
apparent among the people, alarming tidings - of
ncighboring riots and destruction of property reaching
the missionaries in Chentu very constantly. :

On Dr. Killam’s arrival, Dr. Kilborn joined her
Tushand {o work under the auspices of the General
Society, and Miss Brackbell’s well-carned furlough
bhegan with the new vear of 1899. Reinforcements in
the person of-Miss Ienry, M. D., and Miss Brimstin,
reached Chentu abhout & month since, so that the little
company now numbers five—Jiss Foster, evangelistic
work; Dr. Killam, Dr. Tlenry, Miss Brooks and Miss
Brimsting  the two latfer being trained nurses. The
school has 15 pupils.  The orphanage six little waifs.

‘Lhus is as it should be, and we know
that great eftorts are being made 1n thewr behalf by true
Christians. Many of the natives of China return every
year to their own country; they are wedded to thewr
own customs and most of them, doubtless, to their own
1eligion, but we cannot help wondering what impres-
sions they take back with them. How great the re-
rponsibility of a Christian nation!

Our Chinese rescue work in British Columbia is be-
ing faithfully carried on, but opium is a dread foe o
contend against; such noble work must show resulis in
time.

“Prayer is desired that the medical work may pros-
per and lead to great spiritual results. That good,
strong, healthy workers may be raised up from among
the little school children. That the hearts of the
Chinese may be opened to receive the truth; that they
may be disposed to attend the meetings and to send
their children o the school.” One reason why they
will not send the children to school is the prejudice
against unheund feet, required there; but we think it
a hopeful sign that ten little girls have been found
whose mothers are willing that their feet should Le
unbound. Pray for China.

Nest month we will give the (heniu Hospital and
pictures of Dr. lenry and Miss Brimsto., our latest
missionaries to China. These cuts have heen kindly
sent us. "

THE NOVA SCOTIA BRANCH GF THE W. M. S.
1882 TO 1900.

“The Lord has done greet things.for us, whereof
we are glad!™ Every business house hasg, at certain

{imes of the year, a stock-taking. The ledgers, journals
and day-books ars brought from the safe, carefully
gone through, the credit and debit accounts set forth,
the balance sheet made out and the resnlt—success or
failure—anxionsly awaited. Our Branch meeting is
our stock-taking; the time when it is right for us to
examine into the affeirs of our branch of the “King’s
Business” in Nova Scotia. ~What is our standing?
Have we failed or succecded in our missiomry work,
as shown in our meceting of September 1899, held ir
Ambherst. Let us glance back to the first year of or-
grnization. On Jan. 12th, 1882, came a messenger in
the name of the King asking the women of this prov-
ince to band together for missionary work. They
gathered in Brunswick St. Church, Halifax, and the
Cor.-Secretary of that first meetng shall tell you about it.

I am sorry that the early records of the first auxili- -

ary organized in N. 8. cannot be found. But L rememn-
ber the meeting in Brunswick street very well. Rev.
L. W. Beaudry, of Montreal, came to Halifax as the
representative of the General Society to attend an-
niversary meetings. Qur W, M. S. was then™about one
year old. Mr. Beaudry announced at the close of the
missionary meeting on Sunday cvening that he would
like to meet the ladies of the congregation the next
afterncon at 3.30. About twenty assembled in what
was then known as the “square room.” Mr. B. gave
an outline of the work of the W. M. S. and cloquently

appealed to the women assembled to organize then und .

there. We were all much interested, and consented to
be organized that afternoon, January 12th, 1882. 1
was appointed secretary pro tem, and 1 will never know
how 1 got to the little table on the platform. At thac
time I was afraid to “hft up my voice” cven in a class
meeting, and the reading of the minutes at the close
of that awful meeting may be considered among the
ordeals of my.life. How wonderfully our work has
developed our women!

The officers of this first auxiliary were: President,
Mrs. S. F. Huestis; Vice-presidents, Mrs. John Starr and
Mrs. Brecken; Recording Secretary, Miss Temple; Cor.-
Sceretary, Mrs. Whiston; Treasurer, Mrs. Nauffts. The
income of the first year was $140.”

When we know that the trembling, almost speeli-
less Cor.-Secretary of that day is now our capable and
gifted president, Mrs. ‘Whiston, we can begin to realize
what the work of God has wrought in us. Still in an-
other part of Halifax was the seeu being sown, and Mrs.
Hart, & charter member of Grafton street, sends the fol-
lowing note:

“The Woman’s Missionary Society of Halifax, south,
was inaugerated on the 25th of January, 1882, with
membership of eighteea. S

Mrs. Geo. Starr was elected president; Corresponid-
ing and Recording Secretary, Miss Silver. i

The first report covered a period of nine monthy,
then the membership had increased to forty-nine;
amount remitted to general treasurer $210.85.

I do not know who was treasurer. Sixteen of the
charter members have ¢ rone home”—that X know of—
there may he more.” ‘R.

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SCHOOL-GIRLS ON THE WAR.

Lottic and Mary were walking home from scliool
one day, through a long, grassy lane, which led them
near their home, when Mary began questioning her
friend as to why her face had been so sad and gloomy
for some time past. Lottic was usually full of spir-
its, and it there was any fun or frolic going on she was
generally one of the foremost in it. But of late & de-
cided change had come over her, and Mary was determ-
ined, if possible, to know the reason why. At first
she did not meet with much success, for her friend did
not seem disposed to talk, but Mary knew that a young
friend of L.ottie’s had lately joined one of the contin-
gents going out to South Africa, and felt sure Lottie’s
altered manuer had something to do with it. Henvy
Bliss was & distant relative of hers, and they had always
been fast friends. Knowing how dangerous the ex-
pedition might prove, this decision of his was a great
grief to his numerous friends. To Iottie he had al-
ways been specially attached, thongh both were too
young for any one to make any comments, he being
but 20 and she 16 years of age. However, when Mary
mentioned his name Lottie burst into tears and for
some time was unable to speak. At length she said:
“Of course, Mary, I do feel terribly about Henry, and
since he'has {alked so much about it, I have had such
strange thoughts about this fearful war. You know
how many prayers have been offered that God would
interpose and stop this fearful carnage and bioodshed,
but yet it goes on, and how many valuable lives have
been and continue to be sacrificed. I have wondered
if God had a controversy with-our beloved nation---
otherwise would He xot have heard and answered so
many prayers? I have been reading of late much in
the Bible, where God allowed so much of this kind of
thing amongst His own people.

“But, Lottie, dear, the  .itish nation has always
heen so0 successful and forward in every good work.
Sending out missionaries, building hospitals, feeding
the multitudes in distant lands who are starving.
Then our good Queen is such an excellent Christian,
what can be wrong? The Israelites, you know, forgot
God and worshipped idels. That is why God punished
them.”

“T know this, Mary, but there are other idols be-
sides graven images, and many things that are wrong

are permitted. We read in 2nd Chronicles; 16: 9:

“The eyes of the Lord run to and fro throughout the
whole earth to make Himself strong in behalf of those
whose hearts are perfect before Him.” God is too pure
to behold sin with any degree of allowence, and our
government takes enormous revenues from licenses for
the sale of intoxicating drink. Look how those ter-
rible saloons and distilleries ave licensed to destroy mil-
lions, hoth saul and body. Many more than will be
killed by this awful war.” ‘

“Why, Tottie, I never thought of that. I knew

-~

that the opium traftic is dreadful, and large revenues
arce received from it, while fields in Indin grow poppies
to make opium, which, if sown with grain, would pre-
vent stich multitudes from starving to death as we are
hearing about these days.”

“Qh, Mary, if our law makers and legislators would
but study the Bible and see how God bdholds such
things, they would not justify many things that are
now allowed. In Isajah 5th and 28th amongst the woes
pronounced ‘“against the peeople, there is one against
those who justify the wicked for a veward.” This
means, when a liquor-seller pays, or rewards the gov-
ernment for his license, they permit him to sell any
amount of that pernicious liquor that is such a curse
1o our beloved country. Is this not loving meney het-
ter than obeying God?”.

“I fear you are vright, Lottie, dear, hut I never saw
it in that light before.”

“I do, indeec¢ . grieve about Harry, Mary, for 1 can-
not exercise the faith I desive that this war will
speedily end, when I see God is permitting so many of
onr best and bravest to fall. Do let us pray more earn-
estly that God would open the eyes of our nation to
mourn for and forsake ali national sins, for is it not
written, “They that honor Me I will honor.’>

HOW TO MAINTAIN INTEREST IN BANDS.
( Continued from last month.)

Do not attempt too much. A thorough
knowledge of the needs of one mission. is better than a
seneral idea of missions as a whole, or, as it frequently
happens, a very hazy idea of the needs of any. Let us
suppose. that we are to consider “Our Indian work.”

Resolve the Band into a party of travellers, and sce
that each little traveller has some item of news con.
cerning the “Great North West.” By the aid of mens
anid pietures give the children an intelligent under-
slanding of the geographical and physicial conditions
of the ccuniry. One boy may say, “I have just return-
« from ihe Saskatchewan” and proceed to point out his
sunposed route. Iave ready a series of questions and
answers concerning this particular distriet, but hefore
the inlerest wanes mtroduee a second traveller, and
encourage them {fo notice differences concerning

-vlimaterand physical features. - At a second meeting

consider the various iribes who inhabit these districis,
and thus the way will have been prepared for a hettor
understanding of their needs and of the necessitics
for “doing all we can to aid them.”

Whenever practicable, employ marehes and motion
songs—ochildren love action. Local dialogues may also
he employed with zo9d effect. For example. Instead
af your quarterly report, with, its monotonous repeti-
fion of so much from members feeg, so much from ice-
eream sales and magic lantern entertainment, embody
vour fizures in breezy dialoguc form, and let a half
dozen hoys and girls tell the story of “what our Band
has done.”

‘nlist the parents by personal visitation and in-
vitation; et the mothers interested. Strive to have
one or more present at each meeling.  Above all strive
to have the children vealize that they are working for
Jesus, and that Tfe demands our very best,
