Until the laps of time shall show for
certain thant the wheat crop in the States
vill only give a sn2alI yiold, it %viIl bo hard
work to geL rices much above the p reont
level. HadliLnet been for the baekward-
nesa of the seasoù on this side, wheat would
almost surely have been soe cents lower
than iL is-at-prosent8.

ble in Samoa ma have acted as a deterrent
in the speculation in that market•.

So far as can be gathered from papers the
situation there seemis to be serious, for al-
though the Germans are not exactly,'impli..
cated, a Germnan citizen is under arrest as
baving at ed and incited the natives in

their resistance against the Englishi and
Ainericans.

The news from Samoa, which came to
hand shortly before our close yester ay
cast a damper on our market but its effcect
was only temporary and prices after selhing

•off fractionalfly, in most instances more than
recovered wvhat they had lost.

Thora is little news of any importance
this morning bearing on values and the in-
fluences whi h have caused the fluctuations,
for past fewv days wvill, very probably, shape
the course of to.day's market.

The market has quielted down consider-
ably since last wveek, but unquestionably
the advance has been entirely too rapid for
safety.

The banks are inclined to. be a little more
generous.in their attitude towvards the In-
d ustrial, but they give no assurance that
they will not ait anly timeû repeat their action
of last week, in an absolute discrimination
against these shares.
