It la vagueiy underatoi chat the disturbeti

finanojial situation is tho cause of the file affect.
ing tho bîitciss worlql. In1 iMnitoba wo have
toit the effacts oft he financiai pressure lin the
16w pricos wbichi havn ruloti for wvhoat. W~hy
tIîi, in the case, andI what bas led to this dis-
turbed condition of tiie gruat mrinoy markets of
the world, prebably v'ory few bote lin tho %vost
understand.

Seasons of fluanciai, depresaion unin we
miglit say poriodically. Tho worid lias passeti
through many anisons of finanoil panie. The
cause can generally bo definced atter, and otten
betore the calamity contes in t nil force. Toa
dcfioo the cause which lcatis te fiuanciai pail,
it may bo givon in one word--epodnlation.,l
]lut every busina undertaking part.akcs of the
n.turo of spccuiation, andi turthor explanation
le therefare necessary. Spocutation carrioti te
extroînes anud rcsulting unprofitably, wili Rive
a botter dcfinition ef the cause ef pariade ef
depression. Periode ot active specuietion etton
rua to inflation, and in the end a crash mnust
camte, for just se aura as day aucceeds ni.,ht,
thera wiiI bo a reaction. Andi when tho re-
action cames, values are lîkely te go not only te,
but considorably bolow par. The dogrees ot
depression folewing tho collapse ef inflation,
înay be gaugcd by the extromof etInflation pro.
viouely roacheti. Maniteba bas oniy recentiy
passod through a crisis et this natura, which
affected all Canada more or less. Tho cause
was apeculatien in roadl estate principally, and
the craze was carried througb its fil phazes.
Thore was r. graduai rizeofe tho speculativo
fover until extroîno inflation îvas rcacbed, then
t.he auddon collape andi stîrinkage ef vaiucs
away below ressonabie limait, foiiowed by a
tediens recovory andi tardy returnt oi confidence.

lu legitimnato business tranqactions, which,
are carried i) profitably, thoso extremne con-
ditions arc net Iikely te result. In tho ex-
change of comnîodities, botu the scller andi the
buyor are bonofittcd. Changing conditions
mnay in timo taui a profitable indnstry inte an
unprofitabie oea; but snch changes are gener.
aliy accomplisheti se qradaalliy that cironîn-
staices are alternai te suit the changing con-
ditions, andi chus panic in avoided. Wmtb in-
fl.iteti speculaticrn the cellapso is sutiden, for it
la like a rastie upon stilts. Thora is little or
ne toandation te rest upon.

The NverId'a gr-aat licenciail panica have me-
sulted frein the collapso of iaflateti crctiit. The
majority of our readers wiil knowv semething et
tbe bursting et tho Southi Sea buhijie, which
hrougbt tha blackae8, ef desptir over the
civilizeti werld. Ilere wvas specuistion rua
mati, anel credit iutflated te au extent ahanas;
beyend comprehiension.

The period et deproasion through which the
werld la new passiag, may again bn traced te
reckless speculation in a South America repub.
Ilc anti te inilàteti credit, which rendometi
possible snob an extremo statu et speculatien.
Without this inflateti credit, the money would

net have beau tortbcomlng te have enabledl It
to bo carmiei n se long, conaequontiy tho
collapse vç-oîîld have cene carior, if at ail, indi
%vould have been leas serions.

T~ite Argentine 1teptiblicet ofi î,uth Amerlos,
wvith a population cînder 4,000,000, bas sute-
cepded within a fosv years in ho rowitng about
$1,U01.,W000. This vast ain ef maommy ponroti
into that countmy ledl te an extrema stateofe
inflation. Tho aniount %v"s vastly beonti the
legitianato credit et the *îsonmîtry te carry. A
coilapso becaine inovitable. This h ins new
accurreti. A vaat ameunt ef capital bas been
dmswn frem logitimato commerce andi sunk in
the Argentine Repnhlic. Wuo aay stitk, for tho
British andi ether invomîtors are not likely te g.o:
much b.ack. Tho great bouse et Bârings, which
was the principal British cencern engagea in
floating South American securities, has gene
down in the crash. This ia probably the great.
est tailure the %worlulibas aer experienceti.
Few people realizo the critizsi natu-c et the
times we heve just passet through. Riad net
the B3ank of Engliad, assisteti by ethor British
financuial institutions anti tho B3ank ef Fratice,
steppoti into the breach, oery financiai centre
in the %veria would pmobably have heon shaken
te the core, and wide spreati diaster anai
despatir would have spreati over the globe.
WVhat the total boss wili bo cannot bo reekoneti.
The Argentine Rapublio wili gain littic tramt
the invcstmont et this vsst enm et menoy, aven
should, it ropudiate its catira obligatiens con-
ncctcd therowith, for ne mioubt the btilk et the
montny ba% been squandered iu an unprofitabie
%vay.

àNow it can bo sonc how the collapse et
speculation affects commerce generally. Com-
merce anti specnlation are bouud up together
te soeextent. T.he noney sunkinespeculatien
or in tvertblcss securities, is capital drawn
t ram the support et legitimato trade. At t..e6nrt
signet danger capital becomes timiti. Confidence
is shaken. Money-tho bloond whicb supplies tbe
great body et trado, la drawn tramt the veins et
commerce. Interest rates advance te sncb an ex-
tant that it in unprofitable te do business.
Thon tollows stagnation, during whicla tho
vaine et comniodities ia certain te declino.
Thtis la the situation at present affccting tho
wheat markcets, the resulit et which is toit in
'Manitoba. lu the face et a fbnancial panic,
commerce is paralyzed, and confidence cao
only be rostereti whon tho «smeke et tho
catastrophe has cloareti away. la the generai
abrimikageofe values, lieavy fosses are madie by
bouses in ne wvay connecteti vith the imnmcdiato
cause et the trouble. Vins one tailure londs
tu anether, andi a generai statuofe insecnrity
prevails.

THfE ORC F WIIRT,
A great deal of dissatiat actioa exista; through-

eut Manitoba on accourit et the low price ef
wbeat. Nor cao we tel surpriseti et thimi.
The fariners bave toileti tho seasen throngh,
under speciai disativantages, and justas tiaey be-
gin te market their wheat freeiy, expecting
gnca pricea, vaines bave doclineti te a very iow
levai. The prospecta at the outsot were fayot.
able te geod, if mot high prices for wheat this
year. According ta the laws et supply, andi

dominai, wheat shouiti ha werth consitleraoly
marc than It now la, la the markets et the
%y lai. Tite %varid ba oxpariencoci twe light
crops in succession, anti with roserve stock-s
vory iow at the commencement et the erop
year, thora were ne doubte in the minda ot
thuse conversant wîth tho situation, but that
prices weni bo vory satisfactory fer grewert.

Those who cotintod upon high prices, looketi
at the whcat situation alorte. Thoy did net
take into acceuint a financial pressura amount.
ing te a parle in Iading menoy centres, and
aimenot rcsulting in a general crash. 13.-oad.
mtifs have tiîffoecd mnre freont chesu financial
troubles than any ether commodities. How
the fimiamcial situation affocts wvhest, we bave
ehown In nocher article lu this issue ef Tusi
Co.%sruamwAi. Tho stringrmcy lu monoy mar-
kola caine ah a time vhen tho wheat crep ia
înoving forward in hcavy velumo. It requires
a plie et monoy te hanale the wboat crep.
Grain shippers banale but a very aniali amount
on their awn capital. It ia cdonc an bank ac-
commodation, and withthe extroe atringeucy
In money mnarkets, this accommodation was no.
torthcoming at ail, or en such bigh rates as te
be prehibihery. Prices wore, theretoro, torceti
down. At auch times as the present, business
mont ho done on a %vider margin than ust ai.

In Manitoba, the whezt movemont bati jat
niccly atarteti on a large actifs îhen, the trouble
commonceti. The seasan was very backward,
andi payments wvere sleow. Farmers conula not
muet their obligations ta tho storekeepers until
they ceula mnarket thoIr grain, and the stare-
keepers ini turn were forcma te ait ronewals
tramt the whtule3ale trado ntif they coula cel.
fect in their aceunts. Thus ail the way tron-t
the consumer np, thera was a vaiting for tho
grain niovemout. WVien this finally set in at a
Iater date than annal, Lt wvas nippeti in the bud
by the drap la prices, for the farmners would
flot market their wvheat at sncb low values, anti
wo cannt blame thoa for se deing. Thus the
commercial fabric ail throngh bas beau Lncon-
venienceti. Soine farniers bave been sîmost
terceti te mnarket thair grain for what it wauid
bring, te meet pressing financial eblgatiens,
whiieoethars have borroecd menoy on ch&ttel
scnrity, at high rates et intereat, inate-ad of
sciting their produce. But while the farinera
have sufforeti, business mon are in the samoe
cendition.

Ona thing with the farmer, ha fi lHable t,)
blame the local grain men for lait prices. As
a consequence et the present situation, a great
many bard things bave bae saiti about the
grain men, uet oily by fermnera, but aeu by
business men. The situation et the grain deal-
ors is juat exactly titis: They bny te seoif
again, andi they munit bave saine margin.
lVhen prices decline generslly in outside mar-
kets, they must decline here correspeadingiy.
Manitoba grain shippors hati hongbt heavily
just betore the decline in prices, andi when the
drop camne they tounti themmiolves loatiot wlîh
wheat which they could net 'self except ait
a fus Leaded in thil way, they ceula met
continue bnying cxcopt ah prices in keeping
Wlth the getteral decline in. vaiues. Basides,
the banks wouid net stivance maney to thora
te buy grain abeve its value at the time. They,

'would bc benelitted in the present situation by
this course. They would bc paawetktas te cause
an advanco ia pricos, jîlat the sanma as thoy arc
now. As te theo questionl ef farmors' clavators,
the farinera have just ase gçoal a tight te erea>t
an elevator at aè rail way eiding a,% thoy have ta
build a granary on their own tarin. For stor.
aget purposes an elevatar woulal bc an advrantaga
te this extent, that farinera wvould be able te
keep i igbt on laailing in their wheat, and when
prices advanced te buit thein, thcy woîild bc in
a position te put their grain an the martket ln
a lump. Ie the muaantime they could get an
advanco tapon their warebouse receipta. Btt
wa (Io nlot bolieve thu fariner han anything te
gain by becoming hiu own shippor, au ha
certainly catirot haouie the grain te as geond
advantige as the regular dlealer.

As for the future ef wheat, theta la overy
prospect ot b3tter prices. The position et
wheat is such, that IL eniy reqiaires a return of
confidence in the 6inancial situation, and easier
mnunoy mnarkets, te allow the cereal tu advance
ie price te a figura aomething le keeping with
its value, viawed from a stariapoint ef supply
and demand. But bew long the fanancis.i striu.
geecy znay continue, IL is iinposnible te say,
though it ia hoped the worst: 18 oear.

Grain la handled on anc a samai
margie, that if a shipper can wrark a mail way
compaîîy for a 8pecial rate, he lias ae iinmtea
advantage ovcr hie coînpetiwors. le somns lenes
ef btusiness a luwer rate grantett nue or nie
parties, iveuld net ba seriouiiiy tekt by otheroi
in tue saine trade. Buit to tiao grain aipper
everytlaing dependd tapon rates. A lower rate
granted by a railwsy coînpaey te one or maore
shippers je this traite wvoiid seriously haiaaper
the operatiens ci ethera in the saine Ilo, if it
would net drive them entireiy out ot business.
The serlouaness et the casa la tiacrefore mpdo
apparent. Say twe firme ara handling grain
aloeg tha aimne liue et raiiway. Each bus in-
vested several huedrcd thousand dollars le
elovators and cther plant alocg this rond.
Finally oea firmn secures a special cut rate, and
IL la enabied te buy et such prices as will cent.
pel the ether tiret te abandon tho busiuess,
thus rendaring valueless itai large ievestmeat
aloeg the railîvay. In a bukiinessi donc on such
closa margina as grain ahipping, IL 18 quito

possible fer a favered firm te gat suca a etit in

freight rates as will exashie it te crues nut
coîa:petiters. lIa tact this is axactly the
situation whieh lias been broaght, tW tight in
the Utittett St.%tes. at titis was dons lia the
face et tha oet stringunt laws agaiust dis.
animiiuatiiag rates.
