It is painfully evident that the members
of the Ontario College of Pharmacy have
lost interest in the government of that
institution. At no lime since the organi-
sation of a college council and the ori-
ginal mtruduction of the Pharmacy Act
bas there been so little interest manifested
in an election to the Counal Board as
now, yet at no time has there been great-
er need for active organized effurt to con-
sider pharmacy affairs and to bave formu-
lated a policy which will change the
present dnfting course.

The late council has not begn to blame
for the condition which prevails, uhless
failure to promote an aggressive legis-
lative pohicy may deserve censure.  ‘They
have been the first to expose the weak-
ness of the Pharmacy JAct and 1o show to
the world that the government which de-
mands a high educational standing of the
votaries of pharmacy before it will license
them to practise profussionaily, grants no
protection to those who live up o its
legal demands.  The Government virtu-
ally says, ** Get up to a certain point in
education and professional training and
we will recognize you, after that you can
take your chances, as policy does not
prinnt us to do more than let you out by
the door through which you enter,” “Fhis,
and this alone, is, in onr opmion, the sole
cause of the present unsatisfactory state
of pharmacy in Omario. The druggists
must help themselves or they will remain
without help.  The professions of law,
medicine, dentistry, etc., bhave ecach se-
cured  protective measures, and  therr
rights are no greater than those who fel
low the pursuit of pharmacy, The dmg-
gists have repe «dly made spasmodic at-
tewpts to protect themselves by associate
action, but owing 1o lack of confidence in
the ultimate success of the plan proposed
and to their failure to provide funds to
keep the organizations in existence these
have come to grief. Each failure has
taught a new lesson to the druggist, but
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unfortunately one which makes him less
likely to promate futire plans for organi-
zation, ‘The principle of co-operation is
grand  theory, but unless effective in
practice it loses its charm,

The principle of self interest is base in
theory, but those who steadfastly pursue
it are usually satisfied with the results.

Zxponents of co-operation ask help from
others, and do not get it, while exponents
of sell interest help themselves and get
all that is within reach, Those who
never seck rarely find, so if our brethren
in the trade are to get more and better
legistation than they now have, they will
have to strive for it.  Be selfish enough to
seck yourown interests, and if these canbe
best secured by union with your fellows,
and we think they can, then jon an the
cffort.

The drug trade s certain to have a
future of sume sort.  T'hose who are now
engaged in it witl determine its course
and 1its success.  The machinery is com-
plete, but at present somewhat rusty. It
needs considerable bram il o lubricate
it, and to run it so that will and work will
not bring want.

Slandering the Drug Trade.

It seems to be an established custom
with some persons to point out the mis-
doings, imaginary or real, of others, either
in order to cloak their own offences or to

divert the attention which might be
directed towards their oawn  business
methods.

The patent medicine manufucture” who
bas adopted a name for bis spedific,
closely following that of a rival maker, or
intends to replace, if possible, his rival's
goods (we refrain from using the word
substitute), endeavors 1o make the drug.
gist a scapegoat on whom he can cast
reflections of - fraud,” “substitution,”
*“imitation,” and such-like epithets, is
amongst the worst offenders in this way,
and is acting a part not only unbusiness-
like, but also dishonorable, to use no
stronger word. \Why sections of these
manufacturers should adopt such a policy
seems surprisingly strange—we say sec-
tions, because it is only some amongst
the many who adopt such tactics—and
to those this article applies. That any
of them, however, should endeavor by
any such untoward acts to create enemies
of those with whom it should be their
first interest to enlist as their friends, and
on whom depends in a large measure
their financial success, as pointed out in

a recent issue in these columuns, seems to
call for an explanation.

The druvggist is not bound by any law,
cither moral or statutory, to supply any
special line of goods to his customers.
He is not, or at least should not be, the
slave of any body, corporation, or set of
men.  Hesa free agent, and if he de-
clines to sell “ Smith’s Sure Cure” the
said Smith has no right to complain or to
call naughty names, because of this man’s
stubbornness, or short-sighted policy, or
whatever it may be termed, and because
this  druggist sells something else that
Smith does make, it is not only indecent
but it is dishonest to accuse the druggist
of wrongdoing for such an act.

Substitution 1s something very different
from this and substitution where it exists
is wrong in prinaiple and in the sight of
the law, and the man who deliberately
substitutes an article under the pretence
that it is the one asked for, is or should
be beld criminally responsible, both as a
robber and an aduiterator, whether it be
in the matter of medicine, food, or any
article of commerce.

But when manufacturers continually
hold up to the general public, the drug.
aist as a * fraud,” * substitutor,” etc., he
does what 1s unjustifiable and despicable.
There are some men in all ranks of life
(even amongst patert medicine manufac.
turers) who musrepresent things, who by
statements in the press or other - "¢ give
utterance to words untruthful and intend.
ed to deceive, but that does not say that
all, i any class, me guilty of such mis-
representation.  So  amongst the drug
trade, whilst we regret to acknowledge
that ther2 are men who are guilty of
wiong-dorng, still all druggists do not
come under this category and are not de-
serving of any such censure. It certainly
is time for druggists to repel the state-
ments and msmuations that are being
made as to their business methods and
make that man who would dure utter
them, feel that the drug trade of this
country is composed of men who will not
submit to such slander, but will teach
them a lesson affecting their pockets which
perhaps will be most salutary to them.

The Ontario License Act.

As a result of our recent communica-
tion to the Auorney-General of the
Province, in reference to the wording of
the Amendments to the License Act
passed by the last legislature of Ontario,
the following circular has beer. sent, ac-

cowpanying the usual instructions to the
license inspectors throughout the province:
With reference to the interpretation to
be given to Section 5 of the Act of 1897,
being an amendment to sub-section 1 of
section 52 of the Liquor License Act, I
beg to say that the intention was not to
prohibit the sales of established and well-
known patent or proprietary articles con-
taming hquo:s without the prescription of
a qualified wedical practitioner.  Prose-
cutions for sales of this kind by druggists
should not therefore be instituted. I have
the honour to be, sir, your obedient
servant.

The San Jose Seale.
(ASPIDIOTUS PERNICIOSUS.)

This new enemy to fruit growing has
unfortunately made its appearance in
Ontario, and from its marvellous powers
of reproduction it will be seen how very
necessary it is to prevent its spread
beyond the present infected district. It
is said that a single female may sometimes
be the progenitor of the almost incredible
number of 3,000,000,000 in a season,
there being four generations in one season,
the adult giving tarth to living young for
five or six wecks, the progeny of these
bearing young when about thirty days
old. The Onmtario Agricultural College
has issued a bulletin (106) in which the
necessary remedies are given for its exter-
anvation, the first being the hydrocyanic
acid or gas treatment, which is said to be
very effectual, but difficult to use, and
accompanied with considerable danger to
the person from the probable inhalation
of the gas. The second remedy which
the bulletin says is *“one of the most
effectual ” is the use of whale oil soap,
two pounds in one gallon of water. This
is to be applied in the fall just as the
leaves drop off before the scales harden,
and again in the spring just before the
trees bloom. Kerosene Emulsion diluted
with nine parts of water, or whale-oil soap,
one pound to four gallons of water, is
uced for sumer treatment.

Pure kerosene is destructive to the
scales, but is very apt to kill the trees
also.  Our readers, especially in the
fruit growing districts, will do well to bear
in nund these suggestions, as they may
prove of value to themselves and their
customers.

A Hopeful Sign for Retall Druggists.

J U DPreegr,

Much good nd much profic has been
effected by the work of the Ontario Soci-
ety of Retail Druggists ; but at last the
principal object for which the society was
organized is about to be realized.  After
persistent and energetic agitation by the
Ontario Society of Retail Druggists for
almost two years to get the manufacturers
of patent medicines to protect the sale
and the price of their goods the manufac-
turers have finally awakened to the dan-
gerous position which they occupy. It
was early realized by the principal movers
in the Ontario Society of Retail Drug-
gists that the society could not accom-
plish this part of the proposed work with-
out the uanited and hearty assistance of
the manufacturers, and since that time
cfforts have been continuously directed so
that the manufacturers would take a real
interest in the accomplishment of an ob-
ject so desirable to the three branches of
the trade.

To a retailer it would seem for a few
years back that the manufacturers, or at
least a great mauy of them, have acted
rather coldly towards the retail druggist,
seeming rather to prefer the large orders
of the departmental stores than a larger
number of small orders from the retail
druggists. This is where the trouble
crept in. ‘The manufacturers did not
realize or foresce the loss of influence of
the retail druggists in the sale of his
goods. The departinental store cut the
prices, the druggist could not afford to
sell at cost, so he either made prepara-
tions to take the place of the patented
articles for himself, or else had some one
else make them for him. He did not do
this of his own frec will, it was necessity
that compelled him. The druggist is in
business to make an honest living for him-
self and family, and not to rct as a free
distributor of a number of patent medi-
cines. A great deal has been written and
said about substitution by the retail drug-

gists. I do not consider that business
done in the above-mentioned way is
wrong. It is one of the results of circum-

stances and the necessity of ihe howr.
The druggist who has had knowledge,
ambition, and money during the changes
through which the drug business has been
passing, to do a business of this kind and
thus preserve his profits for himself is not
a substitutor, but I witl tell you what he

is, he is a competitor of the patent medi-
cine man, ‘The majority of retail drug-
gists would rather supply what is asked
for so long as they were making a reason-
able profit ; but svrely it cannot be ex-
peated that they could go on supplying
what was asked for and receive no profit
for such transaction, even it it did please
the patent medicine people. The retail
druggist is a man of influence with his
customers ; he can sell almost any medi-
cine by his own personal endorsation of
it.  In years that are past this is what he
has done, and has most wonderfully
helped the patent medicine man to grow
rich. Now, when he sees that the patent
medicine man does not seem to appreci-
ate his efforts to help him, he has used
his own efforts and endorsed and sold
preparations of his own inake to take the
place of the many patented articles on
the market.

It is the realization of this knowledge
that has given the manufacturers alarm,
and they row seem willing and anxious to
do something to protect the sale and price
of their goods. This is proven by the
fact that they have formed an association
called “ The Proprictary Medicine Manu-
facturers’ Association of Canada.” ‘They
have elected permanent officers and, I
understand, are at work, endeavoring to
formulate a plan by means of which the
retail druggist will again have control of
the patent medicine trade and at prices
that will prove remunerative.

It is reported that the first plan pro-
posed was not agreeable to all manu-
facturers, and I do not think that it
would have proven itself so to the retailers
either, so an effort is now being mads to
devise some other feasible plan.

I have it from good authority that ons
of the prominent manufacturers has been
working out the details of a plan, which
he says will prove perfectly satisfactory.
No doubt but what some little imperfec-
tions will display themselves, but these
can be easily removed or improved. It
1s too carly to say definitely whether the
plan will please all the manufacturers or
not; however, it is sincerely to be hoped
that a majority will adopt some plan and
try it. It is impossible to always say
beforchand whether a certaia plan will be
a success or a failure.  Honest trial is the
only ‘vay to try it

It might not be amiss here 10 suggest
to the manufacturers that in the formation
and adoption of any plan, that in order to
acquire the good-will and influence of the
retail druggist in the sale of his patented
articles, it will be necessary for him t
allow the retailer a good wmargin of profit.
During the trials to exist in the drug busi-
ness since the cutting of prices began, the
druggist has discovered a means of larger
profits than are usua‘ly enjoyed by sell-
ing the patented ariicles.  7This he will
not easily forego without some compensa-
tion, and 1 believe that a good fair margin
of profit will wonderfully assist the manu-
facturer in placing himself in a favorable
position again with the retail trade,

T hope for the early adoption of some
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feasibie plan by the manufacturers, 1
wish the new association abundant suc-
cess, and [ can say, and 1 believe that 1
will be endorsed by every member of vur
soctety, that the retail druggists will assist
and co-operate with the manufacturers in
adopting and cairying out any plan that
they may decide upon, which has for uts
object the prevenung of the cutting of
prices and the restoration of the patent
medicine business to the retml diggists.

Proprietary Articles Trade Association.

A number of the leading proprietary
medicine  manufacturers met  m the
Queen’s Hotel, T'oronto, June 14th, for
the purpose of forming an organization
for the protection and advancement of
their interests.

A report or recommendauon was re
ceived from a joint committee of the
Wholesale Druggists and Patent Medicine
Dealers Association, and that of the On
tario Society of Retail Druggists, subamit-
ting a plan for the regulation of the <ale
of patent and proprictary arucles.  The
plan was thought to be mnpracucable, and
a resolution was passed notifying the com-
mittee of their (h.c:smn.

Liquid Soaps.

Under this titde are understond the
colored or clear perfumed essences pre-
pared by dissolving soap in alcohol,
mosuly for toilet purpases, but also occa.
sionally as detergents for cluth, cte. The
most suitable basis for such preparations
is Marseilles olive ol soap, which, though
insufticiently soluble in cold alcohol, dis-
solves completely in hot 8o per cent. alea-
hol.  On the other hand, taliow and solid
fat soaps, though cqually soluble in bl
ing spirit, are unsutable since, on canl-
ing, the preparation is never more than
transiucent, whereas soaps from vezctable
oils present the advantage of forming
solutions which remain perfectly clear for
a considerable length of time  The
presence of potash s an impnriant factor
in the preparation of liquid svaps : never-
theless an excess must be avnded, 10 to
12 paits of pure patassimm  cahonate
being quite sufficient to render 1,000
parts of soap essence faintly atkaline and
increasce its cmulsifying propertices.

T'he proportions of the ingredients are
as follows : White olive oil, 20 parts ; So
per cent. aleohol, 100 parts : pure potas.
stum carbonate, 1.2 parts. The soap is

cut up o small stnps and placed in
closed vessel—to prevent luss of aleohol--
which s gradually heated in a water bath
after the alcohol and  potash have been
added. By repeated stirrings the soap
can be made to dissolve in 43 to 60 mn-
utes, and, the vessel being then removed
from the bath, the perfume and color
(saffron or rosanthine) are added and the
whole left ta settle for several hours until
clear, the hquid being finaily decanted,
or, better still, filtered. By reason of the
large propoitron of alcohol, the prepata-
tion remains hguid at ordmary tempera.
tures, and s but litle effected by cold,
The perfume may be vaned acceording to
wste 3 eg., orange or citron ail, or nux-
tares of 8 parts of oil of bitter almonds
and 2 of uil of bergamuat, or 5 parts of vil
of bitter almonds, 2 parts ot o1l of mar
bane, and 1 part of oit of cinnamon. A
very fine seent s produced by a misture
of 10 parts of vamlia tincuure, 20 pats of
violel root extract, 20 parts of ruse extract,
s0 parts of extract of orange blossoms,
10 parts of soft white potash soap, and 1
part of potash.

Another reeipe (recommended by Robi
quet) for lipad soap consists of 1+ part
of white soap, 3 parts of 835 per cent.
leohul, 1 part of distilled water.

A compuosition of 4 parts white soap,
4 parts So per cent. alcohol, and 1 part
crystal soda forms a good  cleansing
material @ and 2 medicinal soap, lather-
ing very well, s prepared (Regnauldt) trom
white soap, 20 parts; distilled water, 30
parts; 6o per cent. alcohul, 6o parts
potash, 1 part: perfume, 8 0 10 parts
per thousand, — /. Zdgar dondes, fn Neuste
Jorsindungen.

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A Chapter on Sponges.

Sponge, or rather the Latin sponyia,
was an unmentionable word in ancient
Rome. ‘Thearticleitself, probabiy coarse
and badly prepared, was used for toilet
purposes in those days only in the sense
in which “ toilet ”” is employed as a cuph-
emism by manufacturers of certain sani-
tary arucles, and spongia, therefore, was
actually reckoned as an obscene word.
Now we have changed all that with a
vengeance. ‘The sponge is symbolic of
the greatest of household virtues, and is
reckonued the most noble of toilet requis-
ites. And why not, foris it not a Com-
panion of the Bath? It is true that its
ready absorption of ligqmd refreshment
has given an unpleasant figurative mean-
ing to the word “‘ sponge,” but this is un-
mmdful of the generous way in which
the toilet article parts with it again, wlich
the human sponge never does.  However,
it is this_very greediness for liquor and
capacity for hotding 1t ¢ with comfort,”
Itke a seasonzd toper, that makes the
sponge the important commercial article
that it is. ‘Theie is nothing like it in na-
ture, and nothing like it could be pro.
duced artificially. Its existence looks
like a hint from Providence that cleanli-
ness, hike honesty, is the best policy,
especially when we take into considera-
tion that nawral soap abounds, and that
natural towels are nol unknown. ‘fhe
ingenuity of man has improved on the
last two products, but the great Panjan-
drum of inventors himself could not make
a sponge equal 10 one from Nature's
workshup. And, now, what is a sponge
anyhow ? as our Awmerican friends say.
‘T'he “man in the steeet,” who is rather
given to take things for granted, thinks
that it is a vegetable of the sea-weed order
of things. He is not altogether out of 1,
for the best explanation of the natare of
asponge it we can give ina few words
is that it 15 an animalized vegetable sub-
stance secreted by a marine organism.
‘I'his organism, which is lower in the
social scale than the jellyiish, sucks in
water continually, and with it microscopic
atoms of animal and vegetable matter.
‘T'he former is assimilated as food ; the
latter is converted into an inorganic frame.
work to assist the ceaseless pumping

operation.  The sponge may be com-
compared o the silkworm’s cocoon,
and the fibre of which it is com-

posed has a chemical relation to silk.

‘The live sponge in no way resembles
the sponge of commerce. It is surround.
ed by an outer skin, a simple inorganized
wembrane, and when this is cut open the
living organism looks something like raw
beef.

Itis intersected with the canals and cavi-
ties which are filled with a sticky glutinous
substance called sarcode, of a greyish-
brown color and of the consistency of
treacle.  The sarcode is the only part of
the sponge that is alive. The flexible
skeleton to which 1t is atached is inor-
ganic, and it is this that, after centain puri-

fying manipulations,comes into commerce
as a sponge. It propagates its species by
the formation of cells or by the division
of the parent sponge.  ‘The cell, in the
form of a yellowish capsule, floats out and
takes up an independent situation on a
rock, gradually growing larger and larger
by incessant feeding. Atterpts have been
made to cultivate the sponge artificially
by dividing it and © planting " the separ-
ate pieces, but even after considerable
growth they still show the marks of the
knife, and are so deteriorated in quality
in the market that the game has proved
not to he worth the candle.

Sponges are found in many warm waters
throughout the world, but the commer-
cial articles come 10 us chiefly from the
Mediterranean, British Honduras, Cuba,
and Florida, The sponge likes a (uiet
life, and only flourishes exceedingly in
calm waters.  Therefore, the best come
from the tideless Mediterranean, and the
finest variety of these is known from its
shape as the Turkey cup. ‘T'he crop is
gathered by trawling and diving, the lat.
ter being the preferable method, as the
heavy nets damage the sponges. The
diving is done with the aid of the most
modern apparatus, and also in a state of
nawure without appliances. The Greeks
are the most expert at the work, and in
the Mediterranean fisherics amongst the
Greek and Turkish islands they are ex-
clusively employed. At least in one of
these islands, Himia, the sponge fisheries
have affected the matrimonial customs of
the place.  Himia is a colony of divers,
and no girl in the islind can become a
bride until she has brought up 2 cenain
number of sponges. In athers of the
Greek Islands the fairest of the maidens
o 10 the best divers, paterfamilias decid-
ing the matler without consulting the
wirl’s feclings, probably thinking that a
man who can hest bring up sponges is
most capable of brirging upa family. It
does not follow that the best sponges are
found at the greatest depith.  On the con.
trary, in curtain varieties the deeper they
arow the looser is the fibre.  The Greek
divers, however, have to go down to con-
siderable distances, and diving is a very
arduous and sumctimes dangercus indus-
try.  If the Greek, fishing on his own
account, can afford an apparatus (and all
these come from England) he buys one.
In some places in the West Indies the
sponges arc in such shallow water that
they can Le brought up with a long hook,
which is one of the causes that makes
these sorts less expensive.

\When the live sponge is brought up it
must be dealt with at once or putrefaction
will set in and the whole thing will be
spoiled.  In fact, even when prompt
measures are taken the neighborhood of
a sponge hoat with a fair ““catch” on
board is decidedly unpleasant.  But, how-
ever, the sponge has to undergo much
preparation before it is ready for the bath.
room and nursery. First of all, the sar-
code, which the fishermen call (milk, is
squeezed out, and the sponge is then a

dirty, dark brown article, with bits of rock
attached to it. It is then cither packed
in bags as it is or treated on the spot with
sulphuric acid, washed thoroughly in the
sea, and sprinkled with sand, when it is
ready for the market.  ‘This is the “un.
bleached " spoage of commerce. ‘The
others, which have been shipped without
treatment, on arrival are soaked in per-
manganate, bleached in hyposulphite of
soda and hydrochloric acid,washed,wrung,
dried, trimmed, and sorted. ‘l'hey are
better looking than the ‘““unbleached
sponyges, but the treatment weakens the
fibre to a certain extent.—xA. 7. Garance,
in Oils, Colours, and Drysalteries.

William Wailsh.

After a long illness, extending over a
year, Mr. William Walsh, one of Peter-
borough’s most respected citizens, and a
prominent druggist of that city, died June
12th, aged 53 years.

Mr. Walsh was born in Cavan on what
was known as the *¢ Fallis’ Line,” on
Christnas day, December 25th, 1843.
His father was the late Wm. Walsh, who
died on May 22nd, 1851, His mother
survived until May 14th, 1093 He
was the third cldest son of the family,
the older brothers being Robernt, who
resides on the homestead in Cavan, and
John who is in the Uited States. Wesley
Walsh, a younger brother, is a merchant
in Millbrook. About five years after his
father'’s death, Mr. Walsh came to Peter-
borough, and shortly after entered the
drug store of his unc’e, by iarriage, the
late Dr. Ommond, the fism at that time
being Ormond & Gilmour, and the
place of business the corner at present
occupied Mr. H. S. Macdonald, druggist.
After a few years Mr. Walsh entered into
partnership with Dr. Ormond, and con-
ducted the business jointly with him till
the death of Dr. Ormond, when Mr.
Walsh assuned full charge of the business,
which he conducted up to the time of his
last illness.

As a mark of the esteem in which he
was held, the places of business on
George Street were closed  during the
funeral, which took place on  Monday
14th.

Progress of the P.A T. Associntion -Jubitce Hon-
ors~Beltish Pharmacopala, 1897 -Syrup of
Flgs--Austrian Tonfc Wine,

Not many years ago 1 gave an account
of a new method of Gghting the “ mushn:
druggist” and extreme * cutter,” as sug-
gosted by a Mr. Wilham Jobnstone, phar-
maceutical chemist,  Buxton,  London.
Essenually his plan  was to  combine
manufacturer, wholesale desler and re
tailer under a rebate system. “That it did
not succeed is true, because rehate system
entails extra clerical work for which no
one is inclined to pay, constquently the
wholesale dealer and manufacturer gave
it the cold shoulder.  Sull it was some-
thing in the way of combinauon, and now
we have its successor, the Proprietary
Articles Trade Association, that i not
more than twelve months has gathered
2,000 adherents, and presents quite a
respectable hist of * protected ™ arucies.
The moving spirit in England is Mr. W.
5. Glyn-Jones, a popular chemist in the
east end of London, who has worked ke
a I'rojan to dissipate the suspicion with
which chemists and druggists m  this
country regard all new movements for the
regeneration of trade profits. It is this
lukewarmness of the trade, born from the
knowledge of su many previous failures,
that the assocation has most to figit. It
1s obvious to everybody that the leading
proprictary manufacturers will not risk
the unknown effect on their valuable pro-
perties by jomng the association until at
least the majoruty of those m whose m.
terest it is mainly devised have shown
thetr appreciation by joming.  There are
at least 14,000 or 130c0 chemists in
business in the United Kingdom, so that
the assvctation, thus tar, is not cnabled
to speak on bebalt of the majority.  “That
it will progress if ouly sutlicient tine s
given it, no sane person can doubt, but
manufacturers witl only be convinced by
figures, and slow progress would be re-
garded as 2 bad sign.

The coming exhibntion of the Sritish
and Colonial Drugzrist s lovked forward
to by the officials of the PLACTAL as an
excellent opportumty to push thaar plan,
and, judgng by st year, they will pro
hably gan hundreds of drugaists 1o the
fold. It s unfortunate that sevetal of the
counciltors ¢f the Pharmaceutical Soviety
affect to regard the bass of the assoria.
tion as immuoral ; that the praper position
to take up regardmy the patent medieme
business 15 not benevolent neutrality as
recommended by the assocition, bt
open hostilty, thus dnving the sale more
and more mto the hands of the stores
and grocers. e association showed its
teeth at the hst ciection of councidions of
the Pharmaccuucal Society, amd as a
result Messrs. Cantaghe and Savory were
relegated to the bottom of the list of suc-
cessful candidates, because as proprictors
of Dinneford’s Flnd Magnesia and Savory
and Moore's speaalties, respectively, they

have not thuugit fit to juin in the new
movement,  T'his should show the lead-
ers of the society that at all events a good
number of the suciety’s supporters are in
dead earnest i the mater, and  may
therefore lead to a desirable change of
front.

an ideal laxative owing to its strong grip
ing nature. 1t the characteristic taste of
ipsom salts can be sufficiently masked by
aromatics, there is no finer purgative, but
black draught is unnecessarily nauseous,
Another drug that is falling into disrepute
owing 1o its decidedly strong taste is rhu-
bath, and it is one of the most difticult to
wask. No wonder the public has taken
so kindly to pills, and little liver pills in
particular, when half the mixtures are as
nauscous as they can be.

Of the making of tonic wines there is
no end. ‘The latest candidate on the
English market bails from Austria, and
rejoices in the title of Serravallo’s Fer-
ruginous  Quinine Wine.  According to
the label its title should be * China Ser-
ravallo Ferruginesa,” and is manufaciured
at the “ Farmacia Serravallo, ‘I'rieste.” It
is claimed to have no “styptic taste,”
from which one supposes that * free from
astringency ” is meant.  Itisrecommend-
ed specially to convalescents, especially
those “suffering from anwemia and indi-
gestion, after seassickness, and in hot cli-
mates.” It will be interesting to sec how
the proprietors intend pushing the wine,
as the general agents in Eogland are
Roberts & Co., who have scveral capital
;’orci;.;n agencius, although nothing in this
ne.

Drug and Proprictary Medicine Dealers’

Dear Sig,— In June issue of your
journal you refer to the fact that no nom.
mations were made for members of Coun.
cil for the Omario College of Pharmacy
in two territorial divisions.  You also ask
why it is so. With all due defer.
ence, permit me o refer you to your
article on “ Faulty Legisiation” in same
issue, whewe, I think, you will find
an all sutficient reason why the druggists
generally throughout Ontario do not take
the interest in the affairs of the College
of Pharmacy that they should, and other-
wise would take, did other and more con-
sistent methods obtain.  Surely the col-
lege was not established solely for the col-
lection of fees and the payment of salaries
to men (some of them at least) who have
shown by their negligence and dereliction
of duty to be wholly unfit for the posi.
tions they have held.  The very fact that
this so-calied * faulty legislation ” was al-
lowed to become law, without even as
much as a protest from the college coun.-
cil, whose business it is 1o safeguard the
interest of the druggists, is quite enough
to disgust the whole fraternity,  The fact
is 1 wonder that any nominations were
made at all.  An institution that exists in
name only is not calculated to command
the respect and confidence of the public
at large, much less those more immedi-
ately concerned. * Faully Legislation”
proves conclusively to my mind what has
been self-evident for a long time, that the
druggists of Ontario are keeping up an
institution ostensibly for their protection
and advancement that has come short in
everything, excepting collection of fees,
and voting themselves fat salaries.

The B.C.P.A. Annual Meeting.

British Columbia druggsts held their
annual meeting, June 1oth, in Victoria, 1t
being customary to hold tie meetings al-
ternately in  Varcouver, \ictorna, and
New Westminster.  The interest  always
taken by Mr. T. M. Henderson in nat-
ters pharmaceutical was again prominent,
the firmof lLangiey & Henderson Bros.
having kindly given the association the
use of the spacious offices for the occa-
sion. There was not as large a gathenny
as might be expected, though Nanamo
and Vancouver were represented, and the
vhiguitcus J. A. Wrighy, of Lyman, Sons
& Co., of course was to the front. On
this occasion the council meeting was
held immediately before the annual meet-
ing, lasting about ninety minutes and try-
ing the patience of the waiting druggists.
Upon the presidemt, Mr. T. E. Atkins,
Vancouver, toking the chair, the names
of those present were taken, among
which were: E. McQ. Van Houten, Nan-
aimo, vice-president ; John K. Sutherland,
sec.-reg.-treas.; 1. M. Hiscocks, J. R.
Seymour, T. M. Henderson, John Coch-
rane, W. S. Terry, F. W. Fawcett, Joseph
H. Entery, C. J. Quinnan, J. H. Hall, G.
Appleby.  After the minutes of the last
annual meeting, held in New Westminster,
had been read and approved, the secre-
tary read the several reports of the coun-
cil,treasurer, registrar and auditors. Licon-
omy has been practised throughout the
year, and as only two council meetings
were held the balance in hand bas been
increased despite the reduction in the
annual fees.  The new counal will start
the new year, after paying all expenses,
with at least $8o0.

‘The president, T. E. Atkins, then ad-
dressed the meeting.  He had not pre-
pared a speech as was usual under the
circumstances, and would not make bis

talk long as the hour was late (10.30 p.m.).
He was sorry that only a few members
of the B.C.P.A, were present, but it was im-
possiblefor many to get there on account of
location of the towns. A year or so ago
an cffort was made to induce a larger at-
tendance, and $350 was voted to be spent
amnually in providing a banquet, but even
this bad so far failed to awaken interest.
He was of opinion that the association
might casily dispense with the banguet at
annual meetmgs.  The work of the coun.
cil, he went on 10 say, had been very easy
during the past year ; matters were now
in a fairly smooth running order and har-
mony prevatled. There had heen but tivo
council meetings during the year, but all
business had been transacted just the
same.  With regard to the recent attempt
10 enforce the use of poison bottles, he
had not at first deemed it wise 1o inter-
fere, thinking the mauer would dic a
natural death, but when representation
was made to him by Victorians that there
was a possibility of it becoming law, he
had obtained signatures 1o a petition 10
the Legislative Assembly, as did \ictoria,
though he did not think the amendment
would have passed.  The result had been
lighly satisfactory and showed what com-
bmed cffort can accomphsh, lHe con-
cluded by expressing a hope that all were
enjoying prosperity in business, adding
that as all had an interest in the prosper-
iy of the association he would ask cach
member to report prompily any mfraction
of the law which night come under their
notice.

Following this came the election of the
three councillors for the ensuing year,
Messrs. 1. M. Henderson and ], H.
Emery acting as scrutineers.  The result
was that J. R. Seymour, Vancouver, John
Cochrane, Victona, D. 8. Curus, New
Westminster, were elected.  Messrs. J.
I, Jaeck and J. M. Atkins wereappointed
auditors.

Speeches were then in order from the

retiring and newly clected councitlors. 1),
3. Curus was. unfortunately, absent, but
general satisfaction was expressed at his
clection.  Mention was also made of the
retiremcat of Mr. Thos. Shotbolt, who
had identified himsclf with the association
from its inaungvranon, and very general
regret was expressed that he did not see
his way clear to continue a member of
the council.  Mr. T. M. Henderson
moved, seconded by Mr. J. H. Ewery,
that the council take the matter of reduc-
tion of the annual fees into consideration,
and after some discussion this was passed.
It was decided not to have the proceed-
ings of the annual mecting printed as has
been the custom.

Mr. Henderson, on behalf of the firm of
Jangley & Henderson DBros., invited ali
to Lawrence’s café, and a very enjoyable
time was spent around the festive board.

Immediately after the annual meeting
the new council met and elected D. S.
Curtis president, and J. R. Seymour vice-
president, for the ensuing year.  John K.
Sutherland was re-elected sec.-treas. reg.,
and the Board of Examiners remain the

same ; f.e.,, H. H. Watson, chemistry and
pharmacy; John Cochrane, dispensing
and reading prescriptions 5 T A. Muir,
botany and materia medica. )

Preparation of Oxy-Camphor.

In the patent taken out in Germany by
the Meister Lucius and Beuning * Farb-
werke,” the oxy-camphor is prepared by
reducing campho-quinone in three ways:

1. Reduction in acid liquid. The cam-
phoquinone is dissolved in glacial acetic
acid, and, after the addition of a little
water, treated with zinc until decolorized.
To isolate the product the liquid is ren
dered fantly alkaline, and ether employed
for taking up the oxy-camphor, which it
leaves behind as a white mass on distil-
lation. .

The same agent may also be employed
to reduce alcoholic solution of quinone,
acidified, as also the alkaline olution.

2. Reduction in neutral liquid is ef-
fected by aluminium, amalgam in an
ethereal solution.

3. Reduction in alkaline solution. The
camphoquinone 1s dissolved n alcohol,
caustic soda and aluminium amalgam
being added until complete decoloration
is effected, and the product 1s isolated, as
under 1.—Soap- Maker and Perfumer.

Nova Scotia Pharmaceutical Soclety.

‘I'he annual meeting of the Nova Scotia
Pharmaceutical Society was held at Hali
fax, June 17th, 18y7. The following isa
synopsis of the address of Mr, Irank C,
Simson, President of the Society :

Mr. Chaisttian and Gentlemen

In this my second annual address 1o
you, I take pleasure n reporting the
good progress and the good order n
which the affairs of the society are, as evi-
denced by the reports of the council, trea-
surer, and registrar respectively.

In the date of our mecting last year,
we were rather unfortunate, as the many
counter engagements at the time, ren-
dered the attendance very smadl, and this
vear, apparently for the same cause, it is
very little better.

\We had anticipated this year the plea-
sure of having Professor Reanngton, of
the Phiadelphia College of  Pharmacy
with us, and to have enjoyed a lecture
from him, but unfortunately his time was
so fully occupicd it was impossible for
him to be here.  ‘This, however, is one of
the pleasures in anticipation still.

Among the reports you have that of the
delegates to the American Pharmaceutical
Association, and 1 might say here that
while our society hasin the past been
entitled 1o thiee delegates, 1 think the
number alinost too great for the finances
of the society, and while recomnending
the sending of delegates from this asso-
ciation to such conventions whenever
practicable, the number under the present
circumstances should be limited to wwo,

1 think that during the past year the
general success of the drug business has
not been what we would wish, I am still
of the opinion expressed last year, viz.,
that this is largely due 1o the encroach-
ments made on our business through the
multiphcity of proprictary articles  that
are being foisted upon us, 1 think a de-
cided stand should be taken by our wem-
bers, and every possible means used to
keep the dispensing of drugs confined to
articles within the Pharmacopicia. Under
present conditions some concern will can-
vass the physicians with some new-
fangted idea, i which he wams the long
suffering wholesaler to cany stock for him
at a margin of about 10 per cemt, The
article is passed through the retailer, who
has to dispense it at a ruinous rate, and in
the end when this fad is exhausted, both
the wholesaler and the retailer (ind more
of these goods left on their shelves than
the amount of the litle margin they have
made. ‘The pharmacists of this country
are sufficiently educated to dispense the
medicines required, and it is certainly a
wrong state of things that we should be
compelled to dispense proprietory articles
and mixtures which must often become
ohl and damaged on the shelves, while in

every instance hetter results could be ob-
tained from the fresh drug dispensed by
our competent pharmacists. 1 would
strongly recommed this matter to your at.
tention,

Before closing, it is fitting that 1 should
refer to the celebration of this Diamond
Jubilee year.  Looking back as far as we
can, we see the great progress made in
our profession since the beginning of Vie-
toria’s glorious reign,

‘Fhanking you gentlemen for your kind
attention.

The following is the report of dek gates
from Nova Scouia Pharmaceutical Society
10 the meeting  of the American Pharma-
ceutical Association, at Montreal, August
12th to zoth, 18g6.

Your commitiece acknowledge with
pleasure the honor conferred on them in
the appointment of detegates to the meet-
ing of the American Pharmaceutical
Association, held in Montreal in August,
1896. ‘T'his is the second meeting which
this association has held in Canada, and
the second time that a Canadian presi-
dent has heen clected.  ‘The association
has becn increasing in numbers until it
now contains a membership of 1,558, em-
bracing most of the prominent nations of
the world. "Fhe meeting this year showed
the international character of the associa-
tion, and a Canadian, Mr. ]J. Eugenc
Davenant, was appointed to the commit-
tee of legislation, secretary of the commer-
cial interests.

T'wo of your committee left Halifax on
Monday, August 10th, and were joined
at I'ruro by Mr. Odell, and then procecd-
ed to Montreal by the C.P.R. At Mont-
real they were cordially received and wel-
comed at the meeting, at which the
autendance was not as large as usual,
principally because of the hot wave, which
was passing over the country at the time.
It was the intention of a large party from
the members attending to take a trip to
Nova Scotia after leaving Montreal ; to
visit the Land of Evangeline and return
home 27a Boston, but this plan was frus-
trated on account of the leader of the
party, Mr. S. A. D, Sheppard, of Boston,
bieing taken il

‘T'he first session was held on the even-
ing of the rath, when the delegates were
welcomed by the president of the Quebec
Pharmaceutical Association, who was re-.
plied 1o in avery witty speech from Profes.
sot Pateh, of Boston, after which followed
the president’s address, which is well
worth perusing.  Ouneof the strong points
that the president makes in this is the
adoption of the metric system by many of
the larger nations of the world, and his
belief that this system will in a short time
be used by all of North America, and in
which he pointed out that Great Britain
and the United States were the only in-
fluential nations which have not adopted
the metric system.  The address was re-
ceived and referred 10 a committee com-
pused of Dr. Louis Diehl, of Louisville,

Dr. I, H. Butler, of Lowell, and Frank
C. Simson. After the address of the
president a motion was passed to send a
cable of greetings to the meeting of the
International Pharmaceutical Association
of Prague, Austria.

The reports were then called for and
referred Lo the following day, after which
the roll was cailed for the nominating
committee, of which Mr. Simson repre-
sented Nova Scotia.

‘The nomination for president proceed-
ed in a hurried manner.  J. C. Morriso,
of Montreal, and J. L. Davenant, of
Windsor, were proposed, and Mr. Morri-
son was clected.

In the evening a reception was tender-
ed in the parlors of the Windsor Hotel,
where the members and their friends were
entertained, and there were many hearty
greetings between friends from the east
and west, and north and south, who prob-
ably seldom meet except at the annual
conventions.

The following day three sessions were
held, the general session, and two sessions
of commercial interest. On Friday, in
the morning the section for scientific
papers met and proposed to adjourn until
the evening, which was done. In the
afternoon the members enjoyed a pleas.
ant ride on the electric cars through
Montreal and suburbs, and again in the
evening, at 8.30 the adjourned meeting
of the section on scientific papers was
held.  Saturday there were again three
sessions and Sunday was devoted to rest.

On Monday the association had a trip
on the St. Lawrence River, through the
Canal, running the Lachine Rapids, and
returning to Montreal. As most of the
important business was now over, and the
time of your delegates was limited, they
left for home on Monday aight.

The next meeting of the association
will be held at Lake Minnetonka, near
Minneapolis.

The many good things said at the
meeting are too voluminous to detail
here, and the larger part of the proceed:
ings has been reported in the pharma-
ceutical journals.  We would expressly
call your atiention 10 the excellent ad-
dress and suggestions of Prof. Louis
Diehl, on the report of the progress of
pharmacy, and the report of the delegates
to the British Medieal Association.

ANNUAL, MUETING,

The thirteenth annual session of the
New Brunswick Pharmaceutical Society
was convened at the rooms of the socicty
in the city market building, St. fobn, N.
B., on 16th of June, 1897. President J.
M. Wiley called the meeting to order
shortly after 10 a.m. with a fair attend-
ance of members. ‘Those present were
Messts. J. M. Wiley, of Fredericton ;
Winslow Tilley, of St. Mary's; W. H.
Clark, of St. Stephen; J. D. B. F. Mac:
kenzie, of Chatham; J. McD. Cooke, of
Moncton; R. E, Coupe, E. Clinton Brown,
Thos. C. Donald, C. P. Clarke, Chas. F.
Wade, Clarence Fairweather, M. V. Pad.
dock, Straun Robeitson, S. McDiarmid,
R. W, McCarty, Thos. A. Crockett, N. B.
Smith, Wm. Hawker, C. Walter Clarke,
W, H. Mowatt.

The secretary read the minutes of the
preceding meeting and these having been
confirmed, were followed by the reading
of the :

REPORT OF THE

Ty the president and members of the
Nezy Brunswvick Pharmacentical Sociely:

GENTLEMEN—your council takes pleas-
ure in presenting to you a report of their
work during the past year and of the
present position and standing of the
society.

Seven council meetings were held
during the year, at which principally
routine business was transacted, as the
members of the socicty, with scarcely an
exception, have lightened the labors of
the Registrar and the Council by prowpt-
ly fulfilling their personal duties and
obligations to the society. We have oc-
casionally to meet with criticism and com-
plaiants, but thatis expected in any healthy
society and fair criticism is welcomed.
The vseflulness of the societly is apparent
to any one who knows the number of
times in cach year that enquiries are re-
ceived from other portions of the Domin-
ion and from the United States with re-
gard 10 our pharmacy laws.  Finding that
they cannot do business in this province
without passmg an examination, the ap-
plicant is not again heard from. Legis-
lation was obtained during the year ex-
empting members of this society from jury
service n this province. ‘The legislators
also passed a bill which we did not re-
quest classing respectable druggists of St.
John with beer saloons, and depriving our
citizens of the privilege of buying a glass

of soda water on Sunday—while permit-

ting in other portions of the province, so

far as druggists are concerned this law is

totally uncalled for and objectionable.

Oncexamination was held at which twenty-

one candidates presented themselves, and

of these, eleven passed the “ preliminary ”

and two the *“final” or qualifying ox-
amination.

REPORTS OF COMMITTEES

were then called for and Mr. R. E. Coupe
on behalf of the committee appointed 10
correspond with Retaii Druggists’ As.
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sociations in Ontatio and  Jsewlicre, read
letters which had been received from the
president (Mr. Gebbardl) and secratarny
{Mr. Pepper) of the Ontarto Retail Piug
gists’ Assuciation describing the condition
of affairs in that Province, and the
methods employed te try and overcome
the “cutting ” evil.  Capies of their con
stitution and by laws were also submitted.
After some infurmal discussion and 1e
marks by different members, Mr. Willium
Hawker moved that these replies and
documents be placed on file, and the
thanks of the society extended to these
gentlemen and to the commitice.  This
motion was seconded by Mr, W, H. Clark,
and carried.  Mr. Clark, in seconding the
motion, called attention to recent prosecu
tions in Montreal, and decision preventing
sale of Patent Medicines except by regis
tered persons, and asked if similar legis
lation could be obtained in New Bruns
wick. The general opinion of the mem
bers was that it would be impracticable
except in cities, Election of council
members was next in order, and twenyy
two names were placed in nomiration,
and Messrs. R. W, McCarty and 1. C.
Donald being appointed scrutineers, a

‘I'here were calls now for a speech, and
the retiring president delivered the fol
lowing address :—

PRESIDENT'S ADDRESS,

Gentlemen, members of the Pharmacentical
Society of Newe Brunsicick.

Another year has passed away, and
again we meet for the transacuon of
such business as may come before us as
members of tnis soctety.  The past year
has been quite an uneventful one.  \cry
few changes of any note have taken place,
we have had no htigation on band and no
prosecutions for violauon of Pharmacy
Act.  We have had svine necessary legis-
lation, the princpal part of which has
been the exempuon of druggists from
jury duty, which 1 think 1s a very
portant provision, and I trust will com-
mend tselfl to your approval.

Itis a matter of regret that there s so
hitle interest taken i the annual wmecting
of this socicty outside the Cuty of St
John. Ifat were not for the inicrest aken
i the society by the drugasts of tis ey
our association would almost cease to
exst, and as an outsider, T desice 10 ex-
press my obligation to the gentlumen who
have 50 well carnied out ihe business of
the sociely at a vonsiderabie sacnfice of
therr ume.  For myseif, althuugh unabie
to be presenmt at many mectings of the
councily, I have alnays feit that m the

hands of the membiers of the coundil in
St. John the interests of the suuiety were
perfectly safe.

When we consider the guestion from
mercly 4 business standpuint, it seems to
me that, in our own personal interest, there
should be a large attendance at vur an
nual meetings.

For myself, T always look forward to
thus time with the greatest pleasure, and
would regret very much should any en
gagement prevent me frow being present,
as the (riendships 1 have formed and the
pleasant days 1 have spent at these
meetings are among my happiest recol
lections.  In this connection might 1
quote from an article which appeared
in one of the journals luely—it says :
“ Think twice before you make up your
mind that you cannot afford the outlay
of time or money required to attend sume
gathering of representative pharmacists
this summer.  The expense does not
signify a useless luxury by any means, it
partakes more of the return of an invest-
ment, and the profit resides in the im-
proved health, the added vigor, the new
ideas derived from contact with our col-
leagues, the schemes which one picks up
in conversation, the hints which men can
not fail to let fall when they talk about
their business. A merchant must keep up
with the times, he must replenish his
stock of ideas periodically, and nothing
affords a better chance of renewing our
r¢sources than the annual convention.

We hve but once, and we are a long
time dead, what folly 10 be so absorbed
in business as to find our bestdays gone
before we have fairly begun to enjoy them !
All classes of men are the better for an
occasional bit of recreation, and no class
can less afford to dispense with the an-
nual change than that comprising the
hard-working druggists of the land. No
evenings and often no Sundays —let us
at least cling to our annual outing, and
make the most of it.” In this comnec-
tion, I would address the younger mem-
bers of our society Theirs is the greater
interest, they are just siepping into the
work, and by taking a lively interest in
the socicety, they will, 1T think, find it
pleasing and profitable. T hope that ar
rangements will bhe made at this meeting
for papers to be read a1 our next annual
meetng by some of the members of our
socicly.

The reparts of the various aflicers
shows that our society is in a flourishing
condition financially.

In conclusion, allow me to thank you
for having clected me to the office of
president, and 1 trust that our mecting
together at tins time will be in the best in
terests of the society and also pleasant
and profitabile incividuaily

Me. W, H. Clark, of St. Stephen, was
called upon to read his paper, the tile of
which he announced to be *Why? "

WHY?

Outside  of words represenung  the
names of God and kindred wouds there 1s
no word in the English language that
means so much as the word why. We
all know, espeaally those of us who are
fathers, that almost the first intethgent
question which the chuld asks 15 **why.”
Why 15 this done? Why 1s that other
thing used?  Why do we like one thing
better than another 2 “The whys are end-
less, and it is a good sign in the child.
‘The questions should not be repressed,
but answered as far as possible, because
it shows that the chuld 1s waking up toits
surroundings and wants to find out the
reason for thangs.  Whyam 1 here ? Why
are all these things around me? \What
connection have they with me?

If the spint of inquiry only stays with
the boy and the man, then we will have
a Newton, or a Galleo, or an Edison, or
a Pasteur, and the law of gravitation is
discovered, or a correct system of astron.
omy, or our wonderful development of
electricity, or the vast strides m medical
knowledge; if 1t were not for the ones who
ask why? of their fellows and of nature,
we would be a set of barbarians.

There is no branch of knowledge or
practical scienee in which the word why
has been used miore cfiectually than in
medicine, pharmacy, and chemistry, that
is in our profession.  Among the Chinese,
where they do not ask why, their idea of
medicine is to get the vilest possible dose
down the throat of the patient. “Their
idea of pharmacy, getung together a
hundred  ingredients, and the wmore
pounds weight at a dose the better. "Their
idea of chemistry, nothing.  And much of
therr other knowledge is on a par with the
the foregoing.

Contrast it with the advances in all
these branches by those who do ask why
n chenustry.  What wonderful strides,
resulting, not only in a better dea of
natural objects, but v benefit 10 man-
kind.

I might wnite a long paper about the
results i different directions of asking
why, but at present 1 will confine mysclf
to ourselves as pracucal drugaists and
caterers to the public wants,

The first why s the child's. Why am
I here? 1 must have been placed in thus
world for some purpose.  What st ? A
very large number of men say pracucally,
if not m words, T am here t0 spend my
ume in my own pleasure, enjoy all 1 can
of this life, and then lie down and die.
What an inglorious ambition! Others
say practically, I am here to make money,
the more the better, the fact that 1
cannot take a cent of 1t with me when 1
leave here s notinng.  Let me accumu-
late a good lot of money, and hife’'s work
s accomplished.  Now I am not gong 1o
say that money-making 1s a bad thig,
To make money is good ; first, because

money is a very useful article i tus
world ; second, because the effurt to
make it s a stimulant tu business, but
kecp it secondary a means to an end, not
the end for which we live, fur of to make
money is all we live for, then as we can-
not take vur money with us, life mast be
more or less of a failure.  Again, some
look on ambition to be leaders in society
or in politics as filling out the measure of
thewr hfe.  And these are nut Lad things
n themselves, if they are used to benehit
oursclves and others, but if only to gratify
personal pride, again life is a failure, that
is, unless the sixty or seventy years here is
all of fe.  If it is, then to get the most
personal pleasure out of it is, at least,
natural, but surely we beheve that man,
who has accomplished so much even with
lis brain, not to mention any higher at-
tribute, must have a career of longer dura-
tton than sixty or seventy years, and so,
there must be a stage of existence where
at least money is not a factor, sceing that
we cannot take that with us.

To prepare for that stage of exist-
ence the Imgher nature should be cul-
tivated.

‘There is not one of us who does not
beheve that there 1s something more n us
than just spending our life grubbing a
grave for ourselves.  And so feehng and
believing that, then we are not here to
only culuvate wealth, power, ambition, for
they all belong to this hie, but we are
here that we may use all those things to
make us better, nobler men.

But now let us get a little closer home,
and ask why are we in this world as drug-
gists?  Some will answer I am a druggist
by accident, some may say by choice am I
here, some 1 want to make money, some
again to have an casy, respectable living.
Some perhaps will say I am a druggist by
mistake. Gentlemen, if we look on our-
selves as men, something more than mere
playthings of fortune, we will give none
of these answers. There is a dignaty
about our profession which impresses me
more and more the longer 1 live; it is
cqualled of course, but I deubt if it is
surpassed, by even the medical profession,
when a prescription is placed in our hands
for preparation. Let us ask oursclves
why is this given to me? 1 hold in my
hands what may be cither life or death to
some fellow.-creature, and it is a tremen
dous responsibility.

Againwhy ? Because we are supposed
to have knowledge. Because we are
thought to be honest. Because we are
believed to be careful.  Now, if in any
one of these things we come short we
are betraying 2 trust,

When we think of the responsibility
and importance attached to the putting
up of that prescription, do we not need
to have our bmins clear? And should
we not ask help from a higher power?
Evcry morning I ask wy Heavenly Father
to keep wmc from making mistakes through
the day. Thereis one thing that must
he apparent to every man, if we are to
be careful, no such thing as intoxicating

liquor should cver enter our mouth to
muddle our brain.  If any wan should be
a sobier man 1t s a druggist ; and he can-
not indulge in alcoholic drinks out of

Mr. Clark was enthusiastically ap-
plauded at the close of the reading, and
Mr. W Hawker, 1 moving a vote of
thanks, remarked that he felt cerntain that
all the members were in sympathy with
the noble senuments so thoughtfully ex-
pressed and so beautifully and clearly
stated by the writer.

My W, H. Mowatt then read a short
paper detailing his experience in prepar-
ing aromatic spirits of ammonia so as to
obtain a wiorless solution that did not
precipitate on standing.  For the retail
druggist preparing small quantities at a
time he advised the B.I. formula and the
U.S.P. process, with some modifications.
The essential oils are dissolved in the
alcohol, and the solution shaken up with
some moist fersic hydrate (readily pre
pared by diluting two drachms of liquor
ferri perchlor fort to once ounce with
water, and precipitating with an excess of
aqua ammonia), and aillowed to stand for
three or four hours; dissulve the am-
monia carbonate in the miaed liquor am-
monie fort, and water, being careful to
use only clear translucent picces of the
carbonate ; filter the twe solutions separ-
ately and iy, adding alcohol if neces
sary to complete the measure.  If the
spirit is a lide cloudy when finished
allow to stand a few days, or filter through
charcoal and paper in a well-covered fun-
nel — do not use magnesia.

INSTRUCTIONS  RELANTIVE 10 MUEDCENAL
PLAN S,

‘I'he Pan-Amencan Medical Congress,
at its meeting held in the City of Mexico
m November, 1896, took steps to mstitute
a systemauc study of the Amencan medi-
cmal flora, through the medwm of a gen.
eral commussion and of special sub-com-
missions, the latter 1o be orgamized in the
several countries.  The sub-commission
for the Unued States has  been formed,
and consists ol i Valery  Havard,
U.S. A, chairman; Mr. Fredenck V. Col-
ville, Botanist of the United States De.
partment of Avnculture : Dr. C. F. Miils-
pauzh, Curator of the Botanical Depart-
ment of the Field Columbian Museum,
Chicago : Dr. Cnarles Mohr, State Bot-
anist of Alabama; Dr. W. P, Wilson,
Director of the Philadelptia Commercial
Muscums ; and Prof. 11, H. Rusby, of
the New’ York College of Pharmacy.
I'his sub-commission sohicits information
concerming the medicinal plants of the
Umited States from evetyone in & posi-
tion to accord it.  The principal points of
study are as follows :

(1) local names.

{2) Local uses, together with lustoreal
facts.

(3) Guographieal distnbuuon and de-
grees of abandance in the wild state.

{4) Is e plant collected for markey,
and 1f so, (¢} At what season of the year?
(7 To bow great an extenmt?  (¢) low
prepared for market? () What s the
effect of such collection upon the wild
supply 2 7¢) What price does 1t bring?
) 1s the mdusiey profiable ?

{5, Is the plant, or bas it ever bLeen,
culuvated, and if so give all mformaton
on the subject, parucolardy as to whether
such supphies are of superior quality, and
whether the mdustry has proved profitable?

{6) Ii not cultnated, present tacts con
cerming the fe tustory of the plant which
might nd i determning methods of
cultivation.

(7) 1s the drag subjected to substiu-
ton or adulteration, and f so, give m.
formanon as to the plants used for this
purpose.

While 2 15 not expected that many
persons will bie able to comrnibute intor-
maton on all these pomts concerning any
plan:, it s hoped that a large aumber of
persons will be wilhag to commumeate
such partial knowledize as they possess,

It 15 not the unponiamt or standaud
drugs alone concernmg whicn imformation
15 sought.  The Sub Comunssion desires
1o compile a complete list of e plants
which have been used medicimally, how-
ever trivinl such usc may be. It also

desires to collect all obtunabile informa
tion, lustonical, scigntific and economic,
concerning  our native and naturalized
plants of this class, and, to that end,
mvites the cooperation of all persons
interested,  Poisonous plants of all kinds
come  within the scope of our inquiry,
whether producing dangerous symptoms
in wan, or simply skin inflammatuon, or, as
*loco-weeds,” deletenous to horses, cattle
and sheep.  In this respect, the general
reputation of a plant is not so much
desired as the particulars of cases of
poisomng  actually seen, or heard from
reliable observers. It s believed that
much interesung  knowledge can be
obtaimed from Indians, Meaicans and half-
breeds, and that, consequently, Induan
agencies and teservations wre particularly
favourable fields for our nvestigation.
Such knowledge will be most aceeptable
when based upon known facts or ex-
periments,

In order to assist in the study of the
habits, properties and uses of medicinal
plants, the Sub-Commission undertake to
furnish the name of any plant specimen
received, together with any desired m.
formation available.

Qwing 10 the diversity in the common
names of many plants it will be necessary
for reports, when not furnished by botan.
ists or others qualified 0 state the
hotanical names with certainty, to ac-
company the same with some speciien
of the plant sutticient for us wdentification,
While the Sub-Commission will endeavor
to determine the plant from any portion
of it which may be sent, it should be
appreaited that the labour of idenufica-
tion is very greatly decreased, and its
usefulness increased, by the possesston of
complete material, that is, leaf, lower and
frat, and i the case of small plants, the
underground portion also. 1t 1s best o
dry such specimens thuroughly, in a flu
condition under pressure, before mailing,
Wiale any convenient means for accom-
phshing this result may be employed, the
foliowmg  procedure 15 recommended.
Select a flowering or {rmiung branch, as
the case may be, which when pressed
shall not exceed 16 inches in length by
10 nches in width.  If the plant be a
herh 2 or 3 feet hagh, it may be doubled
to bring 1t within these measurements,
If 1t pussess root leaves, sume of these
shonld be mduded,  Lay the specinien
flat in a {old of newspaper and place tis
i a pile of newspapers, carpet felting, or
some other form of paper which readily
absorbs moisture, and place the pile in a
dry place under a pressure of about 20 10
30 pounds, sutlicient to keep the leaves
from wrinkling as they dry. 10 a number
of specimens are pressed at the same time,
each is to be separated from the others
by three or four folded newspapers or an
cquivalent in other kinds of paper, In
12 or 24 hours these papers will be found
satusated with the absorbed mosture and
the fold contmning the specimen should
be transferred to dry ones.  ‘This change
should be repeated for from wo 0 five
days according to the state of the weather,

the place where the drying is done, the
fleshimess of the speciuens, ete,  The
best way to secure the required pressure
is by means of a pair of strong straps,
though waghts will do.  The best plage
for drying is beside a hot kitchen range,
When diy the speaimens should be nailed
between cardboards or some other light
but stift’ materials which would not hend
in trune't,

It is 2 most important mauer that the
name and address of the sender showd
be attached o the package, and that the
specimens, if more than one, should be
numbered, the sender retamning  also
specinens beaning the same number, to
facilitate any correspondence which may
folluw. ‘The Sub.Commission requests
thay, so far as practicable, all plants sent
be represented by at least four specimens.

How Children's Eyes Should be Tested.

The means to be provided must he
accessible to the masses, easy of apphea.
tivn, considerate of popular prejudice,and
oMo tne of results, Such a plan has been
suggested and put in praciice by the
writer. It consists in the training of
school principals in 1he detection of eye
disurders and in a system of natification
to the parents of discovered defects car-
rying with 1t the suggestion that a vom
petent authority should be consulted

In the cuy of Minneapolis, with the
sarnest co-operation of Prof. C. M. Jor-
dan, supenmtendent of the public schools
of that city, the eyves of 23,049 school
children have been satistactorily examined
by the principals, after due instruction by
the superintending oculist.  Amony this
number, 7,293 detectives have been found
and largely beneficial results have a ready
followed.

The method is, briefly, as follows © An
oculist is to be appointed by the board of
education, whose duty it shatl be to lec-
ture to the principals upon the clementary
facts in ouular anatomy, physiology, and
hygiene, and upon the uses and apphica-
uon of the test types, cte., makmg a prac-
tical demonstration of the method upon
some filty pupils,

The principals shall thereafter annually
weport their work to the supermitending
oculist, who shall submit such statements,
with bits conclusions, to the board of edu-
cation. A Snellen test card is provided
for every building, wuh some accompany-
ing printed matter.

They involve but slight expense, which
should not exceed sevemiy-five dollars in
a aity of two hundred thousand people.—

‘The secretary announced communica-
tions from more than thirty members and
pharmacists of other States who regretted
their inability to be present.

Fifty-two new members were clected.

The United States Pharmacal Com-
pany, of Chicago, was endorsed by the
association.

Gelante—A New Dressing for Skin
Diseases.

‘I'hat prolific originator of skin medica-
tions, Professor Unna, has devised a ) ow
dressing composed of gelwin and ,um
tragacanth, to which he has given the
name “gelante.” It is prepared as fol-
lows: Pieces of gum tragacanth are mac-
crated for 2 month in twenty times their
weight of water ; then they are exposed
for a day to the action of steam, with
occasional stirring, and finally strained
through muslin.  ‘The same weight of
gelatin is softened in water and subwitted
to the action of steam under pressure ;
the two masses are next mixed, and the
mixture exposed tu the action of steam for
two days ; it is then again pressed through
muslin and receives the addition of 5 per
cent. of glycerin, a little rose vater and
o.0z per cent. of thymol. The liquid
thus prepared contains 2.5 per cent. each
of gelatin and tragacanth.  When spread
upon the skin it dries rapidly and formsa
pliable varnish, Considerable quantities
of medicament may be added to this basis;
as much as 5o per cent. of ichthyol, 40
per cent. of salicylic acid, resorcin, or of
pyrogallol, 5 per cent. of phenol, and 1
per cent, of mercuric chloride. Bodies
which are incompatible in aqueous solu-
tions, such as salicylic acid and zinc ox-
ide, ichthyol and various salts are without
action on each other when incorporated
with this basis. ‘I'he property of drying
very rapidly distinguishes gelante from all
other water-soluble dressings, and from
the large amount of water it contains it
exercises a marked cooling and refreshing
action when applied to the skin; it is
capable of combining with fatty bodies,
and can be applied cold to the surface.
It promises to be a valuable addition to
dermato-therapeutics, particularly in the
treatment of cczema and psoriasis,. —
Bullet. Comm., after Sem. Med.

Business Methods in Pharmacy.

In these times of business stress, it is
essential for the retail druggist to adopt
the best busitess methods and to conduct
ns store with all proper energy and en-
terprise. The druggist must be, of course,
a good pharmacist, but he must also be a
good business man. Itis not suflicient
that he can make a good suppository,
spread a plaster in the most approved
manner, or make pills which leave noth-
iug 1o be desired, cither in consistency or
finish, but he must also be able to pur-
chase to the best adva rages, to sell pro-
fitably, and must, in short, possess those
manifuld but indescribable qualities,
which, taken altogether, make up what
is known as *a goord business man.”

‘The druggist’s books may be kept up
10 date and his Yills paid promptly, but it
often happens that there is deplorable
ignorance regarding market changes, or
even of the approximate price at which
drugs should be bought. If a druggist
is known to be well posted on prices,
lower quotations will be made him than
if it was known that he was not a close
buyer; and goods well bought are half
sold, according to the old adage.

Not all persons have the faculty of
keeping prices at their tongue's end, and
many require some convenient way for
keeping them where they can be referred
to without loss of time or trouble. In-
deed, price books of suitable size and
form have been found in many cases to
have been the most convenient form for
keeping such memoranda. ‘The practice
of having prices and quotations kept up
to date 1n a systematic and orderly man-
ner, to which ready references can be had,
cannot be too highly recommended ; nor
can the advantages resulting from such
practice be [fully appreciated by those
who have not been in the habit of thus
doirg.

The suggestion has been made that it
is rather hard onthe jobbers to urge upon
their customers care in purchasing goods,
inasmuch as the lower prices, which by
giving attention to this matter retailers
are able to obtain, is so much profit of
which the jobbers are deprived. This
view of the matter is, however, based
upon a misapprehension, inasmuch as
good buying consists not only in purchas-
ing goods (and the best goods) at as low
prices as are obtainable, but also in the
placing of arders when the conditions of
of the market are the most favorable, and
in purchasing goods in the most desirable
quantities, thus getting the benefit of
quantity discounts. ‘The careful buyer
can certainly, without any detriment to
the parties from whom he purchases, order
goods at such times and in such quanti-
ties as will evidence his care and skill,
and secure to him advantages in dollars,
and cents which will augment his profits
in a very appreciable degree.
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If the attention given by the retailer to
the matter of buying enables him to ob-
tain from his jobber better prices than he
would offer to him unsolicitedly, it would
be a great mistake to suppose that this
attention to buying would be on the
whole disadvantageous to the house from
whom he purchases.  Wholesale drug-
gists, with their recognized sagacity and
ability, would be pleased to observe such
business-like qualities in their customer
in the assurance that the comparatively
small amount that they might lose on ac
count of his care¢ would be much more
than made up in the gradual extension of
his business, which would ensue in nearly
all cases as a result of his business-like
methods. They would gladly make a
concession of a few cents on some drugs
and chemicals, in comparatively limited
quantities, with the confidence that his
trade would gradually, and, perhaps, con-
stantly increase, making him, from year
te» year, a more desirable and especially a
safer customer.—American Drugyist.

The Origin of Medicines.

The fact that certain herbs and plants
produce certain cffects upon the human
system, and alleviate or cure certain ilis,
has been known from time immemorial.
Perhaps the most ancient of medicines—
properly authenticated, that is—is hops,
which was used in the dual capacity of an

-

extracted it from the tar of wood. Po-.
tassium was discovered in 1807 by Sir
Huwmphrey Davy, but alcohol was first
distinguished as an elementary substance
by Albucasis in the twellth century.

Schecle discovered glycetine in 1789,
Nux vomica, which 1s nearlyas old, is the
seed of a tree indigenous 1o India and
Ceylon. Peppermint is native to Europe,
and its use as a medicine dates back to
the Middle Ages. Myrrh, which comes
fiom Arabia and Persia, was used as
medicine in the time of Solomon. Hem:
lock, the extract of which killed Sacrates,
is a native of Italy and Greece. Iodine
was discovered in 1812 by Courtois, and
was first employed in a hospital in Lon-
don in 18235. Ipecac comes from South
America, and its qualities are first men-
tioned in 1648 by a Spanish writer, who
refers to it as a Brazilian medicine. Ergot
is the product of the discased seeds of
common rye, and is one of Hahnemann's
discoverics.  Aconite grows in  Siberia
and Central Asia, and was first used as
medicine by Storck in 1762,  Hashecesh,
or Indian hemp, is a resinons substance
produced from the tops of the plant in
India.

Complaints About Camphor.

‘The camphor refiners have secently
had frequent occasion to comphin of the
bad quality of the ciude camphor de-
livered to them,and a movement is'now on
foot to put a stop to the deliberate aduliera-
tion of the gum abroad. In Hamburg,
buyers of crude camphor have held a
meeting to protest against the growing
inferionity of thearticle as shipped, especi-
ally of the Formosa variety, and a com-
mittee has been formed to confer with
the shippers to put an end to this cause
of complaint. The buyers demand that
Formosa camphor shall be sold with a
guarantee that it does not contain more
than seven per cent. of water or other
added foreign matter, while the limit for
Japanese camphor is put at five per cent.,
any excess to be allowed for pro rasa of
the buying price. A conference of Eng-
lish camphor refiners and others inter-
ested in the drug will probably be held
shortly to consider a similar course of
action.— Chemist and Druggist.

GELATIN OVULES.

ESSENCES OF Ssoarp.

White Castile soap, 100 parts, alcohol,
So per cent., 200 parts; pure carbonate
of potash, 12 parts. The soap is dis
solved in a wide-mouth bottle on the
water bath by constant shaking with the
alcohol, the carbonate of potash is then
added. Then tint with saffron, or rosani-
lne and perfume.  Leave for some days
in the cold, and filter.  An excellent per-
fume for the above is obtained by mixing
tincture of vanilla, 10; tincture of orris,
20 ; extract of rose, 20 ; extract of orange
flowers, 50 parts. Rodiquet recommends
for the preparation of the essence : white
soap, 1 ; alcohol, 857, 3; distilled water,
1 ; and for medicinal purposes the follow-
ing mixture, which lathers sirongly in
water ; white Castile soap, 20 distilled
water, 303 60° alcohol, 6o ; potash, 1,
and 1 per cent. of perfume.—Zet d.

Binocuiar V' is always stronger and
clearer than the monocular, and n some
cases of M of low degree a httle Ac. may
also be exerted when one eye is covered
by the dise.  Therefore, when both eyes
are engaged in V', mfront of the - lenses
already in the trame a pair of weak +
lenses must be placed, and 1f with them
V ostill = 28, even if not quue so clearly,
the - lenses are 10 be reduced by the
power of the strongest + lenses that does
not make \ less than 3.

Frequently in myopic errors of rather
ingh degree Vocannot be made normal
with any lenses, then hy the test, it must
be learnt how much it can be improved.
Say it can be made Fy—and no lens
makes 1t better, the weakest lens with
which this No. jo line can be read is
found by working backwards and trying
successively weaker glasses in the same
way as when selecting the weakest that
makes V=234, Whatever line is the
smallest that can be read with any lens
is the best Voobiamable.

Then the correction of M is the very
weakest — sph. lenses with which V- 390,
or the best V obmainable when hoth eyes
are engaged in 1he act of V. This cor-
recuon is found by testing first each eye
separately. and then both ogether, reduc.
ing the power, if pussible, and as much
as possibie in the bmocular test,

just at the retina. "T'he refraction is made
normal by adding =61 to the 561 of
the myopic eye in question.

I'he cause of M is tension on the eyes
dwming childhood and youth while the
coats are yet soft and yielding. It never
commences before the age of 5, generally
hetween 1o and 13, and never afier 20,
50 from 3 to 15 is the dangerous age for
children’s eyes, while if one has passed
16 there is slight chance of his becoming
myopic.  Unfortunately this dangerous
age is exactly that in which great applica-
tion of the eyes to close work is necessi-
tated by school work.

M is first started in children by the bad
halut of stooping, during which the
weight of the humors are thrown forward
and the coats yicld, so that the eye is ex-
tended in its length by the sclerotic and
choroid being stretched, and the cornea
is bul_ed forward.

M is cescentally progressive, and if
once started is sure to increase more or
less. A child who has azquited a certain
amount of M is almost certaunly one who
is addicted 1o reading and study and wili
follow these puisunts under conditions of
light and posture most favourable for (n.
creasing the defect. \n object that s
brought close to the eyes can be seen with
mucn less lumination than f more
distant, so in the twilight or a dim corner
a myopic child will read with the hook
held up close to the eyes or the head
bent down over 1, the bad light and the
shight myopia already existing wmaking it
casier in such positions, or perhaps with
lis head below the leve! of the shoulder,
he will read by the light from an open
grate.

Tne prosimaty of the reading to the
ceyes causes to be exeried an extreme
amount of Con. In converging the
strain of the intermal rectus on the
sclurotic, causes this coat to be stretched
and clongated, and the globe is compres-
sed between the stretched external and the
contracted internal recti, etc., so that the
M is increased by the close work and by
the stooping.  Again the more the M s
increased, the more stooping and con-
verging must there necessarily be, and the
greater the extent of these the more sull
will the M increase, there bemg thus
established a kind of pernicious circle of
cause and effect.

A child who s wide between the eyes, is
more hable to become myopic, as he has
to wake a greater convergence effort, 'n
order 1o obtamn lanocular V at a near
point.

The blood flows less freely from the
head than to it when stouping, owing o
the pressure on the arteries, thus causing

congestion of the blood vessels of the
eyes, which distends them and so helps
also to increase the M.

The stooping contracts the chest, and
impedes the proper development of the
child in health and growth, and this to.
gether with the defective sight cause
myopic children to less fully enjoy out-
door games and sports, and drives them
to seck amusement in reading and occu-
pations for which their sight is better
adapted, but which are more deleterious.

Ac. is also said to cause M, but that is
doubttul, 1f it be exerted less than or
equal to Con.

It may have this cffect indirectly, as
when the correction is oo strong, by in-
ducing excessive Con,, and so throwing a
strain on the external recti to prevent a
convergent strabismus.

M s very liable to be acquired by
children who have scme defect of the
eyes, such as corneal opacities, which,
while not totally obscuring V', causes the
necessity of small objects being brought
very cluse in order to be seen.

It is also argued that Con. alone, is the
primay cause of M, and that stwoping
alone has no such tendency, it bemg
shown that watchmakers, eng-avers, ctc.,
who stoop very much at their work, do
not acquire M, because usmg one eye
with a very strong magniiyving glass, they
cuploy neither Ac. or Con. It is true
that people engaged in these oczupations
are rarely myopic, but this fact hardly
proves the contention, but rather that, as
they do no: start to work at the bench so
very young, the tendency to acquire M
has passed, and it is rather a proof that
M stants early in life, while the eveballs
are still very soft, or not at ali,

The following is the full text of the
Judgment given in the suts entered by
Archdale Wilson and Co., Hamilton,
against The Lyman Brothers and Co,,
Limited, ‘T'oronto, particulars of which
appeared in these columns at the time of
the tnal,

WILSON v. LYMAN BROTIIERS.
In the Hicu Court orF Jusrice—
Judgment, Rose, J.; S. H. Blake, Q.C..
and J. J. Scott for Plaintiff. I'homson,
Q.C., and Henderson for Defendants.

1 have no doubt the fly paper sent out
by the plaintiff became known to the
trade as pads, and that an order given for
pads to any house that had been dealing
with the plaintiff or knew of s goods
would be filled by sending to the person
giving the order the fly paper manufac-
tured by the plainuff. T am not able to
say upon the evidence that the purchas-
ing public made any distinction between
fly paper and fly pads. They may have
done so, but the evidence does not satisfy
me that they did. I think that the way
i which the defendants put up their fly
paper, both as to the form, the envelopes,
the packing into boxes, and the ornamen-
tation of the boxesand the advertisements
as shown at the trial, was calculated to
mislead.

I do not think 1 can, uponr the evi-
dence, however, say that it has been
shown that the plamuff bas suffered aay
loss by recason of the action of the
defendants. I do not say that he has
not.

It may be that the defendants are
hardly in a position to deny that what
they have done has been a detriment to
the plamuff, as they cevidently thought it
was a benefit to themselves,

Mr. Justice Kay, in Waterman v. Ayers,
39 C.D, at page 33, said as follows: —
* so that here 1s a most plamn attempt to
obtain a portion of the plaintiff’s custom,
and to pass off the goods which the
defendant is making, as being goods
which really are erther made or selected
or sold by the plaintiff; and the rule has
always been, since I have known anything
of the profession, that where a man
designedly does a thing of that kind he
will not be beard (o say that this will not
damage the piaistiff;, because his de-
signedly taking the trade mark of another
man shows that he expects by that to gain
an advantage to himself, and, when he
docs, that advantage is so much damage
10 the other man.”

If 1t were necessary for the disposition
of tlis case that I should determine
whether the plaintiff had been n fact
injured, 1 should again go over the
evidence most carefully, but for reasons
that will appear, I do not think I am
called upon to find that fact, or to say
whether the defendants did what they did
by design or wadvertence. Certainly the

plaintiff thought they were acting design-
edly and wickedly, and with an endeavor
to steal from him the business that he
had built up by years of patient industry
and careful business enterpuse, and I can
quite well understand is irntation,  1f
what the defendants did was by inadver-
tence, it was n..st unfortunate,

One is loath to believe that a house
with the Jong commercial standing that
the defendants’ house s said 1o have
(about fifty yeurs), would stoop to means
so dishonorable for the purpose of taking
away from a rival dealer any portion of
his business, and I am glad 1 have not to
determine the question.

‘The piaintiff’s trade mark is described
by the plainuff in his application for
registration under the Trade Mark and
Design Act of 1871 as follows: * The
said specific trade maik consists in the
words ‘ Wilson's IFiy Poisun Pad,’ the
same being printed on a poison pad re-
presented in the annexed drawing as
circular in form, but it may be «ut in
other shapes, the essential feature ot the
trade mark being the words, ‘fly poison
pad,’ prefixed with or without my name,
but preferably with i, and I bereby re-
quest the said specific trade mark to be
registered in accordance with the law.”

The defendants desaribed their goods
as “The Lyman Bros. & Co. (limited)
Lightning Fly Paper Poison.” The word
*pad ” only appears upon the envelopes,
as printed at the top, as follows : “ Three
pads in a package, 5 cents.  Six pads n
a package, 10 cemts.”

The defendants were served with the
wnt without any notice of intention tu
bring an action, and immediately com-
municated with the plaintiff through their
solicitors, and 1 have no doubt from read-
ing the correspondence, that the defen-
dants would have made such alierations
in the form and the appearance of ther
cuvelopes, etc., as wouid have removed
all the plantift's objections, were it not
that the plainuff beticved that he had the
tight to prevent the defendants from using
the word “pad ™ n any form upon the
package. Tndeed, that was the contest
at the trial.

The defendant’s contention was put in
argument somewhat as follows, namely,
that unless the court had the right to re-
strain the defendants from putting up fly
paper in the form of pads, there was no
right to restrain the defendants from stat-
ing on the envelopes that the envelopes
contained pads.

The plaintiff’s claim  must rest, 1
imagine, upon the contention that by
registening the specific trade mark, and by
using the word ‘““pad,” the fly paper put
up by the plaintiff was so described that
the trade would understand when an order
was given for pads that the plamntifi's pads
were desired, and, therefore, the defen-
dants were not at liberty to make use of
the word * pad ™ at all in conuection with
the sale of the pads put up by them,

I do not think that is so. T have ex-
amined some, but notall of the very many
cases which were cited upon the argu-

ment, and 1 do not think that I can re-
strain the defendants f{rom telling the
truth in describing the goods which they
were otering for sale.  If the defendants
had used their name before words which
could easily have been confused with the
words used by the plaintiff and registered
as his trade mark, another question might
have arisen; but the defendants do not
describe their paper as “pads ” in giving
the pame ol the goods put up, but only
say that in their packages of hghtning fly
paper poison ae either three or six pads,
according to the fact.

I think, therefore, the plaintiff fails in
his endeavor to restrain the use by the
defendants of the word “pad” as used.

If the defendants will make such
changes in their envelopes, ornamentation
of boxes, and advertisements as will re-
move the probability of any misleading
Ly them, I think the only order that 1
shall make will be that each party pay
their own cosis of the action.

If the parties cannor agree upon the
changes to be made, I may be referred
to.

If the patties desire for any purpose to
apply to me with reference to the order
to be taken out, 1 shall be glad to hear
them.

Advertising.

Practical Hints on Advertising.

Copyrizhied, 1856, by Chailes Austin Bates, New York,

One of the first questions to be de-
cided is how much 1o spend for adver-
tising.  After that comes, * How to
spend it

The amount must depend, of course,
on the size of the business and the per-
centage of profits. It is wise, I think, to
set the figures low  Then in emergen-
cies and eatra dull times additional ex-
penditure is possible.

If you ar¢ carrying all the sail you
pussibly can, and the wind dies down 2
little, you will lose your momentum. If,
on the contrary, you have a “balloon-
jib” to run up, and a few rcefs to let
vut of the other sails, you can go right
ahead.

The same idea applied to the appor-
tionment of the appropriation is a good
thing, too.

* * *

1 do nud believe in the fixed-space idea
in adve:tising a retail business.  That is
to say, I would make space contracts for
so many lines or inches to be used dur-
ing one year, and not for a certain four,
six, or cight-inch space exery day.

Ordinarily, of course, the size would be
the same from day to day, but varying
conditions of uade should be met by
variations in the size of the ad.

Every business house, no matter how
small, should bhave in convenient tabu-
Iated form the exact amount of business
ransacted in each day, each week, and
each month of the preceding year Along-
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side these figures should be placed the
results of the present business,  In that
way losses and gains ore immedately
apparent.  You can work with a definite
goal in view. Each day of last year
stands by uself, and to equal or eaceed
1tis your daily task. If this cannot be
done easily and mn the normal cowse of
business, increase your advertising., It
you know that Monday, February 26th,
was a big day last yew, use extra space
and extra effort in your ads on Sunday,
the 23th, and, if need be, duting the
whole week.

That’s the way to take advertising-——
just hike medicine. It is medicine.  ltis
a tonic, a cuative, a stimulant,  Take it
as you nced it,

1 would divide the appropriation some-
thing in this way:

Use the best paper first, and take
enough space to make the ad offective
Use all you profitably can in that paper
before you consider any other.

I would rather have one good ad than
two poor ones. ‘T'woshort poles are not as
good as one long one when you're after
persimmons.  When you have all you
need in the best paper, consider the next
best, and so on. Schemes and pro-
grammes and novelties can wait.  You'll
not lose anything if you leave them out
altogether.  In deciding what proportion
of the total space to use every day, 1
should set apait ten or ffteen per cent.
for emergencies, and divide the rest more
or less equally between the days.

Too many busmess men look upon
advertising as a game of chance.  They
do not give it enough thought. It s
treated superficially.  ‘They advertise be.
cause they know that most successful
men advertise, and not from any well-
grounded confidence that it will pay.
They look on it as more or less of a
mystery-—as  something  different  from
their real business.

A great deal is said of the mystery of
advertising, of its subtlety and s uncer-
tainties, It is as smuple and certam as
daylight, once you think of 1t in the
right way. Itis just as simple as hang.
ing up your sign, or saying, “ Here are
some fine peaches, Mrs, Jones, tweaty
cents a can,”

When your ad gues in the paper, you
are simply hanging up thousands of signs
and speaking to hundreds of Mrs.Joneses
1f you can make them believe that your
peaches are cheap at twenty cents you
have only a little less chance of selling to
them as to the particular Mrs. Jones in
the store.  You can gencrally make them
believe what you say if you are honest. I
have a theory that it is as easy to detect
a dishonest ad asa dishonest man. Sowme.
thing in the face of the man and the ad
tells the story.

* * *

“T'here can be no fixed rule laid down
asto the amount of money which ought
o be spent i advertising a business. The
only rule I know of 1s to spend all the
money that is necessary to bring business.

If you spend a lot of money and don't
get business there is something wrong
somewhere, sure, ‘T'here is something the
matter with the store, or with the methods
of adverusing, or with what you say in
the ads. It is likely to be in the store.

If it is not there it is pretty sure to be
in what you say in the ads.  “T'his is par-
ticululy true it you advertise only in the
newspapers.

f believe that almost all of the space in
the papers of America is valuable, and
can be made to bring profitable returns
if it is handled right.  ‘There are excep-
tions, of comrse, but there are not many.

* * *

There are many times when circulars
and booklets and such things are wise
and profitable investments, but where a
newspaper can be used to advantage it is
very much betterand very much cheaper.
Circulation in newspapess is the cheapest
that can be bad.  You can give an equal
space more circulation in the newspaper
for a given amount of money than you
can with dodgers.

* * *

There is a certain degree of hance in
alt advertising, and so wherever chance
can be eliminated and certainty substi-
tuted it is imperative to do so. ‘There
are some things in advertising which par-
take of the nature of chance, but there
are a great many other things which are
absolute certainties.

I am inchned to believe that thereis no
more chance in aavertising than there s
in any other part of 2 business. A man
may buy a staple stock at the right
prices and still luse money on it.  He may
keep it so long on his shelves that the
interest on his mvestment will eat up the
profits.  He may take so linde care of it
that 1t will become shelf-worn and musty,
and will have to be sold at a loss.

He can treat his advertising space in
the same way.  He can make mistakes in
buying space just as he can in buying
calico. He can neglect the advertising
and neglect the calico andlosemoney,or he
can pay attention to hoth and makemoney.
Advertising 15 not an exact science, but
there are very few exact sciences any-
\\'.’\y.

* * *

The funny ad may be good, or it may
not.  The chances are rather on the side
of 1itsnot beinggood.  Not all people are
humorists, and among those who are,
there is a great difference of opinion. A
thing may be very funny 10 one man,and
very disgusting to another, and it seems
to me that the safest and surest way in
advertising is 1o stick to common sense
and plain English.

Business is very fair for this time of
year. The extreme hiat of the past week
has had a somewhat depressang effecy, but
on the other hand the result of such
weather is sometimes a benefit 1o the
drug business.

P'ans green 1s i large
demand . hellebore season s just about
over ; soda hyposulphite, casier : Russian
cambarides, Intle lower: ltahian castor
oil, much advanced . vamlla beans keep
very high: Norway cod hver oil, ligher
price looked for ; 1pecac, lngher ; acids,
tartaric and cunc, higher ; cocane, better
price looked for.

England.
Laxbox, June 235th, 1897.
The last week has been specially dull
on the market, as the Ihamond Jubilee

cuelehrations have quite disorgamized trade
for the ume bemng.

Acd aitrie s firmer, but sull offers
very low. Carholie s decidedly easier.
Balsams are all lngh-priced, but copaiba
appears 1o be a falbng market.  Borax
and horic acid have had a drap. Cod-
lner oil 1s unsaleable and the price droop-
g, Glycerin s casier. Menthol and
oil of peppermunt are at very low figures.
Opwim s clieaper, and if the reports are
true we may see a1 record low figure later
on. Otto was reported as hkely to be
much cheaper, but lately damage has oc-
curred to the roses, and a record crop s
not expected.  Quinine is quiet, and sul-
phanat 1s tatked dearer.  Vanillas are a
tnfle easier, but ligh rates are still de-
manded.

The Liquorice Root exported from the
Consular Instrict of Batoum, during the
year 1896 decreased by 5732 tons, which
15 chiefly attnibutable to keen competition
on the part of the liquorice raot and paste
factorics in Syria, and to the fact that less
root was collected and pressed during the
gathering scasons of 18956 in conse-
quence of the inundations of the autumn
of the former year.
