COIMERlCIAL UNION.

We should scarcely feel.ourselves called
Upon to givo further attention to the sub-
ject of commercial union between Canada
and the United Blates were it not that its
advocates bave made a new nove and a
muore serious one, in tieir appeal to Lte
farmiers of Ontario. Mr. Goldwin Smith lins
made fow converts to his opinions, low-
ever ably set forth in te pages of the
periodicals to wiich he lent te power of
itis peu for sotne years past, met ns lie was
on every point by arguments which,
though ltey miglit not possess the polish
of his masterly style,Nvere yet backed by
an array of facts that carridd with tien
all those likely to bo interested in .any
political cianges that miiight arise through
te developmeit of wIat the great apostle

pronounced to be te manifest destiny of
Canada. Wharton Barer, of Philadelphia,
was occasionally heard. froin, but lie had
scarcely knowledge enough of Canada to
comtnnd anyi mor o tan a passing notice.
Then, wo had te more or less misreported
opinions of occasional political visitors to
New York or Clicngo--men wlio had no
objection to being "interviewed,"-bu.t.
tiese convitnced nobody, eNcept, perhaps4
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a portion of that class of Canadians ta be
found in the large cities of the Northern
States, whose patriotiasm fnds expression
in the desire ta see their country a part
and parcel of the American Union, through
whatever means, though what their
motives can be it would' perbaps puzzle
many of the ýçg xplain. These advocates
of Commercial Union did no harm. Theirs
was the theory ; and the boldest of partis-
ans, coquet ns they may after the manner
of the party, saw little ta be gained by a
further .advocacy of the scheme. The old
"Look ta Washington " lever had lost its
power, Indifference had begun to take the
place of despair in political ranks, the last
prop being gone in the retirement of the
great leader, when-lo, and bebold-a new
man ailses n the person of Mr. Erastus
Wiman, of New Ynrk, formerly of Toronto,
one who had risen from the ranks and,
like all great self-made mon, practical to a
degree. The idea of addressing the farm-
ing community of Canada on the subject
of Commercial Union originated doubtless
with Mr. Wiman, if not'.with his able friend,
Han. W. McDougall, of Ottawa. At all
events the new move is one which the
government cannot meet so easily ; the
friendly organs do not reach the farmers
ta a suflicient extent ta prove an anti-
dote; and this our republican friends
well knew in undertakling ta publish a
a book on the subject-according ta dir-
cular to the press - whicl should be so
well advertised that the parties ta be
converted should pay for the privilege.and
at the sae time lelp ta turn an honest
penny for the publisher.

Assuming that the pamphlet, books and
the pienic at Dufflerin Lake have liad a
portion of the desired effect-tlhat the
farniers of Canada are convinced as ta the
benefits of Commercial Union-our phil-
anthropic friends should not forget that it
takes two ta make a bargain-the next
move of the picnicers should be among the
farmers of the United States, who should
bo persuaded without delay ta employ
all their influence with the representa-
tives and senatora at Washington ta
take a trial trip with Canada, say on
the basais of the bargain proposed by the
late Hon. George Brown during his mission
ta Washington in 1874, when il addition
ta the free interchange of the natural pro-
ducts common ta both countries-those in
which the farmers are chiefly interested-
he reluctantly went several stops further
in the lne of Our manufactures, merely
stipulating that Great Britain should be
similarly privileged. Would it not be
more politic ta enter the tin edge of the
wedge firat, and let us feel Our way in a
mòre friendly manner and by dogees ?
Or, if this will not serve, let us hear
from Our patriotie fellow.countrymen what
plhey wish ta substitute. Our American

friends have hitherto refused ta enter-
tain any proposal from Canada for a
reciprocal interchange of the natural pro-
ducts of both countries ; they ended the
former reciprocity treaty under the mis-
taken notion that a great majority of
Canadians favored the South in the
struggle for separation; they ended the
fishery treaty, and seem ta insist upon
equal privileges as before; they wish ta
repudiate, all that li provided for under
the treaty of 1818-upon which we are
consequently compelled ta fall back-not-
withstanding the privileges thereby grant-
ed them of fishing south and west of
Newfoundiand, along the Magdalen
Islands and the east coast of Labrador,
in return for which they agreed ta aban-
don what they now clamor for,-privileges
which Great Britain has as yet given no
hint of withdrawing.

The people of the United States have
given the world an example of what
usually takes place when a portion of any
country is determined upon secession ;
and it can hardly be supposed that Great
Britain would feel differently as regards
the separation of Canada. Wero we to
adopt a tariff equal ta tha of our neigh-
bors, discriminating ta the verge of pro-
hibition against foreign manufactures, or
maintain our present tariff against all
countries'except the United States-Great
Bri tain, who is by far our largest customer,
and also the lIest customer of the United
States, could, by retaliating, crush us at a
single blow. Whence should we derive Our
revenue in such a case? The' duties now
paid by inports fromin the United States
contributo largely to the revenue of this
country. Prof. Goldwin Sm ith reckons
without his host in assuminm that Great
Britain would not stand in the way of a
commercial union botween the two coun-
tries. We would suggest that Prof. Smith
ascertain this ta a certainty before pro-
ceeding further in the matter; and if any
doubts should exist, a pic-nie could be
organized ta be held soniewhere among
the Cumberland Lakes, that country of
romance, ini the month. of August. We
should thon be more certain of whiat we
were about, and not as we are now, shoot-
ing in the dark. In such a case as that
whieh Prof. Smith assumes there are more
interests to be considered than those
appertaining ta the priviloged or thegovern-
ing classes. The governument of that
country. is responsible ta the people-the
operatives and the manufacturers-and
therefore would not consent ta any. dis-
criminating tariff against ber. Besides,
our Act of Confederation specially provides
against such a change. Takinj it on what
side we may it la impossible ta sece how
snch a scheme as Commercial Union is at
all practicable, and we are hialf inclined ta
the þeiehf that nany of its advocate on

this side of the line are emnploying it
merely as a clever political dodge and
laughing in their sleeves at the simple
credulity of the farmers.

THE CANADIAN BANK OF
COMMERCE.

We print elsewhere an abstract of the
statement of the'Canadiai Bank of Com-
merce for thie year ending 25th June last,
which will be presented at the annual
meeting on Tuesday next.

When lu October last Mr. Walker be-
came general manager, and again when
shortly afterwards Mr. Plumumer joined
him as the second oficer of the bank, it
was a foregone conclusion that a thorough
and searching examination of the affairs
of the bank would be made, and it was
generally felt that sanie portion of the
Rest would be written off ta make good
losses, accrued or still ta be ascertained.
The market price of the stock lias for soie
Lime Past rested on this basis, but it was
perhîaps hardly expected that such sweep-
ing appropriationq would be required.
For not Olly has $1,100,000 been taken
from the Rest, butS150,000 has bhen transi-
ferred from. the Reserve for unearned in-
terest,·and $200,000 froum the current pro-
fits of the year. Thesnallsumn transferred
ta Contingenl accountlest year bas dis.
appeared-naturally it muit long since
have beaul apparent thuat he debts for
which it was reserved were irrecoverable.

Sa sweeping a provision foi hci and
doubtful debts lias evoked a good deRal of
interest in the report; wo cannot say it
created any excitement, for the reduction
was only nexpected as regards its amouunt,
and even that, we fiid, was in niany
quarters long ago discounted. 'Lt is, of
course, opein to the criticisn usual in such
cases, that the parinmg has been done to the
quick, that the new growth nay appear
the greater ta the creIit:of the new ad-
ministration. As ta this none but those
concerned can say. It is only reasonable
ta believe that thorough provision lias
beon made for all losses and contingencies;
any other course would be foolish and im-
prudent; but, on the other hand, the repu-
tation of the mon now at the head of the
bank is suflicient warrant that they have
not wantonly and unnecessarily'depreci-
ated the value of the shareholders' property.

The thîoroughness with which the work
of revaluation bas been done, as well as
the principles on which it was carried out
are clearly apparent froin the General
Manager's report, which the board ordered
ta be printed for the information of the
shareholders ; a wise departure, under the
circumstances, fromin lie tusal rule, This
declaration as ta the way l which the
Executive have donc their work in the
present case, and propose ta do it in the
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future, lias assisted very materially in
creating public confidence in the declared
position of the Batik, and in its future
statinents.

lTurning froin these records of past
disasîters4, it is plcasant te note that the
active business of the batik is in excellent
shape. 'T'le year's profits are satisfactory,
tiere heing about $200,000 available after
paymniit of a 7 per cent dividend, and
ieeting ail charges and lasses of the year.
It is evident froin the report that there
will be no diliiculty ii nmaintaiiinig the 7
per cent dividend, and adding a sttbtani-
fial som t the itest every year under
ordintary circumstnces. The banik lias
very large deposits : second, inideed, oily
te the Bank of Montreal, and tliough
these liow a redutetion sinîce last ycar,
that experienco is coninoil to inost batiks
tLis sensoli. Wo gather front fite Direct-
ors' reiiarks oil tiis point that iost, if not
all, of thlis falliing off in deposits arises
frot the reduced rate of intercet now
paid,

Soine retnarks have been tnade as te
the prudence of the proposed new building
for the bank in Toronto, in view of the
losses tiiiat have beei writtei of. As the
project for the now building was announced
iiiimediatoly after the antnual imeeting in
J1uly last, If iiay ho assuimond thiat it was'
uindortaken before nit accurate knowledge
of the lblatnk' position wvas atttined ; and
the siibseqtoint iiformation on that point
will no doubt aîccounîzt for the reservation
of the question for the shareholders'
approval t flit annual meeting. ILt would
lie te prudent course, speaking gencrally,
te pîost.pie building for a time, unmder the
circumsfances, but in view of the wretcled
accommodation afortil ed by the present
olices, the rapid incroise in tl vahie of
businless property in Toronto, the diliculty
of procuring a suitfble site, and especially
of the fact ,hat tle proposed building will
bu so arranged as te secure the higliest
possible returns frot the offices rented te
otiers, and se place fhe batik on a ciioi-

paraxtively liglit rental, wo thiink if would b
nwise te postpone the wvork. Wc onîly hope
th bantk authorities will find If te their
interest to eret, suitable promises for their
large business in this city as well, and add
aiothor te the stately odifices whiicl
adorn St. Jates street.

Of the inoiier points of the statleniiotit we
have little to say. The closing of tle
accouit for rebate of interest ot current
discounte, is in our opinion a stop in the
right, direction. Strictly speaking, no
doubt, the assots should b reduced te a
prosent cash value, but in the case of a
banik vith a good surplus, such ait accouit
oenlv confuses tho statement. 1f is not the
practico of banks geonerally te keep this
reserve, though saine of the siialler baiks
in Canada do se. The dropping of the

Contingent Accouint from the balance
sheet is a sensible step, when, as in this
case, it is a provision for bad debts already
in vie V. Sucti a frnd is in its nature te
be used for writing off the debts as they
are ascertained, and, after the general
appropriation bas been made, it is botter
that the subsequent entries should not be
made public. If the Contingent account is
publicly dealt with, it is really only in de-
grec less objectionable titan having to take
the losses fron the Rest account.

On the 1st May last the bank entered on
the twenty-first year of its existence, and
it lias we trust a prosperous career before
it. The commercial community is almost
as much inltarested in the fortunes of a
great financial institution as are the share-
holders thomselves.

THE TAX ON CORPORATIONS.

The decision of the Privy Council in the
test case brought against the Ontario Bank
te colleCt the amount of $1,200 due under
the provisions of the Provincial statute, 45
Vic. (Quebec), Cap. 22, imposing a tax on
ail inîcorporated companies, has been ren-
derod and is i favor of the legality of the
mensure. Tiis decision, although rendered
by the highest legal authority possible,
will b deeply regretted, since the power
thtus lodged li the bands of a local legisla-
ture whose ruling majority is composed
of members representing rural constitu-
encies and having little sympathy or
kniowledge of the requirements of large
commercial centres, must inevitably form
a serions menace te the business interests
ef ontreal.

The tax bill is most comprehensive in
its character. It provides that banks, in-
surance conipanies, navigation companies,
steamship lines, lan, telegraph and tels-
phone companies shal pay an annual tax
upon their paid-up capital, that street rail-
way comipanies shall pay annually $50 per
ile worked, and ,tbat railway companies

shall pay $5 per mtile if net subsidized by
the governmuent, and $20 per mile if they
are se subsidized. The act aise applies te
ail incorporated companies carrying on
any branch of labor or trade, but omits
mention of electrie lighting companies or
electrie railways, whiclh were net thouglt
of wheon the bill was first framed in 1882.

The ovil eifects of such a measure upon
Montroal's commercial interests caun be
well imagined. The act is levelled solely
at Montreal as there is no other centre in
this province that wvill feel its effect, and
is an orxample et thaf " hîay seed " legisla-
tion which lias been so bitterly commented
on by the mercantile communities acrose
the border. It places ln the bands of the
local government the ieans of imposing a
tribute on our great commercial corpora-

tiens that will be circumscribed only by
the extent'of the burden they can bear
without ceasing te exist, for, since the
natural tendency in ail provincial louses
whose political existence depends upoi
the suffrages of the farmers of the báclc
districts is te throw the bulk of the bur-
den of taxation upon the business commu-
nity, we may expect tfiàeý%tiis' already
eufficiently onerous impost will be in-
creased whenever political exigencies re-
quire an addition te the revenue.

A bill, designed in the moet selfish' spirit
of class legislation, and aimed at those
great progressive interests which form
the backbone and sinew of the .commerce
of the country, cannot fail te hamper and
restrict the investment of foreign capital
in Canadian enterprises, and thus retard
the progress of the country. The farmer
or rural member who hugs himself iii
the belief that the burden of taxation will
by this class of legislation be transferred
from his shoulders to those of what le
termns "capitalists," littie thinks that by
restricting the commerce of the city where
he finds a market for his produce, hie is
simply paving the way for a decline in
prices that will react seriously on his own
future prospects. The 1 bloated monop-
oly " cry bas still tee much force with the
voters of back settlements net te have due
influence on the action of their representa-
tives, and consequently these latter con-
tinue the purblind policy of endeavoring
to advance the farmers' interests by re-
stricting those of the mercantile commu-
nity, ignorant or oblivious of the fact that
the interests of both classes are insepara-
bly intertwined, and that any legislation
calculated to bamper or injure the one
will make its effects visible erelong upon
the other.

To the local legislature the city of M4on-
treal assumes the position of the mîlîcli
cow. It is from the coffers of lier inhabi-
tants that the great bulk of the provincial
supplies are drawn, and it is te the fram.
ing of taxes that, while ostensibly ima-
posed upon the wlole province, are in
reality only effective on lier population,
that the ingenuity of our local legislators is
chiefly directed; but when their efforts
take the direction of prejudicing our trans-
portation facilities" by laying 'a burden
upon our steamship and railway lines that
must place them at a disadvantage in
conpetition with other and rival routes, it
strikes a direct blow at our commercial in-
tereste. The sane argument applies te
tie tax imposed upeio ineurance corn-
panies, many of whom are already doing
business on 'an extremely slender margin
of profit, and consequently we trust that
Mr. Mercier will see the inadvisability of
the course he is pursuing, and use the ex-
traordinary powers he is clothed with, In
a spirit of moderotion and feresight.
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THE FAILURE RECORD.
The record of business failures for the

first half of the present year is hardly so
favorable as was expected. In fact, at
first sight, it shows an alarming increase
in liabilities, but on closer examination
this je found to be due to an abnormal in-
crease.in business disasters in one particn-
lar distrit, aà not to be the result of a
general increase 'in the failures of the
Dominion. Separated into the various
provinces the figures stand as follows:-

Compared with the
previous year's figures, it le higher than
that of any year since 1884, as je shown by

But if the disasters in New Brunswick,
caused by the failure of the Maritime
Bank and the consequent suspension of
those firme who were implicated in its
downfall, be eliminated from the question,
the failures of 1887 would be 061, with
liabilities of $5,466,220, as against 672 with
liabilities of $5,372,497 during the corres-
ponding period of last year.
. In the first half of 1886, the failures in

New Brunswick aggregated only $129,200
in liabilities, while in the six months just
past they reached $4,995,515, a altogether
abnormal figure, and one which only a
fortuitous concurrence of bad times and
reckless financiering could bave possibly
brought about, No doubt the failures in
New Biunswick affected the general curr-
ent of trade in a greater or les degree, but
the analysis of the totale we bave just
givon shows that although a fair propor-
tion of the losses were borne by merchants
of other provinces, they were not suflicient
to cause disaster, and that consequently
the ill effects were confined almost on-
tirely to local houses who were unable to
resist the sudden drain on their. resources.

For the coming six months, prospects
are far brigiter and, if present indications
continue, we may fairly predict a return to
normal figures. Crop prospecte are excell-
ent, more especially in Manitoba, and the
outlook for an abundant harvest ie excep-
tionally promising. The bank circulation
is large and bide fair to reach the bighest
limit of other years, immigration je in ex-
.cess of last year and éomposed of a much
better class of settlere, factorles are mostly

running on full time, and though, owing to
keenness of competition, the margin of
profit is small, we hear but few complaints.
On ail bands there le a feeling that we
bave turned the corner, and althougli the
situation is one which still emphatically
calle for caution, a careful and conservative
Une of policy will place 1887 above its
predecessors so far as the material pros-
perity of the country le concerned.

THE AMERICAN EGG MARKET.

The unusual course of the American egg
market has caused considerable surprise
among the grocery trade and one of our
contemporaries, the Amierican Grocer, in its
review of the market lays the blame
principally upon the shortage of Canadian
eggs whiclh should have been marketed
under ordinary circumetances about the
first of June, but which this year were a
week behindland, and, when they did
arrive, came in such light quantities as to
be manipulated easily by the receivers
and consequently useless as a means for
lowering prices.

It certainly le out of the usual course of
events for eggs to take such a sudden
jump s they did at the commencement of
lest month. A rise of 5J cents in the New
York market during the end of May and
the first week in June was a genuine
surprise to the trade, and though niow
there le a decided tendency downwards,
the unexpected flurry in prices lias caused
considerable speculation as to the future
of the American egg market, especially as
it le not positively certain that receipts
during the present season will be as large
as those of previous years.

One feature je encouraging for Canadian
egg dealers and that le the growing pre-
forence throughout the States for Canadian
eggs. ¯Whether it bè ouly a popular whim
or not, dealers agree that there ie strong
liking for the ligit yolked Canadian egg
and that they soli more readily~ than the
most fancy Ohio or Indiana egg. For
icing and pickling purposes, too, they seem
to bave the preference and the very firm
bidding by presèrving firms for our eggs
for icehtouse purposes, lias been one of the
pricipal causes of the sudden advance.

The rise and subsequent fal was not the
result of any cornering or speculation, at
least that le the opinion of well inforned
mon, and as et the time of the rise the
receipts were very nearly wliat might
have bea expected we cannot lay the
advance to any sudden falling off in the
supply. The real reason seems to be the
increase in the number of eggs removed
from the market for preserving purposes.
It le claimed that more eggs have been
limed and -stored in icehouses this Eeason
than ever belore and, consequently, deal-
ors found suddenly that the market was

baretof supplies, and us but little stock
was thon in transit, prices were steadily
advanced until 18 cents was reached.

What the future of the market will be
seeis very doubtful. It will be remem-
bered that in 1884, anotier year wihen a
remarkably largo amount of liming was
done, the price for domestic and foreign
limed eggs went down so low that hardly
the original cost of the eggs was recovered,
mucl les any margin for cost of storage
or interest on money, and those dealers
who have made contracta forward et Il
cents may turn out to be the sirewdest
prophets, but at presaent indications are
certainly the other way. The egg market
is proverbially a diflicult one to mani-
pulate successfully and fictitions prices
rrely survive a day or two, so that, in
endeavoring to pry into the future, only
the receipts and probable demand need be
taken into consideration, Lut these are
both verX variable factors. If the quality
of the limed and iced eggs je suilieiently
good to allow them to be substituted for
fresh, we may see the lowest prices on
record, but, on the other band, a good local
consumption or a temporary cessation of
of the supply might send prices up to stay.
Just at present the American market je
dull with the daily average receipts nearly
1,000 barrels larger than the consumption,
but this state of affaira will soon readjust
itself, and theiln the course of the market
will be watched witlh increasing interest.
ln this city continued light receipts bave
resulted in a very strong market. AI-
thougli the quotation je placed at 16 cents,
we hear of several transactions at 17 cents
and a furtlher advance is by no means im-
probable.

THE BANANA TRADE.
The market for bananas continues, so

fat as the wholesale trade is concerned, in
a very lealthy condition. The demand je
excellent and increasiný; steadily year by
year, and dealers state that the the quality
of the bananas now oflering shows ail
equally steady improvement. The esti-
mates of the increase in demand vary
considerably but it seems abundantly
evident that the banana le capturing the
popular fancy, and even the most conserv-
ative dealers place the incroase in sales at
fromi flfteen to twenty per cent while many
run up the figure to 50 per cent over last
year's sales, and predict still further
popularity in the future. Bananas cer-
tainly are selling fer botter than they did
last year. In 1886 a considerable surplus of
this fruit remained over at the close of the
season and was placed li cpld etorage, but
this year, in spite of the faet that the crop
was an unusually l.rge one and ample to
meet ail inquiries, not only bave ail the
stored bananes been disposed of, but no
surplus of the new crop romains. The
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inlcreased deinand lis proved fully equal
to the enlarged supply, and consequently
tle market shows a strong, lealthy tone,
very differenît to tlhe congested, duif con-
dition at this period of last year.

''hie yellow binana seemis to be forgiig
te the front ns a favorite )oth with dealers
and consumiiers. 'Tihe publie prefer it be-
calise it rots less ealsily than the red
variety and is consequently casier to
h andle. but wien hie red baiana is ripe
connoisseurti say tlit the flavor fai ex-
ceeuds tliat of the yellow, but only for a
brief period, Vhi le tie yellow retains its
iiodicuii oif flavor for a long timue, and
iiiturally is preferred by those who onuly

get the fruit after a considerable timlie las
elapsed minicu the gathering.

loston climîs pru-emlinecc ns a distri-

bIutary cuni,re, lie faîr, at all event , as weo
are coierned. Steaumeri arrive there
twice a wook, soelîtimlies iakzing thîree

Wlien the falct VIat this plantation covers
tit square miles is takein into considera-
tion, soue idea of t.ie importance of the
banana aus a clioierciil fruit. con le
arrived at.

'ie price in cargo lots lit importing
points remains practically unclianged fron
last year at $1.'7 for yellow, and $1.25
for red. lI Noi tien) we iay quote themî
at $L-50.@$3.50i per buinch, the price bcing
lower in consequenioce of the auilnidant
supply ; but lore, as in Boston, the
blaam is comuling steadily ( t'lie front as
a popular fruit, and las evideitly cap-
tured t.he pifublic taste. Its mîost forniid-
ahle oppoIient is tho uirawberry, and uist
yeur the applarance of this fruit, out of its
order, broke tlie iiiiia iii market li Boston
to $.I2% wliero it retnained with somie
trilling. fluctuations till the cid of the
seîîaeon, buit titis year we cannîot look fon
sucl a drawbauk and therefore imay fairly
lookc for w%'ell stus tiied prices as lie in-
erouaiig populairity of the banaua should
Sflectually coui terbalance any growth in

tLhe supply. 'l'his seemîs to bc thue opinion
of the larger importers wlo aIl look
forvard to greiter sales anîid improved
lrices.

THE LATEST DEFALCATION

That inysterious impulse which when
onie crime or defalcation takes place, leads
to ils niediate imitation by others who,
it is Charitable Io suppose, were induced to
follow the example of the original criminal
through the iîorbid influence of their imi-
tative faculties, can hardly be ield re-
sponsible for the departure of our latest
Canadian boodler. "Dal" Whitney, as
the corpulent young secretary of ý the Har-
bor Board was familiarly known, cannot
plead that lie followed the track laid down
for him by Parent, althougli the circuin-
stances througli which his fall fron hon-
esty occurred were strikingly similar.
lEaci ilas a genial, extravagant fellow and
popular witli his friends; each received a
goort salary ainply suflicient to ineet even
ex traordinary requireinents, cadi coin-
inanded the almost boundless confidence
of his snperiors, and the result of that
blind confidence was precisely the samte
in eiLher case. Still further parallels
miglt be drawn; each owed the responsi-
bu position they attaiied at so early a
date to a lively recollection of the virtue
and good service of relatives, and each re-
paid the advauîcemneint tliey were given,
more fron the reflected lustre of their
res)ective parents' long unsullied career of
uisefulncss than fron their own merits,
with similar ingratitude. i F

Of course it is easy enough to prophesy
after the result. The number of men who
were convinced that; such a lite as tiiese
two young men were leading must eventu-
ally end in a " smash," la iincreasing day
by day inw liat their legira a iai accom-
plished fact. But still it does seein some-
what singular that the extraordinarily
lavish expenditure of these two yeung
fullows, notwitlistanding the recent lints
li tliese columus, or Vie ralings In the re-
tail " agency registei," novor attracted the
serious attention of eitiher their iimediate
superiors or of the iiiterested guarantee
comîpanies, and that they were able to pur-
sue their spendtihrift career to the very
last without arousinlg aniy more thtan a
mere passing breath of suspicion easily
dispelled by an evasive niîswer.

Wliat Whitnoy's dolicit really is ne one
can toll as yet, aniid probably it cannot be
ascertained uintil the coupons of any bonds
which may have been frandulently issued
ire presenîted for payment. At present
the figure is placeil at $13,000, against
whicli the Trust hold a guiarantee policy
for $5,000, a suin ridiculously snall wheon
the large sumu of money which annually
passed through lis hanîds is taken into
consideration, but the probability is that,
ns in the Parent case, the suin taken will
be fund to exceed four or five times the
amioiit originîally given as the total defal-
cation.

Considering the high position that the
absconding secretary held in society, bis
many influential friends and the multi-
plicity of his resources fer raising the
wind, it is evident that a shortage of a few
tlousand dollars could have been easily,
lanipulated. Mr. Whitney 1had a salary
of $2,000 per year, and lived in a style
commensurate with his sùppo èmeans,
consequently it is to ÍË>e&e f that no
ordinary deficit would be sufficient to
cause so sudden and sàret a departure,
and that when the matter is finally Sifted
to the bottom some startling figures may
be expected. Now that the existence of
the defalcation is placed beyond a perad-
venture, the members o the Board of
Harbor Commissioners have been most
active in seeing that tihe Trust should be
protected, but it is feared that this is
merely another form of shutting the stable
door after the steed is stolen, and that in
spite of tleir efforts the defalcation will
soon assume a far more sombre hue than
tliat which it wears at préseint. The whole
affair is a most painful one, and it is difli-
cuit to say who is most to be pitied, the
family of the defaulter 'or the gentlemen
of the Board wlho placèd such implicit
confidence in lis honiesty and integrity of
purpose, and who have been so cruelly de-
ceived.

FASHION NOTES.
Now that the travelling season has

fairly set in, and ail fashionable society is
more or less on the wing, carnelite has
come steadily to the front. For cool mornt-
ing or travelling wear, gray or fawn carmîîe-
lite is certainly unrivalled. Its property
of emerging fresh and uniwrinkled fron
the longest railroad journeys, and the faut
that it never shows the dust, are strong
arguments in its favor, and, especially for
travelling or driving cloaks, it rivals suc-
cessfully both tweed and serge. The new
travelling cloak resembles a long Newmar-
ket coat with a deep cape reaching to the
waist and a hood lined with silk, usually
of the saine color, althougli a briglt con-
trast is equally allowable. This cape and
hood both take off, and leave the long well-
fitting coat at the wearer's option. Some
of these coats have the fullnese caught up
Ut the back witLI fancy ornaments and a
few, affected by those who aim at original
effects, have a large colored silk handker-
chief in place of the hood, arranged with
the point lying down the back and the
ends turied over each other in front.

The Norfolk jacket bodice comes again
to the front with the advent of the travell-
ing season, especially in woollen or flannel
materials, but i cambries and other more
stylish cotton$ the close fitting bodice stili
remains the ruling style. Scarfs with
hioods, which were very fashioniable some
years ago, are again coming into style, and
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are seen now with tolerable frequency.
The most fasliionable type of travelling
dress now bas a plain underskirt, stiffened
to make it hang fuill, of biscuit colored
beige with a polonaise of a'darker shade
caught up just below the waist at the back;
This dress has a scarf with ends in front
and poingd pood at the back lined with
the rThis same idea can be
carried out in white with a gray. fawn,
navy blue or lilac polonaise and scarf, the
lining of the hood, vest and cuffs in white.
If preferred an edging of'gold braid can be
added. The h'at or bonnet must corres-
pond with the costume, and the rage for
matching bàs now reached such au ex-
treme.that it is considered chic to have the
parasol, satchel and hosiery of the predom-
inating color

A crinkled surfaced nun's veiling called
crépon is becoming very popular. IL is
shown in ail colors, and is probably at its.
best in pale gray or navy blue. Helio-
trope is not popular, although many people
wear it simply because their dressmakers
recommend it. These latter can scarcely
be called imnbiased judges, as in many
cases they have purchased heavily of this
color under the belief that there would be
a big run upoi it. In ithe new cottons a
pale heliotrope crossed with narrow red or
white lines is becoming and has sold well,

.but the color is trying to most complexions,
and bas become. far too common to be
fan.cied by the better class trade. The
newest color is decidedly honeysuckle,
which looks pale yellow in one light and
pale pink in another. These yellow pinks
and pale greens àppeat'lu be the coming
style after the lilacs and lavenders have
had their day. Chartreuse green, bright
pink, pale pîimröse and tlîe golden browns
are also favorite colors, but the blues ap-
pear'to have quite lest their hold on the
popular favor if we except pheasant blue
and one or two shades of (oltl) blue. Vieux
ronge, another name for crushed straw-
berry lias also gone out of style, and is
rarely seen now except it nimillinery comnbi-
nations.

JUNE WHEAT.
'le.corner in June wheat in New York,

conteniptuously known as the "baby"
deal, turued out a complete success. Un-
lilke .the deal lin spring whe.at in Chicago
th e.big "bear" leaders were fully con-
vinced that the corner which as just
resulted lin a triumphant squeeze, wvas too
mll. to do any thing but collapse ignomin-

iously, and if wvas just tbis overconfidence
on their part which allowed the lbaby
deal. to put June wheat at the hîiglest
price. that ithas fetehed li New York for
a.number of years, and to cover its skilful
manipulators.with doubtful glory., Coil
sidering that this corner survived the
.heavy drop in values caused by the panie

in Chicago, whben their opponents could
have easily covered at 87 cents, the con-
fidence of the bear element seems aston-
ishing, but it now transpires that su far
from cuvering their sales even at 90 cents,
they only sold more and boasted their
ability to burst theI "baby " deai at even
more advantageous prices.

IL seens as if the speculative trade had
jumped to the conclusion that if one of the
members of the clique was unable to
protect lis trades, the others must neces-
sarily be unable to come to bis assistance,
and consequently they commenced selling
Junue wheat riglht and left confident that
these latter would be unable te stand the
onslaughît. So quiet wvas the whole thing
kept that each bear operator seems to
have believed that lie was either the only
"short" or else that there were very few
besides himself in that interest. The fact
that the clique permitted the price to hang
at 90 cents until it was too late to buy it
in the West and bring it forward for
delivery fostered this idea, and it was not
until the price was suddenly jumped up
to $1.05' that it was first suspected that
there were big fish in the net.

Thus lias ended the most decried but
the mostsuccessful deal on the New York
market. The profits are variously esti-
mated at from half a million io à million
dollars, and, although at first nicknamed
the-" baby " deal, it now turns out to have
been one of the largest ever successfully
engineered in June wheat. The amount
covered before the market reacled $1.05
is iot knownî and consequently the profit
on it cen only be guessed at, but it is
known that over two million bushels that
were sold short at from 87 to 90 cents were
covered at $1.05, or -an average profit at
the highest figure of 15 cents per buhiel.

-The artificial nature of the whole trans-
action -cannot be better exemplified than
by the fact that while lundreds of thon-
sands of bushels were changing hands at
froin $1.05 to $1.07, the cash market was
only at 87. cents for export, or twenty
cents under the speculative margin. In
fact the whole deal was simply a betting
transaction depending upon a fortuitous
concurrence of circuinstances and entirely
outside the pale of legitimate trading.
The successful gamblers, in this instance,
will probably again attemipt a similar deal
and,. uiless favored. equally by fortune,
most likely unsuccessfully, su that the
money they have just gained may be said
to be mierely lent to then and to be
certain to find ils way back -into the
market. . It is this constant speculation
in "paper".. produce, (which finds its
humble exponent in the bucket-shop), tiat
.is the banle of all moder commercial
markets, and, therefore, could this puroly
speculative element be eliminated fromn
our midst by process of law, legitimate

trading would be placed upon a sounder
and far more profitable basis.

THE AYER CASE.

Now that free access to official records
lias become possible, a conparison -of the
court stenographer's report of the evidence
given by Mr. 0'Hara, depty collector of
custons, in the Ayer case, with tait cred-
ied to hin in the daily journals, proves
that that gentleman lias been subjected to
unmerited obloquy, that the evidence lie
was suppgsed to have given bas becn (su to
say) inextricably mingled with that of
other witnesses, and that those replies
upon which the attacks upon tis credibil-
ity were founded, were really iever made
by hin at all. How such an extraordinary
perversion of the evidence could have ob-
tained currency it semns diflicult to ex-
plain, but as the explanations and altéra-
tions of Mr. O'Hara, as furnished to the
press, are concise ana temperate in tlne
wè publish them at full length and leave
our readers to form their own opinions fron
the facts presented to them. IL nust
be remeibered that any defects of the
systemu are not to be visited upon the ulli-
cial who merely enforces the ' law as lie
finds it, and that the only point at issue is
the truthfulness of the evidence lie per-
haps, too ably, gave before the court.

THE BA.NK OF COMMERCE.

[commuNIVrEn.]

Although it lias been generally under-
staod for months past hait the first
annual statement under the new ,man-
agement of the Bank of Commerce would
announce a considerable reduction in
the reserve, few were prepared for the
wiping out of su large a suim as even a
million dollars, mucl less the amount of
$1,100,000 in addition to that taken from
contingent fund and the profits for the
year, making nearly i a million and a
lialf, which in addition to the recent
slice of four huidred thousand dollars,
shows ai admitted reductioin of about two
millions in the assets of the banik within
the last yearor two. Tie Stock Exchiange
has.been able, notwithstanding ail, to
maintain the price where they predicted it
should he under the expected reduction,
but il is an open secret that this lias been
accomnplisied because of the " short" ii-
terest prevailing. Eacli side is waiting for
the otlir to inove, and as long. as the
"shorts " -find a difliculty ii filling-and
there is little speculative stock in the
"street"-tle price will move slowly till
the alternative is reached. Investors are
not likely to part even at present price
with a stock likely to earn ton per cent.,
and pay probably seven per cent. divi-
dends, wifit a yearly restoration at, the
rate of $180,000; but people do nut view
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witl anrything lilke conplacency any fail-
ing off in) the selling value of their prop-
erty, however satisfied they may feel that
its value intrinsically is not a penny less
thiai iL was a year or two before. IL is
rather ta be expected that prudent persans
will seck investrnenrt at iLs present price in
the reasoinab>le hope that the excision will
bring about a more rapid and boalthy
growth-that the new management lias
ncroly adopted the time ioniored custorn
under similar circuimstances of cutting
deep, of going to "bcd-rock," as IL is
called, and made allowance for ail cases of
doubt, mrany of which canrnot fail ta prove
for mor valîuable than the estimnate
placed upo01 n t. It is, peOrhlaps, well
that suci occasionîal iouse-claring should
bl resolvel upon. But the man who
malkes a " badI " or doubtful debt is not
always the best judge of ils value as
an asset. There ha people who think
however Lhat the statenents madei monLth-
ly ta the governimlent should show with
morc exactitude the condition of the
bill-book-that the columnns of "overdue
debts " should bu muade to show, as in soie
well known cises, an amount soenthing
niar ta that which the animal or speciil
atittomnit discloses at hrst, as exemplilied
by the transefers made ta the folio of con-
tingencies by prudent business mon who
koe p sruch ai accoumnt for insolvent estates,
batnishinig thom immiediately fron the
category of live accounits, and crediting
profit and loss witlh any dividende tiat
oventually accrue, withu the proportion re-
covered. IL is impossible for bankers to
takt. sairehiodkenrs into thoir confidence li
the treatnont of certain custoners. Woak
accournîts are nursed and kept alive as long
as thora is ra rauîsouable probability of
ultimarite recovery, soietirnes for the sake
of olier interests; and aie of the principal
functions of a wisa bankeilcr is to kinow when
to stop-whon ta loave aun enterprise ta its
fatc-whetler lie shouîli risk another shaft
in% the direction of thte lost one in the hope
of recoverinmg both. The general opinion
of the " strut " is tiat throo-quarters of a
million worc guite suflicient for the Bank
of Commerce ta take air the liest; but if
so, tie property is nlothing worsao; it is all
thora yet, and the rible goneral numan-
auer and Iis io les able assistant will
dloubtless take prudent care of it, and
prove ta ill those whorrm it nay concern
thiait tIeir plan is the bast, that the course
was juistified by the circuimstaneces pro-
enrted-ard hiat IL is botter, if at al, ta

err oi the safe side in banking ras well ras
in other departments of business.

Tur discovery' of the body of the late Johi
S. McLicin, following closely ipon that of
his yorithful comnpanuion ir. Sulnmner, will
form the closing sece in the tragedy that at-

tracted so much regretfut attention last fall,
and will finally set at rest the doubts of those
companies whose policies call for the produc-
tion of the body before the payment of the
death claim can be accomplished. Thte body
of Mr. AicLachlan was so altered by decom-
position as ta be barely recognizable, andl
apart fron the clothing, was chiefly iden-
tified by a gold locket which was known
ta have been worn by the deceased gen-
tleman, but it affords a melancholy satis-
faction ta bis relatives ta be able to place
lis body in the family resting-place and
they have the sympathy of the mercantile
coirmnmity in their ailliction. The funeral
on Wednesday vas largely attended by Our
prominent nerchants, bankers and profess-
lonal men. Among the handsome floral
offerings was one fron the Young Men's
Christian Association, with an appropriate in-
scription.

WE REÜRET ta hear of the suspension of the
firn of Beuthner Bras., manufacturers and
wholesale dealers In embroideries, fancy
goods, dyces, &c. The brothers have been
carrying on business in this city for some
years witlh a care, attention and economy that
warranted a belief in the continuance of their
prosperity i but a number of persistent lasses
during the last year or two, especially in the
Maritime Provinces-many of themn under the
notorious8 Bill of Sale system-made serious
iniroais upaon their capital with the present
resuilt. Th integrity of the flirm is shown
by the gradual reduction of liabilities and
stock. The former within a short time bave
been reduced fron $20,000 ta about $12,000
direct, the indirect being about $15,000. It
was only a few days ago thIt the fira refused
ta accept saine goods becausa they felt un-
able ta continue. The stock on hand bas
been reduced in this înanner ta about $4,000.
As the firm thus possess a good record,.and
are mercly the victiis of mnisfortune, there
should be little difliculty in arranging a
settlenient.

Tuti unexpected death of Mr. J. 0. MdcLaren
reinoves another well known citizen froa our
midst. Mr. McLaren was ane of the old
landnarks of Montreal. Coming here in
1850 ie soon built uip one of the largest
businesses in saddlery, harness, leather beit-
ing, card-clothing and reels in this city, and
his death resulttd fron being thrown fron
his cairiage just after ru visit ta the States for
the purpose of obtaining the latest improve-
muents in the tannery business in order ta
erect a large new tannery here in connection
with his belting works. Mr. McLaren was
deservedly popular with bis employees, fromt
whon ho vas the recipient of a handsome por-
trait of himeilf a short timne previous ta bis
deccao. He was at one time a member of
the corporation and filleid ma'ny other posi-
tions of public import with credit ta himself
and satisfaction ta hi$ friends. We can say

no more than that he vas respected and
esteemed by ail wha knew him.

TnE fact that the jury in the case of
Brossard versus the Canada Life Assurance
Company returned a verdict in favor of the
company is a welcome departure from the
usual custom of juries who, as is well known
ta Insurance mnanagers,. generally i.dccide
against the company as a matter of course, or
at Icast givo the policyholder the benefit of
any doubt that may arise. The facts of the
case were clear and distinct and were briefly
as follows. One Pierre Bourdeau insured bis
life and transferred the policy ta thrce of his
creditors, Brossard, Lacaille and Senecal. la
making bis application lie stated that he had
no medical adviser and conceaIed the fact
that lie had had a stroke of paralysis within the
year, and that the doctor then told bis family
that ho would not live twelve months, as in
fact he did not. When these facts came ta
the knowledge of the compan>y, they at once
refused payment of the policy on the grounds
of concealment, ete., and the jury have by
their verdict sustained theom in their dîecision.

~ NEw GLusaow, N. S., is growing ta be a
busy place. Within a circle of two or three
miles, there are half a dozen collieries em-
ploying 1,700 or 1,800 men, while the glass
works, steel forges, founderies, plough works,
carriage factories and other smaller industries
furnish profitable crploymnent for 1,000
hands. The Short Line Railway gives it
closer connection with the West and if ail the
expectations of the enterprising men who
lave bulit bigh hopes on the future of New
Glasgow, are realised it will become the
Newcastle of Canada. When Nova Scotia
decides ta replace its wooden ships by iron
and steel, New Glasgow and vicinity is the
locality where it will be done as the material
is there and only requires the necessary
enprgy and capital.

TuE Halifax Sugar Relinery property at
Woodsido was sold by auction on the 28th
uilt., by order of the trustees and second parties
ta an indenture made between thei and the
company on May 21, 1886. The trustees bad
reservei the right ta bid themselves. Mr.
Shand first asked if any body was ýprepared ta
offer $250,000 for the property, but no one
seemned prepared. lie waited a white and
thon proposed $200,000, but still there vas no
move towards a purchase on the part of the
audience. Mr. Shand thon held a brief con-
sultation with Mr. G. B. Francklyn, one of the
three trustees, the result of which was that
the property was put up at $l90,000, the
trustees' bid.

TuE wisdom of the serpent is rocalled by
the present state of Telegraph. For a week
or two before the date of the dividend, the
" bull " and other buasts of burden were sure
that the :dividentd would be paid on the 2nd
July. Young W-- bid coue fromi New
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York, possessed, tley said, of the precious
secret, which he would not divulge except.to
one persan, and that was the speaker; another
operator knew that one of our wealthiest citi-
zens, a member of the Board, vas buying Up
the stock freely. And now the guarantors of
the dividend are taking the thirty days' privi-
loge, ruch ta the disgust of many on the
street, especially of Messrs. McIver & Barclay.

THE English Board of Trade returns for May
show a substantial improvement in iron and
steel exports. Compared with the carre-
sponding month of last year, the exports of
May were larger by 37 per cent in quantity
and 25 p'r cent in value. The largest increase
was in railroad iron, which represented the
substantial item of 40 per cent; and the
increase of pig-iron, which was more than 28
per cent, is attributable chiefly to the buying
of the United,S.tates, Russia and Italy, The
exports of unwrought steel have gone up
very largely, mainly ta the United States,
the increase to'which country alone during
the past month amounted ta 3.06 per cent.

Notwithstanding Vhe strong market for
citron abroad, holders are somewhat .uncertain
of the future position of the article, being
confronted by the report that ane of the
principal dealers in New York proposes ta
hold the market down by limited offerings ta
the trade ut figures below the lay down cost.
There is considerable stock awaiting fall dis-
tribution, but as the bulk has been imported
ut a cost about equal ta present market value,
and as an advance is regarded as difficult ta
establish, some are disposed ta realize on pre-
sent holdings and withdraw.

Packers of raisins at Denia write: «We
are now happy ta he able ta advise that tle
vines are finisbing flowering ail over the
country, thougli the resuit, however, le net as
flattering as was earlier anticipated, but we
think that the yield sheould bc of good aver-
age size, and about same weight as that of
last year." From Lcghorn, mail advices say
round lots of citron are held at 64s Gd Q 65s,
but for smiall quantities 03s would probably
he accepted.

T HE Aguan Navigation Uompaig, an Ameri-
can organization, is pusliug the work of canal
building in Honduras. The Gave ninent is
giving ample protection ta all foreignl com-
panies operating on its territory, and there is
a good prospect that before many years the
country will he enjoying an extensive system
of much-needed public improvements. The
finit trade is rapidly growing, New Orleans
taking the larger part of the product.

REoTS show that between January 1 and
June 30 there were laid in the United States
3,754 miles of new main lino track. Fron
present indications it ls believed that the
total for 1887 may, surpass thlat of any previous
year in the history of the country.

A sTATEMExT prepared for Secretary Fair-
child shows that there was an actual expan-
sion of the circulating medium of the United
States during June to the amount of $2,6G4,-
840. The circulation of gold coin decreased
by $1,000,000, and of national bank notes by
$1,500,000 ; while the expansion of silver cer-
tificates. vas about $3,000,000 and United
States notes $1,700,000.

- MAIL advices from Glasgow to the llth
June state that all the available cargo space
on the Atlantic lines trading from the Olyde
during that week bad been secured for the
2,500 tons of No. i Scotch iron just purchased;
and the Glasgow market is a little elated by
the intimation that frcsh orders from United
States have arrived for pigs, togetlier with in-

quiries for other material.

THa Western Ontario Pacific railway, the
new line running from Woodstock ta London,
will, without doubt, in a week or two be
leased in perpetuity ta the Ontario & Quebec
railway, otherwise the Canadian Pacific rail-
way. A meeting of sharcholders is called for
Montreal on the 18th inst., when the matter
will be considered and the head olice of the
company changed from London ta Montreal.

AN INDEx ta the editorial and minor articles
appearing in the JoDRNAL OF COMMERCE fran
January fst ta July ist, 1887, will b found
in the present issue.

Dyes, and not drugs are the subject, and the
concern has agreed ta a deposit of $5,000,
pending a further investigation and decision
by the authorities.

TnE trafic returns of the Grand Trunk rail-
way for the week ending 2nd July, 1887,show
an increuse of $44,017 over the corresponding
week in 1886.

CUSTOMS ESPIONAGE.

The following letter bas been addressed ta
an evening contenporary by Mr. W. J. O'Hara,
and as it ls intended ta remove any mis-
apprehension as ta' the evidence he really
gave in the Ayer Customs casé, we reproduce
bis communication at full length:-

Sia,-I have unfortunately been placed in
a false position and subjected to censure and
abuse owing to' a misapprehension of my
action in retaining possession of books foram-
ing part of ic Crown's evidence in the Ayer

case until I was required ta produce them,
aiso ta the inexcusable mixing up of my
evidence with that of another wituess, and
the point sought to bo nade out of my, wish
ta avoid affording any information regarding
the witness, Underhill, until lie should cone
into court.

The two books-one an account book fron
which statements of the operations at the
St. Johns bottling establishment bad been
compiled; the other a letter book containing
Underbill's correspondence with the J. 0.
Ayer Company, whiclh liad come into iy
possession as Underhill's private property,
were retained by mue, as evidence for the
Crown, under advico and with ic knowledge
of the Crown counsel. They werc not ta be
withheld; on the contrary, the Crown in-
tended producing them in their case and
were referring ta theim froi tinie ta time.
leanwhile I was instructed ta bring them
ioto Court every day, until I was called upon
for them, wliich I did. I had been subpænaed
by the defence, but without an order for
production of papers. I enquired as ta iny
obligation to comply with ic order served
upon the collector, and was told ta do
precisely as I did. This should have been
explained ta the court at the time. I
eau only say that bad I been apprised that
I vas verging upon disregard of an order of
court, or had it occurred to me that my
action might even b misconstrued, as it
was, as prejudicial ta the defence or ta
justice, I would have banded thema at once ta
the court, as I liad no such interest in this
case, nor vas there any consideration what-
ever that could have induced me ta cithor act
in disrespect af the court's orderorin a way ta
afford the other side a pretext -for complaint
as ta their possibilities of defence, Thèse
who know me, in my native city, will have
no difliculty, I think, in accepting this; and
they must have indeed beun surprised at the
light in which it was sought ta place me.

The witness, Underhill, lid come bere
from San Francisco ta give bis evidence. The
Crown had guaranteed him the protection li
vas entitled ta, and I felt bound ta sec that
nothing occurred ta prevent his appearance
in court. He was appreliensive of arrest, and
I avoide' learning his address lest I should i e
asked for it; and I did not feel called upon ta
assist in any effort that might b attempted
ta arrest hini, or ta frighten or induce him ta
leave the country before lie lad testified.
When, thorefore, Mr. Ryau showed me the
letter of defendant's counsel asking for Un-
derhill's address ta serve " legal papers" upon
him-warrant perbaps--I was engaged in
consultation with courisel anent the case, and
I said ta Mr. Ryan: «You don't know Un-
derhill's addess, it is an easy matter for you ta
say so."1 It -would, perbaps, have been better
ta have declined ta give any information
about Underhill, or not ta have replied at all;
still the fact remained. Underhill's address
was unknown ta Mr. Ryan. When the counsel
for the Crown or myself wished ta cornmunic-
ate with the witness we sent Mr. Brosseau ta
find him, and ut the interview which took
place between the counsel aid, the witness in
the Court House (Crown p)roecutors office)
I was asked by the counsel ta be present.
This I attempted ta explain li the witness
box, but vas prevented by the court.

Having been the officer who directed these
seizures upon the information laid before me,
I was asked wliat ainount I expected to realize
out of them in the event of -confiscation. I
replied with perfect truth and directness that
I had neyer allowed myself ta fori the ex-
pectation of any amount la this case. Ques-
tioned as ta Mr. Brosseau's expectations and
those of others, I replied I could not say. 'l
