It shows that exporte of salt-from Liverpool in-
creased by about 17,000 tons last year, as compared with 1894, or
nearly 2% per cent. For two years ln successi6n now there has
been an increase chronicled ln exports from Liverpool, while
last year, every other port in England connected with the salt
trade, had to.report a decrease in the shipments abroad.

in imports causèd by trade depression and the placing
of certain lines of goods on the ree list. Reductions"

Of these decreases it may be said that so long as trade
was depressed it was far better for- the goods te have
been kept by the foreign exporters than stored by Canu-
adian imerchants ivithout any prospect of being gquickly
sold. Excessive importations have iii previous years
not only aggravated depression but brought serious
trouble to the business interests of the country ; so
that, while lamenting the need for such restricted,
iuports we comnmend the prudence which restrained
them. The economies foi'ed on the people iby hard
times are shown by 'the excise duties on spirits, malt
and tobacco having fallen by ,$584,884, giving the
smallest excise revenue for theI last 10,years, the Cis-
toms revenue being theýs1mallest since 1879-80.

There cai be io greater folly
than for a country to adopt a "hand to mouth polief'.

panies operating iii this field. Last year it added an-
other $60,000 to its premium income, and, notivith-
standing the $45,000 paid out in the Toronto conflagra-
tions, comes out with a lose ratio of 47 per cent. , The
steady increase in premium with loss ratio well below
the average each year; speaks volumes for the energy
exerted in working up such a large volume of business
as well as for the undervriting àbility which has pro-
duced such gratifying results. during a period admit-
tedly unfavorable to fire insurance interests ; and
proves conclusively that tne Canadian field, under cer-
tain conditions, which iay be considered prerequisite
to success in any line of b usiness, offers inducements
to insurance capital second to none.

The North British & Mercantile is fourtli on the-list
in regard to loss ratio, being veli within what is con-
sidered the danger point-60 per cent. To have suc-
ceeded in doing this in a year such as last year, is some-
thing the management may well feel proud of, and
this resulit on a premium incarne of over $400,000
mneans a very handsome return ta the comnpany. "Good
wine needs no bush."

The Imperial is always expected to show ap -well.
The management is conservative-ultra-conservative-
sone say but it is a good fault, and though "something
brilliant" in the way of increase in premiumn is never
expected, a good substantial balancé on the right side
is always looked for as the result of each successive
year's operations.

The position of the other coinpanies included in the
list as a rule .reflects their Toronto experiences. The
Northiern, for instance, it may be stated, paid $50,000
for losses in Toronto alone, and in addition to this,
British Columbia, which by the way is a directagency,
and for which consequently the Canadian management
is not responsible, contributed $36,000 in losses, mostly
on cauneries.

The Lancashire 'doubtless can also attribute its un-
favorable showing to the heavy losses encointeréd.in
Toronto, where itshead offile for Canada is situated,
and where it does a very large business.

The last year will be remenbered as a trying year
to the companies. The serious' losses in Toronto in
January and again in March taught the managers this -

lesson that immunity f rom fires for an extended period
was no guarantee for the future and that conflagrations
may and do occur in the most unlood fôr'places. As

miglt have been expected a generaI 6verhauling of
lines and limits with an increase of rates where the
sai e appeared necessary followpd.

The losses by the three Toronto conflagrations were
over $2,000,000, and the insurance loss about $1,400,-
000. Ini addition to these heavy losses in Toronto. a
number of serions fires occurred iil British Columbia,
by which- several of the valuable canneries -on the
coast were destroyed. The effect of the latter was to
imcrease the rates on canneries in that district; former-
ly they were written at 2 per cent per annum ; now
they pay about the same rates as similar risks in the-
Eastern Provinces.

Besides the above there were other serious fires dur-
ing the year that did not affect the companies as no
imsurance was carriéd. InMarch the Deep Water
Teriin as and GraitùElevator at Balifax, the praperty
of homiion G ernment,.Wre burnedentailing à

loss estimated between $500,000 and- $750,000. A
couple of months later the Dominion Government en-
countered a second loss by fire at Halifax ivhereby the
Coal Piers at Richmond were destroyed, tie loss in
this instance being estimated at $150,000.. In the lat-
ter part of April, a fire at the McDonald Tobacco Fac-
tory at Montreal resulted in a losà estimated at $400,-
000.

To many of our readers it- will be hardly necessary
to more than refer to the discovery and arrest in Mont-
real this year of an organized gang of incendiaries,
whose operations had extended over a series of years.
Some of those arrested turned Queen's evidence and
were released, while others of the gang taking fright
in time flied the country. The result of this good work
on the part of Detective Carpenter and his assistants
lhas been to greatly lessen the number of fires in this
city during the past few months. We hope that the
lesson taught these miscreants will have a salutary
effect.

Those of our readers who are interested in ii-surance
-and who is not ?-should understand that the under-
lying principle is, tbat the many shall bear the lossès

-of the few. If the losses are frequent and heavy the
rates will be advanced to meet them., Therefore each-
individual should feel that it is his or her duty to take
every precaution to prevent a fire happening. ' Were,
the companies to shew a l'w loss ratio for two or three
years we feel confident they would favorably consider
a-reduction in rates.
. We would suggest to the managers what in our opin-
ion would be an improvemnent on their present system,
and that is the adoption of specifie ratings. At present
we fear there is too much justification for the behef
that the good risks are rated too high and the poor
ones too low. We have heard as .a result of the action
af the companies in Winnipeg in increasing rates be-
cause of the deficient protection, that a new company
was or*anized there under a Provincial Charter It is
of course operating as a non-tariff officé, but whether
it will.be more successful than its predecessors remains
to be seen. One Canadian Company, the Eastern of
Halifax, retired, being reinsured -by the Union.

So far this year, the losses have not been. heavy, and
the managers are no doubt looking forward with hope to
a prosperous year, but we would remind them to " Trust
no future, howe'er pleasant."

PROPOSED TAX ON TEA.'
Our American cousins are naturally exercised over

their proposal to place a tax upon teas entering the
United States fromn any other than the countries of
growth. The intention is that the tax be placed at 10
cents per lb. This is simply a discrimuinatilg tax
against Canada and Great Britain, and there is no
great effort being taken to conceal that fact. A great
many arguments have been advauced for and .against
the proposed duty, for Aierican tea merchants them
selves are iot an unit on the inatter, but after consid-.
eration of th, arguments adduced, it would seem as
thouglh the agitation originated ivith'heavy holdés o
unsold teas.

The two principal arguments- thus far advanced in.
favor of such a tax are :-That the great bulk. of the
teas received from Cañada, is of 10ygrada i nd argely
adulterated: and thât it\'uld be a jusitrtaliatio'- for

the 10 per cent ad valoren duty thatkCanada imposes on
tea coming froin United States warehouses. With re-
spect to the first of these arguments, it is more correct
to say that the bulk of teas shipped to the United
States froin this country are of medium and
better grades. True, a certain quantity of low
grade Japans are sent, but they are only a small pro-
portion of the whole, and it goes witbout saying that
even these would iot be shipped there were it net for
the demand across the border for that particular low
quality. And it is just a question whether the im'posi-
tion of a tax would have the effect of keeping out these
commoner teas, the price of which cannet be much
over 10oc per pound. Experience in countries imposing
a tea duty, including England, shows that no matter
what the duty on tea may be, a large number of people
will still call for the cheapest tea it can get, people who
care little about flavor so long as the beverage is hot,
and what cheaper tea can they obtain than the lower
grade Japans ?

Statisties relating to the countries nanied that have
already, duties on tea, notably Canada, England, Ger-
iauiy, Austria, Spain, Portugal and Norway, show that
the average quality is not nearly so high as that cou-
su ied in the United States.

With:respect to'the Canadian duty of 10 per cent.
applied in certain cases, which is being used as an argu-
ment in favor of the tax, agood deal can be, and has
been said in favor of its remuoval, and also in favor of its
retention. One argument is that to open Canadian tea
markets would allow American wholesalers and tea job-
bers te sell direct to the Canadian retail trade. This would
certainly le an argument in favor of retention, if it
had the effect imientioned. But it does not appear very
likely that a New York wholesale grocer for instance,
would come to Canada, sell tivo or three cases of tea to.
a retailer and, as our own jobbers or wholesalers do,
take a four months note for it.

The concensus of opinion among the local trade is
that the present agitation will not result in anything
definite being accomplished. As one merchant very ex-
pressively put it-such action as tiat proposed, would
prove a veritable " boomerang" to American merchants.
The bulk of the tea now shipped fron Canada to the.
United States is the property of American importers,
who have, thus the choice and use of two free markets.
The passage of such a tax law,. would divert a good
niany shipmnents froi tea growing. countries to New
York. Thus the supporters of such a .measuie, would
gain one of their objects, direct shipments to the
United States, but Aierican importers .vould only
have one f ree market instead of two, .as tea uns6ld in
New York, and re-shipped to Canada, would' be liable
for the 10 por cent. duty,

Another result of definite action being- taken, would
be.the Rlooding of Amnerican markets with tea, and con-
sequently lower grade prices, as at the present tinlie,
quite a quantity of tea is held here on American ac-
count. Considering, however, that the balance of
power in tihe United States Congress is* nlow in the
bands of the lepublican-party, part of whose platform
is a (so-called) " Free Breakfast Table" the probabilities
are against the imposition of such a tax in the near
future.

THE CENTRAL CANADA LOAN ÀND SAVINGS
COMPANY.

We have the pleasure to publish in this issue the 12th an-
nual report of the above substantial loan company, covering
the year 1895. With the continued lowering of the rate ef
interret procurable for sucn mortgages as a well managed
company like the Central Canada will accept, we -must ex-
peet some decrease in the, profits of such companies. This
tendency is heightened by the accumulation of money in
private hands which is looking out for investnents paying
better rates than bank deposits or municipal bonds. The
loan companies are feeling competition from this quarter. The
report speaks of desirable loans. bearing old rate's of from 6
to 7 being constantly changed to 5, 5 , and 6, and any per-
manent improvement in this respect is spoken of as not to be
looked for at present. The company has however increased
its loans and other assets by $258,890, the value of its mort-
gages and other securities being now $5,395,901, and of cash
in hand $58,819. The securities are larger than in 1894 by
$275,694, but the cash on hand and in the banks is less by
$21,795, having found more profitable use than being laid up
on deposit. The deposits in 1895 were increased $100,197;
the debentures payable in Canada are also larger by $43,987;
those payable in Great Britain being less by $62,133. This
reduction was caused by a large amount becoming mature
last year, and, we presume, it not being thought desirable
to pusli debentures on the market until the demand for loans
becomes more active. What were placed were however taken
at more favorable rates than those they replaced, which is a
striking proof of the high credit of the Central Canada in
Scotland, where, we believe, the greater part of - its deben-
tu'res are held. Although last year's conditions were not
favorable the company realized $92,492 net profits, which
provided for its four quarterly dividends at 6 per cent per
annum, and left $10,246 to add to Reserve Fund, which with
the Contingent Fund, amounts to $359,025, which is $13,891
in excess of the figures at close of 1894. The compaùy is
fortunate in having so shrewd and able a financier for Presi-
sident as Mr. Geo. A. C>,"whose name is an assurance of
sagacions and conservative management.

FILLED CHEESE.
A good deal of interest is being aroused in cheese circles

by a bill introduced into the American Congress which pro-
poses to define pure cheese, and to impose a tax upon and
regulate the sale, import'ation -and exportation of " filled
cheese." The bill evidently bas its origin in, a consideration
of the.expansion of the Canadian export*cheese trade, which
even our neighbors admit has attained dimensions they never
anticipated. Canadian cheese has quite supplanted the pro-
duction of other countries in the favor of European pur-
chasers, owing.to its excellent, even quality. Foreign mer-
chants have in the -past shipped quantities of "'filled" stuff
which on arrival on the other side hias been sold as f ull
crean, although really much inferior in quality- to the pure
product. In consequence the people became disgusted, and
now seek only for Canalian cheese. This is reflected in the
export figures of both countries. According te a large ex-
porter, the exports of cheese from New York from. May 1st,
1895, to the end of ,the year were only 450,000 boxes, as cor-
pared with 875,000 boxes during the corresponding period
of the previous year. In the meautime, Canadian cheese ex-
ports-have been continually increasing. In 1879,' Canada ex-
ported 500,000 boxes of cheese, while last year, the exports in,
round figures, were 1,300,000 boxes.

From the standpoint then of American cheese merchants
such a bill as that now bèfore Congress, . is a necessity, but se
firm' hold bas Canadian cheese-upon the European markets,
our own cheese inen need nôt fear its passage, provided
always the.present high standard of quality be maintained
in~ the Canadian product, :

1 A DOMINION INSOLVENOY LAW.
Attention bas again been directed in a marked manner to

the need for a Dominion Insolvenoy Law. . At the annual
meetings of both the Montreal and Toronto Boards of Trade
the subject caused considerable discussion, chiefly of a.
nature, favorable- to such legislation, and the incoming coun-
cils of both organizations have been requested ta again urge
upon the Government the necessity for early action.- Some
of the provincial laws while perhaps better than nothing at
all, are still far from meeting the needs of the commercial
community. What is required,.and what bas been agitated
for more or less since 1882, is an Insolvenoy Act for the whole
Dominion. An act that, while giying creditors the full con-
trol of an estate that is evidently insolvent, will prevent,
frauidulent preferences, punish reckless trading, compel pro-
per bookkeeping, and yet give a discharge to the man who
bas honlestly given up all to lis creditors, and not been gàilty
of squandering his estate. It will be reiembered that in
1883 and 1884, parliament was petitioneds by the council.of
the Montreal Board of Trade to pass some such legislation as
they pointed ont was necessary. Again.in 1885, a committee
of the House of Commons prepared a .billwith discharge
clauses added, which was approved by the Montreal and
other Boards of Trade, and right up to last year, time and
again the subject was forced upon the attentioá of the Gov-
ernment, but so far riesults are nil. It is not, we feel sure,
because tþe need for such, legislation is qLuestioned by the
Administration, that nothing bas been done, but possibly
what they considered even more weighty matters, have oc-
cupied their attention.' Meanwhile to use the words of .
(aldecot, the necd. of a sound.bankruptcy bill -s.deeply felt.
ie passing of such a bill would greatly a'dvance that inter-
provincial trade which every. patriotic Canadian.desires to
promnote, reduce t7 a mllinum fraudulent and reekless tra:d-ng, and powefuly -hel forwar the nircial p w
gress of the country.

THE GLOVE INDUSTRY.
Everybody in London and other large English cities-in

the country it is diferent--wears gloves. According to a
well-known manufacturer, who bas supplied some figures
on the subject over 86,000,000 pairs are used in England
every year, and of these fully three-quarters are worn by
ladies. The value spent by them in these articles amounts
annually to no less than $7,500,000. One maliufacîturing
firm alone finds employment, directly and indirectly, for 50,-
000people, and at Worcester alone nearly five miles are
covered by glove factories. Many'ladies are, of course, ex-
travagant in their gloves, $150 is a very modest sum ihilst
in some instances $500 is laid out in the course of a year. At
one retail bouse in Regent street a lady. who was going on
tour took $200 worth with ber; but half a dozen pairs were
worth over $10 apiece. Sometimes a lady will have by her
at one time a great nany pairs, Over 400 pairs were sold,.
receutly at.a bouse sale; whilst this number- was exceeded .at
the s'ale of the Duchess of Somerset's effects, when over 2,000
pairs were disposed of. But France isone of the greatest
centres in glove manufacture.

THE BANK OF NEW BRUNSWICK.
This bank occupies quite a unique position in having a

reserve fund larger than its paid up capital. Its circulation . -

also is exceptionally high, being within 10' per cent, of the
limit. Last year its net profits, excluding taxes, were $80,-
'903, which is over 16 per cent. of the capital. This haowver .

was reduced by the sum of $6,935 paid for City taxes. and
$1,000 for Provincial taxes. Evidently the art of-taxatio
is well understood in St. John and New Bruns'wick. .Afteî
paying two half-yearlydividends of 6per cent each the sum
of $25,000 was addedAo the lRest. St. John, N.B., bas every-
reason to be proud of its .only chartered bànk 'wihich, thaugh
not large, is not the least prospe:ous in the Dominion



THE NEWFOUNDLAND FISHERIE o

Although the fisebries of Newfoundland have been in es-

tablished existence for a hundred years or imore, as the prin-
cipal and almost sole, industry of the colony during all that,
time, very little is known of thair internal economy outside
of the locality ; and even there, the squabbles of local poli-
ties (so-called) have occupied a much larger share in the-
literature of the country than this staple interest. When-
ever any attention or thought lias been bestowed on them
the fisheries have either been belittled and ridiculed as a fickle
and precarious pursuit, unworthy of serions regard and re-
spectful treatment, or else they have been "boomed up" above
their intrinsie value, according as those, who thus made a
football of them, were opposed to or in harmony with the
capitalists and conunercial classes of the island. The object
of this article is to correct some iof these misimpressions, and
to supply information on certain points now in obscurity.

la Newfoundland the word Ifish" bas a specific meaning
and always means codfish. The fisheries of the island are
the codfisheries. All other fisheries are of very minor im-
portance, and can scarcely be sàid to be pursued- at all except
as adjuncts of, or in connection with, the codfishery. More-
over the word "codfish" bas a still more restricted meaning
as applied to Newfoundland and its trade, for it means thc
production of a certain article of codfish cured and prepared
in a peculiar way, and known to commerce as "dried codfish."
This commercial product is known all over the countries of
Southern Europe, South Americaand the West India islands,
as a portable andj'lieeping" article, which may be transported
lorig distances and kept on hand for any reasonable length of
tine ithout deterioration, It is further valuable because,
at very short notice and iithout inuch preparation, it can
be readily converted into a most palatable and nutritions
food-invaluable in warm countries where the marine fishes
are not, where animal food palls upon the palate and where
it is exceedingly diflicult to transport fish at all from
northern or temperate climes that will be any good after it
gets south. For suci uses the codfish is peculiarly suited
by reason of the fact that as a fish it is moist universally ac-
cptable-the common or genei fish of human diet-that
kind of fish of which the largest number of persons will par-
take for the longest time without satiety. These facts being
conceded, lot me yet'further limit the value of the article to
Newfoundland, for the reason that the "codfisi" caught ad
cured in that country is essentially superior to all other-to
the saine article as caught and cured by the Norwegians
and Icelanders for instance, bur muost formidable commercial
rivals in Europe, or eveu to the French-caught fish, that are
drawn out of Newfoundland waters.

I t is difficult to fully explain upon paper wherein the es-
sential difference consists-it is partly a matter oi feeding,
partly a matter of curing. The resultant differernce miglit
be referred to under the naine of "flavor," if one word could
express all-that is meant, but it cannot, for tic difference
between the French or Norway "cure" and that of New-
fundland, relates somewhat to the texture or fibre of the fish
-to its "mueaty" properties, so to speak-to that combination
of qualities about it which makes the Newfoundland article a
more savory, substantial and nutritions food. One last word
about the superiority of the Newfoundland cure and I bave
done; It has the property of catching up and preserving the
natural aroma and substance of the fish in such a way that,
with suitable treatient, these can afterwards be released in
cookng and reproduced. fdon't know that the fundamental
differences relating to this article af commerce eau be more

gaphically defined by me.
It may seem to many persons that the matter of "flavor"

in'codflih is a rather far-fetched conceit, but I, assure those
persons that such is not the case. Even here in Newfound-

nd tic codfsh caught n different bays or in différent parts'

f the coast cau be distinguished. And if this' be so as re-
ard- what we call "shore" or shore-caught fish, how nuch
nore does it apply to the difference between " shore" and
bank," or deep-water fish.-between shore and Labrador

ish P Yes; and between fish that las been caught on parti-
ular kinds of bait, or at a particular time of the fishing
eason.

Then there is of course a perceptible varity in the modes
of cure, by which the different qualities known to the local
trade are evolved. These are mainly three in number, as
applied to the standard article of shore or bank fish, namely,
Merchantable, Madeira and West India,-the first not
pickled being the AI or first class quality of picked fish,
cured without a flaw; the second, fish that are excluded from
he first class by reason of some defect, but stili are fairly
passable, and can be shipped as a second quality, while the
third class, or West India fish, are those rejected, Ibroken,'
imperfect, miscellaneous fish, which are unsaleable in any
markets but those of the W est India Islands. Eaeh of these
qualities is also subdivided into three sizes of fish, known as
large,medium and small, so that,in a large,well-regulated New-
foundland fish store there wil be found at least nine different
parcels or divisions of the manufactured article, when ready
for or awaiting shipment. And these do not take in Labra-
dor fish, or damp fish, or fish that lias gone bad in the pro-
cess of curing and is known as " slimy, nor fish that has got
prematurely old, and is covered with a fungus growth
known as " dun." Neither is "young" fish included, that is,
fish not sufficiently made, nor "sof t" fish, so called for ob-
vious reasons.

Now, behind all these results, or rather before them,
comes the whole process of manufacture or "cure," which is
very simple in description, although I suppose there is as
inuch occult science of a humble kind involved as that which,
of the same raw materials in the dairy, turns out a Cheshire,
a Stilton, or a double-Gloucester cheese.

When the fisherman arrives from the fshing ground each
evening he tosses up the round " green"-fish; fron the bot-
tom of his, fishing boat, to the [stage-head,'when they are
seized, and with a deft stroke or 1lwo of the "splitting knife"
relieved of head and viscera, aud split down the front to the
backbone. They are then laid down,ïflatly piled on each
other, in salt, and lef t thus to absorb the saline element for
sone days. Next they are washed ont, and spread in the open
air on elevated flakes to dry in the sun. The fish is taken up
each evening, and piled in small cones or I faggots," as they
are called, on the flakes, and must not be spread in humid
weather. Also it must be allowed occasionally to remain in
pile during the pracess of drying, so as ta consolidate or ob-
sorb slowly the effects of the process. It- must also be dried
again and gain, until hardness of surface' and inflexibility
have been secured. All ·this involves care, and, some knowl-
edge, and a nic adjustment of salt and sun, and much clean-
liness and skilful manipulation. Sone of tis care the
women of the fisherman's family supply, and even the chil-
dren, for they help to cure it and thus assist in husbanding
the fainity larvest and winning the famuily's bread.

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THE STANDARD FIRE POLICY.'
To the Editor of the JoutNAL OF Co MatoE, City.

SiR,-Turning to the criticism of the conimittee of the New
York Beard of Trade concerning that clause ln the standard
policy which voids the insurance. imrnediately -foreclosure pro-
ceedings are begun, we'must conclude that the gentlemen have
had'little experience in mortgaged properties. The Loan Com-
pany manager of many years' experience must have smiled wheu
ho declared that "no case ever occurred in his experience of
a lire whicli could even be suspected of being caused by this
action."

Loan Company managers are altogether ton virtuous to have,
any suspicions ! The very fact of the possibility of a suspicion
would prevent them from making any claim upon the lire ln-
surance company. There is not a Loan Company manager oai
this continent who would allow his company to receive moneys
the fruit of a crime. Not One Sir !! Why- every one of the
Loan Company managers bas objected strenuously to the mort-
gage clause which makes the amount of the -insurance payable
to his company notwithstanding any aect or neglect of the mort-
yagor 01 01otner.

How is it that a man and his wife are now in jail in Ontarlo
accused of conspiring to procure the burning of certain bnildings
ln Strathroy ? How Is it that several of the insurance coin-
panles wlthdrew from Wallaceburg? What bas become of dozens
of furniture factories? Did the one at Bowmanville commit
suicide? Where ! Oh Where I 1 are ail the Paw mills and grist
mills and woollen mills which avoidid the drowning by means
of the burning a'nd yet happened to be insured by policies con-
taining the "mortgage clause" to which the Loan Companies 50
strenuously and frequently object ; and Where I Oh Where ! I
would the Loan Companies generally have been by this time If
the lsurance companies liad not insisted on thrusting upon
them this odious clause which makes the lasses payable to then
" notwithilstanding any act or neglect on the partof -the assured."

There is scarcely a township on ail this continent where this
clause lias not stood between the mortgagee and loss by lire of
proporty on which realization could not have been made except
by flire ; there is not any provision in any feri of document
which bas caused so many lires ; there is -not any other docu-
ment whicli ls so repugnant to'public policy and there is not any
possible method of justifying the compact betwoen the Insur-
ance Companles and the Loan Companies whereby crime is
made profitable. The only excuse ever offered for such a com-
pact is that of the exigencies of business, which demand that the
Loan Companies shall base their security upon the Insurance
policy rather than on the property and that the insurance coin-
panles must have volume of business. Some insurance coin-
panies will not issue policies vith this form attached, but some
others are bound by special agreements so odions ad'to be near-
ly, if not gltogother criminal. If the Insurance companles were
the parties who bore the losses this form of guaranty would dis-
appear, but so long as the companles can collect from general
body of their insured sufliéient premium for losses, expense and
profits, juat so long will this ferm of inducement te crime con-
tinue.

For. instance, preparing the ground and con-
structing the buildings, and the preparation of Concessionaires' buildings, together with the installation of exhibits, etc., will,
for three months prior to the opening, amount to a very large sum, which w ll be principally spent in the city. In estimat
ing the admissions at four millions of visits, it is far below what it is believed will attend.

Paris had an attenlance of over twenty-eight millions, Chicago over twenty-one millions, and California (far from
the centres of population) two and a-quarter millions.

The attendance at Toronto Fair in a few days totals up to 250,000.f
Montreal is so centrally situated, and available for all the leading railroads and steamboats, that it is more likely

to have twice the number estimated, which at four millions is a very low proportion.
Railways, steamers, tram cars, cabs, private vehicles, theatres, hotel proprietors, store-keepers, merchants, real

estate agents, house agents,-will derive great benefit from the millions of dollars spent.
The best incentive of all shDuld be the fact that the promotion and consummation of Canada's Great Exposition

will do more in making known the resources of the Dominion than anything that has been doue during the past twenty
years.
