For if ever an epoch _r_equu-ed to ask
from science and erudition Weapons 1n
defence of Catholic fngth, that epoch ia
gmuredly ours, 1n which the rapid ad-
vances made in all branches of civiliza-
tion frequently furnish the enemies of
the Curistian faith with occasions for
amault, The same forces must be de
voted to repel their attack ; the ground
must be occupied before them and the
arms snatched from thelr hands with
«hich they strive to break every link
between God and man.

FAITH AND NATURE ABSIST EACH OTHER.

\olics, thus strengthened in mind
:n?%udow’ed with au%table enlighten-
ment, will be able toshow by facts thal
fait is pot only in no wise hostile to
science, but is sctually its perlection;
that, even in points which at first sight
appear incompatible or contradictory, it
cau barmonize and unite so perfectly
with philosophy that the lighte of botn
are mutually strengthened more and
more ; that pature 1s not the foe, but
the companion and handmaid of reliy-
jon; and, finally, that the iuspirations
of religion not only enrich all kinds ot
knowledge, but add strength and lite to
letters and the other arts.

The cclat which sacred derive from
profane sciences will be readily perceiv-
ed by ali who understand human nature,
always inclined nas it is to whatever
litters the senses.  Thus, amonyg peoples
who excel others in the seale ot civiliz
alon, it 18 only with reluctauce that any
confidetice is reposed in mere rugged
wisdum, and the cducated are especially
proue te pass by anything that is not
samped with A certain beauly or ¢oarol.
Nuw, we wre the debtess of the wise, no
lets than of the ignorant,so thal we
should take our place side by side with
them, and if they should wander from
the straight pash, set them right and
give LLem new courage.

THE CRADLE OF BUIENCE,

Hire, truly, n wide field lics open for
the Chureh. When she regained ber
strengtll, aiter long yesrs ol carnage,
mcn, excelling in knowlddge, adorned
by their talents and learning the sume
faith which men, excelling in courage,
Lzd senled with cheir blood. Foremost
smong the artificers, of literary glory
were the fathers of the Church, whose
arms merited the palm of valor and
whose spcech was, as & rule, erudite and
worthy of the sattention of Greeks and
Romans. Stimulated, so to say, by the
shur of their doctrine and elcquence,
nambers of the faithful consecrated all
tueir zerl to saered studies, and amassed
such n rich patrimony of Christian wis-
dom that the servants of the Church were
uble &t all times to borrow weapons there-
from for the destruction of old supersti-
tions or the annihilation of the new
phantoms raised by heresy.

WHAT 8CIENCE ANb ART OWES THE CHURCH,

If the ancient monuments of the genius
snd skill of men, if the objects once
prized by Greeks and Romans, have not
ulterly perished, it is solely to the labors
and zeal of the Church that this must be
attributed. Since the light which
emanates irom the arts and sciences re
flects s0 brilliantly on religion, those
who have devoted themeelves to these
studies should employ not only their en-

lire intellectual etrepgth, but all their-

activity, to the end that the knowledge
which they themselves possess may uot
remain solitaxy and sterile, Let the
learned, therefore, learn how to render
their studies fruitiul to the profit of the
Christian commonwealth, and conse-
crate their nrivate leisure to the general
Welrre, 80 that their knowledge may not
remain imperfect, as it were, but enter
upon the field of practical work.

THE INTEGRITY OF THE SCHOOLS MUST BE
MAINTAINED,

Now this practical work is in especial

tvidence in the education of youth,.

Which is a matter of so much importange
that it demands the largest share of their
energies and care. For this veason, of
all others, we strenuously exhort you,
Yeuerable hrethren, . imploring you to
Watch carefully .over the maintenance of
.. the achogls, in the integrity ofthe faith,
¢, Or even, if need bé, to restore the faith
- Wthem, and to lavish: your care as-well

y tchools, but on those calted secondary or
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aosdemic. As to the other Catholics of
your couniry, they should, even at the
cast of the greatest efforts, scethatin the
instruction of youth the rights of par-
ents, as well as the rights of the Church,
be restored and upheld.

EDSCATION WITHOYT RELIGION CORRUPTS,

In the first place Catholics are not,
::ﬂecin.lly for children, to sdopt mixed
oals, but should have their own
schools, and should select forthem ex-
cellent and well approved teachers. Very
perilousisthe education in which relig-
1on is either vitisled or non-existent,
and we see that in schools known as
mixed either of these alternatives is fro-
uently realized. Men must not allow
themselves to be easily persuaded that
inatraction and piety can be kept separ-
ate with impunity. Ifit is true that no
part of life, public or private, can be
exempt from the duty of religion,
neither is there any age when this duty
can be less ignored than that .early
period when wisdom is lacking, when
the mind is fresh, and when the heaxt is
exposed to so many fascinating causes
of corruption., To so organize educa-
tion asto remove from it all points of
contact with religion is to corruptin the
soul the very seeds of beauty and virtue,
and to bring up, not defenders for the
fatberland, but a pest and a scourge for
the human race. Suppress God, and
what consideration can be alleged to
keep young people to their duty or to
call them back toit when they have
turned aside from the straight path ot
virtue and are moving downward
toward the abysses of vice? Let every
degree of inatruction,in whatever lineit
may be, be penetrated and animated by
religion, and let religion so rule by its
majesty and sweetness as to leave, as it
were, in the aouls of the young a siimu-
lus to well-doing. )

Pove Leo lays down the principlethat
teachers must be good Catholics. He
condemns dissenaion in policy and want
of harmony in acting. Under tuis head
he says:—* What can the divided forces
of the well rueaning eflect against the
assault of their united enemies? Of
what avail ix the merit of individuals if
there be no common line of conduct?
Wherelore, we earnestly exhort you to
put aside &ll untimely controversy and
all contention of parties by which divi-
sion in men’s mindsis 80 ensily eifected,
20 that all the faithful may have but
one voice in defence of the Church, so
thiat all may concentrate their strength
to direct it toward one sole end and all
bring to the work thesame good wili,
¢ cureful to keep the unity of the spinit
in the bond of peace.”

TUE DIsIOP,

ASBIRTANTS TO

FIRST CONFIRMATION,

Th n Holy Communlon, Says The Ioly
Father,

The following is taken from the col-
umns of the St. Louis Review :—

Since 1885 Mgr. Robert, Bishop of
Marseille, France, has made it a rule to
counfirm the children of his Diocese be-
fore having the pastors admit them to
their first holy Communion.

We see from the Paris Vérité that,
under date of June 22nd, the Sovereign
Pontiff has addressed an autograph letter
of approbation and congratulation to
His Loraship of Marseille on account of
this practice. The Pope writes, among
other things :

“Doing away with a custom which
had been introduced nearly a century
ago, you have thought it well to estab-
lish in your diocese the practice of giv-
ing the children the vivifying unction of
the holy chriam before admitting them
to the divine banquet of the Blessed
Encharist. We bestow the greatest
praise upon you for this ; tor the prac-
tice which had become common in your
country and elsewhere was in accord-
ance neither with the ancient and con-
stant discipline of the Church nor with
the welfare of the faithful. There are
in the souls of children the germs of evil
passions ; if they are mot eradicated
early they gradually grow stropger,
seducing inexperienced hearts and in-
volving them in perdition. Hence the
faithful have need even at a tender age
of being ‘clothed with the strength
from on high,” an effect which the sacra-
ment of confirmation is destined to pro-
dace. _

« As the Angelic Doctor rightly ob-
serves, in this Sacrament the Holy
Spirit is given to us to fortify our souls
for the combats of life and to give man
his full development. Whence it follows
that the ehildren who are confirmed at
an early age become more docile in ac-
cepting the commandments, that they
can better prepare themnselves for the re-
ception of Holy Communion and derive
more abundant fruits from it.

The
Holy Father’s above-mentioned letter to
toe Bishop of Marseille will perhaps in-
duce the one or the other of our Ameri
can bishops to return to the ancient
practice lauded and recommended by
Leso X1III.

NUNS AS NURSES.

' RBritish Medieal Jonrnal® on Official
Red -Tapeism.

The current issue of the British Medi-
cal Journal draws attention to a diffi-
culty that has arisen between the Local
Government Board in Ireland and the
Guardians of the Tralee Union with; re-
gard to the question of nuns as nurses.
The Board have sudderdy expressed an
anxiety to enforce a rule requiring
that each individual nurse should
be submitted by name to the central
authority before her appointment is
confirmed. This piece of red-tapeism
would seriously interfere witnh the pres-
ent admirable system under which the
nuns carry cut the work of nursing with
the most excellent results, The British
Medical Jouraal approves of the action
of the guardians in resenting this new
departure and adds :

nuns. The =muiine R liviense of Anch
relates that an aged religions, Sister
Agnes, belonging to the hospital of that
town. wis in the chnpel prasiug belore
the altar with a lay cumpanion when
siic  saw the water around rising
rapidly. It had already risen to
geveral feet. All communication was
cut  oll, and death seemed in-
evitable, when a young soldier, Des Mes-
nads by name, swam on the scene,
“sSave that woman lirst,” said Sister
Agnes, “and leave me to die, for I am
old. Iwill pray for yen in Heaven.”
“1 will save you both,” said the soldier,
“yr | will die with you.” He kept hias
word, swimming for one after the other
and dragging them out of the water by
ropes. Elsewhere in the same town five
goldiers went to the rescue of a religions
of the Sazinte-Famille, surrousded by
water, on the roof of 8 small building
in the convent garden. They saved the
cloistered nun, and in their turn had to
be saved, for the bridge which they had
to cross was under water. Their livea
were aaved by a priest and a lieutenant.

They are M. Dora Cockrell, Mre,
W W. Browning, Mrs. Jolin Woods, Mre,
Hanuah Ryherg, aud Miss Lucy Ryberg.
All are prominent women of tiretnw,
Neb., cmunently respectable but com-
pletely carried awny with their new
relipgion. On the day before, the five
ladies left their home at Gretna to attend
the Npring Grove services of the Method-
ists. The meeting was in progress when
they rushed in and loudly eried to the
minister in chorua:

*“You are lost with all your congregss .
tion. Repent and come with us.  All of
you are posseased of the devil.” )

“Then the women began o dance
around the place, shrieking at the top of
their voices. 'The service was, of course,
broken up, aml the next day warrants
were issued for the arrest of the women.,
Thev were tried by aJustice of the Peace
in Omaha, Then o wilder scene wae
enacted. When nsked il they  were
guilty, they ecrenmed in chorus:
“Gullty an the  «yew of man, but
inneeenm in the eyon of God!' then
adding ae 1hey bognn to daneein u eirele
atant d the Joustice, *Gad told uy o do
it' Weares Hisscrvanta! hallelojah.”

STUDIED IN MONTREAL.

An O 4 Stmdent of St Sulpled Dies In
New York

The Irish Werld in announcing the
death of Rev. 11 J. Fitzgerald. & native
of the County of Limerick, gives an in-
teresting account of hie career. The
World says—* After three months of
patient sutlering from cancer i . the jaw,
Rev. Father Richard J. Fitggerald, pas-
tor of St. Rose's Church, New Lexington,
Ohio, died on July 15 at the bome of his
parents in Cilambus. Deceased wss
born in County Limerick, Ireland, Nov.
30, 1819, and was brought to this coun-
try by bis parents at the age of 3 years.
After living in New York ten years the
fumily removed to Columbus, whete
Richard attended the parochial school of
St.  Patrick. 1In 1867 bhe entered St,
Mary’s Seminary at Cincinnati, Obio, to
study for the priesthood This was latcr
completed at 8t. Sulpice, in Montreal
In 1877 he returned to Colnmbus, and on
March 3 he was ordained in St. Joseph's
Cathedral by the late Bishop Rusecrans.
He was then appointed assistant to the
present Bishop Gallagher, now of Gal-
veston, Texas., Liter he was made nas-
tor of 8t, Dominick’s Church. His next
&; printment was that of rector of St.
Jonn's Church, in Bellaire, Obio, which
position he held until January, 1846,
when he was removed to St. Rcse's
Church, at New Lexington, Ohio, where
he remained until bis Iast illness over
took him. Rev. Father Clarke, who was
one of F.ther Fitrgerald’s classmates,
says of the six who formed the class all
but himself and Rev. John Meara are
dead. 'The others were Revs. Michael
Meara, J, Campbell, Richard Fitzgerald,
and William Fitggerald. Fatber Wil
liam Fitzgerald died about fifteen years
apgo alter live years’ service in the prieat-
hocd. Father William was ordained for
the diocese of Cleveland.” '

An Extragordinary Rescue

The following statement in taken from
the French periodical, La Voix de Saint
Antoine, and is vouched for by the
Brother Paul Joseph, of the Paris Mino-
rite Brothers (Convent in Rue des Fonr-
neaux), who says it was related by Mias
d’Hendecourt to the Fathers Arthor
and Patrick of the convent, on the Thurs-
day after the destruction of the Baraar
de la Charite on May the 4th last:—
“ When the fire broke out she and her
sister (who was rescued, though seriously
injured by the {lames) were some dis-
tadce from the exists, and at first were
stupefied with fright. Mis d Hendecourt
saw her aisterrun, with blazing garments }
floating behind; she saw a group of
ladiea rush towards the Duchess of Alen-
con crying out ‘save yourselfI’; she saw
the flames curling round the roof above
her, and, notwithatanding the danger,
she stocd & moment contemplating the
singular spectacle, though very quickly
the inatinct of self-preservation awoke.
How could she escape? At each door
way were masse; of human beings
struggling amid & whirlwind of fAame.
Ihe thought of invoking St. Anthony
occurred t0 her, and having asked his
intercersion, she made a certain vow not
necessary to mention here, crossed her-
self, and ran towards the living barrier,
still invoking the aid of the saint. ~After
some useless efforts, shefell down among'
the dying and ' the .dead. A few
minutes later some daring rescuers
reached the heap and felt horriedly. over.
it. Beveral persons had fallen nupon Misa
‘d’Héndecourt, and ‘their bodies “were al-

FIFTY-THREE YEARS A PRIEST.

Fathoar Malone (elebrates by Laying the
McCadden Memorial Cors
ner Stone.

[N. Y. San, Aug. 16 J

The corner stone of the new Hepry
McCadden Memorial. in Berry, near
South Third street, Williamsburg. was
lajd yesterday afternoon. Mrs. Jeremiah
Walsb, the founder, in erecting the new
building, desires to perpetuate the name
of her brother, Henry McCadden, and
also to honor the Rev, Sylvester Malone,
who has been the pastor of the Church
of Sts. Peter and Paul, to which the
memorial will be attached, for fifty-three
years. There were present many clergy
from this city, Brooklyn, and elsewhere.
Among the laymen present was Mayor
Gleason of Long Island City. Mayor
Warster of Brooklyn and Lieut.-Gov.
Timothy 1. Wandruff sent letters of re-
gret. Mayor Wurster wrote :

“I desire, however, to express my
hearty apprecintion, both officially and
personally, of the work done by such in-
stitutions as the one you are about to
inaugurate, The benetit will accrue not
alone 10 those immediately in contact
with this enterprise, but also to all
residents of our city. This community
cannol have too many institutions which
seek to benefit men and women, especi-
ally by begivning when they are young
to lay the roundations for good character
ard unblemished reputation.”

Lieut. Gov. Woodrutl’ said: “I wish
all my coreligionists were as liberal in
their views as vou are. Youwill always
iive in the memory of our people with
great honor.”

The exercises were opened by Father
Malone, who referred to Mrs, Walsh’s
girt and said it was not alone for the in-
tellectual improvement and social re-
creation of the parishioners of the
church, but to all reaidents of Willinms-
burg. When Tather Malove finished
the cornerstone was laid by Vicar
General MeNamara. An addreas was
made by the Rev. Edward Sweeney, 5.
T. D, Professor of dogmatic theology of
Mount 3t. Mary's, Maryland, The exer
cises were bronpht toa close by the sing-
ing of “Qur Flag” by the children of
tbe church and the ditferent sovieties.

Tihe bunilding is L shaped, and has a
frontage on Berry strect of 62 feet, a
depth of 147 feet, and a rear width of
87 fest. A ecourt, seven feet wide,
extends around the entire structure.
There will be three floors in addition to
the busement. In the basement will be
a gymnasium, bowling alley, and a
swimming puol, sud on the tirat tlour an
oflice, library, reading room, young
nien’s parlor, and c¢laas rooms. On the
stcond and third tlnors will be a bsall,
capable of wealing 1,000 persons, and
meeting rooma for the Holy Name
Society and for the Leo Readiig Circle,
It is expected that the building will be
completed in the spring. It will cost,
with the site, nearly $100.000.

MODERN SANITATION.

Advane~ of the Aneient
Remmans

In such populous places as Rome and
Pomprii some attempt at scientific sani
tation was made in the establishment of
sewnge disposnl by covered systems, the
remains ot which are to be seen in the
former citv in working order to day. So
long as 550 years “before tne birth of
Christ, Tarquinius Lucius the elder, the
fifth King of Rome, caused & huge drain
to be constructed for the primsry pur
pose of draining the marshy parts of that
ancient city, but which was made, very
soon atter its conastruction. to also serve
the functions of sewer, which it atill
performs for certain parts of modern
Rome. This informsation is given by
Livy, who gives also many other facts
respecting the reign of that monarch.
This drain received the name of Cloaca
Maxima, which name it still bears, It
was constructed of three concentric rows
of buge stones joined together without
mortar or cement, and its interior
diameter measures about 15ft. It would
appear as if it were more oval than cir-
culnr in shape, and it may, therefore, be
taken &8 the primitive type of the oval
sewer and modern sanitation. One of
the moat interesting discoveries, from
the sanitary point of view, made in the
Pompeiian excavations, and one which
throws much light on the babits of the
better classes of that city, waa the un-
earthing of the Pompeiian water-closet,
the arrangements of which showed that
water was used for flushing, probably,
however, by hand.—Bnilding World.

Not Much in

A Patriot Priest of '98,

In the Dublin Telegraph recently re-
ference was made to the execution of
Rev. James O'Coigly at Pavenden Heath,
Maidatone, on June 7, 1798, for his share
in the conspiracy of the United Irish-
men, He was srresied in company with
another United Irishman, Arthur O’Con-
por, at Margate, cn February 27, 1798,
as they were about starting on a politi-
cal mission to France, In his memoirs
Lord Holland says © O’Ccigly was con-
demned on false and contradictory evi-
dence,” and gees on to quote the state-

ment made by Lord Chancellor Thurlow

to Judge Buller, who presided a¢ the
trial, that *“if ever & poor man was
murdered it was O0'Coigly, who met his
death with great fortitude while confined
in Maidstone jail, wrote his life and an
address to the people of Ireland, bearing
date “Maidstone Jail, May 29, 1798.”

In his day he was
braver than any of his children, and I
trust he will glorify the Lord that he has
a son not unworthy of him, being muar-
dered for the cause of God and his coun-
try by a band of pensioned ruffians.”
Addressing the Orange Association, the
members of which but two years before
bad attacked his father’s house, he says :
‘ For my part I from my heart rorgive
you. Ere long, when your delusion will
be past, you will lament my fate and ac-
knowledge that I have died for you
also.”

Father O'Coigly, who was a native of
Armagh, perished at the age of 30.

CANADA COMMENDED.

Wha't an Irish Paper Has to Say of 1is
’ Agricultural Dev: lopment,

The lesson taught by Canadian devel-
opment is one that should be taken to
be.rt by the Irish farmer. If he is to
work out his material salvation he muat
have at his back a State Department
with adequate resources, and thoroughly
in touch with the practical agriculturiats
of the country. Mr. Robertson has indi-

cated the possibilities of the Irish butter
trade. if improved methods of production
and transportation were introduced.
“The Danes” hesaid *‘at present had
the top plane in the English butter mar-
ket, but as a result of his investigations
he could say that Irish creamery butter
was better than Danish butterin quality,
and was much better value, because it
was still being sold for less money, [f
the Irish people pushea their butter they
would get n better place for they were
nearer to the market, and had asoil and
pasture that gave their butter a hetter
flavour than that of Denmark.” Under
the fostering influences of a proper agr.-
cultural Department the prospects of
the butter (rade would not only be
be brightened but =& better place
be secured in the markets for all classes
of farm produce. 1t rests with the
Irish farmers themselves as to whether
they will hasten the legistation, indis-
pensable tu their prosperity—nay, their
very existence. The Government, it ia
true, have dropped the Agricuitural
Board Bill, but the Irish members, sup-
ported by a vigorous sgitation amongst
Irish {armiers of all sections, would be
in a position to maske a demand for its
restoration that counld with difliculty
be resisted. The Bill as it stands is
imperiect, and the financial provisions
in it are grossly inadequate; yet with
some improvements it could be accept:
ed as an inatalment of the State said
which the conntry 8o sadly needs. Wil
Irish. farmera, impreesed with the r¢-
sulie of State activity in Canada, beatir
themselvea and through their mouth-
pieces, the public boards and branches
of the Independent League, call on the
Government to redeem to some extent
its pledges to develop and Foster Irish
Agricultural and Industrial resources.—
Leluster Leader.,

The Story of a Conversion.

its first choir postulant.

The Lives of Animals.

Man lives to all ages, but in the ani~
mal kingdom, on the contrary, the dura-
tion of life is almost exactly equal lor

all individnals of the aame species. Bat
we can know with exactness the real
duration of life only for animals in ser-
vitude ; we cannot determine whetherit
is the same in the savage state. Rab-
bits and guinea pigs live seven years;
squirrels and hares, eight; cats, about,
nine or ten; doge, from ten to twelve.
Foxen live from fourteen tosixteen years,;
cattle, fifteen to eighteen; bears and
wolves, twenty; therhinoceros,twentyfive;
the as and the horae,twenty-five to thirty;
the lion, thirty to forty; the camel, forty.
The length of life of the elephant is un-
certain. According to Aristotle, Buffon,
and Cuvier, it lives two centuries; some
authors assert even four or five. After
bis victory over Porus, Alexander con-
secrated to tne sun an elephant that h
fought for the Indian monarch, and gave
it the name of, Ajax; then, having st-
tached an inscription to it, he met if ab
liberty. The animal was found alive
300 years later. The ancients s.tt_nbuted
to the atag a fabulous length of life, but
Aristotle observes that what ia reporb
on this subject has no good foundstion.

A PROMINENT 1RESH NATIONALIST DEAD.

Colonel William B. Roberts, long the
recognized head of the most important
section of the Fenian Brotherhood in
America, died in New York, on Mondasy,
Auguet, 8, after a lingering illness, from
paralysis, with which he had been
#tricken some years ago, at Valparaiso,
in Chili, to which Republic he had been
Aceredited as United States Minister, by
President Cleveland, during his first
term of office. Col. Roberts never fully
recovered trom the eflects of this attack,
though hie mplendid physique and fine
coustitution enabled him to resist for
many years the inroads of the disesse,
which, slowly but surely, sapped the
springs  of life. Cclonel Roberts
was  in  his sixty-seventh  year,
and was a native of Mitchelstown,
Connty Cork, Ireland. Being eonnected
with the troubles of 1818 he had to de-
part for the United Stutes in preference
to arrest and a British Bastile. Arrived
In New York he secured & position with
the late A.T. Stewart, the millionaire
dry goods man. Colonel Roberts, in
1805, wus elected President of the

Knights of St. Patrick,” which was
then one of the leading Irish Societies
of New York.

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THE MONTREAL EXHIBITION.

“The Montreal Exhi bitinn this vearis
& credit to Montreal and it is much in
advance of that of previous years. The
mansgement deserve the highest credit
forita devotion to the difficult task of
providing Montrenl with an industrial
and agricultural display eecond to none
gn Canada. The werk ol organizaition
bhas heen more dificult than uaual, as
there seemed in cerlain quariersa deter-
mined etfort to throw all the obstacles
poeeible in the way of success. How-
ever the management has asucceeded in
giving to the public an exhibition of
which Montreal may well be proud. The
manufacturers atd others who supported
4t by scnding in their (xhibits have
reason to congr:tulate themselves, and
it may be vontidently expected that the
ifme is not frr distant when Montreal
ag an exhibition city will rank lirst in
the Dominion.

It would ¢cnsume too much space, in
fact it is almost impessible to describe
4he many attractions of the exhibiticn.
Where all is gocd, it is ditlicult to cboose
any feature for special praise. It is
gufficient to say that the industrinl ex
hibite, both in variety and excellence
and taste of diapiay, were far in advance
of laat year, and the dairy department
showed an advance in this particular

Bouching the horse and cattle exbibit
gvery year throws an increasing imer_est
jn this regard and the present occaslon
was no exception to the rule. To theee
departments the number of visitors are
pnusually large and the live stock ex-
pibited gives an object leseon to those
who would carp at Canada and the Prov-
fnce of Quebec.

In attending to the more material ok-
jects of the exhibition the amusement
programme has not bezen neglected and
ghe beat attractions have been secured.

The defendant siid he was laid
up for n time, and porrowed £4 from the
plaintifl. A sum of 19s. was deducted

was now summoned for £11 23, 84, The
plaintitf’s representative suid he knew
notbing of the circumatances; he left
the matter in his Lordship's hands. The
Judge said the law allowed money lend:

liked, but 1t also allowed him, as a
Judge, 1o exercise hiy discretion asto the
order he should make for repauyment.
He made an order for payment of the
debt and costs by monthly instalments
of 6., at which rate the payment will
bn extended over n period of thirty-seven
years.

Koowledge is rather the instrument for
attainment of this end, which is the
mental ard moral development of the
rational man. For the many, practical
studies are the rule, since the many
bave not the leisure demanded for
thorough  educational work. The
several branches of learning have their
reapective and distinct values as educa.
tional factors, and the law of equiv-
alence does not wpply to them.
Mathematics aud the natural sciences
cnltivate reason of thought and aceuracy
of observation. Literature develops the
wathetic side of the soul, while history
puts mind in contact with mind. Phail-
osophy pruidesand strengthens the powers
of thought. Specialism in college and
university, carried 1o the extrenies it
now reaches, perverts the very iden of
eduqnmon. The lecturer hrought confir-
mation of his thesis from the sirong
words of Cardinal Newman given in his
" Ides of & University.” Lasily, the
idea of education, as set forth, makes
clear the opposition the Church must
show to any system of education from
which religion is positively excluded.
This point was enforced by quotations
{from Daniel Webater's speech.

. At the conclusion of the morning ses-
tion the visitors left for the immense
grounds of Champlain Hotel, where
President McKinley was to review the
Plattsburgh garrison.

Luxpox, August 24.—A apecinl des
patch from Bombay says there isin un-
contirmed rumor in circulation there
that the Afridis have attacked Fart Ali
Musjid with great determination. The
garrison muade & sortie in full force, cen-
deavoring  to disperse them hut met
with n desperate resistance and loat ik
killed. 'The remnant of the gnreison
then abandoned the pcst and made its
way to the atation on the Lowragt.

It
is entitled “Irish Nuns as Social R
formers,” and traces back to the middle
ages the work of these noble and self
. sacrificing women to keep the flame of
-~ Irish industry alive in the hearts of

" Frin’s persecuted people. “In the mid-

- dle ages,” the writer goes on to say, ““no
"gift was more highly judged by the
wealthy Florentines than a web of Irish
serge—saia d'Irlanda—and it isreferred to
inUberti’s * Song of the World,” written
in 1850, The poet speaks of the country
{Ixeland) “ as worthy of great fame for
the noble serges that she sends us.” The
woolen trade, indeed, ie one of the few
industries for which Ireland is ideally
fitted ; and in all ages Irish woolens en-
joyed & continental renown. We read
in Spencer of the friese cloak, the “colta-
more”’ of the kerne, which served him
in peace as a protection against the
weather, full often as & bed ; and in war
as a shield against his enemies. Wrap-
ping it round his left arm, he was able to
ward off the fiercest blows with its thick
folds, after a fasbion not unknown to day
amongst the pessants of the Baeque
Provinces.

DESPITE TROUBLOUS TIMES,

the manufacture flourished, or at least
existed, for centuries, though checked
‘by civil war, and the uncertainties of a
régime that might any day uproot a man
from his pative spot and bid him begone
“to hell or to Connaught.” It was not
until the reign of William III., who, in
% speech that atill ranklesin Irish mem-
ories, said, “ Gentlemen, I will do all in
my power to discourage the woollen
manufacture in Ireland,” that the back
of the industry wsas broken. The
historic apeech was made in answer
to addresses from both Houses of
Parliament, complaining that the Irish
woollen industry was injuring that of
England, and representing to the
Xipg that “the growth and increase of
the woollen manufacture in Ireland hath
long been and will ever be looked upon
with great jealousy by all your Majesty’s
aubjects of the kingdom of England.”
_ Oflate years the trade thus killed hae,
in & measure, revived, The tweeds,
rugs, serges, snd blankets of Blarney,
Athlone, and elsewhere, tind a ready sale;
and were it not for the prohibitive tarift
that obtains on Irish railways, whose
policy has ever been penny wise and
pound foolish, more might be done in
extending the market for such wares.

Of the many woollen mills that have
.aprune up throughout the country, the
most interesting is that

ESTABLISHED IN 1892 AT FOXTFORD,

in Mayo, by the Sisters of Charity. A
factory projected, founded and carried
on by nups, must appear a decided
noveliy even in “go-ahead” America.
Only those who know how counsexvative
the Irish people are, how strait the rules
of religious orders,how averse their mem-
berz to being heard of outeide their con-
vent walls, how they adhere to precedent
and distrust novel departuree, can esti
mate the courage, energy, and originality
of the cuperioreas in striking out a nerw
line.

Foxford, before the advent of the
Sisters of Charity, was one of the muvat
unbappy villages in Ireland, It was
potatoes for breakfast dinnerandsupper.
‘There was but one bulcher, and he only
killed when he had guaranteed before-
hand encugh customers to huy the eheep.
‘When the Sisters settled in the village
they found their school badly attended,
and inquiry found that the reason given
for non-attendance was that the children
had no clothes fit fo appearin. The firat

wefforts of the community were therefore
direcied toward procuring decent gar-
ments for the little ones. And now ap-
peared a fresh phase of the poverty ques-
tion. More children came to school but
they came to school hungry, and hungry
children can not learn, The Sisters

. raised a fund, and provided substantial
breakfasts ol oatmeal porridge and milk
for their little charges. This wasan im-
provement ; but it was followed by a
more crucial question, not so easily an-
swered—namely, to wbat end were these
children being edncated? What wasto
become of them when they left achool?
Into this community

between the devil of famine and the deep
sea of an unprofitable msoil, came Mrs.
Morrogh Bernard, the daughter of =
benevolent Kerry landlord, full of energy,
sympathy, understanding, and patriot-
jsm. These pecple she came to look on
as her children~to be coaxed, humored
and improved, and led by easy stages to
improve themselves. She knew they
would resist bhigh-handed attempt to
change their views and condition,however
well meant ; and so resolved to work cau-
tiously and by degrees. What to do for
- them became the problem of her life.
As I have said, the Sisters frequenily
asked themaelves to what purpose were
they educating their children at all?
How could they ensure these little crea
tures a better life than that of their
faithers and mothers before them ? What
employment was there for them ?

For long no answer came. Apparently,
there was no choice whatever but to let
them gu on in the old way, living in
poor cabins, with rain too often stream
ing through the thatch, 4 peat fire burn-
ing on the earthen floor and filling the
“place with smoke. Theonly alternative
seemed t0:.be to encouzage them to
emigrate, and-in some distant land en:

v deavor to make a' living under more

the people in the habits of industry, and
enable them to live at home in modest
comfort, amidst surroundings that they
inderatood and for which they were
fitted?

NO SOONERLISAID [THAN DONE.

The Sisters raised some money from
friends; they borrowed more, at interest ;
the government helped them to the ex-
tent of over £1000, and the work was set
in motion. .

An old mill was utilized. It was on
the banks of the Moy, and repaired and
rebuilt it formed the nucleus of an ex-
tensive factory with modern appliances.
For two vears the mill was worked at a
loss but finally things took a change and
to-day there 1s an annual turn over of
£8,000, which would mean unexampled
prosperity for the convent, and conpse
quently for the mill hands, were it not
for the fact that » heavy debt incurred
in the cause of the poor has to be paid
off, and that the yearly interest alone
mounts. to a considerable sum. Every
effort is being made to clear it, but it
diminishes very slowly; for Foxford is
& rather out-of-the-world place, and not
everyone knows of it.

BRINGING MONEY INTO THE DISTRICT, &

is not the only good effected by the
Sisters. As soon as they had put the in-
habitants into the way of making & de-
cent livelihood, they sought to improve
their social condition. They distributed
packets of assorted seeds, and offered
prizes for the best plants of various kinds
prown in such gardens as were within
six months established on the site of a
former refuse heap. The bait took.
Five shillings is a large sum in Mayo;
and the hope of getting it, of getting
perhaps several sums of five shillings,
speedily set everybody digging snd
clearing away, and sowing and weeding.
The place was transformed. Insummer
a flower and vegetable show was held;
and all the cottagers round competed,
and there was tremendous excitement
both among those who won and those
who lost. The losers required much
comfort and encouragement, and many

cheerful propleciea of better luck next

time ; ihe winners were jubilant, and

convinced that, after all, there was per-
haps something in the notions of the
Sisters.

DAIRY CLASSES, A COOKERY SCHOOL,

and other useful forma of training, have
been set on foot by the Sisters. Aided

by the Congented District’s Board, which

has done such practical good work in

{reland, they bave given out young pul-
lets, and thereby improved the breed of
fowl in the neighborhood. Irish chick-
ens, ns a rule, are long-legged, wiry crea-
tures, that do not readily fatten ; the in-
troduction of Plymouth Rocks and Hou-
dans and Favarolles has quite changed
the quality of the poultry now sent to
market, The eggs are finer and larger;
and the peasants who, averse to change,
at first viewed the atrange fowl with dis-
ravor and complained that they ate more
than the old, are now reconciled to them,
and would not willingly go back to their
former stock.

Seeing the changes wrought by sheer
energy and good-will and knowing how
to take the people, I cannot but wish

THAT EVERY CONVEXNT IN 1RELAND

was working on similar lines; and, re-
gardleas of tradition, stirring out in new
directions,and rousing the people to what
I may call domestic reform. All great
national changes must come not from a
government, but from the people them-
selves. 'The most favorable form of con-
stitution could not make a nation order-
Iv or practical or businesslike or re-
ligious. It is the people themselves who
must individually become any or all of
these things; and in so doing improve
national character, and thereby become
a genuine power in the world:

They are the handsomest bells of the
kind ever seen in New York, and are,
without doubt, the finest in the
country.

Only two Catholic churches in the
country have auything spproaching
them.  These are in the Buffalo Cathe-
drel and in the Convent of Notre Dame,
Maryland.

The chime in Trinity Church, has
only ten bells, and the one in Grace
Church nine, sn it can readily be seen
that nineteen bells will make a chime
that will be magnificent.

Prof William F. Pecher, the organist
of the Cathedral, says they range in tone
from Bfl £ to G. The largest is B flat,
and the smallest G. So that almost
every tune can be played on them. They
were made by the Paccards, 2 noted firm
of bell-founders in Svoy, France, and
silver was used in the composition of
the metal.

The largest bell stands about six feet
high,and thesmallest one foot.

On each of the bells, beaides the
names of the donors, is cast a brief
sketch of the life of the saint after
whom it is called. and also a figure of
the crucifixion.

The chime will be hung in the north
tower of the Cathedeal, but it is not
expected that this will be done until
October.

_ The chimes will be rung by electric-
ity through a keyboard in the organ
loft. This keyboard resembles that of
an ordinary organ. Just who will ring
them has not yet been decided upon,
but Prof. Pecher will play the first tune
on them.
