For using the end of a ham. put it
over the fire in cold water and  let
simmer until tender. When about half
done, add to the water four table-
spoonfuls of vinegar; when it is done,
let cool in the wafer, then remove the
skin from the bone and pick off all the
meat, rejecting the hard parts. Run
the meat thru the chopper; measure,
and to each pint of meat allow a gill
of milk, a tablespoonful of dry mus-
tard, a dash of tobasco pepper and tWwo
eggs. Cook all this in a double boiler
for two or three minutes, then turn into
a bowl or small jar. It can bée used
for sandwiches or sliced cold for sup-
per

For the end of a cooked ham put
over the fire with potatoes or other
vegetahles or cook dumplings with it.
The bone and the little meat léft on it
will season the rest of the dish.

When making apple tart, grate the
apples instead of cutting them into
sl’ces. This makes them much nicer, as
apples are not good cookers and do not
cook evenly. .

An easy way to peel apples: Pour
scalding water over the apples, and then
the skins may be easily removed, and
much labor and waste saved.

The countries now barred from im-
porting potatoes are: Newfoundland,
the Islands of St. Pierre and Miquelon,
Great Britain, including England,
Sco.land, Wales and Ireland, the .na-
tions of continental Europe and the
Dominion of Canada. Department of-
ficials are confident that some of these
countries may, in the near future, be
permitted to import poiatoes, if they
adhere strictly to the department's
rules.
