LONDON, Aug. 1,—Mobilization is

hourly expected. Naval mobilization
has already been completed with per-
fect secrecy. Americans arriving in
Dover yesterday saw the new harbor

packed with warships of all types with
steam up and the other strategic ports
similarly provided for defense of the
channel and the North Sea. It is
said by the admiralty tonight (Satur-
day) that these measures are simply
precautionary and not directed against
any power, but simply to provide for
contingencies.

While the British cabinet's attitude
in face of the new developments is
still undeclared, there is strong evi-
dence that the courageous peace party
is still making itself felt.

“The Great Crime.”

The Times has been leading in an
attempt to force the hand of the Brit-
ish government into icommitting it-
self to hostile action on the side of
France. The Standard and other
Unionist organs have started an oppo-
sition to this policy and styles such a
war “the great crime.”

Many notable Liberals have written
to The Dally News protesting against
Britain being embroiled in tnis insen-
sate quarrel and even The Times has
published a protest to the same ef-
fect from so prominent a Conservative
as Earl Jersey. Outside the usual
jingo set there is no demand made
hgre on the government to take ac-
tive sides in this war, and Italy's
declaration of neutrality has greatly
strengthened this movement, but
the suspension of the sailings
of British  Atlantic lines it
carried out under official edvice indi-
cates that the government fears that
they will be at war before many days.

Hope of Averting a General
War. Was Short

LONDON, Aug.  1.—Saturday was
another day of scares interspersed
with occasional glimpses of hope. First
came the news that Premier Asquith
had an-audience with the king at Buck-
ingham Palace at 2 o'clock in the
morning. This boded ill, and soon an
announcement was made of Germany's
twelve-hour ultimatum to Framnce and
Russia. . {

This was taken as the sure portent
of the Buropean cataclysm. Hope of
peace was cast aside; people gathered
in gloomy groups wondering when the
bolt would fall. Afternoon brought
the momentous news that Italy had
declared for neutrality so long as her
interests remained untouched. The se-
cond council meeting of 'the cabinet
was then immediately summoned after
the Italian ambassador had had an
interview with Sir Edward Grey.

The cabinet is said to have decided
that Britain should also declare itself
neutral on the same terms as Italy.
On top of this came»word from Paris
via Washington, that the German am-
bassadors had been handed their
passports both in Paris and St. Pet-
ersburg. Hope dropped to zero. again
as it seemed Italy’'s actlon had not
stayed. the hands of Germany  eor
Russia, while with pessimism once
more rampant intelligernce arrived that
Germany’s twelve-hour’ultimatum had
been extended to twenty-four hours.

More Despair.

It ‘looked as if reason were beginning
to assert itself and hope once more
raised its stricken head. But its life
was short-lived for quickly followed
the official news from Paris and Berlin
that both countries were mobilizing,
and once more friends of peace were
plunged into despair. Then came the
crushing news for travelers already
half distraught over their plight that
transatlantic sailings of all British
lines had been suspended. What at-
terly surprised them was that lines fly-
ing the U. 8. flag were included in
this suspension. The utmost excite-
ment was shown in the hotel dobbies,
and Americans declared their govern-
ment should organize transports to
take them Home or make some. ar-
rangements. with the belligerents - to
enable them to reach their own coun-
try. How far this is practicable ‘re-
mains to be seen.

Territorials Concentrating.

While this subject was being dis-
cussed in frenzied fashion, word was
brought that the die was cast and that
Germany had declared war. The an-
nouncement came from St. Petersburg
at 7.30 this evening. This explained all
the ministerial alarms and excursions
during the afternoon. Soon after-
wards squads of Territorials were seen
concentrating on the Thames embank-
ment in full marching kit, and it be-
came known that the omnibus service
had been commandeered by the war
office to convey them along the Lon-
don, Chatham and Dover line on rail-
road protection service.

GRIMSBY MEN FIGHT OVER WOMAN
ONE IS DEAD, ONE UNDER ARREST

Percy Sparling, Aged Fifty, Attacked Jesse Ward With a
Razor, Cut Own Throat a nd Was Shot by Ward, Who is!

in a Serious Condition.

Special to The Toronto World.
GRIMSBY, Aug. 2.—Percy Sparling,
aged 50, is dead from razor and bullet
wounds and Jesse Ward, who keeps a
store on the beach, held by Chief of
Police Swayzee on a nominal charge,
is also wounded in the throat from
razor cuts as the result of a row over
woman named Miller.
Ward was asleep in bed above his
store at 8 o’clock this afternoon when
Sparling entered his room and attacked
him with a razor. Ward fought him
off, but not before Sparling had gashed
his throat severely. Seeing that he
would be unable to overpower Ward,
Sparling ran down the stairs and into
the street using the razor to cut his
own throat after he had got to -the
street. Ward chased him down the
stair with a revelver in his hand, fir

aQ

ing twice and wounding Sparling in

the leg and in the hip. Sparling died
within a few minutes and Chief Sway-
zeo arrested Ward. Whether Spar-
ling’s death was caused by cutting his

own throat or by the bullets from
Ward’'s gun will be determined by the
post-mortem which is being made to-
day. An inquest will be held at 9
o’clock tomorrow morning.

Sparling, it is said, has been a store-
keeper in Toronto and clsewhere. He
has been around town for a week
and was yesterday intending to depart
for his home in the State of Maryland,
but stayed over for some reason. Ward
is a married man, aged 65 years.

EFFECT OF BIG WAR
HIGHLY INJURIOUS

Henry Clews, New York
Banker, Predicts Rise in
Food Products.

NEW YORK, Aug. 2.—Henry Clews,
the well-known New York banker,
says:

“The effect of the war upon the
United States will be highly injurious.
Food products would rise, and the tak-
ing of hundreds of thousands of men
out of employment in Europe would
mean a prolonged demand upon our
food supplies. The scarcity of labor
abroad would also be reflected here,
resulting in higher wages in some in-
dustries and a general further rise in
the cost of living. - Probably scme in-
dustries would benefit by the demand
for war materials, and there would be
a better demand for our manufactures
of steel, textiles, etc., to meet the va-
cancy caused by the loss of foreign
trade which Germany and other
European nations would inevitably in-
cur. It is folly to suppose that such
wholesale destruction of life and pro-
perty could be of benefit to the world
at large. he drawhack would not end
in an inf¢rease in the cost of living.
The world’s morey markets would be
violently deranged, and our own would
ultimately feel the strain, Higher in-
terest rates would surely follow the
wholesale destruction of capital, and
much of the refinancing of the future

which has got to be met would face |

serious obstacles. Our foreign tra:.-:
will be demoralized. The heavy foreign
sales of securities in this market were
the main cause of a large influx of gold,
amounting for the week to about $40,-
000,000 on the current movement. More
may be expected to  follow, but this
country fortunately has a large supply
of the precious metal, anl these ship-
ments at the moment need excite no
concern. tho if. continued indefinitely
they are sure to induce firmer rates
for money.”

The sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 vyears old, may homestead a
quarter-section .of available Dominion
land in Manitoba, Seskatchewan or Al-
berta. Applicant must appear in per-
son at the Dominion Lands Agency or
Sub-Agency for the District.. Entry by
proxy may be made at any Dominion
Lands Agency (but not Sub-Agency), on
certain conditions.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and
cultivationn of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm
of at least 80 atres, on certain condl-
tions. A habitable house is required ex-
cept where residence is performed in the
vicinity.

In certaln districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his homestead. Price

GERMANY PROBABLY
FORCED SITUATION

War Move Directed at Gaining
Additional Territory, Says
Englishman.

ENGLAND IS PREPARED

Ulster Volunteers to Help if
She is Forced Into Euro-
pean War.

That Germany was well prepared for
and very probably forced the present
European situation, with a view ain-
ing additional territory by co‘nqu:sttgtt]':s
ithe assertion last night of S. H, Tomes,
a commercial traveler, of Leicester, Eng-
land, who is astopping at a downtown
hotel. Mr. Tomes, who came directly
from Germany, declared preparations for
war were under way in Berlim not less
than three weeks ago.

“It requires no very keen eye,” said
Mr, Tomes to The World last night, “to
see that Germany was at the bottom of
the Austrian demand on Servia, and a
potent factor in the present situation,
which is the outcome. When I was in
Berlin there was an undercurrent of
feeling that a general European clash
.would be the result of Germany’'s popular
demand for more territory. The army
was in fine trim and crops were excep-
tionally good. ’

‘“Germany is well prepared for a war
with France and Russia, but I don’t think
she expects to be engaged with England.
England, if forced into the war, is better
prepared than ever before. The 200,000
Ulster volunteers, which recently might
have been looked upon as enemies, have
offered their services, and the naval pow-
er is at its height.”

If Germany invades Luxembourg, ac-
cording to Mr. Tomes, Great Britain prac-
tically will be forced to declare war, be-
cause of a treaty existing between Eng-
jand and Holland, Belgium, and that pro-

vince.

RUSSIA THRICE REFUSED

Ultimatum on Czar to Cease
Mobilization in Twelve
" Hours.

Canadian Press Despatch,
ST. PETERSBURG, "Aug. 2.—~The

rupture of diplomatic relations be-

tween Russia and Germany took place
under dramatic circumstances. It was
midnight Friday when Count Von
Pourtales, the German ambassador to
Russia visited Foreign Minister Sazan-
off, and asked for an urgent interview.
As soon as he was received he formal-
ly called upon Russia to cease her
mobilization ih 12 hourd. ' The alloted
period of time passed without an an-
swer.

Von Pourtaleg again called upon
M. Sazanoff and again asked if Rus-
sia. would cease mobilizing her, forces.

Russia Formally Declines,

To thias the Russian statesman re-
plied:

“Inasmuch as the Russian Govern-
ment has not answered within the time
you specified, it follows that Russia
has declined to agree with your de-
mand.” :

Three times Count Von Pourtales re-
peated the German ultimatum, and
each time the Russian foreign minis-
ter met his statement with the same
firm negitive, Finally Count Von
Pourtales rose from his chdir, bowed
to -the foreign minister, .and left the
room without another word. He and
the members of his staff at once de-
parted from St. Petersburg by way of
