Tbey waîît,
iii short, thie miarket cf this country,
wvhicli is, alla leîîg will bie thîe best one in
the woirld. If tliey can get it by reci-

Tie peopîeý cf overy coun-
try want te "leari mîere, live casier, alla
accuinulate -weaIth more rapidly," but
the great bulk cf thec Canadian people se
dlearily, tlîat tliis is tiot te Lie reaclied by
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annexation to tlic United States, nor by
anly Systcîn of tarili' manipulation which
would bury the commercial ideutity of
tijeir country in that of their noiglîbors
soutit. As ta, our producers, wo cati sec
noc point ia whicli their living is iniferior
ta that of ttîase lu the United States, aîîd
the condition of our laborers we daini is
muchi botter. The squaîor, wratcliecdness
and degredation to bc found ini the cities
of the United States are as yet unknown
in Camnada, nor docs social amarchy ind
within our boundaries tho inateriul ai
whiclî ta fatten and thrive as it does
across the line, wvherc during tlic past
year i fihas shakexi the social and coin-
inercial fabrics of the great rcpublic to
flîcir vcry foundfat ions. Wue have foevr
millionaires iii proportion ta our popula-
tionà tian iii the U'nited States, but wve
hiave also fewcr socialists, anarchiists amîd
othcrs, whlo find iii tlic aîsoialy of tlic
rich growing riclîcr and the peor becomniîg
poorer in a boasteci land of cquality, gcod
material with which ta feed the smouléer-
ing fires of social volcaîîoes. Wc arc sat-
isfied ta beur with a great limitation of
the foi tumer ta, securo inmminunity f roitheli
latter.

As ta aur business nien, tlîey cati look
after their owmî inter 2sts at tho ballot
boxes, and in doing s0 thcy cau sec
thaý. cotinîiercia!ly Canada bias mnadc rapid
strides forwçard, sitîce it was shut ouf frontî
tîme market of the United States by tarifs,
flot only hostile but sciffisît and dislionest.
Our business tmen know flic value ta place
upoa a market, in wvhicli ttieir cvery pro-
duet has ta, face a loi-al _,ompetitor, and
ta, the tait of wli;-zh they can only be
tacked on at best. Coorcion .îev'er
accomiplishes nîncli' tîmat it ains nt, but
offen produces opposite effeets, and sa it
has beenu ii tîme systemi of commercial
coorcion, %vlîiclî United States statesnmen
flmitk the have been applying ta, Caniada
during thcy last quarter af a century.
Titis intended coercion lias only souril.1-
the key note af Canadian commercial pro-
grIess and developnment, and every wveak
point in tîtat great wvork is ecarily trace-
able f', the evils of tlîe setfislî systern oi
aur neighbors, wliich wve have incorpor-
ated. Forced ta, sehiisliness as a policy
ai reprisai wc may say, Canada hus cam
rnercialty only been slowly but steadily
discoverin- dluring tîme last fifteen years
ifs awîî natural elemients of commercial
independince and greatness.

The ex-
igeniîces af honses wlio have ta nmanufac-
tatre ti1t'ir >goods nieyer did and neyer wiIt
call for sucli exteiîded credits, and we pro-
naunce flic systein dauîgerous at besf, and
uncler somne cireuimîstances demmoralizing an
business generalhy.

But tliere arc anothier class of wholesa-
]ers vho go iii for leng credits and dating
atîead amid tliese arc tliose wlîî, wish ta
kecp omit coinpetitimi frein othiers who
wvoutd cut prices. To give sucti tang cre-
dits requit-es long fimiamcial resaurces, and
by fliat paticy mei o! litnited means ara
kcpt eut af flic trade, and flic wealthy
lieuses eunga,-ed tlîcreinmcaîîtlîns keep prices
up. The end i vie'v nay be laudabto but
flic mîcans used Ne nmust condenîn as bad
in primiciple amîd tcnding ta encourage lax-
ity orý the part of tiva ictailers Suad ta.

Five years ago a credit f aitwo nmonthts
li-ager tîtamni ic c ast wvas necessary in
flic Narthwest. Mcatis af transportation
were thon very po<»', ammd goeds frein the
cast camme quickly if the retailer received
thern two, nonths ai ter ftic vhîoesaler shîip-
ped themn. Banking facitities and other
arrangements for prompt collections were
thoen deticieît. and a liberal lcngttî ai cre-
dif was a nccessity. But tliings hava
clîanged now, ammd gods can reach any,
railway poinît iiitftis country %vithin a
wveck or fen days lafer titan fhcy would
reacli ai eastermi point. Banking facilifies
are alse greatly iîmproved and altageîmer
the neccssity for long credifs and dafing
alîead is nohimg now conpared to a iew
years agro. Them in fitis province we have
ami exemption Iaw wifli wvhich in force tlîe
retaileris net coîmducting business on sound
primîciples if hie credits the consumer. That
act wvifI ail ifs attendimg ovils is a procla-
mation af "lsellieor cash only " by the re-

taîter whîa uiderstands tus business and
attends to if.

Twa or flîrc ycars ago when this coun-
try was buried umîder dopression, thora
was mme dafing ahead or selting on long
credits, ard ta, fiat facf nmay bo attrib-
uted the rapid business recovery here in
spite ofi rebelliati and ofimer drawbauks.
It miglît bu c,-li to stick tu, these Short-
cned credits, for assuredty, many shrewd
business mcon wvto Juiiderstanid this caun-
try look upon tîîe departure fraont thera
as a gataway through which unsafety, if
Dof disaster, nmay croup upan us at any
tine and wihout much wvarnimg.
