Mr. Hill called out applause
by saying he would never forget
an eloquent speech he .
heard Speaker Cannon make on
the future of the United States,
The Speaker. he said, had de-
clared that the whole of North
America would one day be em-
braced within this country, and
even extended his vision to in-
clude the whole of the western

hemisphere.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 13.—The Mc-
Call bill, carrying into effect the reci-
ﬁrocity agreement, reached the floor
of the house to-day, and probably will
be passed by that body before adjourn-
ment to-morrow night. Even the oOp-
ponents of the measure admitted to-
day that there was no stopping it In
the house.

A test vote came to-day Soon after
the house was called to order by
Speaker Cannon. Mr. McCall moved
the immediate consideration of his bilkL
As finally corrected, the vote’ to take
up the bill was 197 to 120. The bill will
be passed, it is expected, by even &
larger majority. To-day 101 Republi-
cans voted against immediate consid-
eration. This number will show a de-
cided diminution on the final roli-
call. Sixty-three Republicans voted for
{mmediate consideration.

The Democratic vote wds divided,
134 in favor of immediate considera~
tlon and 19 ‘against. As in the case of
gome of -the opposing Republicans, &
few of the Democrats voted against
immediate consideration, because they
are members of the District of Colum-
bia committee. Democrat!'c leaders say
there will -be but six or seven votes
against the passage of the bill from
thelr side.

Split in Republican Ranks.

The .test vote taken to-day amd the
general debate that followed, clearly
demonstrated the serious split that ex-
{sts among the ‘Republicans of the
house on reciprocity. It now appears
that a majority of the Republicans
will vote agalnst the. measure, altho
the president is likely to get more
support from that side of the chamber
than he at first anticipated. Like the
“regulars’’ the “insurgent” ranks are
torn wide open, and a majornity of them
will vote against the measure.

The Republican split is accentuated
by the fact that one member of that
party, Mr. McCall, of Massachusetts,
is directing the debate in favor of the
measure, and another Republican, Mr.
Dalzell of Pennsyslvania is directing
the fight agalnst it.

Representative FHill of Connecticut
opened the debate in favor of the bill
and was the only Republican to advo-
cate it tn-dasﬂ He was seconded by
Representative Harrison of New York,
A. Mitchell Palmer of Pennsylvania,
Democrats.

Representatives Gaines of West Vir-
ginia; Martin of South Dakota,
Kendall of Iowa, all Republicans, spoke
against reciprocity.

MEAT PACKING INDUSTRY
WOULD BE SACRIFICED

Influential Deputation of Protest
Waits on Premier and Mem-
bers of Cabinet.

OTTAWA, Feb. 13.—An influential
deputation of packers waited upon Sir
Wilfrid Laurier, Hon. Messrs. Fielding
and Paterson this aftrnoon, urging
upon them the injurious effect the pro<
posed reciprocity agreement with the
United States wouid have upon the
meat-packing industry of Canada.
Among them were: J. W, Flavelle and
:C. 8. Blackwell, Toronto; Peter Land
and Gunn, Montreal; W. E. Mathews,
Peterboro: C. W. Ingersoll, W. Irwin,
Stratford; W. W. Walker and R. Free-
man, Hamilton.

The meat packers of Ontarlo and
Quebec have invested large sums of
money on buildings and plants and
have the courage to build and equip
their houses in advance of the produc-
tion of hogs necessary to their opera-
tion. They have to-day, as they have
for the past years, an aggregate ca~

| pacity greatly exceeding the aggregate

supply of hogs. They are therefore
greatly concerned, and have great
anxiety as to the effect upon these in-
vestments if the proposed reciprocity
trade relations are established between
Canada and the United States.

The packer of Ontario and Quebec
has marketed his cured pork products
in Canada ‘and Great Britain. In 1890
exports to Great Britain were $600,000
and thirteen years later aggregated
$15,000,000, and at present amount to
between $6,000,000 and $7,000,000 annual-
ly. During this period the Canadian
domestic trade has steadily grown,
and in recent years large quantmw_of
product hitherto exported have been
consumed at home. This increased do-
mestic demand has come chiefly from
the western provinces, and undisturp-
ed by tariff changes, those provinces
would ultimately raise and pack hoge
in excess of (their requirements, when
the surplus as well as the surplus from
Ontario and Quebec would go to Great
Britain, and would re-establish or en-
large the. export figures of seven
years ago. ;

Under the proposed reciprocity agree-
ment the Ontario and Quebec packers
would lose the important and greatly
increasing trade of the western pro-
vinces. The lower price for hogs at
Western Unlited States packing points,
the more favorable rate of freight for
the cured product from these points,
the higher return secured for offal,
and the lower operating charge per
pound of product thru large volume,
would establish conditions so favorable
to the Western United States packer
that the trade of the western provinces
would pass to him.

Toronto could be improved, and how
their business in all Ontario could be

‘more convenient to the public. It is
easy to see now from Mr. McNicoll's
statements recently, and especially his
statement of yesterday in this city,
that the Canadian Pacific has what
might be called a large and progres-
sive plan of improvements for T{Sromo,
also for Ontarlo. 4

First of all, there are to be enormous
facilities afforded for the handling of
freight, namely, on the Esplanade,
with sub-freight yards in at least half
a dozen other portlons of the eity
around the outskirts. There are also
to be extensive station and other im-
]’u'oveménts up Yongerstreet to the
north, with a view to at least some
trains entering and leaving the city
there, and especially with the object
in. view of a saving of time to travel-
ers getting in and out of the city, and
especially thru the gcity. There will
also he put under way almost imme-
diately ,a large, central and handeome
gtructure at the corner of King and
Yonge-streets, with ticket and steam-
sliip offices, telegraph and genera] of-
fices.

But this is not alt for Torbnto. It
may be only the beginning, but such
as it is it probably involves $5,000,000,
and before they get thru the amount
will probably be $10,000,000 of expen-
diture. Other extensive improvements
are being made, or will be made, in
other cities and towns in  Ontario.
More new lines will be built; some
double tracking “"m be done; the pas-
senger .mileage, which really means
more trains, will be increased, and
higher speed in these trgins also ar-
ranged for. There are even further
hints of the Canadian Pacific taking
up a rather elaborate scheme for the
development of some of the backward
portions of the province, especially
those that will stand an improved
systém of agriculture. Perhaps, also
the Canadian Pacific will take up the
question of local traffic and local
freight, as exemplified in the way of
what are called radial roads.

And it followsg that what the Cana-
dian Pacific is doing will have to be

He has abandoned all the other pro-
tectlonist reasons.

ONPASSENGERSTENMERS

Under Its Provisions, However,
Lake Vessels Would Be
Exempted,

OTTAWA, Feb. 13.—(Special.)—G, H.
Lewis (West Huron) was heard to
applaud but faintly when the minister
of marine introduced .in the house Of
commons to-day a bill to compel all
passenger vessels to be equipped with
a witeless telegraph system. The bill
applles to all vessels carrying more
‘than fifty passengers, except vessels
plying between ‘ports less than 200
miles apart. 1t is evident thig would
exempt vessels on the great iakes,

The bill was read: 4 first time, as
was also a bill by J. Stanfield (Col-
chester), t> amend the Inspection and
Sale Act so as to oblige millers-and
packers to mark the weight on eaca
bag containing flour or meal. .

During consideration of the amended
btl] respecting the Canadian Northera
Ontario Rajlway Company, N, Nesbitt

Vice-President McNicoll in Santa
Claus Garb Impresses Board
of Contro!.

Plans for the proposed extension of
freight and passenger facilities within
the city to cost approximately $7,000,000
were explained by D. McNicoll, vice-
president of the C.P.R., at a private
conference in the mayor's office yes-
terday afternoon.

The plans include a new passenger
depot and freight vard at North To-
ronto, freight sheds and vards at Chrig-
{ie-street, George-strect, Queen's
Wharf, Farkdale and West Toronto
with a freight dellvery yard
commer of Bloor and Dundas-streets.
There will alse be a new office, build-
ing of sevet®]. storeys at the corner of
King and - Yonige-streets,” plans of
which are not yet complete. I,

Altho the conference was private Mr,
McNicoll took the newspapermen into
his confidence at the conchision and
gave a detalled explanation  of the
plans. He had a birdseye view of the

city ehowing the positions of the work.

“Six or seven million dollars is to
be spent in Improvements in the City
of Toronto,” sald Mr. McNicoll, “and
ggreat deal of it will be spent at once,
poviding we can comé to satisfactory
terms with the city.”

Clings to Station - Site.

“The principal station,” said Mr. Mc-
Nicoll, “will be on the site selected
for thée " new “TUNIGH“Stdtion between
Bay and York-streets. . Qur North
Yonge-street statlon is too far north
to handle the bulk of the passenger
traffic yet. It is too far ahead to
predict ‘what future developments in
that district may he. Some time it
may be the principal site. At pregent
we are placing it there primarily for
the convenience of the citizens of To-
ronto im the residential section who
wish to go to Montreal or Ottawa on a
train that leaves on ' tlime. This pas-
senger traffic at present justifies the
running of the service now in opera-
tion. Quite frequently the Montreal

The North Toronto station, Mr. Mc-

“There has been a good deal of talk
about our disfiguring King-street,”
sald Mr. McNjcoll. *“Now it is not
our intention to have lines of lorries
with packages of unsightly -frelght
Hned up on King-street in front eof
the -freight sheds. :The huilding is: set
flush' with the sidewalk and all the
teams go froni Simcoe-strect into &
30 foot arcade. In fact all the load-
ing and unloading will ‘be done inside
the walls, which will surround the
yards on the Simcoe and King-stréet
sides. except where there are build-
Ings.”

“I have just arranged with the Do-
minion Express Company to take the
corner of the building -at King and
Simcoe-sts. for a general office. The
remainder of the building will have the
appearance of a warehouse to a certain
extent, but I fail to see how it can be
avoided. : We have spent- months on
thege plans with a view. to . giving the
City of ‘'Toronto the best possible
frelght and passenger service. I think
we have succeeded in getting a. plan
for the best passible service with the
least possible. inconvenience: If any-
one doeg not think so, and can:prove
that there is a better solution of the
problem, we are open to suggestions.”

By the establishment of freight
vards at various points in the city, Mr.
Mc¢Nicoll explained that this plan had
been adopted with a view to save
cartage and make the sHipping point
easy of access. - The frelght delivery
vard at Bloor-st. was intended to make
it possible for c¢ontractoms and others
using ‘materdal ‘in that part of the
city to have the cars billed to that
vard, and saveé teaming long distances.

The government house propenty, Mr.
McNicoll explained, would not be
availablé to the company until June 1,
1912, They had acquired the site which
includes it at a cost of $2,000,000, and
were not disposed to make any plans
for it that would prove unsatisfactory
to the city or unprofitable to them-
