Laymen Spiritual Life is
Being Neglected.

A united service of Intercession of
all the Anglican c¢hurches in the cit
was beld in the Church of the Re-
deemer last night.

The press
also was too secular, he said. As the
mouthpieces of Christian communi-
ties, he said, the newspapers ought
to call for a more prayerful naition
at this crisis. ‘‘God wants and ex-
pedts human appeal,” said his grace:
“Is He waiting for something? A
national recognition or @ national re-
pentance?’ Conditions were wrong,
he continued, before the war. ‘The
moral and spiritual side of the na-
tion was at a low ebb. Family wor-
ship, blessing of food, Sabbaith .ob-
servance—these things were becom-
ing obsolete. It was necessary to
get back to God by prayer. Religion
must be passed on. Reticence at this
time was not only weakness, it waks
almost a crime.

He announced
the work that was being organized
for the year under Judge Hodgins
and said that a splendid response
was forthcoming from all over Can-
ada.

National Council of Women
Out Warning From Food

3 Controller.

A nation-wide effort to promots
food conservation is being planned by
the National Council of Women, Mrs.
Rhys D, Fairbairn, the secretary, has
addressad a letter to each of the local
secretaries (of the organlization asking
1for the co-operation of every woman
in Canada. Accompanying the appeal
is a letter ,written by Food Controller
W. J. Hanna to the national council.
He says in part:

“The coming year is one of vital
crises. The last statement Mr.
Hoover made on the question reads as
foHoys. tarvation on- an unparaflel-
ed scale fates the nations’ of Europe
unless the most strenuous efforts be
‘made in the United States and Canada
to meet the situation.’”

To help meet the slituation - Mr.
Hanna suggests: ‘“Vegetable raising,
city lot gardening and the use of fresh
vegetables wherever possible in place
of canned food, substitution of other
cerealls for wheat, the encouragement
of poultry raising, pig raising, bee
farming and seed raising.”

It is cer-
tain that none need protection and
kind tre2tment more than the little
fellow who is homeless.

Mr. Chandler has been a writer for
magazines and a publisher, and has
himself secured the, farm as a real
homejand training ground for 28 boys
who have served their time in the
state home. Who his associates are
ne does not say, except that the cook
was a black mammy who has proved
“that the mothering faculty is not a
matter of color, creed or relation-

ship.”
Methods Employed.

As to methods, Mr. Chundler writes:

“We have tried the ‘square deal’ on
boys who never knew by perienze
what a ‘square deal’ was. It works.

“We have had faith that there was
goodness, manliness and a wish to be
on the level and go straight in every
boy. Sometimes it works slowly, but
it works. !

“We have tried the ‘old swimmin’
lt;ole' as a means of grace. It works
fine.”

The boys are required to work five
hours a day for the food they eat.
They are paid ten cents an hour for
overtime, and they may use this money
to buy their own clotl.e3. 1t is founa
that rightful ownership is an antidote
to dishonesty.

Life in the open and sympathetic
leadership brings the boys to love and
admire the birds, the flowers and
other works of nature. :

“Our specialty,” says the writer, “is
making rightness unusually tempting
and interesting.” ‘The freedom to
choose develops those qualities which,
in time, will make self-respecting,
self-supporting, useful men and good
citizens, instead of dangerous crpoks
—a menace to the community, and a
serious expense to the state for con-
viction and for support in custody.

Coal Still Needed.

. Already the coal excitement is dying down simply because the mer-
-eury has risen a few degrees. The situation is no better than ten days
&ago. The coldest weather is still to come, and the people are no more
prepared to meet it than they were before,

i Mr. Harrington, one of the 'fuel comtrollers, has taken up quarters
in the city hall with the object, it is said, of co-operating with or con-
_trolling another, controller of tuel,' Cormissioner Harris. We have not
hgard that any steps h‘.ve yet been taken to ascertain the actual needs
of the citizens, with a view to obtaining an adequate supply of fuel and
having it on hand when the demand arises.

There is absolutely no excuse for the slackiway in which the whole
question is handled. We ought to know what fuel we actually require.
We ought to know to what extent this can be supplied.- If there is a
definite shortage, then there should be a proportionate altlowamce made
to the citizens according to their needs. 'We are “fudging” on the fuel
situation. 'We are taking chances in the hope that the worst is past, when
in. all probability much worse is to come.

The financiers are planning ahead for their money needs. The food
providers are figuring out what they must -do to ayvoid a famine. We are
cutting out unnecessary electric lighting to help the pressure somewhat.
But what are we doing to save the coal situation? There should be a

. coal census; and those who have coal should be listed, and those who
have none put on coal rations until they haye a sufficient supply. There
need be no great expense 'izlvolved. The people who have no coal, or not
sufficient, can send in on postcard to the ecity hall their addresg and
how much they need to carry on until April. Those who neglect to do
80 could be estimated and allowed for. In a civilized community it is

the business of the coal guild and of those in authority over them to see
that they perform the task they have undertaken for the people.

[y - 'Hydro of “No National Importance!”

il Snow, military representative on an exemption board, felt
called upon, when passing upom the eligibility of a draughtsman in the
service of the Hydro-Electric Commission, to say that “hydro business can
stop. It is of no national importance.”

We do not think the remark fairly illustrates the average intelligence
of the exemption officials. It would be unfortunate if the impression
went abroad that it did. Hydro is of such mational importance at present
that the munition factories of Ontario would not be in existence but for
the energy distributed by the Hydro Commission. Pro-corporation men
have fallen into the habit of speaking slightingly 6f the hydro-electric
policy because it has so notably reduced the price of power. But their
personal feelings should not._be allowed to imfluence their judgmerni on
national questions.

But for the low rates of hydro power and the plentiful supply of
urrent it would have been impossible for Ontario contractors to under-
lake the work that has added to British military efficiency and to the
general prosperity of Ontario, These things should.not be forgotten
when careless speakers declare that hydro is of no national importance
It has been equivalent te 10,000,000 tons of coal to Ontario, and those
who have struggled to get fuel in the last two weeks best understand

A Conservative Policy.

We have deemed it wise to follow
a specially cautious and conservative
poHey and to provide during the war
even more thoroughly than usual for
any element of doubt in the loans and
securities of the Bank. The increas-
ingly keen competifion in business has
resulted in the banks being called upon
to perform far greater services for
smaller remuneration, so that the in-
crease in the volume of their business
is out of proportion to the increase
in their profits. Naturally an increas-
ed volume of business means a cor-
responding increase in the provision
to be made for doubtful items, while
the profits do not pyovidé in a corres-
ponding measure for the relative ap-
propriations. Whenever there is of-
fered a new issue of government se-
curities yielding a higher rate of in-
terest, the market for existing securi-
ties is depressed to a corresponding
extent and this entails a writing down
of all securities on hand. Doubtless
when the war is over this downward
movement will cease and securities will
tend to appreciate in value, so that
much of this may be recovered. .

_Half-Century Mark.

To mark the semi-centennial anni-

versary of the founding of the Bank

At is our intention to publish its his-

tory. In the course of a compara-
tively short career it has taken over
several much older institutions, which
were among the ploneers of Canadian
banking in their respective districts.
For this reason in more than one
province its roots go back to the be-
ginning of banking in 'this country,
and the task calls for more research
than would at first appear to be in-
volved. In addifion we have in course
of preparation a new series of bank-
notes, which are, we belleve, In origi-
nality and heauty of design, a marked
advance over those at present in cir-
culation. “We have had the designs
copyrighted in Canada, the United
Kingdom and the United States, and
they will be our own exclusive pro-
perty. The work of engraving the
plates is a slow and tedious process,
and some of the notes will not be com-
pleted for several years, but we hope
to put the smaller denominations into
circulation during the current ‘year,
Advance in Profits.

The profits for the year amounted to
$2,637,555, an increase of $198,000 over
the figures of the previous year, but,
as we have already pointed out, an
increase not at all commensurate with
the additional business transacted or
the additional responsibility involved.
Large advances have beén made from
time to time to both the Dominion
and the Imperial Governments, and
these naturally bear low rates of in-
terest. This may be considered as
part of our contribution to the cost
of the -war,

We have continued the payment of
the usual dividend of ten per cent. per
annum with a bonus of one per cent.
at the end of each half-year. The an-
nual contribution to the Fension Fund

| shows an increase of $5000, owing to
‘| the larger number of members of the

We have again been called upon for
subscriptions  for various patriotic

‘purposes, for which your approval is

asked. The war tax on note circula-
tion -has this year reached its maxi-
mum, and after providing for these
items we carry forward the large sum
of $1,832,000 at the credit of Proft
and Loss account,
Increased Note Circulation.

There is again a large increase,
amounting to $4,735,000, in the item of
notes of the bank in circulation,
nearly double the increase reported
last year. As pointed out at the last
annual meeting, the principal reasons
for the high level of the note circula-
tion are twofold: first, the high level
of all prices, and second, the great
business activity caused by the large
orders for merchandise and munitions
placed in Canada by the Allied Gov-
ernments.

1121 Women Clerks on Staff.

The members; tg/ the staff number
3,633, including 280 mossengers and
267 janitors; tHe%otal, affer the with-
drawal of the men called up under the
Milftary Servicé” ‘Act, will - still be
somewhat flarger than a year ago.
The increase is, however, entirely in
untrained women clerks, the numiber
of women being now 1,121, an increase
of about 400. On the other hand, the
number of .male officers " has de-
creased by 123, in spite of the addition
of a large number of inexperienced
lads under the age of twenty. Having
regard tc the continued growth of our
business and to the decrease in gen-
eral efficlency caused by the changes
in personnel, the burden ilaid on our
men and women ‘grows -heavier with
each succeeding mionth. It was,
therefore, particularly gratifying to us
that the results of the year's business
were such as to justify a. more than
usually generous percentage bonus to
all the members of the stafif,

Of our officers, 1,422 have now talen
up arms, or 756 per cent. of our present
imale staff, eéxclusive of messengers.
We know that we have supplied our
full quota. but We are making etforts
to release every man physically fit who
is called up under the Military Service
Act and who can possibly be replaced,
and are asking exempiion for only a
few officers, ths length and the char-
adber of whose training are such that
they cannot be replaced.

The Roll of Honor.

Wilth grief mingled with | ide, we
record a total Joss of 1563 men kilied in
action, 69 of whom have made the
great sacrifice during the past year.
No fewer than 255 have been wound-
ed, many seriously, 7 are missing, and
16 are undergoing tho hardships of the
enemy’s prison camps.

During the year the Canadian banks
have been called upon to make large
advances to the Dominion Government
to provide for expenditures in connec-
tion With the war, and-have also made
advances to th> Imperidl Government
for ithe purchase of our wheat crop,
in addition to those already oaurrent
for the purchase of munitions in Can-
ada.

Success of War Loans.

The outstanding success of the Vie-
tory Loan was a siriking tribute to
the energy and patriotism of the or-
ganization which undertook to place
the loan in the hands of the publie,
and the Finance Minister is again to
be congratulated on the result of his
endeavors to Obtain within Canada as
large a preportion as possible of the
funds required to carry on the war.
As in thz case of the last Imperial
War Loan, the banks were not called
upon to subseribe directlv, as this
would have meant a locking up of
their funds in a permanent invest-
ment, and would alen heve tended to
inflat'on, as a result of the additional
credit thereby -created. TInstend of
this thevy undertook to male ad-

Protaily, few people realize how es-
sential to modern business is prompt
and reliable railway service, or how
the lack of such service invariably
means high prices to the consumer.
No modern business could continue
in operation were the transportation
facilities of the country suddenly to be
su A full consideration, of the
relation between delays in trans-
portation and increased cost to the
consumer is out of place here, put it
may confidently be asserted that
promptness and regularity of service
are of ‘more importance-to business
men and to the general public than
low freight rates. .Unfortunately of
late years Government efforts have
bzen’ directed almost entirely to the
reduction of the latter, while ignor-
ing altogeéther the greater importance
of the former. The general increase
in freight rates recently granted is
a step in the right direction, The
pass to which the railways of the
United  States have been brought in
this connection is well described by
our New- York Agent in the Review
of Business Conditions,: although
since h.s report was Written, - the
Tnited States Government has placed
all the railroad lines In the country
under the control of a Director-Gen-
eral, to be operated as a single ®ys-
tem. 'Fortunately for the public in-
terest, one of the great Canadian
railway systems has not been depend-
ent entrely upon its income fromi

fransportation, or the problem here
would have Tecome more acute. The
cost of operation, that is, f labour.
materials and supplies, has risen®
enormously in recent years, without a
corresponding increase in the revenue
iro . transportation. It is not .. =« -3
borne in mind that the develcpment
of Canada, and its subsequent in-
crease in wealth and population,
would not have been possibe with-
out the construction of the railroads,
and that the large number of people
who have invested in railroad secure
itiss have, therefore, perfo.med a
public service of the highest import-
ance. Whatever, may have been the
mo-ives which prompted the invest-
ment, this service still calls for some
‘measure of reco mition,
.- Need of Greater Thrift,

- And now a few words as to the
future. Up to the present the high
cost of living, of which we hear so
mu h, has borne heavily on compara-
tively few. The great majority of
Canadians who are not serving in the
armed forces of the Empire are em-
ployed at high wages in war indus-
tries. They have more to spend than
they ever had before, and many are
spending it. They scorn carefulness
and the small economies that must
perforce te practised by the inhabi-
tants of less favoured countries, But
there will come a time when high
taxation and uncertainty . as to the
future will make men hesitate to em-
bark on new enterprises, when there
will be double the number of appli-
cants for half the number of jobs,
and when food will be  still more
scarce than, it is at present, Only
then shall we realize the full effects
of the high cost of living. How shall |
we prepare for that day? The great
need of -the worldy will then be
abundance of food, at reasonable
prices, and if we in Canada by stimu-
transportation, and
distribution, are able to supply the
nations in abundance, we shall not
only have laid broad and deep the
foundations of prosperity for our-
selves, but shall have earned the
gratitude of the nations., We shall
have found a way to utilize the ser-
vices of the un¥mployed and to lower
as far as possible the high cost of

living,
After the War.

The machinery for accomplishing
this cannot be created’ om the spur
of the moment, and we must equip
ourselves beforehand to cope with the !
chang conditions which will orevail
after the war. We must so co-ordi-
nate the productive forces of the |
nation that there will be, as it were, |
the nucleus of an organization al-
ready prepared to utilize the iabour
of the unemployed in the production
of food, and in its distribution and
transportation to the great markets
abroad.

In order that thig
trade should be permanently success-
ful under these normai conditions, it
must be organized from the begin-
ning with a view to efficiency and
placed on a sound economic basis,
When we consider what difficuities
have been overcome in order to trans-
port fresh meat from Australia, New
Zea'and—and the Argentine through
the tropical zone to the markets of
Europe, we cannot but telieve that
the less serious difficulties confront-
ing'Canada can be successfully solved.
We have millions of acres of produc-
tive land, we expect to have an
abundance of labour, but we require
organization and leadership.

President’s Address.

The President then said:

We meet again with the shadow of
the great war affecting everything we
say or do. We are nearer the end
than we were a year ago, but only be-
cause a year has passed; in other
ways there is no sign of the end
Although the war is in its fourth year,
‘t s still full of surprises: indeed, the
vear has been one of many and swift
changes.

There exists a
lack of cohesion and effective organi-:
zaition the farmers. He, there-
fore, advised the evolving ' and ap-
pointing of a permanent advisory
council representing and having at
heart the interests of agriculture.
This committee must have the strong,
eifective backing of the whole of Ca-
nadian agriculture. It must be com-
bosed of able men capable of securing
recognition from the government, must
have well paid experts who shall mar-
shall facts and figures relating to
transportation and all other questions
vitally touching the business of agri-
culture, :

Hog Producers Need Aid.

The counzry was under an obligation
to fthe farmers for thefr magnificent
response to the call for greater produc-
tionl of hogs. Thess breeders must not
be—fleft to thes depredations of other
organized. interests so that their pro-
fits be eaten up by the cost of feed,
transportation and marketing, They
must be  provided with Increased faci-
litles and sufficlent financial assist-
ance to enable them to properly mar-
ket their increased production in the
spring. The farmers had never yet
been in a position to say what shail
be done in matters relating to their
interests, and the need and oppor-
tunity of the hour was therefore ef-
fective orgénizstion and loyal co-op-
eration. e i

Selfishtess Must Go.

Peter White was applauded when he
candidly told those present, out of his
own experience, that the great oh-
stacle in the way of effective organi-
zation among the farmers was the
selfish interest of the individual which
was inherent in the human mind. They
must be willing to work for the com-
mon good and get a broader spirit
than heretofore. ‘There must be a
leal attempt to banish selfishness in
the common interest.”

Possibilities Presented.

Mr, White gave a vivid picture of
thé contrast between the manufactur-
ers’ ‘associations and the farmers’ or-
sanizations. He told how the manu-
facturers had their own well-informed
specialists, who could be relied upon
to present the interests of the manu-
facturers to any committee of govern-
ment or railway men. They did not
have to rely on the statements made
by the cpposite side. On the other
kand, the farmers generally had to
take as the truth the statements pre-
| sented by the railways, -notwithstand-
(ing the fact that the rajlway and
fma.nufactun'lng industries had not as
jinany votes as the farming industry,
not as much capital invested, not ag
much manual labor involved.

H, F. Bailey reminded the meeting
that t.he Union government was an ag-
| ditional opportunity for the effective
presentation of the farmers’ needs. But
they must not leave the questions up
to the government to handle; the
farmer must co-operate with the gov-
ernment. ' in seeking - the proper
answers.
