The war ending before the act 
could toe applied, the government com­
promised on the demands made from 
the liquor faction who demanded a 
continuance of complete “wet” privi­
leges and those calling for the en­
forcement of the act, by submitting 
the question of the sale of beer and 
wine alone to the electors.

In the province as a whole the 
“wets” turned out In great numbers, 
while the “no" element seemed Indif­
ferent.

The referendum 
result will license the sale of wine 
and beer in districts only where local 
legislation has not introduced prohibi­
tion. “Dry” districts, tho allowed to

“The high-water mark of pur fight­
ing strength In Infantry,” says the 
British commander, "was ohiy reach­
ed after two and

of major operatiqnp.

“During the Somme battle artillery 
ammunition had to be watched with 
the greatest care. During 1917 am­
munition was .plentiful, but the gun 
situation caused anxiety. It was only 
In 1918 that artillery operations could 
be conducted without any limiting 
consideration beyond that of trans­
port.

Sir Douglas records the interesting 
fact that more than half the British 
casualties, In the fighting of 1918 oc- • 
curerd during the five months from 
March to July, when the allies were 
on the defensive.

"The rapid collapse of Germany’» 
military powers tn the latter half of 
1918," he says, “was the logical out­
come of tlhe fighting of the previous 
two years. It would not have taken 
place but for that period of ceaseless 
attrition which "used up the German 
reserves. It la In the great battles of 
1916 and 1917 that all have to seek 
for the secret of our victory in 1918.”

Rifle and Bayonet Won.
The value of cavalry in modem 

warfare Is emphasized by Sir Douglas 
Haig, and in discussing the value of 
median teal contrivances, such as 
tanks, he observes tht, immense as 
their influence might have been, they 
could not by themselves decide a 
campaign. Their true role Is to assist 
infantrymen, by whose rifles and bay­
onets only can a decisive victory be 
won.

"It has been proved,” he adds, 
“that cavalry, whether used tor shock 
effect under suitable conditions, or as 
mobile infantry, have still an Indis­
pensable part to play in modern war. 
Moreover, it cannot eefely be assured 
that in oil future wars thé flanks of 
the opposing forces will rest on neu­
tral states, or Impassable obstacles.”

“The object of all war is victory, 
and a purely defensive attitude can 
never bring about a successful deci­
sion.”

He emphasizes that the defensive 
role sooner or later produces a lower­
ing of morale, while the defender be­
comes almost entirely Ignorant of hie 
opponent's dispositions and plane.

Ottawa, April 10.—The deputation of 

packers from Toronto and other points 
who recently Interviewed Sir Thomas 
White and Hon.-A. K. Maclean, acting 
minister of trade and commerce, are 
said to have received satisfactory as­
surances that will greatly stimulate the 
export trade and may incidentally In­
crease the 'cos*, of living In Canada. 
The British embargo on chilled beef 
and other meat products will, it ig said, 
be lifted in the case of Canadian pro­
ducts, for which a market is available 
in continental Europe.

Washington, April 10.—The war department issued tonight an 
official statement confirming Associated Press advices from Archangel 
that what amounted to a mutiny occurred among the American troops 
there on Ma'rch 30. A company of Infantry, the message stated, refused 
to entrain for the front until personally urged to do so by Colonel 
George E. Stewart, commanding the American contingent. Open threats 
were made of general mutiny unless a definite statement from Wash­
ington insuring early withdrawal was forthcoming.

The department has cabled for more information. From the message 
received today officials were unable to ascertain whether a condition 
of mutiny has In fact developed in the past ten days. Pending fuller 
advices, no comment was forthcoming as to the course to be pursued. 
The official report makes the Incident even more serious than the 
original press accounts. Intimations that a general feeling of unrest 
pervaded the entire force have come previously from General Ironsides, 
the British commander-in-chief. Both British and French troops have 
been Involved, according to a rumor of similar Incidents.

Says Foch Would Have Had 
to Call a Halt

:I Ir.1111 General Sir Frederick B. Maurice, 
formerly director of military opera­
tions of the British army, arrived in 
Toronto from Pittsburg Jusd before 
noon yesterday, and was met at the 
Union Station by Brigadier-General 
Gunn, D.S.O.; Brigadier-General \W. 
L. Shannon, G.O.C. M.D. No. 1; Sir 
Henry Pellatt, Mayor •’Church and Co!. 
John B. MacLean. He was driven to 
the York Club, where he lunched and 
afterward met a number of news­
paper men at headquarters on College 
street. He delivered a short address 
at the banquet in the armories last 
evening. »

The general discussed many phases 
of the war and the issues which were 

T raised when the armistice was signed 
T and what the aspect of the European 

situation Is at the present time. Dress­
ed ln civilian clothes he has a soldier­
ly bearing but not the aggressiveness 
of a military officer. Rather he has 
the face of a scholar and a civilian. 
His hair is almost white.

He refused to make any comment on 
the charges which he made against the 
government last y oar after tho retreat 
of the fifth army, adding that tho 
country had sufficient on its hands 
dealing with the European situation. 
He, however, maintained that he did 
not desire to retract anything which 
he said then.

General Maurice remarked that he 
had been in Toronto 40 years ago 
when his father was in charge of the 
garrison at Halifax, but he had not 
yet found any spot in the city which 
he could remember.

Could Not Resume.
Several reasons were advanced by 

the distinguished visitor why he did 
rot believe the war would be resumed 
in Europe between Germany and the 
allies. The allies have absolute con­
trol of the air, having all the German 
planes, and they also have possession 
of two-thirds of the heavy artillery in 
all the world. “There may be-^up­
risings which you may call Bolshevism, 
but as for fighting no.”

Asked whether he thought a mis­
take was made when the armistice was 
signed and the Germans were not de­
feated on the field of battle he replied 
that the allied armies had pushed for­
ward as far as they could 
get without haying to call a 
halt for a time. The Germans 
had destroyed all, the railways and 
highways and the delay which would 
have been occasioned would have per­
mitted the enemy to gather their scat­
tered forces together again.

Had the armistice not been signed* 
Foch was ready to commence a flew 
battle on Nov. 14 In Alsace-Lorraine, 
eaid General Maurice. The problem to 
toe decided was whether the results 
which would be obtained would be 
-worth the destruction which would take 
place in the south of France and the 
further havoc which would be created 
lin Belgium, and then there was to be 
^considered what the Germans would 
give up if the armistice was signed, 
'it was a. little coon, however said 
General Maurice, to judge whether it 
'would have been better to fightTit out 
to the end. “If we had gone into Ger- 
'many we would have -to maintain a 
much larger standing army,” he said. 

Like to See Peace.
Questioned an to whether he thought 

peace should not have been signed 
sooner, he laughingly remarked that 
wo would all like to see, peace, but 

. , added that the reports embout delay In
Paris were very much exaggerated. 
.There was very good reason to hope 
that peace would be signed before the 
first of May. The great problem before 

: Bihc conference was to arrange Euro- 
■pean affairs so that there would be no 

^■moro similar cases to that of Alsace- 
^■p’Lorraine prior to the war. He in-

The Idea of a league of nations he

The new system, wihidh affects be­
tween 400 and 500 employes, was 
adopted at a meeting of all the man­
aging heads of the departments, held 
yesterday to diecuss the question. At- 
this meeting all the men spoke in ap­
preciation of the plan advanced, and 
all united in saying that they would 
endeavor, by close attention, to see 
that the costs of applying the system 
ibe reduced from the maximum.

This change comes into effect on 
the first Saturday in June, and the 
Hdbtoerlin Company claims the dis­
tinction of being the first, in Canada 
to adopt a movement of 'this kind. The 
step has been heartily commended by 
the heads of the local labor movement, i

The firm was also the first to adopt 
the 8-hour day with a half-day on 
Saturday, In the year 1906, and they 
have on file in their offices a totter 
from .a local labor union of that date ( 
approving their action at that time.

When interviewed on the subject, A. 
M. Hobberlin stated that he felt that 
the firm was merely blazing a way 
that must finally be adopted by all 
industrial leaders in Canada.
